Volunteers to be protected from suits

Nonprofil organizations’ volun-
teer directors and offlcers are pro-
tected from Yawsuits under legisla-
tion signed inie law Lhis week.

Public Act 397, sponsored by
sinte Rep. Jan Dolan, allows non-
profit erganizations 1o assume the
llability of velunieer officers and
directers. The new stalute extends
existing law which prolects non
direcler volunteers [rom Jabllity.

*Valuntecrs are the Iifeblood of
mosl nonpreflll groups,” satd
Dolan, F-Farmingion Hllls. “Those

who help such tauses as neighbor-
hood organlzatiens, cltaritable
mstitulons or scouting should not
have 1o live in fear of belng sued.”

The law permits nonprofil orga-
nlzations to jpclude In thelr ardl-
cles of tncorporations a proviston
to assume liabilty for all acts or
omlssions of volunieers. 11 does
not extinguish a volunteer's labili-
ty, bul merely transfess it to the
corporation. Velunteers remaln
llable if they acted oulslde the
scope of iheir dulies,

A 1895 inciden! In Farmington
#llls prompled the bill, An vnin-
corporated homeowners assocla-
ton of residents Living on A natural
beauty read sought and recelved a
zoning change lo prevent threat-
ened overdevelopment. A developer
sued the clty and each member of
the nejghborhood associalon.

“The suit was veluntarlly dis-
missed against the residents, bul
only aller they lost time and
money and suffered great emotlon-
ul distress,” Dolan sald,

The bullding Is out of touel with
1995 federally mandaled slan-
dards set for the Americans will
Disabilitles Act.

The changes would lnclude 2
wiler and antematle entrance door
(o the building, handicapped bath-
rooins and Jall cell facilities, a

Women learn a bit of history

Harriel Berg - dancer, leacher,
choreographer ~ was the guest
speaker al the Norilville Woman's
Clubon Ocl, 18.

Berg recelved a grant from the
Michigan Councll fur the Arls to
reconstruct the danees of the carly
French sctllers. In 1982 she
founded the Mme. Cadillac
Dancers and Musicians of Detroit,

Along with her rescarch on the
dances, she hegan o Invesligale
who was Marle Therese Guyon
Cadillac, krown as Delroll's First
Lady.

“We hear about Cadillac all the
time, they named a car or 1im, We
know he founded Fort Pontehar-
traln, But who was Madame Caclil-
lac?" sald Berg, who cang appro-
priately altired @ clothing similar
to thal worn by Madame Caditlac.

In the 17th ventury the French
Legan the exploralion of the entire
Interior of whal wauld later heceme
the United States af Amerlea, The
English were on the Atlanlic roasl.

Marle Therese Guyon Cadillac
was borp in 1671 jusi outslde
Quebec City. Her father, a wealthy
merchant, and her mother, who
was also from a wealthy, family,

“Lillle girls were dressed exaclly
as adults in those days and
expected Lo be adults aL a very
early age.” Berg said.

When Madame Cadillac’s par-
enls died,
her uncle,

wasn't married by the time she
was 18 she would go back to (he
convent! where she had received
her schooling,

“Thal's the way il was,”
said, “Girls were married young,
and very often died in childdirth.
Men had two or three wives.”

Madame Cadillac was an inde-
pendently wealthy young womsan,
She had been well bred with all the
skills of a finc French lady and
knew how lo cook, sing, and sew.

surable and time-dated. Inslead of
saying, "I want {o lase weight" - a
vague goal - decide specifically on

" how much weight such as ten
© pounds. Additionally, this initial
. statzment means you theoretically
. have as much time as you want -
: 10weeks, 10 months, 10 yearst

Instead, "1 will lose one pound a
week over 10 weeks™ is more spe-
clfie, time-dated and will serve as

. an ajtaipable goal and help keep
* you on track,

Frequently evaluate if a partleu-

lar approach {s or is not heiplul
bul remember to be fexible, Cir-
cumstances change and tvolve
over time, Adaptabllily is cne of
the mest helpful assels you can
have that will keep you oan your
course. If you did nol lose weight
this week, study and defline the
problem, The problem may be.
“Every time [ go oul to eat, |
overeal.” List all Lhe things you
can do about it such as: prder
smaller porticns, share your meal,
eal slower, eal with Individuals
who have simijar goals, ete. Then
fake action and reevaluate f IU's
working for you.

Observe others, read and
research until you lind approaches
thai will hielp you malntain your
resolve, Evaluate all the pros and
cons of the change and anticlpate
problems. Maybe your goal was
unrealistic, or there may be an
obstacle you must deal with first,
Possibly losing one pound a week
beginning with the upcoming holl-
days may be unrealistic,

Too much change ali at once is
not good or effecllve. Select the
change which is most essential
and say ne to the rest, Also, prior-

tize and regulate the amount of
change you are already working
on. Are you changing jobs, quilting
smoking, and lrylng to lose
welght? Seleet one and really locus
your energles and bellefs in it.

Reward behavior instead of
resulls.
