The Tharnton papers include
many letters le Borriill A, Taby,
who marrled Sally's grandson
Charles Mearoe Thoraten, Jr. on
May LG. 18G6.

Other Ands fnclude Viclorian-era
Republican and Prohibillon Parly
candidate flyers and Charles
Thornlon's income tax receipt. Not
only was there a Unlted States
Internal Revenue In September,
1866. bul clilzens were taxed on
bolh Income and ownership of bil-
llard lables, carrlages. gold plate,
silver plale, pianofories, vachts
and goldd watches,

Thornton paid the government
that year $12.85, Of lhal, an 88.15
tax was slapped on his Income, in
the $600-t0-$5,000 per year
brackel and another §4 for his
pianaforte, valued belween §8200
argl $400. (Try hiding a piano from
an IRS auditor.)

When it comes 1o the history of
the Thornton house, Garfield's
awn place gaes as far hack almost
50 years.

They sald nothing about
the Issue laler. They did not ask thelr attorney Lo
render an opinion. They did nol even Indicate that
they will atiempt to address the problem or aveld
repeating it in the future,

Nothing.

What {he heck s that? Well ... for ane thing, Its
council policy. Council almost never responds to
audience comnments during thelr meelings.

For anpiher, it's awfully damn rude. Anyone whe
has taken “Inferpersonal Commuonications 1017 In
college. or speech in high school, knows (hal some
acknowledgement by the listener that he ar she has
heard what the speaker has said Is a fundamenia)
commuplcations skill. 1t lets the speaker know that
what has been transmilled has been received and
understood,

Saying nothing, however, leaves the speaker with
the distinct impression thai he or she Is being
ignored. And that's infurlating for most peaple.

Ne, we are not Jooking for council to dump out ts
agenda to deal with  the concerns brought before It
vach meeting in audlence participalien. No, we are
not locking for problems and cencerns to be
resolved on the spol.

And we certainly aren't logking for councll le
argue with members of the public who may or may
not feel comfortable speaking in public,

Bul a “we heard you” would be nice. A “we'll look
Inte it and get back to you" would be even better.

I recall that during campalgning for eleclion,
Mayor Kathlcen MeLallen advocated lo me just such
an approach. She told me then that while it is
Imporiant for council lo conlrol audience partlicipa-
tion and not let that portlon of the agenda dominate
the meetings, cach cillzen coming before council
deserved some kind of response, If not Immedialely
then as soon as city administralers could dig vp the
answer,

it Is sad to sce that philosophy has falien by the
wayside.

Regardless, this council has a serious prollem. il
doesn't act like Lt cares muchi to hear from the pub-
lle it purporis te represent. 11 is operating as a
closed government. It scems to resist any input or
accountabllity,

Clearly a remedlal openness class is In order,
probably best conrducted by the city attorney wilh
heavy emphasls on what the city charter and state
law actually require In terms of openness.

Then an introductory course on Interpersonal
communicailons skills woutd be most useful. Coun-
cll should know enough about subject area (o al
least look and act like they are lislening,

Loosely
based on fazet, the poem
immortatized three of Ameri-
ca’s ploneers, The title char-
acter would eventually
become the ancestor of one of
the original scttlers of Wailed
Lake and Novi. -

Captaln of the Mayflower
Co, of Pllgims who landed at Plymouth, Mass., in
1620, Miles Standish was deslined to lead a long
line of adventurous and couragecus descendants.

Over 100 years after Capt. Standish bravely joined
thosc voyagers from across the sea. his great great
grandson of the same name would become 2 hero in

" the fight for American independence. Corp. Miles
Standish was a well regarded member of the Minute-

men and Militia of the American Revolution.

Nearly a century after the corporal's herales, his
great granddaughter, Amanda Bassett, marrled a
man named Freeborn Henry Banks of New York.

Together, they moved to the western wilds of
Michigan, when QOakland County was deseribed as a
wilderness and Pontlac was still a trading post for
[ndlans. They settled in Walled Lake in 1833, on a
farm along the Pontiac Trail, The Banks Jamily cre-
ated what was later called a beautiful and profitable
modern farni, where they ralsed six children.

One of their children, Sarah Gertrude, would Jol-
" low in her ancestors’ footsteps by also making histo-
_1y..In 1871, she was accepted into the first class at
:{ the Universlty of Michigan Medical School to admit’

women. She was also noted for her long association
with the women’s sullrage movement and other
patriolic socleties.

In Henry Banks' obituary, it was noled that “he
worked, as only pieneers work, amid the privations
and hardships incident tc pioneer lile, and when he
left his Walled Lake home, he left it bath beautlful
and profitable, surrounded with all the comforts of a
modern farm. and the country around sctiled
beyond the most hopeful dreams of his younger
days.”

The Banks family, as far back as ils relationship
to the original Miles Slandish, had a flerce sense of
moral and patriotic pride. Before and during the
Civil War, the Henry Banks home in Walled Lake
served as a “station” on lhe Underground Railroad

system that helped smuggle munaway slaves to free-

dom.

Two of [Henry's sons. Charles and Thomas, served
in the war, and daughter Gertrude became secretary
of 2 local Ald Soclety, created as soon as recruiting
began, to help out “their boys In blue.*

Amanda and Henry Banks lived on the Walled
Lake farm-for 41 years before retiring “to a pleasant
place at Northville to enjoy the fruits of a life well
spent.” They were members of the Northville Baptist
church for over 20 years,

The family enjoyed lang ltfe; Freeborn Henry
Banks died at the age ol 91, In 1895, Amanda, along
with several of her children, tived well into their 80s.
When sen Charles died in Novi on Christmas Day,
1923, at the age of B7, he was reported ta be “the
oldest native son of Oakland County.”

nalely. that Is exactly who has
taken place. A collective decislon
was made o exciude Rovl resi-
dents, Closed meclings wilheut
awence participation, secret bal-
lats, and an undisclosed “lisl ol
candidales™ are conseienlious
actions taken' te silence the com-
mun!ty voice, Is the city now adve-
caling “selective hearlng?”

Granted. the Novi Charter does
allow for the eity counell to
appoint an Individual te Tl a
vacated seat. However, 1his same
charter also provides the oplion for
residents to clect a candidate, an
allernatlve which supperts the
“community involvement philoso-
phy” endorsed and promoled by
the cily. Why this change of phi-
losophy? .

What Is equally disturbing is the
apparent lack ol preparedness in
wading through the city charter as
1o the appeiniment process. On
the eve of appointing the new
council person, Dece. 2. there were
slill numerous fundamental ques-
tions as to how {he process was to
work and what optlons were avail.'

able. This confuslon is frightening.
This vacancy did not come about
with grenl surprise. Once Nancy
Cassis won Lhe Repulican Prima-
1y in August. the city and lls lepal
council should have hegun ciforts
1o research and clarify, the ciyy
charter, exploring varlous aptlens
by which 1o seleet a replacenent.

1 the city administration truly
desires resident input and wished
to ablde by the trumpeled “com-
munily involvement” declaration,
there would have been an effort to
seek ways to exercise alternative
selectjon precesses, Opening meet-
ings [or public distussion would
be the chvious, and legal, slarting
point. Creative ways could have
been seught - how about the adds-
tlon of polential names 1o last
Novernber's ballot as an “if. Cassis

is elected optlon.” {r, as one audi-
ance participantscleverly suggest-
ed, why nal hald a speclal election
to resolve both the counctl vacancy
and the proposed city goll course
{ssues, A creative and [iscally
responsible [dea which complies o
the Nevl 20/20 ideals.

Ane of the “justifying” excuses
for nol having a fermal clecllon
was the estimated cost to the tax-
payers, This estimaled expense.
ranging from £10.,000 to $30.000,
was decmed loo extreme. Was
Uxere any resldent (taxpayer) inpul
In this declslon? No. In contrast,
the cily has authorized spending
this amount. I not more, on the
Novl 20/20 Commlttee whose sole
purpose Is Lo solicit .communily
input. Seems rather {ronle, doesn’
i?

Cily council members can

debate Lhat thelr appeintment

aclions complied with the ejty
charter and the Open Meetings
Acl. However, ) don't helieve that
they can explain how these same
aclions comply with the Intent of
the Novi 20/20 campaign.

Sleepless nights and the sad
sounds of a child sobbing bring
hotne the reallzation that winter
and early spring. the prime sea-
sons for ear and tonsils infectlons,
Bre LPoR LS.

Children al 1he ages of 1 to § are
especlally al risk for ear infections
which are the mosl commen child-
hood fliness olher than the com-
mon cold. Nearly one child in
seven has multiple ear Infectlons
Ly age 5.

At any ane time, 17 percent of
youngsters may hove fluld in their
middle ears which may predispose
them 1o ear fafeclions. This fiuld
miy alse cause hearing loss and
result in speech delay, diminished
altention span, poor scheol perfor-
matice and difficultes with Iriends
or family.

Ear infections are frequently
assoclated wilh (he common cold,
They are caused by bacterla and
peor finctioning of the eustachlan
tube which allows alr to pass [rom
the back of 1he nose Lo the car,
Adulis [requently use the euslachl-
an tube (o equalize ear pressure
when riding fn an elevater ar an
alrplane. In ehildren, when a nasal
infeclion causes Irritation of the
custachian tube, the tube swells
shut, trapping fluld and bacterla in
the middle ear. Within a matter of
hours, the hearing joss, paln or
fever begins,

For a fortunate few children,
lhere may be no symptoms at all,
but the fact of an infection that ts
located amid the bones and nerves
of the middle ear can still be a
problem.

The primary trealment for ear
Infectans I8 a preseription for
antlblatles sametimes in conjunc-
tlon with a decongestant to dry up
nasal secretlons, In some situa-
tlons, when antibloties do clear the
infection, the physiclan may pre-
scribe a dily dese of antibiotics to
.prevent further [nfections.

On cceasion, the bacterda caus-
ing the Infection may be reaisiant
to same of the preseribed anlibi-
ahcs i antlbjotics fail Lo, conlro]

the ear Infections or If a child has

three ear Infections In six months

or four {nfections in a year, the
phystclan may recommend ihe
Insertion of ventilatory tubes into
the eardrums.

Anather case where tubes might
fmprove the ears is when the fluld
from the Infections perslst for more
than [0-12 weeks - leng afler the
Infections have been eradicaled. In
these situations & very brief surgl-
cal procedure, the Insertion of
1ubes, will almast always solve the
problem.

Placing these “ear tubes”
requires a briel anesthesta and {s
painless, Using a microscope and
special micro-instruments, the
physician makes a tiny incisien in
the eardrum and inseris a small
plastic tube which iIs no blgger
lhnn a pen bp. .

Early parental detecticn of ear
infections, along with appropriate
medicalion, can prevent the paln,
fever, and heasing loss frequently
associated with this commen
childtood iliness,

Tenslilitls Is another common
childheod illness. It is an Infection
of the Jymph nodes or glands local-
ed In the back of Lhe threal. The
adencid is a third 1onsi] Jocaled
behind the nese and Is usually
Infected along with the tonsil. The
main treatment lor tonsiilitls is
antiblotics,

Tonsillitis 1s nermally accompa-
nied by fever, discomforl. swollen
glands, and lpsl school days. Chij-

~dren with mare than ive episcides

of tonsillitis in a year, four
eplsodes two years in a row, or
three episodes annually for several
years should have thelr tonsils and

adenoids remaved,

Abscesses and chronle sorc
throals thal persist for menths are
also indicators that tonsil and ade-
notd surgery may be necessary.

“Tonsils and adenolds thal are so
large can cause nightlime sneting
{very loud). gasping, and slruggling
for alr. Thils can patentially be a
dangerous situatlon.

Depression is common in holiday season

At this time of year. while many people say
they thoroughly enjoy the “haliday season,” oth-
ers say they get “the blues,” jor they get "blue,”
a sad o1 wistful feeling).

And. even though for most this Is not a serl-
ous problem, for some It can be. I can be
depression,

What 15 depression? [t ts nal just this wistful
feeling. It |s a real lllness, a real disease, And it
doesn't come just around the holldays,
although for some, depression Is a reeurring
difficulty that Is more severe in the winter
months when he days are short and the sky Is
rarely blue.

How do you know il you have real depression
and not simply the hollday biues?

Hellday blues usually are both mild and tem-

porary, and can be helped by seeking social
suppatt or by making time for the things one
enjays. If your problem lasls more than two
weeks or Is severe enough (o disturb your abill-
ty to work or enjoy yourself, {l would be wise lo
seelt out a professional evaluation.
; People who are depressed are often sad, bul
the sadness 15 intense: You ery all the ilme, or
wigh you could ery - but can’'l. And you ofien
have lost your abillly Lo njoy things, any
things, sometimes even If you're not aware of
being sad. This s called anhedonfa, [from the
same root word as hedonism, but with an eppo-
stie meaning).

Along with a perstsient sad or anhedonic feel-
ing, the depressed person wsually has assoclal-

ed symptoms, including loss of appetite or
weight loss not due to dieting. inabllity to sleep
well or sleeping loo much, intense restlessness
or fatigue, decreased ability to think or make
decislons, and feelings of worthlesaness or a
wish o be dead.

Depression can be very palnful, ao painful in
fact that people attempt to take their own lives,
Most people who attempt sulclde are depressed.

Depression can be so severe that the
depressed person can't function effectively at
wark, at home or with fdlends, Depression is a
roajos public heaith concern, In part because it
13 50 commen.

Twenty percent of women and 10 percent of
men will have a major depressive episode some
time during their lives, This eplsode will last
weeks, months or even years If it Is not treated,
And for many it will recur. Having one episode
puts you al Increased rsk [or another, and the
more you have, the more likely you are lo have
another {f you are not treated.

There are other risk factors as well, If you
abuse drugs or alcohel, you are more lkely 1o
become depreased. 1f depression runs In your
family you are more Jikely 1o have this {liness. If
you have had a recent major change or "stress”
In your lfe, your chances also go up.

In the past, having depression or any menial
iliness was thowght not as a health concern but
as a weakness thal should be hidden er denjed.
That has changed somewhat, but not complete-
ly. More {han half of all depressed people stil]

do nol recelve treatment, even though very
cffective Lreatments exist, )

Medications and psychotherapy (counseling)
can provide signiflcant Improvement for 75 per-
cent or more of (ndividuals sufferlng {ram
depression - but only if the person seeks help,
Psychiatrists, psycholegists, social workers,
psychiatrically trained nurses, and approprate-
ly tralned clergy and general medical doctors
can provide evaluatlon and effective treatment,

Everyone wants lo enfoy this time of year
{and the rest of the year too, of course), but
sorne don'l and others can't, Scrooge seemed to
lake greal pleasure {n wishing Christmas a
“bah, humbug.” But anyone can see Lhal
Scrooge was probably depressed - just natice
the look on his face. Dickens applied some
streng medicine te Mr, Scrooge - frightening
splrits and Marlcy’s ghost.

Whether you celebrate Christmas or not, if
you are depressed, seek treatment. It {s avalk
able, it is effecilve and 1t is not unpleasant ke
It was for Mr. Scrooge. Whatever holiday you
celebrate, give yoursell a gift. Get your depres-
