Ant lc ipale the fo i low-lhroi ig l i 
on the new road and fire bonds, 
as well as on-going recreation, 
p l ann ing and zon ing issues (o 
domina te the u p c o m i n g local 
head l ines , C i t y Manager Ed 
K r i ewa l l sa id last week. Also 
expect Novi to enl ist hi Ihe war 
against narcotics and substailce 
abuse by minors. 

As always, c i fywide develop­
ment remaiils an issue, but it's 
not the llrst one. 

At the top of Krlewall's must-do 
list for 1997 Is working with Coili-
munlty Clubs o f Nov! to build a 
Joint publ ic /pr ivate ventuie lee 
arena, most likely at a Ten Mile 
Road site. The goal Is lo get the 
riilks up and running, ASAP. 

Second on his agenda is doing 
the work ileeessary lo b i ing Ihe 
$17,1 million road bond issue to 
fruition. That includes selling Ihe 
bonds, coil lnl issioning the engi­
neering of the projects and pur­
chasing the rights-of-way needed 
lo do things like widen Meatlow-
brook Road, exlend Taft Road and 
complete Crescent Boulevard. 

Kriewall places as his next pri­
or i ty const ruc t ing Fire Station 
Four, now that voters gave the go-
ahead for the 82.25 illlUion fire 
bond issue. The city is already

"Grand River seems to be hav 
ing a lot more traffic than it has 
in llle past," Kriewall said.

Whi le some nat iona l i-csults 
indicate shopping season sales 
were slow, Novi i l lerchanis said 
they did as goo(l as last year if not 
a little belter, 

"Fronl what we hear sales were 
good. About even to last year or 
up one to four pe rcen t , " sa id 
Catherine O'Malley, geileral matl-
ager for Twelve Oaks Mall. 

"Our preliminary findings from 
out perspective is this is one of 
Ihe most successful retail seasons 
we've ever had," said Ernie Retlo 
of The binder Company, which 
owns Novi Town Center. "We've 
ilever seen the parking lot as full 
as it was on the weekends." 

Reno said nalioiial figures pro­
jected a 6 lo 7 percent increase in 
sales over last year and Novi 
stores typically fared a little bet­
ter. He said the real numbers wil l 
come out in a month or so and 
the best Indicator of success is 
profits, not sales. 

Reno added that conlribuli i lg lo 

the successful .season was low 
unenlploymeni In Ihe suburbs, 
good afivcrllsing and i l larkel lng. 
special proiliolions and a resur­
gence of the apilarel i i idusl ly. 

Overall, it was a shopping sea­
son hi l l of nished customers who 
discovered there was less t ime 
belween •fliaiiksgiving and Ihe big 
day to spend their money. 

"The last six days before Christ­
mas were crazy," said Marlene 
Plall, buyer and manager of the 
Detroit Insli lute of Arts store al 
Twelve Oaks. "Even Chr is tmas 
Eve we did better than last year." 

Plall .said the big gifts ft-om Ihe 
DIA s tore were Pewabic l i l es , 
s c u l p t u r e r c i i r oduc l i ons l i ke 
Rodin's 'The Ki.ss." 

"People come lo the DIA for 
unit juc gifts, things to decorate 
their homes lo children's educa­
t ional toys lo reproduct ions of 
jewel ry from niuscimis around 
the w o r l d .

In addition, Ihe Be True lo Your 
Schools p rogram, where cus­
tomers show the i r receipts lo 
earn money for the school of their 
choice, was successful again Ihis 
year. "It's just a wonderful pro-
granl .-- The co i l imun i l y is so 
supportive," O'Malley said.

But lis plan lo become 
Ihe new cable on Ihe l)lock was 
delayed because Ameritech was 
biLsy esUiblishing TV IVancllises 
in M other metro Delioil conll l lu-
nl l ics, inc lud ing Plymouth and 
Northville said i.eon Sowcll, the 
f i rm 's C o n i n i u i i i l y Re la t i ons 
Director.

negotiate a cable franchise w i th 
Meli-oVision, now Time Warner. 
The 1982 franchise is current ly 
being renegotiated. 

If Ameritech decides to present 
an allcrnalive. both the nlonthly 
fee slruclure and Ihe cable chan­
nels wi l l be tailored to conlpeic 
wilh Tinle Warner cable, lyp ica l -
ly. Ameritech offers lower rates 
and more channels to lure cus­
tomers, Sowell explained. 

"We carry all the stat ions the 
cxisling cable system offers, plus 
some new ones, noi-mally 80 to 
90 channels. Certainly, we're veiy 
compelilive,"he said. 

The Disney Channel, typically a 
p remium service, is offered as 
part of the expanded basic, or 
premier, service. In Nor thv i l le , 
Ameritech offers customers 80 lo 
90 channe l s for $ 2 2 . 9 5 per 
month, Sowell said. In Novi, Time 
Warner's expanded basic package 
is s^26.42 per month for 65 chan­
nels; channels 66 to 75 are pre­
mium channels such as HBO, 

To offer the service, Ameritech 
would not use existing telephone 
lines but would insta l l i ts own 
cable TV system, emp loy ing a 
m i x t u r e of coaxial cables and 
fiber optics. Because the cables 
use public rights-of-way, a fran­
chise needs (o be'negotiated with 
each coi. imunity or with SWOCC. 

Like Ti l l le Warner, Amer i tech 
would pay fi-anchlse fees to Ihe 
host c i ty, Ameritech would also 
offer public access channels, and 
carry local government meetings.

In 1838, 
the c l l u r c h became involved in a theologi­
cal sp l i t w i t h i n the Detroi t Presbytery, Two 
r ival fact ions were created: the O ld School 
was the conservative side; the New School 
was the l i be ra l b r a n c h . W h e n l a n d w a s 
d o n a t e d b y a c o n s e r v a t i v e m e m b e r to 
b u i l d a c h u r c h , the fate o f t h a t b r a n c h 
was set t led. 

However, there were enough New School 
members i n the area to organize a second 
P r e s b y t e r i a n C h u r c h in N o r t h v i l l e . T h e 
c h u r c h th i s second group cons t ruc ted in 
1845 was cal led the New School Presbyte­
r ian C h u r c h . After on ly four years, howev­

er, the New Schoo l members dec ided to 
re tu rn to the or iginal chui-ch. 

The former New School Church bu i ld ing 
d id not ren la in vacant for long. D u r i n g the 
next 100 years, i t sen'ed the c o m m u n i t y in 
a number o f capaci t ies, most no tab l y as 
the Northvi l le Publ ic Library, The bu i l d ing 
cur rent ly s tands as part of Northvi l le 's Mi l l 
Race His tor ica l Vil lage, 

Meanwhi le, the Old School members had 
updated the i r o w n smal l c h u r c h bu i l d i ng 
w i t h a new bl ' ick s t r uc tu re in 1845. The 
p resent s t r u c t u r e on M a i n a n d C h u r c h 
streets dates f rom the 1870s. 

The s e c o n d c h u r c h to o r g a n i z e i n 
Northvi l le came about when a Bapt is t m in ­
ister arr ived in 1833. Four years later, the 
congregat ion had raised enough funds' to 
bu i l d a pe rmanen t chu rch . Remodeled i n 
1858, the c h u r c h , located on W i n g and 
Randolph streets, went th rough extensive 
r e m o d e l i n g a n d u p d a t i n g i n t h e 1950s 
th rough 1970s. 

W h e n t h e y b e g a n i n t h e 1 8 3 0 s , 
Me thod is t C h u r c h services were he ld i n 
n e i g h b o r i n g h o m e s and b a r n s be fo re a 
p e r m a n e n t s t r u c t u r e was b u i l t i n 1836. 
The smal l f rame bu i ld ing suf f iced u n t i l a 
new chu rch was erected i n 1885 on Center 
Street. I t is n o w owned by the G i t f idd le r 
Music Company, 

The end of the 19th century saw the for­
mat ion of yet another Protestant c h u r c h 

i n N o r t h v i l l e . S t . P a u l ' s E v a n g e l i c a l 
L u t h e r a n C h u r c h w a s f o r m e d i n 1896 . 
Or ig ina l l y located a t N ine Mi le and Ta f t 
roads, the small f rame bu i l d ing doubled as 
a school, w i th the rel ig ious services he ld in 
German. Only one year later, the corner­
stone f o r a p e r m a n e n t c h u r c h was l a i d 
and a separate schoo lhouse was b u i l t at 
i ts p r e s e n t l o c a t i o n o n E l m n e a r H i g h 
Street. The or ig ina l f rame chu rch bu i l d i ng 
was g i v e n a f a c e - l i f t i n 1 9 3 0 , b u t w a s 
i 'eplaced 19 y e a r s l a t e r by the p r e s e n t 
brick s t ruc ture . 

T h o u g h v i s i t i n g p r i e s t s c a m e to 
Northvi l le as early as the 1880s, a perma­
nent h o m e for R o m a n Ca tho l i c w o r s h i p 
was not bu i l t u n t i l the early 20 th century, 

On the land where today's Ou r Lady of 
V i c t o r y C a t h o l i c C h u r c h s t a n d s at 
O r c h a r d a n d T h a y e r s t r e e t s , a f r a m e 
b u i l d i n g was c o n s t r u c t e d i n 1922. T h i s 
served the Cathol ic c o m m u n i t y for over 30 
years , u n t i l i t w a s t o r n d o w n to m a k e 
room for the cu r ren t bu i l d ing . The school 
began i n 1952 w i t h on ly four rooms. Bo th 
the c h u r c h and the school have g rown to 
become among t h e la rger of Nor thv i l l e ' s 
religious organizat ions.

Many non-prof i t organizations 
vvoilld be In quite a pinch were i t 
not for Barbara Clift. 

Although not a volunteer her­
self, Clift is hoping to place about 
a hundred Novi High School stu­
dents in vo lun tee r pos i t i ons 
throughout the community. 

This school year, 107 students 
have shown an interest in volun-
teellng. Seventy-six of them have 
returned signed application forms 
and have been given assignments 
in the community. 

"1 th ink that is really impres­
sive, that so many kids want to 
help out," said Clift. whose many 
roles at the high school Include 
voluilteer service coordinator 

There are three motivating fac--
tors, according to Clift. 

The Na t iona l Honor Society 
requires the completion of 40 vol­
unteer h o u r s to be accepted. 
Once a student is in he or she 
has to do 25 hours per year. 

Students who might be on the 
verge of fal l ing a class are also 
provided with an incentive. If they 
put in 100 hours per school year 
they may earn one-hal f credit 
hour in social studies. 

The third common reason Is an 
interest In helping or in wanting 
to try out a career. 

For example, an athletic trainer 
from the Total Rehabilitation and 
A th le t i c C o n d i t i o n i n g Center 
(T.R.A.C.C.) , a depar tmen t of 
Botsford Hospi ta l , needed help 
and was will ing to train someone. 
He came to Clift to put out the 
cal l for s tudents interested in 
phys i ca l t he rapy or spor ts 
medicine as a career. He now has 
two volunteers. 

"It was a nice way to get them 
matched up," Clift said. 

Whatever the motivating factor, ' 
volunteering is a way to get theill 
going and potentially working in ;

Colon cancer may be detected 
through a chemical test for blood 
in the stool. It's an inexpensive, 
easy test to do at home and mail 
back to the physician. The Ameri­
can Cancer Society recomillends 
that everyone over 50 have a flexi­
ble sigmoidoscopy to screen for 
colon cailcer. They suggest this be 
done two years in a row arid then 
i-epealcd eveiy three to five years. 

Slin exposure is a leading factor 
in premature aging of the skin and 
development of skin cancer. Cau­
t ious sun exposure, us ing sun 
sci-eens and seeing a physician for 
worrisome moles or spots on the 
skin can help prevent problems. 

Men should routinely do a self-
exaininat ion of their testicles to 
check for lulnps or abnormalities. 
Older men shou ld have a rectal 
.e.\'anl and PSA blood .test to,check 
for p ros ta te cancer. Prostate 
checicups should begin at age 40 
for Afr ican Americans and those 
w i th a family history of prostate 
cancer. Others can begin at age 50. 

Women shou ld do a mon th l y 
breast self-examination and have a 
mammogram done as Indicated by 
the i r age and fami l y h i s to ry . 
Women who are sexually active or 

over age 18 should have annua l 
Pap smear. 

Quit Smoking; Smoking is one 
of the worst things you can do for 
your health. I t predisposes j 'ou to 
lung, th roa t , tongue and o ther 
cancers. It causes and aggravates 
many b r e a t h i n g prob lems and 
leads to circulatoly and heart dis­
ease. A l though it is d i f f i cu l t to 
stop, all smokers should quit. 

Vaccinallons: Many major caus­
es of death in the past can now be 
prevented by vaccinatioll. Measles, 
mul i lps, po l io , te tanus , rab ies , 
influenza and certain types of hep­
atitis and pneumonia are vaccine 
preventable illnesses. The decision 
for vaccination should be made by 
your doctor since age, profession, 
health status and foreign travel 
may modify which vaccination are 
appropriate.
