Don't skalc on Ihin ice. 
Anxious ice hockey players and 

ice fishers would be wise lo play il 
safe and wait lo lace up. 

The Oakland County ShenTfs 
Department is warning residents 
nol lo go out on Ihe ice, too soon, 
because recent weatlier has been 
so irregular. 

"W i l l i the freeze coming up 
:igaiii people wil l think Ihe ice is 
safe and venture out and be in 
trouble," said Deputy Don Todd of 
the IMarine Sal'ety Division. 

"We do not I'ecoinmend going 
out on Ihe Ice yet, it's nol safe. 
There hasn't been enough cold 
wealher to make il safe," he said. 

Recent weather t rends have 
gone from freezing to warm wilhin 
a day, making current ice condi-
(ioris unreliable. The ice thai had 
developetl In a previous coki spell 
is now honeycombed and unsafe, 
lie explained. 

Temperatures should be below 
I'reczing (zero degrees) for al least 
four or five days, according lo 
Todd. The Ice should be five inch­
es thick for ice skating and ice 
fishing and at least eight inches 

thick for snowillobiling. The cor­
rect way lo check I'or safe ice is to 
lake an ice spud and dri l l several 
holes for incas i i ren lent . When 
cheeking the ice, people should 
work in pairs, w i th one person 
wearing a rope and a life preserv­
er and someone holding the rope 
from shore. 

Should someone fal l through 
the ice, i l ' s impo r tan t to lake 
quick, but safe, action, 

"Hypothermia can scl in within 
five tninutes of going through the 
ice," said Todd. 

Someone should call 9-1-1 aild 
find a ladtlcr or a rope lo exlend 
or th row lo the v i c t im to p u l l 
them to .safety, while staying on 
safe ground themselves. 

Todd said the department has 
had to field only one call so far 
this season. A man on Pine Lake 
in West Bloomfield fell th rough 
llle ice but was luckily spoiled by 
a homeowner nearby. The f i re 
department completed a rescue 
and the man was rushed lo (he 
hosp i t a l w i l h a m i l d case of 
hypothermia. 

"We've been very lucky so far," 
he said.

Sinai l l osp i la l off i idals aren't 
saying what i f ;my impac l the 
recent merger belwcen Sinai and 
the Detroit Medical Cenler wi l l 
have on Sinai's plans to bring a 
iiiajoi- medical park to Novi this 
year. 

They iire saying it will be up lo 
the DMC lo d'ctermiiie the falc of 
the park. 

"Al l l i is lioiiil in time the closing 
of the deal is not until Ihc end of 
January and i i i i l i l we reach tluit 
jioint we can't respoiul." said Rose 
l l i r sc l i , s|)okespeison for Sinai. 
"Alter that point there are many 
i.ssues that are go ing to be 
addressed ... I'm sure the li iuk will 
be one of ll ieiii." 

Cily of Novi planners said they 
had not been a ler ted lo any 
change of plans because of the 
iiiergei'. 

Delroil Medical Cenler and Sinai 
Llospilal announced last month 
Sinai will join DMC lo become one 
oiganizalion. Financial pressures 
for Sinai promi i ted the merger 
w h i c h now s:iys it can he a 
stronger, more effcelivc orgaiiiza-
l ion. 

According to DMC officials, lliere 

should be no iiiipaet on the DMC 
oulpal iei i l center I'uilctioiiiiig just 
down the road from Ihe proposed 
Sinai site. 

"DMC is an outpatient facility 
we've had for ;i miniber of years 
and we jl lan to eonliliue that. In 
l a d . a rehab i l i l a l i on cenler is 
planned lo open in late 1997 adja­
cent to that and that's not going to 
be changed." said Sl iar i Cohen, 
spokcspensoii for DMC. 

The DMC will provide funds for a 
new i'oinldalion association with 
the Jew ish Federa l ion of 
Metropol i lan Delroi l , which wil l 
provide programs for l l ic health 
and benefit of the entire metropoli­
lan community, including the local 
Jewish coniillunity. 

Sinai Hospital plans to open a 
major health care complex at the 
southeasl corner of Meadowbrook 
and 'IVelve Mile roads in 1997. 

The I'irsl phase of Sinai Park is 
Ilroposecl to sciVe ambulatoiy, out­
patients with a 60,000-squarc-fool 
diagnostic and trealnient cenlcr 
housing an urgent care center and 
a women's lieallh center, as well as 
a treatment I'aeility for inflammato­

ry bowel disease. The women's 
t rca lment would include breasi 
cancer de tcc l i on and 
maternal / feta l services. In add i - ' 
l ion, this phase includes 40.000 
square feet of doctors' offices. 

Phase three is to be a sliorl-stay 
200-bcd hospital facility for 24- to 
72-hour slays, bul Is dependent 
on changes al the M ich igan 
Department of Hcalll l thai wotilcl 
a l low for Ihe hosp i ta l and the 
grant ing of Sinai's Certif icate of 
Need. The certificale is required by 
the state for medical facilities pro­
viding overnight slays bu l has not 
been requested as of yet, according 
to Hirscll. 

J u s t down Twelve Mi le Road. 
Providence has long sought i ts 
own Cert i f icate of Need i'or the 
Grand River Avenue/Beck Road 
medical center to operate as a full 
scale hospital. 

Sinai officials said one reason 
the Novi site was chosen is lis easy 
access to M-5, leading into the 
freeway system and to Twelve Mile 
Road. Tile cenler is anticipaled to 
serv ice commun i t i e s w i t h i n a 
seven-lo-ten-mile radius of Novi.

large tax-base but also uses a lot 
of city services, such as police, to 
keep it safe for shoppers f rom all 
over the metro area, said Capote. 

Instead of bringing In more retail 
and commercial business, he and 
the EDO are looking to b r ing in 
high tech corporations and other 
Industrial business which provide 
high paying jobs, a high tax base 
and low need for city services. 

However, before Capote can real­
ly get running wi th his plans, he Is 
looking to the City Council for sup­
port for the EDO, made up of local 
residents and business owners. 

A l t h o u g h the EDC has been 
a round s ince 1979, i t h a s n ' t 
reached i t ' s p o t e n t i a l . Capo te 
believes, 

"I don't th i i lk the EDC has had 
the support from Council or had 
staff support to get these things 
done," said Capote, 

If he and the EDC can get the 
green light from City Council this 
year, the EDC can tap major uUllty 
companies to f u n d a survey of 

existing businesses within the city. 
The companies pay for city surveys 
such as these all over the state In 
order to help keep business and 
their own customers in their com­
munities. The footwork would be 
accomplished by the EDC, 

"We've got a great opportunity 
w i th intell igent people wi l l ing to 
donate their time to be a power 
force to Interview the community 
to help us gather in format ion, " 
said Capote, 

Wi th the in format ion. Capote 
can determine what keeps busi ­
ness In Novi, why some companies 
leave, and what types of corpora­
t ions should be locat ing in the 
dty. Then he can target companies 
and get out valuable information 
about the city and devdopment 
procedures. 

He said he has a gut feel ing 
about how much business and 
Industry resides w i th in the ci ty, 
but needs the study to make solid 
determinations, 

"But I don't want to get bogged 
down with studying something to 

death," said Capote, 

Already, Capote has created a 
web page wi th the hdp of Detroit 
Edison, The page shows overhead 
photos of various pieces of land 
within the city available for busi­
ness development. 

Capote has also connected with 
Oak land County land planners 
and other regional government 
entitles to get the word out that 
Novi Is a good place to do business 
and is working on a brochure pub­
licizing the city. 

One of Capote's biggest tasks is 
changing the city's Image In regard 
to development. Novi has str ic t 
requirements that must be met to 
build In the dty. However, a lack of 
communication sometimes makes 
I t d i f f i cu l t to unders tand what 
those requirements are. 

"We do not have a good image .., 
We're seen as being very difficult to 
work with," said Capote, 

"There are some big companies. 
Fortune 500 companies, that have 
looked at Novi and gone elsewhere 
... given the city's reputat ion on 

the street," said Capote, 

Large companies can't afford to 
come to the d t y wi th a project and 
have their name tossed about in 
the public eye, said Capote, "That's 
why you're not seeing any high 
tech f i rms com ing to Novi," he 
said, However, retailers can finan­
cially afford to risk more because 
the economics work, said Capote, 

But sometimes i t 's the people 
w i t h i n the c i t y t h a t spread the 
negative repu ta t i on about Novi, 
said Capote, W h i c h is why he's 
meeting w i th various business to 
spread the good word, 

"I'm not in favor of rdaxing our 
s tandards . I f you want qua l i t y 
you 've go t to p a y fo r i t , " sa id 
Capote. He said, however, that the 
c o m m u n i c a t i o n a b o u t requ i re ­
ments must be better served for 
companies coming Into tile area. 

"We have to make i t much less 
painful for them ... by simply com­
municating the information," said 
Capote. "If you follow the site plan 
requirements you ' l l get what you 
want," he added.

Mclilt irc. a lead project designer 
with Exhibit Works In l.ivonia, was 
p r i m a r i l y responsib le for the 
design of the 22.680 stjuare foot 
Liiicoln-Meiciiiy exhibit l l i is) ' rar. 

"We like to think of it as a team 
effort." Mcli i l ire said. "From Ille 
office area to the shop, hundi-eds 
of people are involved in the pro­
duction of the display." 

For the first time, the aii loi i io-
tlve client wanted Exhibit Works to 
create two unique areas in one 
space. 

"The goal, f rom a n ia rke t i i i g 
point of view, was to t iy to .sepa­
rate the two brands," said Mcli i­
lire, a 1982 graduate of Northville 
Migli School, who lives in Novi with 
his wil'e, Karen, and their two chil­
dren. Claire and Scott. 

"The premise for Ihe whole 
design was to give each its own 
space and feeling." 

To accomplish this, the display 
was designed with two major walls 
In one space. Separaling the two 
walls, one of which Is dedicated to 
Lincoln, the other to Mcrcuiy, Is a 
commons area - a neutral ground. 

The mood on the Lincoln side of 
the exhibit is warm and r ich, in 
keeping with Lincoln's first sports 
u t i l i t y vehicle, the Navigator. A 
cool, bright techno ambiance was 
created with lighting and lllalerials 
on the Mercuiy side to emphasize 
the sporty, active l i festyles this 
vehicle represents. 

Behind Ille scenes, 55,000 man 
hours went Into designing and set­
ting up the exhibit, and after the 
show closes on Jan. 20 to tearing 
down the exhibit, too. 

Work on this year's Lincolil-Mer-
cury design began about a year 
and a half ago. 

'The client knew what the mar­
keting end was and didn't want to 
be rushed," Mclnt i re sa id. "The 
luxuty of that much time Is nice, 
but .It is llot always the case."

about 30 to 35 percent of the 
proilcrties used are new. The rest 
are refurbished. 

"Wc have shifted the focus lo the 
brand marketing of vehicles," said 
Dekker, vice president of design 
and an acco i in l execut ive at 
Exhibit Works for the Ford exhibit. 
"There Is a lot to see and ta lk 
about In the vehicles themselves 
beyond the technology." 

t h e Ford exhibit wi l l have big, 
bold photo murals of faces fronl 
across Ihe country accompanying 
each ot the new Ford B rand 
Groupings - Expressive, Tough, 
Family, Youlh and Sport groups. 
The Brand Groups is a marketing 
concept that speaks to a specific 
iiiarketiiig segment, then develops 
vehicles to meet the group's needs 
rather than developing the vehicle 
and l iy l i ig lo find the market that 
wants i l . 

"The idea Is that visitors to the 
Ford booth will gravitate toward 
the gi-oiipi)lg that most appeals to 
them," said Dekker. 

Concepts for this year 's Ford 
exh ib i t were proposed in the 
spring and fabrication started in 
the fall. The combined labor force 
of carpenters, painters, e lectr i ­
cians and graphic art ists on the 
31.1441 square foot exhibit put In a 
total of 21,000 hours. 

"II is a team effort," said Dekker, 
who has lived In Northvil le w i th 
his wife. Dawn, and their daugh­
ter, Amanda, I'or five years. "We 
couldn't start to do i l without the 
support fronl team members like 
Jef f I 'aterson, who is the lead 
desigiler. 

'Ti l l responsible for every aspect 
of-th(? accouill." Dekker addeij. "I 
need- to be there,-Even^though 

there are lots of other people oul 
there doing an excellent job . I'm 
the guy who's there coordinating." 

Both Dekker and Mclnt ire visit 
other shows worldwide including 
those In Geneva, Paris ail(l Frailk-
furt. 

"1 am enjoying that aspect of it," 
Dekker sai(i. "I Incorporate tho.se 
things Into the Detroit show. 

"If you want to see a display that 
will knock your socks off that is 
where you go," Mclntire said of the 
show i n Ger l l iany . " I t Is very 
important to see what other people 
are doing around the world."

Wi th the new year j u s l more 
than a week old many people are 
sti l l trj'ing to live up to their latest 
reso lu t i on to lose we igh t and 
exercise more. 

But as Ihe monllis go by, nlany 
of those same folks wi l l fall into 
old habits of poor diet and spo­
radic work ouls. The question is, 
how can you keep your resollilion 
without driving yourself crazy or 
slarving? 

Acco rd ing lo loca l h e a l t h 
experls, the key is moderat ion 
and realistic goals, Water Wheel 
Health Club President Cilris i^eb-
ba said people are often overzeal-
ous in the beginning. 

"They create a program that's 
not balanced enough to become 
part of llleir regular life," said the 
Northville business owner, "They 
do too much, too quick and they 
get burned out," 
, V i ta l Power Gym owner Dan 
Jett agreed, 

"A lot of people want to start off 
the year on the right foot," the 
Novi gym owner said. "Tiley have 
ideas and goals. Some are realis-
lic, some are ilot." 

Klebba said health clubs tend 
to have dramat ic increases in 
membership during the first 30 to 
90 days of a new year. People 
want to shed the five or seven 
pounds they put on dur ing the 
liolidays. 

"About 80 percent of business 
is done in the first quarter," said 
Klebba, a veteran of the industiy. 
Of those new members about half 
w i l l stick with a work out pro­
g ram for an extended pe r i od .

She's t a k i n g advantage of a 
Christmas gift of a nleillbersllip to 
work out. Beyersdorf said slle has 
been coming lo the gym three or 
four days per week. 

"1 wanted to gel back in sllape 
after hav ing had surgery," she 
said. 

Exercise is part of a healthier 
l i festy le for Beyersdorf, She's 
dropped about 30 pounds in the 
last four months. 

"I've got about six more to go," 
she said Friday as she walked on 
a treadmill at the Water Wheel. "1 
do aerobics at home when 1 can't 
get here." 

Being more active has made a 
big difference in her life. 

"1 feel better than I've i'ell in 
years," Beyersdorf said. 

N o r t h v i l l e res ident Phy l l is 
Schaap is Just getting started. 

"I made the resolution lo drop 
my weight," she said, "i want to 
feel better. I thought if I could 
drop some weight I'd have nlore 
energy and feel better."

Emille Newhouser died New Year's Eve. She 
was 99years-old. In Just a few short weeks, 
she would've been lOO. 

"We had a big parly p lanned," said Hal. 
"Family was going to come In from around the 
country." 

Emil le lived In Novi f rom 1972 unt i l her 
death. She was on her own after her husband. 
Theodore, passed away in 1981. 

"She wanted to live by herself," Hal said. 
"She was very independent." 

Newhouser was able to remain self-suffi­
cient until the last couple of years. She broke 
her hip a couple of years ago salting her patio 
In the middle of winter. Her health spiraled 
down afterwards. 

While she couldn't get around like she use 
to after the accident. Emille retained her love 
for baseball. 

That fondness started w i th her elder son, 
Richard. After his career was cut short by a 
beanball Incident she began to follow Hal. 

Newhouser came up to Detroit in 1939 from 
the minor leagues and p i tched one game. 
When spring came around a few months later. 

Emille went lo Florida with Hal for his first 
camp with the Tigers. 

After Newhouser became established wilh 
Detroit, tcammales would come over for some 
ofEmllie's home cooking. 

'The boys would come over to play cards," 
she said In 1992. "1 use to bake cookies for 
thenl." 

And of course she loved to watch Hal pitch. 
She told me she nearly wore a groove in Tiger 
stadium's stands by pacing back and forth 
while her boy was on the mound. 

"I use to wish they would play eighth and 
ninth innings first," she said, 

Enli l ie continued to follow baseball even 
after Hal rcUred in the 1950s. He said she 
would have Richard cancel her cable TV ser­
vice in the winter and renew it in the summer 
so she could watch the games. 

'She was an avid fan, " the hal l of fame 
pitcher said. 

Hal gave his mother credit for at least part 
o f h i s makeup as a p i t cher . He said he 
Wouldn't let a relief pitcher finish the games 
hle started. 
' Whether it was gardening, sewing or work 

at her church In Novi, Emille always took care

Instead of l l l i l l k l l ig only of the outconlc of 
flilally fittliiR into that size six or benching 250 
pounds during the next week, think of your res­
olutions as a coniinllinent to lifestyle changes 
that will not only make you look better, bl l t feel 
better, reduce anx ie ty and reduce ser ious 
health risks tllat will keej) you living longer and 
healthier. 

Diet Is Illore than Just a four-letter word. You 
need to rcilleinber that there are ilo Instant 
cures for obesity or being overweight. However, 
tiilracles can happen wilh consistency and com-
illon sense. A truly low-fat diet Is one that con­
tains no more than S5 grams of total fat per 
day. This Includes saturated as well as unsatu­
rated fats - so it pays to i'ead labels. 

For weight loss to occur you also need to 
renlelnber to add the amount of calories that 
you take In per serving. Uibels only Incliide the 
aillouilt of calories or fat grams per serviilg and 
III most cases It's rounded out to (he nearest 
ounce, so ad(l up your servings. 

Thei-e arc a lot of foods on the market that 
make great substitutes for fat aild taste good. It 
Is Important when iryli lg to lose weight that you 
consume no less than 1,200 calories per day. 
Once you fall below 1,200 calories you actually 
burn muscle for calories. 

When eating the proper portion of carbohy­
drates, protein and fat, you will actually burn 
fat nlore efficiently. The good news Is that you 
can buy these foods in any supermarket and 
you do not need lo pay for special or prepro-
cesscd foods that are found in many diet pro­
grams at huge costs. I arlvise you to see your 
(loctor to ilreseribe the amount of calories you 

need to achieve weight loss. 
Remember, there are many cookbooks you 

could borrow from your local l ibrary for deli-
clous recipes. Most importantly, most low-fat 
diets can fit anyone's lifestyle and should be fol­
lowed by the whole family, so get the fallilly 
involved. Not only does it teach children to eat 
better. It also prevents heart disease and many 
cancers. 

Exercise does not have to cost money, cause 
distress, be inconvenient or disruptive. Exercise 
Just has lo be done. "Just do i t" is more than a 
slogan, it's a possibility. 

Aerobic exercise by dellnltion is any activity 
to raise your heart rate. Optimally you need to 
raise your heart wi thin 65-85 percent of your 
maximal heart rate. You can calculate your 
maximum heart rate by subtracting your age 
from 200. It is Important to maintain that heart 
rate for 25 minutes. 

Remember It takes about 10-15 minutes to 
raise your rate to that level. That means you 
need to set aside 30-45 minutes four to five 
times a week for cardiovascular conditioning 
and to accelerate weight loss. The maxlmuni 
weight loss should be about 1-2 pounds per 
week. This allows the body to a(ljust to the 
metabolic and weight changes safely. Also, slow 
weight loss through lifestyle changes ensures 
(hat this change can be maintained throughout 
your life. 

Once you are down to your desired weight 
you only need to exercise three times per week 
to maintain your weight and cardiovascular 
condit ioning. Remember to ma in ta in a safe 
calorie intake and low-fat nutr i t ion that never 
needs to change unless you start competing 
athletically. It can happen. 

Lastly, you need to think about getting rid of 
the nasty habits such as smoking and drinking 
too much a lcoho l . What ' s too m u c h ? Any 
amount of tobacco is too lnuch . Once you 
smoke over 50 pack years - that's how many 
packs you smoke per day t imes how many 
years you've been smoking - you put yourself at 

h igh-r isk for cancer and hmg disease. Any 
smoking can put you at risk for prostate, breast 
and colon cancers, an(i worsell artei'ial circula­
t ion. So don't quit qu i t t ing. There are many 
products on the market to jlelp, and free sup­
port classes are available. You oilly need to call 
the American Cancer Society for information. 
See your physician before using any anti-smok­
ing aids. 

The most successful quitters ai-e the ones 
who are highly motivated to quit regardless of 
what method. If any, is used, Remember to eat 
properly and exercise and you wi l l not gain 
weight once you quit. Good luck. 

Too much alcohol is any all lount that gels 
you in trouble. Even If you only drink wi th your 
friends and never alone, or only on the week­
ends, or only beer or wine. If you ever fought, 
were pulled over, missed work or had any dis­
ruptions in your daily living then you need lo 
think about quitting. 

A recent study showed that when doctors 
asked patients about involvement in car acci­
dents, fights, multiple traumas or legal prob­
lems, those wi lh high positive response rates 
had abused alcohol. 

The important message of all this is to put 
your life in order. If you find youiself in situa­
tions such as assaults, driving under the influ­
ence or family discord ask yourself if the alco­
hol has some role. If the answer is yes then get 
some help. It's free and accessible. See your 
health care provider to make sure there are ilo 
physical problems. Alcoholism is a disease and 
is treatable. 

Remember that the good thing about the new 
year is that you have the whole year to illake 
some changes and Improve your life. Set realis­
tic goals and get moving. Good luck and happy 
new year.
