While most kids hnd sea shells 
when combing Ihe beach, Arlie 
Jirasek, 11, spotted a Worid War II 
"Tiny T im" rocket uncovered by 
Ille tide, 

l-ooking down from a boardwalk 
tha t evei l i i lg , her dad , Mike 
J i rasek , f i rst real ized tha i Ihe 
hinny-lookhig object was a torpe­
do. He climbed (lown to llave a 
closer look, said Arlle's mom, Ruth 
Alln Jirasek. 

"He came up and said, 'okay, 
gir ls, let's go home,'" Ruth Ann 
said. 

The family called 9-1-1 the next 
morn ing and the area was then 
cordoned off u n l i l o rdnance 
experts from the Navy could lake 
care of the rocket several days 
later Meanwhile, the police kepi 
the beach clear of sightseers. 

The Jlraseks got the clue that 
the Naxy had a final solution when 
TV camera crews starting showing 
up at the Ileaeh. 

"We were Just pul l ing our lunch 
dishes away when the whole house 
shook," Ruth Ann said, 

"They put explosive charges on il 
alld fired it oul at sea." 

The falnl ly was v is i t i ng Ruth 
Ann Jlraselc's p a re n l s , former 
Norlhvil le residenls Richard and 
Florence Booms, who now live 
sou th of Vero [3each on the 

Allanlle coast. The area was a nill l-
ta ly training sile In the 1940s. 

'fhe Jirasek sighting was on Dec. 
2 1 . Another torpedo was found 
nearby In November and while the 
Novi family was in Florida, about 
five more rockets began surfacing. 
In addition, what appeared to be a 
land mine was discovered near a 
shoreline residence. 

Like many areas in Florida, ero­
sion has eaten away at the coast­
line, this lime apparently uncover­
ing a 50-year-old munit ions dump. 
To the residenls there, it's appar-
eiltly no big deal, 

"1 was a bit alarnled about this. 
Th is Is where we d ig holes and 
make sand castles. Even one Is too 
n lany . They lake these th ings 
lightly," Ruth Ann said. 

"It was incredible to see so many 
of these wash up." 

But Jirasek .said her parents are 
accustomed lo the tide bringing In 
u n u s u a l objects - and people. 
Refugees from Hait i have floated 
ashore at the Booms' residence, So 
have cargoes of narcotics, 

"My mom goes out there and sits 
on bales of mar i juana u n t i l the 
cops come," she said. 

For A r l i e and he r s is ters , 
Andrea, 9, Stephanie, 7. and Eliza-
beth, 4, the explosive excitement 
was far better than the tr ip they 
also paid lo Disney Worid, 

"We sat down abou t 50 yards 
away and watched it all.

The Wright brotlicrs made tllat lamous 
!lr.st night rm Dec. 17. 1903. in a field out­
side Kilty Hawk, N.C. It was tile ciil i i i ina-
lion of years of work; l l ic Wiights carefully 
sludlcd the work olhcrs hud done in aero­
dynamics and pcrfornicd their own cxiler-
liiK'iils with gilders, kites and wind tun­
nels. 

Once ih fy had i lnl lcd off tiieir miracle 
the Wrights tr ied lo spread it around. 
They a t tempted lo sell t he i r a i rp lane 
design to the U.S. and later to several 
r.ui-opcan governments. 

Since lh(y 'd never conducted a public 
l l l g l i l , however, nobody was sure that 
tliclr contraption rtjally worked and so the 
Wrights gol no lakef-s. 

Meanwh i l e , o l h c r s , cs|)ecl; i l ly In 
Iviiropc, were hard al work on their own 
airplane designs. Jus t two years after 
Kit ty Hawk. In I90,'5. a pair of French 
b io lhe rs , Cl iar lcs and Gal l r ic I Voisin, 
slartcd the world's first airplane iiianufac-
l i ir lng conijiaiiy. 

The Wrights. In I'acl, didn't even start 
the firsl AiiiiTii an airplane company. Ttial 
distliictloii went to to New York biislncss-
nian Glenn Curtlss. 

Still. Ihc hrodicrs stayed In the l i i in l . In 
1909 l l u y sold an airplane lo the U.S. 
Army Slgiliil Corps ;i i id used the money to 
start their own firm. 

i.lkc oilier business owners, Ihoug l l , 
Wi lbur and Orvi l lc lo i i i i d out that Ihc 
young indusliy of avi;ition could be lough 
sledding. Most evciyone was ske])tlcal In 
the beginning - airplanes were looked at 
as a novelty, soiiiethliig tlhit a few da i r -
devils or the odd engineer played around 
with for hm. 

Soon, though, entrepreneurs like Henry 
I'ord began to see the nuirkct polentiiil for 
aviation. 11 could move mall, freight and 
even passengers fast, in time, air travel 
could even be cosl comparable wilh road 
and rail. 

Tllat process began with World War 1. 
Conf l ic t was a c i i l a l ys l for av ia t ion 's 
development aiid greater Involvement in 
cver)'day lite. 

Governments on bolh sides of the war 
bought a lot of iilanes. When tlic figllt ing 
was dune, all of those illaiies and pilots 
went home. 

There they I'ouiul new Jobs doing the 
sanle thing, everything from the famous 
"bariistorniiiig" stunt shows of old, often 
put on (luring county fairs, lo l ia i i l i ng 
freight. 

For(l hroi igl i l Ille rcvolu l io t ! of mass 
production, wl i ic l i he'd perfected In t l ic 
automobile indusliy via the assembly line, 
to aviation. II nladc l l i ings bolh fasler and 
cheaper. Ford helped lo speed up the 
development of bigger, faster and safer 
aircraft and put many more of them out 
Into the illarket.

Young Henry bccaillc l i l tcresled In automo­
biles early on. Me bli l l t his first gas engine in 
1893 and his firsl car in 1896. loo lale for the 
record books. Two brothers, Charles and Frank 
Duiyea,,accomplished that feat in Springfield, 
Mass,, Ihe year before. 

Iillcrcslingly, Ford Motor Co. was aclually tile 
• third autonlotivc firm Henry founded. The first 

failed aild he left the second. When he started

which sold for $825 dur ing Us f i rst year. In 
1909, Ford decided to bui ld no lh i i l g ' bu t the 
af fec l lonate ly- l l t led "T in Lizzy," Hcn iy kept 
searching for ways to cut pi-oduction costs and 
so brought the assembly line into the forefront 
of his factories, 

11 worked. In 1912 II look about 12 and a half 
worker hours to bui ld a Model T, By 1914 that 
figure had dropped to one and a half worker 
hours. 

More changes led to lower costs and Ford 
became a hero to many Americans when he 
passed much of the savings on in form of lower 
prices. In 1913, for example, the Model Ts price 
dropped to $550. By 1924 the car cost j us t 
$290. 

He followed that up wi th a series of eillployee 
benefits such as an eight-hour workday and 
pi'ont-sllaring, wl i ich also won affection for hli l l . 

Du r ing the 1920s, Ford Mo to r lost some 
ground to an up and comer. Geileral Motors. CM 
made Inroads In the Industr)' by marketing ils 
ears as symbols of weal th and taste. Maiiy 
respoilded to that when faced wi th Ford's basic 
Irailsportatlon car. 

GM's gains led some lo question Ford's man­
agement ski l ls. He also drew cr i t ic ism for his 
opposi t ion to labor un ions and for f ight ing 
efforts by UAW representat ives who tried to 
organize his employees. 

In 1945, he retired from ihe business he had 
caused to boom beyond anyone's Imagination, 
Henly Ford died In 1947,

t o b o t h p o l e s 
Ricliaixi Evelyn ByrtI was an Ameri­

can naval rear adnl i rai 'a i ld a sloricfi 
explorer who liolds a unitjue place in 
histor) ' due lo Ihc help of the Ford 
family. 

Born in 1888. Byrd was the first 
man to iiy across l l ic Atlantic Ocean 
alone from cast lo west after aviator 
Charles Lindbergh did 11 from west lo 

' ' ( f ; ist ' . ' 'He'si jesl 'known, however, for 
b t tng ,lhe first person even lo fly lo 
bolh the South i l l ld North Poles. That 
feat was ac('oinplished only l l i rougl i 
the help and support of Edsel Ford. 

According to Nor thv i l le I l is lor ian 
Tinl O'Callagllan, Byrd wanted lo Iiy a 
Ford-built I r i -n lo lor airplane for Ilis 
historic night to the North I'ole. The 
plane wasn't reatly in li i l le. Iiowever. 
so the admiral flew a Germail Fokkei-. 
a plane purchased by t'Idsel Ford for 
the trip. 

Ed.scl made the i-ounds of the rich 
and powerfu l to ra ise money for 
Byrd's later expedition to Antarctica 
as well. The admiral ilew to the South 
Pole in a Ford-built airplane on Nov. 
28, 1929. from his base. "Utile Ameri­
ca," wlilcli was located on the Ross 
Ice Shelf on A n t a r c t i c a ' s Bay of 
Whales. 

Ironically, the his lo iy-nuik ing air­
craft reinalncd a l L i i l le America for 
several years, 

"They shipped it there in pieces and 
assembled I I J u s l for the f l i gh t , " 
O'Callaghan explained, "it cosl a lot of 
money and so no one really ever con-
siflered goiilg to the Ironble of bring-

makesli i f l hanger hackeil out of the 
ice for several years u n t i l Byrd 
brought i l home at Edsel's express 
rcquesl. 

The admiral, in the nleantime, had 
been leading expeditions to bolh poles 
i i i ld was l l ie d r i v i ng force bej i ind 
efforts to explore and later iirolccl the 
fj-ozen conlinenl of Anlarclica. 

Before one of his trips. O'Callagllan 

said. Edsel asked Bylxl to bring the 
aircraft back wilh him for the sake of 
hisloiy. Byrd did and the plane today 
rests in the Heniy Ford Museuill i l l 
Dearborn. 

Byrd continued to plan and lead 
Antarct ic exploration and scientif ic 
research expeditions unt i l his death 
in 1957. The continent's IVlarie Byrd 
Lan(l was named by Ihe adriiii-al after 
his wife. 

Lindbergh may have been America's first superstar 
Charles Aligiistus Liildbergll woil a 

page in aviation's rccoril books when 
lie crossed the Allantic alone. 

He secured a i)lace in Aillcrican his­
loiy - for both good and ill - by ivhat 
he did and what was done lo him i l l 
the decades lo follow. 

In nlany ways Lindbergh was per­
haps America's very f i rs l superstar. 
His ach ieven ien ls i n the a i r won 
"Lucky Lindy" ins tant , international 
faille. The fishbowl grew uncomfort­
able in later years, however, wllcil he 
used his perch for pol i t ics, tak ing 
controversial posit ions that aiigered 
many. 

The worst came w i lh tile sensation 
that surrounded the kidnapping and 
murder of his infant son, tlie closest 
t h i ng Lindbergh's Anier ica had lo 
conlpaie i.vitil the O.J. cult of today. 

Did you know that Lindbergh was 
bom right here in Detroit in 1902? He 
grew up on a farnl in Minilcsota, and 
dropped out of college to be a pilot. 

A f te r l ea rn ing to f ly L indbergh 
worked as a "barnstormer" for a lime, 
performing stunts for the crowds at 
county fairs all over the country. He 
later Joined the Army Air Scr\'ice and 
worked as a mall carrier, Hying letters 
between St, Louis and Chicago. His 
t icket to bigger and bet ter th ings 
calne in the form of a bet nlade by a 
man nairled Raymond Ortcig. 

In 1919 Ortelg. a wealthy New York 
City hotel owner, offered $25,000 lo 
any pilot who could f ly nonstop by 
himself from New York to Paris. Many 

tried for the money and several pilots 
were killed in Iheat lcmpl . 

Eigi l t years went by and no one 
won the bet. Lindbergh decided lo try 
for i l after getting a group of St. l,ouis 
businessmen lo pay for Ihe construc­
tion of what he believed was Ihe riglll 
plane for the Job. 

The Spirit of St. l.ouis, which loday 
hangs in the Smithsonian, made the 
3,600 nllle trek in 33 and a half hours 
on May 2 0 - 2 1 , 1927. L indbergh 
becanle an inslaii l hit with people in 
Europe and across Anlerica. 

He used his fame lo promote avia­
t ion as a commerc ia l indust ry by 
louring the Stales and working as a 
lechnical advisor lo several air i ine 
coillpanles, eventually including the 
one owned by Heniy Ford. Lindy and 
Ford met dur ing a 1927 lour that 
brought Ihe avialor lo Ford Airport in 
Dearborn. 

it was then tha i Lindbergh look 
Heniy and his son Edsel for llleir first 
airplane rides - in The Spirit of St. 
l.ouis, no less. The tr ip cemented a 
lifelong friendsllip between Henry and 
Charles, who would one day come to 
work for Ford as an aviation advisor. 

Before that day came, however, 
many adventures and a lot of heart­
break awaited Lindy. 

The U.S. government sent Lind­
bergh lo Soulh America as a goodwill 
ambassador in 1927. I t was on that 
tr ip that he met his future wife, ihe 
daughter of America's ambassador to 
Mexico. 

On March I, 1932, the couple's 20-
month-old son, Charies Jr., was kid­
napped from the family home in New 
Jersey. His body was found aboul 10 
weeks later. I I wasn't unti l 19,'J4, how­
ever, that police arrested a suspect. 

The trial of Richard Bruno Haupt-
mann, who claimed to be innocent, 
was a media circus even by today's 
standards. The Lindberghs moved to 
Europe to avoid the reporters, photog­
raphers and crowds that fo l lowed 
them wherever they wenl i n the 
Stales. Hauptmann was convicted 
and executed in 1936. 

Whi le in Europe Lindbergh drew 
flak f rom cr i t ics for making state­
ments whic l l seemed supportive o f 
Nazi Germany. Later Lindbergli would 
actively oppose the U.S. enl iy in to 
World War I I and made commenls 
that many called unfair to Frankl in 
Roosevelt and American Jews. 

By 1954 al l was forgotten. L indy 
served as an advisor lo the Air Force 
and in 1954 President Dwight Elsen­
hower reinstated his military commis­
sion, even making him a general. That 
same year Lindbergh won the Pulitzer 
Prize for a book he wrote recounting 
his historic transatlantic llighl. 

In the lale 1960s Lindbergh broke 
years of public silence to call for the 
protection and preservation of natural 
resources and even campaigned to 
save endangered species of whales. 
He died of cancer i n his home i n 
Hawaii in 1974. 
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' s w o r k i s a l a b o r o f l o v e 

"I guess you'd liave lo say that it was; 
labor of love," Is lio'w Tim O'Callaghan 
explains his work of l l ie last live years. 

Adiui l ly. the affair's gone on a loi longer 
than t h a t . For m u c h of l i is career. 
O'Callagliail's been intrigued wilh the his­
tory of Foi'd Motor Co.. the biisiiicss he 
gave 40 years of liis life to. ;iii(l cspcciallv 
with its fonndci-, l lemy Ford. 

"i was always curious. 1 always foiiiu 
s o m e t h i n g new lo i n l c r e s l me." he 
recalled. 

That included delving deep into a fasci­
nating but previously i i l l lc-known corner 
of Ilistory: Heniy Ford's ccniral role in the 
development of the Ihcil-llcdgling aviation 
indus l i y . Thougll he's iiol even a pilot, 
when he came across the stories of Ford 
and his airplanes and wllal i i i igli l have 
been, the lale grabbed O'Cal iagl ian's 
iil iaglnation. 

"Once the kids left lioiiie. I had the time 
and Ihe inlcresl lo really gel after Ihis. .so 
1 did." Ile said. 

He's been going liard al i l ibr live years 
now, s ta r t i ng soon after ret i r ing from 
Ford. O'Callagllan, a loiiglinie I' lymoulll 
resident who rnovcrl lo Northville last year, 
has spent thousands of hours piecing 
together the sloiy of llow the man who 
became an American iron l l ianks lo the 
automobile could have also done the same 
thing for tile airplane. 

in 1995 he put 11 all down in black and 
whi le in his llook Henry Ford's Air j lor l 
and Other Aviation Inlcicsis 1909-1954. 
He had it published l l irough an Ann Arbor 
ftrm and lie's since sokl all 2,000 copies. 

"Tile history books on Ford never said 
much aboul the aviation side of tilings. I 
think it's a slory that needed to be told," 
O'Callaghan said, "if things had turned 
oul diiferenlly. I'ord mighl have donlinal-
ed the aviation hiduslry the way he did 
cars, it's inleresling lo think aboul." 

In August the h is tor ian/author pul a 
new spin on Ihe story wi lh a video based 
on Ihe book. You know how they say l l lal 
a p ic ture is wor th a thousand words? 
Heniy Ford's Aviation Interests 1924-36 
proves the point. 

Combining rare Ibolage fronl the Nation­
al Archives in Wasliinglon. D.C., and the 
Ford pho log raph ie l abo ra t o r i es , l l ie 
video's black an(l, white Inlages paint tile 
picture of the days when aircraft and the 
folks who flew Ihenl were a novelty.

"Film was very big for Ford then. In 

those days the company had a phologra-
plly lab as big as anything in Hollywood," 

O'Callaghan explained. 
With it cameramen not only prcseiVed 

key moments in I'ord h istory but pro­
duced all kinds of movies for public sliow-

ings. Films were lllade on a variety of sub­
jects, everything from travel lo new cars. 

"Car dealers would set up sheets In 
- their garages and show the_ films. A lot of 

people saw their first movies that way," 
O'Callaghan said. 

Hundreds of hours of work went in to 
the 40-minute tape and O'Callaghan did it 
all iiimself, poring over thousands of feet 
of filnl. He then spliced the best segments 
together and recorded the narrat ion to 
explain thenl. 

Has it all been worth it, spending years 
lo tell this saga? 

"Oh , yes. No quest ion about i t , " he 
replied with a smile and without hesita­
tion. 

H e n r y F o r d i s d r i v i n g f o r c e i n e a r l y a v i a t i o n 

Veiy few of us ever the get the chance to 
become a legend and fewer st i l l actually 
end up as one. Heniy Ford not only did it 
with the automobile but came veiy close 
lo repeating the feat w i lh the airplane. 

During the 1920s and '30s he was Ihe 
driving force in aviation development and 
promotion. His name and his lnoney were 
crucial in making llie airplane a pari of 
evelyday lil'e. Much like Ihe car before it, 
that change spriiigboardcd humanity into 
a new era. 

Now we live in a wor ld where f ly ing 
fasler than sound around tile worid is as 
easy as buying a plane ticket. Though he 

.didn't see i l through to the end, Henry 
Ford helped us lake many of the first 
stepson thai incredible journey, 

"He changed tile face of aviation and the 
face of America forever,"Norlllville aul l lor 
TiiTi O'Callagllan explaiiied. "He sold Ihc 
safety of it to tile conlnloil man. That was 
crucial lo the aviation industr)''s sur\'ival." 

i t all really began way back in 1909. 
That year saw a man who worked for the 
Ford Motor Co. ask the founder if he could 
use a car engine to power a wood and fab­
ric airplane he wanted lo build. The man's 

; plane wouldn't fiy but it did cause Heniy 
' Ford's imagination to take off. 
' The carillaker took an increasing inler-
• est in avialion over tlie years. Then came 
' the Roaring •20s. America was enjoying a 
boom and nowliere more in than Detroit. 
That's what brought Bil l Stout to town in 
1923. 

Well known In aviation circles as an air­
craf t designer, he came here lo make 
Detroit, the world center of the automotive 

• indust iy, into the global headquarters of 
aviation as well. He passed the hat anlong 
wealthy investors lo gain funds iot a new 
aircraft design and manufacturing compa­
ny-

Qu ick to j u m p on board was Henry 
Ford, who soon realized that Stout would 
need a lot of working capital to make the 
project succeed. That led Heniy to buy out 
all of the company's other stockholders in 
1925 and pledge his money and his repu­
tation to the cause of making avialion big 
business.

"He saw llie potential and he was smart 
enough to realize l l iat you needed bigger 
planes to make any money," O'Callaghan 
said. 

Ford would invest a total of $4 mil l ion 
in his ai'ialion enterprises over tlie years, 
a huge sum for the time. That included 
the construction of Ford airport in 1925. 
a l the lime tlic only privately owned facili­
ty in the world. 

I t was also the first in the worid lo get 
concrete runways and In 1931 saw the 
opening of The Dearborn Inn to accommo­
date air travel passengers. Remodeled in 
1989, the famous Inn is stil l open today. 

No so the airport, however. Closed In 
1947, its grounds today are the site of 
Ford Motor's vehicle test track. 

Along w i th the airf ield, Henry opened 
his own airiine company. Ford Air Trans­

port Ser\'ice. it was ll ic firsl private con­
tractor to carry mail for l l ie Post Office 
and the first to carry freight oi i a regular 
schedule, shut t l ing cargo between Ford 
offices in cities like Dearborn, Chicago 
and Buffalo. 

The point was to denioiislrale the safely 
and reiiability of air transport to a skepti­
cal public and i l was a sliot in the arni for 
the whole industry. Iniproving bolh was 

also tlie point of Henry Ford's forays into 
airplane research and development. His 
engineers worked to make aircraft bigger, 
faster and safer. 

They patented improvements like wheel 
brakes and tail wheels and Henry freely 
shared every advancement, declining to 
charge others for the use of patents. 

One of the biggesl steps fonvard for avi­
ation came wlien Ford began moving air­
p lanes in to the f u t u r e , b u i l d i n g t he 
workl's first all-metal plane and after 1926 
conslrucli i ig only three-engine planes, 

11 was a revolution in the industry and 
cemented public confidence, O'Callaghan 
explained. 

"Many people don't understand the love 
people had for Ford. He was unbelievable. 
He gave thenl the chance lo get off the 
farni , so when it canle to airplanes, they 
figured if Henry Ford was involved in it , it 
must be OK," he said. 

Through those years Ford dominated its 
c o m p e t i t o r s . Then i l a l l came lo a n 
abrupt, screeching lialt in 1932. Wi th it 
went Henry's chance repeat history. 

The Depression's woes were g r ipp ing 
America's throat an(l even Ford was feel­
ing the pressure. Cars sales were p lum­
meting: two mil l ion sold in 1929 compared 
lo jus t 400,000 in 1932. 

Combined wi lh that was the fact that 
Ford succeeded in wliat he set out to do. 
The avialion industry had grown by leaps 
and bounds aiid now there was a glut of 
planes and airiiiies on the market. 

"He had lo gel back to his core bus i ­
ness." O'Callaghan said. "He had more 
important fish to fry and there was more 
than enough eoiii i i iercial air service ou t 
there to meet tlie deniand, so he j u s l lost 
interest in avialion." 

Replac ing Ford 's I r i - m o t o r as t h e 
workhorse of tlie sky was tl ie Douglas DC-
3, which came into its own in the 1930s 
and '40s. 

Heiir)' Ford spent liis last years seeing 
B-24 bombers bui l t at Wi l lowRun Airport 
dur ing World War II. He died in 1947 and 
the company continued on in the field for 
a time, building plane engines and parts, 
an enterprise which finally ended in 1954.

Seven years ago, whal eily olTl-
eiaLs dubbed the Grand Plan may 
have collapsed in the face of eili-
zcn opposition, but today many of 
the o r i g i n a l goals are be ing 
achieved.

Heel pain is a problem which often 

lends itself lo conservative treatment. 
In fact, the cure rate for heel pain 
stands at 95% within a year after 
such measures as physical therapy 
are applied. About half of those with 
heel pain have a bony overgrowtli at 
the bottom ol their heel bones known 
as a heel spur. While this 1/8-to1/4-
inch growth is often cited as the 
source of heel pain, the real cause is 
an inllamed plantar fascia (the wide 
piece-ol connective tissue running 
from the heel to the toes at the bot­
tom ol the foot).

Road railroad tracks. 

"The Grand Plan was a l i t t le 
nlore expansive, i t was going to 
take out S t r i eke r Pain t , " he 
explained. 

What Felldt needs to head out is 
an affordable site close to its cus­
tomers w i th convenient freeway 
access, Spahr said. 

Forty years ago, Fendl's cxlerior 
st ructurcs were slate-of-tt le-art. 
Al though the f i rm uses modern 
technology l ike computers to mix 
concrete and track trucks, loday 
the tower and conveyor belt, visi­
ble from No\'i Road, are outdated. 
Spahr said. 

But the conlpany hesitates to 
r e f u r b i s h the p l a n t , whi le i t 's 
future north of fhe old Novi Ceme­
tery reiliains uncertain. 

Eighteen months ago, founder 

Roger Fendt sold the his company 
to Tom Stover, but still works for 
the hrni .-is a consultant. 

The loealion, in the heart of so 
i l luch growdh, has been good for 
Fendl , which counls among its 
clients individual homeowners who 
want 10 pour a p;itio lo the mega-
coriloratloiis like Ford and General 
Molors. The conlpany did the eurb 
and gutter for Main Street and 
work for a(l|acenl apartment com­
plex. Main Siroel Village. 

"This was a good loealion for a 
coiierole plant, which was i i lslru-
incnlal in the clevelopiueni of Ihe 
eily itself. Now the city's grown up 
around us. I t 's nobody's fault ." 
Spahr said. 

"The Novi nlarkel has been a 
groat fiiarke/ for many ye.-ir.s and 
we feel it's a great market tor the 
fu tu re . We're t ry ing to be good 
neighbors." 

Fendl employs 28 workers al Ihe 
Novi location and also has spin-off 
d i v i s ions in Howell and Web-
berville. The local hr:incll. which 
runs a Heel of 19 Inicks, has sales 
of about S.'j ii i i l l ion per year. 

Some 300 to 400 differenl typos 
of eonerelo can be mi.xed, even in 
i'an(~y colors, including slale gray 
lo inatcli stonework. Fendl keeps 
close wat(-ll on the Michigan eli-
nlatc. via conipulcr programs. This 
enables the flrnl to keep customers 
posted on Ihe whether the wcalher 
is su i tab le, or nol so good, for 
l io i i r ing Iheir prodi ic l . Rain, for 
example, is nol friendly lo selling 
concrete. 

Fendl is far from the only com-
l^aiiy with an eye on the Iransfor-
niation of the neighborhood. 

The encroae ln l len l of Main 
Street upon i ndus l r i a l l y zoned 
land, including Trails-X Drive lo 
the sou lh , has Frank Slevoiis, 
owner of Stevens Industries, eon-
ce rned . Town Center zoning, 
re(|iiire(l by Main Slreet, isn't com-

East land where she foeiiseil on 
leas ing and opera t ions . As Ihe 
1980s jirogrcssixl. O'Malley presid­
ed over Ihe Renaissance Center in 
Detroit and large ini,\ed-iise devel­
opmen ts ill Los Angeles and 
l ios lon.

O'Malley 
said. 

Mall managemcnl is also realiz­
ing il must look at retailers as cus-
lo i i iers in the i r own r i gh t and 
learn to sen'iee their ileecls. such 
as providing prime space and a 
safe alld friendly environment.

Rep. Grcfi Kaza had Illj^h hopes 
of being the first lef;islator In 20 
years to pass an a i l le iu l i i ien i 
str(nlglhenl i l f< an le i ld inen l to 
Michigan's Frcctlom of Inlbrmatloii 
Act. 

Ka /n . R-Rorhesler Hi l ls, won 
House passage last year of his 1|[5 
•1849 lo allow administrative reiln'-
(lies when a person was denied 
access to p i ih l i r records. .Siiu'e 
FOIAwas passed in 1976. a iler-
.soil had to sue in r i rc i i i t conrt to 
gel a disputed record - and often 
go to the appellate courts. 

I ns tead , Gov. J o h n Engler 's 
adniiillstration alld fellow Repiibli-
cans in the Senate used Ka/.a's bill 
lo lack on restrictive ailicndinents 
that change the purpose of the 
law, raise the cost of procur ing 
records, al low records-keepers 
more delays In comply ing w i th 
requests, and give officials more 
reasons to wlll lhold records. 

"Terrible." said Dawn PhilHiis, 
Bloomfleld Hills lawyer and coun­
sel to the Michigan Press Associa­
tion, She was unable to persuade 
Ka/.a, a former journalist, to seek a 
gubernatorial veto of the bill. 

LAWYERS DISAGREE 
Kaza was persuaded by lawyers 

f rom the Legis la t ive Service 
Bureau, the governor's office and 
the Attorney General's staff that 
no harm to FOIA was done. 

"It does not Impose a mandate 
or limitation on the availability of a 
[iublic record," said David Sund-
stroili and Carol Cousineau of Ihe 
I.SB, a staff agency of the Ixgisla-
ture. 

"Many of these requcstc t l 
amendmen ts came f rom Ihe 
dcpar tn len ls themselves," .said 
Chr is Mu r ray , Engler 's deputy 
legal counsel, "and wil l assist in 
e l ln l ina t ing prac t ica l problems 
which arise in complying with the 
FOIA," 

"Kaza said he had oral advice 
from Attorney General Frank Kel-
ley's staff that the ail lendll ients 
weren't harnlful. 

"They claim changing the pro­

cess doesn't change what's ava.. 
able to the publ ic ," Kaza ;5ald, 
suminiug up his iiosilioii. Fiigler's 
press spokesman said the gover­
nor will sign the bill. 

Press lawyer Ph i l l i ps uo lcd 
Kaza's bill went lo |)iil)lie hearings 
and Ihe full House in ihe miiklle of 
the session, Bul Ihe .Senale didn't 
act on i l unti l Dec. 12, the final 
illglil of the work year, and slipped 
in the ameiidii ienis w i lh neilher 
commiltee work nor public hear­
ings in eilher the lloii.se or Senale. 

For lhal reason alone, Phillips 
sakl, the couleiils of MB -18-19 are 
"sus])ect," adding, "There was no 
warning." She would like Engler lo 
veto the bi l l , al lowing lime this 
year for consideration of the sur­
prise aillendllients. 

When Kaza learned i l ic c.vleiil lo 
wliieli Ille Senale wauled lo amend 
his b i l l , he was fur ious and got 
many Hems knocked out, such as 
concealing police records unlil one 
year al'ler a case was tried. 

MANY OBJECTIONS 
But Phillips still had a long list 

of ohjectioiis to the Senale version: 
• Purpose - For 20 years FOIA 

has e.xisled lo give Ihe i)iil)lie infor­
mation about "l/ic ([(fairf, of (jov-
ernnu-nt and llw ojjicial ( ids of 
lliose who reilresenl l l iei i i as |)ub-
lic officials and public emiiloyecs" 
|sec. 1). She said courts have eiled 
this as "a strong eonlinilment lo 
openness hy Ille I.egislature in 
enacting FOIA." 

The new bill guts this language 
and subs l i t u t es " i i l f o r m a t i o n 
regarding goveriiineiilal decision-
malciiig." Phillips fears this would 
be used by adiiiiiiistrators lo hide 
such facts as official salaries and 
school teacher records. She said 
"I l i is change will uiidouhtodly be 
used to argue that a lesser stan­
dard of openness is sufhcienl." 

• Records - The old law defined 
public records lo include "iiiagiiet-
ic or paper tapes ... niagnelie or 
punched cards, discs, drums or 
other means of recording or relain-
ing meaningful coillciir' (sec. 2e). 

The amended law says: "Public 
record does nol include compliler 

software." 
• Requests - The original FOIA 

allows "an oral or written request" 
(sees. 3 and 5) and doesn't liirtit lo 
whom the request may be made. 

The amended law specihes a 
" i i ' r i den request" to "a p u b l i c 
body's FOIA coordinator." A new 
siihseellon says the FOIA coordi­
nator "shall keep a copy of all writ­
ten requests for public records on 
file foi' no less than one year." 

Voting no on final passage. Sen, 
Ken DeBeai issaert , D-Maconlb 
County, said "there is no l'cason to 
reciiiire that the local units of gov­
ernment keep records of all those 
people who have iimde the request. 
That seems to me a burden that is 
iiniiecessaiy." 

• Fees - The old law allows the 
public body lo charge for finding a 
record; Ihe fee Is c;ipped at "Il le 
hour ly wage of the lowest |)aid, 
f u l l - t i m e , permanent clerical 
einployee" (see. 5). 

The amended law a l lows a 
charge of "the houdy wage of the 
lowest paki ])ublic body einployee 
callable of retrievincj Ihe i i i for i i ia-
tioii necessaiy to comply ..." 

Apparently the amendment was 
designed to charge Ille wages of 
co i i ip i i le r experts in re t r iev ing 
comp l i l e r records. As w r i l t c n . 
however, il allows a police depart­
ment to charge a l i eu tenan t ' s 
i ns tead of a clerk 's wages for 
retdcving a record because of an 
allegctl need to delete some details. 

• Timing - The old law requires 
a publ ic body to respond to a 
FOIA request "imiiiedifilciiy. but 
not more than five business days 
after the request is received ..." 

The amended law removes the 
word "immediately." Those familiar 
with local governmental delays say 
Ille new wordillg praclically invites 
officials lo delay responses a full 
week (five business days plus a 
weekend). 

• Remedy - The old law allowed 
a person denied access to records 
to sue in circuit court with no time 
limit on filing the suit (sec. 10).

But Frankel said that Ihe city 
doesn't llave enough groeeiy stores 
wi th in i t 's horders , saying the 
Farmer Jack at Ten Mile and 
Meadowbrook Road, Novi's onlv 

supermarket, is "small" and "old," 
Bi l l residents pointed out the 

llumher of stores just outside the 
cily including Ihe Meljer's at both 
Wi.xom Road an( l Grand River 
Avenue and Eight Mile and flag-
gerly roads, Ihc Shopping Centre 
Market in Nortllville, the Kroger's 
in Commerce Township, and l.i.SiL 
in Walled l;ike. 

Frankel also said surveys sug­
gested customers don't have a lot 
of lime lo shop ailyiiiore and do so 
at n ight and on Saturdays. In 
a d d i t i o n , people don't want to 
drive more than two miles to the 
groeeiy store. 

According to Jayne Scdleriiier, 
Frankel is e.xaggeniting the need 
I'or a grocery store on the corner. "1 
don'l consider a inile and a half lo 
IV'clve Oaks loo far lo slloj)." she 

said. 
Most of the other residents af 

\Vedties(lay night 's ilieeting said 
they don't mind traveling further 
Id the store in exchange for the 
privacy of resident ial surround­
ings. 

"If 1 need something quick I go to 
the Centre SIreel Market," said 
K im Hogan, who lives d i rec t ly 
behind the site, "For weekly sho])-
p l i l g there's wonder fu l choices 
(outside the city)," 

"We bought hoi l les In a q u i d 
residential neighborhood expecting 
to have to travel to market," said 
Meleil Winship, another nearby 
resident. She said Frankel and the 
homeowners associations met to 
discuss the project recently, but 
that no one she spoke with sup-
jxirlcfl the proposal. 

"I don'l think most of us want to 
see ti l ls go in , " f logai l said. "We 
want lo see lioiiics go in there to 
iilcrea.se the value of onr homes." 

She said she went to cily hall lo 
research Ihe Master Plan before 
buying her house to ensure she 
wouici be s i i r ro i inde( l by other 
homes, 

Frankel said all his studies indi­
cate the Heck and Ten site is per­
fect for retail because Il's central 
to the wesl-end po j l i i la l iou , has 
enough space lor a large store, is 
visible to Ihe residenls. and has 
access from major arlcries. 

It's a heller site than many of 
the other areas cited by the plan­
ning coiiiinission and other devel­
opers, he said. 

The i i l a i i n ing con i i i i i ss io i i ' s 
desire lo keep retail and groceiy 

stores lo the Gniild River /\veiiue 
corridor don't make good sense, he 
explained. 'Hie l-'JO freeway, which 
runs along Ihe north of llie road, 
divi(les the market In half bccau.se 
people don'l want to cross a free­
way lo grocei-y shop and lhat the 
area north of Grand River is not 
heavily residential. Frankel said.

Novi Planning Commissioners were none 
loo convinced wi th Troy develoiier Stuart 
Frankel's theory lhat west Novi needs a 
retail cenler at Ten Mile and Beck roads. 

Frankel eaillc to the Novi Planning Com-
niission Jan. 8 to present his evidence a 
groccrj' store anti strip mall are necessaiy al 
the corner of Ten Mile and Beck roads. 

"YouVe got one heck of an argument to get 
me to t u r n , " said Commissioner A r t h u r 
Vrettas. 

Frankel told the commission the customer 
demand for convenience shopping w i l h i n 
two miles of their home makes the site a 
perfect choice, along with the filet there is 
only one supermarket wilhin the city l iniits. 

While some commissioners agreed wi lh 
the need for convenience shopping in the 
west end, they did nol support the proposed 
site. 

"It's acting like an ostrich to pretend we 
don' l need those services on that side of 
lown. We do," said Commissioner Gwen 
Markham. "1 nlay nol be popular, but 1 agree 
with Mr. Frankel lhal grocer)' store is neces­

sary on the west side o f Nov i . " .she 
explained. "... I believe whenever possible a 
lesident should spend their money and Iheir 
dollars in the conlmimily in which they live 
... Not just for patriotic reasons, bul it pro­
vides more of a personal level and a com-
iiiercial ta.x base keeping those dollars in 
our coininii i l i ty, keeping our own property 
la.xes and la.xcs to keep our .seivices going 
low," she explained. 

"Whether or not Ten Mile and Beck Is the 
proper place for thai, Mr, Frankel has i lol 
conv inced me yet , " she added , saying 
Frankel's surveys and figures are not reli­
able enough. 

In 1994, Frankel commissioned Thomp­
son Associates to complete a telephone sur­
vey of 150 residents In the area bounded by 
1-96, Eight Mile Road, Taft Road and Napier 
Road to determine the support for a grocery 
store and retail complex In the Beck and 
Ten Mile Road area. According to the sur­
vey, 73 percent of respondents sai(l they 
would definitely or probably shop most at a 
new store localed at Ten Mile and Beck 
roads. 

Chair b lu ra Lorenzo said she doesn't nec­

essarily oppose a shopping center in west 
Novi but the Ten and Beck sile may not be 
Ille best location. 

"Maybe people don't like lo have tralTic on 
Ihe weekends and evenings. Maybe lhat 's 
their peace and quiet." she said, '"I'lial they 
can sit in their homes and nol hear the roar 
of traffic down Ille street," 

Instead, she en('ouraged the resklents lo 
consider backing a proposed center in the 
works at Grand River Avenue and Beck 
Road "and make their wishes known lo the 
city council," 

"The only way I can suilijort a shoi^ping 
center In the location of Beck Road and Ten 
or Beck Roa(l and Eight or Beck Road and 
anywhere other than Grand River is if you 
have the support, the ovenvheliiiing support 
of the people who are affected In lhal area," 
explained Ixlreilzo, ",,. I undersland (It) may 
be the Ideal trade area for a si iperi i larkcl. 
bu l unfortunately its nol Ideal for the quali­
ty of life for the citizens in Novi." 

"A supermarket wil l change everything." 
she said. 

Conlmissioners were fruslraled lhat Ihe 
information provided was old and conlradie-

loiy, Ihey said. 
Comiiiissioner Pele lloadley .said Ihe cus­

tomers Frankel spoke of needing Ille center 
told the conimissioii Ihey were opposed. 

"Your potential customer's don't agree 
with you," lloadley tokl Frankel. 

"If you want to convince nic, you're going 
lo have lo do more study ... I want a suiVcy 
of people living within iwo miles to gel an 
accurate feeling, nol just what you Ihink 
Ihey feel," said lloadley. 

Vrettas told Frankel he wasn'l presenting 
any new in format ion to Ihe commission 
which has been studying Ihe issue for sonle 
time. 

In addition, he sai(l Frankel should con­
sider more than just wetlaiul and woodland 
environmental impacts when choosing a 
site. 

"How about human environnlcnlal con­
cerns?" Vrettas questioned as the audience 
cheered. 

Commissioner Louis Csordas adrled: "The 
charge of the eomnlissioil is to do what's 
best for the citizens and the community and 
to follow the Master Plan."

A BRIEF HISTORY 

The Trials of Shopping in 

Western Novi

History repeats itself 
If history is bound lo repeal itself, 

ring Ihe bell for round two of the i-esi­
dents versus west-end developillent, 

Troy-based developer Stuart Frankel 
came to the Novi Planning Coiliiilis-
sion, Jan. 8, lo prove the necessity and 
demand for a grocery slore and strip 
illall a l the corner of Ten Mile and 
Deck Roads. 

However, a Utile research into the 
last development that went In at the 
intersection would have'given Frankel 
a good indication of what was to conle. 

In 1988, many citizens west of Taft 
Road protested Ihe Briarwood Plaza to 
be built at the northeast corner of the 
intersection. After petition drives net­
ting neai-ly 3,000 slgnatui-es, litigation 
and a successful ballot vote lo block a 
rezoning lhal would allow a 90,000-
square-fool grocery slore and a 
47,000-square-fool cenler wilh a gas 
station lo the eornei-, the developer 
settled lo build a sinall strip mall 
about a third of the size. 

Last week, nearly 100 residents 
came oul to protest Frankel's tentative 
plans for a groceiy store, restaui-ant 
atld gas station development. 

"We've gone through this once 
before..." said Jack Carney of Echo 
Valley. "I'm sure the people in those 
new homes didn't expect lo see a 
supermarket and gas station on that 
corner... Give (the proposal) a quick 
burial." 

The property Is zoned for residential 
homes, the residents noted. Leave it 

alone. We don't want retail or coillmer-
clal. We don't illind traveling severa 
illlles lo go gi-ocery shopping, We don't 
want the traffic or noise or lights from 
the development, they said. 

Now. if the land was already zoned 
for retail when the people moved into 
the relatively new homes, we would 
have less sylllpathy for the pi'otesters. 
However, most seeilled lo have done 
their homework before buying into 
western Novi to ensure they would be 
buying in a residential area and It 
would be unfair to change the game 
plan now. 

As for supporters of the need for a 
grocely slore at Ten and Beck, there 
weren't aily Iil attendance. While that 
doesn't mean they aren't out there, it 
doesn't give us any indication of a 
need to suppol-l Frankel's plan. 

There is some question as to whether 
there is a need for a supermarket on 
tlie west side of town. With so many 
grocers located jus l across the city 
lines, i l may well be that shopping 
needs are taken care of. 

We understand the argument thai 
shopping in your own community 
helps fuel the local tax base, but that's 
a different question.-And i l doesn't 
translate to a need for more shopping 
in town, just more tax base. 

In any case, when the Master Plan 
was created it was intended lo help 
residents understand what would be 
built around them. Changing i l too 
easily negates it's purpose.

Thei-e were some disturbing 
comments voiced at the 
Northvillc school board meet­
ing Monday night, and they 
kept me awake long after the 
meeting had convened, and 
all of the pi-incipal players, in 
what's turned into a long 
running monthly drama, had 
retired lo their homes. 

I'm not talking about the 
comments delivered by edu­
cation activist Barb Flis. Yes, 
she was at Monday's meeting, 
and yes she delivered anolher 

series of criticisms to board meinbers and Superin­
tendent Leonard Rezmierski. Her reillarks, however 
weren't responsible for my sleepless night. 

No, it was the prepared statement by long-time 
distl-lcl supporter and volunteer Greg Purtell that 
fueled my insomnia. As a matter of fact there were 
two simple sentences in particular that kept my 
brain spinning endlessly into the wee hours of the 
morning - "I will not serve on another strategic plan­
ning team or district committee," Purtell told board 
members earlier lhat evening. "My trust has faltered, 
my patience is thin, and I am not convinced that you 
can do what you eommitted lo." 

That coming from a man who, for seven years, 
donated his time and energies for the betterment of 
the district and the students it serves. Greg Purtell, 
up until he uttered those words in a board room full 
of people, had been one of the district faithful, a 
cheerleader for teachers, students, administrators 
and volunteers. He was one of the original members 
of the strategic planning committee that knocked . 

out the first plan in 1989. 
Today, seven years later, he is a member of a 

growing group of dissatisfied, disenfranchised and 
disgruntled district patrons who no longer align 
themselves wilh the district effort. A group that will 
never again eoimnit the time and enei-gy for the 
cause, because they feel betrayed by the very district 
they sought lo help. 

That is a shame, because il is the Greg Purtell's, 
the Barb Flis's, Sharon Ferrara's, and Lynda Baca's 
of this communily that jumped into the trenches 
and fought tooth and nail for change in how our 
schools teach this community's children. The suc­
cess the district enjoys today has come, in part, 
thanks to their efforts. 

Unfortunately those vely people now represent 
resources squandered by Ihe school district. Many 
of the people who have given a huge chunk of their 
lives lo the district and its schools are no longer will­
ing to do so. Consequently we no longer benefit from 
their wisdom and experience. 

That's the real crime. And as the evening's events ' 
kept mnning through my mind, I asked myself one 
simple question - how can we correct this mistake? 

As we begin to study the recent public opinion 
poll, as we Ily to decide whether to go for a second 
bond issue, as we cany through with plans for a 
restructured high school day, perhaps our elected 
school officials and our top administrators will stop 
to ask the same question. 

Because this district is at a juncture where It can­
not afford to squander anymore of Its most precious 
resource - bright and dedicated people.

J'.sures mounled In the health care Indus-
tiy, a lot of smart people began to think of 
hospitals nol as jilaces (o cui-e the sick 
l)ul as pi-ofil centers. 

Over llle pasi 20 yeal's, a lol of small 
hospitals have closed or illel-gcd with their 
neighbors. A lot of big hospitals - Heniy 
Ford in Detl-oit and Williaill BeaunlonI In 
Royal Oak al-c good exaillplcs - built satel­
lite health centers in the metropolitan 
suburbs and created health care net­
works. 

And now veiy big, very wealthy and vcrj' 
well run corporalloils are muscling Illto 
the llosi)ilal business, buyiing local hospi­
lals, slashing costs and turning what used 
to be eomiilunlty Institutions into cash 

cows, 
A case in point is an oulht called 

Columbla-IICA, which recently announced 
all agi-eemeilt to buy Ihe assets of Michi­
gan Capital Medical Celllel-, the No, 3 hos­
pital player In the Lanslilg ai'ca, A coali-
lion of local gi'ouils objected, Michigan 
Attorney General Frank Kelley sued to 
block tile Iransaction, Ingham Circuit 
Judge Janles Gidcllngs this month agreed, 
but Columbla-HCA says It will appeal. 
Where It will elid up Is aiiybody's giless. 

Lcgallsnls aside, the jloint here Is that a 
i'undallleiital transformation of the hospi­
tals that used to be nol-for-pi-olit local 
Inslitullons Into pl-ofesslonally managed 
Ili-olit centers Is moving rapidly and with 
vely doubtful effects on the quality of 
health care, nol lo mention the workings 
of ilialiy eoiilmuilltles. 

Now Ihe same thing is beginning to hap­
pen lo local schools. 

The rajild growth of charter schools In 
Michigan is producing a new for-profit 
ln(lustly: companies that sell nlaiiagemeilt 
seivices to charter schools. 

Charter schools In Michigan liave grown 
lo the point lhat this year mol-e than 
12,000 of Michigan's 1.6 million public 
school students are enrolled in 74 charter 
schools; But most charter schools are 
snlall and lack lilanagement skills, and 
maliy still oil the di-awing board lack the 
$250,000 In seed capital and a building 
most need lo gel started. 

That's where for-profit companies like 
Synergy Training Solutions, of Farinlllgton 

Hills, and the Leona Group, of Lansing, 
conle in. For a fee, they provide these ser­
vices to charier schools. 

Robert Mills, head of the charter school 
office at Central Michigan University, 
which has granted most of charters to 
academies opel-atlng in Michigan, says 
thai a typical fee for such conlpanies is 10 
percent of the per-pupll state aid, which is 
usually $4,500 to $5,500. A school with 
200 students, for exanlple, and around $1 
illllllon in state aid could provide $100,000 
In business for a consulting company. 

Injecting eonsidei-ations of profit Into 
education Ibr our kids, traditionally a not-
for-profit activity, i-alses a lot of eyebi-ows. 

Charter schools lllust abide by the sallle 
conipelitive bid rules as public schools, 
but charter schools al-e llol required lo gel 
bids for professional seivices, including 
education management coinpanies, 
lawyers, auditors and architects. And 
charter school boards are not elected by 
the public even though the funding for 
charter schools coliics fl-oni public tax dol­
lars, via the per-pupll stale aid grant, 

Whel-e, critics wonder are the account­
ability alld public oversight? 

And what, 1 wondel-, has happened to 
the old tradition that certain kinds of 
activities - leaching kids and healing the 
sick, for exanlple - wel-c considered to be 
pi-operly beyond the profit nlollve?

What she did not admit to is lhat, 
al the Oct. 7 meeting of the same 
entities, the vole was taken that 
the council could sell revenue 
bonds, thus bypassing a ballot 
issue or supporl of the public. 

• Council didn't care aboul (or 
paid any attention lo) the sugges­
tion of saving money lo finish 
soille of the already started parks 
by borrowing feasibility/marketing 
studies from Lyon Oaks. This idea 
would solve two problems. First, 
the obvious, il. saves the cily 
approximately $25,000 if nol 
more. Second, il assists in speed­
ing things up In the event lhat 
those supporting the golf course 
wish lo "move fonvard," 

• Council tried lo convince 
themselves lhat the public isn't 
upset wilh the idea - jusl the loca­
tion (environmentally). While this 
is one of the reasons slated by the 
opposing side, 11 is not the only 
one. In fact, the national averages 
for golf courses (as stated in the 
proposed Parks and Recrealion 
Master Plan) slates a communily 
of Novfs size should have one golf 
course. II does nol separate public 
vs. private, nor does the plan stip­
ulate private owned vs. city owiled. 
II states one in the community. We 
have three. (Thank you, Mr. Mitzcl, 
for your concerns voiced in the 
direction of our environment, 1 
hope you continue to protect il 
and never back off.) 

For the mayor to tell the aiidi-
enee they are "extremely prema­
ture" in voicing opinion is hilari­
ous. When would you like public 
opinions, madam mayor, after we 
spend thousands of dollars? 
Maybe after the bulklozers break 
ground? How aboul after the 
phones start ringing for "tee 
times?" Doesn't it make sense for 
the public to speak out before we 
spend additional funds? Doesn't il 
make sense to actually finish 
those parks we've started -- before 
we spend money Iwe don't have) 
on a proposal we don't want? 

What has happened lo the City 
of Novi government? Have they 
placed themselves so high upon 
the pedestal lhat they can't hear 
you, or is it they don't wanl lo 
hear you. Do they believe the well 
educated citizens of Novi are Inca­
pable of making an informed, edu­
cated decision as to what they 
wanl, or don't wanl, fronl their 
conimunily? Do they think the/re 
providing a service lo the public 
when they blatantly ignore the 
1,000 plus people who spoke (or 
wrote) in opposition lo this idea? 
Maybe they have simply discov­
ered what "power" is and il's gone 
to several of their heads. 

Granted, the council has only 
heard from approximately 1,000 
people. Based on the fact lhal only 
2-3 percent of the total population 
actually vote. I'd say 1,000 people, 
openly opposing this golf course! is 
a considerably high number of 
voices. 1 believe those same 1.000 
people asked (years ago) for a pool. 
Save the money fronl golf course 
studies and complete something -
complete anything. 

This council should take a close 
look at the professional, adult 
behavior and listening techniques 
continually displayed by the cur­
rent planning commission. They 
may learn that Nov! is packed full 
of citizens who care about this 
community and that these same 
citizens are more than capable of 
determining which direction they'd 
like to see their city headed. They 

may learn that most adults don't 
appreciate being talked lo like 
they're children, or worse - stupid, 
and that most people do appreci­
ate, and expect, proper coillnlon 
respect. 

Maybe it's lime for the citizens 
to lake back their government 
either by "recall" or by "cleanillg 
house," which can be done in this 
year's November election. Most 
eveiyone knows, without a doubt, 
that "someone" at last night's 
meeting was "right." Council 
should be willing lo consi(ler that 
the "someone(s)" could have been 
silling in the audience.

The nlajorily of the property - pur­
chased with parkland acquisition 
funding - is in SeeUon 10. 

In a sepai-ate action, the City 
Council recommended the Plan­
ning Commission lake anolher 
look at Section 10 - specifically, 
the southeast quadrant - to (leter-
nilne whether the PD-1 option 
should be removed froln the mas­
ter plan in lhal area, though the 
zoning - RA and RMI (muUiple) -
would remain. Based on com-
nlents nlade and discussions held 
In the recent past, there is no 
doubt in my mind that this will. 
Indeed, be done. As incredible as il 
seems, the reason given Is due to 
the "environmental sensitivity" of 
that area - an ecosystem unto 
itself - as well as the density 
allowed by the PD-1 opUon. 

When we're talking about city-
owned properly (parkland), Illlpacl 
on the environment is NOT an 
Issue - if ll were, no one in Iheir-
right mind would propose a golf 
course for this site. Bul when we 
are dealing with privately owned 
property, "environment" Is the 
name by which any development 
but large lol residential will be 
actively denied and discouraged. 

There is no way a golf course 
can be built - let alone main­
tained! - without a massive 
adverse impact on the surround­
ing area: environmental, infras-
ti-uctural, rinancial, etc. If the six 
Council members who support the 
golf course at this site claim "envi­
ronment" as the reason for denial 
or concern wilh or aboul any pro­
ject, anywhere in the city, they are 
hypocrites. Period.

How many days oul of a 
four month period are golfing 
greens to be open and used?

"Most people look at the style of 11, the 
shape, the period 11 might have come 
fronl," said Nortllville furniture restorer 
Ray Rozell, "I look at antiques diffei-eiltly 
l l ia i l other pcoille do, I look at thenl 
froin the Inside out." 

During the Northville Woman's Club 
meeting on Jan. 3. Rozell talked about 
which delalls to look for to authenticate 
a piece of furiiKui'c. 

"People 111 my Irade have figured out 
they can take old wood, old material or 
half a table, build the rest of It and sell 
11 as an original." he said. "It's (lone all 
the time. I've seen II. 

" I t ' s the same o l d s tory , buyer 
beware," .said Rozell. who considers fur­
niture at least 100 yeai's old lo be an 
ant ique. "There are some things you 
can't fake and lhat's what you should 
look for." 

Shrinkage Is veiy hard to simulate, 
according to Rozell. who became inter­
ested In woodworking i l l high scllool. 
Wood wil l shrink In w id th , not length 
and some woo(ls shri i lk more than oth­
ers. 

Take a dose look at the gi'aln. Wheil a 
piece of wood with a hole In It slirtnks. 
llie hole gets larger. When a round sym­
metrical woo(l table or chair leg sl l i i i lks. 
it becomes oblong. 

Shrinkage is nol measurable for about 
60 to 70 years. 

"You can't fake that," said Rozell, who 
apprenticed at two shops following high 
school, one in Southfleld aild the other 
in Ann Arbor He opened R & A Furni­
ture In Norlhville in 1974, 

"When you go into an antique store, 
you're going lo be rubbing your hands 
on all the legs of the chairs and seellig If 
they are round, and they are going to 
think you're weli-d," he said, "They think 
I'm weird. That will tell you real quick if 
It is an old spindle or a new spindle," 

Another way lo tell is by looking close­
ly at Ihc drawers. 

After pulling oul the drawer, feel the 
underside. If 11 feels ripply, lhal means 
the person who made the piece didn' t 
have mach ine ry to p lane down the 
thickness of the lumber. The craflsnlail 
used a scrub plane, which Is conve.x 
shaped. The inside of the drawer lviil be 
sllioolh because a smoothillg plane was 
used on that surface. 

Wood p lane rs and spare par ts l i t ter the w o r k b e n c h of Ray Rozel l 's w o o d - w o r k i n g shop in Nor thv i l le . 

Rozell can date an ant ique by the 
tools that were used to make the piece. 

For Instance, prior lo the 1840-50s 
craftsmen would mortise and 
tenon by h a n d . When the ••' 
Industr ial revolution occurred 
doweling became more common 
because i l was faster and 
quicker. Later, machines wci t 
used lo mortise and tenon. 

I l 's not enough to open a 
drawer and check to see If it 
has hand dovetails. 

"I can hand dovetail," Ile said, 
"That Is not enough, 11 might 
tell you that 11 Is an old dl-awer 
or the person who cut the dove­
tails knew what he was doing. 
That Isn't a dead giveaway," 

On a hand dovetail you can 
see the saw nlarks. 

"They weren't that accurate 
and Ihey were cut fast," he said. 
"They weren't that critical with 
their dovetails - i f they had ail 
overcul that was fine." 

Check to see i f a piece has 
been repai red. When a piece 
has been around for 200 years 

drawers lo glide on - are new, watch 
oul , it's probably a fake. 

Sometimes a repair job wil l have to 

Things to consider when antiquing 
• How well do you know the dealer? Some dealers are more' 

knowledgeable than others and oiler a buy back option. The 
dealer should be willing lo answer questions and let you 
look at the piece thoroughly. 

• If you're thinking of going to an auction, go lo Ihe preview 
and ask as many questions as you can about the piece 
you're considenng purchasing. 

• Wood shrinks. Round spindles become oblong and holes 
get bigger after the wood shrinks. Parts that were once flush 
will not meet exactly creating a little lip. 

' An antique piece has wear, especially on the drawer bot-
loms vyhere they have rubbed against the casing. 

' On an antique upholstered piece, look to see if it has been 
reupholstered. If it's 100 years old, it probably has been 
reupholstered several times. 

Quality pieces will have good solid construction, as well as 
brass hardware, locks, hand dovetails and smooth bottoms 
on the inside of the drawers, features you won't find in 
cheap antiques. 

i t very l i ke l y has had some 
repair work done on it. Some parts nlay make use of new inaterlals. such as cor-
be new, bu l if everything on the inside - ner blocks alid nai ls, if the craftsman 
like the back, inside supports for the can't get old materials. 

Don't rely on color either to dlst i i i -
gn ish between a fake i i i id a genuine 
antique. 

"1 can i i i i . \ pa in t , f i n i s h , " 
Rozell said. "I can make it look 
okl. 1 can make il look new, 

"There are (^uys out there 
that arc belter l l iai i 1 am that 
can match colors. So you can't 
go by what i l looks like on the 
ou ts ide , especial ly pa in ted 
pieces of furniture." 

l.ook for wear. If the piece Is 
supposed to be from the 1800s 
or 1700s wear shou ld be 
apparent somewhere, unless 
the piece was never used, 
w h i c h Is h igh ly u n l i k e l y , 
according to Rozell. Watch out 
for wear that looks like l l was 
added on. 

Rozell has a stain he calls 
"instant age." which is a blend 
of stains he mi.\etl hinlself. If 
he Ihrolvs his keys in the draw­
er and lets them roll around for 
a while, the (Irawer would show 
signs of wear and it could look 
old. 

Large drawers should show 
signs of wear fronl'the friclion of having 
been opened and closed. There is a piece 
of wood where the drawer glides, and 

whatever the drawer runs on there has 
lo be wear. 

"Nothing old will llave a drawer glide." 
he said. "Drawer glides are later. The 
first center (Irawcr glides started coming 
out In the late 1920s and early 1930s 
when production-line furniture became 
more common. 

Shrinkage also causes a little l ip and 
gaps where Iwo edges lhal were once 
llusll no longer meet exai'tly. 

It lakes a lot of extra thought and a 
lot of work to fake a customer out wi lh 
shrinkage, according to Rozell. 

"Most your cabiilel makers are not 
that sly. They are not out to fake every­
one out." 

Don't go by okl hardware either. Old 
haixlware cannot be used lo (lelerii l l i le if 
a piece Is antique. Old hardware can be 
acl(le(l to new pieces. 

"•furii things upside down, l l lp thenl 
over, take a llashliglit with you i f you're 
oul antiquing. Pull the drawers out. look 
inside i l . " he said. 

If you're looking al an a upholstered 
chair, Rozell advises turning the chair 
ii])side down to see how many times il's 
been upholstered, 

"If you don't see any extra holes in 
there, i l 's a dead giveaway t h a i l l Is 
new." he said.

Once l l le eei l lerp lecc of the 
osteopathic pi-ofesslon, OMM was 
cast aside with the adveilt of newer 
iliedlcallons that helped to treat 
Ilrobleins of Ihe muscles an(l boiles 
of the body. 

Now, with new research (ienloil-
s l ra l lng how OMM works and Its 
eost-cffectlveness, the osteopathic 
pi'ofession has once again begun lo 
ut i l l /e its illost unique aild effec­
tive tool for treat ing pain in the 
i l iusdcs and skeleton. In fact, the 
federal governnieilt recently rccoiil-
niended OMM as one of the best 
t reat i l ie i i ts for acute low back 
pain. 

OMM Is a branch of osleopalhie

OMM uses hands-on licatil ienis 
hy ai l osteopathic physic ian to 
restore and ma in ta in heal th by 
reestablishing the body's normal 
patterns of iiiovcnlent. Depending 
on the conditions presented by a 
p a t i e n t , OMM can take many 
for i l ls such as conti-act/relaxed 
motions (muscle energy treatillent); 
" c rack i ng " a Joint (ar t icu la t ion 
I reatnlenl) ; or gentle, stretching 
inanlpulation of the illuscles and 
Joints (myofascial release treat­
ment). 

OMM call also be used to resloie 
normal motion and reduce pain in 
patients who have uildcrgone trau­

Al one t ime , musc le spasms 
were thought to protect a Joint or 
lnuscle fronl further i l l jury by lim­
i t ing i l lobl l l ty. Kesearchers have 
shown, though, lhal by correcting 
muscle spasms and restorlilg nor-
nlal n lovement pa t t e rns to the 
body, the patient essentially repl'o-
gi'ams the computer that exists In 
the brain anil spinal cord. Through 
the use of OMM and specific exer­
cise progranls, muscle spasms cail 
be controlle(l and even eliminated. 

As nledlelne increases ils under­
standing of the causes of pain alld 
d i s a b i l i t y . It i s becoming very 
apparent that reprogramiil l l lg the 
central computer in the brain and 
spinal cord is essential i l l redudilg 
pain. The hands-on approach of 
OMM and corrective exercise is 
proving lo be an excellent eonlbi-

na l l o i l In accoinpl ishlnf^ these 
goals. 

The net result Is less pain, aild 
better movement and heal th for 
the patient, without Ihc need for 
invasive proce(liircs such as Injec­
tions or surgery. 

For many years, OMM was con­
sidered merely an art. Wi th new 
research tools aild a better under­
s tand ing of b iomechan ics (the 
study of how the body nloves and 
works) OMM is blossomiilg Into a 
selellce of Improving inovement 
and reducing pain. 

As a non-invasive, cost-effective 
mans of liliproving health, Ihis art 
of Ihe 1800s has matiire(l into the 
combined art and science of the 
21st century - t ru ly Ihe best of 
both worlds.

Refractive errors - ])rol)lcms wilh the Ibcusiilg 

of objects hy the eye that can be corrected with 
lenses - arc the nlost common reasons for visu­
al difficulllcs. These probleills are classified as 
farsightedness (hyperopia), nearsightedness 
(iliyopla) and astigmatism. 

In farsightedness, lenses ai'e needed more for 
ilear tilail for dislance vision. A special kind of 
farslghledncss occurs when focusing for near 
work (llnliillsllcs in illiddle age, called presby­
opia. 

In ilearslghtedness, distance vision Is worse 
than near vision. Astigmatism Is more compli­
cated, but involves a difference In focusing line 
oriented in different directions, 

Traditionally these problems have been cor­
rected with glasses and contact lenses. These 
problems have llot been felt to coilsUtute a "dis­
ease." Increasingly, however, the Idea that 
surgery eaii be reasonably used to correct such 
v is ion defects has become acceptable to the 
public and to eye surgeons, called ophthalmolo­
gists. 

In the late 1970s, radial keratotomy was 
Introduced In the United States. This procedure 
involved making cuts il l Ihe cornea - the clear 
front window of the eye - to flatten its shape 
and decrease illyopla. 

While Inillally seen as a radical approach. 
Improvements In surgical Ins t ruments and 
techniques, and the documentation of good 
results In large clinical studies, led to accep­
tance by many more ophthalillologlsts in the 
late 1980s aild early'903, 

This procedure is still done for mild levels of 
myopia and astigmatism. While the colnpllca-
tion rates have been low, the biggest problems 
have been overcorrection (making a nearsighted 
eye farslghled), undercorrectlon (leaving some 
nearsightedness), and a tendency for Ihe effect 
of surgery to increase slowly du r ing nlany 
years. Radial keratotomy surgery costs about 
$1,000 per eye. 

In the late 1980s, a new approach lo surgery 
for nearsightedness was developed, usillg pow­
erful laser l ight to sculpt the center of the 
cornea and change Its shape. 

The laser nlost widely studied Is called an 
examiner laser Examiner lasers are very expen­
sive lo purchase (about $500,0001 and nlain-
laln, but they use precise computer control to 
correct illyopla. This precision avoids Ihe vari­
ability in response. 

After several years of study, the examiner 
lasers of two companies have received approval 
from the Federal Food and Drug Adnllnistralioil 
to market the lasers for general use for mild 
nlyopla. 

Reported results have been good, but compli­
cations can occur. The most comnloil are over-
or undercorrectlon, and development of "haze," 
or microscopic scarring of the cornea that does 
not usually affect vision and clears up after sev­
eral months. 

The r e t u r n of vision af ter excimer laser 
surgery is somewhat slower than after RK. Cur­
rent lasers are not approved for treatment of 
farsightedness and astigmatism, bu l several 
new lasers, and new uses of the approved 
lasers, are being tried in chemical investiga­
tions. Excimer laser surgery for illyopla costs 
aboul $1.500 Id $2,000 per eye. 

In an attempt to develop ways of treat ing 
more severe nearsightedness and to decrease 
corneal haze, a procedure wi th l l le daunt ing 
name of laser In situ keratomileusis, usually 
abbreviated as \AS\K, was developed based on 
older complicated forms of corneal surgery. 

In this procedure a thin layer of the front of 
the cornea is shaved back w i th a mlcroker-
atonle, a veiy small precise inst rument that 
works l ike a carpenter's plane. When Ihls layer 
is folded to the side, the excimer laser Is used to 
carve o u t i l lyopla correct ion i n the deeper 
cornea. The "flap" of the cornea is then put 
back In place where It s t i cks ou t w i t h o u t 

sutures. 
The few reports wi th this procedure show 

very good results. Although l.AS!K surgeiy is 
technically more difficult than regular excimer 
laser sui'gery, patients are more comfortable 
and have more rapid return of vision. 

The recent acceptance of surgery to correct 
refractive vision problenls aild the large number 
of people who could potentially benefit have 
spurred many innovative new approaches. One 
Involves Inserting a plastic r ing, known as a 
intracorneal ring or ICR, into the cornea to 
change its shape. 

This procedure is currently being investigated 
In the United States, One of Its advantages is 
that it is reversible i f the results are not satis­
factory. Other procedures - used most ly In 
Eul"ope, though j us t beginning trials i n this 
country - use a lens placed Inside the front 
chaillber of the eye. much like the Intraocular 
lenses used when cataract surgery is per­
formed. These and several other new approach­
es are anticipated to develop further dur ing the 
next decade. 

Because of the rapid developmenl and contin­
u ing progress In th is new field of refractive 
surgery, many patients ask about the best time 
to have refractive surgery done. The answer Is 
di f ferent for each pat ient , and par t icu la r ly 
varies w i t h pat ient mot ivat ion to decrease 
dependence on glasses or contact lenses. 

Despite currently changing methods, it Is 
likely th<\t the number of refractive surgeries 
will Increase steadily to more than 1 mil l ion per 
year In the Untied States by the end of the cen­
tury.
