NOV! BUILDING AUTHORITV 

These Amendments lo Articles ol Incorporation of the Novi Building Authority 
(the "Authority") are adopted, signed and acknov\iledged by the City ol Novi, Counly 
of Oakland, State of Michigan (the "Incorporating Unit"), for the purpose of amending 
its Articles of Incorporation originally adopted on March 6, 1995, which formed a 
nonprofit municipal building authority under the provisions of Act 31, Public Acts of 
Michigan, 1948 (First Extra Session), as amended (the "Act"), Article III, Section 4 ol 
Article IV and Article X of the Articles of Incorporation are amended to read as fol­
lows: 

ARTICLE III 
This Authority is incorporated for the purpose of acquiring, furnishing, equip­

ping, owning, improving, enlarging, operating and maintaining a building or buildings, 
automobile parking lots or structures, recreational facilities and the necessary site or 
sites therefor, togelher with appurtenant properties and facilities necessary or conve­
nient lor the elfeclive use thereof, for use for any legitimate public purpose of the City 
of Novi. 

ARTICLE IV 
Section 4. For the purpose of defraying all or part of Ihe cost of acquiring, 

improving, and enlarging any building or buildings, automobile parking lots or struc­
tures, or recreational lacililies and the necessary site or sites therefor, together with 
appurtenant properties and lacililies necessary or convenient for the effective use 
thereof, and furnishing and equipping the same, the Authority, (a) alter execution 
and delivery of a full faith and credit general obligation contract of lease, as provided 
in Act 31 of the Public Acts of Michigan (Extra Session) 1948 as amended, may by 
ordinance or resolution duly adopted by a majority vote ol Ihe elected members of 
Ihe Commission of Ihe Authority issue its negotiable bonds in anticipation of the con­
tract obligations of the incorporating unit to make cash rental payments to the 
Authority and may pledge the receipts from such payments lor payment ol said 
bonds and the interest thereon; (b) after execution of a contract of lease which is not 

II faith and credit general obligation of the incorporating unit as provided in Act 31 
ol the Public Acts of Michigan (Extra Session) 1948, as amended, may by ordinance 
or resolution duly adopted by a majority vote of the elected members ol the Commis­
sion of the Authority issue its negotiable bonds in anticipation of the contract obliga­
tions ol the incorporating unit to make cash renlal payments to the Authority and 
may pledge the receipts from such payments for payment of said bonds and the 
interest thereon; in both cases as provided by and subject to and in accordance with 
Acl 31 of the Public Acts of Michigan (Extra Session) 1948, as amended. Bonds 
shall not be issued unless the property has been leased by the Authority to the 
incorporating unit lor a period extending beyond the last maturity ol the bonds and 
no maturity shall in any event be more than forty (40) years from the date of the 
bonds. In addition, the Authority shall have the power to issue such other bonds as it 
may be authorized to issue under Ihe general laws of the Slate of Michigan said 
bonds to be issued in accordance with and subject to the provisions of such other 
laws. No bonds of the Authority shall be delivered lo the purchasers thereof in any 
evenl until such time as all righls of referendum with respect to said bonds or any 
contract between the Authority and the incorporating unit shall have expired without 
a referendum petition being filed or, if a referendum petition is filed v/ith respect 
thereto until after an election approving said contract or the issuance ol the bonds 
as may be required by law shall have been held and Ihe same approved by a majori­
ty vole ol Ihe electors ol Ihe incorporaling unit voting thereon. 

ARTICLE IX 
Section 1. The Articles of Incorporation shall become elfeclive and be in full 

force and effect ten (10) days after Iheir adoption, as provided in Section 8 of the 
aforesaid Act 31.

Reason: Electric companies have 
invested mcgabiicks in ij-ansmis-
sion lines. If you decide lo buy 
electi"iclly for your home or factorj' 
f rom a cheaper but far d is tan t 
source, what happens to Ihe local 
ut i l i ty 's investment in transmis­
sion lines? How much does the 
local util ity deser\'e to recover for 
its long-term Investment? 

That is a central question as the 
Michigan Public Service Coiiimis-
sion (PSC) opens Ihe 1997 debate 
on the biggest change in u t i l i t y 
regulation since 1929, when (he 
sta le granted monopoly service 
areas to electric companies. 

"The n love i l len l from a 
regulated, nlonopolisl lc environ­
ment lo a deregulated, conlpelilive 
env i ronmei l l seems InevUable." 
says a pamphlet from Dclroil Edi­
son Co.'s s l a l e gove rnmen ta l 
affairs office. 

THE PROPOSAL 
Gov. John Engler's Jobs Coin-

n l iss ion proposes that the PSC 
"promote coillpetltloil in our elec­
tric ul l l l ly in(luslry" over the ne.Kl 
five years. 

The PSC suggests " I j al l cus­
tomers should be eligible lo partic­
ipate in the eniei-ging competitive 
market, and 2] rales should not be 
Increased for any customers - and 
should be decreased, where nossi-

ble." 
This year, 2.5 percent of cus-

loiiicrs would begin choosing their 
electric |)roviders. Somehow, u l l l l ly 
debt would be refinanced by bond 
legislation. 

All indust r ia l and commercial 
customers would be able lo select 
their own providers by 2001 ; all 
resldenlial customers by 2004. 

Rales for "captive customers" 
would be capped during the tran­
sition period.

Big customers, called the Michi­
gan Coalition for Consumer Choice 
in Electricity, said the PSC plan is 
"a helpful framework" lha l "needs 
hirther improvements." 

"Other stales are nloving much 
more ( lu ick ly . " said the g roup , 
which inckules General Motors. 
Ford. Upjohn. Dow Cheniieal-and 
other induslrial users.

" U t i l i t i e s must ra ise huge 
amounts of capital, often requiring 

.$4 of plant investment to produce 
$1 of revenue," says Edison's posi­
tion slalemenl. Cuslomers pay a 
" tar i f f lhal covers: 

1. Customer costs - b i l l i ng , 
meter reading, etc.-

2. Fixed costs - plant and trans­
mission lines lha l don't vaiy with 
the production of power. 

3. Variable costs - such as fuels, 
which (lepend on how much power 
is consumed. 

So from Edison's point of view, 
the big Issue is called "stranded 
Investment" - the bond and inter­
est payments aild depreciation on 
transmission lines that must be 
covered, even If customers buy 
from anolher i i l i l i ly, Edison sug­
gested "stranded investment" costs 
"may be unrecoverable in a conl-
peliiive environment" if customers 
buy fi-om other generators, 

Edison's solution; "Ensure lha l 
those cus lomers , on beha l f of 
whonl the system was bui l t , con­
tinue lo pay for those investments. 
Otherwise, remaining ut i l i ty cus­
tomers would be unfairly expected 
lo pay the remaining balance on 
these inveslmenls." 

Nationwide, ut i l i ty companies 
have iilveste(l about $600 billion In 
|)lanl and equipment. About one-
th i rd of lha l total could become 
"stranded," Edison says. 

"Compclilion in the electric ut i l i ­
ty i i idusl iy will likely occur first In 
the generat ion end of the bus i ­
ness." according lo Edison. "A re-
exan l lna l ion of cur ren t rale of 
re turn regulation is being called 
for. In a coilipelitive market, Ihere 
should be no subsidizalion,"

Public opinion polls show that 
most hut l lot all people say yes. 
Wherever you coille down oil this 
one, the bol lom llile Is that very 
soon you'll have that right, cour­
tesy of the state of Michigan, 

Gov, John Engler this week Is 
expected to sign legislation passed 
by the stale Leglslatiire last month 
lhat will illake police lists of con­
victed sex offenders available to 
Ihe public. That Includes people 
convicted of everything from child 
nioleslatlon to rape. 

The ilew bill Is an amendment lo 
a law passed In 1994 requi r ing 
persons convicted of certain felony 
sex crimes to register their new 
addresses with the Michigan State 
Police whenever they move. Both 
the law and the amendment are 
modeled after "Megan's l.aw." 

Seven-year-old Megan Kanka 
was raped and murdered several 
years ago by a man l iv ing next 
door to iler New Jersey home. The 
o f fender was a conv ic ted sex 
offender. 

After her death Megan's parents 
le(l the fight lo get the law which 
bears her nallie passed. They say 
thai police and the public should 
know when sex offenders, nlany of 
whom repeat their crimes, move 
into lown, 

Gerry Law agrees. Law, R-Ply-
mouth. Is the state representative 
/ r o m .Mich.igan's. 20th Districl. 
w h i c h includes Northvi l le Town­
ship aild Ihe Wayne County sec­
tion of Northville. He voted for the 
law in 1994 and the amendment in 
December. 

Also voting in favor of the new 
b i l l was Rep. Nancy Cassis, R-
Novi, who represents the Oakland 
County area of Northville. 

"People wan t to know i f these 
people are living next door lo them 
or on the i r s t ree ts or i n t he i r 
neighborhoods where their k ids 
play." Law said. T h e statistics are 
clear that these are no l usual ly 
isolated incidents. The vast majori­
ty of the people who commit these 
type of crimes do it repeatedly," 

That 's t rue, bu t requ i r ing sex 
offenders to register isn't the r ighl 
solution to the problem, says the 
Amer ican Civ i l Libert ies Un ion , 
The o rgan iza t ion ' s M i ch i gan 
branch opposed the law and the 
alllendment. Nationally, the ACLU 
Is waging legal battles in several 
state and federal courts to have 
such laws overturned. 

The group offers several argu-
iilents against forced registration, 
including; 

• Such laws are uncoilstitution-
al. The Fifth Amendnlent says that 
no one can be punished twice for 
the same offense. Mandatory regis­
tration of soilleone who's done the 
t ime for h i s cr ime a i n o u n l s to 
"double jeopardy," 

John Roberts, executive director 
o f the ACLU's Massachuse t t s 
branch, put it this way In a written 
statement; 'Once yoii do your tilllc 
yo i i r punishment should be over, 
and this really continues to punish 
people," 

Another opponent of sex offend­
er registration Is Melvin L. Watt, a 
Cong ress iona l Democrat f rom 
North Carolina who opposed a fed­
eral vers ion of Megan's Law in 
March. 

" I ts under ly ing assumpt ion is 
lhat once you have committed one 
cr ime of th is k ind , you are pre­
sumed gui l ty for the rest of your 
life," Watt said, "That, my friends, 
is contrary, whether we like it or 
not . to the cons t i tu t iona l man-
dales that govern our nation." 

• Second, while they sound good 
the only real effect a law like this 
wil l have is to drive those convict­
ed o f sex cr imes "underground" 
once they get out of prison. That 
reduces the chances that they'll 
try to "go straight." 

M i c h i g a n s ta te Rep. David 
Gubow opposed making the list 
public. 

"The idea o f reg is t ra t ion Is a 
good one. Law enforcement can 
watch them. But th is b i l l raises 
the q u e s t i o n o f w h e t h e r they 
would register or not. I t wi l l have a 
chil l ing effect," Gubow said. "These 
people have done t h e i r t ime. 
The>'Ve won the right to go back to 
society.'

As it now stiinds only 46 percenl 
of the Class of 1997 at Novl High 
.School will griuhiatc with the new 
Stale I'^ndorsctl Diploma, although 
88 percent of the students received 

: Mlchifjiin Educational As.scssiiienI 
Program test (MEAP) cndor.sc-
mcnt.s based on the ok l .system, 
accortlinf! to Novl Migli slatislics. 

S tuden ts took the new High 
School Proficiency Test in March of 
1996 and resu l t s released In 
Scillcinher Indicated that less than 
;iO percent of students nlanaged to 
score high enough In nil four sec­
t ions of the test to earn an 
endorsed diplomn. 

Thus, nearly 70 percent of the 
students retook al least one por­
t ion of the p ro f i c iency Icsl in 
Septcmher. Recent ly, released 
results show prollcieilcy success 
In 21 pi^rcent of Ihe students who 
rctcsted the math, 47 percent who 
retested the reading, 49 percent 
who retested the wr i t ing and 20 
percent who retested the science. 

,Toin Evans, assistant principal 
at Novl l i lgl l , said the most recent 
Informat ion fronl the state was 

somewhat incompleic and much of 
the analysis was done by the high 
school ILself, 

A c c o r d i n g to I l le Mich igan 
Department of Education, statis­
tics arc sl i l l being compiled to fig­
ure the statewide success of the 
proficiency test relesis and overall 
endorseiiicnis. 

W i t h o u t the state analys is , 
Evans said many adinlnislralors In 
Ihe area are wondering what per­
spective to have on the scores. 

' i^lal s t i l l leaves ,51 students 
needing to retake one test, 39 stu­
dents who llccfl to retake two test 
and 71 s tuden t s who need lo 
retake three or more lests In order 
lo c a m the endorsed d ip loma, 
according lo Ihe data. 

These s tudents w i l l have the 
oppo r tun i t y to retake the tests 
again when Ihe Class of 1998 
takes the proficiency lest at the 
cud of the month. According to 
Evans, these studenls arc deter­
mined to clear the last hurdle. 

"The s t u d e n l s seem to be 
pu l l i ng forth a good attitude on 
takiiig the test and making It this 
lime. The sludents who had suc­

cesses last t ime are feeling even 
belter," said Evans, "But there's no 
question t here's .some anxiety and 
f rus t ra t ion on the part of some 
students," 

The Class of 1997 is tile first lo 
have taken the ilew standardized 
test, and is the only class able to 
ii.4e their MEAP scores in place of 
Ihc proficiency test.

Yoii and I never gol lo play oil play-
gioiintls like this when wc were kids, 
III fnct, the play al-ea t() be constructed 
ill N()vr.s new sports park Is so differ­
ent fr()nl the old concept of a "play-
Ijroiind" that a new word has to be 
use(l lo describe It - a "playstnicture," 

Waricn Jocz and Glen JBonaventura 
are heading up the effort lo bnild the 
Tim Pope Memorial Playstructure In 
the park at Eight Mile and Napier 
roads. Arid Ihc playstructure Is a pret­
ty iillpressivc piece of playground 
e(iulpillent. 

We won't go Into a description of the 
structure In detail here, since this 
newspaper will be publishing a num-
)cr of articles about it the coming 

weeks, but it ties a series of play facili­
ties into one huge stiiicture - swings, 
slides, sandboxes, etc. they are all 
there, Il's handicapped accessible. It 
has a special area for toddlers, where 
they cail he fenced in for safety. 

And 11 includes a silling area for par­
ents lo relax while Ihey watch over 
their youngsters. 

A youngster could get lost in all lhal 
play area for a veiy long time ... and he 
or she wouldn't mind at all. 

The design is the work of Leathers & 
Associates of Ithica, New York. 

But lo bring It off --- getting the tools 
and materials as well as actual ly 
putting the playstructure together -
they ai'e going lo need help. Arid to do 
it all by mid-June, they'll need lots 
help. 

Recreat ion 

Leathers has put the cost at some 
$130,000. Jocz and Gonaventura fig­
ure they'll need up to 500 people to 
help out, working on everything fronl 
organization and collection of iliaterl-
als lo actually swing a hammer on site. 
The construction itself will be the cul­
mination, and of coui-se will require 
the largest number of workers. For five 
days, volunteers will be on site actual­
ly doing the construction. 

Without a doubt, its a good cause. 
Its definitely worth getting involved 
and helping out, Nol only will it be a 
great asset for the community when i l 
is finished, being on the site during 
the construction is likely to be pretty 
enjoyable tf)o ... the closest thing to a 
community barn raising you are likely 
lo expei-ience in this modern age. 

There is a sign up sheet on page 11 
of today's Novi News. If you haven't 
signed up already, do so. Commit­
ments are needed early so Jocz, 
Bonaventura and Leathei's can deler-
iTiine if they can proceed.

Taking the plunge 
l^i's make one thing very clear, gov­

ernment is not about making a profit. 
That's called business. 

So if some don't see a potential profit 
in an Aquatic Facility for the city of 
Novi, should that rule it out as a pro­
ject? No. That's what city' government 
Is there to do, address the needs which 
private sector businesses cannol prof­
itably address. 

For example, there's no profit in hav­
ing a National Guard. There's no profit 
in welfare programs. But they are 
needed, at least at some level. So 11 
falls to the federal government to pro­
vide thein. 

The same could be said of a city 
pool. 

Pool advocates in Novi have indeed 
been waltillg a long lime to get their 
need addressed. And frankly, now 
seems lo be the time. 

Council recently approved the hiring 
of a consultant to look into the feasi­
b i l i ty of construct ing a pool and 
revived the citizens committee which 
requested the construction of a $5 mil­
lion aquatic complex in 1996. 

At the tinle, many in town believed 
the complex was too amibitlous. But 
we have heard few argue with the need 
for at least some community swim­
ming facility. 

Ultimately, the city can't look at "fea­
sibi l i ty" as equal to "prof i tabi l i ty" 
because there might never be a pool. 
Instead, we'd gel as many golf courses 
as the illarkel will support. (Note how 
many private sector companies already 
have golf courses In this aî ea com­
pared to how nlany opei-ate pools.) 

We're glad to see the pool proposal 
moving ahead. We hope this can be the 
year that this issue gets resolve. 

Novi going high-tech 
Novi is out to attract soine new high 

lech industry. And that's Just what the 
doctor ordered. 

Greg Capote, senior staff planner, is 
taking up the Job of running Novi's 
Econoililc Retention, Attraction and 
Expansion Program. Over the past few 
years, Novi's development has tilted 
toward the residential and commercial 
side, industry and particularly high 
techilology inilustry have not been well 
represented in the list of incoilling 
businesses. 

Capote is out to change lhat. And 
the effort makes a great deal Of sense. 
High techilology light industrial facili­
ties are great additions to the commu­
nity, They typically use few services 
and usually are relatively non-intru­
sive neighbors, In the meantime they 
provide a much needed tax base to 

provide the seivices citizens here have 
come to expect. 

Considering the amount of land Novi 
already has set aside of light industrial 
uses, why wouldn't you want i l to be 
used for high tech facilities? It seems 
lo us most residenis in town don't dis­
pute the need for more light industrial 
or high tech uses, although they may 
differ over the specifics of indivldtlal 
projects. 

Capole emphasizes two areas in 
which his program can concentrate 
this year. The firsl is conducting a sur­
vey of businesses to identify needs in 
the city. The second is to get develop­
ment information to those firms inter­
ested in conling into Novi. 

Both are worthwhile efforts. The city 
deserves credit for the work. And we 
wish it success.

In case you lilissed it Mon­
day was Martin Luther King 
Jr. Day, Hei'e in Northville we 
honored it for the fourth year 
in a row wilh a silent walk 
downtown. 

I've been lo all four King 
walks and each year I find 
myself thinking aboul his 
place as an American patriot. 

Why do 1 use that word? 
Because King continued a 

fight that's been going on since the Pilgrims set sail: 
the struggle for liberty. 

Most of the people who've ever lived haven't had 
rights. In their worids the biggest and the strongest 
made all the rules. Over the centuries, though, a few 
folks began lo stand up and say, "Hey, bubba, that's 
nol the way things should be." 

The idea is that there's something better than the 
survival of the fittest. You have the right to certain 
things just because you are, not because of who or 
what you are. 

• Government, as Thomas Jefferson pointed out in 
the Declaration of Independence, only exists to 
secure those rights. Right after thai he added that 
"whenever any form of government becomes 
destructive of these ends, 11 is the right of the people 
to alter or to abolish it." 

Martin Luther King Jr. was one ol many who tried 
to alter a government, and lo some extent a society, 
that wasn't securing their I'ights as human beings 
and as Americans. He didn't call for the system's 
downfall. Instead he demanded that it live up to ils 
fundamental promise. 

That promise, in the words of Jefferson, is lo give 
everyone a fair shot al life, liberty and the pursuit of 
happiness. Check oul whal King said in his "I hkve a 
dream" speech about his hope for the future: 

'This will be the day when all of God's children will 
be able lo sing wilh new meaning 'My countiy 'tis of 
thee, sweet land of liberty, of thee I sing. Land where 
my fathers died, land of the Pilgrim's pride, from 
every mountainside, let freedom ring.'" 

Does that sound revolutionary? It shouldn't: 200 
years ago we fought a war lo try and make thai 
future become a reality. Now we're a few years away ^ 
from the kids of the class of 2000 nol being kids 
anymore. Will their future resemble the best or 
worst of our past? 

I think Martin Luther King Jr. was about making it 
the best. I don't know what's written on his tomb­
stone but maybe il's something like whal Harry Tru­
man hoped for. 

Somebody once asked Truman what he wanted 
written on his tombstone. He said he'd like the 
inscription he saw on an old cowboy's grave in Ari­
zona; He done his damnedest.

30, two weeks 
eariier than llle nlid-Oclober date iil pi-evi-
ous years, ilieanl lhal studeills, l-elui-ning 
from a suilliiier of flin antl Ibrgetliilg, lost 
uvo u.sehll weeks for review. 

Around 1,500 students fronl 33 chai--
liT schools look Ihc MEAP tests for the 
firsl lime, Overall, results for charter 
schools were worse than for public 
schools, wilh nlore charter school stu­
dents earning low mal-ks lhan satlsfacloly. 
Introducing eonlpclltlon into our K-12 

school system may be a good Idea, as 
charter advocates claim, bul prelly soon 
charter schools ai-c goiilg to have to put u]) 
or shut up, If charier lest l-esulls continlle 
pool-ly, ii might be a good idea lo slow 
dowil the rush to charter all those schools 
now In Ihe pipelillc. 

Interestingly enough, just a few days 
after the MEAP test results were i-eleascd, 
Educatloll Week, a i-espected tl'ade news­
papei-. issued a i-eport on (he nation's 
schools which concluded that ovci-all tllcy 
were "riddled with excellence bul rife with 
me(llocrity," Staff spent a year assessing 
slate school systems on 75 indicators 
such as aeadeinic standai-ds, scllool eli-
iiiale, sujlport for teachei-s and lilnding, 

Michigan's rcpoi't card was lllixed. 
We received a D I'or school cliinate, 

which includes things such as class size, 
slu(lent-teacher ratio aild teacher views 
about violence 111 schools. 

Quality of leaching, measured by the 
pel-ccntage of teachei-s who hold degi-ces ill 
Ihe subj(;cts llle teach and llle iluiilber of 
newly graduated teachers fronl accre(llted 
colleges, di-ew a C, 

Michigan i-atcd a B-pllls Ibr adcqllacy of 
funding, (Michigan speil(ls $5,779 per stu­
dent, less than the nation-leading New 
Jel-sey al $8,118 but nloi-e than doormat 
Utah with $3,537.) 

When it caine to standal-ds aild assess­
ments, however, Michigan i-ated an A-

ililnus, based mainly oil the fad that we 
nleasure pupil performance in math, 
English and science and hold dlslricls 
accounlable for i-cslills.

Split court embarrasses state 
There are two 

sides to every law­
suit, right? 

Wl-ong, especially 
whei-e the Michigan 
Supreme Court is 
concerned. I've 
commented in the 
past about our 
seven justices' writ­
ing fractured opin­
ions in a case, and 
on Dec. 30 they did 
il again. 

On the surface, 
the high court's procedure made sense; 
Consolidate appeals in three suits against 
Detroit Edison, our regional electric com­
pany. By the time the justices were done, 
however, they produced six opinions. 

Bottom line: Be careful around power 
lines, because it's nearly impossible to 
prove Detroit Edison was negligent. 

Case 1 was Gerald Gronckl. a mainte­
nance supervisor at a condominium com­
plex in Novi. He was moving a 24-foot lad­
der that hit an uninsulated overhead elec­
trical line that had been in place six years. 
He went into cardiac arrest, lost a toe and 
suffered personality changes. 
: Gronckl sued. Edison won summary 
judgment before Oakland Circuit Judge 
Francis X. O'Brien. Northville attorney 
Sheila Thorp wrote the briefs for the high 
court appeal. 
: Case 2 was Theodore Parcher, who was 

it.-. 

moving a 29-fool-high scaffold on a forklift 
and hit a power line 35 feet above ground. 
He lost his right arm, righl leg and left 
foot. Edison won summary judgiilent in 
Lapeer Circuit Court. 

Case 3 was Wendell Bohnert, a delively 
man for National Cement Products of Tole­
do for 40 years. At a home construction 
site in Monroe, the boom of his truck hil a 
26-foot-high power line, and he died at the 
age of 58. 

What do these cases mean to you? Not 
much, personally, except that you elected 
the seven justices, and you deserve an 
accounting of thdr stewardship. 

Chief Justice James Brickley (a Republi­
can) wrote the "lead" opinion. The ques­
tion, he said, was the scope of Edison's 
duly to move, insulate or de-energize over­
head lines. "However, there is hot duty lo 
warn someone of a risk of which that per­
son is aware," Brickley wrote. 

'The costs of insulating or moving these 
lines would be significant. Edison alone 
has. over 35,000 miles of power lines in 
this state ... The social policy al issue is 
the public's need for electric power at a 
reasonable cost." Opinion No. 1. 

Justice Patrida Boyle (Democrat) "con­
curred only in the result," said the court 
reporter, Opinion No, 2. 

Justice Conrad Malletl Jr, (now chief 
justice). Joined by Michad Cavanagh (both 
Democrats), agreed with Brickley on the 
Bohnert and Parcher cases, but dissented 
on the Gronckl ease. They would have sent

the case back lo Oakland Circuit Judge 
O'Brien "lo assess the liability of the utility 
... concerning the proximity of the wire to 
the building and to the ground." They 
called Brickley's opinion "loo narrow" and 
"inconsistent wilh basic principles of negli­
gence law." Opinion No. 3. 

Justices Dorothy Comsloek Riley (R) 
agreed in freeing Edison of liability in all 
thl-ee cases bul dissented in the Bohnert 
case. She would have ruled in favor of the 
home builder, too, as a matter of law. 
Opinion No, 4. 

Justice Elizabeth Weaver (R) agreed with 
Riley bul wrote a separate disselit, saying 
Brickley's reasoning relied too heavily on a 
precedent In a Genei-al Motoi-s case lhal 
resulted ill "the unwarranted expansion of 
tort law ... 'no matter how negligent the 
employee nlay be.'" Opinion No. 5. 

Justice Charles Levin (liberal indepen­
dent), who retired two days later, allegedly 
never saw deep pockels that shouldn't be 
dipped. He dissented and wanted lo rule 
against Edison on all three cases. Opinion 
No. 6. 

Voters replaced Levin wilh Marilyn Kel-
ley (D), who probably will be close lo 
Cavanagh. More ofthe same. 

My advice to Chief Justice Malletl is to 
hire a management consultant who can 
get this array of individualists to work as a 
team. Six opinions from seven justices are 
an embarrassiTlent lo the state.

Good-bye Old Novi Road, Hello Brickscape Drive 
Old Novi Road is no more. 
The street is still there, of course, but it has 

been renamed Brickscape Drive. 
The renaming process, which began nine or 

10 months ago, came to completion in mid-
December, when Joe DiRado, the co-owner of 
Brick.scape Home & Garden Showplace officially 
installed the new sign on the post al Eight Mile 
Road in Northville. The Old Novi Road sign will 
remain on the post for about six months. 

"It has always been hard to know how to get 
down here , " said DiRado who opened 
Brickscape exactly 10 years ago on Jan. 1. "We 
knew that was the only way to do it." 

To rename the road, DiRado had to get either 
the permission of the other landowners on the 
street or acquire all the property. He chose the 
latter 

Since Old Novi Road is a county road, DiRado 

then needed to get the approval of Oak land 
County. Before Ihe county would give Iheir 
approval, they had to verify with both the cities 
of Novi and Northville that the street name did 
not confl ict with aily exist ing street names. 
Next, DiRado submitted and received approval 
for his request from both cities. 

Prior lo the change. DiRado said his mai l was 
o f ten delayed because the sender d i d not 
include the word "Old" in the address. 

DiRado will consult with a landscape archi­
tect to begin improvements in the landscaping, 
particularly to the road. 

"We're confident that we can make i l look like 
a park atmosphere," he said. "A parks al ld rec 
atmosphere ties in with the business." 

Rainbow Recreation, which sells swing sets, 
wi l l remain at its site on the new Brickscape 
Drive, a location 11 has had for two years.

"There aren't too many named il l 
memory of someone," M u t c h 
added. "Most are property bouild-
ary lines or property access trails, 
but a continuation of a common or 
historical name for tho.se roads." 

Today, st reet names in Novi 
usually come about through devel­
opment , accord ing lo K h a n h 
Pham, a clerk wi th the Ci ty of 
No\'l. 

"Soinclinles developers will coille 
ill and research the hisloiy around 
their development and wi l l use 
names that have some historical 
signincailce," Mutch said.

New street names cannot be 
ident ical to an existing naine or 
sound phonetically similar so as to 
avoid eonfusioll for emergency per­
sonnel such as fire and police. 

'The nlain thing we are trying to 
avoid is them sounding too similar 
and cause confusion," Pham said. 

"Betwi;en the second and third 
party you don't llave the time to 
clarify that (the spelling)," Phalli 
said. 

Although the naille for the east 

entrance to the Novi Civic Center 
could change every year because 
the honor of naming that street is 
up for auction, there is no confu­
s ion for emergency pe rsonne l 
because the Civic Center has a 
Ten Mile Road address and the 
high school has'a Taft address. 

And if the street signs don't all 
look consistent in Northvi l le, it's 
because the developer or individu­
al residents have chosen to pur­
chase the i r own cus tom street 
name s igns, wh i ch is a l l owed , 
according to NorthWlle Director of 
Public Works Jim Gallogly. There 
is a form and an agreement that 
m u s t be signed by the pa r t y 
requesting the fancy sign. 

The residents or developer pay 
for the custom sign and i f it gets 
hi t by a motorist, they must buy 
another sign themselves or the city 
w i l l replace it w i t h a s tandard 
street sign.

Gastroesophageal rellux disease (GERD) Is an 

extremely coilmion problem. The occurrence of 
GERD is s im i la r In both men ant i women. 
Forty-five percent of adult Americans report 
li ltermltteilt syillptoills related to GERD and 10 
percent have .symptoms on a dally basis. Eighty 
percent of prcfjnant women report symptoms 
due to GERD. 

The lyplcal patient with GERD complains of 
hear tburn (an upward moving burn ing pain 
behind llic breastbone) after eating, when bend­
ing over, when lying down, or upon awakening 
at night. 

GERD Is not a llfe-thrcatening disease and 
has no connection with heart problems. Howev­
er, the .symptonls of GERD can be a great 
mlinlc. GERD symptoms can be confused with 
ulcer pain, heart problems, gall bladder prob­
lems and asthma. It Is thought that GERD is 
responsible foi' at least 50 percent of non-car­
diac chest pa in and 80 percent of chronic 
hoarseness, chronic cough and non-allergic 
as thma . GERD can also cause vocal cord 
polyps and (Icnial erosions. 

GERD Is a chronic disease. It Is caused by 
acidic stomach secretions entering the esopha­
gus and overwhelming Its defense mechanisms. 
This usually takes place over a long period of 
lime. 

The esophagus is connected to the stomach 
by a muscle called the lower esophageal sphinc­
ter, which forms a "gateway" into the stomach. 
When this muscle Is weak or relaxes at inap­
propriate times, acidic stomach contents can 
"rellux" Into the esophagus and cause pain. 

The presence of a hiatal hernia is another 
factor which wil l contr ibute to the ease with 
wh ich stomach contents can go through the 
lower esophageal sph inc ter and enter the 
esophagus. The anlount of acid secreted by the 
stomach is normal In most patients wi th GERD, 

Lifestyle modifications are the cornerstolle of 
elfectlve treatment of all GERD patients. The 
primary goal of therapy in GERD is to decrease 
the exposure of the esophagus to acid. Lifestyle 
changes include: 

• Making dietary changes 
• Elevating the head of the bed 
• Losing excess weight 
• Quitting smoking 
Dietary modlllcatiolls are probably the most 

Important . Adherence to these recommenda­
tions can often result In a 10 percent Improve­
ment in symptoms. 

GERD sufferers should avoid overeating and 
absta in from eating w i th in several hours of 
goiilg to bed. Similarly, one should avoid lying 
down after a meal. 

.Alcohol, coffee, caffclnated products, choco­
late, peppermint and spearmint need to be 
eliminated from the diel, since all of these wil l 
decrease lower esophageal sphincter pressure 
making It easier for addle stomach contents to 
enter the esophagus. 

Carbonated beverages should be eliminated 
since the carbonatlon Itself contributes to stom­
ach distention and burping. The diet should be 
low in fat since food high In fat will slow the 
stomach's efficiency .it emptying. Smoking 
should be avoided since It also relaxes the lower 
esophageal sphincter 

When lifestyle modifications fall to eliminate 
synlptoms, drug therapy can be added. Medica­
t ions directed at decreasing stoi l iach ac id , 
tightening the lower esophageal sphincter and 
i m p r o v i n g s tomach empty ing are used in 
GERD. Most patients with GERD can be suc­
cessfully managed with lifestyle modifications 
and d rug therapy. I.ess than 5 percent wi l l 
require antlrellux surgery aimed at tightening 
the lower esophageal sphincter.
