The day saw clergy bless candles
and distribute them 1o chureh
congregalions in a speclal ceremo-
ny that ended with a procession
thraugh the church with lit can-
dles symbolizing Jesus as the light
ol the world.

In Eng-
land, Franee and Canada they
kept an eye un the bear, while in
Germany it was the badger,

Early German seltlers i Ameri-
ca. known today as the Pennsylva-
nia Dulch, brought the legend
here. Since badgers are not all that
plentiful it that part of the country
{he selilers decided on the ground-
hog,

While Gronndhog Day is litlle
nore than i footnole today, back
then it was big stull o many.
Some farmers woudd even planl lor
nol plant) their spring crops
according lo what the groundhogs
didl,

America's most famous ground-
hog is Punxsutawney (pronounced
Prunks-uh-tawr-nee) Phil, a ground-
hog who lives just outside the
north central Pennsylvania town
he's named for,

Legend says Phil is almost a
century old and cach Feb, 2 mem-
bers of a special Punxsulawney
cluly trek oul Lo his burrow to find
outl whether he sees his shadow or
not. '

Scienlists say they're wasting
their time: wealher researchers
have found that Phil's been rightl
only about 28 pereent of the (ime.

Speaking of scienee, the ground-
hog is actually a woodchuck,
which arc small animals aboul two
feet long that belong to the squirrel
famnily. Woodehucks live in the east
and midwestern parls of the Unit-
¢d Stales and in Canada,

burrows and dens often connecled
by a network of tunnels with sev-
eral entrances.

iThe law “has the polential lo
intimidate cerlain classes of vot-
efs,” Kaza wrote In a letter to U.S.
Atlorney General Janet Reno. “Cit-
jzens who do not possess a photo
identification card should not be
disenfranchised from exercising
thelr right to vote under the U.S.
Constititution.”

‘Kaza was the only Republican lo
vole against the measure when the
House passed il 56-44 on Dec. 13,
the last day of the sesslon, He said
he has confidence in the FBI's
ability to investigale vole fraud,
"when and {f it occurs.”

i Engter signed it as Publle Act
583 of 1996 and look a blislering
atlack from new House Speaker
Curtis Hertel, D-Detroit.

“There lsn't any evidence of voter
fraud, which supporters claim
necessilated the legislation In the
first place.” said Hertel. "We
should try to increase access, nol
restrict it.

“All it will do is make it more dif-
ficult for many peopte, including
ihe efderly who are less likely 1o h
have driver licenses, 1o vole,” sald
Hertel.

Purlng the signing ceremony,
Engler replied, "People don't need
an identification card 1o vole, but
without identification, they could
le challenged.”

Engler said voter idenlification
cards will be available free at Sec-
retary of Slate branch offices for
those who lack driver's licenses,

“The hallmark of a democracy is
ahsolute assurance of the integrily
of the process,” Eugler said.

Anti-sprawl
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legislation

watered down by state

Only the Michigan Association of
Realtors clicered as Gov. John
Engler signed o new Lamed Division
Actaimed at halting the wasting of
larmland,

“We're just plain disappoinled,”
said John Amberger, executive
direetor of the Southeast Michigan
Council of Governments. SEMCOG
wanls o hall "urban sprawl” and
asked Engler jo veto the bill.

Even Engler was unhappy af the
passage ol Senale Bill 112, spon-
sored by Sen. Leon Stille, R-Spring
Lake, The governor ciled two
delects:

* The bill wasn't given “immedli-
ate effeet” and won't become law
widil March 31, creating “the
palential thal landowners could
divide their land under the provi-
sion's of loday's law and then in
April again split the parcel.”

» SH 112, now known as Public
Act 591 of 1996, did nothing to
speed up the "burcaucratic”
approval of new subdivisions,
cehoing the Realiors eriticism,

Crux of the fighl was the ques-
tion of how many land splits wil}
e allewed belore a developer must
plat the land under the eye of loeal
government, drain commissioner
andd county vead panel, Local units
lypicadly require a good water sup-
plv. ability to handle wastewater,
road access and Int shape.

Realtors were suceessful in
watering down the Senate hill
when il reached the House Local
Government Comitlee.

The Realtors said, “The new Jaw
does not require that land parcels
be over 10 acres (n size {o be
exempl (from the subdivision con-
trol act), allowing for much more
ellicient use of land. It also allows
property owners Lo keep larger
parcels intact.”

Urging a velo were SEMCOG,
the Michigan Farm Bureau, the

Michigan Munieipal League, the
Michigan Townships Association
and Michigan Association of Coun-
lies, as well as the Michigan Envi-
roumental Coungil (MEC).

“This latest version tdoes nol
address the problem of kd puz-
zling or howling alley lots,” said
Julie Steneman, MEC's land pro-
grams  director. The MEC
spokespersen added;

"Over lime, we will slill bave
more platting exemptions than
currently allowed, which means
tlevelopers lave the ahility lo cre-
ate large subdivisions over time
withoul nevessary public review,
And SB 112 does very litide Lo pro-
teet farmland or other patural
resource lands., Ii's a Hawed bill."

Most parties agreed Michigan
was wasting farmland by allowing
farms to be split into an unlimited
munber of 10-plus acre parcels
willioul going (hrough subdivision
nrocedures. Result: "bowling alley”
fots that extended far back into a
parcel, taking that land cut of
faem production.

Said Enpler: "This legislation
puts a stop to the unlimited cre-
ation ¢of 10.01-acre parcels, creat-
g lots teo large for most residen-
tial purposes and too small for
agriculture purposes.” He said the
new schedule allows:

e Pour splits en any parcel
under 10 acres.

» One split for cach additional
10 acres up o parcels 120 acres in
size.

+ One additional splil for every
40 acres over 120 acres,

* Two bonus splits if a new road
is buill to accemmodate access or
il at least 60 percent of the original
pareel is mainfained in one parcel
after the split.

» Divisions involving parcels over
40 acres are nof counted s splits.

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Developer works to save
old Methodist Church

fn late 20th century suburbia, the
developer is often seen as a villain, But
in Novi, a Detroit-hased developer,
George Keros, is a hometown hero,

Keros has delayed knocking down
the long-vacanl 1876 Methodist
Church, which sits in the middle of a
where lie wants to put a shopping cen-
ter al the soulhwest corner of Grand
River Avenue and Novi Road. Other
buildings on (he site, the Frazer Sta-
man [nsurance Agency, Darling Mobile
Homes and Shirley Cash Realty World.,
have been razed.

However, Keros has graciously
agrecd to donate the historie bullding
to the Oakland Baptist Church.

In 1992, when Keros came forward
with his plans, the old Methodist
Church became a cause celebre with
local residents interested in historic
conscrvation, Preservation Novi was
founded Lo help save buildings such as
the church.

Since the hoopla several years ago,
the fulure of the church - boarded up,
with crumbling red paint obscuring iis
former dignily - became gloomier. One
deal lo move i fell flat. I appeared the
bullding would go the way of most
other old local landmarks, its timber

Too attached

Sometimes stale legislators gel too
attached to a pet projecl, and it
becomes “my baby.” When they learn
the haby will be retarded and
deformed, they have become so

atlached to *my baby" that they don't

want to see It aborted.

Rep. Greg Kaza's House Bill 4849, a
monstrous sel of amendments to the
state Freedom of Information Act, is a
case in point, Kaza, R-Rochester Hills,
started out with a simple, excellen! bill
to resolve citizen disputes with public
badies declining to divulge public
records. In that form, it passed the
House of Represenialives early in
1996.

The Scnate, however, did enormous
harm, casling dark clouds over the
“sunshine act,” Kaza repaired some of
the damage when the bill got back to
the House, hut he should have asked
Gov. John Engler to veto it. Instead,
unwllling to see his baby aborted, he
let Engler sign it. The governor falsely
trumpeted it as a public improvement.

The Senate Is the real villain here.
Instead of acting promptly on HB 4849
last spring. il dawdled until the closing
days of the "lame duck” sesslon when
everyone was in a rush. Instead of
holding extensive and orderly commnit-
tee hearlngs, the Senate amended the
bill on the floor, where affected groups
couldn't testify.

The Senate relied on Gov. Engler's
administrators {or ideas that would
make thelr lives easier, The changes
will allow local units te misinterpret
the new FOIA, raise prices and hide
things.

Novi's own Sen. Willis Bullard Jr., R-
Milford, said he was acting at the
behesl of the administration and
wasn't even certain hiow an amend-
ment changing the entire purpose of
the law got in there, Had his Local
Government Comntitlee held timely
hearings, he couldn't have made such
a ghastly mistake - assuming it was
an unintended error,

The House got the bill. for
concurrence in amendments, after
midnight on Friday, Dec. 13, last day
of the session. House members already

fodder for the dump.

Then, the Qakland Baplist Church
and its pastor Tim Whyte stepped for-
ward, The tiny Beck Road congregation
needed a church to replace the ad hoc
house il is now meeling in.

The road ahead is far from smoath.
The church will need to be moved to
Beck Road. Extensive renovalion is
needed. Whyte said the Baplists will
more than welcome any donations of
moncy or labor to help rebuild this
local landmark.

Much is being asked of generous
Novi residents these days, including
the immediate plan to build the the
Tim Pope Memorial Playscape in June.
But after the playscape is bulll, the
church might be another good place
for helping hands to try their skills.

The 1976 FOIA said its purpose was

clal acls” of officials and employees.
HB 4349 sharply limlied the purpose
to “information regarding governmen-
tal deriston-making,” giving officials an
alibi for hiding documents.

The 1976 FOIA allowed oral or writ-
ten requesis. The bad new law adds a
burdensome requirement for writlen
requests that the public body must
keep on file for a year. The file will give
officlals another excuse (o say they are
being hassled and thal cerlain people
should be prohibited from [iling FOIA
requests. I has happened in the past.

The 1976 FOIA allowed an agency to
make a charge for finding a document
equal to the wage of "the lowest paid,
full-time, permanent clerical employ-
ee.” The bad new law allows a charge
of the wage of the lowest-paid employ-
ee “capable of retrieving the informa-
tionn,”

As a former township supervisor,
Bullard should have known that police
departments, in particular, will misuse
this provision to charge the pay rate of
a lieutenant instead of a clerk. Subur-
ban pallce departments, in particular,
are notorious for avercharging the
public for what should be public
records.

The 1976 FOIA required a public
body to respond te a FOIA request
“immediately, but not more than five
business days” after receiving the
request. The bad new law removes
“immediately,” giving local officials an
alibi for putting off every request for a
week.

"Sue us," say many local officials,
particularly pelice, gambling that plain
citizens will give up their searches
rather than bother hiring a $125-an-
hour lawyer and going to court. The
retarded, deformed new FOIA baby is
just the kind of cloud over the sun-
shine law that they crave.

When we think of “run-
aways” today. we generally
picture a troubled youth hid-
ing from parents. In the old
days, however, the term “run-
away" usually referred {o an
animal - such as a cow or
sheep ~ who had strayed.

Early seitlers were careful
to brand their stock with
identilying marks. The marks
may have appearcd similar in
appearance, but their sub-
tleties made all the difference
in ownership.

For example. Novl resident Willlam Yerkes pre-
ferred a “swallow lork™ in the lelt ear of his cattle,
not to be confused with the same in the right - that
cow would belong to L.W. Andrus. Benjamin
Hungetford displayed a hole in the leil ear of his cat-
tle. while Sally Thornton used a squared crop off the
left ear and a slit in the end of the right to identify
hers. Samuel Hungerford's mark was a half-crop
under the left ear, and Phillip Shaw used a half-crop
on the underside of hoth ears. ,

Nevertheless, during the 1830s and '40s, a
“Record of Stray Animals” for Novi Township includ-
ed numnerous reports of lost and found animals,

In 1842, Asa Sha discovered “two yearling hetfers
without any ear marks, one a light brindle, the other
red.”

Samuel and Dexter White, who lived on the farm
along Nine Mile Road west of Taft, reported finding
“three old sheep and two lambs”™ on their property in
the summer of 1845, Since the animals were
marked, the owner of said sheep was “requested to
prove property, pay charges and take the same
away.”

The constable of the community was usually the
one in charge of collecting the runaways. One of Ply-
wouth's first setilers, Abraham Markham, held such
a position ai one time. In his memoirs, he described
his work:

"l was after runaways a good share of my fime.

When | found them [ would seize them and bring
them to justice.

"Led by the tinkling of the bell 1 would dash
through swamps and rivers, over logs and brush till
| found the old cowbell, seize her by the whiskabout,
if it was darls, bid her start, and she would make a
bee-line lor her place of duty ..."

While athers had ta have someone else track thelr
runaways for them, Markham was able to locate his
own as well.

‘I bought a cow and a calf and a pair of steers, but
they soon ran away and it took me aboul a week to
find them. I first went to Brownstown, then lo Flat
Rock on the Huron River where [ found a tribe of
Indians. Their chief was there at that time; he was a
graduate of Hamilton College. T stayed with him
overmght

"[ went on and found the house [ was in pursuit
of: stayed overnight, and the next day went up the
river to where Ann Arbor now stands. There were
not many houses there then, but on the door of one
there was an advertisement of my catile. It was a
public house of course as all houses were at that
timei [ went on to Lodi Plains and there found the
cattie ..

State should be out of booze biz

On a {rip to the
California  wine
country last fall,
Kathy and I visited
the Carneros Alem-
bic distillery, a
place that makes
French-style
brandy in enor-
mous (18 feet high)
copper pol stills,
We (ried the prod-
uct in the tasting
room and lound
excellent, certainly the equal of cognacs
mage in Franee,

Upon returning lo Michigan, | looked for
Carncros Alembic brandy at my local
liquor store. Not there. "Can you order
some?” [asked the proprietor.,

"Nope,” he said, “The state Liquor Con-
trol Commission decides what liquor to
import into the state.”

“Suppose | call them and ask to have
some imported?” Tasked, hopelully.

"Not a chance. You might like the studl,
Iut there isnl enough demand for tha
special brandy 1o bother (he bureaucrats
te order il.”

“So whal can [ do?" I sighed,

“The nexl time you go to Chicago, you
mighl find some, Remember, lllincis has
an unregulaled markel for liquor, the
prices there are fower, and the selection
much greater than in Michigan,”

That conversation has been rattling
around in my head ever since Gov. John
Engler tricd to privatize Lhe state-run

Phil
Power

wholesale Tiquor distribution system that
warehouses booze and trucks the stuff Lo
mare than 13,000 retail bars, restaurants
and party stores in Michigan.

His Idea was to lay off nearly 400 slate
employees who work in the warehouses
and drive the trucks, and let competliive
catitracts io private firms. Not surprising-
ly, unlons representing he state workers
sued to bleck the move, and the matler is
now entangled in the slow coils of the
courts.

Michigan has a Byzanline system (o
manage he sale and distribution of liquor
that goes back to 1933, afler Prohibilion
was repealed and the five-member state
Liquor Cantrel Commisslon (LCC) was cre-
aled o control the sale of all liquor in the
state.

The LCC not only manages the whole-
sale side of the business - warehousing
and distribution - but alse controls whal
brands of liquor are imported into Michi-
gan and the relail priees. It is the LCC that
sels the 85 percert markup on the whale-
sale price the state pays distillers, thereby
regulating lguar pricing and earning (e
state a tidy $80 million profit cach year
from its monopoly control ever the liquor
business.

What Is mystilying aboul Engler’s move
lo privatize the system is that he has suc-
cecded in oblaining the worst of beth
worlds.

Contracting oul warchousing and distri-
bution cos{s nearly 400 people thelr jobs,
makes the unions mad and puls
Democrats in the Legislature on the

warpath. But attacking only warehousing
and dislribution does nathing whatsoever
to attack the moenopoly control exercised
by the stale over selection and price of
fiquor.

The governor is usually much smarler
than this. 1 suspect the read reasoty behind
his approach is thal he doesnt wanl 1o
kick away $80 million annually In profits
from the stale liguor monapoly.

If we have learned anything as we
approach the end of the century, i is (hat
manopolies - whether controled by busi-
ness or government - are Inherently had,
They drive up prices and drive down ser-
vice; they shackle {he workings of the mar-
ket to provide customers wilh the prod-
uets, prices and services (hey are willing
lo pay lor. And the monopoly profits -
whether going to a corporation or state
government ~ are, at the end of the day,
simply gouged from (he pockets of ordl-
DAY CONSUMETS,

If Engler wanis to do something serious
alwut privatization, he should try to get
the state entirely out of running the liquor
business in Michigan,

Let the LEC regulate places thal are
licensed to sell liquor, enforee laws limiling
sale to minors and collect liquor taxes. Bud
let the workings of the market delermine
what kind of booze customers want to buy
and al what prices,

Why hasn’t council released data?

In your Jan, 17 lead story titled
“City hires consultant for course,”
the arlicle slates "Both Schmid
and Council Member Ed Kramer
said the sludy would offer more
factual data than the ‘emotional’
responses of the residents ...”

Well, lel me offer council mem-
ber Schmid and appeiniee Kramer
some financial data. (1 will waive
my consultant fee charges for this
one because this golf course issue
has reared ils ugly head numerous
times In the past two decades at
both the City Council table and in
the back room meetings when |
served on planuing beard, plan-
ning commission and city council),

General estimates are: 1) devel-
opmenl of 18 holes at $30,000 per
hold (tree/brush remaval; planiing
of new Lrees; creation of swales,

falrways, sand traps. greens, elc..
plhus seeding and installation of a
huge sprinkler /watering system)
$540,000; 2] goll cars: aboul 50 a
510,000 each ($500,000} and
exira batleries, chargers, cle,
(8100.000); 3) construction of a
parking lot ($500.000): 4) con-
struction of a municipal country
cabare(/saloon {$1,000,000 minj-
mum}; 5) lighting for the parking
lol. driveways, putling greens, ele.
{5250,000): &) furnishings such as
bar sloaols, spitioons, poker tables,
glassware, elc. [$200,000); and 7)
miscellaneous items like hall
washers, benches, signage. ele,
($110,000).

Total estimated cosi for this
boondoggle is a minimum of
$3,200,000 and growing. And this
does not include the cesl of
employing operating stall and

malnienance stafl, nor the cost of
insurance, employee benefils, ete.

Chairman Robert Shaw saying
thal ¢ty research indicates that a
municipal golf course would gener-
ate a profit of $150,000 {per year?)
but payments on loans, plus inler-
est would have o be subtracted.
The Interest on 2 $3,000,000 bond
issue al 5 percent interest would
wipe out this $150,000 profil and
then the loan payments would
have to he laken out of the general
[und. {Who and how many woukl
eity council lay off Lo cover that
cxpense?)

Now I would like each couneil
member/appoinice 1o place a No.
2 pencil tn their right or left hand
andl, vsing simple mathematics,
multiply $3,200,000 by 5 percent

and then by 6 percent {you can
use a calculaior - or ask your kids
or spouse 1o help you). Note thal
$3.200.000 invesled at 5 percenl
simple  inlerest  generales
$160,000 per year and at 6 per-
cent generales $192,000 per year
with no loan, interest or bond pay-
ment deductions.
