(unding for student programs in
the hands of the local districts,

While the formula is not yet
finalized, It appears that Novi
could gel less than what officlals
would like.

“The myth Is thal there s this
big pot of money oul there {hat
funds special educatton.” sald Spe-
clal Educatien Director Donna
Tinberg.

Although the changes have been
expecled stnce 1991, it wasa't
until recently that several fornula
revislons were considered. accord-
ing to Tinberg.

Currently 23 Novi sludents with
speclal needs arc sent o outslde
programs for assistance. Same
programs-are offered Ihrough the
Oakland Infermediate School Dis-
trict; some are offered al other
cenlers.

Children too big for child salety
seats should graduate {o booster
seals, not a vehicle's safety belt
system, Experls recommend boosi-
er seats far children 40 {0 70
pounds.

The Michigan Office of lghway
Safety Planning is enconraging
greater awareness and use of
booster seats as part of National
Child Passenger Safety Awarcness
Week, Feb, 9-15,

“Boosler seats are a vital part of
sale trave! for the growing child,”
sald Betly J, Mercer, diviston
director of the Office of Highway
Safety Planning. "There can be no

child's safely.”

Youngsters should be in a boost-
er seat that positions lhe
lap/shoulder helt correctly by
securing the lap belt across the
child's hips and the shoulder belt
go Lhal it does 1ol cross the face or
e (ront of the neck,

Boosler seats are needed for
children over 40 pounds who gen-
erally are not big enough o fit
safely by being correctly within the
lap and shoulder bell alene, Boosl-
er seats make salely bells [it right.

Never putl shoulder belts under
children’s arms or behind their
backs. This could resull In serious
injury in a crash,

ters or 1o develop prograns within
the distriels.

“This sucldenly makes the stu-
dents who have been edueated
outside the district in the past our
responsibllity ... Do we continue to
send them out to programs or
spend the maney here?” Tinherg
safih, "I puls contrel mere in the
tands of the local seliool distriets.”

Whiie t's been said no district
will be penalized and no dislrict
will recefve a windfall under the
new foronda, Tinbery is wondering
if thal is the case.

“As they cantinue to work oul
the fornula, the real toneern is
that the less affluent disiriets not
be harmed (which lypleally have
low socigeconamic factors and
higher needs) or penalized, so they
tried to build in an equity factor”
she explained. "Without the equily
faclor, Novi looks like {{'s getting
more money than in past years.”

What's Trustrating [s that Novf
has attempted to wean sludenls
from altending the cenler pro-
graws Dy olfesing the spectal edu-
cation programs within the dis-

tried. Currently there are more
than 400 Novi students attending
special edueation programming
within the district, said Tinberg,
The average cost ol educating to o
sprelal needs student is between
$10,000 and 515,000 por year.

The special education students
recefve the slate aid per pupil
foundation of approximately
57.000 each year, plus 8350 per
student from the federal govern-
men!. The difference hetween the
$7.350 and the 310,000 cost for
the student is reimbursed al 6 per-
cent by the stale. The remaining
gap is covered by portions ol the
rest of the student population’s
per pupil funding from the state,

Under (e new proposal by Qak-
land Schools. Novi could gather
more money to offsei the extra
cosls of in-district programs, said
Tinberg.

It's cheaper than sending
students oul of district to a center
program, saijd Tiaherg. Tuition for
trainable mentally lmpaired stu-
dents can cost $20,000 cach.
Tuition [or severely mentally or

malliply impaired sludents can
cosl nearly $35.000,

However, under the new propos-
al, the districts that have more
students in the cenler programs
could vome out on oy,

*I feel resentmenl that we're
viewed s a wingdlall district ...
We've thought ahead., We've
worked hard to be ina good posi-
tion, to cut the number of stu-
dents in cenler programs [rom 48
10 23." explained Tinherg.

Both Novi and Northville schonl
dislricls could receive between S5
and $8 million if the state is forced
io pay back williheld special edu-
cation funds.

But yes, there's always conver-
satlons do you think this would be
good for Novi. And then you go,
well here’s the zoning crdinance.
Can you fIt? Il you can't fit, what
are the challenges? Do you think
the challenges can be overcome?
You know, there are mecbanlsms
in every single ordinance to grant
varlances. There's a whole process
for that. Do you think you want lo
spend the money to try #?

Novl News: So the clty can’t
make any commitments untli a
plan 13 submitled.

McLallen: No. They can direct
thein Lo the ardinance.

Novi News: So it §s a comnni-
catlon process. There are no
promlses made,

MeLallen: Oh, absolutely not.

Novl News: I've heard Lhis sce-
narlo used. Do you think that the
fulks In the communlty develop-
ment department who are review-
Ing those plans, aflter having
worked on a particular plan to
assess i, get o cerlain amount of
personal Investmenl in that plan,
and therefore advacate 1t a liltle
more strongly?

McLallen: [ hope our consul-
tants have a strong position one
way or another. | mean, “This is
good for Novi, you ought to look at
it,” or “This is terrible for Novi. Cut
it ofl now.” Thal Is what we arc
paylng consultants ta hear.

Obvlously, you get enamaored of
all sorts of things. "This is really
neal, give  a shot.” The consul-
tanis are paid lo say whether this
makes planning sense. That 1s
thelr role and yet they should lake
a very strong stand one way or
another.

The staff, they are just making
sure it conforms and gets through
Lhe process. Of course, like any-
thing else certaln shinny pennles
come up and you get real excited
about them.

But the ullimate decision aboul
them Is In the two hodies. And in
some cases only in the one, mean-
Ing the Planning Commilssion, Cer-
lain planning functions stay only
within the planning commisslon.
Those nine or seven people will
decide whether it meels the ordl-

So Il & long process and, yes,
people get wildly exclted, But there
is a lot of hard work irom “wildly
excited” to “shovel in the ground.”

There are a lot of checks and
batances. There's no railroad. The
system Is set up that way, And the
peaple who sit on the bodles ...
have you met 16 more Indepen-
dent people recently, meaning the
planning commlssion and the
councii? There’s a lot of strong
personalities representing a loi of
points of view that have to come to
majority canclusion.

That docs have to go out more
because that kind of under-the.
surface flavor that ‘this fs govern-
ment, these are sinister processes
at wark,' that is such a disservice
to the volunieer declslon makers
on all of these bodies. We have
what, 250 citizen volunteers,
working hard for this city. And
they are from every neighborhood,
every complexlon that is in this
city. And for that innuendo to be
out there is really undermining
that real gencrous volunteer spirit.

Novl News: Is there a way the
community development depart-
ment could keep people better
apprised of what developments are
being chatted about?

McLailen: That's a real sensilive

staff. They'll do any kind of
research fer you. If you are a citl-
zen and have a guestion, the clty
clerk’s office is wonderful. They
will take the time. They will get
you anything you want, or they
will tell you where to find #t.

This city, In my oplnien, ls very
apen to the cllizens, but you gotta
ask us. We are not mind readers.
We put all the packets and the
minutes in the library and on the
counier here on Thursday alter-
noon. Aside from calling you up,
what am [ missing?

Novi Newa: Speaking of open-
ness, there have been some recent
fssues. One of them has to do with
audlence pariieipation. A resident
rescarched it and found that audi-
ence participation came off the
agendas for speclal meetings just
about the time you ook office. Was
there a reason why audience par-
ticipation came eff the agendas?

McLailen: This Is one of those
really challenging areas. The whole
purpase of government Is open-
ness and hearing people. But the
other side of that is that govern-
ment is a business and you have a
certaln amount of business that
you need to accomplish efficiently.

And how to make the areas for
citizens to talk most productive,
how to educale your cltlzens tha if
you really fust want (o know about
your curb cut, call the building on
Monday and you will get a much
more direct answer than in here.
In some communities you have o
make appointments. {n some com-
munities everyone gets a half hour
and that's it. We looked at a lot of
controls that are used in other
communitles thal we sald are nol
appropriaie here. Unlortunately,
that means that on certain nights,
we are dolng the cily's buslness at
bizarre hours. And we (ried very
hard to figure that out,

The one thing that we did learn

- and remember we are all non- .

parlimentarians and hopefully our
people that are professionals in
that area wlll catch us on the
things that we are doing wrong.
Somehow, in the special meetings,
we did not pul them in because
they tend to be very specific, issue
oriented. And our special meelings
tend to be of very llmited time, We
decided we would allow people
ample time in our regular meet-
ings to talk. And whatl we have
learned Is that s not appropriate.

Last week at our strategy meet-
Ing, we did talk aboul the eflicien-
cy of the agenda and whether to
drop one of the audlence particlpa-

tlons. Because what we have
found is that ever: sne tends (o
come In first, hecause ihey know
we sometimes go really Jate and
they don't want to wait til] the end,
The end one Is frequently not
used.

What we declded was that il was
located at an inappropriate place,
so they just repositloned it so that
il you had an issue that had been
on the agenda, you could talk to it,
We moved it.

But we do know tha! because of
cable, a tot of posturing is done
during audlence participation.
They are things that the counct|
cannot resolve or cannot address,
they are Just pelltical statements.
You have {o have that, but the
concern is how to better use that
time so that people who want to
make their public statements can
do that and then people that need
to get direct responses ... because
we don't respond because unfortu-
nately sometimes when you
respond you get into shouting
malches that are inappropriate,
We need to hear, but we also need
to act efficlently.

Novl News: | remember when
the rules were enacted. Did they

go o the atlorney for review before
they were enacted?

McLallen: in all honesty, [ don't
know. I don't recall {saying) “Gee,
let's have Dennls (Watson) look at
these.” But on the other hand, cer-
tain segments within it 1 know he
has reviewed because they were
questioned by members of councl.

So, to answer your question,
yes, the attorney has seen them.
Whether there was an opinion ren-
dered on the entire document, or
whether there needed to be an
opinlon rendered on the entire
document, 1 don't know.

Novl News: Should the city have
the attorney do an open meetings
act refresher course? For example,
the lack of the audience participa-

tion on agendas wenl on fer thiee
years before anyone even noticed
that that was problem?

McLallen; Right. And the ques-
tions was. Is it a problem because
it wasn’t writlen an the agenda,
because cliizens have actually par-
ticipated in meelings where it was
not wrilten: on Lhe agenda,

Novl News: Bul then you are
also nol slopping In a special
meeting to ask them, “Do you want
to comument.”

McLallen: And there is another
meeling thet s called a committee
of the whole that does not have
audlences In It. Se thal s a valld
suggesllon. We have had parlia-
mentary procedure meelings for
two years. We haven't had one yet
this year. And open meelings have
been a component of that, IL is
very inleresting because what you
perceive you need 1o do and whal
you really need to do are some-
times not the same.

So education is always good.

Novi News: You also meationed
that you have a policy of not
responding to resldents because
you don't wanl to get lnlo an argu-
ment with them. 1s that the pur-
pose behind thal policy?

McLallen: it (s inappropriale
because you have many people
you want to accommodale and you
have an agemnda that peaple have
pald to get on. So this Is notl the
iime to have a protracted discus-
sion. There arc other forums, In
here on Thursdays. Every single
member of this councll will mect
with a cllizen when they are invit-
ed to. So to have Lhat particular
forum for debale is Inappropriale,

It has been suggested thal we
should do a ‘meet Lhe councll,” a
non-meellng sltuation where citl-
zens can more casually discuss
thelr issues with councl three or
four times a year.

The polnt of the council meeting
is, that Is the business meeling of
the city,

Novl News: The frustration ]
have heard is the lack of dialogue.
People say, *I go up there and talk
and I don't know If they are lislen-
Ing.”

McLallen: If you look al who Is
typleally talking to us, If log cill-
zens, who are not there for a spe-
clflc issue ... and they know what
to expeet, they know they are not
going te get a respense. That kind
of a glve and take session may be
very necessary, but the question
1s, I this the place to do 1t? At this
polnt, the councll has said-no, this
Is not the place. So we are golng to
have to find someplace else 1o do
it. I do think we may want 1o have
a “chat with the council night,”
because there are certain Issues
that foam around all the {ime.

Novl News: if a person standing
up there is talking and a eouncl
member doesn’t understand, can
the council person ask a question?
That's not a violatlon of the policy,
arisit?

McLallen: It is because they go
off hand generally inlo other arcas,
There was a lady in the last meet-
ing who had something very spe-
cific and it was obvious Lhis was
her first time. So we did ask her
back. And councl! raised it again
later under council tems. So there
1s a mechanism.

Usually ft {s not. Ninety percent
are clllzens whe are making a
statement on - right now Ut is golf
courses, Ten Mile Road - they
come just to go on record. “I'm Joe
Smith and 1 think you are doing
terrible things to my community
by doing this.” That is our typleal
cltizen,

Then we have our group that
just likes lo keep us on our toes,
It's almost ke the shadow council.

You represent a lot people and
you haope that all the people com-
Ing In respect everyone's time, This
is real life. Some nights it works.
Scme nights It doesn't,

.Novl News: The Novl News,
speclfically I, accused you of lying
when you denled the use of secrel
ballots. Do you wanl to take this
opportunlty to respend?

McLallen: No. That was an Issue
between you and me.

Novl News: But #l was public.
And you told me earlier that your
intention was nat ta be dishonest,
that it was a matter of semantics.
Do you want to put that one the
record for the benefit of readers?

MeLallen: No because it Is an
issue that is over, I wanled you to
know how it affected me personal-
ly. That's my issue. You have a
right to say whatever you want to
say. It's over. It's done. Thal was
your perception. 1 have mine.

Mine is a larger ane for you as
the newspaper. You are, for better
and waorse, the only local newspa-
per we have. The point is how we
can work together. [ did not hear
from your for nine months untit
there was what you percelved as a
crisls. We have to do better than
that. Both of us are busy but we
have got to make time to do a bet-
ter job of getting the city out there.

I sometimes have the sad feeling
that you sometimes want to take
the easy way out and do the
National Enquirer thing, The bal-
ance Is missing.

But I do appreclate ... I've now
taken three hours of your time.
That's a lot of time. ! just wish we
could chunk it out in I5 minutes

Northville Board of Educalion mem-
bers and school district administralors
have had several weeks to study the
resulls of a district-wide telephone
survey completed in December.

The survey was conducted by School
Public Relations Consultanl Services,
based in Menominee, Mich. According
io consultant Kathy Feaster the poll
sought voters' opinions and atlitudes
aboul Northville schools, as well as
building and facllily needs.

In all, 378 of the district's 27,158
registered volers - or about 1.4 percent
- were queried.

Now that the resulls are in and offi-

cials have had time to acquaint them-
selves with the senliment of the com-
munity we're pleased that district offi-
cials have begun putiing together a
bond proposal to bring back before the
voters sormetime this year.

Education tops state agenda

Il you're scarching for a
good example of the differ-
cnee hetween superflcial phe-
nomena and underlying
importance, look no further
than Gov. John Engler's
Stale of the State speech last
week and the reactions to it

Start by placing in the
“sound and [ury” calegory
Engler's proposal that the
slate should take over failing
schools. "I realize that some
will receil at the thought of
stale Intervenlion ... (But] no
one - 1o one in this room, noone in this stale - can
stand up and defend a school district that fails 80
percent of our kids,” said the governor.

Next add (hose who accused the governor of thinly
disguiscd racism. "Everybody wants o improve
schools.” commented Detroit NAACP president Rev.
Wendell Anthony, “but when you cul through the
smoke. probably all the districls he's proposing the
state take over have a primarily African-American
constituency.”

Finish the exchange with Engler's riposte: *“What is
racially insensitive is to ignore lhe failing perfor-
mance of African-American students. When two stu-
dents in the Benton Harbor public schools pass
thelr science test and 302 fail their science test, the
insensitive petson is the one who looks the other
way and says that's not a problem.”

Now consider the important event undergirding
both the sound of Gov. Engler's speech and the fury
of variots reactions to it: For the first time in my
memory. the perforinance of our public scheols and
what lo do about it is at the top of Michigan's politi-
cal agenda.

This is an event of the first magnitude, because it
means that the political community finally has got
the message that concerned parents and irritated
employers have been sending for years: Our kids
need and deserve the kind of education that pre-
pares them to compete in an Increasingly tough
global economy.

How did this happen? Two factors come to mind.

First, facts have a remarkable way of cutting

* Although Benton Harbor was the only dislrict in
which 90 percent of all students failed (he slaie high
school proficiency exam in all four arcas (ested -
reading, writing, science and math - (he facts are
that in 117 of Michigan's 555 K-12 scheol districts,
80 percent of students lailed 1o carn proficient
scores in at least one subject,

* In eight districts, 80 percent of studenls flunked
in all four subjects, while in 31 districts, 90 percent
of pupils Jailed in one or more subjects,

These are hard facls to swallow, but they are facts.
And acts, at the end of the day, must be faced,

The second point is obvious: No tests, nao facls.
Without stalewide proficiency (ests administered 1o
all students In all schoals, there would be no empiri-
cal basis for measuring and comparing what kids
actually learn in our schools. And there would be no
reasonable basls for transiating the discussion out
of personal anecdote and into the public mind and
the political process.

For years, school relormers have been arguing
that improving schools isn't rockel science, Decide
what you want (he students to learn (i.e., adopt a
mandatory core curriculum). Then assess whal kids
do in fact learn (i.e.. administer proficiency tests
statewide). Make the resulis publie, district by dis-
trict and building by building (l.e., print them in the
newspapers), then hold adminisiraters, teachers,
kids and parents all responsible.

[ remember years ago when the Michigan Educa-
tion Assessment Program (MEAP) tests first came
out. Back in the early '90s, this newspaper led the
fight to obtain the MEAP results and lo print them ,
district by district and building by building, Il wasn't
casy; a lot of educators didn't want the light of day
to shine on the resuits.

Bul after a while, even the big city papers got cn
the story. And the stage was set lor moving the per-
formance of our schools to the tep of the political
agenda.

Thal's what is truly important about the Slate of
the State speech,

1pld i charls rather than the chairman's

message. In 1987 Ameritech employed
78.510. By ihe end of 1994, there were
63594 left, a reduction of 19 percent, with

mere L come,

There was no recession. like the auto
industry suffers. Ameritech’s job reduction
was constant just as its dividend increases
were constanl.

According to the federal apprals court
opinion, Ameritech designated an “at-risk”
paal of low-performing managers, and
company vice-presidents delenmined how
many would be trimmed. Ameriteeh's 10-K
report to the Securities Exchange Com-
mission is worded 1o obseure responsibili-
y:

‘In 1994, 1,200 managemen! cployees
ieft the payroll as resull of an involuntary
wark [oree program, Reduction of the work
force reflects recognilion of technological
improvements. consolidations and initia-
lives to balance cost structure with emerg-
g compelition,”

Note Ameriteel’'s use of impersonat,
abstracl words: lefl the payroll, recogni-
lion, technological improvenments, cousoli-
dalions, initiatives, cost siructure, compe-
titton, The company simply won't admit
someone s to blame for booling out thou-
siands of presumably compelent workers.

That poeint is important to the rather
techinical Favesuil: Ameriteeh's people don't
write clearly.

Under a pair of federal laws called Lhe
Age Discriminatien in Employment Act
[ADEA) antended by the Older Workers
Benelit Protection Act, the court said,
Congress sought to "compel employers 1o
provide data so tihat an employee consider-
ing waiving ADEA rights could assess,
with the assistance of counsel, the viahili-
ty of a potential {age discrimination)

clatnl”

It works this way: Amcritech offered sev-
cranee packages, accompanied by the job
data that was supposed 1o he uaderstand-
able; in relurn, the employees signed a
waiver of their right {o sue. The workers'
suit argued that the data were insufficient.
containing ages and salary grades bul not
“job tilles.”

Amerilech got rough, counter-suing the
workers fo recover the enhanced benefits
they had received. The Court of Appeals
riled for the workers., saying they could
continue thelr suil without offering to pay
back their waiver benedils: instead, those
sums would be subtracted from any final
judgment,

The appeals court senl the vase hack o
U.S. District Judge Avern Cohen in Delroil
for evidentiary hicarings on the questien of
job fitles, Eatlier, Cohn had ruled sum-
marily in favor of the cx-etuployees; now
he will have to do some mare work before
ruling in (hefr laver,

I have condensed four years of legal
work, a 29-page court opinion Iaden with
legal sharthand, and Anerilech’s reporls
into one column, The points are that 1)
Ameritech measures its heallh in terms of
revenues, profils and dividends, nol senor
workers' jobs; and 2) Amerliech's writers
deliberately dodge the guestion of who
serapped more than 18,000 workers in
less than a decade.

Why are sealants necessary? When the hack
leeth are developing, depressions and grooves
form in the chewing surfaces of the enamel.
These irregular areas, called piis and fissures,
are impossible to keep clean because the bris-
tles of a toothbrush cannot reach into them.
Therefore, pits and fissures are excellent places
for plaque and food particles to hide. By form-
ing a thin covering aver these areas with
sealanis, the plaque and food are kept cul and
dental decay is reduced or eliminaled.

Both children and adults can henefit from
having sealants applied to their teeth. But chil-
dren with newly erupted permanent teelh
recelve the grealest benefit. Sealanls are recom-
mended for all children, even those who receive
fluoride at the dental office or in their drinking
waler. Remember that fluoride fights tooth
decay on ihe smooth surfaces of the teeth,

where sealants work best in the pits and fis-

sures of the teeth.

Sealants are easy lo apply, with each teolh
taking only a few minutes to seal. Firs(, the
leeth must be cleaned (polished), and etched
{roughened) with a weak acidic solulion o help

the sealant stick to the teeth. Finally, the
sealant is brushed or painied on the tooth
enamel and is hardened with a bonding light.

When the sealant is applied, finger-like
strands penetrate into the enamel of the toolly,
Although these strands cannot be seen with (he
naked eye, Ltheir protective effect conlinues even
if the vistble portion of the sealant is lost. As a
result, it may be several years before another
application of sealant is needed.

Sealants play an imporlant role in the pre-
vention of tooth decay. When properly applied
and maintained, they can successfully protect
the chewing surlaces of the teeth.

A lolal prevention program includes regular
denial visits, the use of fluoride toothpaste,
daily brushing ard flossing and limiting the
number of limes sugar-rich [cods are eaten, If
these measures are followed and sealants are
used on decay-prone leeth, the risk of decay
