RUNNERS OUTPACE THE FELD

A recent Stanford study validales the
nolion that, nol only do runnars live
longer than their more sedentary coun-
lerparts, but they also experience fewer
age-relaled health problems. These
cenclusians were reached after an on-
going sludy compared 451 runngrs cyer
the age of 50 with 330 similar, but sed-
entary, pecple. The runners exercised
an average of four hours per week.
Afler eight years of study, only 1.5% of
the runnars had died, versus 75 of ha
sedantary group. Whal is more, |he
male runners were 40% less likefy to
become disabled {having difficulty in
perorming everyday tasks). Evan more
startiing, the female runners were 80%
less likely to become disabled 1han their
sedentary counterparts. This should
help dispel the notion that unners are
wearing {heir bodies out prematurely.

While the majority of runners run to
stay fit, it must be emphasized thal run-
ning in any form is an athletic avenl.

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Gerald Atkins unable to assist
in defense, psychiatrist says

The man accused of going on a
murderous shoeting rampage
through the Ford Wixom Plant in
November is for now unflt to stand
{rial and will be commilied for 90
days to a psychiatric center for
treaiment.

Gerald Atkins, 29, was declared
incompetient "at this time" by
Judge Harold Bulgarelli during a
preliminary examination and
forensic hearing yesterday in 52-1
District Court in Novi,

The Wixom man faces 26 felony
counts, including firsl degree mur-
der in the death of Brighton resi-
dent Darrell [zzard, He Is also
accused of wounding a Tord
employee and two sheriff's
deputies.

The judge based his decision on
a report by Thomas Shazer of the
Cenler for Forensle Psychiatry in
Ypsilant] that states Atkins under-
stands the charges against him
but is unable te assist In his
delense and needs treatment.

According lo his attorney Herb
Larson, Atkins had deluslons
aboutl seeing “while Ford vehicles
watching him" prlor to the shoot-
ing and claims to have heard voic-
es over radic communications.

Cheryl Matthews, assisiant
proseculing atlorney, agreed with
the report for now, but declared

her right to rcevaluate the exam
and call for an Independent con-
sultation.

Outside the courtroom she
expressed doubls about Atking'
incompetency and said the report
even indicated he could be faking
the delusions.

It's a smarl move on his part,
she said.

"(lnsanily) is the only defense he
could bring. A person facing life
witheut parale has a strong hncen-
tive to manufacture o defense,”
she explained, noting the reporl
sald Atkins is not manic depres-
sive and not overlly psychotic.

“It's one of the weakesl reports
Pve ever scen,” Matthews sald,

Nancy lzzard was present durlng
the hearing and said 1t's been diffi-
cult 1o deal with the tragic Joss of
her husband, Darrell, who died
during the shooting spree. She had
no comment about the credibility
of Atkins being insane. She simply
sald, "Just leave it In the system. 1
have faith."

"We're just facing our loss and
trving 1o deal wilh it the best we
can,” Nancy lzzard said.

Atkins' sister, Debbie Thorpe,
was also in the courtroom Wednes-
day. She sald after the bearing
thatl she felt for the Jzzard family
and believed her brother to be
delusional.

“We've been trylng o get him

help for many years,” she said.

Mkins reporiedly drove a siolen
pick-up truck to the Ford Wixom
Assembly Plant just after 11 am,
Thursday, Nov. 14, and watked
{oward the bullding in a group of
employees. At 11:23 a.m,, he was
stopped at the securlty gates and
questioned when he allegedly
pulled out the assault rifle and
began shoollng,

Alkins reportedly was angry he
had been denied access to the
plant the previous week when he
showed up lo propose to a woman
wha worked there, police satd. She
was uninteresied in his advances.

Atkins reporiedly shet out the
security windows, which sent
plant planning manager Darrell
Izzard running to the scene to try
to calm the chaes. He was struck
in the call and ran into the build-
Ing to escape. Atkins allegedly fol-
lowed and fired three times at a
pleading Darrell 1zzard, killing
him.

Atkins allegedly ran through the
plant firing off hundreds of builels
and escaped out the south end of
the bullding. He eluded police for
hours by staylng within an under-
ground drainage system.

Police used a bullhorn to con-
vince Atkins to surrender at 4:04
p.m. that day.

No response rule bars
council from ‘istening’

“It lakes two lo speak the truth - one to
speadc and another to hear.”
-~ Henry David Thoreau

Communicatlon has been much on the
minds of Novi ity officlals and residents
of late. “We gntta communicate better,”
they all conclude.

Thal theme has been sounded in the
eity's recently launched "Novi 20/20
futuring program, during audience par-
ticlpation at council meetings, in letlers
to the editor, and even by Mayor Kath-
leen Mclallen in her recend interview
with this newspaper.

Laudable as the idea is, those who
prapese it often faill into a commaon error
in the very nexl sentence. For instance,
MeLallen called for better communica-
tlon several times in her interview. She
followed Lhat up by explaining how the
eity must “tell” residents about all the
good things golng on here. It must "edu-
cate citizens” about the processes of city
hall. and It must move more information
out of the city offices and put it Into the
hands of the public.

Now, McLallen Is not the only one who
lakes that appreach, but it s a particu-
larly good example of what is referred to
as the “hullet theory” of communication.
Hone your point as sharp as possible,
then the more frequently you fire it at
the intended recipient the more likely it
will be to penctrate his or her braln,
thereby converting him or her to the
rightness of your view. Well, communica-
tion doesn’t work that way.

A beller analogy for good communica-
tion would be the telegraph. Imagine a
satlor miles out to sea furlously lapping

-out Morsc Code on his telegraph key. He

could transmit forever without any com-
munication occurring, even if the receiv-
¢r back on shore is turned on, unless
the operator there meticulously tran-
scribes the dots and dashes back into
understandable English.

Receiving a message lakes work. That
holds true regardless of whether the
code Is Morse or the spoken word. Sim-
ple listening requires effort on the part of
the recelver if spoken words are to be
deciphered into understanding.

Let's face it, not everyone who speaks
the English language does so well, Not
everyone {s articulate.

Speakers sometimes lace their com-
ments with emotion, often to the detri-
ment of the message. Often they fail to
make their points succinctly, They raise
spurious issues. They get defenslve.
Sometimes, they speak without knowing
what their point is. But it is safe to say
they all have a point.

“Active listening decodes messages

that are “hidden."
- The Commenwealth Network

Still, the most frequent cause of trou-
ble is plain old-fashioned poor listening
skills. Listening seems to have become a
lost art in modern America.

“Research shows that people screen
otit, or change the intended purpose of
over 70 percent of what they hear! The
biggest factor contributing lo such mis-
communication is our listening

approach.”
- Carlson Learning Company

Psychologists and human relations
experts are these days recommending a
technigue they cail “active listening” to
help Improve the communications pro-
cess. The term is somewhat redundant,
but it is used to describe a set of behav-
fors - skills, if you will - to improve
understanding.

The most frequently recommended tips
seem to be;

¢ Pay attention. The listener should
look directly at the speaker and let no
distractions interfere.

» Acknowledge the speaker. A simple
affirmative or nod of the head lets the
speaker know you are still tuned in.

» Restate comments in your own
words. This confirms that you truly do
understand what is being said, and it
lets the speaker know that you do. Start
with wording like, “Do | understand you
correctly that you feel ...” or “So what
you are sayingis ...”

¢ Don't formutate your response while
the speaker Is still talking,

s Avold passing judgment while the

speaker is still talking,
» Ask questions and seek clarification.

How else will you figure out what lhe
speaker means if something he or she
said doesn't make sense to you?

Given all that, consider the followlng
passage from the City of Novi's Council
Organizatlon Rules and Order of Busi-
ness: “Council members will not respond
to general Audience Parlicipation - mal-
ters will be referred Lo Administration
who will provide reports as (o action
taken.”

That means councll members cannot
offer affirmatlves lo speakers. They can't
reslate speakers' points to confirm
understanding, Most importantly, coun-
cil members can't ask questions or seek
clariflcation for any points they don't
understand. The mayor has specifically
staled that guiestions from council meimn-
bers would be considered ont of hounds
by that rule,

The resull is that the rules prohibit
members from listening actively duting
audience pariicipation in meetings.

Let's restate that for emphasis: Council
rules spectfically prohibit some of the
most important behaviors, or siills, (hat
constitute good listening.

That realization ought to be somewhat
shocking., But it won't come as a sur-
prise to some residenis who have risen
in council meetings to talk during audi-
ence participation lately. The complaint,
increasing in frequency, s that cltizens
are unsure if council members have
heard what they said.

It is not just a perception. Council is
specifically barred from doing all the
things that would show they are indeed
hearing and listening.Worse yet, mem-
bers are barred from deing the very
things they should be dolng to facililale
their own understanding of what the res-
idents have Lo say.

Why, pray tell, would council adapt
such a rule? McLallen explained that the
rule has two purposes. First, council
doesn't wani Its members Lo get info
argumenls with citizens who comment in
those meetings. It's intimidating enough
to get up there and speak. Citizens
should naot risk getling dressed down
too.

Point well taken. But there is a big dif-
ference between being argumeniative
and simply asking a question. The rule
could casily be rewritlen to outlaw
debate while Jetting members query for
clarification.

Besides, what could be more infimidat-
ing than having seven non-responsive
faces staring back at the citizen speaker
in stony silence? The rule is lkely to
have the opposite effect from whal was
intended. :

Secondly, the mayor points out that
meetings are for city business. And
counct] has to deal with thal business
efficiently and effectively, and not get
sidetracked by a lot of chit-chatl during
audience partictpation.

Again, point well taken. Meetings do
need to be efficient. But author Stephen
R. Covey points out in his book, The
Seven Habits of Highly Effective People
that one of the most frequent errors in
time efficiency is that people try to com-
municate by sending that bullet-like
message hurling toward thelr target.
Effective people, Covey says in his book,
“listen first,”

However well-intentioned the rule was
when It was first adopted. it should be
viewed now as a mistake. The rule seems
to be setting the tone for council-citizen
relations overall. More and more, the
complaint is heard that council isn't iis-
tening anymore.

The rule should be rescinded, or at a
minimum rewritten to allow for a more
active dialogue between council mem-
bers and the people who come before
them, while still discouraging argumen-
tativeness.

It seems to us that active listening on
the part of council should be encour-
aged, not banned,

He took off from Ceeil Field
in & Navy FA-18 fighter for a three-hour
flight thal included ouch-and-go landings
on an aireraft carrier and in-flight mancu-
vers, according Lo naval officlals, after
which he was flown back Lo Delreit,

The AP story continued: “Chrysler billed
the wilitary §323 for his plane tickets,
$110 more for two nights' lodging, $21.50
for meals and 82 for baggage handting,”

Who knows how mueh aviation {uel
costs for a three-hour jaunt in a FA-18,
nol ta mention the three hours of pay far
the fighter pilot and the other costs associ-
aled with caring for, feeding, hrieling and
influencing the lame duck congressman?
(Congress was ot of session last Decem-
ler: the new Congress look office Jan. 7.)

L. Cmdr. Scoll Harris of the Navai Office
of Legislalive Affalrs was quoled by the AP
te the ctiect thal "Chrysler's (rip was sct
up 100 percent within Pentagon guide-

lines. We're here 1o let tmembers of

Congress know what the Navy is all
aheul.” One wonders whether the Naval
Office ol Legislative Affalrs shouldn't be
one of those governmental programs that
ought o be eliminated.

Certainly, hypoerisy in politics 1s noth-
ing new, although former U.S. Rep.
Chrysler's behavior strikes me as particy-
larly galling. "Character,” as the guy who

On and off again, Pve been in the news-
paper husiness for nearly 40 years now,
and 1 have been siruck over and over
again at the stark contrast belween the
public posture and the private behavior of
cerfain peliticians who affeet the role of
strident moralist.

Up to Faffaire Chrysler, my hest example
of {his phenomenon was Charles Kealing,
the tanker who got caught and convicted
in the S&L scandals of the 1980s and who
got former Sen. Don Riegle into trouble
with campaign contributions. Keating first
made his political mark in his native
Cincinnati as the moralistic and virulently
culspeken leader of a eitizen's anti-
pornography campaign.

Dick Chrysler certaindy isn't the first
politician to get eaught loolking like an
advanced hypocrile. and he surely won't
be the last.

Bul lawdry episodes like this one rein-
force the skepticism hordering on cynicism
thal most old reporlers have baked deep
into their being. And surely they reinforce
public cancern aboul the kinds of deep-
seated psychelogical needs that impel cer-
lain people lo pursue a political career,

However, I am stlll extremely ner-

voue-given Frankel's history.as a

highly successiut developer/lawyer
in southeasl Michigan, | have no
doubt that this issue will wind up
in court. Frankel s the time and
money 1o fight for rezoning all the
way to ihe stale Supreme Court.
Several points are important lo
remember this issuc works
through the "process.”

Il Franke! is successful in gel-
itng the property rezoned commer-
cial, he could then do any kind of
development that fits wilhin the
new zoning. In other words, he
could say he was going la develop
a strip mall, but he could end up
doing something completely differ-
ent. This is because rezoning is o
a lype of development., not lo a
speelfic site plan. Frankel may in
fact self the property if it {s
rezoned, because the land would
sulddenly be much more valuable
with commercial rather than resi-

tidy prolil simply by getting the
land rezoned.

If the horse farm is rezoned. 1t
would sel a precedent [or other
developers to seek similar rezon-
ing.

There is currently sulficient
commercial property along the
Grand River corridor in Novi to
build a grocery store and sirip
mall.

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Colleges should obey OMA law

One can almost
hear the snarling
and gnashing of
teeth in East Lans-
ing and Ann Arbor,

Michigan Stale
Universiy lost a big
decision Jan. 14 in
the State Court of
Appeals. The sec-
ond highest court
ruled firmly that
MSU's board violat-
ed the Open Meet-
ings Act in 1992 with its "search commit-
tee” machinations when it hired Peter
McPherson as president.

Here's whal most reports missed: The
court rejecled MSU's argument that a uni-
versity established by the stale constitu-
tion is somehow exempt from the a state
law called the Open Meelings Act {OMA).

The Universily of Michigan, which filed a
brief on its kid sisler’s behalf, long has
held, in the imperious words of former
President James Duderstadt, that it is a
“coordinate” branch of government, with
the president equal to the governor and
the board equal {o the Legislature.

In a 2-1 deeision, Appeals Judges E.
Thomas Fitzgerald and Janet Neff wrote:
“We therefore hold that the Open Meetings
Act may be constitutionally applied to con-
stitutionally-established universities in
their selection of a president.”

MSU asked for a rehearing before the

-same court. Don't be surprised if the case

it's an old, old argument the universities

‘have Jost before.

In 1895, the Legislature passed a law

requiring U-M to set up a college of home-
opathic medicine in Detroit. U-M refused.
The Supreme Court ruled for U-M: "The
Legislature, therefore, does not possess
the power .., {o compel the discontinuance
of the existing homeopathic medical col-
lege at Ann Arbor, and ils reestablishment
at Detrolt.” It was the board of regents’
job, under the constitution of 1850, to run
the universjty.

Boih U-M and MSU tried 1o lake that
narrow victory to extremes, and lost.

In 1948, an MSU empleyee named
Peters sought workers' comp bencfits for
an injury. MSU argued it wasn't subject to
the workers' comp laws. The Supreme
Court ruled against MSU because: “The
Workers' Compensation Act does not
undertake to change or disturb the educa-
tional activities of the defendant board”
(italics added). The high court splii 4-4,
upholding the cireuit court's ruling against
MSU.

In 1969 a group of interns. residents
and post-doctoral fellows at Universily
Hospital sought collective bargaining with
U-M, which declared it would unilaterally
determine their pay. A state labor board
said no. U-M must observe the Public
Employees Relations Act and bargatm,

The Supreme Court ruled 7-0 against U-
M. Justice John B. Swainson noted that in
the 19th Century, it was "comparatively
easy to isolate the university and keep it
free from outside interference. The com-
plexities of modern times make this
impossible.” The 19683 Constitution made
resolving public employee disputes a mat-
ter of public policy. Swainson quoted an
appeals court decision in a similar case
that said:

"The U-M is an independent branch of
the government of the State of Michigan,
bul it is not an island. Within the confines
of the gperation and the allocation of
funds of the universily. it is supreme.
Without {hese confines, however, there is
no reason to allow the regents to use their
independence to thwart the clearly estab-
lished public policy of the people of Michi-
gan." [ltalics added.)

Citing those cases. Lhe 1997 Court of
Appeals ruled the Open Meetings Act
doesn't interfere with the MSU board’s
constitutional status. "Although it requires
that much of the process of selecling a
university president be done in public, it
does not tell the hoard whal the criteria
should be for that selection, how 1o select
a candidate, or whom lo select as presi-
dent.” The law merely requires open inter-
views.

Dissenting, Jackson Circuil Judge
Charles A. Nelson. silling on the appeals
court by assignment, said the OMA's pub-
lic policy interferes with the universities'
constitutional duly to sclect a president
"hecause it results in good candidales
withdrawing their names from considera-
tfon.”

As Attorney General Frank HKelley said in
a similar case against Western Michigan
Universily, a universily isn'l free to pick
and choose which laws it will abey.

Our universities are quick to obey the
appropriations aci. Let them obey the
“sunshine” and labor laws, too.

Heart disease is top killer of Americans

Cardiovascular discase is e No. I killer of
Americans. In Michigan, cardiovascular disease
is responsible for
nearly 50 pereent of
deaths. Currently,
nearly 35.000 Michi-
ganians die of cardio-
vascular disease each
year. This numiber is
more than canecer,
accidents, infections,
alds, suicide and
homicide combined.
Further, Michigan's
populatlon spends
nearly $5 billion per
year on health care
related to cardiovas-
cular discase. Desplie
these enormous effecls of vardlovascular dis-
ease {nn Michigan, our sociely alinost seems to
have accepled this epidemic as a part of lhe
usual rouiine and in some ways acceplable,
The level of news headlines and broadcasts
devoted (o more recent o sensational problems
such as aids and Infection outbreaks might
lead to the unsuspecting to conclude thal heart
disease has heen solved and thal we should
devole our energy and resources {o these
"newer” problems, Unfortunalely, as noled
above, nothing could he farther frem the truth,
The importanice of cardiovascular disease and
parlicularly coronary heart disease has never
been greater.

Why is it that coronary heart disease is in
such epidemie proportion in this slate? For Lhe
most pard. the unusually high incidence refales
to eharacteristics of the Michigan population
that promote coronary disease with a high
prevalence:

» Approximately 25 percent of Michiganians

smoke lobacco,
-+ More than 20 percenl are known to have an
elevated cholesterol level with only a minerity
currently recelving effcetive cholesterol-lowering
therapy.

« Michigan frequently ranks in the top five

slates In the counlry in obesity with an inei-
dence of nearly 29 percent,

*+ Also. Michiganfans on average have a
sedentary life stvle. More than half the popula-
tion report helow average aclivity levels durfng
a usual week,

» Additionally, Michigan ranks above the
national average [n other coronary risk factor
categoties Including diabeles and hyperlension.

What is equally alarning is the future
prospects for Michigan's children. It is estimat-
¢d that nearly a third are overwelght, as many
as 40 percent have cholesterol levels that rank
in the upper range ol normal if not frankly
abnormal, a 0fth of our Alrican American chil-
dren have an elevation in blood pressure, and a
tenth of our adolescents smoke - and the num-
ber is increasing each year. Furthezmore, while
a third of our children watch more than five
hours of TV per day, 63 percent spend less than
onie hour per week in regular rouline aeroble
exercise. Thus, i Michigan conlinues on its
current course, there appears to be no immedi-
ale reliel for the devaslating impact of cardio-
vascular disease on the population.

While the magnitude of the problem and the
future potential al times scems almost Insur-
mountable, there is reason for optimism in
Michigan’s fight to rid or reduce itself of its car-
dlovaseular disease problem, Flrst, medieal sci-
ence has now shown that a variety of modifica-
tions in coronary heart disease risk faclors can
pay signiflcant health dividends, The attain-
ment of a diet low in [at and high in micronutri-
ents, regular aerobic exerclse, smoking cessa-
tion. eslrogen replacement in post menopausal
women, asplrin in selected Individuals, and
olher preventlve maneuvers can now improve
bolh quality of Hfe and longevity. Equally
important {s varlous drug therapies 1o lmprove
the prognoesis for patients al risk for or already
harboring coronary heart disease. In particular,
new drugs that drastically lower cholesterol
have been shown to reduce Lhe incidence of
heart atiack, death and the need for coronary
arlery angioplasly and bypass surgery. In addi-
lion, there are new ways of medically trealing

patients with chronfe angina, congestive heart
failure aud other associated problems. For
patlents with disabling symptoms or extremely
high-risk situations, improved methods of
coronary artery angioplasty with the selecled
usc of caronary stenis and more effective
approaches to coranary artery bypass surgery
can improve carclovascular outlook for many
patients with cardiovascular disease. In fact,
scienlific advancement surrounding prevertion
and the treatment of coronary heart disease has
Leen so successful in recenl years thal as many
as 45 pereent lo 50 pereent of (he cucrent. car-
diovascular dealths could be prevented if
patients were successlul in (heir efTorts to
change lifestyle and were exposed to current
slate-of-the-art therapeulics surrounding coro-
nary hearl discase.

During February 19987 Hearl Month, the
Heart Care Program at the Universily of Michi-
gan is joining in a broad-based coalition to raise
consciousness regarding cardiovascular discase
in Michigan,

Further, we are promoting cfforts to adjust
future risk of our papulation through grocery
shopping programs to assisi in the identifica-
tinn of low-fat foods, the creation of heart-
healthy fast foocls with such vendors as Domi-
ne's Pizza, and joining agencies such as the
American Heart Associalion and the Greater
Detroll Area Health Council in efforts to allack
the forgotien epidemic face lo face.

fn addition, we are continuing te improve and
provide the most scientilically valid methods of
prevenling and {reating known coronary dis-
ease with the latest in medical, intervenlional,
surgical and preventive management, We inlend
to join other providers and agencies in affording
Michigan Lhe maximal opportunily to world-
class cardiovascular care.
