Age suit against Novi store sent to trial

The State of Michigan Court of

Appeals has reversed a earller
declsion regareding the age discrim-
ination case of a former Twelve
-Qaks Lord & Taylor employee,

- The appellate court decided Feb,
1, in the case of Marlanne Gristy
vs. Lord & Taylor and Lynda
Campbell, there was substantial
evidence to reverse a May 1995
Macomb Circuit Courl declsion
which favored the defendant, Lord
& Tayler. The case was senit back
to Macomb County Clreul! Courl
for juzy trial.

*I was shocked (wilh the inlual
ruling,” sald Deborah Gorden,
allerney for the platntiff, Gristy. “1
thought there was plenty of evl-
dence. So I'm not surprised with
the reversal.”

According to the rullng by
Judges Kathleen Jansen, Maureen
Pulte Reilly and Edward Sosnick,
Gristy, filed sult against the store
and her former supervisor on the
hasis of age discrimiration. She
felt she had been terminaled
hecause of her age, 57, at the time
aof discharge.

According Lo testimony within
the report, Gristy maintained that
she was hired (n Seplember of

[ERRT)

1991 and worked Jor Lord & Taylor
untfh October of 1992, When she
was hired for a pesition as area
sales manager in shoes, handbags,
accessorles and Jewelry she was
told by her supervisor, Twelve
Oaks store general manager
Campbell, thal “If it were up to
her, she wouldivt hire” Gristy.

Gristy reccived a bachelor of
public relations and marketing in
1980 and had «ight vears of previ-
ous experience,

Campbell testified that Gristy
was the only manager over the age
of 50 at the Novi store and that
during Campbell's tenure at the
store, Grisly was the only person
over the age of 50 that she hired
inlo a salaried position.

According Lo Gristy, she was toli
lo "write up” lwo older employees
andl to give one of Lhe women extra
work in order to force her lo retire.
Gristy maintains Campbell safd
she wanled both to retire hecause
ol their age and that one of the
women might have Alziemer’s,
Grisly sald three other managers
alse toid her to pive one of the
woien more stock work to de in
the hopes she would retire or quit.
*However, the Lord & Taylor
maintained there were problems
with Gristy’s performance and she

The defendant said Gristy failed
to report some merchandise dur-
ing an inventory and received a
bad rating as well as a final warn-
ing. Another audil was rempleted
and resulted in anather poor ral-
ing. Gristy was terminated "due to
her failure Lo keep her perfor-
mance at an eflective or belter
level.”

Her former siock clerk, a 28-
year-old woman. replaced her.

The appellate court sald Gristy

had to showw she was a member of
a protected class (40-70 years of
age), that she was discharged, that
she was qualified for the position
and thal she was replaced by a
younger person,

She also must show factual evi-
dence that "could lead a reason-
ahle jury to conclude that defen-
dants’ proflered reason for dis-
charge are a mere pretext for age
dliscrimination.”

The judges agreed Gristy had
done thal,

Deborah Gordon speclalizes in
work-loss cases and said that
hecause comtpanies are paring
down the work lorce, elder workers
are finding it more and more diffi-
cull to Nind jobs and held posi-
tions.

"Il works against people over the
age of 50.” Gordon sald.

“The realily of it is there's reaily
nothing you can do il a company
wants to get rid of you,” she
explained.

Therelore it's necessary to keep
gootl records and try lo document
performance evaluations and comi-
plaints tn case there is a need lo
pursue ltigation, Gordon said.

Cassis switches vote
to repeal voter ID legislation

Eleven crossover Republicans
helped) House Democrals pass a
hill that would repeal a 1996 state
law requiring veters to show a
phota identification before betng
given a ballot.

“I had conslderable feedback
since this was passed in the lame-
duck session in December,” sald
Rep. Nancey Cassls, R-Novi, whao
backed the bitl then but voled Feb.
13 to repeal it

“All my clerks have concerns
about requlring photo 1D." sald
Cassls, whose district includes
Novi, Walled Lake, Wixom, South
Lyon, Lyon Townshlp and Millord.

"Where {s there authenticated,
recorded abuse that requires
photo [D? We Republicans are the
party of less government, less reg-
ulation, less Intrusion into the
lives of individuals,” she sald.

The House voted 66-40 {o pass
House Bill 4226 repealing the
photo tD law and sent it {o the
Senate, controlied 22-16 by
Republicans.

Unless repealed, the law will
lake cllect the first of April. It
requires a person lo present elther
a driver's license or other identill-
cation with a photo helore being
{ssued a ballot.

Greg Kaza of Rochester Hills, the
anly House Republican {o oppose
the original bill in December,
arpued for repeal. “The U.S. Jus-
lice Depariment and FBI have a
record ol Investigating and prose-
cutlng vote fraud ... Saul Green,
the U.S. altorney for southeast
Michigan, made public statemenls
encouraging citizens lo report in¢l-
dents of vote fraud.”

Kaza said no Incidents were
reported. He quoted Attarney Gen-
eral Frank Kelley, a Democrat, and
Secretary of State Candice Miller, a
Republican, that “there was no evi-
dence of vote fraud” in 1996 vol-
ing.

Nevertheless,  Republican
Andrew Raczkowskl of Farmington
Hills sald lawmakers “should be
pro-active” ane hall fraud before il
starts,

“Cilizens in my district favor
this.

Cassis voted for the repeal bill.

Kelley added, "Michigan already
prevents voler [raud by less drastic
neans ..

Gov. John Engler, a Republican
who signed the original law, said
Kelley came to a wrong concluslon,
adding, "It is absurd to think thal
the stale Is precluded from refining
this process until full-blown elec-
tion fraud has oceurred. Nine
other states have an ID require-
ment for voting, and Hawaii has a
phiota 10 requirement.”

Chancellor Richard Thompson's
goals are reerniting more students,
reaching westward iito Livingsion
County, winning reacereditation
by the Korth Central Association,
afferig programs for e building
trades, and beeling up in-service
training lor the fueulty and staff of
Quakland Commumity College,

“Udo ot take eredil. 1 give cred-
i [ do. however. aceepl responsi-
bitity for the institution even
though | may nof be specilically
accountable for an act,” Thempson
told five trustees at their Feb. 18
nieeling,

“Lam firmly committed to the
superionty of team ffort over indi-
vidual effort,” said-hompson, who
took the helm of the five-campus
two-year college 11 months ago.

The buard detaved formal accep-
tance of his goals report until the
missing members, Sandra Ritler
and Pamala Davis, can alfend the
March meeting. The gaals setting
is part of Thompsow's formal eval-
uation.

Thompson. wha has spenl most
of his 36-year career at OCC, sub-
mitled an 1i-page sel of goals
built around scrvice o students,
community and business, A key
tactic will be Lo expand decision-
making teams to involve more siu-
dents.

As We See It

It comes as litlle surprise that some
folks in Novi are unhappy with the
cily's mandatory water hook-up rule.

Conslruction of a water main to the
city has just been completed, and the
expectation is that the flow will take
care of Novl's longstanding low water
pressure problem. As a result, the
state as lifted its moratorium on new
water tap-ins in the city.

And now, under an ordinance passed
back in 1990, any residents who have
built their homes along the route of the
mains during the interim - and as a
result had to sink wells to get water
during the ban - are now required to
hook in.

The tatal numbcer of people impacted
comes to more than 600, The costs
won't be cheap. The bill is lkely to
come to about $1,500 per homeowner,

Clty council as a result is consider-
ing whether to give those homeowners
a break by tossing out or easing the
mandatory hook up rule. Council defi-
nately should ease the rule. It simply is
the right thing to do.

One can undersiand why the rule
was passed in the first place. Al the
time, the city faced the prospect of
bringing improved waler service to the
area while homeowners went on wells,
thereby eliminating the need and the
financial support for the improvement.

In the national and business press,
John Engler sounds like a fiscal con-
servative's dream come true - 21 tax
cuts worth $2 billion.

Tell that to drivers whose vehicles

are damaged by potholes. Tell it to
Insurers, repair shops, state universi-
ties and budget makers. The fiscal
1998 budget of Michigan's governor is
causing nightmares and breeding polit-
lcal chaos.
Road disrepair has been an issue for
a decade. Engler's predecessor, James
Blanchard, wouldn't face up to a need-
ed tax increase. Engler asked for time
to squeeze 600 employees and hun-
dreds of millions out of the transporta-
tlon budget before asking for a fuel tax
Increase; he laid off and squeezed, but
still wonr't face the inevitable.

Examine the governor's budget for
fiscal 1998. There is no fuel tax
increase. There are a number of funny-
money proposals, however, that
recelved a hostile reception in both
parties:

First, Engler offered a one-year pro-
posal, Sorry, that won't do. Roads are
a continuing need - building, repair-
{ng, rebuilding, upgrading.

Second, Engier proposes to take
money from the general fund and put
it into the road fund. Michigan has
done that only once in most of our life-
times. Our style is to dedicate taxes
from fuel and license fees to trans-
portation in order to avoid raiding the
general fund.

Our goal has been to take trans-
portation out of the battle for dollars
with education, welfare, prisons, natu-
ral resources, state police, courts and
the rest. The Engler proposal would
turn back the calendar and resurrect
1 that political brawling,

The governor proposes a hike of 2.5
percent, the rate of the consumer price
index, for universities and community
colleges, whose price index is rising far
faster than that. The chair of the Sen-
ate Appropriations Committee, a mem-
ber of Engler's own party, warned that

While that means many homeowners
are indeed on wells and may not hook
up if given a choice, it also means
there should be plenty of new cus-
tomers {o help pay for the upgrade.

Apparently, It is not yet known
whether the cily can balance its
accounts while permitting a voluntary
hook up process. But it seems likely to
us it will.

And if the city's review of the issue
shows that's true, there Is no need to
mandate hook up. Most cilies do not.

It would be a great deal better to let
those who prefer well water, or just
plain want to keep their existing sys-

-tems for a while, to avoid hooking up

for the tirme being.

(Gas tax requires courage

the Legislature will boost the universi-
ty line items more than 2.5 percent.
The other party is seeking to restore
$105 million lo adult education and
more for teacher upgrading. The gener-
al fund money Engler proposes for
roadls simply won't be there.

Third, Engler indulged in some
sleight-of-hand when he said there was
"$40 million available for local road
projects.” What he was proposing was
that the state take “revenuc-sharing”
money, which would go to the iocal
units anyway, and tell them to use it
on roads.

That decision should be made by
counties, clties and villages, not by a
central authority in Lansing. Engler
has proposed precisely nothing new for
local roads. In fact, one local unit after
another is secking local taxes and
bonds for roads because the state
source is inadeguate.

Fourth, while tax cuts may make
Michigan's leader look like a model, or
even national ticket material, in lowa
and New Hamnpshire, the fact of life is
that those voters don't drive Michigan
roads.

The effect has been to shove the
costs onto drivers, especially those
with smaller cars. Tires, wheel rims,
chassis, trailers - all are being broken
and battered on state, county and
municipal roads. Auto insurers pay
some of the bigger claims, but most
repairs fall under the $240 and $480
deductibles in insurance policles, and
so individual consumers bear the loss.

At election time, candidate Engler
hoasted of his ability to make “tough”
decisions, On the road issue, his boast
rings hollow. He proposes to fix roads
for one year by raiding colleges, local
budgets and consumers’ repair bills,
We see nothing admirable and much
divisive about Engler's funny-money
approach.

The governor and Legislature should
have the courage to raise the fuel tax
for roads.

If you know anything
about the conduct of meetings, you lknow
that this style is more suitable (o give-and-
take, 10 audience participation. Ross has a
lectern but mostly doesn't use it.

Ross states his qualifications: consumer
lobbyist, state senator, work in two of Gov.
Jim Blanchard's departmenls, work in
President Clinton’s Labor Department.

He talks about his vision of Michigan's
economy in 2006, nearly [0 years down
the road. To be precise, it's not his vision
but an extrapolation of where the economy
and privale enirepreneurs are going plus
his ideas of how to help it gel there, based
on input from dozens of associates.

Ross talks about workplaces where
“warkers don't check their brains at the
door,” “Teams without supervisors.”
“Thinking, not lifting.”

He turns to classrooms. “Students no
longer sit in industrial rows while teachers
lecture.” A "new learning” that is “active
not passive. It involves choices. [t involves
work and learning combined, and lifelong
learning.”

Ross allots almost half the time for audi-
ence discussion. A retired teacher sug-
gests that retirees from all occupations

would be tapped as volunteers to help
schools. Ross picks up on il and turns a
phrase: “Your older workers aren't your
problem; they're your solution.”

A clinical psychologist, a lan ol public
libraries and a high school student get in
their licks. The student says, "Education
Isn’t ahout reciting and lesting, It’s about
interaction.”

Ross explains his agenda isn't engraved
in concrete. !t has evolved in the past few
months. He cven picks up an idea in this
session that he plans to incorporate. The
professor has learned something,

An annual
hreast exam is recommended for women over
40, coupled with a baseline mammogram
hetween 35-40 years old and yearly after 50
vears of age.

Total serum choleslerol should e measured
every [ive years starling from early adulthood.
The five-year interval can vary arcording fo the
ndividual's risk factors.

An annual pelvic exam and pap smear for
sexually aclive women beginning at the age of
first inlercourse is highly recommended. How-
ever, the [requency of screening depends on (he
risk factors for cervical cancer (early onset of
sexual activity, multiple partners), if the resulls
have all been normal, sereening may he stopped
at age 65,

An annual influenza vaccination for 65 and
older populations s recommencled, as well as a
one-time pneumenia vaccination. Telanus
immunizatfon should be updated every 10
years.

Sereening lor colon cancer and for hornone
replacement therapy for postmenopausal
women are recommended but should be indi-
vidualized hased on the presence of risk factors.

For men, a recial exam o check for prostate
cancer and an annual PSA blood test should
hegin at age 50, And, tast but certainly not the
least, 1s counseling - for nonsmokers 1o contin-
ue avoiding tobacce and for smokers to stop
smoking. :
