"Bul when you make that
retroactive [orever and provide no
means [or relnslating that right ...

Congress and President Bill
Clinton approved the new domes-
lic violence act last fall.

Federal faw lor many years has
been that anyone convicted of any
criminal felony, including these
involving domesle violence, can't
own or posscss a firearm or
annnunitlon. The new bill, passed
in September. includes people con-
victed of misdemeanor domestic
violence offenses in the ban as
well.

The law cltes a wide range of
misdemeanor crimes which qualify
as domestic violence: essentially,

Discovered in a stash of doc-
uments at [he hislorle Sally
Thornton House, the 1840-41
and 1843 the bocklets of [raglle
brown paper, hand-slitched
together, are unsigned. But
several clues possibly poinl Lo
Andrus, Thornlon’s son-in-law,
as the author.

One of Novi's oldest reinain-
ing buildings. Thornton's
house was moved from Its Nine
Mile and Novi Road location by
Bill Garfield, who is renovating
and developing the property
with the hope of finding a his-
tory-loving buyer. A construc-
tien worker discovered the
diaries, as well as letters and
other written material dating
from the 1840s through 1890s.

ities. On the final page of the first diary, or “Book A," is a promisso-
rv note documenting each instaliment paid back to LW, Andrus on
$13.75 worth of merchandise owed by Philo Reckwell. {Rockwell
- met his debt.)

The journals apparently weren'l anthored by Rockwell, who 1s
referred La in the third person in several eniries.

Not much personai informatien is offered in the 1840s hooks.
What Hitle there is Indicates that the author was highly interested
in politics on all levels. But the diarist jotted down national and
stale dolngs and his activities in local government, or, in his own
words, his "polilical confabs™ with oiher well-known early Novi plo-
neers; such as John Yerkes and Col, Samuel White.

According to L.H. Everts & Company's The Hislory of Oakland
County, Michigan, published in 1877, between 90 and 100 volers
turned out for the {irst organlzalional meeting of what would
becorme Novi Township on April 1. 1833. They elected Andrus, then
32, asthe Nrst clerk,

In Northville: The First Hunelred Years, by the late Jack Hoffman,
former editor of The Nerthville Record, Sally Thornton is said to
have been a a widow in 1827 when she lefl her home in Caledonia,
New York and trekked with ber family to the Michigan frontier.

Research by Warren genealoglst T. L. McAdam and published in
1979 in Northville's Mill Race Quarerly, (ediled by Hoffman) indi-
cates that Andrus, born In 1801, marrled his 22-year-old cousin
Julia Ann Menroe on May 4, 1826 in Caledonia, New York,

Julla Ann Monroe was the daughter of Sarah (Sally for short)
Whillock and her first husband, Charles Monroe. Sally's second
hushand was Ira Thernton.

The 1845 state census of Oakland County lists Lyman Andrus's
household consisled of Andrus, his wife, two minor boys and one
minar girl, At the time, Novi had about 214 heuseholds.

Novl's 1844 tax rolls show thal L.W. Andrus owned the 160 acres
in Sect. 27 and another 80 acres in Sect. 14, now Novi's downtown

Country Place. Old Dutch Farms, Pioneer Mead-
ows, Stmmons Orchard, Weathervane Village, some
of the place names in Novi make It sound like it's
still a rural community here.

showplace that features educational pregrams on
the agricultural lifestyle,

Meyer, who died in 1980, was an industrialist
who admired agriculture’s coniribution to America,
Under Morris's stewardshlp, the farim won Qakland
Counly awards annually for the most corn grown
per acre. The aerial view of Tollgate Farm is stun-
ning.

Through the years, producers of TV commerctals
and print advertisements have been fond of Toll-
gate, with its mint green barns, especially when
filming for the Big Three automakers, Martin sald.

“They (Harvest) wants to gel
some other credits and do some
good things out there.”

Since 1984, the RUD ordinance
has allowed a lake, such as the
169-acre former gravel mine on
the Levy property, te be courited as
a density "bonus.” Harvest Land
would like to sec that bonus
increased, to compensate for other

natural resource preservation.

[n other words, a developer
could cluster homes or build more
homes on smaller lols in a large-
lot zoned residential arvea in
exchange for the preservation of a
“valuable™ wetland or woodland
area. The project could look more
dense in some areas and appear
muceh greener in others.

Some of ihe changes recom-
mended by the commission
incluce:

preserved features on the land,
fncluding woodlunds and a hislorfc
barn, Such a bonus would
Increase the number of houses
that could be placed on Lhe devel-
oped portion of the land.

Novi's ordinances are currently
net [lexible enough to accommo-
date & project of this scope, Weiner
noted in a lelter to the city.

This weekend and during the next
several months, the City of Novi
should pay close attentlon 1o how il
handies the revisions of an ordinance

on west end plans

and request for a zoning option for

900-some acres of properly In western
Novi by the Harvest Land Co.

In an altempl to avoid repeating lasl
summer's REC ordinance fiasco con-
cerning at sports park at the Meyer
Berry Farm, we would like to reiterate
a few Lhings. Keep documents open to
the public. Keep the lines of communi-
callon buzzing, And most imporiantly.
do not rush.

Those are (he sentiments of one of
the city's own planning commission-
ers, who last week expressed frustra-
{ion with the insufficient amount of
altention given by the whole commis-

{o council.

[ don’t think we should do this,”
sald Pete Hoadley. "I think we're being
rushed into something. This could be
one of the most importanl ordinances
we do In the next 20 years.”

In what resembles the REC ordi-
nance race, revisions of {he Residential
Unit Development seem to be rushing
alang,

Accarding o Planning Chair Laura
Lorenzo, the commitice assigned lo
sludy the ordinance was unaware of
the March 1 proposed meeting until
she happened across it in a Feb. 10
City Council Meeting packel.

With oniy one commitice mecling
and commission meeling scheduled
hefore the March 1 deadline, Lorenzo
sall she and (hree other commission-
ers “scrambled” to pull together revi-
sions in a special meeting, Feb. 11.
They then presented the information Lo
Lhe commission Feb. 19, With the
meeling running late aiready. lhe com-
mission voled to take the commitlee’s
word and recommend the changes o
the ordinance without review. Com-
missioners expressed some frustration
about the lack of time to study the
issue

“We don't have a choice hecause Mr,
(Jim) Wahl recommended a March |

deadline and because the cily council

adopled it,” said Lorenzo.

Lasl summer, when lhe cily tricd to
creale a recreation ordinance In arder
to bring The Sports Club of Wesl
Bloomfield o a site along Eighl Mile
near Beck Road, residenl opposition
escalated and rumors of the city initi-
ated zoning to suil specific developers
surfaced.

After a public hearing and joint
meeling, the REC ordinance was
scrapped and now o everyone's agree-
meni, the sile for the Sports Club and
cily ive arena is marked at Ten Mile
and Novi Roads.

With the close connections belween
the Harvest Land Co. owners, the Novi
School District. and the City of Novi, it
would be wise to take things slowly.

The owner, the Levy Co. wanis lo
develop the land at Wixom Road and
Ten Mije around the old gravel pil
using a revised clly ordinance that will
be examined this weekend.

The city wanls {o purchase a portion
of the land for-a cily park-and-the
scheol district wants parl of that same
land for the New Middle School.

However. no one has signed on the
dotted line although negotiations have
continued for more than a year.

The Novi City Council is about to
embark on a voyage thal could change
the entire west-end of the city.
Whether it could be for betler or for
worse has not been determined, and
that's what (he council and city plan-
ning staff and consuliants must evalu-
ate.

We urge them to complete that eval-
uation with care, objectivity and time.

The beef of many cily residents is the
city s full of discrepancies and moves
certain issues along the planning pro-
cess at breakneck speed when it's to
their advantage and crawls along on
olher issues.

We strongly recommend {aking time
with the RUD ordinance revisions and
the planning process for the Harvest
Land Company's large-scale develop-
ment else the RUD will run into some
of the same skepticism Lhe REC did
last year.

Just keep the lake out
of the density formula

In 1984, Novi developed s residen-
tial unit development {RUD), which
can be laid over a residentially-zoned
property to glve what is known as den-
sity credits for desirable environmental
features preserved by developers.

Distributing density credits mean

that a developer can cluster more
homes onlo the land than might nor-
' mally be approved under the existing
-zoning, Lot sizes will be corresponding-
ly smaiter than permitted under the
" zoning.
' Saturday, the Novi City Council will
E be relooking at the RUD. One feature
in the existing 1984 RUD that may be
kept in the 1997 model is disturbing.

That is giving a developer credit for
not building on a lake, We find this a
truly bizarre concept, especlally if it's
applied to the Edward C. Levy gravel-
mining property.

Unless a proposal comes forward to
, bujld houses on stilts, any one who
buys land with a lake on it - or creates
a lake by mining - is fully aware that a
lake {s not buildable. But a lake is a
liquid gold mine, based on the much
~higher prices homes on water com-

mand.

The Harvest Land Company's pro-
posal to build on some 850 acres of
the Levy property looks like a winner,
with an intriguing mix of lormer min-
ing pit lakefront land and preserved
woodlands.

However, the Novi City Council
should keep this in mind. For 30
years, the Levy Company made money
pulling gravel out of the ground, creat-
ing a big hole. The big hole becomes
the 169-acre. mile-long Harvest Lake.

That the Levy Company should be
compensated by the city with greater
density credits for the lake they creat-
ed, made money off of for three
decades and now will capitalize on
with the new development seems to be
stretching the envelope of common-
sense. Not that we blame the develop-
ers for asking. That's good business.

But the RUD density credits should
be restricted to items like unregulated
wetlands, woodlands, historic sites,
meadows, hedgeraws, wildlife habitats,
everything else the planners are now
considering. Just keep the lake out of
the formula.

Marl specialized in locating gianl stores

near small lowns, and a lol of local retadl-
ers coufdn’l stand the conmpelition,

And hefore you knew it, all kinds ol “cat-
cgory killer™ operations were opening up,
slores that speclalized in every kind of
sporting good or hardware item or impart-
ed china that you could imagine. Then
came the eutlel malls - Birch Rurs up 1-75
and the newly-opencd Kensington Valley
on [-96 near Howell - leaturing scconds
and stightly damaged goods at roek bot-
tom prices.

And then mos! recently came Lthe Somer-
set complex in Troy, which was based on
the iden of making a super-upscale mall a
destination point for shoppers throughout
an entire region.

At every step along the way, the relailing
revolution took business [rom tradifional
"moim ‘0" pop” relailers, usually owning
one or Ywo slores, often located in down-
towns all across Michigan, Shopping malls
ollered lots ol free parking. Nalional
chains pessessed cconemies of scale - in
buying, shipping, advertising, manage-
ment ~ that made them eugh conietitors
for family firms.

ing with revenue sharing, forcing cities
and lownships 1o seek local tax increases
for roads, causing many of us to pay for
vehicle repairs because of crater-sized pot-
holes on neglecied roads.

The most recent evidence that the
Headlee Amendmenl has let us down
comes [rom the Citizens Research Council,
a Farmington Hills-based outfit which is
reliable bui misnamed. Its chief supporl-
ers are the Big Three auto companies,
their suppliers, utilities, banks, big law
firms, big retailers and so on. The diy title
of its Report No. 319 is “Ad Valorem Spe-
clal Assessments in Michigan” which it
says are "essenlially unfettered by the
stale constitution.”

It used 1o be that special asscssments
were charges against your properly for
things like streets, lights, sidewaiks and
sewer lines. They essentially benefitted
your heme or store.

By a "clever” stratagem in the Legisla-
ture, says the CRC, townships, in particu-
lar, are authorized to establish separate
authorities to pravide police and fire pro-
tection, "Assessments” are levied town-
ship-wide. Townships are subject to tax
limits, but assessments aren't taxes. got
it?

CRC complains that local government
reporting is “inadequate or inaccurate,”
but it calculates there are 147 unit-wide
ad valorem special assessment districts
raising $55.5 million a year in revenue -
132 in townships, 11 in cities and four in

villages.

And so, despite the
Headlee tax-limitation amendment, your
township special assessment will rise with
reat estate inflation.

Tough luck, townshippers, but we ogres
in the media told you so.

ALS, also known as Lou Gehrigs disease, is
a terminal illness which attacks Lhe motor
neurons which convey Lhe Lrain’s messages
threughout the body. When the muscles do
not receive the messages. they wither and
tose (heir strength. Eventuatly, as the disease
progresses, ail the vo luntary muscles become
useless. The individual cannot move, eat.
hreathe or communicale and may choose 1o
le kept alive by life support systems.

Perhaps the condition faded, in
part, due to his growing awareness
and understanding that his cold
skh ts a symptom of emotional
slrain, much the same as a cough
or runny nose s symptom of @
cnld.

Other lreatments may fucluwdle
physical therapy, heat baths,
changes In foot wear, powder In
ihe shoes - and yes, wool or a dou-

Gene therapy may soon provide hope
for muscular dystrophy patients

Many of us have heard of muscular dyslro-
phy as a discase of children I wheelehalrs.
Most people do nat
know (hat the ferm
muscular dystrophy
refers {0 a groop of
distinct inherited con-
ditions associated
with the premature
hreakdown of muscle
or that the scientifle
understanding  of
these conditions has
advanced rapidly in
the last- 10 years. Int
this article [ will try lo

working on a cure for these diseases.

Let us starl with muscle. Muscles are the
machines that make our bodics move. In addi-
{lon to the famtliar pruseles we Nex in the gy,
muscles are at work within our bodies. taking
alr tnto our lungs and pushing food ateng
through our infestines. The muscle that s our
heart drives our biood on (ts route through the
hoty.

Skeletal muscles consist of bundles of long
tubes filted with proteins thal contract when
stimulated by nerves. All of these prateins niust
be present and functioning for the integrity of
the muscle cell to be mainiained. In chikiren
with muscular dystraphies, one of these pro-
leins is defective or missing. As a result the
muscle cells break down with usc then regener-
ate as they are gradoally replaced with fat and
scar tlssue,

The most common form of muscular dyslro-
phy is called Duchenne Muscular Dystrophy.

This condition, which was firsl desceribed in
1852, ahinost exclusively affects boys and
resulis in o progressive deterioration of musele
with conflnentent to a wheelchair by age 12 or
13. Death from respiratory or heart failure may
foliow Insleliously in o few years. Ten years ago
DMD was found to be caused by a defect in the
gene for a protein which hecame known as
“tysirophin,” The dystrophin gene is located on
the X-chromesome. Chromosontes are hundles
of genetic information stored In the form of long
chialns of DNA. Each of us Inherits 23 chromo-
somes from our mother and 23 from our falher.
These chromosomes form 22 palrs so that we
each have lwo coples of the vast majorily of the
genes that determine our development and the
metabolle funclions of our cells. That way i one
of the genes is defective, In most cases, there
will be a gond copy of the same gene present on
the ather chromosome of the pair to provide the
needed function. This 1s not always the casc
wilh the X-chromosoeme. Although girls inherit
an X-chromosome from each of their parepts,
hoys inherit an X-chramosome only (rom their
nather, while they inherlt a nizle-delermining Y
chromosome from their father. Consequently, if
a boy inherits a defeclive X-chromasome gene.
there will be no normal copy of that gene on the
secand X-chremosome to provide the necessary
[unction, This is why DMD mostly affects boys.

The dystrophin.fene is.one.of the largest
genes that has ever been ldentificd. 1ls sheer
size is ene reason why multations within it can
oceur so frequently. One third of all DMD suf-
ferers have new mulatiens in the dystrophin
gene. Infants are struck without the warning of
“family story.” Even il all women who were
potential carrers of DMD resolved 1o have no
children, this genelic discase would continue to
geer.

This is one reason why a fnding a cure is so
important. The obstacles loward curing DMD
are formidable. Although researchers have
shown 1hal the dystrophin gene can be intro-
duced info muscle cells n the test tube, Imag-
ing the difficvlties of Introdueing It into every
muscle cell of the body. One approach that is
belng ploncered here at the University of Micli-
gan is the use of “gene therapy vectors.” Dr. Jef-
frey Chamberlain of the Depariment of Human
Genetles has been developing modified viruses
containing a form of the dystrophin gene. In
theory, these viruses can be Injected into
patienits blood streams and used ta infeet mus-
cle precursor cells, These modified cells would
then develop into "norimal” muscle containing
funetionzl dystrophin. As might be predicled,
this result has been difficult fo achieve in prac-
tice. Fortunately, an animal model for DMD
exists which will allow testing of potential ther-
apeutic stralegles on mice and it is reasonable
to expeet that progress will continue o move
along rapidly.

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Facts about Lou

Gehrig’s

ALS (amyotrophic lateral selere-
sis], is a motor neuren disease, i
was first Identified by the French
neurologist Jean-Martin Charcot
in 1869 but little is known about
Its cause, cure or means of con-
Lrol.

Also known as Lou Gehrig's dis-
case, after the famous basehall
player who died of the fllness, the
carly symplems of ALS are muscle
weakness or stilfness.

ALS sclectively destroys the
mptor neurons which convey the
brain's messages throughout the
bedy. When the muscles do nol
recelve these messages, they with-
er, lose thelr strength and become
useless.

Eventually. the patient cannol
move, eal, breathe or communi-
cale and may choose ta be kepl
alive by life support systems. If
death does not oceur and the dis-
ease runs ils full course, the
patient becomes completely para-

lyzed,

Mental faculties are not affected
and ALS {s nol conlagious.

Over 5,000 people in the United
States are newly diagnosed with
ALS cach year. [t is not a rare dis-
ease and oceurs Lhroughout the
world with no raciat, ethnic or
socioeconamc houndaries.

The average life expectancy of
ALS patlenls fs two (o five years.
With the recent advances in
research and lmproved medical
care half of all alfected individuals
live at least three or more years
after diagnosss.

Present Ireatments are aimed at
symplomalic relief, prevention of
complications, malntenance of
basie functions and qualily of life,
In the later slages, nursing man-
agement is required and the
patient is bedridden and aware
that he or she is going to dic, alerl
hut funclionally quadriplegic with
intact sensory funclions.
