Treasurer suspected
of embezzlement

The leeasurer of the Deerbrook
Homeowners Association was
expected to be charged yesterday
with [fve counts of embezzling
funds from the assoclation’s bank
accounl.

According to Novi police, Don-
ald Udlies, is alleged to have 1aken
approximately 830,000 from the
accounl from 1993 to Qclober of
1996 and repaid about $20,000
before the lack of funds was dls-
roveredl.

"[l's Jusl o situation where he
did il once and nobody uncovered
it." said Del. Viclor Lauria, "He
pald some back but kept barrow-
Ing out of the accounl.”

The 48-year-old man was
expected to lurn himsell in and
be arraigned at 532-1 District
Court on March b, according (o
police. A leller requesting he
turn himself io for arresl was
sent aut last week,

Lauria said Udics is suspected
ol “horrowing the money” during
times he was Ina financlal bing
with the intention of paying it
back.

“It's a situation where vou get
yoursell Into & problem and don’t
see any way oul and just make
natters worse,” said Laurla,

It wasn't untit an assocfatlon
member called another associa-
lion officer lo complain about a
bouneed check from the associa-
tion that the members became
suspicious. The assoclation alert-
ed the police department, which
Lauria said began a three month

Investigation.

According to Lauria, Udics gen-
evaled reports for the assuclation
board that would show an ade-
quate amount of funds in lhe
account. No other member had
aceess Lo the account and there
was no previous reason lo sec-
onl-guess him, said Laurfa.

“It's not thelr fault the money
was taken,” Laurla said.

He added there are no other
suspects in the case.

“If he didn't know it was illegal
he definitely knew it was improp-
er,” sailt Lauria. Udics has heen
the only treasurer for the assocla-
tion since fl's inception in 1992,
he said. He has no prior charges
or conviclions, according to
police.

laurip said Udics gave an inter-
view carly on in the nvestigation
and admitled to taklng money
from Lhe account for his own per-
sonil reasons.

“I's legal you can't do (hat
even [f you are the treasurer,”
sall Lauria,

Lauria said Lhe association look
i approximalely $7.000 a year in
dues and one year collected
§8,500 on special assessments.
Expenses ran al about 85,000 a
year.

Il convicted, Udics could spend
ten years in jall on each'ofl the five
ihe felony charges and could face
fines of up to 825,000, police
said.

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" Residents raise
money to fight
rare disease

What do you do when all liopes
seems lost?

Il you're Dehble Marcum and
Barl: Cauzille, you find more.

The pair are keeping their lin-
gers crossed that hope can come
in time for Barh's nephew, 15-
month-old Jacob Alexander Dink-
ins of Walled Lake. who until just
his week spent most of his days in
a4 Moatt Children’s Hospital inten-
sive care unit on life support,

The two women are beginning a
massive campalgn to alert the
world of Histiocylosis and lo rafse
money for treatment of Lhe rare
hlood disease, which has ravaged
Jacoh's tiny body since his birth.

"This disease makes me angry
because there’s not enough ques-
tions that can be answered,” sald
Cauzillo, a Walled Lake resident.

Cauzillo said the money wili go
to help many children, not just
Jacoh.

The women are happy (hat
Jacob was laken off a respirator
and moved from ICU to another
part of the hespltal, bul they won-
der if this time, Jacob is out of the
woods for good.

“This money may never gel there

in time for Jacob,” satd Cauzitle. *I
can’t do anything for Jacob. I go to
the hospital but it is nol good
enough. [ can'l just sit back and
do noihing.” '
. Jacob’s parents, Michelle and
Jim Dinkins, of Walled Lake
theught their heautilul baby oy
had enly a skin rash when he was
born Nov, 22, 1995. Bul after two
months, doctors delermined the
child was born with Histiocytosis.
It not only affected the skin of his
head, hands and feet, it was found
In his bone marrow and on his
bones, according to Cauzillo.

Weighing only 14 pounds, Jacob
began six months of chemothera-
py. the anly known lreatment for
the disease. While the disease
appeared to have been conquered

at the end of the sixth month,
Jacob's weight was slagnant and
he needed painkillers to ease the

_pain of bone lesions.

" Doctors ran more tests and
idetermined the disease had moved
“to his lungs. The disease and

Histiocytosis is a mysterious
and sometimes fatal disease
that affects about 1,000 chil-
dren and adults each year in
the United Stales.

Although the cause and best
treatment of this disease aie

unknown, scientists do know
that patients with Histiocyto-
sis have too many histio-
cyles, a form of white blood
cell growing in their bodies,

These calls wildly multiply and
can attack any part of the
body, including bones,
spleen, livar, lungs, skin and
lymph nodes.

This disease is similar to can-
cer in some ways and histor-
ically has been treated by
oncologlsts with radiation
and chemotherapy. Unlike
cancer, it somatimes goes
into remission without treat-
ment,

Histiocytosis is so rare that

there is fittle research into its

cause and treaiment, Unfor-
tunately, the pain and suffer-
ing associated with this dis-
€assg are just as severe as
that with diseases which are
well known and recelve
major research funding.

Te everyone's dismay, on Dec.
17 tests showed the disease was
present in his bone marrow again.
On Dec, 23, Jacob went back inlo
the hospilal for more freatment,
Doclors have lried everylhing they
can think of, said Cauzille. Bui
Jacob slill spent weeks in 1ICU on
oxygen and codeine drips, receiv-
ing bloed transfusions every other
day.

"IUs very dilficull,” explained
Cauzillo. "They have high and low
days because cvery day it's a dif-

Taxpayers will spend $850,000 to

huild a road for the arena.

More Importantly, the credit of Novi

taxpayers will be behind the $8.5 mil-

lion in boids that will be issued to

build the rinks.

$700,000 or so, taxpayers’ dollars will

have to'make up the difference.; i
That is why this clearly discriminato-
ry use of public money is so outra-
geous.

Northville began with a mill,
and & man hy the appropriate
n]:limc of John Miller started it
all.

People came from miles
around lo use this mill which,
in America's early days, was
an essential part of dally ife.

In his Pieneer Skelches of
1878. Northville pioneer
David Clarkson described the
milling process:

"It was a difficult matter In
those days o obtain the nec-
. essary machinery for a grist
miil. and especially ‘imported French Burr' mill
stones: they were not to be had. But Miller made up
his mind he could get along without the ‘French
Burr' (and) he would make a pair out of a Michigan
boulder.

“"He selecled a large rock which he found near
where Wilkins' cooper shop now stands, and com-
menced by making an equatorial line around the
stane. Drilling troles on this line a short distance
aparl. he drove an iron wedge in each hole. Letting
them remain in and driving them accasionally, the
rock splil in two pieces. These he faced and fash-
joned, one into a bed stone and the other into a run-
ner.

“They were four feel in diameter, and proved to be
very good, and made as good flour as a ‘French Burr'
ever did, and were used many years. Afterwards
they were sold and taken to Detroit and put inio
French’s plaster mill, and used for grinding plaster.”
Mill Race Historical Village is located on the site of
~Joln Milier's original mill. He used the mill stream
to water-power his gristmill. Clarkson described this
early mill;

"The first Northville mill was very cheaply con-
structed, the gearing. or machinery being made
mostly of wood. Compared with mills of modern con-

“The water-wheel was 12 feet in diameter and
buckets 6 feet in length and was on the outside of
the mill building, one end of the shalt going through
a hole in the wall into the mill pit.

“On this end of the shaft was the pit-wheel, 10 feet
in diameter. with a row of wooden cogs, about 2
inches apart around the side of the rim like teeth.
These meshed into the wood rollers of the crown-
wheel on the lower end of the upright shaft. Above
on the same shaft was the spur wheel, which turned
the pinion on the spindle that turned the millstone.
This was all there was of the main machinery ...”

Running a mill could often be hazardous and dan-
gerous work. According to this account by Clarkson,
John Miller came close to losing his life in an early
industrial accident:

"One morning he raised the gates and turned on
the water (o start the mill, but il wouldn't go. He
then tet down the stone, shut the gates and went
down into the wheel with his axe to cut the ice off
and loosen the wheel,

“After chopping until he thought it was loose, he
came up, raised the stone, opened the gate and let
on the water, but It did not start. He then went into
the wheel again without shuiting off the water, and
commenced cutting when the wheel started. '

“The lining was covered with ice and as the wheel
turned he would slide around. halloving as loud as
he could. No ane being in the mill, he was not heard
and so had to slide around until finally he got hold
of an arm of the whee! and, shiding down to the
shaft, he clung to that until some one happened to

The condltions under which
lcachers lead will have to change
in order for leadership lo change,
saitl Burkhardt, including what
limlits and powers are given (o
leachers hy the district.

Burkhardt said that the leach-
ing profession used lo be made up
of women who were percelved as
prolessionals commitied to the
advocacy of children. But some-
how thal perception has changed,
he said, and now teachers aren'l
givert Lhe same respecl as olher
professions.

Under this leadership program,
leachers could learn what il
means to he a leader, which could
involve eriticism and having to see
things Irom all perspectives. nol
jusl one of education, Burkhard
said.
