NOTE

WARM UP, COOL DOWN

Ore of the best ways to avert
injury is to warm up properly belore
exercise and cool down carrectly
afterward. This means investing a1
least five to ter minutes in stretching
and loosening muscles before taking
the court or field. Doing s0 Increases
blcod flow to reduce lension in the
muscles, imprave their range of
motion, and may ultimately serve to
increase perormance, At the same
ime, the likelibood of muscle pulis,
strains, and other injurigs accLring
is significantly reduced. Maybe even
moré importantly, muscles should be
stretched afler a workout because
they have contracted during
exercise, In fact, most repelitive
activities can cause them o become
permanently shortened. To restare
halance to muscles, a session of
stretching is critical. Otherwise, they
are more likely to sustain pulls,
slrains, and spasms.

“This legislation addresses the

Police conlend that Avagian,
while working as a mid-decade
census enumerator for the City of
Novi, turned In a count of several
hundred extra people. Census
workers are paid fifty cents per
person submitted.

Avagian served as president of
ihe Lakes Area Resirlent Associa-
tion and was inslrumental in the
installation of a Novi police mini-
statjon at Lakeshore Park. donal-
ing several hundred dollars of his
own money to (he project,

Lyn Baokes, R-Redford,
who will leave the House at the
end of 1998 under term Umlts,
usuafly supperts public schools
but voted with Engler this time. "I
have bigger fish o [ry,” sald
Bankes.

It's not
often he sends Jeiters ke that, |
told my secrelary, 'Flle that, We're
going to need ft." sald BDankes,
who plans to run for Wayne Coun-

Take care
on spring
lake ice

Michigan's 2-million-plus fce
i {ishermen can ensure they won'l
find themselves on polentially thin
ice this season by lollowing some
common precautions, says AAA
Michigan.

That even goes lor experts like
Ron Spitler, Department of Natural
Resources Urban Fisheries biolo-
gist with more Lhan 30 years of
professional fishing knowledge.
who learned first-hand about ice
fishing salety a few seasons ago.

During a walleye fishing trip on
the CHnton River Spillway in
Macomb County, Spitler found
himsell waist deep in waler alter
stepping lhrough a hidden air
pockel in the ive. Fortunately, his
friend was nearhy to rescue him
from the river's numbing current.
“H happened so quickly. especially
when we lhoughl we were on good,
solid ice." he recalled. Ildd the
hole had been bigger, 1 might have
gone under.”

Unfortunately, many Michigan
ice fishermen and snowmohilers
are unprepared for such incldents,

“That's why if you plan to ice
fish, the hest rule of thumb Is thal
no lee (s lotally safe.” says AAA
Michigan conunuity Safely Ser-
vices Manager Jerry Basch. “The
old saying Lhal fishing is best en
ficst ice and last icc may he true,
but it doesn't pay 1o risk your life,”

Some Michigan ice anglers have
found that sut, Recent incidents in
Southeast Michigan include snow-
mobllers and anglers rescued aller
falling through lee or becoming
marooned.

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The Novi Newws took a lol of heat last
year [or calling sul some questions we
had with the Renatssance Program af
Novi High School. '

We wonderced ahout the necessity,
legitimacy and successful outcome of
this program that rewards students
with husiness discounts according to

and coming to school.

We weren't the only ones.

Some parenis and students had the
same coneerns ahout kids heing
rewarded for coming 1o school when
they should be anyway. They also
expressec the fear of creating a group
of peaple who expect rewards for fulfill-
ing their academlc duty. But they
didn’t say anything publicly.

Now that the program has had a
chance to lake rool and evolve, we
have some positive things to say about
it.

The enthusiasm and organization of
the Renaissance leaders Is exceptional
and commendable. They've put forth a
lot of effort to design something that
will work for Novi High and seem to be
making a splash with businesses and
studenis allke.

Some students are really energized
by the prospect of gelling good grades
in return for something tangible. There
are students striving as never before to
get good grades. That's great. If the
result is students who are learning

Three years ago, Evergreen HI's Jim
Chen said the Farmington Hills-based
developing company could build a
downtown for Novi.

This was a Lall order. Several devel-
opers had already backed down [rom
the project, saying it wasn't linancially
feastble.

Stnce the 1980s, the concepl was a
dream of Novi planners and council
members. Jumping on the bandwagon,
Oakland County's Development and
Planning Department designed the
original project for Novi.

On Monday night, with relatively lit-
tle discussion for a sometimes garru-
jous Novi City Council, Chen won pre-
liminary site plan and phasing
approval for the ten-building project.

We hope. and suspect. the students
al Novi High are smarter than that.

Promises kept, so far

as future site plans acrive, they righlly
said yes.

Chen assured them thal with the
series of second floor hridges linking
huildings throughout project and other
marked ground paths, walkers will
have no difficulty wandering through
the downtown. As [or the building with
the overhang, that's a design that can
be both attractive from the outside and
offer a scenic view for those inside.

The design appears to meet {wo
goals. One is Novi's desire for a good-
looking, brick downlown near the his-
loric Novi Road/Grand River Avenue
“Four Corners” - Novi's 19th century
heart.

There is great disre-
gard for parents. Parenis want the best educa-
lion they can gel.”

Not a word aboul the world of work, or new
ways to teach reasoning. Just parents, parents.
parents.

Clinton advocated national tesling stan-
dards. Senale Republicans rejected amend-
menis 1o restore a mandatory core curriculum
angd {o Jilt the charters of academles that con-
{inually underperformed.

The majority of Michigan's so-called “public
school academies,” or charter schools, are real-
ly former private schools lining up at the slale
treasury lrough. The issue is money, not teach-
ing. .

Abandoning conservative principle, Senale
Republican leaders {minus a few holdouls] ate
catering lo some very vocal, very potent, very

, wealthy zealols who are parental control fanat-
ics. Such zealots have been in court in several
states to try {0 establish a constilutional reli-

glous right for parents to overrule educalors.,

The courts sald nuts.
So now the parents’ rights zealols are dress-

~

ing it up i the sheep’s clothing of “parental
cholce,” and Michigan Senale Republicans are
buying it.

Despite the fake cheers they gave Clinton,
Senate GOP leaders are desperale. The state
Court of Appeals already has said Michigan's
charter scheol law is constitutionally defective
hecause public officlals don't contral the char-
ter academies. One day before Clinlon’s visit,
the case was argued before the Michigan
Supreme Court,

An attorney supporting ihe charter school
law resorted to what lawyers call “the lhief's
defense” - declaring the charler law unconsti-
tulfonal would be “catastirophic,” he said,
because 12,000 kids are gping to charler
schools.

Senate Republican Jeaders lried Lo strength-
en the thiel's defense by laking the numerical
cap ofl charter schools. They rammed the bill
through the day before Clinton’s visit, The goal
is to have so many charter piggies at the frough
that the Supreme Court wouldn't dare declare
the law unconstitutional.

My guess is they will fail. The House won'l
fail for it. The Supreme Court will either strike
down the charter school law on a 4-2 vate or,
on a 3-3 vote, uphold the court of Appeals dect-
sion. .

Jane Chestnutt gave atiendees
at the Norlhville Town Hall Lecture
Serles on March 10 an insider's
lock at a day at Woman's Day
magazine where she serves as edi-
tor-in-chief and vice president.

"Magazine slalls are a lot lke
their magazines,” she said. “The
Woman's Day staff tends to be an
carly-rising, let's-get-it-done type
of stafl.”

you know," she sald. "] can't tell
you first hand-stories of celebrilies
storming ofl of cover shoots
ibecause they dan't like the clothes
Yyou want to put them in. So far we
haven'l had a strawberry short-
‘cake walk off the set Lecause it
didn't like the plate we put i in."

The oldest of five children,
Chestnutt brings to Woman's Day
her influence of being raised with
a small-tewn Texas upbringing by
a school teacher mother after her
father's death when she was 12-
years-old.

After receiving a bachelor's
degree in journalism from the Uni-
versily of Texas, she headed north
to New York with a friend for the
summer and landed a job as a
receptionist with a publishing
company.

"l picked it as much because
they were friendly to me," Chest-
nutt said. *l didn’t have {o wear
nice clothes because ] couldn't
alferd them, as I picked il lor any-
thing else."

After wo and a hall years she
moved on lo the American Journal
of Nursing for an equally lenglhy
job stay where she jokingly
referred Lo hersell as an "NN," a
non-nurse who was not aliowed 1o
write about health.

“N was a terrific experience,” she
said.

Chestnuil almast took a job as
an associate editor with a dental
trade magazine after leaving the
American Journal of Nursing but

Woman's Day is lhe anly
woman’s magazine ol the seven
sister chain that has never had a
man as editor-In-chief, according
to Chestnutt, It was the first to
present information on topics such
as lumpectomy, wile batiering,
child sexual abuse and the affect
on children of pornoegraphy on the
Internet.

“We've never gotten the credil for
that." she said. "We still don't gel
the credil for what we do. Theve is
still an zoarmous amount of sex-
ism."

The new ;uen's magazines arc
very strongly influenced by the
women's magazines and are full of
serviee Information, according to
Chestnult,

"It is bolh amusing and irritat-
ing 1o the women in the business

The stalf at Woman's Day has
regular brainstorming sesslons for
the publication's 17 issues a year.

Alter an idea has been approved,
there is the arlcle side and the
service side of development. Article
cdltors are usually found at their
desks while service editors are out
shooling piclures or shopping for
props,

Most stories that are published
go through two or three revisions.

"It is a very lime- and laber-
intensive process,” she said.

The service editors have to pro-
duce objrels, whether food, crafls
or fashions. They have Lo visualize
how colors wilt look on the page.
Food people have Lo keep In mind
thal, although something may
taste great, it may look terrible.

‘The next stage Is called a show-
ing. The varlous departments will
have everything from the cralt ftem
to the prepared reclpe on display
for Chestnutt, the art director and
{he copy writers who will go
through every minute detail,

The pholography aspect of the
precess presents unfque problems.
It can take lwo hours or more to
turn a model inlo what readers
will eventually see in the maga-
zine. The makeup specialists have
had to turn a cold sore inlo a
mele, and hide a pully complexion
and even bruises. One model
boiched her own hair when she
tried to cul her bangs and other
models show up looking gaunt,

Chestnutt and other edilors
have recently turned to models
they uscd 1@ Lo 15 years ago who
are still in the business but are
now in their 30s and 40s.

“They have regular bodies, have
a fresher Jook to them,” she said.
"We are nol finding the models we
need.

Everyonc gets tired. Tn fact, some philoso-
phers have described life ltselfl as a process of
increasing fatipue. But when fatigue becomes
persisteni or overwhelming, it may signal the
onset of disease.

Fatigue is one of the most common com-
plaints encountered by physielans in primary
care practlees and is reported as a symptom in
more than 20 percent of patient visits. [n mosl
cases, this complaint is associaled wilh a
short-lived Ilness lasting less than one month.

Unusual fatigue that persists for more than
six months may be related to an underlying
disease thal can be uncovered by a medical
evalualion. In many, these complaints are
accompanied by other symptems, including
feverishness, headache, abnormal sleep, jolnt
pains, fmpaired thinking and depressed moad.

Unexplainable ilinesses of this kind have
been common in medical practice for as long as
historieal records have been avallable. The {ll-
ness that we call chronic fatigue syndrome
today was known as "febricula” (or “litile fever”)
in the 17th century, as "Da Costa’s Effort Syn-
drome” during the American Clvil War, as
“neurasthenia” by the {urn of the cenury. and
as “chronic menonucleosis” by the 1970s,

The term “chronic falifue syndrome™ was
selected as a proper name for the disorder by a
panel of experts, since it reflects the central
symptom of the disorder but does not Implicate
a cause,

Outpatient Education and Management

Suceessful management of CHF often
requires major lllestyle adjustments by patienls
and their families and frequently includes tak-
ing mudtiple wedications and modifying dietary
habits and daily activilies. This is when a
health care prefessional's focus turns to help-
ing CHF patlents and their famiics in coping
with the disease primarily o an oul-patienl
hasis.

Dr. Robert Stomel. the chief of cardiology and
director of 1he Cardiovascular Health Center at
Botsford General Hospital, has long felt that
education and emotional support are the keys
lo decreasing reacimlssion rates and prolonged
hospitalization.

"Years ago, palients with diabetes had to see
thelr doclor to receive insulin shots. Today,
diabetic pallents treat themselves with their
doclors' help.”

Support groups such as the one at Botslord
allow individuals te gather. share thelr
thoughls and concerns, and grow lo under-
stand the emolional and physical impact of
hearl failure.

Supyporl group leader Marsha Kadish, RN,
MBSN, is the clinleal nurse specialist in charge
of Botsford's Cengestive Heart Fallure Clinie,
She has slgnificant experience helping inpa-
tlents and oulpatients cope with this disease,
The group's [acilitator, Jenniler Cryslal, MA,
LPC, has a background in counseling peaple
with chronie illness,

The group discusses topies chosen by (he
participants including. bul not mited to, dict
management, coping with CHF, Nukl restric-
tions and understanding the disease iiself,

Dr. Chrislapher Scheoley, the direclor of
Botsford's Congestive Heart Failure Ciinie,
helieves thal support groups can make a differ-
enee,

case, and the emetional support of sharing like
experiences with each other, we will posilively
smpact e key problems associated with this
disease.”

persistent viral infeclions, disorders ol the
immusne syslem, envirenmenlal (oxins. nutri-
tional deficiencies and psychiatric disorders
{e.g.. depressionl,

In facl, there is no onvincing evidence lo
suggest thal any of these theories are correct
for any significart proportion of chrenic fatigue
patients. Indeed, the nolion that this disorder
has a single, coherent cause is probably incor-
rect.

Because chronic fatigue is defined as a disor-
der without a clear medical or psychiairic
cause, there is no objective lest or laboratory
procedure 1o confirm a case. Likewise, there
are no exfernal or physical signs of the disor-
der. Consequently. the diagnosis is based on
the absence ol medical disease and the
patient’s report of profound faligue and four or
mare additional symptoms in the table below,

With such a vague and subjeclive definition
of the disorder, il is nol surprising that paticnls
give very diflerenl accounts ol how thelr iliness-
es began, how they perceive their various
symptoms and how disabling the cendition is
for them. The diversity of Lhese accounts has
led some physicians {o propose that chronic
fatigue syndrome may be caused by a variety of
physical or psychologleal factors,

[n spite of all these vagaries, pallents with
chironic faligue do seem lo experience:

» Changes In certain bleod cells thal suggest
a mild and subtle activation of lhe immune
systent

* Decreases in the productlon of cerlain hor-
mones that normally respond lo siress and ill-
ness;

+ A drop in blood pressure or passing oul
when they are tested on a tilt-(able.

The meaning of these findings is still unclear,
and none of them is useful in diagnosing
chronic fatigue syndrome, since the findings
are not present in all patients. However, they
are the subject of actlve research which hope-
fully will lead to an underslanding of how the
disabling symptoms are produced.

For the present, how should people with
chronte faligue syndrome be treated? Al the
University of Michigan Chronic Fatigue Clinic,
we aperale from the perspective that the cause
of the condition is unknown and therefore
untrealable. Consequently, we focus on any
treatable medical or psychiatrie condition thal
patients may have in addition to thelr chronie

fatigue. since those may be contribuling to-

their 11 health.
We advise a gradual return lo normal sleep
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and physical activily as tolerated. There is no
evidence that physical activity worsens the con-
dition, whereas absolule rest leads to physical
decondilioning which may impede recovery.

The impact of many of lhe symptoms of
chronic fatigue (v.g.. pain, headache, insomnia,
depression, cloudy thinking) can be Jessened
with the use of safe, FDA-approved mediea-
tions. tmprovements in these symptoms may
enable patients to make positive changes in
their lifestyle that witl eventualty permit them
1o emerge from their disability.

Most palienis imprave over a period of
months {or even years), and many return to
normal heal(h. There is no “cure” for the condi-
Uon in the usual sense. and it is hoth mistead-
ing and cruel 1o markel therapies with that
claim. Like other disorders for which conven-
tional mediclne has only limited impact, chron-
ic faligue syndrome has aliracted all manner of
medical quackery. much of which s unneces-
sarily expensive and some which is oulright
dangerous. '

Uniil more is knewn about this disorder,
chronic fatigue patients arc best served by find-
ing a caring and sympathetic general physician
who will treal their symptoms and be sensllive
{o thelr indtviduai needs.

Definition of Chronic Fatigue Syndrome

Unexplained chronic fatigue for more than
six months that can hinder occupational, edu-
cational, soclal and personal activities. Chronic
fatigue syndrome is not lifelong or a result of
ongoing exertien. Nor can it be substantially
relieved by rest.

Feur or more of the foflowing concurrent
symploms:

* [mpaired memory or cencentration

+ Sore throal

+ Tender iymph nodes in the neck or armpits

* Muscle pain

* Multi-joint pain

» New headaches

» Unrefreshing sleep

+ Post-exerlion malaise
