HELP FOR FROZEN
SHOULDER

The condilibn commonly known as
frozen shoulder {adhesive capsulitis) is
characletized by a shoulder 1hat is so stiff
and painful that it is impessible to move
normally. Tha problem usually slarls with
a sfight injury or & minar incldence of
bursitis or tendinitis which pravents use of
Ihe joint. Eventually, & vicious circle of
stilfness, pain, and disusa may follew that
leads to weakening of the lissues and
less of function of |ke shoulder. If lefl
untreated, 1he cendiion may slowly
progress 1o tha point whare the stiffened,
Immobile shoulder may show partial
improvemant, follewed by no more fesling
ol pain; howaver, shoulder mobity may
tamain permanently impaired. For this
reason, it is important 1o seek treatment
when you think that frozen shouider may
be developing. The physical therapist can
improve moblity with exercises, incluging
thosa to preserve or increase the range
of molion of the shoulder.

Like it or nol we are the
community’s messenger, and we all know what hap-
pens to the messenger who is the bearer of bad
NEWS. _

It is a role ] readily accept. I'm not complaining
about it, but [ would like to share a concept that
seems to be foreign to some people.

Think about it. If we truly disliked teachers, if we
were indeed anti-education, il we really didn't care,
we wouldn't bother writing one word aboul our
schools, teachers, administrators or board members.

In short, we would ignore their very existence,

But we don't do that. We attend meetings, go into
the schools, write about the teachers and students,
and yes, volce our criticisms when they don't quite
hit the mark.

For a profession that supposedly encourages crili-
cal thinking, 1 find il interesting that there is a rush
to condemn those who are critical of public educa-
tion.

If “anti-education™ means that I can't voice my
desires to help improve the education of students
then so be it. T'll gladly accept the label rather than
ignore the schools and the young minds that learn
there.

For a lonpume resident, such as
Sarah Gray, president of the
Southeast Shawood Homeowners
Assoclation, iU's a fairness [ssue.

"I think It's aboul time. [ think
developer impact fees are wonder-
ful. Why should we keep paying
and paying again?” Gray said.

But some developers point oul
that any new fee will be a pass-
through, a cost of daing business
that will be borne by fulure home
Iuyers and lenanis.

“Everyone (hinks that they're
assessing the developer with an
fmpact fee, whal ey are In fact
doing fs assessing the next genera-
tion of buyers,” Michael Horowilz,
presiclent of the Selecttve Group,

saiel, “It's politically expetient 1o
tax a cleveloper without a vole.”

Horowitz, developer of Green-
wood Oaks and Haverhlll Farm
subdivisions, argues that the peo-
ple wha are uslng infrastructure
suchi s roads should pay for it

One probiem with fmpacl fees,
he added, is (hat too many uplront
vosls may foree smaller developers
out of the markel, offering fewer
choices lor home buyers.

In the proposed legislation. a
community would be required Lo
dralt a tralflc improvement ptan
pinpointing areas near the new
development {hat might need work
within the next five years due to
present or fulure traffic. Develop-
ers would be able to petition for
exemption and could get relm-
bursements from [ulure Impact
fees assessed neighboring develop-
ers. In additien, the donalien of
road rights-of-way could be count-
ed as a lee,

The proposed law woukd require
90 percent of any sum collerled to
be spent on lraffic improvements
within the development's zone,
while ten pereent coukd be allocat-
ed for roads citywide,

Cily Manager Ed Kriewall agrees
that It's the new home buyer who
will pay Lhe costs, but he supports
the coneept of Infrastruclure
fripact fees.

L wondd appear developers do
quite well with developments. New
development 1s a burden on a
communily and they should pay
for Il They'll Just pass I( on to the
huver.” Krlewall sald.

"We do a very good Job historl-
cally In Novi in shilling as many of
the cosls as we can o the develop-
cr. One lumndred percent of water,
sewer and stormwater sewers
developers pay entirely. Some
communities are not thal aggres-
sive.”

Novl has lunded much of its
road improverents through voler-
approved bond issues, which trig-
der taxes borne by evervone who
owns property - businesscs, new
homeowners and Jonglime resi-
dents.

in the 1970s, Novi had an urdi-
nanee requiring developers o pay
half the cost of adjacent road
impravernents, bul this collapsed
following a legal challenge.

faculty members,

“New bulldings are nol
required,” Keith told the OCC
Board of Trusiees at the March 17
meeting. Bul a li of concrete has
been and is being laid in drive-

ways, parking lots, pedesirian
watks and bridges, and a lot of cli-
mate conirol work must be done.

Keith sald Lhe major critleism of
Orchard Ridge is that “it tends to
be isolationist. We'd like to be
more collegial.” Student services
(admisslons, financial aids) should
be grouped for “one-stop shop-
ping™. two-person facully offices
would promote colleglalily; each
bullding should have individual
and group study space, faculty
meeling space and student Jounge
spact.

Board chair Judith Wiser of
West Bloomfleld asked Kelth to
present Ideas for promoting non-
students visits to OCC’s most
famous campus. ‘It's one thing to
imprave i1, but let’s let people
know. That campus has had a big
drop in enrollment,” Wiser said.

preparation? Dennls Preebe, local
golf pro and personal {rainer. says
probably nol.

Precbe owns Goll Elc.. a local
golf Lraining company that com-
bines golf instruction with golf
specific physieal conditioning for a
complete approach lo the game,
He has designed programs for
individual clients from celebrities
to the physically challenged,
beglnners te pros. since 1975, and
has currently formed a joini ven-
ture with the Water Wheel Health
Club in Nerthville for individual
and group sessions.

Preebe says, "Most golfers think
preparing for the seasort and plan-

ning betler is the result of beating
more golt balls. Actually. the oppo-
slle 19 true, hitting goll balls with
your current swing can anly make
it tougher. Qthers think the
answer is in the latest equipment,
The secred is - there is no secret,

“The louring pros all swing dif-
ferently and all use different
equipment. The one allribute they
all have in eommon is balance.
Balance comes from being flexible,
strong and understanding how
your body works while playing a
particular sport, Your body will
seck to malotain its balance, Your
body doesn'l care if you hit the
ball ar where il goes. Improving
your balance throughout your
game will lel you play your best
antl be more consistent,”

Since the key ingredient is to
improve your balance, and ulli-
mately your swing and game. here
are some preseason tips for an
injury-free, improved goll season.

* Year round condilioning -
every golfer is at different skill Jev-
els, but Lo hetp avold back and

shoulder injuries and to get the
most cut of your season even the
Sunday golfer necds to look al
conditioning. Types of condllioning
include:

s Flexibility - strelching is key.
There are specific golf strelches
bul even basic stretching helps.
Never bounce during the sirelch
and hold the sireteh for 15 1> 30
seconds each.

» Cardiovascular condilioning -
it 18 very important to maintain
some level of cardiovascular condi-
tioning. Walk, treadmill, swim or
jog - three Lo our times a week,
20-30 minutes while maintaining
your target heart rate. {Check with
a litness professional or physieian
lo determine your specific
hearirate range.)

* Slrength - shoulder ane back
fnjuries have become commen in
the game, Preebe states, "A ceriain
amount of injury s more problem-
atic in the game due to the specific
movement of the body, bul being
stronger and in betier overall
physical shape minimizes your

risk.”

Look lo some weight training to
strengthen the muscles. Depend-
ing on how serlous you are, you
may investigale dolf specific lrain-
ing programs. Baskelball players
train differently than foothall play-
ers. Golfers should train for golf.

* Mainlain your bodyweighl -
“There are gollers of all sizes and
weight, some very good. But your
body has to compensale for lhe
weight factor,” Dennis says. Carry-
ing a lot of extra welght is just one
more marginal faclor in your
pame,

Combining these condiliening
faclors with practice and proles-
sfonal golf instruetion are vital
ingredients to overall preparalion.

All foods can fit into a healthful diet

It s hard to describe the eating styles of ordi-
nary Americans without contradicling oneself.

On Lhe one hand,
statistic aller slatistic
shows that Ameritans
seem lo be obsessed
with eating right;

only about 30 percent of Americans are dolng
wha they can to eat healthiully.

Why?

A recent natlonal survey conducted by The
American Dietetic Association found that per-
ceived obstacies of {aste, ime and confusion
about nutrition information are deterring most
Arnericans from achieving a healthful eating
style.

The slogan for the 1997 National Nutrition
Month campaign will help consumers learn
that all foods can fI{” into a healthful diet and
that enjoylng a varlely of foods encourages ife-
long, healthful ealing habils. Thousands of
local and national groups, privale companles
and public agencies are expecied to host activi-
tles to reach the public in all 50 states with the
campaign’s messages. ‘

For the first time, ADA and Dietitians of
Canada are joining forces during National
Nutrition Month to reach the public with a
common message. All across Canada, con-

sumers will Jearn how “all foods can fit” inlo a
heaithful cating style.

So what constitules a "healthy” diet? Con-
trary te popular belief, the healthies! diet isn't
necessarily 100 percend fal free, or sugar [ree.
or low sodium. A “healthy” diet 1s one that i
based on three Important principles: balance,
variety and moderallon.

A balanced diet is one that does no! exclude
any one pariicular food group. The “lbod pguide
pyramid” is an excellent guide to daily food
choices, Each of the food groups provide some,
but not all, of the 40 or more nutrients needed
for good health. Foods in ene group cannol
replace (hose in another. In other words, noe
one food group is more important than another,

To ensure adequate nutrition for good health, .

you need to incorporate them all.

Variety is simple: It's Including a wide assort-
ment of foods in your diet. Balancing oul a
variely of selectlons during the course of a day
or week. with an emphasis on grain-based
dishes and fruits and vegetables, can Jead to an
overall healthful eating patiern,

Moderation ts something many Americans
often ignore. Webster defines the word “moder-
ate” as “observing reasonable limits.”

Moderation Is the key to making all foods a
part of healthful eating. It doesn't mean you
give up certain foods, it means setting limits on
how much and how often.

A healthful eating pattern is not created or
destroyed by one meal or one food. It is the
overall pattern of jood intake and cholees over
time thal are important,

There are times when you fee] the need fo
indulge on certain foods, such as a candy bar
or goopy pizza. If you go a bit overboard with
high-fat {ood, balance your diet with a variety
of grain foods, fruits and vegetables and other

lower fal choiees from the base of the "food
gulde pyramid” during the next day or two.

By following these basic guidelines, con-
sumers can eal right and stay physically aclive
while redueing their risk of nutrition-related
diseases such as diabetes. cardiovascular dis-
ease and cerlain cancers:

* Be realistic. Make small gradual changes ta
your eating pattern and level of physical activi-
ty. Small steps work helter than giant leaps.
