Forly years ago the low spot on
Adolf and Ginger Meyer's farm at
the corner of Haggerty and Mead-
owbrook roads began to fill with
waler. Many years later, ihe spot
was dug out as a pond to capture
the run off from the adjacent
farmland.

Unfortunalely, the pond
became ripe with weed and algae

The disLrict is holding open meelings
to form a cadre of 20 Lo 30 people who
will work for (he next three lo four
years on researching, developing and
implementing the alternative elemen-
tary school.

We think most people would want to
know if a convicted sex offender was
living next door to them. As ol April 1,
a new law enables the public o find
out the names, addresses and physical
descriptions of convicted sex oflenders
from the police in their communitics.
We think it's a good idca. But it will
only work if members of the communi-
ly read it, il they take the time to head
aver to the local police department and
look al the list. We encourage Lhem to
do so.

The law is modeled after "Megan's
Law,” named for 7-year-old Megan
Kanka who was raped and murdered
stveral years ago by a man living next
door to her New Jersey home. The
guilty ndividual was a convicted sex
offender.

The creator of the Michigan amend-
ment, Sen. Michael Bouchard R-Birm-
ingham, thinks Michigan residents.
have right to know. Ht is a heinous
crime in which offenders often have a
history of repeat oflenses.

And although convicted sex offend-
ers have served their fail time, we don't
agree that means they arc necessarily
rehabllitated and ready to society.
However, we repeat the words of cau-
tion stressed by Jocal police depart-
ments. We don't want to see residents
becoming criminals themselves by
aiming retribution at names on the
list. Nor cdo we want to see or hear of
residents stalking or harassing these
offenders. 1t is not so people can take
the law into their own hands to punish

And my
making sure that the valnerable in our
soclety - children, adolescents, the
elderly - are not left in a position
where they can be victimized.

in addition we would like to point
out the problems wilh Lhe law. While
sex offenders are required to regisier
with the local police in the city in
which they live, that information is not
always current, A listed sex offender at
a certain address could have moved
and nol registered elsewhere. There-
fore, the sex offender may not even live
at the address listed.

We suggest the state change the lisl
to contain Informalion about the date
of the regisiration for the address. We
would urge Lhe state to shore up this
law with a betler program of tracking
sexual offenders, so that residents can
rest assured that the information is
current, and therefore accurate.

This law can be very helpful to
neighborhoods where there is suspi-
cion of such activity happening.

Bul it can also be used incorrecily.
We urge Novi residents to understand
the possible unreliability of the infor-
mation and use the list for the good of
the community. '

Cruising lakes is thing of the past

Smooth sailing,
calm breezes and
luxurious dining
have been the
ingredients Jor an
elegant and restlul
vacation lor
decades. Whereas
most of today’s
cruises require a
flight  oul ol
Detroit’s Melra Air-
porl to reach the
ship, at one time
Delroit itsell served as a port of call on a
very popular cruise line up through the
1960s.

The Chicago. Duluth and Georgian Bay
Transil Line, commonly known as the
Georgian Bay Line, ran passenger cruises
through the Greal Lakes and the S
Lawrence Scaway (or much ol the early to
mid-20th cenlury.

The steamship line began in 1912, build-
ing its first ship. the 8.S. North American,
{he next vear. This was lollowed by her sis-
fer ship. the $.S. South American. buill
also in Ecorsc. in 1914, The two ships
were joiried some 25 years later by the 5.5,
Alabama.

Detroit passergers could board the ships

Barbhara
Louie

at the Detroit River berth, at the oot of
Forl Street, near where the allices were
headquartered, Frons there, (hey could sail
to such parts as Mackinac Island,
Houghton, Duluth, Chicago. Saull Ste.
Maric, Buffalo, Cleveland andl more,

In 1946, the Georgian Bay Line sold the
S.S. Alabama at public auction, lts last
season saw (he ship sailing between Cleve-
fand and Cedar Point.

The two remaining ships enjoycd a suc-
cessful hall-century of service. but sales
figures dropped signilicantly in 1962,
making it an unprofitable year. Despile
attempts by the stockholders (o maintain
hoth ships, in 1963, he 5.8, North Ameri-
can was sol. '

This left the 5.5, South American lo be
the last ship on the Great Lakes designed
and buill exclusively for cruising. An
American flag ship. it was proud to never
have cartied automohiles or freight.

_ With only one ship to care for. the com-
pany began 1o turn a profit. Even when 2
serious crack in one of the ship's boilers
occurred in 1965, the immense cost of
repairing il was considered worth it since
the Soulh Amecrican was creating good
husiness lor the company. Trips to Mon-
treal's Expo ‘67 World's Fair far excceded
the company’s expeclations, and Lhe

fulure looked bright indeed for the Geor-
gian Bay Line.

However, the jubilalion was nol 1o lasl
long. New fire salely regulations cnforced
hy the U.S. Coast Guard in 1967 serlously
affected the S.5. South American. Comply-
ing with the new regulations would have
meant a complete overhauling of the 53-
year-old vessel, a task the company was
nol prepared (o underlake,

In the fall of 1967, under the command
of Capl.

¢o, Duluth and Georgian Bay Transit Line
sold the South American to the Sealarers
International Union, to be used for their
training program. The company was
unable to survive the loss of their only ves-
sel, and by 1969, their headquarters olfice
in the Ford Building in downtown Detroit
was already lisled as “vacant.”

Great Lakes cruising had become, sadly,
a thing of the past.
