It's the real conlilialici center, 
Blinking llglils and green computer screens 

l l lumiiiate, the dimly l i t room. Cops walk In 
and out, picking up papenvork, exchanging 
stories. Radio transmissions at a continuous 
buzz keep the rooill without windows to the 
outside world alive, 

l l 's the dispatch cenler at the Novl police 
station where calls for help first arrive. It's the 
llrst step in putt ing out a lire, helping a chok­
ing victim stay conscious. Or slopping a bur­
glary in progress. 

It's also the most crucial step, 
"If you're not calm, llinc times out of ten the 

people screaming a l the lop of t l le i r lungs 
can't stay calm or the situation gets worse," 
said, Novi dispatcher T im Walton. "Then you 
don't do thenl any good." 

Walton and six other dispatchers take the 
9-1-1 calls, police and fire calls not only for 
Novi but also for South Lyon and Wixom, 
They also dispatch fire calls for Lyon Town­
ship, The staff is short flve dispatchers, while 
they wait for trainees to finish the three to 
four months of training required for the Job, 

'There's big turnover because of the stress. 

because of the condit ions we work under, 
explained Donna Cerretani, who has 15 yearsL. 
experience with Novl, "A lo l of II has to do 
with not i)eing abie to leave," 

A pair of dispalchei's work eighl lioui's q day 
and rarely have the oppor tun i ty to grab a 
burger and fries, or run an erran(l on a lunch 
hour. Their job keeps thenl in the large room 
full of colnputer, telephone and radio equip­
ment, 

"You generally don't gel to leave for lunch or 
dinner, so most of the officers are good aboul 
asking If we need anything," Cerrelani said.

if you're having trouble sleeping 
and need to count sheep, you 
won't have to rely on your imagi­
nation. 

Sometime in the second week of 
May, as many as 100 very preg­
nant ewes wi l l he luniheri i ig off 
inicks and into the pastures of the 
MSU Tollgate Education Center, 

"Big, white woolly rocks," said 
Roy Prentice, Tollgate farm manag­
er. 

"•fliey're really going lo be a wiy 
lun thing. It'll be a nice addition to 
ihc Novi coillmunity." 

Next to arrive al this outdoor 
nurseiy will he a guardian lor the 
mothers and aiiywhero from 100 
to 200 lanihs, but don't expect a 
sheepdog. It'll be a llama or don­
key. 

While sheep grazing on rol l ing 
green meadows seimis more like a 
scene from rural Ireland than the 
congested center of Novi. 

The idea is to help small farmers 
w i t h i n Liv ingston and Oakland 
counties - some with as few as five 
to ten acres -- learn basic jlasture 
and sheep mailagemeni strategies. 

"We are going to demonstrate 
(llffereill kinds of animal manage-
iiienl and techniques which will he 
j)f value for many pastures," Pren-
(ice explained. 

Whi le sheep may be organ ic 
lawn mowers, the way lo do this is 
keep Iheril moving, he added. They 
also a ren ' t p icky abou t w h a t 
greenery they eai . so po ten t ia l 
sheep owners are advised lo fence 
them oul from prized gardens and 
saplings. 

A small farmer can run about 
three ewes wi th lambs per acre, 

Prentice said. 
At Tol lgate. por table electr ic 

fences wil l be shh'ted throughout 
the farm's acres. As research, the 
sheep will he fed various types of 
feed and pasturage 

Sheepl'armer Dave Johnson of 
Howell is helping Tollgate gather 
Its Hock. MSU Extension Agent 
Janice Endsley. who is stationed 
il l Livingston County, and MSU 
veterinary professor Dr. Joe Rook 
have been planning the project for 
the |)asl year. 

Wliilc potential farmers may he 
few within Novi these days, every­
one wil l be able to escape from 
urban s t ress hy w a t c h i n g the 
sheep grazing in the grass. Toll-
gate is al the northwest corner of 
'I'welve Mi le and Meadowbrook 
roads. 

Prentice said visitors will he wel­
come and informatloil on the pro­
ject will be available. 

That's one reason a guai'd dog 
won't he on the job. It might be a 
litt le loo gruf f wi th people. Don­
keys and llamas also share that 
protective Instinct but are a little 
nlore la id back w i t h h u m a n s . 
Either type of four-legged security 
cop wil l fend off any stray dogs 
eying the lambs, 

"Tiley bas ica l l y leave people 
alone and there's a high cute fac­
tor," Prentice said, 

Por domest ic s tock, Tol lgate 
already has two draft horses, origi­
nally fronl Greenfield Vil lage, to 
pul l wagons for hayrldes. Some 
s u m m e r s , beef ca t t le are sent 
down fronl MSU to savor the local 
grass at Tollgate, 

The 160-acre fa rm Is also a 
magnet for locals like deer, wood-
chucks and geese.

The 1997 budget tliat President Clinton recently sent to Congress has generated 

much excitement among homeowners, The budget includes tax cuts lor American 
homeowners which would eliminate capital gains taxes for over 99 percent of home 
sales. The end ol this tax will have a profound impact on real estate sales, lilestyle 
choices, and will dramatically simplify taxes and record-keeping lor over 60 million

With this change, a married couple filing their taxes |Ointly would pay capital gams 
taxes only on that portion of home sales profits that exceeds $500,000. Single 
taxpayers, heads of households, and married persons filing separately could exclude 
up to $250 000. The exclusion would be available lor all sales ol homes occurring on 
or after January 1, 1997. Homeowners could use this tax-free provision every two 
years. Congressional action on the budget is expected in late summer or fall of this 

The current $125,000 one-time tax-free exclusion for homeowners aged 55 and 
older would be eliminated. This exclusion would also replace the traditional rollover 
rules that require a person to buy a replacement home ol higher or equal cost within 
two years of the sale.

When a 9-1-1 call conles in, the 
address, honlcowner and other 
Information appears automatically 
on a computer screen. The d is ­
patcher gathers inforlllation about 
the situation and seiuis the appro­
pr ia te response team of e i ther 
po l i ce o f f i cers , f i re f igh te rs or 
pamnledics. 

If the call is a hang-iip, the dis­
patchers call back to ensure every­
th ing is OK, It 's nol unusua l to 
have children dial the emergency 
code, or have homeowners accl-
deiilally hit the emergency button 
programmed into the phone when 
dusting or dialil lg ailother nulllber. 

Dispatcher Tim Walton said he's 
learned to l isten to the tone of 
voice or noise in the background to 
determine if the caller is telling the 
t ru th . Sonielinies a domestic vio­
lence vlct i l l l calls police bu l the 
batterer hangs up an(l answers the 
call back. 

"You tend to develop an 
instinct," dispalcher Donna Cerre­
tani explained, "You learn how lo 
get information out of them," 

Police cars appear on another 
computer which tracks where the 
cars are ilatrolling or where they 
are assigned. Dispatchers check in 
wi th the squad cars to ensure a 
trafllc stop or investigative assign­
ment has gone wilhoul ineident. 

"The i r safety fa l ls into ou r 
balids," Cerretani said. "We have 
the officers to keep an eye on." 

Dispatc l ier .s also receive 
reciuests Irom olhcers i'or coiiipuler 
checks of possible suspects or 
driving records. And they hll out 
pajlerwork. 

What k i n d of ca l ls you get 
depends oil the time of day, the 
dispalrhers explained. Mornings 
consisl mainly of traffic accidents, 
dlie to the rush hour. Afternoons 
consisl of more rush hour acci­
dents and nuisance calls. After­
noons arc busier because school is 
out, dispatchers said, Nlglil calls 
in Novi consist of larcenies from 
autos or domestic calls.

They 
alteilcied all of those aetivities anil 
a whole lot more, according to high 
scliool and dis l r ie l officials wl lo 
are st i l l t ry ing lo son out what 
exact ly look plaee du r i ng the 
spr ing recess t r ip March 30 to 
April 6. 

l^uniors of all-iiiglit beer parlies, 
hgl i ls, wet T-shi r t contests and 
blatant sexual coiuluet have been 
e i reu la t i ng t h rough the h igh 
school htdlways, along with photos 
of sl i idenis dr inking alcohol and 
female students posing topless. 

District OlTlcials reiiort thai this 
year's spring break aclivities took 
Iheir loll on students. One student 
suffered a broken jaw after he 
crashed a jet ski while allegedly 
inlo.xieated, Iwo students were 
assaulted, and one was so trauma-
t i m l by the t r ip that she .swal­
lowed a bottle of pills and ended 
up in intensive care last week. 

While officials arc troubled by 
Ihe reports, Ihey arc equally dis­
turbed that the man who arranged 
llie students' spring break vaca­
tion is a school district employee, 

Steve Holnlan, the owner and 
operator of Dream On Travel and 
Tours, is responsible for Ihc heat­
ing, ventilation, and air condition­
ing of the district's school facilities 
and nms his travel agency ou l of 
bis home as a sideline. 

This week school officials are 
inves t iga t ing whether Ho ln lan 

might have inadvertently niisrepre-
senled the district in bis involve­
ment with the spring break trip. 

Super in tenden t Leonard 
Re/.ni ierski sa id Monday he is 
deeply troubled by tile alleged con­
duct of the students in Caneun, 
He added lhal Ihe district will vig­
orously investigate all reports of 
misbehavior, 

"IThe allegations! ('onccni me a 
great deal because Ihe d is t r i c t 
always looks out for the well being 
of our students," he said, "Al Ihis 
time 1 don't have all the facts .so I 
can't say how we w i l l respond, 
WIlat 1 have heard thus far doesn't 
-sound good, and the allegations 
are disturbing." 

The Irij) was not saiiclioned by 
the scl iool d i s t r i c t , Rezmierski 
added. 

'I'lie dislr iel boasis a policy of 
"zero tolerance" with sludeilts who 
use drugs and alcohol, but w i th 
the drinking age .set al 18 in Can­
eun, the possibilities for students 
to consume alcohol were numer­
ous. 

Ilolman admitted that fact in an 
inteiVlew this week, and said the 
parents of students wllo look the 
trip knew, up front, that drinking 
could take place. 

"I bad a meeting v/itil all of Ihc 
parents last September and told 
them that the drinking age in Can­
eun was 18 years, and lhat if Iheir 
kids drank in Northville they most 
likely would drink in f ancun," he 
explained. "! didn't hide anything 
from them.

"On the whole Ihe students were 

great, and they enjoyed Caneun," 
lie said, "There were only |a fewl 
sl iulenls that caused problems, 
and I really couldn't do anything 
aboul that. 

"I advised ISludenl Assistance 
Coordinator! Charlie Stilec that a 
few of the students had problems 
wilh alcohol because 1 wanted to 
make sure those kids got some 
help.-

Holman also said he informed 
all parents that the trip was nol 
saiiclioned by the school district, 
and lhat there wouldn't be chapcr-
ones, 

"I let everyone know, on more 
than one occasion, that the tr ip 
was not connecte(l in any way with 
the high school or the school dis-
I r id , " he explained. "1 feci that 1 
did not misrepresent myself or the 
school district,"

which specializes in college spring 
break getaways. The company 
advertises i ts Caneun vacat ion 
package as i nc l ud ing a s p r i n g 
lircak booze cruise, beer blast j u n ­
gle tour, foam party and 100 free 
beers for vacationers staying at 
select hotels. 

According to Holman d i s t r i c t 
ofhcials didn't raise any concerns 
aboul last year's senior trip which, 
he ex|)laiiled, was worse than Ihe 
Caneun episode, 

"The kids thai went to Caneun 
th is year were, by far, more 
responsib le t han last year ' s 
seniors," he sa id , "There were 
more problcnls with kids and alco­
hol last yeal'."

util i t ies set to fight deregulatiol i

Outstale Michigan Is preparetl to 
battle the electric giants, Detroit 
Edison and Consumers Energy, 
even though a publ ic hearing in 
Detroit was tame. 

In Lansing, A t t o rney General 
F rank Kelley and E r i c Schnc i -
dcwind, a former chalr inan of the 
Michigan Public SeiVice Commis­
sion, opposed the MPSC staff plan 
to allow deregiilation of. and conl-
petition in, the electric industrj'. 

They said the plan is rigged in 
Edison's and Consumers' favor 

It "shifts costs from Investors to 
ratepayers and consiimers," Kelley 
said In a March 25 Ilearii lg. 

Schneldewind, an attorney rep­
resen t i ng Energy M i c h i g a n , a 
group of a dozen producers and 
business users, attaeketl both uti l ­
ities' plans. 

He said the p r o p o s a l wou ld 
"make coinpetitfon so uneconomic 
that all Consumers customers who 
switch from tariff service to retail 
wheeling service would pay iligher 
rales. 'No Edison customer would 
save more t h a n 5 pe rcen t " by 
switching suppliers. 

Heart of the matter Is "stranded 
costs . " the inves tments electric 
compan ies made to serve cus­
tomers because of pas t regula­
t i o n s . Ed ison a n d C o n s u m e r s 

want lo pass stranded costs onto 
custoillcrs who switch suppliers. 

Schneldewind. in a formal writ­
ten rep ly , said those st randed 
costs wou ld amount to 1.26 to 
1.45 cents per ki lowatt hour for 
Consumers ' customers and 1.9 
cents for Edison customers who 
switch. 

Those costs arc about 14 to 20 
percent higher than average resi­
dential electric rates in Michigan. 

"The c o m m i s s i o n shou ld be 
aware that electric customers will 
not switch to rlon-ulil lty providers 
unless they save at least 10 to 15 
perceni," said Schneldewind. "By 
i h i s tes t , no c u s t o m e r would 
switch to competitive service with 
ihe stranded cost rates proposed 
by Edisoil and Consumers." 

Efllson argued that wi th compe­
tition, rustonlers would pay 8 per­
cent less - assuming they stayed 
with their present uti l ity and didn't 
switch. 

Scllileldewiild attacked a second 
part of the utilities' plan - issuing 
bonds to spread their stranded 
costs over a 15-year period. "Edi­
son's own filing sliows that bond­
ing would add over $3.4 billion of 
new tax and interest charges to 
customer bills to retire $2.7 billion 
of'stranded costs.' 

" S e c u r i t i z a t i o n (new bonds) 
shoiild be rejected because it more 

than doubles tot;il stranded costs 
while only producing 8 to 9 per­
cent rate reductions." lie said. 

Sclmcldewind's exhibit showed 
l h a t "Detro i t Ed i son s t randed 
costs can be reduced to $1.16 bil­
lion" through different metllods of 
calculation. 

For Consiinicrs fCncrgy. Schel-
dewind said stranded costs should 
drop from 84 bil l ion to $458 mil­
lion. 

In cont ras t , he sa id . Energy 
Michigan's proposal " resul ts in 
recovery of leg i t imate st randed 
costs with surcharges that are not 
so high as lo el iminate competi­
t ion. The Energy Michigan plan 
conlains no retail rate increase." 

Schne ldewind served on Ihe 
MPSC from 1979 -85 under 
appoinlment from Gov. William G. 
Mi l l iken. He is w i th the I.ansing 
law f i r i i l of V a n i u n l . Riddering. 
Schmidt & Howlett. 

Kel ley. Energy Mich igan and 
AB-ATE, a g roup of i n d u s t r i a l 
usei's. asked the MPSC to conduct 
fui'ther proceedings as a "contest­
ed case." with forinal introduction 
of evidence. 

The issue arose when the Jobs 
Commission last year asked MPSC 
to deregulate e lec t r ic i ty . MPSC 
staff produced a report on how the 
goal could be accomp l i shed 
between this July 1 and 2004. 

In Grand Rapids, 15 of the 20 
speakers opposed the u t i l i t i e s ' 
plan. David Dornbos, a Steelcase 
executive who chairs ABATE, said 
his group wasn't allowed to partici­
pate in negotiations with MPSC. 

ABATE and a lobbyist for the 
Michigan Manufacturers Asocla-
tloil conlplained that MPSC negoU-
ated the plan with the utilities. 

A March 26 hearing in Detroit 
drew only one dissenting voice and 
much support from Detroit Edison 
retirees and shareholders. They 
argued for p r o t e c t i o n of t h e i r 
investment on the grounds they 
arc elderly, long-ter in, Michigan 
residents who invested in good 
faith in a regulatory climate. 

CMS Energy, paren t of Con­
sumers Energy ( fo rmer ly Con­
sumers Power), serves 1.5 mil l ion 
electric customers and 1.4 mill ion 
natura l gas customers in more 
than 60 counties. DTE Energy, 
parent of Detroit Edison, sells elec­
tricity in southeastern Michigan.

Ugly traffic ligtits 9 
You want to see ugly? Try gawking at 

the traffic lights at Main Street. 
W h i l e the d e s i g n e r s w a n t e d the 

lights strung on span wires, the Novi 
City Council asked for mast arms. Be 
careful, sometimes you get what you 
requested. 

As Novi City Manager Ed Kr iewal l 
said, "Main Street looks like a Jungle 
gym in terms of a l u m i n i i m poles all 
over the place." 

Right now, the Novi City Council is 
debating the merits of the two methods 
of d isp lay i i lg those r e d , green and 
amber lights. 

Council Member Rob Mitzel has been 
lobbying for mast arms at intersec­
tions throughout the city where feasi­
ble a n d where r o a d w i d e n i n g are 
already planned. But he says they can 
be more attractive and less bulky than 
the Main S t r e e t / G r a n d R i v e r / N o v i 
Road set. Mi tze l 's p o s i t i o n is he's 
opposed to traffic lights on wires, bob­
bing in the air. 

As part of the most recent road bond 
program, some 12 intersections in Novi 
are on the list for new traffic signals. 
That includes Nine Mile at Beck, Taft 
and Novi roads; Eleven Mile and Beck 
Road; Ten Mile and Wixom Road; Thir­
teen Mile at Decker and Meadowbrook 
roads and in the downtown area. 

To date, Novi's consultants, J C K & 
Associates '6o not recommend traf f ic 
l igh ts borne on hor i zonta l poles. In 
some cases, the soil condit ion won' t 

bear the weight, in other cases, a con­
flict exits with Detroit Edison lines and 
future road widenings. They wil l add 
$20,000 to the cost of traffic signals. 

Reasonably enough, the pro-mast 
arm faction is not pushing the struc­
tures in situations where a difficulty, 
such as Detroit Edison lines, exists. 
And maybe the set-up can be more 
a t t r a c t i v e , a l t h o u g h some proof is 
needed. 

However, the problem with the mast 
arins as we see it --- and we sure do see 
it - is that the ungainly aluminum t in ­
ker toys give an unappeal ing u r b a n 
look to what's supposed to be a sub­
urb. At Main Street, i f you're parked at 
one of these monstrosit ies, it blocks 
your view of the architectui 'e of a l l 
those new buildings l ike Vic's World 
Class Market. Instead of a horizon of 
brick and, if we're lucky, a blue sky, 
you get aluminum piping with all the 
ambiance of a boiler room. 

A council committee wil l ponder this 
issue, to determine where and when 
mast arms should be used. We suggest 
they d ra f t some members f rom the 
Novi Beautiflcation Commission or the 
Novi Arts Council or local architects to 
prov ide aesthet ic i n p u t . Residents 
need to be heard, too. 

While span wires, telephone wires 
and electrical wires are not lovely to 
look at, at least you can see past them. 
With mast arms, the visual pollution is 
really coming at you.

The distr ict has already asked the 

taxpayers for nl i l l ions of dollal-s for 
school improvements and a ilew bui ld­
ing. Asking them for any more at this 
time would bo unwise. 

Also, while f o r m i n g par tne i 'sh ips 
between school and business in tile 
community is beneficial for education­
al progi-amming, we've noticed a ten­
dency for the communi ty to look to 
business for money more often than it 
should. Business is a part of the com­
m u n i t y , b u t i t does n o l bear the 
responsibility of donating funds when­
ever asked. 

What the district should do is exam­
ine what resources it already has in 
it's possession. Think about borrowing 
from the fund balance. 

Hire students to work on the projects 
dur ing the summer to reduce labor 
costs - they can earn money and learn 
a skill. 

Utilize the parent-teacher organiza­
tions. 

Take up a inter -school col lect ion. 
Have the s tudents raise money for 
their own playgrounds. 

There arc a lot of options the district 
can use that will generate soihe of the 
funding and teach life skills to the stu­
dents. The community may have some 
additional ideas. 

Anyone with a vested interest in the 
school district should attend one of the 
public meetings held by the infrastruc­
ture committee Apri l 21 and 29 and 
put In their two cents.

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Diversity needs support of policy 
America is the 

nlost diverse coun­
l i y in the w o r l d , 
possibly one of the 
lliosl diverse soci­
eties in histoiy, 

Michigan's early 
history, for exam­
ple, mingled French 
Calholic fur tradel-s 
w i th indigenous 
Indians, Later on, 
E n g l i s h - r o o t e d 
farlllers and busi­

nessmen employed a dazzling array of eth­
nics - Irish, Poles, Flemings, Czechs, Hun­
garians, Lillluailians. After World War 11, 
drawli by the presence of good wages and 
the absence of Jim Crow segregation, 
Ihollsands of black I'alnilics immigrated 
Ironi the rural Soulh lo the factories of 
Delroit, Joine(l eventually by a latter-day 
Diaspora of Chrislian and Muslim families 
from the Middle Easl. 

The obvious sociological question - how 
lo keep sucll a helcrogeneoils society fi'om 
Hying apart at Ihe seams - has haunted 
our institutions. For the last 30 years or 
so, it has beeli an article of establishment 
faith that one ilnporlanl tool lo do so is 
"affirinalive action" -- policies that cause 
social institutions lo set aside certain ben­
efits for ethnically defined groups, 

A highly-charged example is admission 
lo colleges. Virtually eveiy university in 
Michigan t i l t s a certain port ion of i ts 
adii l issions lo accommodate students, 
principally black, who are deemed "disad-
vanlage(l" by income, by past segregation 
or by poor schooling. 

These policies came about in i'esponse to 
differing kinds of arguments, fronl the-civil 

rights movement in the 1960s asserting 
siinple Justice to the round of student 
activism in the 1980s wilh the sometimes 
explicit threat to "shut the place down," 

Though certainly not all minority high 
school graduates who are admitted by 
Michigan's universities are less qualified 
by grade-point average or aptitude test 
scores lhan the average of majority appli­
cants, there is no doiibt that some are. 

This has created two kinds of conflicts. 
At some universities where admissions are 
highly competitive - the Universi ty of 
Michigan, for example - white parents are 
outraged when their children are denied 
admission in favor of minority students 
with poorer test scores and grade point 
averages. Once on campus, however, many 
minority students are equally outraged to 
find themselves stereotyped as "quota stu­
dents," presumed to be academically infe­
rior. 

All this has contributed intensity to a 
series of legal challenges now being 
mounted against affirmative action pro­
grams of all sorts around the country. Vot­
ers in California, for example, after a nasty 
campaign that boi^dei-ed on race-baiting, 
voted last November to adopt Proposition 
2209, which eliiillnates any race-based 
preferential policy whatsoever. 

And there are legitimate constitutional 
questions havillg to do wi th the simple 
"race-blind" equality set out most com-
pellingly in the 14lh Amendment. The 
Fifth U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals last 
year struck dowll the University of Texas 
Law School's admissions policy, which was 
in part tilled to admit minority students, 
on the constitutional grounds that race or 
ethnic-based admission standards are on 
their face impermissible. Other suits are 

sure to come, and the entire issue of affir­
mative action surely is headed for the U,S, 
Supreme Court, 

So it was with great interest that I lis­
tened lasl week to retiring Wayne Stale 
University President David Adamany, who 
spoke to the Journalist of the Year award 
at some of these newspapers and was 
asked about affirmative action and univer­
sity admissions, 

'The big difference between America and 
other societies around the wodd is that 
our society, because so heterogeneous, 
has adopted for many years a k ind of 
'inclusionist' idea," said Adamany, 

"Our social policy for many years has 
been to try to find ways lo Inclutie into full 
membership in our society the endless 
stream of immigrants: Irish, eastern Euro­
pean ethnics, blacks. Latinos and Asians, 
•That's the way we have continually fash­
ioned atld refashioned America, includilig 
my own family which originally came to 
Wisconsin from 1.ebanon, 

'There is no doubt that access to learn­
ing and technology, even more than fairiily 
wealth, will deterinine success in the years 
to coille," Adamany continued, "That's 
what our great universit ies offer, and 
that's why admission to them Is such an 
important thing. And if we are going lo 
continue lo Include everyone into Ameri­
can society, that's why we need to preserve 
affirmative action admission policies," 

It's good to see such a sensible position 
taken on a contentious issue by such a 
distinguished leader.

Incentives to eliminate state unions

In December 
1987, some 56 
members of the 
United Auto Work­
ers union attended 
a pol i t ical confer­
ence at the IVjichi-
gan Inn in South-
f i e ld . For three 
days, they learned 
ways to persuade 
"swing" voters to 
vote Democrat ic . 
They used materi­

als supplied by the Democratic National 
Committee. 

Ah, but these weren't UAW factory work­
ers. They were state employees who are 
members of Local 6000 - that is, support­
ed by taxpayers. 

There had been a Civil Service Commis­
sion rule prohibiting political activity by 
classified employees while on duty. Seven 
months later, the state Civil Service Com­
mission extended the ban on pol i t ical 
activity to cover employees on leaves for 
"union business." 

And then the legal briefs hit the fan. 
Last week the case was argued before the 
Michigan Supreme Court, a body with a 4-
3 Democratic majority. 

The venerable Ted Sachs wrote the brief 
for the UAW, state AFL-CIO, American 
Federation of State, County and Municipal 
Employees, Michigan State Employees 

Association and assorted other unions. 
Sachs said the issue is "whether the 

political rights of off-duty civil servants 
can be transgressed by declaring, Alice in 
Wonderland-like, that words don't mean 
what they say but only what the speaker 
chooses them to mean." 

Sachs charged the C iv i l Service 
Commission violated the civil service sec­
tion of the Michigan Const i tu t ion, the 
Michigan Political Freedom Act of 1976, 
and the constitutional rights of free speech 
and association by focusing on political 
activity during "union leaves." 

The UAW contract provided for paid 
leaves for union activities, medical leaves, 
vacation, j u r y duty, court appearances 
and professional advancement. Wrote 
Sachs: 

"The revised rule p roh ib i ts pol i t ica l 
activity during hours when employees are 
not being compensated by the state. 

•The political ban of rule 1-5.7 exceeds 
the commission's authority to regulate 'on-
duty' activity or rulemaking. 

"The revised rule selectively prohibits 
political speech and association on the 
basis of i ts content and therefore is 
unconstitutional. 

'The activity prohibited has no relation 
to job performance." 

Deborah A. Devine, an assistant attor­
ney general, stated the Civil Service Com­
mission's case: 

"The agenda for the 'training session' 

was patently political." Using Democl-atic 
Party materials, the session was "for the 
purpose of targeting likely Republican and 
swing voters who could be persuaded to 
vote Democratic." 

Devine said the UAW used "union leave 
to take employees away from their work 
site ... The commission has not prohibited 
political activity during times when the 
employee is not being compensated by the 
state." 

Devine said the unions seek "creation of 
a separate class of classified state employ­
ees (union members) who may engage in 
partisan political activity while on duty." 

This observer will not presume to tell the 
honorable justices how to rule. 

But now you understand why Republi­
cans are so adamant about "privatizing" 
governmental services and el iminat ing 
union Jobs. 

Now you understand Gov. John Engler 
and the GOP-controlled Legislature last 
year offered a sweet early retirement plan 
to lure 7,000 workers off the payroll. Now 
y o u know why the state has set up a 
Touch-Tone telephone system for employ­
ees to get a computer estimate of their 
benefits. 

Even if Big Labor wins on constitutional 
grounds, it has given the state a whopping 
incentive to eliminate union Jobs.

Mandatory Mininlums, 

"My friend coukl be a productive 
member of society. He was not 
involved in violent d rug related 
incidents," she .said. 

Rakolz believes Cunningham, a 
high school basketball star, and 
others like h im deserve to be pun­
ished for their crimes, but not for 
life, 

"I don't condone what he d id, 
but speaking as a ta.xpayer, 1 wish 
my tilx dollars were going to pun-
ls!l more of the violent criill inals," 
she said, 

"State manda to ry m i n i m u m s 
requ i remen ts are so excessive 
especially when you take into con­
sideration lhat under federal level 
you get five years ,..We spend so 
much money housing these peo­
ple. Whatever happened to rehabil­
itation? What made them do this 
in the first place?" 

When ilot working as a paralegal 
or studying for law school, Rakotz 
spends her free tlnle writing or vis-
it i l lg Cunningham or volunteering 
for FAMM, 

She doesn' t bel ieve recent ly 
introduced legislation can help her 
friend, or most other non-violent, 
first-tlnie drug offenders. Especial­
ly when the condit ion for parole 
means informing on a drug dealer. 

"Some o f these guys canno t 
cooperate because there isn't any 
informat ion to give. They're j us t 
carrier pigeons," she explained, "In 
case of my friend there isn't any 
infornlatlon to trade." 

Fighting for fair sentencing and 
better legislation isn't jus t a cause 
for her or FAMM to join. 

"Even I fyou don't have a person­
al conllection It involves everyone," 
she said. "Anybody who pays taxes 
in the state of Michigan is Involved 
... I'd rather see my money going to 
fix the potholed roads."

trade," explained Bullard. "... But 
the low level people are gett ing 
caught." 

Laura Sager, w i t h M ich igan 
Families Agaiilst Malldatory Mini­
nlums, said her group whicii fights 
against harsh sentences for low 
level offenders is encouraged by 
the new law, but II doesn't go far 
enough. 

"Michigan drug penallies arc the 
harshest in the nation," she said. 
"Keeping non-violent offenders In 
jai l for decades is not good public 
policy and il is nol a deterrent." 

Inlroduced in March, Senate Bill 
280, says Judges can use discre­
tion and reduce a sentence to 15 

years in Jail if the accused agrees 
to' cooperate and provide iil lbril la-
t ion about drug t raf f ickers and 
dealers higher up in the chain of 
coiilnland. 

"Our goal should be to get at the 
drug king pins," said Bullard. The 
way to do lhal is lo start at the 
bo l ton l and work on up to the 
dealers. 

But FAMM concliKled the law Is 
f lawed because It s t i l l Imposes 
harsh conditions for parole and 
Inmates fear reir ibul lon fronl drug 
leaders if Ihey do speak oul. 

"Whal wc would like to see is the 
punishii icnl i l l the crime. Cerlain-
ly if people commit a crime they 

shou ld he p u n i s h e d , " Sager 
explained. "Bui mandatory ml i l i -
muiils don't allow judges the dis­
cretion lo h i Ihe sentence to ll le 
crime and to the person." 

FAMM would rather see Michi­
gan laws more in tune wi l l l lc(leral 
guidelines which save the harsh 
penallies for major drug traffick­
ers, Sager said. Noil-violeill offend­
ers like the "mules" aild carriel's 
should be entered inlo drug Ireat-
menl renters or placed on elec­
tronic Icthers lo save taxpayers 
money il would cost to send them 
lo ja i l . 

"The iloinl is for the people who 
get caught up at the low levels lo 

ensure that behavior is slopped," 
Sager said. 

The majorily of the 200 people in 
Jail under the lifer law, 86 percent, 
are first time offenders, she said. 
And 650 grams is a small aniounl 
of drugs lo be carrying, anyway, 
she .said, 

"I t h i n k you have to look al 
whal's effective. If taxpayers can 
more effectively address the isslie 
of drugs through Ireatmeil l and 
short prison sentences wouldn't it 
make more sense to put violent 
offenders away ... and use more 
effective, low cost nielho(ls for 
non-violent drug offenders rather 
than Just put them In Jail and 

throw away the key," 
Bullaid pointed out the intent is 

nol to colllpletcly repeal the law. 
Drug carriers deserve heavy penal-
t ies for the i r p a r t In the d r u g 
trade, 

"Yoli're ruii l ing lives and causing 
deaths and big problems In sod-
ely," said Dullard, 

Currently the senate j ud l c ia i y 
conlmltlee Is holding hearings on 
the bill which wil l most likely see 
changes throughout the committee 
process, 

Bullard and Sen. Bil l VanRegen-
illorter, chair of tile senate judicia­
ry commil lee are co-sponsor ing 
the bill.

"Day care was one of the very 

significant things we planned for 
as a .seiTice and i i i i i l islry both to 
our own members and the commu­
nity," Dr. Vernon said.

Downs will be signing copies of 
Tceiifigt' Jo i i rnc i ; into Fdiiiics on 
Thursday, April 17, al 6:30 p,nl. al 
Bordei's Books and Music in the 
Novi Town Center on Novi Road. 

"It's a hlueprinl for involvemenl 
and gives advice on how one can 
get i nvo l ved , " the 20 -yea r -o l d 
IMorlhviile resident said. 

A graduate of Calholic Central 
High School, Downs spent four 
mon lhs on a po l i t i ca l exchange 
program al Oxford University in 
l.oildon v.'hcre he studied British 
po l i t i c s . Fo l low ing b i s s lay at 
Oxford and coinciding wi lh Presi­
dent Bill Clinton's visit lo Ireland, 
Downs worked i n the U.S. 
Embassy as an assistant lo ti le 
U.S. Ambassador lo Ireland, Jean 
Kennedy-Smith. 

The young Republican's interest 
in politics began at age seven. He 
has served as a j u n i o r page in 
Washington and Ilas met Presi­

dents Ronald Reagan, George 
Bush and Gerald Ford and attend­
ed niaily conventions, 

"I 'm a no rma l k i d and go to 
balld concerts," Downs said, "Once 
kids hear I've written a book and 
am Involved In politics they t l l lnk 
its pretty cool," 

When Downs would see young 
people arounti him who were nol 
involved in politics but did plenty 
of conlp la in ing about jobs and 
taxes, he'd la lk lo them about 
changing th ings and g e l l i n g 
involved by going door- lo-door, 
working on campaigns and joining 
teenage Republican or Democrat 
groups. 

Involvenlellt is also a good way 
to get letters of recommendation 
for college and lo meet a lot of peo­
ple, ilccordillg lo Dowlls, 

"When you work llard gelling lo 
know people and have a resume 
thai looks different you can gel 
ahead in life," Downs said. "They 
can help themselves and others 
and learn more about the world 
when they gel involved in politics." 

While in high school, where he 
played football, he started working 
on political campaigns. Students 
who were required lo do service 
hours in tile political field would 
seek Downs oul for work, 

"I had half of my senior class 
involved in politics," Downs said. 
"Twenty lo 30 people are s t i l l 

involved In polities. 
"It's kind of like sports, you gel 

lo know all tile dil'lerent al l l lel ic 
I'igiires and ba t t ing averages," 
Downs added. "Politics is one of 
the most competitive silorls in the 
world. 11 has statistics like a con­
gressman's voting record:" 

Tecnngc Journey into roiilics is 
self pub l ished and f inanced by 
family members and friends in the 
Republic Party. The group formed 
Ti f i ' in Pub l i sh ing , wh i ch was 
named alter Downs' great, great, 
great, great uncle F.fiward T l fhn , 
the first governor of Ohio and tile 
only politician in Ihc i'aillily. 

"11 does not llave a Republican 
slant but encourages jleople lo gel 
involved in one way or another," 
Downs said. "1 like helping people 
and Ihis is one of Ihe best ways of 
doing that and making a change at 
the same time. 

Downs, the son of B i l l and 
Chery l Downs of Nor lhv i l l e , is 
enrolled al St. Mania's College and 
hopes lo tnmsl'er to tlic University 
of Miclligan next lall, where he will 
work toward a degree in political 
science and Inisiiicss. 

"After graduation I would like to 
dip into either the Ilusiness world, 
broadcast joi irnalisin, or politics," 
Downs said. "Maybe run Ibr oifice, 
but bas ica l l y i iclp people get 
informed,"

"Enormous research was done 
lo make sure t l i a l our Wh i te 
House was authentic and believ­
able, down lo eveiy detail," asserts 
p r o d u c t i o n designer Nelson 
Coates, who supeiVised construc­
tion of a 30,000 square fool White 
House set w h i c h was bu i l t on 
soundstages, 

Coates' research i nc luded a 
number of Whi te House v i s i t s , 
dur ing which he furiously scrib­

bled notes and sketches, as cam­
eras are not permitted. He says, 
"Several new books abou t the 
White House wei'e recently pub­
l ished, and we consul ted those, 
a long w i t h the souven i r gu ide 
books which each administrat ion 
puts out. In eachphoto, the cam-i 

era. allgle.,iyp.l^i3.:l}jp^ -foot- here i 
or there, alld'evehtuaily, we pasted: 
together a j i g saw puzz le - type 
image," 

Some of the most exciting action 
in Ihe picture takes place in an 
intricate network of underground 
tunnels which lead into and out of 
Ihe Whi te House, Accord ing to 
wriler Wayne Beach, "Legend has 
it that, at the early part of the cen­
tury, one particularly randy Presi­
dent had tunnels constructed so 
that he could sneak in and oul of 
the White House to visit his mis­
tresses. 

Du r i ng the tunne l sequences 
and a number of o t h e r ac t i on 
scenes in the movie, Wesley Snipes 
often did his own stunt work.

• Olle fourth of our U.S. young 
people (ages 12-21) report ilo vig­
orous physical aclKity. 

• Anlong high scllool students, 
In the early 1990s, dally ilhyslcal 
e d u c a t i o n c lass a t t e i l da i l ce 
decl ined froil l 42 percent to 25 
percent. 

• Obesity In children ages 16 to 
17 Increased l ip to 50 percent 
belween the 1960s and late 1980s 
even though their calorie Intake 
ac tua l l y decreased i n the last 
decade of the period, by as much 
as 7 percent . Th is is a la r i l l i i l g 
proof that calorie-burning activity 
has declined. Kids aren't burning 
off calories with exercise. 

• S ix ty -seven percen t of a l l 
young people show three or more 
factors for heart disease. 

As a nat io i l , we are fa l l l l lg to 
Instill In our increasingly passive 

generations of children the habit of 
staying active aii(l l i l . 

Private Industry, as well as orga­
nizations such as the President's 
Couilcl l on Physical Fitness and 
Spor ts and the I n t e r n a t i o n a l 
Health, Racquet and Sports Club 
Association, are in i t ia t ing some 
very excit ing campaigns to help 
(such as the Youth Fitness Cam­
paign). 

The use of v ideos, programs 
geared to preteens and teeilagers, 
and key people speaking on the 
subjecl is intended to i'aise aware­
ness, bul a grass roots approach 
w i l l be v i ta l , s ta r t i ng at home. 
There are now many programs 
current ly in place at your local 
parks and recreation departments, 
ilealth clubs, etc. 

Sett ing an example at honle. 

supporting and Joining In with our 
children will all be key Ingredients 
to reverse this trend. 

As Florence Griffith Joyner, co-
chalr of the President's Council on 
Phys ica l F i tness and Spor ts , 
s tates, "Physical ac t i v i t y must 
become a lifetime passion, a habit 
of mind developed In the crucial 
teenage years when the youthful 
energy of ch i ldhood often gets 
rechanneled into hard-to-break 
sedentary patterns."

Knee injuries rise sharply for women 
Ever since women became more Interested In 

aggressive sports, their rate of significant knee 
l i l jury has skyrocketed. 

Prior to the 1970s, nlost women favored the 
non-contact sports of swimming, tennis and 
track. However, since the passage of Title IX by 
the NCAA, wonlen have beconle more involved 
in contact sports like soccer, basketball and ice 
hockey. 

Ui l fortunately, along wi th this increase in 
participation has come an epl(lenllc of serious 
knee ligament Injuries, Alllong the most serious 
are tears of the anterior cruciate l igament, 
which is a primary stabilizer of the knee. The 
anterior cruciate ligament is vitally Important 
for proper knee function during Jumping, turn­
ing and twisting sports. 

Surprisingly, the rate of Injury in women is 
belween two and seven limes the rate in men 
depeniling upon which study Is reviewed. This 
difference In Injury rates has led to much spec­
ulation about the cause of these Injuries. 

No doub t men and wonlen are d i f fe ren t 
anatomically and physiologically. A woman's 
pelvis is wider, which changes some aspects of 
lower extremity function. The angle nlade at 
the knee by the thigh and lower leg bone Is dif­
ferent in men and women. The bony shape at 
the lower end of the thigh bone In the knee is 
also different. Some researchers su.spect that 
these features may play a role in women's ante­
rior cruciate ligament tears. 

Current research at the University of Michi­
gan sports llledicine center is focusing on the 
neuromuscular function of wonlen. This func­
t ion deals w i th how an Individual uses her 

quadriceps, hamstr ings and gastrocneiri lus 
muscles to protect the knee. The thought 
behind looking at the muscles for the difference 
in knee ligament Injury rales was lhal boys 
and girls may nol have been doing the same 
aelivities during the developing years. 

In the past , boys were Involved In more 
sports at ai l earlier age than girls. Without get­
ting into stereotyping, matly young girls chose 
fewer athletic aelivities than boys in the adoles­
cent years. 

While it is safe to say that these trends have 
changed and continue to change, the condi­
t ion ing and t ra in ing that many boys went 
Ihrough as children may be a significant factor 
in protecting knees laler in life. 

Repetitive activities that stl-ess the use of the 
knee muscles may be the key lo developing 
protective reflexes. These muscle conditioning 
acthities are needed early in life because there 
Is little doubt that the developing neuromuscu­
lar system In children is much easier lo train, 
Therefore, i f the goal is protective reflexes for 
r igorous spo r t s In the teenage years and 
beyond, training and conditioning may be most 
productive when undertaken al an early age. 

Unfortunately, mally female high school and 
college athletes of today did not have those 
opportunities available to them in the formative 
years. This may explain the epidemic rale of 
knee llgaillent injuries in female athletes. 

Current research al the University of Michi­
gan, in cooperation with Laura Huston M,S. at 
MedSport, has examined elite, high school and 
recreational female athletes. This research has 
confirmed many suspicions about the muscle 

proleetlon system of wonlen. Nanlely, women 
did not use their muscles as well as men to 
protect their knees. 

Women's knees are looser than men's and 
women use their muscles differently tharl men. 
Female athletes tend to use their quadriceps 
muscles more for knee protection while men 
use their hamstrings more efficiently. Current 
research is investigating the abi l i ty to alter 
these protecl ive pat terns w i th t ra in ing and 
condllionlng. 

Most recenlly, a survey conducted by Med­
Sport and Cincinnati Sportsmedicine (Drs, Lin-
denfeld and Hewett) of 60 young female ath­
letes who tore their anterior cruciate ligaments 
in non-contact situations has shown lhat the 
female hormonal cycle may also be a slgniflcailt 
factor in these injuries. The results of the study 
indicate that a higher injury rate is seen in the 
premenstrual port ion of the female monthly 
cycle. Interestingly, previous research In this 
area has shown decreases in other neuromus­
cular funct ions dur ing the same part of the 
lllonthly cycle. 

Where these studies wil l end Is unclear at 
this point, but It is safe lo say that improving 
lower extremity muscle function wil l play a role 
in lowering the devastating rate of knee Ijga; 
ment injuries among female athleles.
