,Sex Offenders Registration law, 
requiriilg sex offentlers to register 

tlic'ir addresses with local dcjiart-
nienls which then send the lilfor-
•iialion lo the IVIIchigan Slate 
Police. Governor John Englcr 
signed llie bill into law in January. 

Senator Michael Bouchard, R-
Birnlinghaiil, who sponsored the 
law niiiking ihc list public, has 
also pointed out that any sex 
offender who is required to rcgis-
ler, bill fails lo do so when moving 
lo a new residence, is (;onlmltliilg 
a new crime, ['allure to re-i-cgisler 
upon moving is a four-year felony 
for these sex offenders, Bouchard 
said. 

Local residenis can obtain the 
information froili local police 
departineiils. who have varying 
policies on how the information 
will be luuKled out. 

However, the list contains no 
Illdication of wheil the criilies were 
conlnllttetl, what the sentence was 
or when the address was regis­
tered. 

Both the law and the ailiend-
ment are modeled after IVlegan's 
Law with the Intent lo make 
known to the community the 
knowledge of se.xual predators that 
may be living iil Iheir coillmunlly.

Republi­
can Leon Stille of Spring Lake, 
i The Senate passed the bill April 
J23 on a parly-line vole - Repiibli-
' cans for, Deillocrals against - and 
sent It to the House, where its 
prospects appear dim. 

'PICK' CASE 
The bill was prompted by a 1996 

; state Supl-eme Court decision in 
I the case of Pick vs. Gratiot County 
I Road Commission. The 4-3 niajori-
;ty ruled that road officials can be 
I sued if they fall to post warning 
"Signs or signals at hazardous 
I spots such as Intersections. 
I "We were veiy pleased when Pick 
j (vlctoiy) came down," said Wayne 
' J . Miller, Bingham Farms attoriley 
! who filed a bi'ief on behalf of Ihe 
Brain Injury Associallon of Michi­
gan. "We have had one case on 

hold for two years pending the 
rcsiill of Pick. 

"Motor vehicle accidents are a 
very significnni cause of brain 
injuries," said Miller. "When there 
arc less ineails of compensation, 
Ihere Is less of an Incentive (for 
road agencies) to do a good Job." 

Miller said previous appellate 
court decisions have swuiig "so far 
to the right" in favor of road agen­
cies that it was "gratifying the 
Supreme Court drew the line on 
this Insanity." 

lie blanlcd "the Engler adminis­
tration and the Republican hierar­
chy" in Ihe Legislature for reduc­
ing injure(l people's chances lo col­
led and taking the pressure off 
safely efforts. 

The high court decision last 
June 5 sent the case back to a cir­
cuit Judge for trial. The majority 
opinion was written by Justice 
Michael Cavanagh (D) and signed 
by Janles Brickley (R), Conrad 
Mallett Jr. (D) and Charles Levin 
(Ind.) with Patricia Boyle writing a 
concuiTiilg opinion.

- Give immunity unless there 
was "gross negligence" by the road 
authority, defined as "conduct so 
reckless as to deillonstrate sub­
stantial lack of concerrl for 
whether an injurj' results," 

- Limit damages by a person 
who had no auto insurance, 

--- Provide governments an "abso-
lute defense" if the injured or 
killed driver was drunk or on 
drugs an(l was nlore thail 50 per­
cent at fault. If the driver were less 
than 50 percent at fault, damages 
could be reduced. 

"The prenllse of the bill," said 
DIngell, "is that there's a huge 
anloulll being paid to undeserving 
persons for Imaginary negligence 
by MOOT (Michigan Department of 
Transportation)." 

DIngell said engineering stan­

dards are "a guide, not the final 
answei-," In road design. 

Stille called his bill "a reason­
able compromise" because It pro­
vides for sonle liability over guard 
I'ails. "We pay out nlore, as a stale, 
than all Midwestern stales coili-
blned. Michigan Is No, 3 in the 
entire Union payillents." 

FISCAL IMPACT 
Deinocrats said the GOP exag­

gerated the savings in the bill. 
Stille said the average payout 

over the last 10 years has been 
$16.8 nllllion a-year, and the high­
est payout was $28,5 million in 
1985. 

A Senate Fiscal Agency analysis 
showed that in fiscal 1995-96 the 
slate paid olil $9.1 million in road 
claims, in three of the last 10 
years, the anilual jlayout has becil 
more than $20 million. 

No statewide data were available 
for highway negligence paynletlts 
by county and municipal authori­
ties, said the SFA.

Another outraged student, 
Melissa Rush said, "Il was bad, 
that Mrs, Moyes worked so hard 
lo make us a great choir and we 
didn't even gel whal'we were 
conlpellng for," 

The Novi News gave us, as 
reporters, a crack al giving them 
a chance to go this year. 

We planned ahead and went lo 
in school principal to see if there 
would be any way they would be 

able to go after practicing and 
concentrating extremely hard to 
be able lo attend. 

After much communiealion 
between Mrs. Moyes and the 
school principal, Mr. O'brenovich, 
the decision was thai the choir 
would be able to go. 

At the cost of nearly $4,000 to 
the school dislricl, rental buses 
were booked for the seventh and 
eighth grade choir and select 
choirs to attend state competition 
next week, said Mrs. Moyes.

He went as far as to say that the 
school was a place of business and 
that il should be run as such. 

In this discussion, we tried to 
bring up the students' point of 
view. We pointed oul that in this 
day and age, hats are not consid­
ered by the majority of kids lo be 
an outdoor Item, but he refused to 
budge on the topic or even 
acknowledge the students' opin­
ions. Our plea was turned down. 
flat. 

After talking to the assistant 
principal, we decided lo talk lo 
some teachers lo see If their opin­
ions differed. 

First we addressed an eighth 
grade Algebra teacher. We were 
surprised that this teacher was in 
favor of hats in school, under cer­
tain conditions. 

By asking her questions, we 
found out that years ago hats were 
allowed In our school. Many fac­
tors came together lo warrant the 
outlaw of the hats. 

The teacher conlnlenled that the 
hats were taking the place of regu­
lar grooming habits. The teacher 

said that there was no problem 
with hats in school as long as they 
were worn In a safe environment 
and they did not take the place of 
grooming. 

Finally, we went lo the people 
most effected by this issue, the 
students. 

A student in the eighth grade, 
Jeremy Cunninghain, had these 
comments: "I think kids should be 
allowed to wear 'em in school. 1 
sure don't think of them as out­
door wear. I wear II 'cause It looks 
cool." 

Finally, we questione(l two sev­
enth grade students. 

They both agreed that hats 
should be worn indoors. They said 
that the school was not a place of 
business. It Is a place to learn and 
you should be relaxed as possible. 

The school is not place of busi­
ness. It Is a place of learning. 
I.earning should be the main prior­
ity. 

II is not anymore. It has become 
more about the people in power 
trying to control the students. As 
fashions change, so should atti­
tudes. 

The best example of this 
occurred in the 1960s. The rage 
then was the very controversial 
idea of kids wearing blue Jeans in 
school. 

The kids back then (adults and 
school administration now] yelled 
oul cries of the First Amendment. 
They said it was unjust for adults 
to i-egulate the kind of pants that 
they wore in school. 

These blue jeans were deemed 
improper by tile adults, but soon 
the kids' voices won and blue 
Jeans are now an accepted part of 
daily dress. 

If the people In administration 
could go back to their roots and 
remember what It was like to be a 
kid, they could see that hats 
should be allowed in schools. 

They could "see .tfeat ,kids,.&re. 
struggling to define themselves, 
much In the same way they did 
and should be given every oppor­
tunity to do so. 

Kids should have the right to 
freedom of expression in the same 
way that eveiy other American citi­
zen should. 

They snouici be allowed to do 
this in the place that most matters 
to them, school. 

The thought that the school is a 
place of business is completely 
untrue. 

This idea is the thing that has 
warped many adults toward the 
students. 

The adults can't remember the 
stress that goes into school, the 
pressure to get good grades. 

If they could they woljld see that 
they should go out of their way to 
make the kids relax so that they 
could live up to their full potential. 

One day, every kid is going to 
have to go and get a full-timejob. 

For many students, that Is not 
far away. 

The students should be able to 
enjoy themselves and be relaxed 
where they work, while they can.

The idea for the expansion of 
Novi first came up about 15 years 
ago, Novi doesn't want to be 
known as the Twelve-Oaks com­
munity anymore.

The downtown isn't e.xpcctetl to 
be finished for about hve more 
years. When it's coiliplelcd, it is 
lanned that parades and local 

events will be held there. With the 
iclp and land of Jim Chen, this 
unique part of- Novi is being 
designed to attract people of all 
ages, especially the family. 

Millions of dollars arc being 
spent on this major project. Fund­
ing is coming from county, state, 
and federal funds.

Downtown Novi is located off of 
Grand River Ai'enue between Novi 
aild Meadowbrook roads.

Of the 918 people who brought 
their animals to an animal shelter 
In 1987, 42 percent had owned 
them less than six months and 22 
percent had owned them from six 

to 12 months. It is estimated that 
15 percent of all cats and dogs will 
pass through a shelter in their life­
times. Sixty-four percent of the 
animals were given a chance of 
less than a year. That's the equiva­
lent of giving up your child after 
realizing within the first year that 
you weren't ready for the responsi­
bility. 

Shelters hear many reasons why 
people are giving up their animals. 
Moving is one of the most common 
excuses, Can you Imagine how 
hard it is for an animal to be left 
behind? If you can't deal with the 
conflicts or expense of moving a 
pel, please don't adopt or pur­
chase one In the first place. Save 
yourself the guilt of leaving behind 
a pet and save the sadness a pet 
will face after being rejected. 

Many people go to pet stores and 
breeders to purchase animals. If 
the same people went to an animal 
shelter, they could find the animal 
they were willing to pay top dollar 
for there. Shelters have veterinari­

ans caring for the animals. You are 
notified of the health of the animal 
when you adopt. The point is that 
pels in shelters have been aban­
doned and they feel it. When 
adopted, these animals bond with 
an enduriilg love and loyally that 
few other relationships can match. 

Most shelters hold up to seventy 
animals or more. That's plenty of 
animals for a person looking for a 
pet to choose from. Prices vary at 
different shelters, but the average 
Is a price I'ange of $30 to $50 for a 
cat or a dog. 

Part of the price you pay for the 
pet goes toward helping other ani­
mals be rescued, Prices at pet 
stores can range anywhere from 
$65 to $1,250. 

According to the Humane Soci­
ety of America, 25 percent of peo­
ple say that their next pet will be 
adopted from a shelter.

Have you ever played lacrosse? 
Do you know what lacrosse is? 
Many people in the Novi area are clueless of 

the oldest sport in America. 
"It seems to be the up and coming sport In 

Novi. In five years lacrosse has grown from hav­
ing one Varsity Team at Ihe high school up to 
havillg 40 students participate at the middle 
school level," said Corlna Ludwig. 

Lacrosse is a game of American Indian origin 
resenlbling field hockey. 

The game consists of two, ten player leanls. 
There are three attack players, Ihree midfield­
ers, three defensemen, and a goalkeeper. 

The four periods consist of either ten or fif­
teen minutes. The two overtime periods, which 
happen when the two leanls af-e tied, are five 
minutes each. 

The object of the game is to put the rubber 
ball Into the other team's net. The three 
attackers and the three midfielders are the 
offense. 

The three midfielders, three defensemen, and 
the goalkeeper are the defense.

When the ball is thrown Into the net, it 
counts as one point. The goal does not count if

nine' foot radius circle around the net. 
Face-offs only happen after a goal has been 

scored or at the beginning of each period. 
Each team must have three players on the 

attack half of the field and four players on the 
defensive half of the field. 

If any player crosses their half, an offsides 
penalty is called which is a technical foul. 

When the ball goes out of bounds, the oppos­
ing team of the last player to touch it gets the 
ball. If it goes out of bounds behind the goal, 
the player closest to it gets the ball, 

Body checking from the rear, slashing an 
opponent with the stick, tripping, pushing, 
holding, unnecessary roughness, and 
unsportsmanlike conduct - all are pei'sonal 
fouls. 

Technical fouls include interference, touch­
ing the ball with the hand, and going offside. 

"Lacrosse Is a combination of hockey, soccer, 
and football," Ludwig said.

Andris said he isn't sure what 
he'll do with the land lie owns on 
the lakesliore. 

In a Februaiy letter to the Nov: 
City CouncH, he asked that the 
city reverse its long-time stand 
against Ills goal of building the 
restaurant on the lake. In 199 
Andris lost his court case against 
Novi at the Oakland County Cir 
cult Court, and ultiinalely. the 
Michigan Court of Appeals. 

Meanwlllle, residents of the 
area are upset by the tree and 
brush clearance of the land and 
Its current condlticin. 

Kast L'ike Drive /csidcnl Deb­
bie Koder said lhe Andris .site 
now looks like a "war zone. 
Andris was warned by the city 
council to clean up the property 
live months ago. 

Novi City Manager E(l Kriewall 
said the developers had been 
sent a violation notice by a city 
or(llnance officer. 

'It's not cleaned up by any­
one's standards. As it stan(ls 
now, ICs a disgrace to the neigh­
borhood, It also is a disgrace to 
Ihe City of Novi for allowing It to 
exist In Ihis condition. It looks 
like a garbage dump," Koder said 
at last week's council nieeting. 

Andris said he was unable to 
remove the stunlps from trees 
earlier cleared fronl the site, 
because he was told by the clly 
he needs an erosion conlrol per­
mit so lie can continue with 
grubbing and clearing. 

"I was veiy aii.xious lo gel Ihe 
trees removed. I only wish I 
could finish the stumps, but I 
can'l," he added.

Thie Novi 20 /20 Focus Oil The 
Future Committee has come up with 
its "vision statement," a collection of 
views by the members on what they 
woufd like to see the city become over 
the next two (lecades or so, by the year 
2020. 

It's a good statement, one a city like 
Novl should have. It outlines the goal. 
It defines the end result. 

And now comes the more difficult 
part, translating it Into policies and 
ordinances that will lead to the brick 
and mortar structures that will serve 
as the stage for that community, 
translating it into policies that will lead 
residents to achieve those goals. 

On the whole, Novl seems well along 
the road toward most of the goals out­
lined in the vision statement. It Is a 
friendly city now, for the most part. 
Citizens are involved. Services are 
pretty good. The city already welcomes 
innovative planning, and has some 
very nice architecture In town to show 
for it. The city has been working on 
natural preservation and recreational 
opportunities for several years, and 
has made much progress. 

Tllere are however some areas of the 
vision statenlent where the city will 
have to make a course correction to 
achieve the final goal. For example. It 
describes a community of diversity, 
with affordable housing, an area in 
which children can locate when they 
grow up, an area where seniors can 
retire In their own homes. 

Novi is mostly white upper middle 
class today. Most of the new homes 
behlg built are veiy upscale. It is hard 
to imagine that tile houses being built 
these days could be described as 
"affordable." 

Try changing that and you are likely 
to run into a thing called "inarket 
forces," which drives developers to 
keep putting up bigger houses and 
avoid construction of the more "afford­
able" style housing. 

We're not saying that it can't be done 
or that the city shouldn't tly. But this 
is where it will get Interesting. The pro­
cess of "futuring" has only just begun. 
And to be done right, it will need the 
support and work of many in the com­
munity. 

C h r i s t m a s i n A p r i l m a y 

b e t h e b e s t h o l i d a y e v e r 

Do you ever see television ads about 
starving kids where you're promised if 
you send a few dollars per month, 
•you'll save-ltves? 

And do you ever think, if I were sure 
my money would actually pay for 
direct assistance and not plush offices 
for the charity and a fancy cai' for the 
director and all those other abuses you 
read about in the papers, I'd send cash 
ASAP? 

Well, each year in Novi and through­
out Oakland County, a remarkable 
thirlg happens. It's called Christmas In 
Apr i l and as one of the county 
dii-ectors Gerry Stlpp said, "there were 
miracles performed" last weekend at 
two residences. 

Christmas In April is one of the few 
instances where you can see your con­
tribution at work immediately, where 
wonderful things happen right before 
your veiy eyes and the beneficiaries 
are your own neighbors. 

Hei'e in town, the home of an 83-
year-old widow was In deplorable con­
dition. A very large tree had fallen over 
onto the roof, which was full of holes. 
Her yard was more than she could 
manage, .Also in Novi, a veteran who 
served his country in Vietnam is now 
bedridden with muscular sclerosis and 
his mobile home did not have a 
wheelchair-accessible ramp. 

Along came the good guys, led by 
retired city clerk Stipp and retired city 

assessor J im Klausmeyer. The local 
contingent was also marshaled by 
Cheryl McNamara, who works in the 
city's finance office and builder Ray 
Cousineau of Tri-Mount Homes. 

iVIany Novi businesses pitched in to 
help, but most of the volunteers came 
from all over the county, like represen­
tatives fi'om a Bloonlfield Hills church 
and Livonia students. 

Klausmeyer said next year his effort 
will be directed towards recruiting 
more local participation In Christmas 
In April, because there are still many 
Novi citizens who need a helping hand. 
This year, he had to turn away appli­
cants because two homes in Novi was 
all the volunteers could hope to man­
age. 

What makes Christmas In April and 
all the great people involved in it so 
wonderful is that the miracle, with 
much sweat equity, unfolds before 
your eyes. While solving world hunger 
seems an impossible task, one by one 
individual lives cail be helped. Anyone 
of us could be old and in poor health 
and unable to take care of our homes. 
Any one of us could need Christmas in 
April. 

We applaud everyone out there 
pitching in Saturday and urge more 
Novi people to turn out next year. 
Christmas In April could be the best 
holiday you'll ever celebrate. 

L e s s o n s i n s a v i n g E a r t h 

Novi School District pupils spent 
much of last week learning a lesson in 
saving the Earth, preserving natural 
resources and recycling. 

By teaching young students early on 
how to recycle and conserve resources, 
the Resource Recovery and Recycling 
Authority of Southwest Oakland Coun­
ty hopes to help students form good 
habits. 

It also hopes students will take home 
the message. 

It appears the rest of the community 
has learned some lessons of its own, 
according to the recycling authority. 

The Novl Recycling Center on Eleven 
Mile Road west of Meadowbrook is 
being used to its potential, according 
to the authority. Regularly, representa­
tives head out to the center to deter­
mine the level of use. What they see is 
a consistent flow of traffic in and out of 
the center. In one morning, one repre­
sentative saw a half dozen cars stop by 
within a ten minute period. 

Not too shabby, she said. 
The authority claims education can 

result in a major savings in raw mate­
r ials and reduces pollution. Using 

recycled paper reduces energy use by 
23 to 74 percent, air pollution by 74 
percent, water pollution by 35 percent 
and water use by 48 percent. 

Other RRRASC statistics show recy­
cling glass reduces mining waste by 80 
percent and using recycled aluminum 
instead of virgin ore uses 95 percent 
lesi energy and reduces air pollution 
95 percent. Using recycled iron and 
steel instead of virgin ore to make new 
steel results in a 105 percent reduc­
tion in consumer waste. 

In order for the recycling cause to 
work, consumers must be aware and 
recycle goods properly according to 
recycling center directions. In addition, 
companies will have to start using the 
recycled products more often. 

We think the Novi community, with 
Its recycling center and many curbslde 
recycling programs can have a positive 
effect. And we applaud the schools for 
teaching students about the value of 
natural resources and how It affects 
their daily life. 

If everyone genuinely does their part, 
perhaps there Is some hope for this 
planet afterall. 

W h a t ' s A n d r i s u p t o n o w ? 

So wliat is Ted Andris up to 
now? He now says he is 
pulling the plug on his pro­
posed 250-seat restaurant on 
(he corner of East Lake Di1ve 
and Fourteen Mile Road 
called Poi-t Papadapoiis. 

instead, he says, he'll Just 
go ahead with plans for a 
retail plaza al that location 
and drop the idea of an eatery 
altogether. 

But the answers he gives 
about why aren't very satisfy­
ing. The restaurant will cost 

more tllaii he expected, $2.5 million instead of the 
$1.3 iillliion he originally estimated. 

"It would be too nlucii of a iisk. The restaurant 
biislilcss Is a very risky business, even in a prilne 
localioil," he said. Yet he admits the site is a good 
one for a i-esiaurant. And* he has had a liquor license 
on rcst'lvc flolll the city for a long time. 

And a llqtior license vastly improves a restaurant's 
dlance.s of sutrcss. In fact, the liquor license alone 
will be worth a lot of tlloney. 

What is sulprlslilg Is that he'd balk at the price of 
buildiiig the i-estaurailt llow. The proposal has been 
iil the work,s for better than a decade. Plans have 
been drawn. The nlenu has been planned. The pro­
ject had reached the point where land clearing was 
started. And now the cost of construction is the 

glitch? 
Furtherllloi-e, the explailalioil Alldiis gives for the 

current state of the laiid iliakos little sense. 
Andris had Ihe trees there cut down, some ot 

which are still laying ai'olilld thci'e, and many 
stumps stick tip three feet or so. Aildris says he 
can't continue because of the need for all erosion 
control permit from tlic cily. 

Such permits are usually faii-ly easy to come by, 
as long as you cotllply with tile crosiotl control rules. 
And again, why would you start clearing land before 
yoli had slich a permit in lland? 

is this development really as diificiilt as Andris 
would have us believe il Is? Or is this lnan really in 
over his head as nlticll as he appears to be? 

Or is this olle lllore ploy to liy to gel the restau­
rant moved across East Lake Drive lo the lakefront? 
That's what he's been after all along. And now, with 
the parcel in a deplorable stale, and Andris saying 
he'll just put up a mall instead, is he thinking he 
can get the comnlunily and council to cave in on 
that demand? Is he thinking that the one thing this 
city wants less than a lakefrollt restaurant is Just 
another strip mall? 

Novi likely has ilot heard the end of this restau­
rant proposal. Bill the cily's patience, and the coun­
cil's patience, should be al an end,

From time to time this 
newspaper has been critical 
of high school teachers for 
not embracing change in the 
way they deliver education 
to students. 

We have called them slug­
gish, criticized them for not 
takings r isks, and com­
plained that In order for 
education to move ahead at 
the high school the teachers 
would have to step up and 

be leaders in the classroom. 
others have joined in as well. Lately the school 

board and district administration have called for 
high school teachers to build stronger relationships 
with parents, be more creative in the classroom, and 
buy Into a new schedule that will drastically alter 
the way they teach. 

The teachers have responded. They have built 
stronger relationships with parents, they are becom­
ing more creative in their classrooms, and yes they 
overwhelmingly embraced a change to block 
scheduling - something they refused to do several 
times over the past eight years.

If you really want to make sul-e that Jimmy or 
Susie get into the college of their choice you need to 
focus on Important things like CPAs, proficiency test 
scores, SATs and ACTs. Those statistics mean that 
your son or daughter has mastered a certain level of 
proficiency in a wide range of subject matter, and 
that's what colleges are looking for 

But I digress. The real point to this column is that 
after all the baiting, complaining, demanding, and 
berating, the school board, the administration, and 
the community have left a dedicated and hard work­
ing group of teachers hanging out in the wind to 
twist. 

And I think we are all hypocrites for allowing it to 
happen. 

So in the future, if we are going to charge&ur 
teachers with the responsibility of affecting chahge, 
then we had better be prepared to support t ^ m 
when they develop a plan for that change.

health cal'c was available to all - have in 
solne lal-ge dcgl'ce come apart. 

Had this summit taken place in the 
1960s, the predictable ely i'roln wcll-
nicaniilg liberal types would "have !)een for 
nlore governinenial Involvclnenl, l-evilal-
izalion of social seiVlce agencies, illoi'e 
spending for schools. I didn't hear much of 
this coining oul of Philadelphia. Even 
President Clinton's call for ConglTss lo 
appropriate $2.5 billion for a five-year 
reading progl-ain for thiixl gra(lcrs sounded 
kind of stale. 

Why this sea change in public altitude? 
Certainly, constant right-wing yapping 
about the evils of governnlenl has con-
tiibuted. But 1 believe a illoi-e fundamental 
factor is the wldcspi'ead perception of jioor 
productivity of virttially all governnlenlal 
agencies, froill the federal level all the way 
down lo individual coiliirlunities. 

Take it I'roill a gixinlpy old ix'porler: The 
single lougliesl slalistic to gel olli of gov-
ernmeill is the one that measures Ihe 
iliimber of concrete oulcoilles (ielivered -
potholes filled, kids given inarkelable 
skills, lilliliullizatioils pixlvided to I'aillilies 
- and then (o ivy (•ompuliiig the cost per 
unit. 

The buixaueixltic apologists will tell yoli 
that btidgels aix nol ol'ganlzed that way. 
that the deiilailtl for hard cost per iillit of 
olitixlnies is linlxalislic, lllal congressional 
or legislative apiiixlprlalions aix' in such a 
I'orni so as lo make such calculations 
Impossible. 

Ilogwash. Tlie inaiil reason govern-
nlent's i)ix)ducllvity Is lei-rible Is lllal gov-
ernillenlal units have no Illcentive aild 
Iheixibix' little ix^ason to nleasulx- their 
owil productivity. What you can't nieasure, 
you cannot tllanage. 

And the lx'asoil lllost folks think the best 
and most productive way to achieve the 
goals of the natiollal slilnnlit is llii-oligh 
vollinteers and volunlaty agencies at the 
local lelrl is that (hey are vciy highly pro­
ductive. Take your local Rotary Club: its 
adnilillstrative overhead for comniunlly 
seivice pi-ojccls Is virtually zeix). Take your 
local church's fcedliig prograiil for poor 
people: Us adillinisli-ativc costs per pei'son 
fed are a fraclioll of (he goveriliileiit's 
social seiviee ageiicies. 

That's why the emphasis at the sumlilit 
was on voiuntaiy and not-for-profit 
groups. It's the right place lo start.

May 1 is Law Day, 
and our high school 
kids are being told 
lhal "ours is a gov­
ernment of laws, not 
of men." il comes just 
a few days after the 
TV,series Ivanhoe, 
featuring bad Prince 
John, the guy who 
was forced 781'years 
ago to sign Magna 
Carta, indicating that 
somebody besides the 
monarch has rights. 

We are teaching 
prison Inmates something quite different this 
Law Day. 

First, our state in 1994 passed a crippling 
amendment to the Open Meetings Act saying 
prison Inmates have no rights to public docu­
ments. What does that mean in pracUce? Can't 
they even have their otvn prison records, health 
records, stuff like that? 

No, not as a matter of legal right, members of 
HASTA (Hispanic Americans Striving Toward 
Advancement) told me recently. They are in a 
minimum security insUtulion on E. Parnall 
Road in Jackson. The important point, in my 
mind, is that most of these guys are going to be 
out pretty soon, 

if they want anything, it's up to the Depart­
ment of Corrections to decide whether they can 

have it. There is no rule of law. They were elim­
inated from the law, remember? What lesson 
ivill they lake home with them? 

The Department of Corrections (DOC) found 
FOIA an intolerable burden. Each inmate was 
filing an average of 1.3 FOIA requests per year, 
mostly for their oivn records. 

Up Lansing way. there's a big trial going on 
in Ingliam Circuit Court - John C. Cain, et al. 
versus DOC. It's a class-action question of 
inmates' property rights. It began nine years 
ago and has been expanded to include access 
to courts, use of telephones, use of typewriters 
and computers. 

Ken McGinnis, the Engler Administration's 
director of DOC, talked about the suit in an Off 
the Record interview Sunday on public TV 
Asked If inmates had any inherent constitu­
tional property rights, McGinnis made the 
incredible reply; "None al all," 

There Is no written law, enacted for better or 
worse by the Legislature or voters. "Our basic 
position," said DOC spokesperson MarJorie Van 
Oeten, "is we have the right to decide what 
prisoners can have and how much they can 
have." 

What lesson ivill the inmates, when paroled, 
take home? 

Many, including fellow journalists, fishin' 
buddies and lawyer friends, argue that 
inmates have "no rights at all." The heck they 
don't. Check the U.S. Constitution, Art. V1II of 
the Bill of Rights. Check the Michigan Consti­

tution, Art. ISec. 16. 
And check recent Michigan history. For a 

dozen years, our prison systenl was run not by 
our elected governor but by a federal judge, a 
very liberal l̂ ennedy Peace Corps appointee 
named Richard Enslen. By screwing up on 
inmates' rights, our leaders cost us hundreds 
of millions of tax dollars making corrections in 
Corrections. 

I have observed two things about inmates 
during several visits. Many have huge arm and 
upper torso nluscles. They also know appellate 
law. 

I'm uncertain, however, how many could 
support themselves once they gel out. We have 
a prison Industries systenl employing 2,400. 
That's out of some 40,000 prisoners. Six per­
cent. 

What are we teaching the Inlliates about 
work? That they should go lo Taiwan or Thai­
land upon release to hire out their skills? 

I have a wild notion that guys who are work­
ing, and learning a skill, will have less lime to 
develop torso muscles, fashion weapons, file 
tons of appellate briefs, and look for ways to 
aggravate John Engler. 

Speaking of Engler. the last 1 heard, the gov­
ernor had yet to issue a Christmas pardon lo 
an inmate, even a dying one. Whal does that 
teach the inmates about "the quality of mercy"?

Mackellzle held the cubs, a live-
pound female they later named 
Mackenzie and a five-and-a-half 
pound male who was named for 
the owner of the land. Mackenzie 
kept them quiet while the heavily 
sedated mother was given an 
annual physical check up. The 
ears of the cubs were tagged. 

"1 liked holding them because 
they were so cute," Mackenzie said. 

Thai portion of the pilot has Just 
been endorsed by Bruce Matthews, 
Chief of the Office of Information 
and Education for the Department* 
of Natural Resources. 

"Norm's presentation Is both sci-
entlllcally factual as well as enter­
taining," Matthews staled in his 
letter. "His approach of letting

effecllve ways of marketing lo 
youth audiences." 

Kids telling kids about enjoying 
Michigan's natural resources is the 
focus of the shows.

"The Stale of Michigan would 
like lo make a bigger push to get 
kids more Involved In Michigan's 
natural resources, whether It's 
fishing, hlinting, hiking, biking, 
going lo canlps, whatever," Fankell 
said. 

"We're hoping If this takes off wc 
can do a lot illore like it," he said,

Fankell has been doing chil­
dren's programs on honle safety for 
20 years, including an apple cider 
video, which is shown to cus­
tomers at the Northville Cider Mill. 
The national Children's Miracle 
Network has used II, as has WNIC-
FM and the Wellness Plan. 

Mackenzie will also narrate the 
10-mlnute bear segment which will 
be combined with others such as 
one Fankell recently filmed with 
his 8-year-old son, William, on 
how to illake a worln farm. 

Fankell will tape Mackenzie's 
fourth grade classmates at Amer-
man Elementary School singing 
the song he will use on the video. 

The DNR is trying to prolliote the 
historical Importance of outdoor 
sports as a conservationist, among 
other things, according to Fankell. 
There is a noticeable decline In llle 
number of people taking part In 
outdoor sports. 

'They think it is part of our nat­
ural heritage in our slate," he said.

The Novi Cooperalh'e Preschool 
and the Northville Cooperative 
Preschool are both members of Ihe 
Michigan Council of Coopcl'ative 
Nursery Schools (MCCN). MCCN 
was founded In 1951 by parents 
and teachers Inleresled in sharing 
ideas and infornlatlon and In 
developing a slate-wide network lo 
promote a positive educational 
experience for youilg children. 

The Norlhviilc Cooperative Play­
group was founded that saine year 
and met at the Northville First 
Presbyterian Church until 1963. 
Now called the Northville 
Cooperative Preschool, the school 
moved lo several locations over Ihe 
next 27 years. 13ut when the chil­
dren returned to school in Septem­
ber 1990, they found themselves 
back at their original location -
Northville First Presbyterian 
Church, where Ihey currently lease 
space. 

Currently, 117 children are 
enrolled in Northville Cooperative 
Preschool but that number Is 
expected lo Increase next year to 
126. Deileilding on the age group, 
class size is limited to eight to 15 
children in the Northville preschool 
and 16 in the Novi co-op. 

Most parents who choose a 
cooperative school want lo be able 
lo go lo their children's llrst struc­
tured learning environment, 
according to Northville Cooperative 
Preschool Presi(lcnt Renee Hunt. 

Mothers, as well as fathers, can 
be found sitting in pint-size chairs 
or crossed legged on the floor help­
ing with a variety of activities dur­
ing Illorning or afternoon sessions. 

"Parents can learn an Incredible 
amount from teachers, such as 
managing conflict," Hunt said, 
'That's the big benefit," 

The school families also gel 
logelller in the fall and spring for 
aclivlties, as well as at Christmas­
time. 

General ilienibership meetings 
during the year feature speakers 
on a variety of topics. Co-op 
schools also have lending libraries 
for parents. 

Parents help with art projects, in 
the large motor-development area 
and with the music program. They 
also supply and help at snack 
time. 

The Northville Cooperative 
Preschool, where the philosophy is 
"learn through play," is one of the 
largest in the state, according to 
Hunt. 

Northville Cooperative holds one 
major fund-raiser each year, which

is put on by a committee of six 
parents. Each family donates one 
Hem or service lo the auction. 

Both the Northville and the Novi 
cooperative preschools are also 
members of the Greater Detroit 
Cooperative Nursery. Among other 
things, the council offers training 
programs to board members, par­
ents and teachers. 

At Novi Cooperative Preschool, 
which has been located In the 
United Methodist Church in Novi 
for 26 years, 65 families completed 
several projects this school yean 
Volunteers built steps and a deck 
to aid the children getting to and 
from the building and their cars, 
and installed new doors so that the 
children could see outdoors while 
in the classroom. 

Husbands of board members will 
soon be installing a "spider 
climber" which was purchased 
recently from money raised 
through fund-raising efforts, 

"Nothing gets accomplished 
without a parent's involvement," 
Engelmann said. 

Engelmann and Hunt both 
served as board presidents for the 
llrst time this year. 

'This has been one of the most 
rewarding years of my life," she 
said. "Sometimes 1 think the par­
ents get more out of it than the ' 
children." 

Co-op moms are highly sought 
after as volunteers once their chil- ' 
dren enter elementary school, • 
according to Engelmann. 

"All PTO and school committees ' 
look for co-op moms because they ;

"I've always wanted to play a

Fi'oill their smooth 
and confident accent to their 
brash yet cunnlilgly clever sense of 
humor, they have been a favorite 
target for the young comedian 
since family gatherlilgs where he 
would mimic his cousins in dis­
plays lhat had relatives iil stitches.

sure, added stress to the heart 
and a real risk of heart attack -
very similar to the people who suf­
fer attacks shoveling snow or deer 
hunting during cold weather. 

So what do you do If you want to 
get back in shape this sunlilier? 
For starters, don't do it all at once 
-- or In one weekend as the case 
may be. Matthew Sclotli, M,D,, 
who is affiliated with Botsford 
General Hospital's Athletic 
Medicine Clinic in Novi, often 
treats patients with athletic 
injuries and offers some sugges­
tions, Sciotti urges a medical 
checkup and stress test before 
beginning any program, 

Once you receive a doctor's OK, 
begin a regular exercise program 
that builds slowly and doesn't 
require you to do more than you 
can. Keep in mind lhat if your pur­
pose is to increase cai'diovascular 
health and endurance, spurts of 

activity on the weekend won't help 
and might hurt you instead. 

Exercise physiologist Shel Levlne 
of Bolsford's Total Rehabilitation 
and Conditioning Center says, 
"You want to start slowly, don't 
overdo, and maintain a comfort­
able pace," 

He suggests a three-point pro­
granl for keeping in shape, "Begin 
with a warm-up period of 5-10 
minutes of aerobic exercise, like 
walking, gradually picking up your 
pace. Then do your exercise, what­
ever it is, for about 30 minutes, 
four to five days a week, 

"When you're done, cool down 
with 5-10 minules of slower exer­
cise. As you build up, add a few 
minutes to the conditioning seg­
ment cvei}' few weeks." Every part 
of the program is critical and nei­
ther warm-up-nor- cool-down 
should be skipped. 

Sciotti and Levine agi'ee that 
even if you can't do a regular exer­
cise routine on a given day, any­

thing is better than nothing. Take 
the stairs instead of Ihe elevator or 
walk to the drugstore Instead of 
driving. 

They also polllt out the dangei's 
of cold weather when the botly's 
airways are constrleted, adding 
stress to the heart as it punlps 
blood. In those cases, you're ask-
illg the heart lo work hanler than 
ever, not just to suppoi'l an oul-of-
shape you, but to do 11 In adveî se 
conditions. 

Another Important point Week­
end Warriors need to consider is 
the concept lhat "fitness" and 
"athlete" are not always inclusive. 
There are athletes who aren't fil 
(ever looked al some of baseball's 
top relief pitchers?), and fil people 
who ai'en't athletes, Our sugges­
tion: if you want lo take part in 
athletics do j'our best lo gel physi­
cally fit, and that takes a commit­
ment to more than Just a weekend 
every once in a while.
