The Infrastructure Commiitee
consisting of parents and headed
by scheol trustee John Balagna
held three public meetings last
month {o discuss the issue with
residents. According to lhe com-
mittee, about a dozen residents
appeared ai the first two meet-
ings. halfl a dozen al the Jasl pub-
Ite hearing.

Laurie Fannon, commitiee
member, suggested that the lack
ol attendance may be a pesiilve

indiciation of suppart. If residents
are againsl a proposal, they usu-
ally appear Lo protest, she said.

The board supports a bond mil-
lage instead of a sinking fund
because parents requested afl the
projects be compleled as soon as
possible and al the same time,
With o sinking fund. money
would be cellected over a peried
ol e, instead of all al once wilh
a hond millage.

“We will gel the meney all at
onee, up front and do all the pro-
jects al once,” sald Trustee
George Kortlandt.

“Everybody wants the work
done now,” he added. “Nobody
wanis to wail.”

The commitiee pulting the
question on the annuwal school
election ballol June 9 will avold a
special election and begin
improvements this year. In addi-
tion, putiing It Lo a vole now will
give residents an opportunity to
express their desire to see or not
see (he improvements made.

High school considers new schedule successful

Teachers are working harder and students learning more during
the lirst year under the new block schedule at Novt High School,
according to Princlpal Arthur Miller.

“The teachers have worked harder,” Miller clalmed. “The [irs| year
in transition is overwhelming, You're relearning to teach in 85-
minute periods,”

Teachers are spending more time concentrating on things like
math and reading Inslead of just getting through "stuff,” Miller
Delleves.

"I think 1 works better than (he old way. [ tove 11" said Briun
Qleary, a geometry and general imath leacher at the school,

Q'Leary said the longer class times allew him to do mare than
Just lecture and conduet tests, Students can work in graups and
complete computer projects with the greater tme availablity.

Students in his general math class are cuerently completing an

O'Leary sald ic's seen Improvement in his students.

“As 1 sce It mow, my grades are tp. The big difference ts the kids
you see at the bottom. You typically have three or four or five kids
fafling each semester. Now [ don't have any.” he explained.

Miller said another benefit is that Leachers aré in the classroom
inore than ever before, even with one 85-minute perlod of planning
time a day. In-services and other professional development and
stalf meetings are held durlng those times so teachers don'l get
pllled out of class. He sald students used to see more subslitute
teachers, but with the time set astde for workshops during the day
that deesn't happen as often.

“We made a pledge to the cammunity to make every concelvable
efforl to keep teachers in the classroom as much as pessible,”
Miller said,

Some s{udents say that by seeing fewer leachers, having fewer
classes per day and having more time in class to do assignments,
the black schedule leads to improved student performange.

"It keeps home al home and school at school. s¢ you don't mix
theme as much,” Pender remarked.

The students satd the seminar period, held lwice a week for G8
minutes (regular classes are shorlened those days), helps by giving
them a chance to comptete worl at school that they couldn’l finish
the nlghi belore,

The seminar perled is described as "student driven,” providing
opportunities for students (o work on homework, gel extra help or
focus on additional prejects.

“Seminar helps me oul a ton, being a math teacher.” O'Leary
said. He belleves the ability to hold n-school test reviews and help
sessions is one reason his students are doing better, He sometimes
has 40 students get extra help to prepare for a fest,

“During school a lot of those kids wouldn't bave taken the time,”
he sald. Some students just can't stay after school or come carly
due to extracurricular activities and personal commitments, he
added.

Students did say sometimes [t's a struggle (o get through the
longer class perlod. Senior Krystn Lusky sald It can be difficult to
sit still for 85 minutes but some eachers give students a short

classes. The new system essentially condensed a
one-credit class into a single semesier instead of

a full year, ailowing students to take more classes over
the course of a year and giving students more electives.
Although the block meant a 22 percent loss of class time,
feachers said with more planning time and longer periods
for in-class instruction students should do better.

Both students and staff feel one goal has been successfully
aceomplished, The restructuring was intendled, in part, 1o promote
betler relationships between teachers and studenls. Teachers now
see Lhree elasses of sludents per day instead of live and have an
85-minule preparation period.

“We hope in time thls will have the effect of personalizing the
school.” Miller explained. “Research tells us as the school districl
gels bigger and bigger, the kids get lost in (he shulfle.”

The high school population (s expected to grow fo 1,400 students
next year, he said.

“So many things are different in: the environment (as a schocl
grows.} In the larger schoo) distriets. the kids go through the
motions and the shuffle of classes and go home,” Miller said.

Roger Schoenstetn spends as much

A English and Latin teacher al Wasson
High School in Colorado Springs, Colo.,
Schoenstein is finishing his seventh year
teaching in (he block and because his
high school (s {he national block
scheduling model, he spends countless
hours answering questions of teachers,
administrators, and parents studying the
alternative schedule.

For Schoenstein, who has taught far
close 1o 20 years, the change lo block
scheduling reinvigorated his career.

"I can't ever imagine going back to a
tradlitlonal school schedule,” he sald in
an interview over the [nternet last
month.

*Some folks are bitler in their opposl-
tion fo it, while others think it's the best
thing to come aleng since sliced bread,”
he satd. "It's hartl for someane to get
straight informatlon without lots of blas
- and selective editing of data - thrown
into the mix.”

Schoenstein provided two important

tips for schocl district administrators, -

teachers, and parents: .
» Studles and test scores - He sald

there’s plenty of block talk about empiri-
cal studies, or the lack of them. and
aboul standardized test scores. “All Lhat
would be [ine If we were just dealing with
net profil in sales, or increases in pro-
duction, but of course we're net.” he
explained, *My plea then is to conslder
the ‘soft data,’ along with those stats and
graphs of lest scores.”

He added that changes In tone, atmo-
sphere, involvement and excltement level
are Just about impossible to measure,
yet are some of the strongest benefits
from Lhe change 1o a block schedule.

“Opponents call all this ‘meaningless
anecdotal information,™ he said. I call it
critleal, and 1 make the case for balance
belween hard and soft data.”

+ Diiferences in block scheduling -
Schoenslein explained that most school
districts end up spending hours of dis-
cussion on Lhe merils of the 4-by-4
semester block, as opposed to the A/B
rotating block and a host of hybrld com-
binations, aleng with tradittonal 50-
minute periods,

“Of the 54 not-filled positions,
15 are classified - clerleal and
technical,” added Cowtour, "Eleven
are dircetly related to student ser-
vices. Fd ke the board and chan-
cellor's counedl (o review tat deci-
slon, It might have an elfeet on
enrollment,”

They were the only speakers
during an April 28 public hearing
on Thompson's proposed $101.7
milllon budget for the fiscal year
beginning July 1. A board vote is
scheduled for May 19.

1995 when they approved 0.8 mills
for seven years on top of the 0.85
“charter” mills approved when
OCC was founded i 1964
Thompsoen contends the 1995

One of Lhe earliest communities to be fermed in Ozkland
County was Rochester, named for the city in New York
from which the county’s first seltlers arrived In 1817,

More New York clones included Troy and Auburn Hills
(originally Auburn Heights), both settled fn 1821, and
Farmingion, seitled in 1824,

Independence Township was named not for a New York
city, bt for Independence, NuJ.. In 1833. Birmingham,
England, was the insplration for the Michigan cily that
was founded in 1819, Incorporated as a village in 1864,
Birmingham became a city in 1933.

Other communitles 1ook their names from prominent
members of society.

In 1818, a group of men headed north out of Detroit,
and called their setilement Ponliac, in honor of the Ottawa
Indian chief. In 1822, a post office was established there.

The 1own grew quickly, thanks to a company organized
by the enterprising seitlers. Pontlac became a 19th centu-
ry center for milling. including flour, woolen and saw mills
that were used by farmers throughout Qakland County.
By the 20th century, Pontiac had become a major indus-
trial center. it remains the county seat.

QOrtonville was named for Ames Orton who built a

has a connection with Northville. When Nelson Clark and
his brother crealed a lown in 1840, they named it for
themsejves. It soon became a recreational resort because
of the numerous lakes in the arca. Clark, a prominent fish
breeder. later moved 1o Northville and was instrumental in
establishing what became one of the finest fish hatcheries
In the United States.

Clawson was named in ersor. When early settler John
Lawson applied for a post office in his name, an extra "C"
appeared oul of nowhere, and the name stuck. Clawson
became a city in 1940.

Madisen Heights was named for president James Madi-
son, and Benjamin Franklin was honered in the tiny vil-
lage known today for its cider mill. ,

Stiil other Oakland County cities describe their sur-
roundings.

Ferndale depicls the many ferns that grew in the area,
while Hazel Park evekes the many hazelnul bushes found
there. Royal Oak was named for a large ancient oak Uree,
supposedly dating 100 years before its first setllemént In
1819. Soeuthfleld takes {ts name from iis location in the
county.

Waterford was clearly a place where setllers as early as
1819, forded the river. Oxford, on the other hand, was
named for the many teams of oxen owned by the early
farmers. .

Then, of course, there is Novi. Not named for a persosn,
probably not for a place, and definitely not for a thing,
Novi remains the most mysterious of all the Qakland
County towns. But that's a whwle different story ..,

And win-
ning on TV has all kinds of useful conse-
quences: happy alumni; increased giving;
continued success in recruiting the next
generation of talented athletes.

This magnified pressure 1o win lurks
behind the absurdity of loday's college
athletic environment: The NCAA rute book
governing recruitment of student athletes
now contains 538 pages! And athletic
departments hire folks whase only Job is to
understand and interpret the exquisitely
detailed NCAA rules!

Any rule book with 538 pages has no
pages. Morcover, any human activity
{excepting. possibly, the U.8. Tax Code)
that requires 538 pages of rules is in seri-
ous institutional trouble.

Therefore a modest proposal: Scrap the
NCAA rule book. Forbid any recruiting
contact with high school athletes. Elimj-
nate up-front, full-ride scholarships. Once
students are admitled and in good aca-
dente standing on campus, allow them to
walk on and try ou! for teams. If they

supervision over all public education ... is
vested in a state board of education. It
shall serve as a general planning and coor-
dinating body for all public education,
including higher education ...

That is all the "mission statement” a
State Board needs.

They should have quoted John D). Pierce,
Michigan's first superintendent of public
instruction: “But the wealth of the state

State position was poorly researched

has ever opposed free schools, and yet no
class is more deeply interested in the edu-
catton of all."

They should have quoted Franklin K.
Sawyer, our second superintendent, who
eloguently delended the need for semi-
annual state inspection of schools: “The
inspectors must be satisfied, not only that
the candidate has a good moral character,
and sufficient learning, but that he (s
versed in the art of teaching." Sawyer In
1841 was a half-century ahead of those
who regard a {irm state policy and certifi-
cation as "bureaucratic.”

Sawyer deplored the kind of parents who
“regard the teacher as a mere servant,
hired to do a job that nobody else can do,
and fit for nothing else.” He would have
had no use for parents like Dennis and
Lorie Nixon, the Altoona, Pa. couple who
let two of their children die for lack of
medical treatment because it violated their
religious principles.

They should have quoted Michigan
Supreme Court Justices Conrad Mailett
Jr. and James Brickley:

“(T)he state possess a compelling inter-
est in the universal education of its chil-
dren and that the certification requirement
is an effective means of achieving this
Interest.”

Durant and Waolfram researched thefr fil-
ibusters poorly. Their starting point
should have been students, not scholasti-
cism; 1837, nat 1777,

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No shortcuts to getting in shape

Americans are spending over $30 billlon a
year to Jose weight, We search for the answer in
books, pllls, drinks, the latest dlet or magic
machine on the infomerelal.

Most will not reach thelr desired goal. The few
who do will probably not maintain it

There are plenty of myths about how to get in
shape. Unfortunately, without proper public
education on the subject, people are consiantly
loaking for the casy way out, and as long as (a)-
ented sales people and manufacturers can write
a good story, there will always be myths,

The good news is, there are also plenty of
truths. Unfertunately, many people don't want
to hear them. There 1s ample hard evldence,
subslantiated by well constructed studies, that
truly follows the laws of human physiology. The
trick is assembling the truths and separating
the myths.

To begin, the overall goal should be focusing
on altering your body composition {between
lean muscle and bady fat), not just losing
welght. There are five key factors that must be

addressed to accomplish and maintain your
goal, while achieving overall heallh. Having the
perfect measurements does not necessarily
make one healthy. Energy level, sleep patterns,
stress levels, ete., contribute to overall wellness.

The five areas include:

» Proper food Intake - Consume calories thal
arc below an individual's maintenance level.
This creates a need fo use stored fat for criergy
{body fal}. Age, gender, geneite capabilfties,
physical activity level, lean body mass, personal
llfestyle and fitness goals are all key factors
when addressing this area,

« Proper cardlovascular prescription - Cardly-
vascular acilvily is needed to mobilize the
stored fat In order to help supply the misstng
below-mainienance calories. However, this cre-
ates the need for more nutrients to perform the
added exercise. These nulrients must come
without the calories because the addition of
calories to acquire these nutrients will hinder or
hall fat loss.

* Proper food supplementation - This will

supply the above maintenance leve] of nuttents
now needed without the calories. This allows
the body to use its own slored calorles.

* Praper weight training prescription - This

will create the need to preserve or Increase lean |

muscle tissue and will be accomplished if all
nuirients (food and supplements) and calorles
(food and body fat) are made available.

* Systematic appllcation - As the body
changes and adapls, the prescription must also
change. When all variables are properly con-
trolled for the individual, genetic predisposition
will determine the rate of change and amount of
work necded to make this favorable change,

have a goal and the destre and you apply thesc
five factars, you can have the body you want,
feel great and maintain it for life,

Asthma a major public health problem

Asthma Is a significant public health problem
that affects one tn 10 Amerlcans and cosls
more than $6.2 billion annually in emergency
room visits, hospitalization and time lost from
work.

Despite the avallability of effective treatment,
the incidence of asthma are sharply increasing,
The number of children with asthma has dou-
bled since 1980, and those expertencing the
greatest Increase are African Americans in pol-
luted urban areas.

Deaths from this respiratory disorder also are
on the rise: In 1976, one person In 100,000
died from asthma. Today that ratio is 3.5 in
100,000. That equals about 15,000 asthma-
related deaths a year.

Asthma doesn’t have to be fatal, and it
deesn't have to keep people from going to work,
scheol or otherwlse leading a normal life.

The drugs and other interventions necessary
to manage symptems and prevent recurrent
attacks of wheezing and breathlessness aren’l
new - anti-inflammatory medications and bron-
chodilators have been around for 20 years.
What Is new is the idea of patient self-manage-
menl: teaching asthma sufferers the best way

" to usc these tools and cusiomize thelr treat-
- ment plans fo fit their individual needs and

lifestyles.

For example, studies have shown that 80 per-
cent of patlents dan't use their inhalers proper-
ly. By teaching and reinforcing the proper tech-
niques, and by simplifying their drug regimen -
both in quantity and frequency - patlents are
more likely to comply with their treatment and
enjoy betler long-term results.

At the University of Michigan Medical Cen-
ter's Asthma Atrways Clinic, specialists in pul-
monary (respiratory} disease, allergy, public
health and patient education have developed a
self-management pregram for people with mod-
erale to severe asthma,

During the course of four offlce visits spaced
out over a year, patlents learn how to assess
thelr asthma symptoms and, using a cus-
tomlzed trealment plan, administer the proper
amounts of the righl medications. They also
learn how to Identlfy and avoid asthma “trig-
gers” such as dust and animal dander by keep-
ing a detailed diary of their symptoms; control
panic through the use of biofeedback tech-
nlques; recognlze when it is appropriate (o go to

the emergency room; and how to effectively
cammunicate with thetr primary care doctors
who are also considered an integral part of the
treatment team.

By having patients participate as parlners in
their care, we've seen dramatic improvement in
their quallly of life. One year after compleling
our sell-management program, cur patients
have heen able to reduce their annual hospital
stays from {ive days to one, decrease their
emergency room visits from 12 to one, and cut
their missed days at work from 80 to 15.

It's not magic, nor is it blinding insight, Sell-
management means learning to recognize and
modify one's exposure to asthma triggers and
being able to anticipate problems and head
them off before they escalate into (ull-blown
altacks. It means listening to your body talking,
then knowing what {0 do when you hear it.
