Then there was the 1988 World
Series hetween the Los Angeles
Dodgers and Oakland Alhletics,
Despite severe leg injuries, Gibson
crushed a home run in the bottom
of the ninth (nning to win game
one. His Dodgers went on to take
the series,

“Every vear 1 left spring lraln-
ing,” the former Tigers™ outfielder

safd, "I wanted to be a world
champlon. 1 acconiplished that
twice.”

Gibson will appear at Borders
Books & Muslc in Novl Lonight,
May 15, from 7 to 8:30 p.m. to
sign copies of his new autobiogra-
phy. appropriately titled Bottom of
the Ninth,

The book, published Dy Slecping
Bear Press, lakes a look al Gib-
sor's carveer as a high schaol
recruil, Michigan Stale Universily
foothall and baseball piayer,
Tigers' and Dodgers’ leam member.
The 160-page work, which Glbsen
says took more than six months lo
put together, offers readers
insights and dozens of action pic-
tures from his playing days.

The 39-year-old, who still calls
Michigan horae, said the hook is a
sell-examination. But, he added, It
encourages peopie of all ages ta set
goals and keep working al them
unt] they're achieved. Gibson said
people often let the "Beast” win,

"It's something that lives within
all of us,” he commented. “It's the
pith of least resistance, It's sore-
thing ['ve fought in my life, too.”

Along with the installation of the
subsiation, Detroil Edison has
agreed 1o construcl an elght-foot-
wide asphalt blke path along a
portion of Ten Mile Road.

The two substations in Novi are
already at 130 percent capacity,
according to Delroit Edison repre-

senlatives. The additional slalion
and a soon (o be propesed fourth
substation at the M-5, Haggerty
Read and 1-96 interseciion wijl
provide more reliable power during
slorms.

Blunden said Detroit Edison
representatives met with adjacent

Consultants Rod Arreyo and
Brandoen Rogers played muslcal
thairs between the two meetings
at cly hall soretimes causing a
stall in the commission’s discus-
slon of a project while a planning
atde wenl to feleh one or both of
them from the city councit special
mecting,

It shows a great cdead of disre-
spect for our whole stalf not to he
here,” sald Commissloner Gwen
Markhbam as the commisslon sat
walting for consultants o appear
(rom down the hall,

"My time s Jusl as valuable as
anybody else’s in city hall tenight,”
she added.

Many of the commlssioners were
frustrated the city council sched-
uled o meeting at the same tme as
theirs. Commissloners would like
to have aitended the RUD sesslon,
sorne safd, and felt deliberately lefl
out.

Markham sald she [elt the cily
was rushing the huge development
through the approval process and
makng it diffleult for the public to
be Informed by holding it in a spe-
clal meeting In a conference roen.
The clly was dofng a disservice to
the community, she added.

“I'm very disappoinfed with the
way the entire city government has
operated In the past few months,”
Markham sald.

“This Is just another example of
what happens,” sald Commission-
er Eda Weddington.

Commissioners also voted to
send a memo to Lhe city council
expressing thelr displeasure with
what they felt were surprise culs
to a budget request that was
$100,000 less than previous bud-
gets,

In parifeular, commissioners
were taken aback with §14,000 in
cuts in the requested $24,000
communications budget, With that
money, the commission planned to
spend 85,500 on maps to sell to
the pubtic, $3,000 [or large display
maps, 54,000 for public newslet-
ters and $11,000 for a serfes of
public semlnars.

The llems are all tmportant to
the communily, the commissloners
sald. '

“The planning commission seml-
nars give them as well as us the
opportunity to learn more," sald
Commissioncr Michelle Bononl.

She said when atiending the
recent 2020 Futuring meetings,
residents told her they expect to be
heard and be informed. Therefore,
communications is a worlhy
cause.

“l think it's unfariunale and
unfair and 1 don't think it's some-
thing the citizens of the city should
be satisfied with,” said Wedding-

“ton,

She sald she wasn't so upset
about the funding cuts as she was
about what she felt was an unin-
formed way of making the cuts.

Reduced lol sizes ought to he
enough of an incenlive for a devel-
oper to favor open space planning,
Mitzel said. Smaller lots means
less infrastruclure to build,
including shorler roats.

“You don't get an extra number

of houses because you use this
method or thal method,” Mitzel
said,

“Now we're saying so you're not
doing ane acre lols sa we're golng
lo give you extra houses, 1 have
trouble saying that.”

But Mary Jukuri, a consultant
working lor Harvest Land sald :
"We don't believe lol area reduction
is an effective incentive.”

The densily eredil Is whal's
needed Lo inspire the developer to
leave fallow otherwise buildable
land, according lo Jukurl.

“The city galns by having other-
wise unregulated land preserved
and the developer gels units to pay
for Lthe cosls of bullding a nejgh-
horhoodl park,” she said,

One point the councll majority
seemed Lo reach a consensus ot at
the study sesslon is that the num-
ber of houses in a RUD profect
should not exceedd the underlylng
density of the properly. But a
molion to that effeet by Council
Member Rob Mitzei will not be
voted upon until the Junc meel-
Ing.

Last week's session brought out
over 13 observers - o contingent
from the Novi school district,
including school hoard president
Ray Byers and Superintendent
Emmetl Lippe and several people
who live near the Harvest Lake
sile, especially from Birchwoods
subdlivision.

The city and the school district
are altempting lo acquire 100

Schmid denied that (he RUD dis-
cussions are a rondblock {o the
development of the new Novi mid-
die school.

{shitiara then took @ class
taught al Schoolerall College by
speeeh therapist Susan Calderone,
alterwards signing on lor a series
of private lessons,

Calderone, o Novi resident lor
two years, specializes in teaching
non-native speakers of English to
conmunirate so that the average
American can understand them,

Her students come from all over
the map. lilerally. China, Vietnam,
the Philippines, Switzerlapd. over
20 countries. Many are profession-
al people who lear an acvent way
he a hindrance in the working
world. Foreign-born doctors and
nurses, for example, may have dil-
flenly articulating complex mei-
cal terms.

"They all had in comumon that
they were fearful that heir gram-
mar and vocabulary had improved
I in many eases their promune-
alion hadn’t. Somelimes, sotinds
inour fanguage may nol be in
other languages,” Calderone said,

“They hear "Pardon me, can you
say Lhal again, can you repeat
that” all the time.”

For example, a Japuarese person
might have {rouble with our Rs, Ls
and Zs, she added.

Not every one is sympathetic
with this kind of struggle.

“You'll get people who will fall ail
over Lhemselves (o try o be help-
ful, other people are more in a
hurry and they don't have Lhe
patience and they turn ofl quick-
ly.” Calderone said,

She studied audiology al Wayne
Slate University and worked with
viclims of strokes and head
injuries to help them overcome
speech lmpairment,

A former Chicago residen! who
moved to Novi two years ago, she
tauphl veice and articulation
classes al Universily of Hlinols,
where she earned her masler's
degree. She's also had additional
Irafning in accent recduclion.

In her privale classes, she seeks
to instill confidence in {he student
so that he or she can plunge into
something as simple as asking a
guestion Lo the more imposing act
ol public speaking.

“The confidence level goes way
up. What happens is people don't
know they can change their
accenl. They think it's a mystery.
IU's nat, there’s a key (o it. There's
a system lo Lhe errors. Once you
understand the system. il’s not a
mystery anymore,” Calderone said,

The age at which a ferelgn lan-
guage is lcarned Lypically plays a
key role In the ability to mimic cor-
rect pronunciation. Students
under i2 generally pick up the
correct sounds easier, Calderanie
saidl.

Another diffleulty occurs when
the teacher overseas is notl a
native speaker of English and
hasn't mastered the pronuncia-
tion. English is. after all. a quirky
language, with many exceplions lo
lhe rules.

Brother, sister
meet once again

It was a long lime coming. Half o
century in fact.

llerta Schade last saw her hall-
brother Sleglried Jansch in 1945
when she was 14 and he was 17.

Herla and Siegfried embraced
for the first tme when Siegiried
flew to Michigan for a vacation last
monih.

*He was so much like | remen-
bered him 1 couldn't have missed
him even if | wanted to,” said
Herta, who has worked at White-
hali Convalescent Home in Novi for
14 years and will retice in Junc.

Herta and Siegfried were living
in Czechoslovakia and their father
was in the German army.

When they were evacuated to
Germany at the beginning of the
war, they ended up on opposite
sldes of the Iron Curtain, Sleglrie:d
went with his maternal grandpar.
ents, while Herta went with her
auat and uncle 1o live in Hof,
Bavarta,

When the curtain came down,
Sicglried began to look for (heir
dad. He was told at the time that
he was missing in action. He
wasn'l, He was living will Herta,
Bui by the {lme Sieglried found
that out, Herta was married and
had conie o the United States,

“After the war, all the Germans
were displaced out of Czechoslo-
vakia and nobody knew where
family members were so there was
complete chaos,” Herta said. "I'm

sure there are people who still
haven'i found each other yet.”

Stegiried, with the help of a rela-
tive o Herla's in a German nurs-

ing home and the Department of
Naluralization, eventually traced
Herta to Milford, where she lives
with her husband of 21 years,
Richard. Herta was a war bride

when she eamie to Detroil with her
first husbiand who died in a car
accident in 1970,

Herla's father camme over to visit
her in the Unlted States ence. He
died ol a heart attack 20 years ago
belore being rewnited  with
Sivglried,

Herta never tried to looked [or
Sicglried beeause she didn't know
haw Lo go about it.

“l have always talked about him
and thought about hin." she sald.

[ wasn't untl! about 1984 when
Herta reeelved a letter from
Sieglried that she reaflzed he had
heen looking for her for a long
time,

“He dido’l think T remembered
him because he inlroduced him-
self all over to me,” she satd. "Bul |
knew right away when [ saw the
name who it was.”

Herla tock no time in writing
back and the two have been in
touch by mail and phone ever
sinec,

While walting for Steglried, his
wife Ticlga, and thelr 16-year-old
granddaughier, Yvonne Hennesen,
to arrive at Detroit Metropolilan
Ajrporl, Richard siruck up conver-
satlons with scveral people whe
declded to stay 1o watch Herta's
and Sfeglried’s reunlon.

“He valled the night before they
lelt and told me he was sifting on
his packed suitcase ready lo
come,” Herta said. "That was Lhe
first time both hin and his wile
flew."

Yvonne, who learned the King's
English in school, took care of her
grandparents, who don't speak a
word of English, on the plane.

"He lell saying ‘yes ma'am,” said
Herla, who still writes and speaks
German fluently.

“1 gol (o look for words now and
then," she said. "Right now [ think
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Novi resident and volunteer at Whitehall Convalescent Cenier Herta Schade, far rlght ‘met her brother Siegfried Jansch, cen-

Prelly soon il
went on so Strong she was speak-
ing German o me and English 1o
fum,” Richard said, “{Sieglricd)
would say ‘nein, nein.' | woke her

up one morning and she starfed
falklag {0 me In German.”

Herta and Richard are now
planning a irip lo Siegfried’s
homelown of Burgderl, Germany.
Since Richard was slalloned in the
South Pacilic during World War [I
ihis wiil be his fist trip to Ger-
many.

"It was an experience for both

sldes,” Richard said. “You don't
know what thelr likes and dislikes
are. But they fell right in.”

In Germany. properly is in short
supply so Siegiried was surprised
al the sighl of the Schades’ two-
bedroom heme on five acres.
Siegfried, who is retired from Volk-
swagen, has a lwo-family hame.

Heaith Notes

Certaln 1%e styles can lead to nsteoporosis. A
diet low in calelum. being excessively thin,
heavy smoking, excessive drinking, and a
sedentary lile styfe predisposes people to osteo-
porosis, and modification of these behaviors
can prevent or delay its onsel. Adequate nudri-
{ion for example, has been estimated to reduce
the tmpact of osteoporosts by as much as one-
hall. Avoidance of alcehol and smoking, and
maintaining a healthy diet and regular exercise
pragram are considered to be cornerstones in
the prevention of this conditlon.

Exercise is of primary Importance in prevent-
ing osteoporosis. Bone densily increases with
physical activity, and people with higher physi-
cal activity and muscular sirength have higher
bone density, In contrast, decreased physical
actlvity from aging or from diseases decreasing
mobllily accelerales bone loss.

To improve hone strengih, fitness programs
should begin in childhood and be maintained
indefinitely for maximum benefit, because the
improvement is not necessarily maintained
once the exercise is siepped. It is also impor-
tant to remember that after the age of 40, a
medical evaluation should be performed before
the infliation of any exercise program 1o deter-
minie (he safety of the physieal activity. This is
particularly fmportani for those who have not
been exercising on a regular basts,

The primary goal of an osteoporosis exercise
program 1s to retard bene loss and improve
mobility and flexibility. The oplimal exercise
program Includes welght-bearing combined
with strengthening activities. A brisk 30-60

minule walk, at least three times a week, is a

convenlenl regimen.

Each exercise session should include 10-15
minutes of warm-up and flexiblifty exercises,
There also {s increasing evidence that alterna-
live recrealional activities, such as dancing ar
even leg and arm exercises done while sitting
on a chalr, may lmprove muscular fitness and
bone densily if the activity is done at least two
hours a week.

Although the benefliclal elfect of exercise on
bone strength oceurs gradually, sedentary post-
menopausal women will definitely beneflt from
regular long-term therapeutic exercise, hoth in
terms of increased bone density and cardlovas-
cular fllness.

While exercise has beneficlal effects on bone,
If women exercise to the point of developing
abnormal or absent menstrual periods, bane
loss can resull. As many as 40 percent of highly
trained athletes have fewer than three menses
per year,

Young ballet dancers who develop stress frac-
tures are twice as likely to have missed their
perlods as those whe have never sustained a
fracture. When these women regain their peri-
ods after decreasing training or increasing
welght, vertebral bone density tends lo
increase. [t is therefore advised that women
who exercise (o the point of developlng men-
strual irregularities should be counseled Lo
reduce thelr activily until menses are normal.
