Plans ready
for Novi cop
bike patrol

You may 1ol be surprised by
screaming sirens and Rashing
lights, hut you may find a smile
and a wave hello from your
friendly nelghborhiood bike patrol
olflcer,

As parl of a new trend called
Community Pelicing, Novl cops
are ready to take off with plans
for a six-person Bike patrol.

Although not set to necessarily
peddie through residential subdi-
visions just vet, the hope Is the
program ean be expanded,

“It seems (o have great value Int
a wide range of communities,”
satd Chiet Douglas Shaeffer.

[Funded {hrough a $26,000 fed-
eral grant administered by the
Department of Juslice, Novi now
has four hikes and enough money
for overlime pay for six cops,

The four officers and two
serpeants are trained to use the
hikes, Trek 7000s from Waterloo
Wisconsin costing 5634 cach,
almwst hall of lypical cost due 1o
the ability of Novi police te jump
on a prometional deal.

The bilee patrol will only work
overtime at lirst so as not o slrip
the regular patrols of oflicers,
sald Shaeffer. In addition, he sald
the patrol could be better used in
more intense situations like the
Michigan 50s Festival, which
brings thousands of visltors to
the city each summer,

However, Officer Thomas Lind-
berg sald hie hopes the day will
comce when the bike patrol can do
more. There is a good possibility
the patrol will operate on routine
palrel soon. The department pur-
chased bike racks for the patrol’
cars so officers can drive lo a site,
such as a subdivision, park and
ricle.

"You can get inlo a ot of differ-
ent areas that you can't with
patrol cars,” said Lindberg, such
as wooded Lrafls, Nelds and paks.

Lindberg sald the mountain
bikes wilj enable the police to
issue more ATV violations and
locate leenage field parties, Cops
will also e able 1o do survelllance
work hecause people will be look-

He sald that every ather Monday
morning a group of Novi volun-
teers meet al the Faitt: Commnuitity
Church to organize and distribute
norn-perishable ftems to an average
of 20-30 families. There are
approximately 43 {awmilies on the
list.

“In the winter when the heating
bills go up we see more people,”
Henderson said.

"A lot of that need| is hidden in
the community. You tend to see
big homes and demonsirations of
affluence, bl there are pockets of
poverty  here,” Henderson
explained.

He said the clderly and young
couples with children are typical
users of ihe program.

The Novi Emergency Food fund
was sel up in Lhe 1980s at the
request of then-governor William
Milliken, who asked each commu-
nily to design an emergency food
progranm. The Novi Ministers Asso-
cialion tock on the cause and has

assisted local resicdents ever since,

That's why the CROP Walk is s0
mportant.

A werenywm for the Chureh
Rural Overseas Program, a natlon-
al interdenominational erpganiza-
tion for foad programs, the local
walk raises money each year that
is colleeted nationally and then
distributed 1o various food shel-
ters. CROP Walk 1896 raised
§20.,000, according to Pastor
Chuek Jacobs. of United Methodist
Chureh in Novi,

He said 70 pereen! ol money
rafserd goes to the regional Lansing
office where it is distributed world-
wide,

“They don’t hand oul food but
teach them how to grow laod,” said
Jacabs.

"Iy an excellent program that
works well,” he added.

The CROP Walk originated in
Michigan, and Qet. § 1997 marks
the tenth anniversary for the
Novi/Narthvitie walk.

“IU's kind of a celebration for us,"
said Jacobs,

In addition, the Bronze Shoes
were awarded to Meadowbrook
Congregational Church for a 152
pereent increase in fund rafsing
during the April celebratlon. The
Bronze Shoes is & local tradilion
hetween the 12 Novi and Northville
churches that participate and goes
(o the church wilh the largest per-
cenlage increase in fund ralsing.

Twenty-flve years ago, the Unlted States
began to pult Its combat troops out of Seuth

Vletnam. The Parls Peace Pact was slgned a year
later, halting U.S. mfittary fnvolvement in the
conflict. Natlopally, more than 58,000 Amer{-
cans were killed cr remain missing.
In Michigan, 2,649 Individuals perished in
Vietnam or are officially regarded as missing.
One of them was a woman, a nurse,
“We paid a very high price in Vielnam. We were
one of the tep four or five states as far as the
number of people who served,” sald Marty Eddy of
the Priscner of War Committee of Michigan.
“Think about all the lives that were dlrectly or
Indirectly affected by the loss of this person or
that person.

Lualdi became war casualty
years after leaving Vietham

At first it looked ltke Green Beret
Special Forces Alrborne Sgi. Carl
Anthony Lualdf made i1 through
his two years in Vietnam
unscathed.

Then, in 1981, he was diagnosed
with muscular sclerosls, For 12
years, the man who used to run
six miles a day and train horses
has been virtually bedridden,

"More than likely. It's due to
Agent Orange. We would use the

A prisonér of war for five long days,
Mallia kept ordeal secret for 14 years

For over a decade, Tony Mallla
couldn't tell anyone about his
experiences in Viettiam,

Even his family and friends
didn't know he spent five days as
a prisoner of war, huddled in a
waler-filled cage when he wasnt
being interrogated and tortured
aroundd Lhe clock,

‘T kept it in me for 14 years, |
was really holding it in lor a long
time. 1t took a lot out of me. [ felt
guilly because I was caplured.”
he said.

Now a resitlent of Stonehenge
condominiums in Novi, Mallla
served from 1971 through 1972,
He enlisted in the Army so he
could choose his speciality, rather
thai be drafted and end up as a
“grunt.” His flrst assignment was
to Germany, but he
was rerouled
Vielnam.

Sent ta the U.S,
air base al Cam
Ranh Bay, he was a
Specialist 4, work-
ing with the com-
puters that kept
track of the base's
warehouse of heli-
coplers and Cobra
gun ships.

The bhase was
under fire nighily
from enemy mor-
tars. On Mallia's
first nfght, when he
was “wel behind the
ears,” hls roommate
yanked him out of
bed and into a
bunker. Minutles
later, their quarters

were destroyed.
With his computer skills, Mailla

was flown all over Vietnam al a
moment's notice. His hellcopter
was shot down four times, but
the fifth time was the last.

In early 1972, the gun ship

. Mallia was traveling In was

caught in a flre fight. After they
crashed, he was unconscious.
When he regained his senses, he
was surrounded by Viet Cong. Of
the five-member crew, only Mallia
and the warrant officer, a Texan,
were allve,

“l don't know what happened to
the others, whether they were
killed in the crash or they shot
them,” Mallia said.

It was Just a rouline mission, Dorothy
Holman was later toid, bul the events that
transpired that day, half-a-world away
from the Holman's Northville home, ended
in a way that was anylhing but routine.

The E1-B "Willy Fudd” served as the car-
rler battle group's eyes and ears in the sky.
The firsi plane to take to the air during
flight operations the alrcraft, with tls crew
of elght, kept the carrier battle group
apprised of all ship and aircrafll move-

"Because of the engine
problem Jerry couldn’l bring
the nose up enough to allow
the tailhnok to grair one of
the carrier's {our arresting
wires, so he couldn’l land on
the carrier.”

With no way lo safely land
the crippled aircralt aboard
the Roosevelt, Jerry decided
to attempt a controlled crash
landing, or “ditch,” in the
ocean, When he altempted
the maneuver, according to
the Navy report, the alrcrafl
broke in two pieces and
quickly sank beneath the

Holman, along with his co-
ACTRESITSMImE ollot and  one  other
crewmember, were kflled tn the crash.

*They explained 1o us that the plane jusl
broke up and hecause of the weight of ail of
the eleclranle pear, il sank before any of
the rescué helicopters or ships could get to
it.” Steve Holman said, "According ie the
lelter we received from Jerry's commanding
officer, Jerry's actlons were heroic, that he
died trying to save his crew.”

*As o pilot Jerry was one of the most
competent and thorough plane comman-
ders 1 have ever known,” wrate Squadron
Commander Lt. Cmdr. Stuart Reynaolds.
“On his tast flight, the manner in which he
handied a highly dilficull emergency situa-
tlon was proficient in the extreme,”

He was awarded his second Navy Combal
Medal posthutmously, and also received lwo
Vielnam Campalgn Medals and two Nation-
al Defense Medals during his five years of
military service.

Although he is officially listed as Missing
In Action hy the military. Holman's name
appears on the wall of the Vietnam Menio-

rial in Washington, D.C., as well as the
Vietnam Veleran's POW/MIA Memorial in
Novi.

Gerald Holman was 27 when the crash
occurred, jusl three days before younger
Dbrother Steve's 13th hirthday,

"l lave a lot of images of my brother,”
Steve said solemaly. "He wasn'l in my life
very long, but knowing that I have a broth-
er that I'l) never he able o see again is
hard.”

Dorathy tlolman remembers getling the
news of Gerald's death as (it had just hap-
pened,

“Il was in Lhe evening and we were
watching television,” she recalled, her eyes
again fixed on the memory. “There was a
knock al the door and a naval officer wear-
ing his dress hive uniform was standing
outside. When 1 saw him | knew inslanlly
that Jerry had been killed, and 1 remember
feeling sorry for this officer for having 1o
hreak the had news.”

For Dorothy Holman Lhree decades have
not erased 1he power(ul feelings of loss.

"You would think after 30 years that it
would get easier lalking about it,” Daorothy
sald. "Bul everyday 1 am aware of the loss
of nol having him around, knowing that he
will never come back home agaln.

“All that we lhave lefl arc the photos and
letiers te remind us of what he meant (o all
of us.”

Finally letting 1t ail out was a
relief, he said. Even so, the after-
effects linger.

For several days (Mallia jsn'l
sure how long] they moved
through the isolaled area some-
where near the Demilitarized
Zone, traveling by day and night
on no food, no sleep and in a bat-
tered condition [rom their ordeal.

“We almost got shol by our own
troops. We {old them we had our
dog lags in our boots. They had
laken our other 1.D. 1t took 24
hours before they were convinced
we were Americans,” Mallia said.

“We showed them our bruises
and our finger nails.”

Mallla and the Texan were kepl
in conflnement until their story
checked oul. The preblem was,
their gun ship had been sent oul
without paperwork and they
weren'l listed as officially missing.

Once their identification had
been established, Mallia was sent
to a hospital tn Saigan. then

He said the guards executed
several prisoners before them in
an atlempl to provoke them to
talk, but the nationality of the
victims was unclear.

Both Malija and the warrant
officer had some combat (raining,
but with their on-base jobs they
weren't accustomed (o hardship.

Alfter overhearing the guards
say they were going to send the
{wo Americans to Hanol “where
they could to a beller job of get-
ting us to talk,” Mallia and his
companion made up their minds
to escape.

for preserving open space

How much extra credit does a
developer get for preserving open
space such as trees and woods
and lakes?

That remalnetd one of the hotlest
publlc issues in town as the Novl
City Councll continued Its debale
last week over the propesed revi-
siens lo the Residential Unil
Development ordinance. The decl-
slons councll members finally
nzke, posstbly at a June 2 meet-
Ing, will impact the future of the
901-acre Harvest Lake subdivl-
ston,

But it's clear o far that the
rouncll majorlty backs glving a
developer credit for not butlding en
the lake - or Mling it In. The sup-
port is also there to cap the num-
ber of housing units based on the
cxisting zoning and the gross
acreage of a pfece of land, not the
buildable, non-regulated acreage.

Mayor Kathleen MclLallen said
densily credits would be a trade off
for what a developer provides a
subdivision "above and beyond”
the standard site plan,

Several councll members polnt-
ed out that the RUD was an oplicn
the councH could negotlate, some-
thing it "may” grant,

However, City Altorney David
Fried sald the propesed language
would actually require the council
lo grant an applicant the terms of
the RUD ordinance, if the develop-
er met all the conditions.

"You should net consider the

‘may’ as may. i should be consid-
ered as 'shall,” Fried explained.

Cily allorneys are now working
to dralt language that would nol
be binding upon the local govern-
ment,

Harvest Land Company propos-
es a density credil of one dwelling
unit per ¢ach acre of land left apen
- {n thelr casc, Including a 169-
acre lake. Excluded from density
count would be submerged
swamps and external roadways.

Novl's consullants proposed
whittling thal ene credit down to
0.8 dwellings per acre.

Il 100 acres of open space were
preserved, under the Harvest plan
the developer would get 100 extra
homes above the progerty’s zoning
and only 80 extra homes under
the planning consultants’ sugges-
tlon.

With the credits, the lot sizes
would be smaller than required by
the actual zoning of the land, in
order-to set aside land for wood-
lands, wetlands, city parks,
schools and historic sites,

*It's encouraging large-area
development to put in recreational
waler sports, schodls, private and
public parks,” Planning Consul-
tant Brandon Rogers explained.

When polted, the majorily of the
counell backed including the lake
in the open space caleulations.

But Councll Member Rob Mitzel
sal( he was totally against giving a
developer densily credit for a lake,
as the current RUD ordinance
does,

“There would be an extra 4,000
homes (han could be built in the
city teday under conventlonal zon-
ing. They are getting density on
{he net site In conventlonal zoning.
This 1s golng Lo allow more homes
{0 be bulll than our existing ordi-
nances allow now,” Mitzel sald,

While the council didn't take a
formal vole, Lhis position lacked
enough supporl to pass if a vate
had been laken,

Mitzel then suggested the credil
be limlted Lo thal portion of the
lake property developed for public
use. Under this proposal. if hall of
the lakeshore was devoted to pri-
vate home lots and fhe other half
of the property was for use by sub-
division residents, the developer
would only get a density credit for
half the lake's acreage.

Mltzel also suggested Lhat no
open space credit should be given
for land that was actually devel-
aped as a church or a school,

Harvest sceks credits for the
new Novi Middle Scheol and a city
park. once a land deal with the
city. the developer and the school
district closes. A council consen-
sus on this Issue was not reached
last week,

Under the current dralt, credits
would be given for amenilies set
aside for residents of the RUL.

With that language, Asslstant
City Altorney Dennis Watsen said

il appears a public school would
be “incompatible” because Il would
not he restricted to RUD residents
alone.

Lippe earns
top marks
from district

No longer the new kid on the
block, Novi schools Superinten-
dent Emmett Lippe is now like “an
old shoe,” accerding to school
hoard President Ray Byers.

The superintendent hired five
years ago once again received
heaps of praise during his yearly
evaluation, held In open, televised
session May 15.

The trustees evaluated Lippe on
36 various components using a
five point scale. Overall, Lippe
scored a 4.8 out of 5.0.

“It's up just a smidgen from last
year,” Byers said. “There’s been no
backsliding on the part of the
superintendent.”

Al no point did Lippe's score ina
category fall below a 4.5, 1t
dropped to a 4.5 out of 5.0 in only
twice categories: “Ability to speak
and write” and “Helped Initlate a
process to explorc and possibly
develop a desirable and appropri-
ate alternative K-4 program for
placement In the current Meadows
Bullding.”

Byers sald he and Lippe dis-
cussed the issues beforehand. *1
think it's wrong for it to be a total
surprise,” Byers explained.

Words like patlent, honest, com-
fortable, tactful and integrity were
used 1o describe Lippe.

He leadership and demeanor
was credited by Trustee Carol
Elfring for creating a positive
atmosphere in which to work and
allowing the district to make great
accomplishments because it Is not
“etling drug down by small nega-
tive aspects.”

Trustee Julla Abrams called him
wise. “Not everybody has wisdom
but 1o be wise and have a sense of
people and the environment is a
gift you possess,” Abrams told
Lippe.

*You're nol easily provoked yet
you stand up for your rights,” she
added.

Newton said she appreciates
how Lippe respects the board
members and answers their ques-
tions fully.

“If's very reassuring to know I
can go to someone and find out
what's right,” said Newton

The only request given to Lippe
was to flnd a way to limit and con-
dense presentations by teacher
quality teams. The teams are
lormed to evaluale curriculum at
the different schools and are
required to give reports at board
meetings. The reports somelimes
last 30 to 45 minutes.

That's just too long, the trustees
sald.

“The only other negative point is
we don't get to bicker and argue
because he presents such rational
pelnts,” joked Trustee Gearge
Kortlandt.

“We don't bicker and carcy on ..."
added Byers, "Because we're in
this for the kids not the glory of
politics.”

Lippe satd he appreciated the
feedback.

“Superintendents seldomly hear
how we're doing,” he explained.

He added that working in Nowi
has been a positive experlence all
the way. "It's never gotten to me in
terms of stress,” he explained.

Lippe also commended the
board members for not “micro
managing” the distrct and allow-
Ing the administration to do its
Jah,

“If you have to micro manage,
It's time to look at who you have
managing your schools,” Lippe
said,

Lippe received $119,000 in
salary last year, with benefits
including the use of a minl-van,

"I we have any kind of event at
the ITC, say where groups arc
coming in durlng the day, (park-
ing) Is a problem,” sakl Dr. Calvin
Schmucker, assistant principal at
Novi Middie School.

Not enly do parents and visitors

Does this town really want the repu-
tation, should its ordinance be chal-
lenged on Censtitutional grounds as a
violation of the First Amendment, It
would surely get if it walked into courl
and trled to argue that its restrictions
on the flying of the American flag are
reasonable?

Does this town reaily want to spend
money defending this crdinance?

And Is this an issue of such impor-
tance that it is worth offending and
alienating Novi's own veterans and res-
idenis? Is it worth driving them out of
town, to participate in another commu-
nity’s Memorial Day commemorations?

The Marine Corp League brought the
issue of Novi's flag ordinance back to
the forefront this week by deciding to
boycott Novi's Memorial Day parade.
Instead, said Dave Owen, commander
of the group, former Marines will head
off to Northville and participate there.

Yes, there are other issues, like the
fact the vets have no permanent meet-
ing location and the fact Novi voters
turned down a bond issue to give them
one. But the final straw was the adop-
tion of the flag rules last year.

The city adopted the rules to keep

part of the community as everyone
clse.

And the rules did exempt homes and
apartment complexes.

Still, who's to say a business person
might not have patriotic feelings equal
to those of homeowners?

_The question of constitutionality
came up in those discussions, but was
never fully addressed. The city attorney
sald that while sign ordinances had
been upheld, the constitutionality of a
law like this had never been tested.

And we are sure the city wouldn't
want it to be. Talk about putting the
city in a bad lght. Talk about a waste
of time and money.

So why not just repeal the ordi-
nance? Why not just get rid of this
classic case of overregulation before
someone has to take the city to court
to do it themselves?

Some advqcales argue passionaltely that
teaching kids who speak little English in
thelr native Janguage prescrves the
Integrity of their cultures and gives them
a needed lift toward fluency in English,
Some years ago, this line of thought went
so far in Ann Arbor (where else?] that
some black parents sued the school dis-
Lrict to require "Black English" (“Ebon-
fes,” in recent terms) be taught to black
kids.

I can'l agree. Sure, we ought to give
kids who can'l speak English a helping
hand while they're learning. But to do
anything more is just going to hurt them,
At the end of the day, theyll have to learn
English in order lo participate fully in the
society to which they (or their parents)
wanted willingly to come.

The one thing that unites this country
that is more helerogeneous than any
other in history Is the English language.

As good as this all seems, the FCC's
decision to allow broadcasters to receive
licenses free of charge has cutraged many
public interest groups including the
Alliance for Community Medla.

Executive Director for the Alliance, Barry
Forbes, charges "that broadeasters are
getting a multi-billlon dollar giveaway in
the form of free use of the airwaves - Lo
the {une of $70 billion.”

The Alliance for Community Media has
lobbied the FCC with the request that
broadcaslers be required to set aside some
of the digital television spectrum for pub-
lic, educational and governmental access
channels (similar to what we currently
have on1 cable). The alllance stressed to the
FCC the importance of the broadcast
industry giving people some kind of com-
pensation for use of the public's resources
and its beliel that public, educational and
governmental access continues to not only
be an appropriate but desirable way by
which the broadeast industry can give

His firm investigated a Detroit judicial
race in which a petition circulator appar-
enily took “voler” names off a TV screen -
a baseball roster and a TV cast. The clreu-
tator, who flled about 150 petitions, signed
as “Louis Robinson” and "Lewis Robin-
so1."

There was no such person, but there
was a Louella Robinson with “suspiciously
simllar handwriting.” Five Louella Robin-
sons were registered to vote, ail with the
same hirth date, all with the same hand-
writlng, ‘It wasn't her fault in this case ~
she only votes once,” Grebner said.

The problem is that under Democratic
legislative and judicial influence, Michigan
can't clean wut its “deadwood.” The theory
is that Democratic voters are so stupid
they vote only in presidential elections
every four years and ignore the gubernato-
rial, legislative, cily, school board and mil-
lage ¢lections in between.

So the remedy is that names of voters
who have died or moved must be kept on
the rolls for eons. In addition, the federal
“motor voter” law (vetoed by George Bush
in ‘92 but signed by Bill Clinton in '93)
prevents local clerks from canceling the
registrations of inactive voters.

Result: Each year 10 percent of voters
who no longer live in the area swell the
voter lists. Grebner figures 37 percent are
deadwood.

The Republican Legislature, in its 1996
lame duck session, sought to curb possi-
ble fraud with a law requiring voters to
show photo IDs, “The possibility for fraud
js out there,” said Rep. Bob Brakenridge,

 Election fraud gone undetected?

GOP guru on voting questions.

Attorney General Frank Kelley, a Demo-
crat, ruled the photo 1D law is a burden
that violates the U.S. Constitution (“equal
protection of the laws™). Kelley said such
restrictive measures aren't needed
because “Michigan already prevents voler
fraud by Jess drastic means.”

Kelley is wrong, of course. And he obvi-
ously hasn't read the chapter on voter
fraud in Sabato and Simpson's 1996 book
Dirty Little Secrets: The Pervasiveness of
Corruption in American Politics.

Nevertheless, Democratic lawmakers still
buy what Grebner calls the "crap” siatis-
tics and want to encourage even greater
turnoud by conducting mail efections, The
House has passed a bill by Rep. Agnes
Dobronski, D-Dearborn, to allow anyone
to vote by absentee in any election - no
fibs about being ill or out of town.

Secretary of State Candice Miller argues,
with much logic, that Michigan won't be
ready for mail-in elections until a
statewide compuler system, due in a cou-
ple of years, can discard the deadwood
registrations.

It makes one wonder: If we have fraud in
collecting petition signatures, if we have a
circulator registered to vote in five loca-
tions, if we have two million non-existent
registered voters, might not there be
Chicago-style fraud at the polls that so far
has gone undetecied?

Sore muscles are a problem not
only for people who casl aside their
couch petato ways and embark on a
fitness program for the summer.

"Peaple have been dormant all win-
ter long and now they forget they have
been couch potatoes,” Novi's Botsford
Center for Health Improvernent physi-
cal therapist Milt Thackaberry said,
"They remember what they could do
last fall and try o do lhat same activi-
ty at the same level. They Gy to de it
teo scon.”

Mast avid runners find a way to
stay aclive all winier long in some sort
of activity, according to Thackaberry.
Others remember when they used to
be able to run a seven te eight minute
mile in high schoof and think they
can get out and do it again.

“The first thing 1o do is te talk with
your doctor 1o see if you're cleared to
exercise — 10 make sure there aren't
any contra-indications,” Thackahesry
said. “Starl a program and begin it
relatively slowly and gradually
increase it.”

Walk befare you run, build up
endurance and speed and gradually
expand it into a Jog.

“Walk [or two or tliree weeks, grad-
ually Increasing the distance as well
as the rate of walking hefore getting
fnto a full run,” he said.

“It's like anything clse: if the
machine has not been maintained
very well over the winter it will take a
little ofling to get it back Into shape,”
he said. “The big thing is that people
don't have the patience 1o get into
shape and exerclse.”

"A little bit of time spent up (ront
getling into shape and they will enjoy
the sport a lot belter and be safer with
it," he said.

By going to the driving range first,
the body gradually gels inte shape.
It's smarl o do trunk rolaticns while
getting in a little practice with your
swing to avold the kind of wrist or
elbow injury that can cccur from cre-
ating a huge divot,

“If they had gone to the driving
range they might not have taken Lhat
big chunk out of the ground,” Thack-
aberry sald.

A variety of injuries come from soft-
hall. Players who haven'l done much
actlvity during the winler months will
get oul after just & few practices and
play a lot during games and tourna-
ments.

“Break the activily down into some
smaller components,” he suggested.

The arms and legs need to be in
shape for squaiting and bending,

“Look at what particular positions
and movements each actlvity requires
and break that down so you have the
flexibility fn your legs or back,” he
said,

Feople gelling involved in sports are
not the only ones who have to get in
shape. As the weather starts to break
people get out to begin gardening and
perform spring clean-up tasks.

A common mistake leading to back
injurles Is not getting help when lifting
a heavy object.

“Five seconds saved may cost two
months in recovery,” he said.

When asked what they dld to injure
themseives, they usually say they
weren't doing much, according lo
Thackaberry. With a little probing,
though, he {inds out that the typleal
scenario included mowing the Jawn,
rolotilling the garden, moving three
years of peai moss, then bending over
to plani tomatoes beflore putting in a
brick patio.

II'the work had been spread out
over several weekends, the infury
might not have happened, according
{o Thackaberry.

The vast majorily of people do noth-
ing over the winter, acrording to
Thackaberry. They stay inside and go
to work. Some use the excuse that
because they walk all day on the job
they are in shape for other types of
activities,

“Your body will adap! to any stress-
es that are put on it if they are put on
it on a graduat basis,” he said.

Bruno has found that to be true
of men and women in both parties,
and among both liberals and con-
servatives.

"Most of the time il's because
they believed it was the way they
were telling me but it just turned
out not to he that way. Occasional-
ly, it's so rare that It stands out
that somebody will deliberately lie
tayou.”

Politicians and the media have
what is called a working profes-
slonal relationship in which they
talk to each other and tell each
other what they really think.

“Many times they have to talk to
me ‘off the record’ because that's
the only way they can say what
they really think,” he sald. "They've
afways got to insist publicly that
whoever the carilidate is. he or she
is the greatest thing that's ever
come along. The world will not be

Not only is
there the physical pain o contend with but also
the physical deconditloning (getting out of
shape) that fakes place In the days, weeks or
even menths following thne off lrom training,

There are alternative tralning technlgues
which can help diminish the down tUme of an
injury by keeplng the cardiovascular system
conditioned while minimizing stress and strain
of the affected body-part injured.

Aerobic exercise can be defined as conlinu-
ous activity which utilizes oxygen for energy at
the celluiar evel of an exercising muscle. A sea-
sonal hobby for many, examples of aerobic
activity include running or biking outdoors
when the weather is nice, and in cooler weather
either taking It indeors on cxercise machines,
or swilching Lo other appropriate outdoor actlvi-
tics like cross-country skling or lec skating.

Sometimes, however, despite taking precay-
{ions, the athlete s faced with an Injury. Aero-
bic exercise Injuries generally affect the Jower
extremitles including the museles and joints of
the legs and feet. These injuries can range from
braken bones to pulled muscles.

Muscle, tendon, and Higameni strains (over-
strelch) and sprains (partial or complete tear)
are relatively common types of injuries as well.

Overuse injuries are due to the repetitive
nalure of acroble acttvity and result from

chronie microtrauma (small amount ol injury)
which surmount over the course of several days
lo months. The al-risk uthlete is one who
attempts Lo do too muach too soun which may
resull in shin splints, stress fraclures, sprains,
ele.

Once an injury has occurred it is important
1o seek proper care from a quallfied health care
provider. “Depending on the severity vl the
injury an alternative excreise regimen should
be inltiated promptly, when appropriale,” says
Matthew Sciotli M.D., who treats people with
athleties-related Injuries at the Bolsford Athlet-
lc Medicine Clinic in Nowi.

Early recondltioning {getling the hody back in
shape) is encouraged in most cases. This is
largely due to the fact that our muscles, inciud-
ing the heart muscle, get out of shape al a rela-
lively rapid rate. As the injury is healing, it {sn't
a bad idea to Initiate an alternative excrcise
pragram,

Depending on (ype and severity of injury,
consider nen-impact, then low-impact, then
gradually graduate back to a regular aerobic
rotitine,

Non-impact exercises include biking - prefer-
ably stationary - which eliminates the irregular
terrain, traffic and bad weather assoclaled with
road or aff-road biking, Exerclsc machines such
as an Alrdyne bike, stair stepper, rowing
machine, crass-country skiing simulator, and
the upper body {arm) bike can alsa provide agr-
obic filness opportunities. Swimming is highly

recommended as an alternative 1o mosl other
aerobic activilies as it works the major muscle
groups o lhe body acrebically and anacrobical-
Iv by providing seme resistance from the water
for the musales to push agalinst,

Low-impact exercises include running in
water, walking (Indoor, outdoor or treadmill)
and exerclse acrobic classes,

A sirong consideratlon should alse Le made
1o cross-train with welghts, I you are not a reg-
uiar lilter, weight machines are probably your
hest choice. This is because the range of mation
and ancillary movements are controtled by the
machine, leaving the emphasls of stress isolal-
ed on the muscle group being worked.

Sometimes injurles occur regardless of the
kind aof physical shape you are in - even if the
appropriate measures are taken in terms of
warm-ups and cool-downs, proper form, rest,
and # sound nutrition plan. These are Lhe times
to utllize medical/rehabilliative resources and
perhaps consider some of the alternatives is-
cussed iy Lhis artlele.

New infant immunization guidelines coming

Parents of Infants are likely to encounter new
recommendations for Immunizations this year
as ey take their babies to their physiclans
and nurse practitioners for well-child care. The
Llggest changes affect the vaecines for diphthe-
rla-tetanus-pertussls and pollo,

A preparation of the diphtheria-tetanus-per-
lussis (DTP) vaccine, called acellular pertussis
{DTaP) vaccine, has been avaitable for children
15 months or 18 months old for several years.
It has recently been approved for use for infants
at the 2-, 4-, and 6-month vistts for immuniza-
tlons. The acellular vaceing, Is prepared from a
portion of the bacterial cell wall rather theh
from the whole cell. 11 js less likely to cause side
effects lke fever and leg soreness and swelling,
It is as effective or even more effective than the
whole cell preparation in protecting against per-
{ussis.

It Is recommended that a child complete the
series of 2-, 4- and 6-month shots with the
same DTP preparation for all three shots. The

acellular vaccine has not yet been combined .

with the hemophilus influenzae (HIB) vaccine,
50 the two vaccines must now be glven as sepa-
rate shots rather than as the combined
DPT/HIB vaccine called tetramune. {Your
preschooler may have received the combined
vaccine,) The new preparation eventually will be
comblned with HIB. Be sure {o falk with your
physician or nurse practitioner about the

preparation that will best meel your child's
needs.

Another imporlant discusslon for you
involves polio vaccine. Twe different kinds, one
injectable and one oral (taken by mouth), have
been available [or a long time. The oral prepara-
tlon has been given to nearly all infants and
children. Exceptions have been for these chil-
drent llving or having frequenl contact with
someone whose immune system 1s suppressed,
either by being on therapy for freatment of can-
cer or on chronic stercid medications for cther
conditions.

For these people there is a small risk of con-
tracting polio from virus shed in the sloals of
infants who were given the live, oral vaccine.
There is a small risk lor olher people as well,
even if they were immunized againsi. pelio as
children.

When the oral polio vaccine was selected for
use in the 1960s, the number of cases of para-
Iytic polio was far higher than the number of
vaccine-related cases, and the oral vacclne was
selected because of its ability to provide more
complete immunity {o polio viruses.

Now, the number of vaccine-associated para-
Iytic polio cases, about eight each year since
1980, Is greater than the number of wild polio
virus infections, Many fcel that the risks associ-
ated with the conlinucd use of cral polio vac-
cine outweigh the benefits and that there

should be a relurn to the use of the injectable
vaccine first infroduced in 1955, bul improved
since then,

A decision has, therefore, been made to affer
families ihree cholees for iImmunizing their
infants;

« Oral polio vaccine at 2-, 4- and 6-month
visits.

* Injectable polio vaceloe at 2-, 4- and 6-
month visits.

* Sequential series with injectable doses of
polio vaccine af two and four meonths and an
oral dose at one year and prior {o school entry.
A chiltd who receives the Injectable vaceine for
the initial doses is not at risk of vaccine-associ-
ated paralylic pollo, but will receive the addi-
ticnal immunlty that the oral vaccine provides.
Stitl, any child who has contact with an
immune-suppressed person must receive the
[ull infectable sertes of vaccines.

Be sure ic read the vaccine information
sheets provided by your physician or nurse
practitioner and discuss the best chelce Jor
your child and family at your visits for well-
child care,
