An Oakland County Circuit 
Court Judge will be asked to rule 
that a projioscd Raillada Exjjress 
and an existing Extended Slay 
America on Haggerty Road site are 
prohibited by a 1984 agreement 
between 18 adjacent Whispering 
Meadows honleowners, their 
homeowners association and the 
developer. 

The lawyer, David Chardavoyne, 
is also asking for trial by Jury in a 
lawsuit filed by Ivight Haggerty 
Properties against the homeowll-
ers, whose yards back up to the 
site. He represents all but two of 
the couples cited in the case. 

If their arglinlent is upheld, 
Chardavoyne said the court could 
close down the hotel, but he 
doubted that would happen, 

"The alternative Is awarding 
damages" lo the homeowners, he 
added. 

The lawsuit seeks $1 nllllion 
froill the 18 homeowners because 
they refused to sign a new version 
of a 1984 thi-ee-party deed restric­
tion between themselves. Eight 
Haggerty Properties and the Whis­
pering Meadows Homeowners 
Association. 

But Chardavoyne contends that 
without the agreement of a nlajori-
ty of the 18 coiiples, the deed 
restrictions cannot be altered and 
they are not obliged to endorse any 
amendment. 

The homeowners referred all 
questions about the case to Char­
davoyne. 

Approved by the developers 
Joseph Gerak and Richard Nord­
strom and the Whispering Mead­
ows HomeoTOers Association, the 
February amended agreement 
would allow three hotels, two 
restaurants and a day care center 
on the land, instead of Just office 
buildings. But the 18 homeomlers 
sought other terms before signing 
off

Ttllrleen years ago, the developer 
asked the city of Novl to rezone 71 
acres he owned along Haggerty 
Itoad from residential and multiple 
housing to office-service coinmer-
cial and office service, thereby 
enabling the development of the 
Orchard Hill Place office complex. 

The city's consultants recom­
mended that the rezoning be 
denied, it was also protested by 
residents of the subdivision. Gerak 
agreed to enter into the deed 
restriction and the rezoning was 
granted. 

"iWr. Joseph Gerak, representa­
tive of Orchard Hi l l Place 11, 
promised defendants and the City 
of Novi that he and his companies 
were interested only In office 
buildings and were not seeking 
commercial development of the 
property," the homeowners' 
response to the lawsuit states. 

Site plan approval is in place for 
a I^mada Express, but the lawsuit 
contends that the homeowners' 
stance has Jeopardized closing on 
a purchase agreement for the 81-
room hotel. 

The 18 homeowners are seeking 
a greater green belt than that 
agreed to in the amendment 
between the developer and the 
Whispering Meadows Homeowners 
Association. 

Chardavoyne does not represent 
Donna and Patrick Conway. Their 
lawyer has filed a moUon request­
ing that the suit against the couple 
be dropped, because they have 
moved from Whispering Meadows.

More money inay go toward 
repairing and maintaining Michi­
gan's roads, especially in Oakland 
County, under a bill recently 
passed by the state Senate, 
announced Sen. Bill Bullard, R-
Highland. Bullard supported Sen­
ate Bill 581, sponsored by Sen. 
Philip Hoffman, R-Horton, which 
would require heavy commercial 
trucks to pay more for the dalnage 
they cause lo Michigan roads 
through higher registration fees. 

"It is only fair that hea\y trucks 
pay more because they cause more 
damage to the roads than any 
other vehicle," Bullard said. "Here 
In Oakland County, commerciar 
tl^ucks do a lot of business. There­
fore, they should be responsible 
for the damage they cause to our 
roads." 
; Bullard noted that currently 

Michigan allows the highest truck 
weights in the nation - up to 
160,000 pounds. Evidence shows 

a correlation between llea\y Iruck 
traffic and Ihe deterioration of 
roads, Bullard argues. 

Under the bill, registration fees 
would increase by 30 percent. But 
the fee increase would not apply to 
agricultural vehicles or those oper­
ated by non-profit apd charitable 
organizations. In addition, trucks 
that weigh less than 80,000 
pounds and travel less than 
25,000 miles per year would see 
only a 15 percent Increase In fees.

State lawmakers will be studying 
dotted fs and crossed Cs as they 
iron out differences in higher edu­
cation budget fjills. 

Reason: Both chambers passed 
bans on paying benefits to same-
sex partners of community college 
employees. In addition, the Senate 
voted to ban use of college funds 
to pay for abortions as a health 

benellt. 
"Patently, unequivocally uncon­

stitutional." said Sen. John J.H. 
Schwarz. R-Battlc Creek, who 
knocked the House ban on sailie-
sex benefits out In his Senate 
appropriations subcommittee. 

"A chintzy political move that 
shouldn't be allowed." added Sen. 
Harry Cast. R-St. Joseph, veteran 

chair of the Appropriations Com­
mittee. 

"Taxpayers shouldn't pay for 
this," replied Sen. Bill Schuctte, R-
Mldland, sponsor of the ban on 
same-sex benefits. The University 
of Michigan spent $160,000 and 
Wayne State University $17,000 on 
such benefits, he said. 

The chief problem is that ban­

ning the use of money for certain 
purposes Is that it's a policy ques­
tion that legislative leaders say 
doesn't belong in a budget bill. 
Besides, they say. a budget bill is 
law for oilly one year while a policy 
bill is forever. They routinely tell 
sponsors of the anlendments to 
produce a policy bill that can be 
voted on separately. 
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The fireworks seasoil has arrlvcrl 
and the Michigan State Police Fire 
Marshal Division is reminding 

: everyone to be cai'eful with fli'c-
; works and to follow the law. Every 

year there are hundreds of Injuries 
I and numerous fires as a result of 

fireworks. In fact, approximately 
: 11.000 Americans sustained some 

type of liljury from fireworks last 
year. Most of the injuries are 
caused by serious misuse of the 
fireworks. 

Children from age 5 to 14 ai'c 
the ones most frequently Involved 

' In fireworks-related injuries, point­
ing out the need for close adult 
supervision of all fireworks activi­
ties. All fireworks can be unpre-

i dictable, Including those that are 
considered legal under Michigan 

' law. Even legal fireworks need to 
I be handled with extreme caution. 

"We don't want to see anyone in 
, Michigan Injured as a result of 

fireworks." comnlented Capt. Wade 
Schaefer, State Fire Marshal. "In 

: the hands of anlateurs. fireworks 
are a serious fire aild bunl hazard 
with the potential for extreme 
harm. We aren't telling people tlot 
to celebrate, we just want them to 
celebrate safely and under the 
guidelines of the law." 

The fireworks law in Michigan 
defines what is legal aild what is 
not. Legal fireworks Include: fiat 
paper caps, toy trick noise makers 
(fun snaps, pop-Its, etc), 
sparklers, fountains that are cone 
shaped and emit a shower of 
sparks, toy snakes, toy smoke 
devices, and signal flares (includ­
ing railroad emergency signal 
devices). Exaillples of Illegal fire­
works Include: cherry bombs, 
comets, firecrackers, M-80s. bottle 
i-ockets, Roman candles, silver 

sallites (M-lOO). and torches. As a 
general rule, if the firewoi'k makes 
a loud bang or if it leaves the 
ground, then it is illegal. 

Violators of the fireworks law are 
guilty of a misdemeanor, which 
can result In 90 days in Jafi or a 
$100 fine. "We enforce the fire­
works law as we do any other law 
ill the state," added Capt, Schae­
fer. "If you possess illegal fire­
works, we will lake the appropriate 
enforcement action." 

The Fire Marshal Division offers 
the following precautions and sug­
gestions to help ensure a happy 
and safe fireworks season: 

• Make sure that firework 
(levices are legal for use as deter-
nlined by state law and any local 
ordinances that may exist. 

• Read the illanufactul-er's label 
oil all firework devices and follow 
instructions on proper use. (Illegal 
fireworks rarely contain safety pre­
cautions.) 

• Never throw fireworks at 
another person or carry them in 
pockets. 

• Provide adult supervision for 
childi'en. Do not allow young chil­
dren to handle sparklers or other 
fireworks. 

• Light only one device at a time. 
• Ignite fireworks only outdoors 

aild away from buildings and com­
bustible materials.

According to Donohue, there Is 
more than a Kroger Store at stake 
In this lawsuit. 

"In effect, they're trying to get a 
court to reverse (Paragon)," Dono­
hue said. 

"For them to prevail, at a mini­
mum, they'd have to go to the 
Michigan Supreme Court and per­
suade them that they made a mis­
take." 

Donohue added that he doubts 
that will occur. 

"Once (the court) has decided an 
issue, they don't like to revisit," he 

said, "It's not likely they'll reverse 
themselves on the first case that 
would reach them," 

If The Selective Group ultimately 
gets no sympathy fl-om Michigan's 
highest court, its only alternative 
then would be to appeal to the 
U.S, Supreme Court, 

In accordance with Paragon 
Properties vs. Novi, the Midland 
Group, developers of the Selective 
Group's property, requested a use 
variance from the Farmington Hills 
Zoning Board of Appeals that 
would have permitted dle KI'oger, 

But in January 1997, the ZBA 
nixed the request, saying that the 
Midland Group failed to show 
unnecessary hardship in trying to 
develop the property under its 
office zoning. Work on The Selec­
tive Group's lawsuit began imme­
diately. 

It could be a while before this 
closely-watched case actually goes 
to court. Farmington Hills 
obtained an extension of time to 
file an answer to the lawsuit, after 
which the court will issue a 
scheduling order, which may 

Include a trial date. 
In September 1996, Farmington 

Hills held a public forum' to gauge 
local reaction to the Kroger pro­
posal. Although some residents 
expressed Interest in having a gro­
cery/drug store development near­
by, the majority of Hills and Novi 
residents who showed up fought 
the idea. 

"The neighborhoods were mostly 
opposed to it coming in. They were 
concerned about traffic and con­
gestion," Farmington Hills Mayor 
Aldo Vagnozzi said.

Watklns got Joanna Brewer and 
their infant daughter Chelsea 
Watklns, as well as the dog, out­

side. Then he attenlpted to put the 
names out himself when his fore­
head was Injured, apparently by 
falling debris. He needed 10 stitch­
es, Lenaghan said, 

"He finally gave up and left the 
house," Lenaghan added, 

"It's a pretty devastated-looking 
building right now," 

The Novi Fire Department was 
called to 135 Eubank, off of South 
Lake road, at 5:37 a,m. 

By then, the house was totally 
engulfed In llames. After an inves­
tigation by the arson unit of the 
Oakland County Sheriffs Depart­
ment, the cause of the fire was 
ruled as an accident set off by 
faulty electrical wiring. 

While Watklns first noticed the 
smoke near a wall socket, the flre 

apparelltly was trlggeretl by prob-
lems wilh a juncllon box In the 
closet. 

It's estimated the residence and 
Its contents are a total loss, with 
damages In the $90,000 range. 
The family lost all their posses­
sions. Including clothing, 
Lenaghan said.

1-louse Democrats voted to keep 
open the state's Clinton Valley 
mental health center In Pontiac as 
they ramnled through their version 
of a Coillnlunity Health-Mental 
Health budget May 28, 

There were three major mental 
health differences from Gov, John 
Engler's recommendation; 

• Detroit Psychiatric Clinic -
Engler wants to close and consoli­
date It with Northville Regional 
Psychiatric Hospital. Democrats 
voted $17.7 million to keep DPI 
open. 

• Clinton Valley Center - Engler 
wants 10 close and consolidate It 
with a unit at Caro In the Thumb. 
Democrats voted $33.2 mlllloil to 
keep It opell, 

• Pheasallt Ridge Children's Pro­
gram at Kalamazoo - Engler wants 
to close It and consolidate It with 
Hawthorn Center In Northville 
Township, Democrats voted $4,1 
million to keep it open, 

"It's slightly over the governor's 
recommendation - 2,5 percent," 
said Rep. Nick Claramitaro, D-
RoseVllle, Democrats put up 55 of 
the 56 votes that passed the bill 
and sent It to the Senate. 

"It's clearly wa-a-ay over target," 
replied Rep, Shirley Johnson, R-
Royal Oak. "We're told, These are 
Just priorities. We'll deal with It 
(budget amounts) later.' Well, the 
hell With later." 

A second Issue was Democrats' 
Insertion of a $1 an hour, across-
the-board pay hike for unionized 
mental health and nursing home 
workers, James K. Haveman, 
Engler's director of Community 
Health, accused Democrats of 
"extremely orchestrated" hearings 
dominated by public employees 
unions. 

"It's clear that patients don't 
benefit from the old mental health 
system, but unions do," said Have­
man. 

The Engler Administration con-
tends the targeted units are 
iindejTJsed and nearly empty but 
still employ dozens of staffers. 

With a 57-52 majority. 
Democrats stonewalled many of 
the GOP charges. Although two 
Democrats were absent, one 
Republican, Sue Rocca of Macomb 
County. Joined them In passing the 
budget bill. 

All 49 votes against it were cast 
by Republicans. All area lawnlak-
ers voted with their parties, and 
none was absent. 

The measure faces tough sled-
ding Jn the Republican-controlled 
Senate. So far the health budget 
has been the most hotly debated of 
all the appropriations bills. 

Engler asked for a gross budget 
of $7 billion (Including federal aid 
of $3.3 billion and state funds of 
$2.4 billion. The House bill raised 
the ante to $7.2 billion, including 
$2.55 billion in state funds. 

Engler recommended cutting the 
current year's employment form 
7,328.5 by 429 Jobs to 6,899.5. 
The House bill calls for 6.945 Jobs, 
down 383,5.

Schmid declined to back the 
mayor's selection. 

At her request, rather than fol­
lowing past practices of appointing

Schmid added he viewed Capello 
as being in risk of conflict of Inter­
est as a planning commissioner, 
because as a lawyer he represents 
developers who work in Novi when 
they come before other city govern­
ments, 

"I think he does an admirable 

Job, Often tinles, if not in Intent, 
the perception has to be he's In 
serious conflict when he lnakes his 
votes, I think he's in serious con­
flict, not withstanding he Is a fine 
gentleman," Schmid explained, 

In offering her choice, McUlllen 
noted that Canup represented 
long-time Novl residents and 
Watza the newcomers, 

"One of the things I think we 
have kind of gotten away from are 
people who have a living histoiy in 
the community for many, many 
years," she said, 

McLallen added that she had 
appointed everyone now on the 
commission, but that she had 
"tipped the balance" in favor of 
newer residents and now wanted 
to straighten It, 

Watza is a newer Novi resident. 
"He has a positive, open view­

point that 1 think wil l serve to 
round out the planning commis­
sion," McLallen said. 

Mitzel and Clark said they want­
ed Markham to stay on the com-
inission, 

"I felt Gwen Markham has done 
an excellent Job at the planning 
commission," Clark said. 

Chuck Young earlier asked that 
Markham keep her post, 

"I have been truly Impressed 
with what she's tried to do but 
forces here have created a lot of ^ 
problems," Young said. 

"If you want our support, you 
have to appoint people who are 
going to look at the total communi­
ty and not just special Interests," 

Also determined Monday were 
the reappointments of J,R, Atlyeh, 
Dennis Colllgan and Charlie Staab 
to the Parks and Recreation Com­
mission for three year terms; Jef­
frey Bowdell, currently an alter­
nate, to a full term on the Con­
struction Board of Appeals; and 
Victoria Dlckleson to a five-year 
stint on the Novi Llbraly Board.

Special ed is costly, says MAISL,

Iransporled. 
Over the last 20 years, public 

school enrollment statewide has 
declined. But special ed enroll­
ment, locally and statewide, has 
soared. 

Take Just one category: learning 
disabled (LD). In 1978 fewer than 
2 percent of all Wayne County stu­
dents were classified LD; In 1996, 
more than 4 percent. Statewide, 
LD rose from 2 percent in 1976 to 
.') percent in 1996. 

The book is entitled "Special 
Education Presentation" and was 
prepared by the Metropolllail 
Association for lillproved School 
Legislation, a group of 10 subur­
ban dislrlcts. Its executive secre­
tary and lobbyist Is Gerald Dunn, 
a former state senator. 

Matters are coming lo a head. 
The Supreine Court on June 10 
found the stale was shofling 84 
mostly suburban school districts 
on several mandated costs - spe­
cial cd being the largest - in viola­
tion of the Headlec amendinent to 
the Michigan Coilstltution. Total 
cost Is estimated at $500 million to 
$3.5 billion. 

The high court ordered the par­
ties to subnlll briefs on how the 
costs will be paid back.

cent in 1980, when the suburban 
districts filed suit. Today state 
funding is in tile 5 percent range. 

Lawlnakers call the court loss a 
"budget buster." In back rooms, 
they are looking at ways to cut 
future costs. 

One plan, Heated by state bud­
get director Mark Murray, calls for 
dropping Michigan's 1971 stan­
dards, which call for educating a 
pupil to the full potential from 
birth through age 25, to the 1975 
federal standard, which specifies 
ages ,3 to 21.

A s h o r t h i s t o r y 

o f p l a y s c a p e s

They've sprouted up everywhere. 
In Enid, Oklahonla, Mount Ver-

• non, Iowa. Portland, Maine, 
Jeruselum, Israel. 

Forget the swing set and a cou­
ple of slides. Today's kids have fun 
In play palaces. And many - If not 
most of them - have been nlade 
with the help of architect Robert 
Leathers and his firm leathers & 
Associates of Ithaca, New "york. 

Last weekend, while volunteers 
here were busy whacking nails 
and hacking wood for the Novl 
playstructure, their counterparts 
were doing the same thing In 
Doylestown and Baldwinborough, 
PA. 

Twellty-five years ago. Leathers, 
a graduate of the Rhode Island 
School of Design, was an architect 
of office buildings when he linagi-
neered his first playstructure, a 
sand box, for a school yard In Itha­
ca, 

"Over the year. It got bigger and 
bigger and it evolved," said John 
Dean, of Leathers & Associates, 
who desigiled both the Northvllle 
and Novi playscapes, 

"These projects have a lot of 
heart in them. They're not some­
thing out of a catalog. The way 
they're shaped, the way they're 
built, it's all different." 

Usually, a community only pulls 
together for a disaster, like a llood, 
he said. But a playscape can chan­
nel those same energies. Dean 
likens it to "a man-made semi-cri­
sis." 

"People come together in a con­
trolled chaos atmosphere," he 
added. 

From a one-man firm in 1975, 
Leathers & Associates has grown 
to a company with 39 employees 

that has produced more than 
1,200 projects in 48 states, as well 
as Australia and Canada, Original­
ly focused on community-built 
playgrounds, the firm now plots 
teen centers, science centers and 
zoo play areas, all drawing on that 
sanle everybody pitch In and do It 
approach. 

About 100 playscapes are pro­
duced annually with the firm's 
guidance. Leathers projects have 
gone up In Alaska and Hawaii, the 
Wounded Knee Reservation In 
South Dakota and the inner-cities 
of Detroit and New York, 

The Jeruselum play place, a cas­
tle not unlike what will materialize 
In Novi ne.xt week, was put togeth­
er by both Arabs and Jews. Saws 
and wood had to be Inlported from 
the U.S. Dean said the company 
was a little nervous about how the 
two groups would interact with 
one another - but it worked. 

Michigan has been good for 
Leathers. With 70 projects here, 
Michigan ranks with Iowa as two 
of the states most enamored with 
the concept. Dean said, 

"Michigan is one of the top 
places, in terms of the work ethic 
and the skill level Is high. Your 
average person In Michigan seems 
to know how to use tools," Dean 
said. 

The company doesn't advertise, 
but relies Instead on word of 
mouth. Massive media coverage, 
typically referring to Robert 
Leathers as the Pled Piper of Play­
grounds, hasn't hurl. Magazines 
like Time and Smithsonian have 
featured the projects. TV reporting 
has included the shows that really 
count for Ihe target market of the 
playstructures - Mr. Rogers ' 
Neighborhood and Sescune Sireel,

There was a temporary moment 
of pjinlc the night of June 4 at the 
Tim Pope Memorial Playscape 
meeting when Novl Parks and 
Recreation employees walked into 
the i-oonl and said, "We've got a 
problem with the wood," 

The first of three shipments of 
lumber for the Novi playscape 
arrived at a Robert Leathers site, 
but It wasn't Novi's. The truck 
driver pulled In at the Northvllle 
playscape site Instead, 

"I can almost envision (Ihe driv­
er) stopping for directions aild ask­
ing, 'Do you know where the 
playscape is?' and somebody say­
ing, 'yeah, down the street,'" said 
Warren Jocz, a member of tlie Tim 
Pope Playscape Colnlnittee. 

"It was a moment of uh-oh," lie 
a(lded. 

Luckily, Northville organizers 
pointed the tnlck, still loaded with 
the lumber. In the right direction 
and it arrived only a few nllnutes 
later at the Novi playscape site. 

"We almost said, 'Bring it In 
here, we might need it,'" laughed 
Kevin Hartshorne, one of the orga­
nizers of the Northvllle playscape. 
Fort Griswold. 

Hartshorne said there were no 
other major snafus, except some 
people dropped off tools for the 
Novi playscape al the Northvllle 
site, 

Hartshorne explained the tools 
were used some, but those tools 
and many others from the 
Northville build were shared with 
Novi, along with some good advice. 
Northville builders also saved extra 
parts and materials for Novi's use.

Ciirfeiitly, !n\vyer.s for the school 
dl.strlct, the city arid the laildown-
crs are working on an agreement 
that would essentially enable Har­
vest Land lo gain density credits 
for about 107 acres of property 
that will be sold to Novi, 'File cred­
its would enable the developers to 
blind about 85 additional homes. 

City Man;igcr Ed Kriewall put It 
more bluntly. 

"It Is my understanding there 
will be no sale of the land until 
there Is ail area plan agreement," 
he said. 

roiiiirll Member Robert Schmid 
charged that the landowners and 
devclopiilent company were using 
the Novl school (listrict's need to 
start breaking ground soon for a 
new S25 inllllon middle school as a 
wf (Ige to win concessions from the 
city, which he called "blackmail." 

""lliis ordinance has passed. The 
developer has won. I think that 
nov.' he'd go to the school and sell 
the property." Schmid said. 

"I think that this developer is 
holding up the school dlslilct." 

But lo Council MeiTlber Kathy 
Mutch, the developers arc looking 
after their own business Interests. 

"Why In the world would ally-
body sell that property and put 
themselves In the position of 'now 
you don't own that property any-
iliorc," she said. 

Currently, lawyers for the city, 
the Novl school district and Delta 
Trucking are working on a docu­
ment that will accompany the land 
sale. Harvest Land Company will 
develop the subdivision on land 
held by Delta and the Edward C. 
Ix'vy Company. 

"All three parties are writing it. 
None of us wailts to claim author­
ship," City Attorney David Fried 
said Tuesday. 

Anlong the terms are that the 
city and the school district would 
be required to comply with the 
terms of the new RUD ordinance. 

Willie it's not spelled out. Fried 
said the document implies that 
when the land changes hands. 
Harvest Land will be able to get 
density credits for the 107 acres or 
so sold by Delta. 

, , The revamped RUD prdlilance 
passed In a sfjcontl'readfrig with a 
simple lnajorlty, with Schmid, 
MItzel and Counci l Member 
Richard Clark voting no. 

In Februai-y, the Harvest Lake 
area plan was submitted to the 
city under Novi's old RUD ordi­
nance. It must be evaluated by the 
city council under the new ordi­
nance. Fried told the council. 

Several council members said 
they first wanted the area plan 
reconsidered by the planning com­
mission, which earlier approved it 
based on the now outmoded rules. 

However, the majority agreed not 

lo slow (iom\ the process by ship­
ping the Job back to the planners. 

Mayor Pro Tern Hugh Crawford 
argued that changes In the ordi­
nance are "not slgnlllcant enough." 

"The school and park land issue 
Is a major, major Issue, If we send 
this back, it would signiflcanlly 
delay everything. There are pro­
jects In Jeopardy for the school dis­
trict. If you want to talk about tax 
dollars. It's a significant amount," 
Crawford said. 

Schmid preferred getting Input 
fronl the commission. 

"This should be takeil before the 
planning commission, to be fair to 
the developer, lo Ile fair to the city 
council," he said. 

"If It's going to delay the school, 
which Is out and out blackmail In 
Illy mind, 1 would be agreeable to 
having It come forward," 

The new RUD ordinance modi­
fies language In the old edition 
that permitted a developer to seek 
density credit for the entire 
acreage of a lake. Now, a public 
park area of 100 feet wide and 
equal to 25 percent of the 
lakcshore must be created In order 
to win density credit for an entire 
lake, 

A goal of the ordinance is to 
encourage developers to spare 
desirable ilatural features such as 
meadows, historic buildings and 
unregulated woods in exchange for 
density credits. 

An earlier formula proposed by 
Mitzel fell through when Council 
Member Ed Kramer withdrew his 
support for it. The Mitzel version 
lvould have given a developer den­
sity credit based on the portion of 
the shoreline that was kept as 
park land, such as 25 percent for 
25 percent. 

"Council Member Mitzel con­
vinced me we were on the same 
wave length. Unfortunately, I don't 
think It came out to my vision of 
what we were trying to do. I do 
view the lake as a water park," 
Kramer explained. 

"I think this is an enhancement 
of the piior ordinance that essen­
tially gives credit for the whole 
lake." 

The council remained clearly 
spilt on the value of their new ordi­
nance. 

"I believe the RUD may provide a 
development tool but this whole 
section on density credits Is abso­
lutely not in keeping with the spirit 
of development this city is working 
for," Mitzel said. 

But Kramer said he didn't 
believe the new RUD would make a 
substantial difference in Novi's 
density, but would aid in preserv-
ing natural resources. 

"I think there are some tools 
here that will give us the best of 
both worids," he said. 

Back in December 1994, 
the Novi City C o u n c i l 
entered into a purchase 
agreement to buy 93 acres 
from Delta Trucking Compa­
ny and the Edward C. Levy 
Company for $1.67 million, 
or $17,956 per ac re . The 
city would not acquire the 
mineral rights to the land, 
which sits near an oil well. 

Originally, it was expected 
the dea l over the Eleven 
Mile/Wixom Road property 
would close in three months. 
Two and a half years have 
since gone by.

o t h e r o p t i o n s f o r b u i l d i n g s i t e 
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The Novi school board directed 
the district administration to 
explore alternative locations for 
the new middle school that Is still 
targeted to be built at the corner of 
Wlxom Road and Eleven Mile 
Road. 

"Can we put It on Taft Road on 
the Fucrst property and can the 
district begin a condemnation on 
the Eleven Mile property?" asked 
President Raylnond Byers at a 
June 5 board nleetlilg. 

"I'm tired of us being caught up 
in political gamesmanship with the 
developer," he said. 

The board has been waiting anx­

iously for months while a deal 
between the current owners of the 
properly. Harvest Land and the 
buyer, the City of Novl, hanlmer 
out a deal. The district plans lo 
then purchase about 50 acres 
from the city for the S25 million 
school approved by voters in a 
1995 millage election. 

But negotiations have taken 
longer than anticipated. Harvest 
Land Is in the middle of an 
attempt to change the zoning on 
the properly and the city Is in the 
middle of analyzing that. The 
school Is left out in the cold wait­
ing for word on when the lalld can 
finally becoine theirs. 

That could be within the next 

month or so If the cily agrees to 
approve an area plan that Harvest 
is deillanding In order to turn over 
the property. 

"It's still the best choice and I 
don't want to walk away from that 
but we need to explore our 
options." Trustee George Kortlandt 
said. 

"There may be someone out 
there who has a piece of property 
they are willing to sell to us," he 
said, "Please contact us." 

The school board Is getting anx­
ious now that they've approved 
millions of dollars In building and 
constiucllon contracts during the 
last months In anticipation of a 
real groundbreaking.

To pass a law, 
both chambers must pass identi­
cal versions of a bill. Frequently, 
they pass different versions, espe­
cially, as now, when Republicans 
control Ihe Senate and Democrats 
the House of Representatives. 

Almost always, the chambers 
pass different versions of budget 
bills. There may be different num­
bers for the line items in those $8 
billloll-plus worth of expenditures, 
such as whether Clinton Valley 
Center will continue to be a state 
mental hospital. There may be dif­
ferent versions of the so-called 
"boiler plate" - such as whether 
colleges may make labor contracts 
in which abortions are prohibited. 

The two chambers take turns 
starting the major budget bills, 
such as K-12 school aid and high­
er education. This year It's the 
House's turn to start them. So 
when the Senate finishes work and 
makes changes, it sends the bill 
back to the House for "concur­
rence in amendments." In the 
House, a sea of red lights flashes 
on the voting board - the Senate 
version Is rejected, 

"Conference committees are 
temporary committees created to 
work out any differences between 
Hose and Senate versions of a spe­
cific bill," said Citizens Research 
Council in a new pamphlet called 
"A guide to the State of Michigan 
Budget Process." 

"Conference committee w0rk 
, usually Is limited to the differences 
between the two houses and any 
errors In the bill," CRC adds. Tllat 
wlll .be tough this year. If b0th 
chambers have passed (say) a 

community college budget bill 
where abortion funding is prohibit-
ed, theoretically the conference 
committee isn't supposed to touch 
that item, But that line Item could 
be knocked out anyway.

E d u c a t i o n 

The administration said this month 
it is looking into alternatives to the site 
so these a n d o ther worr ies can be 
eliminated. No more wondering where 
to set up electrical equipment or wait­
i ng u n t i l the last minute to cal l it a 
ra in day. 

Some of the alternatives, according 

to Pr inc ipa l Art Miller and Assistant 
Principal Dr. Jennifer Cheal , include 
using a stadium facility like the Palace 
of A u b u r n Hi l l s or the new Whalers 
Arena in Plymouth. Miller said the dis­
trict could also fit many more grads 
and guests into tile high school gym­
nasium and still have a beautiful cere­
mony. He's seen it done nicely in other 
high schools, he said. 

We think that's a pretty good alter­
native. The school wouldn ' t have to 
spend money to rent the space and it 
could be kept i n tile high school where 
students formed their iliemories. 

Using a professional stadium would 
also be nice and several other commu­
nities use that alternative. B u t that 
doesn't necessarily mean Novi should 
Jump onto the idea. Wllat is the cost? 
.And we wonder how far away families 
should be expected to drive for a cere­
mony? 

We encourage the district to explore 
u s i n g the resources it a l ready has 
before spending money that could be 
u s e d for c u r r i c u l u m or c a p i t a l 
improvements. 

But one thing is for sure. Every fami­
ly member who wants to and every 
friend should have the opportunity to 
see their, beloved graduate walk up the 
a i s l e , shake hands and wave that 
diploma. 

Now it's the district's job to deter­
mine i f that's possible under eveiy cir­
cumstance. 

T h e c o s t o f j u s t i c e 

Justice delayed is Justice denied. 
Plus interest. 
Plus attorney's fees. 
That, in short, is the 17-year stoly of 

84 suburban school districts' lawsuit 
aga ins t the s tate of M i c h i g a n . The 
schools contended tllat the state began 
sho r t ing them i n the late 1970s on 
many mandated expenses, chiefly spe­
c ia l education. 

On June 10 the state Supreme Court 
finally said yes, the state owes some 
money. Maybe plus interest. Certainly 
p lus attorneys' fees. The end of the 
trail is i n sight. 

The law - n a m e l y sec. 2 9 of the 
Headlee amendment to the state con­
stitution - is written in p la in English. 
It says that what the state mandates, 
the state must pay for. Voters adopted 
it in 1978. 

It shouldn't have taken 17 months or 
17 weeks or 17 days to decide. But 
three governors fought the suit to the 
final bell of the last round. 

Next the attorneys have a month to 
submi t briefs and rebuttals on how 
much money should be paid back and 
who should receive it. It's complicated. 
Logically, as Dick Headlee said i n an 
interview, the money should go back to 
the taxpayers, because they had to pay 
extra property taxes to make up the 
state's "shortfall" as the state whacked 
its share of special ed funds from 29 
percent of tile total to 6 percent. 

Unfortunately, many of those taxpay­
ers of 17 years ago are dead, retired, 
moved to other states during the four-
y e a r r e c e s s i o n , o r are o t h e r w i s e 
untraceable. Alternatively, the parties 
c o u l d cons ide r a schedu le of state 
makeup payments that would reduce 
future local property taxes. We don't 
know and can't predict how that wi l l 
t u r n out. 

To state govermnent, the court deci­
s ion is potentially a budget buster. So 
the v i c to r ious s c h o o l d i s t r i c t s may 
have to resist the temptation to ask for 
a pound of flesh and a quart of blood 
a n d cut a deal for less than 17 years of 
back payments. 

We hope, at this extremely late date, 
that the parlies can agree mutually on 
some money figures that wi l l a) com­
pensate local schools and b) teach the 
state a lesson that the Headlee amend­
ment isn't so difficult to figure out. 

Looking to the future: 
• There are, by Headlee's count, 450 

local government claims against the 
state for reimbursement for mandated 
services gathering dust. A Local Gov­
ernment C l a i m s Commiss ion hasn't 
met since 1985. Now tllat the Supreme 
Court has arrived at a common sense 
interpretation of the law, Lansing can 
begin to deal with some of the claims. 

. • Special education has suffered the 
same fate as welfare, disaster relief 
and agricultural programs: No matter 
how much money the government esti­
mates wi l l be needed, eligible people 
come out of the woodwoi-k to claim the 
benefit. 

Thus, in 1975, special education ser­
v i ce s went to fewer t h a n 150 ,000 
pupils out of 2.1 million, or 7 percent. 
By 1995, we had more than 194,000 of 
our 1.6 mil l ion kids i n special ed, or 
nearly 12 percent. 

In part it's good news because babies 
who used to die are being kept alive 
bu t are h a n d i c a p p e d . In p a r t It's 
because parents are demanding extra 
attention for slow learners, they are 
guaranteed service under federal and 
state l aws , a n d they c a n demand 
hearings a n d court action to enforce 
those rights - wi th the local district 
paying all legal costs. 

So our lawmakers and educators will 
have to start by assuming not that a 
bunch of cheats are mi lk ing the sys­
tem but that there must be smarter, 
cheaper ways to deal w i t h l ea rn ing 
problems. The professional journa l s 
are full of ideas and should be gleaned 
for those that will work i n Michigan. 

We congratulate attorney Dennis Pol­
lard and the local school districts for 
their perseVerance in fighting the good, 
long battle against the forces of delay. 
M a y they also win interest and attor­
neys' fees.

Volunteer Alan Reynold.', 
and I stood on a tower in the 
middle of the T l i n Pope 
Melllorial Playscape Saturday 
afternoon, staring down at 
the army of volunteers build­
ing it and wondering what It 
would cost to hire that many 
people lo work that long and 
hard . Neither of us could 
even venture a guess, 

Brandon Kaufman could. 
He owns his own construc­
tion conlpany. Vision Quest, 
so he's familiar wi th labor 

cost estimates. He put the figure at $80,000 to 
$100,000. So 1 pushed the question a little further. 
How would he compare the volunteers to the guys 
he nornlally works with? Better, Kaufman answered. 
You can't buy that kind of enthusiasm and dedica­
tion for $10 an hour, he explained. 

No doubt. Take Kaufman himself as an example of 
that dedication. He worked as a construction cap­
tain for 14 hours a day Wednesday through Sunday, 
by his own estimate. After that, he still had to take 
care of his own business. His days were starting at 6 
a.ln. and ending at 3 a.m. 

Or take Warren Jocz as another example. He had 
worked on the project for months, getting things 
ready for construction week. Then he was putting in 
16 hour days at the playscape site in the new Novi 
Community Sports Park at Eight Mile and Napier 
throughout the build. Up to the construction phase, 
Jocz was the publicity co-chair During the build, he 

was a captain. Sunday evening, I was afraid he 
might fall down froln exhaustion. But he kept up the 
pace until the moment openlllg cerenlonies started. 

Eric Krieger was another constialction captain. He 
took vacation tillle fi-onl his regular job to work on 
the playscape and was there throliglloul the build 
loo. By Sunday evening, his hands were so .swollen -
from splintei-s and pounding nai ls and mnning 
power tools - lie couldn't clap during the ribbon cut­
ting cereraoliy. But If you asked hiln whether he had 
fun on his vacation, he'd tell you he loved i l . 

After a year of working on the playscape, you'd 
think all the organizers would take the cushy jobs. 
Not so. Glen Bonaventura drew the assignment of 
placing the lag bolls that secui-ely fasten the frame 
to the supporting poles. That's lough work, very 
rough on the hands. B u l he was smiling and joking 
right to Ihe end. 

And there were many, nlany others were always 
there, always working hard. To mention a few: Hugh 
Crawford, Sara Pope, Jeff Russell, Tom and Thelma 
Marcus, Charlie and Becky Staab. and Kaien Leppa-
nen. There were even moi-e, more than I can men­
tion here, who gave heart and soul to this project. 

My father raised me with a work ethic and I've 
been around working people all my life, bul I have 
never seen ally group of people work so hard on a 
project, any kind of project, in all my life. 

We can put a dollar amount on the value of their 
labor, b u l we can't measure in monetaiy ternls what 
they have contributed to this community. I have a 
deep respect for each and every one of them.

I write this co l ­
umn once a week, 
w h i c h is both a 
curse and a bless­
ing. 

The curse Is thai 
by the l ime my 
deadl ine comes 
a round , what 1 
wanted to wri te 
about is often no 
longer news, 
bypassed by the 
constant ebb and 

flow of events. A l its worst, this tends lo 
make the column feel Just a Utile oul of 
dale, puffing slightly lo catch up willl the 
rapidity of conlemporaiy life. 

The corollaly blessing is that by the time 
my deadline comes around, there has 
been lime to reflect on what I wanted to 
write about, freed of the requirements of 
instant analysis endured by my Journalis­
tic colleagues in TV or daily newspapers. 
A l its best, this lends lo make the column 
feel reflective, possibly even providing the 
insight wh ich comes from seeing how 
events fall into underlying patterns. 

One of my tutors al Oxford once said to 
me that the main thing he sought in train­
ing people lo think was to instill In them 
the capacity lo cuff aside the superficial 
and transient in order lo focus a clear gaze 
on the underlying patterns of reality and 
cause. Nearly 40 years later, I still think 
this admittedly old fashioned view st i l l 
makes a lot of sense. 

And so i l was wilh the events of early 
June. 

The Red Wings won hockey's Stanley 
Cup Saturday evening, June 7, followed 
on Tuesday by that enormous (some esti­
mated one million people cairie) celebra­
t ion pai-ade i n downtown Detroi l , My 
impression is l ha l folks in the crowd lived 
mostly in the suburbs, pleased, however, 
lo go downtown to celebrate (he end of 42 
years of frustration. 

More importanliy: no riots, no pictures 
of drunk crazies burning cars and running 
amok. And, crucially, another link in the 
great chain of hope that maybe Detroit 
might claw its way back from the dubious 
distinction of being America's first Third 
Worid city. 

Despite a l l the progress, I st i l l don't 
think it's going to be easy. Detroil has 
come a long way, bul race and race-based 
politics in southeastern Michigan are still 
incredibly divisive, splitting cily from sub­
urbs and politicians from common sense. 

A Gallup poll published lhal same week 
suggested that majorities of both blacks 
and whiles believe lhal America's racial 
problems will never be solved. Although 
the gaps between races have narrowed -
nine out of 10 whites would vote for a 
black for president, for Instance - there 
are st i l l enormous gulfs In perception 
between the two communities that wi l l 
lake years, perhaps decades to work oul, 

I believe, however, that ultimately the 
best battering ram to knock down the 
walls between races is econoillics, not poli­
tics or ideology. 

A case in point: A survey that same week 
published i n The Detroit News indicated 
that black families in West Bloomfield, as 

well as in sonle other suburbs, are better 
off financially lhan their fellow while resi­
dents, The sun'ey found lhal black per-
capila incomes In West Bloolnfield average 
more than 50 percent higher than while 
average incomes, $47,981 versus $31,636, 
A c c o r d i n g lo the News survey, b l a c k 
incomes in Farmington Hills, Troy, South-
field and Bloomfield Township were also 
above average while incomes. 

These data suggest that once you cuff 
aside the superficial, you see more clearly 
that the uncierlying cause for patterns of 
segregation in Michigan are based more on 
economics and less on race than common­
ly thought. Capable, educated, ambitious 
and successful black families are moving 
to the suburbs in the 1990s, Jusl as capa­
ble, educated, ambitious and successful 
Polish, Irish and Chaldean families moved 
to the suburbs in the '60s, '70s and '80s, 

Why? Most folks with good incomes 
want to live in a nice place near nice 
neighbors, lo bring their kids up safely In 
safe neighborhoods and to take advan­
tages of good schools and local services. 
Families, regardless of ethnicity, found 
these things in the suburbs and are pre­
pared to work darn hard to get there. 

That ' s the under ly ing lesson of the 
events of early June, heightened and made 
concrete and by the sense of delight 
shared by the entire region in the Red 
Wings victory.

Subject: Mr. (Joseph) Toth's 

letter to the efiitor regarding 
water pressure and qua l i ty 
(published May 28 in The Novi 
News]. 
; The City of Novi purchases 
treated water from the Detroit 
Water and Sewerage Depart­
ment (DWSD). Both the DWSD 
and the Novi Water Depart­
ment maintain their systems in 
compliance with the Michigan 
Safe Dr inking Water Act, Act 
399 of Public Acts of 1976, as 
amended. The Slate Depart­
ment of Environmental Quality 
(DEQ) ove r sees / supe rv i ses 
both opera t ions as we l l as 
every other public water supply 
system within the state. 
; Mr. Toth alleged that he had 
little or no water pressure dur­
ing the Memorial Day weekend 
jF r iday , M a y 23 rd th rough 
jMonday, May 26th). There are 
ho reports of water pressure 
problems dur ing this period 
.that have been filed wilh or for-
iwarded lo the Water Depart­

ment. 1 had two Employees 
working on pressure reducing 
valves on Saturday May 24th. 
They reported that pressures 
were normal. 

We have three separate pres­
sure districts in our system. 
M r Toth lives in the district 
wilh the best pressure. If we 
lose water pressure in this dis­
trict we would have had large 
sections of the Ci ty wi thout 
water. There are a lot of cus­
tomers who would have noti­
fied us, here are a few: Provi­
dence Hosp i t a l , Novi Pol ice 
Department, Twelve Oaks Mall , 
Maples of Novi , Novl F i r e 
Depar tment (low p res su re 
alarms a l several businesses 
would have been activated). 
Double Tree Hotel, West Oaks 1 
and II, Tovm Center, Vic's Mar­
ket, Johnson Controls (a very 
large volume customer) and the 
Novi City Hall. 

No other customer experi­
enced problems, or at least not 
enough to concern them exces­
sively, lo contact the City. 

Mr. Toth mentioned a possi­
ble threat from E. Coll Bacte­
ria. E . Coll is a water borne 
bacteria. Act 399 requires that 
at least twenty samples be 
taken, analyzed and the results 
reported lo the D E Q each 
month. E. Coll bactel'ia was a 
major reason thai the sampling 
became a requirement. 

The test involves performing 
a present/absent test for col-
iform bacteria as an indicator. 
If 

there is no coliform bacteria 
present there c a n be no 
pathogenic bacteria (disease 
causing) present. If there is 
coliform bacteria there may be 
disease causing bacteria pre­
sent. Act 399 is specific on the 
requirements if you receive a 
positive sample, (i.e. resam­
pling, public notice and possi­
ble boil water advisory notifica­
tion.) In addilion lo tile routine 
sampling requirements, we at 
our choice, collect additional 
samples If we are experiencing 
pressure problems. 

M r Toth also mentioned the 
. potential of surface contami­
nants gelling into our system 
(i.e. cross connection). We have 
in place a state approved cross 
connection control program. 
Under the program there are 
required on site inspections of 
commerc ia l and i n d u s t r i a l 
structures. 

At this lime I have no reason 
to believe l h a l there was a 
threat lo the quality and safety 
of our water system other than 
the possible panic and confu­
sion that was caused by Mr. 
Toth's treacherous comments. I 
question why, if a person had a 
v a l i d concern about water 
quality and safety, Ihey would 
write lo the local newspaper; 
b u l not contact the Pol ice 
Department or the appropriate 
Department Head, who's tele­
phone nuirlber is published in 
the Ameritech telephone book.

Something weird 
is going on in the 
invisible lairs of our 
federal Judiciary. It 
is hurting the pub­
lic. I would like to 
lay blame where it 
belongs, but so far I 
haven't determined 
the culprit. 

There is a short­
age of Judges. Time 
magazine reported 
100 seats are 

-Vacant on the 844-person federal bench -
Jalmost 12 percent. 
; Federal judges - for die Supreme Court, 
<:ircuit Courts of Appeals and regional dis-
."trict benches - are nominated by the pres-
lident and confirmed by the U.S. Senate, 

Sen, Spencer Abraham, R-Mich, , says 
.'he's not lo blame because Bi l l Clinton has 
;yet to nominate people for 78 of the 100 
Ijvacancles. In an interview, Abraham said 
<he has worked to process the 6th Circuit 
jCourt of Appeals nominees in the Senate 
(judiciary Committee in a timely way, 

What does it mean to you? Well, by fed-
;eral law, criminal cases must take prece-
;dence over civil cases. Makes sense, 
; But consider the nature of some of the 
jcivil cases: shareholder lawsuits, product 
l i ab i l i ty s u i t s , medica l malpract ice , 
employment discr iminat ion. One of the 

delays has involved a class action suit of 
former Amer i tech employees in metro 
Detroit. The workers won before a three-
judge pane l of the C i r c u i t Cour t of 
Appeals. Ameritech appealed lo the full 
circuit bench. 

The longer Ameri tech can delay, the 
more it wi l l cost the employees in legal 
fees, and the more likely they are to settle 
for less. If those cases are pushed back 
and delayed, who wins? Why, the defen­
dant businesses, of course. 

There are two ways lo change public pol­
icy. One Is to rewrite the law, which is dif­
ficult. The other is lo starve an agency into 
ineffectiveness, which we have seen at the 
state and federal levels with environmental 
laws and workplace regulations. 

Many judicial posts have been vacant as 
long as 18 months. The 6th Circuit Court 
of Appeals, which meets in Cincinnati and 
serves Michigan, used to dispose of cases 
in a year. Now it takes 14 lo 18 months. 

It's common for business managers to 
tell employees, loftily: "Do more wilh less." 
I would like to hear a glib management 
guru tell that to a federal judge. 

What's going haywire? Here are a few 
clues: 

• In 1996 Senate Republicans may have 
been slow to confirm nominees on the 
hope that Clinton would be replaced in the 
White House in 1997, 

• This year, according to Time, the Sen­

ate is taking a record 183 days average lo 
confirm. Wire services report senators are 
wary of liberal 'judicial activism" and are 
trying to guess the rulings of cases before 
Ihey vote lo confirm. 

Is this the Republican-controlled U.S. 
Senate's tr ick to achieve "tort reform"? 
Abraham says no. 1 lliink maybe. 

• Senate Democrats have reportedly 
been pokey in recommending names to the 
White House. 

• The Whi le House has been slow lo 
make appointments. Clinton reportedly 
promiseti to send two dozen names lo 
Capitol Hi l l by Ju ly 4. 

In the eastern district of Michigan, there 
are three vacancies: Ju l ian A. Cook Jr. 
and Barbara Hackel l have taken senior 
status, and George LaPlala has retired. 

A l the Ci rcu i t Court of Appeals level, 
Ralph B . Guy of Ann Arbor and Damon 
Keith of Detroit have taken senior status; 
H . Theodore Milbourn of. Tennessee has 
retired. 

When there's a 12 percent shortage of 
help, more pressure is put on the existing 
employees. A n d if over-65 judges work 
quarter-time on senior status, the pres­
sure on the elderly gets worse yel. 

It smells like a plot, but so far I can't 
name the perpetrator - Just the victims.

The three projects the Scouts 
chose were approved by the 
Scoutmaster, by the troop com­
mittee and by the council or dis­
trict before the Scouts got started. 
Only the Eagle service projects 
must meet national Scout 
requirements. 

Eagle Scout candidates also are 
required to earn a total of 21 
merit badges, including camping, 
citizenship in the community, citi­
zenship in the nation, ciUzenship 
In the world, communications, 
emergency preparedness, environ-
nlental science, first aid, llfesav-
ing, personal fitness, personal 
management, safety, sports and 
swimming. 

They must also hold a position 
of responsibility within the troop 
and have completed the require­
ments for both a star and a life 
rank.

TherCi'are/bii^liially.'threeipate" 
gorlesi|iraf;'tl(3n:movies^ 
classl(;'s, such as "Raiders of Ixist 
Ark," which are not only exciting 
and entertaining, but intelligent 
and well-written, with memorable 
characters and dialogue. There are 
the duds (any movie starring a 
supermodel or former Playlnate of 
the Year would qualily for this cat­
egory), completely devoid of both 
exciting moments and any inter­
esting character development. And 
then there's that frustrating gray 
area in between — movies that 
contain some exciting scenes and 
a couple of interesting characters, 
but ultimately fail to hit the bull's 
eye. 

Movies in this category include 
last summer's "Twister," and the 
recent Val Kilmer movie ''The 
Saint." 

The latest addition to that list is 
the recent release "Con-./Mr," star­
ring Nicholas Cage as Cameron 
Poe, a parolee who hitches a ride 
home on a flight filled with some 
the world's deadliest criminals, led 
by Cyrus "The Virus" Grissom, a 

multi-talented criminal who has 
done everythirlg froiri murder to

i.iWhen the criminals hijack thtfi 

flight, and it's up to Poe, also a 
U.S. ranger, to save the day. 

The plot is pretty standard — 
good guy tries to outsmart the bad 
guys so he can get home to his 
family and resume a normal life. 
But everybody knows action 
movies aren't about plot — they're 
about excitement. Al l that's 
expected are some cool fight 
scenes, and maybe a neat explo­
sion or two. On that level, "Con-
Air" is pretty satisfying. There are 
explosions aplenty, and a spectac­
ular shot of a body falling from the 
sky (which provides one of the fun­
niest moments in the movie). But, 
alas, the movie ultimately falls 
short of its potential, mostly 
because of a surprisingly flat per­
formance by Cage. 

Cage has been .criticized for 
going over the top'in a lot of his 
movies, but here he is noticeably 
restrained. He stays away from his 
trademark exaggerated line read­
ings and the bug-eyed wild takes 
he made famous in "Raising Ari­

zona" and "Honeymoon in Vegas." 
And you know what? He's pretty

realistic approach to the character, 
the end result sucks a lot of the 
fun out of the movie. Granted, 
there aren't a lot of ways an actor 
can approach lines like "This is 
your barbecue, Cyrus, and it 
tastes just fine," but Cage doesn't 
even seem to be tiying. In fact, Poe 
Is so dull, ( was half-hoping the 

. bad guys would blow him to bits. 
I also had a real problem with 

the way Cage was photographed in 
this movie. He's often shown walk­
ing in slow motion, as the wind 
blows through his long, messy 
locks, I guess the intent was to 
make Poe look like a larger than 
life, heroic figure. It doesn't work. 
Instead of gasping in awe, viewers 
are likely to burst into uncontrol­
lable fits of laughter. 

Fortunately, the rest of the cast 
fares better. John Malkovlch, as 
Cyrus, brings wit and intelligence 
to what could have been just a 

standard psychopath, and the 
ever-likable John Cusack Is a lot 
of fun as a clever U.S. Marshall 
who realizes that he has an ally 
aboard the hijacked plane. 

There is also an enjoyably 
creepy performance by Steve 
Buscemi as a Dahmer-esque mass 
murderer who once drove through 
three states wearing one of his vic­
tim's heads as a hat. Like Cage, 
Buscemi takes a subtle approach 
(0 the character, but this tinle (he 
choice is correct. In fact, under­
playing the character makes him 
even more unsettling, and lends a 
certain weight to many of Busce-
illi's scenes. 

But despite some decent perfor­
mances and some good action 
sequences. Cage's performance 
and a somewhat sappy ending 
make "Con-Air" a mediocre movie. 
But perhaps it will fare better on 
video, where the ham-handed 
close-ups of Cage's rippling, 
sweat-drenched torso can be 
avoided with the help of the fast-
forward button.

"I Just love the idea of 
full characters," she said, "It's the 
hardest part for the writer but also 
the most fulfilling part for the 
audience— to see a character, all 
characters, with many sides. After 

all, if it's a deep woman relating to 
a shallow man, why is she there? 
Or, for instance, when you first 
meet Sarah Jessica Parker, her 
character seems very superficial. 
But in truth, as things develop, 
she's actually terrified, not superfi­
cial at all. That's the kind of thing 
I like writing about, .surprises like 
that." 

This movie tries to show that the 
traditional romantic "elements of 
magic and destiny don't just exist 
in the movies, but actually, truly 
exist in our own lives," Winant 
said. "Maybe it's time in movies to 
reflect on the issues of love, 
romance, friendship and destiny 
as it applies to our own lives, as 
opposed to pretty people on 
screen. And maybe that's why it 
took Til There Was You so long to 
get made. We very intentionally 
sidestepped the cliches and we 
very intentionally sidestepped the 
expectations."

As we age, a number of little - and sometimes 
large - physical discomforts can begin to 
lnli-iide on the eIiJoyluent of daily living. High 
blood pressure, digestive problems, osteoporo­
sis, depression, lnenlory loss, and reduced 
muscle stf-ength and balance make life a little 
less pleasant and the everyday routine a little 
more dllficult. 

Forluilately, In recent years scientists have 
begim to discover that a regular, complete, 
cvercl.'ie program can have remarkably positive 
effects on iliany of these conditions, once 
thought lo be Inevitable symptoms of the aging 
process. 

Much inforinatloii and many key recent stud­
ies afllrnling this are pointed out in the recent 
"IHRSA" (International Health, Racquet and 
Sportscliib Association) research on exercise 
report. 

Hypertension or high blood pressure: As 
many as 50 million Americans, and 36 percent 
of senior citizens arc estimated to have high 
blood pressure. A regular, moderate workout 
routine Is one of the most effective ways - other 
than medication - for conh-olling this. 

Researchers from the University of Florida 
and the Veteran's Administration Medical Cen­
ter In Gainesville, put a group of 60- to 79-year-
old volunteers through a moderate exercise pl-o-
gram. These groups showed significant decreas­
es In blood pressure. Other studies confirm 
this, Including one published in the New Eng­
land Jomnal oj Medicine. 

OBteoporosls, or "brittle bolle disease." 
There Is plenty of research on exercise and 

osteoporosis. In people over 45, osteoporosis 
contributes to 13 million bone fractures per 
year. Women are the most likely candidates -
20 million women have It, while approximately 
5 million men are affected. It Is estimated that 
one out of two women and one of eight men will 
have an osteoporosis related fracture In their 
lifetime. 

Exercise wilh weights may be Ihe simplest 
way to prevent, improve and help reverse the 
conditions associated with this disease. The 
British Journal of Sports Medicine. The Journal 
of the American Medical Association. The Jour­
nal oJBone and Mineral Research and others all 

liave documented studies coilflrming the posi­
tive effects of weight bearing exercise. 

Depression and tlie Elderly 
The depressed elderly have a higher risk of 

suicide and approximately 30 percent are 
unable to utilize anti-depressants because of 
side effects. Researchers at Tiifts Unlverslly 
evaluated the effects of exercise with weights oll 
depressed elders. The results were positive alltl 
suggested that weight training Is an effective 
anti-depressant. The training also Increases 
strength, boosts morale and quality of life. 

The list goes on and on addressing the posi­
tive effects of exercise on osteoarthritis, sleep 
disorders, and chronic conditions. All in all, 
exercise is one of the best non-diug i'emedies 
for symptoms of aging, and it is never too late 
to utilize this valuable tool, under professional 
guidance.

BEE STINGS: 
The sting of a wasp 

Is quite different from 
that of a bee. A wasp 
does not lose its 
stinger and can sting 
many times. When a 
bee stings, the stinger 
remains In the skin. 
As the bee flies off, 
the venom gland 
remains attached to 
the stinger and the 

bee dies. 
Wasp stings do not have a stinger to remove 

but Ihe bee stings do. The best way to remove 
the bee stinger is to flick the stinger off with a 
pin or other object that can remove the stinger 

without squeezing the venom sac. Using your 
fingers to pull out the stinger frequently injects 
more venom. 

The sting Itself is usually mild and can be 
treated with first aid, However, sometimes the 
reaction can be severe and may need to be 
treated by a physician, There are rare cases of 
severe shock that occurs in individuals who are 
very sensitive. If you suspect that you may be 
allergic to bee stings, talk to your physician for 
further advice. 

POISON IVY: 
Several plants such as poison ivy produce a 

chemical that causes an allergic reaction and 
rash. The rash can be mild or severe depending 
on how much of the chemical Is Involved. It Is 
spread by direct contact with the plant or with 
something that touched the plant. In addition, 
burning leaves can be dangerous because the 
chemical may be spread in the smoke and 
inhaled. 

The treatment varies from using creams and 

lotions to using a short course of steroids by 
mouth. Tills is safe since It Is only used for a 
short time and avoids the side effects caused by 
long-term use. The best therapy Is pi'eventlon. 
Evelyone should know what poison Ivy looks 
like so that It can be avoided. 

SlfffBURN: 
Although sunburn seems to be a minor prob­

lem that can be treated with many over-the-
counter medicines as well as aspirin, it is sig­
nificant for what it can do In the future. Sun 
exposure Is the leading cause of premature 
aging of the skin as well as the leading cause of 
skin cancer. It is important to avoid burning 
and to use good sun blocks appropriate for 
your skin type.
