"“We {elt thal something should be done

to honor Tim Pope’s memory.” he said. "A
group ol us began to work on this, making
contacts, developing a propesal, and then
away we wenl.”

Through everything from newspapers 1o
word of mouth, playscape supporters
loundl new converts to form a strong cen-
tral core cemmittee which would oversee
the entire project. They mel every {wo
weeks for months to coordinate the work
on which each member was spending
unlold hours in between the commillee’s
get-logelhers.

‘It was @ lo! Lo do in a relatively short
periodl of time,” Davis said.

Deciding whethier 1o build now or wait
for the ()l was a crucial lurning point in
the process, Afler some debate Lhe com-
mitlee decided to proceed wilh construc-
tion in June instead of waiting out the
summer for the next date available with
New York-hased Lealhers & Associales, the
company hehind the playscape proposal.

"We didn't wanl 1o drag il out,” Davis
explained. “The timelable added a lol of
pressure to things but iU's gratilving to see
this done. Everyone has worketd so hard.
I’s greal 1o see”

While the mountain of details may have
looked formidable al times, membhers of
the commiliee never thought the job of
hringing the playscape lo Novi was inpos-
sibie.

“We never deubled it was going 1o be
there," Davis said.

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State road plan is
power grab’ by
MDOT, exec says

The Oakland County exeeutive

"This is MDOT's program,” Pat-
lersenr said ol the Engler's so-
citlled "Duikd Michigan 11" program
o pumapy 8571 suillion into state,
coundy and local raads. “They
erunched the numbers over a
weekend. John (Engler) went 1o
school Tuesday and Wednesday
and announeed it ona Thursday,”

Pattersen is offering his own
“reasoned response” with two
alternatives ~ "constructive crili-
vism in a1 sincere effort 1o advanee
Ihe dehale.”

It is o new fune lor Palterson,
who i (he past has engaged in
bitler squabbles with stale GOP
leaders in his own quest for guber-
mderial and 1.8, Senate nomina-
lions, Reeently. Palterson pased
for a photo standing in a deep hole
i a road tlad was supposed to
representt o pothold but deseribed
it as a gag shot, The couny execn-
tive, a former Y6-vear prosechator,
lias said be isn't interested in rune
ning far povernor in 1948,

The Qakhind leader said the gov-
ernor's road plan was supported

33,000, Setting askle the money
problems, Patterson criticlzes the
idea because i would also mean
MDOT would have to deal with
thousands of permits lor curb
cuts, traffic signals, street signs,
sewer digs and so on.

“This. indeed, would be chal-
lenge,” said Patterson, in a rare
understatement, Actually he
thinks it would be impossible for
MDOT it Laashyg to handle all the
requests and complaints with no
more staff and ne intimate knowl-
edge of local gripes. He said MDOT
is plaving the “promise ‘em any-
thing” game.

In the same way Engler says
Michigan isn't getting its fair share
of federal road funds, Patterson

argues that Qakland County is®

being short-changed even more
seriously by the state - a 8-cent
return of state funds eligible to be

¢ Enpler should abandon his
plian o give all the "growth” taxes,
such as registration fees fup 7 per-
cent a yeary and the diesel el lax
iy 6 pereent a year) and throw
locals the crumb of the pasoline
tx (up just 2 percent a 3v.ul. te
aghs equitable treatment in selling
up road funds - “fuic play, fair
play, lair play.”

His second counter-propesal
keeps county and municipal roads
uader focal condrot il rewrites
the PA 51 of 1951 road funding
formala, The new Tormala would
be based on Tane mileage rather
than linear mileage of the roads)
and VMT (lor vehicle miles trav-
eled),

"Do you know we have roads
that carry 40,000 lo 70,000 vehi-
cles a day compared 1o 10,000 in
torthern Michigan?” Patterson
saidl.

"We would suggest that MDOT
take control of all interstates and
freeways, which the public
assutnes they have anyway, and
teave to the locals the balance of
surlace roads,” he said.

Brent Bair, managing director of
the Oakland County Read Com-
mission, did much of the research
for Palterson’s plan, Bair said
such a formula would shift a lot of
northern money into Gakland
County.

To prevent a political squabble
of “winners versus losers,” Bair
said the state could agree to “hold
harmless™ the northern counties
while shifting new money soulh-
ward.

not for other governmental pur-
poses,” Patterson said. "So over
four years, $228 million of sales
tax receipts would be redirected
from the general fund to the Michi-
gan Transportation Fund where it
belongs,

“The total in new revenues, after
four vears, would be $595 million,
slightly more than the governor's
Sroposed 8570 million contained
in Build Michigan 1.7

The diverted sales tax would
cost public schools money. But
Patterson notes that three new

Detroit gambling casinos would:

kick 865 million a vear inlo the
school fund, more than making
up the 857 million loss frem the
sales tax on fuel,

Patterson clearly prefers Plan B
because it would allow more local
control,

When the dellvery man arrlved
al Karen Bitlerly's house and
asked If a tornado had touched
down in Mystle Forest, she knew
there was a problens.

Bitterly and her neighbors in the
new subdivision off Nevl Road are
questioning how dozens of large
tree trunks lying [n retention
ponds throughout the subdlvision
will be remaved.

“Everyone agrees it Jooks really
bad.” she said.

What cveryone does not agree
aboult s how to fix L.

When the development was
bullt, 1t included plans to creale
retention ponds for drainage col-
leetlon within sectlons of trees, as
planned and approved by the city.

. The high water killed the rools,

desiroying the trees hut left the
dead wood rising up out of the
water.

The nelghbors are pushing for
closure on the issue before the
suhdlvislon is turned over to lhe
assoclation.

Phillip Adkison, attorney for
developer Bob Harris, sald the
work was done at the direction at
the city Lo create a wildiife habitat.

But now that spring has come,
Lhe ponds icok unatlractive.

Protectlve fencing has slid down
Into the water, tree limbs and tree
tops 50 feet long lay half In and
kalf out of the waler. Stumps eight
feet high pop oul from the surlace.

“I think the tdea for large,
downed logs can he a nice habilat
for toads and frogs, but they'ré riol
going to work here,” said Klim
Thoemas Capello, aitorney for the

safety lssue for the kids in the
nelghborhood, :

The residents asked the cily to
take actlon, but “Lhe cily's Involve-
ment It & lot of these issues Is very
minor,” sald Tony Nowlckl, director

Trees and water have long been

Bath the City of Novl and the
Novi Communily School District
have come (o lerms in two key
land deals.

Bui neither will happen without
the approval of the Delta Trucking
Company and ils represeniatlve,
the Harvest Land Company.

A $1.67 million purchase and
development agreement between
the Cily of Novi and Delta Truck-
fng for 93 acres at Eleven Mile and
Wixom roads is the first contract.

Hinging on the clostng of this
contract is a scrond one, outlining
(he terms for the city’s exchange of
some of this westside land with the
school district for the Fuerst Farn,

Conditions of the first pur-
chase agreement include:

+ The clly will keep some of the
land and build a 52-acre park
park and convey the rest to the
Novi school disiricl,

Deadlock in
house stops
casino rules

House leaders ran smack into
the Michigan Constitution as they
failed to toughen up the veter-
approved law {o refulate Detroit
casino gambling.

Criminal penalties in the bills
are “10 times tougher than Neva-
da's,” said House Speaker Curtis
Hertel, D-Detrolt, defending the
House bills,

“We need extremely tough penal-
ties to guarantee the public is pro-
tected from casino owners who
might otherwise try lo rip off play-
ers by rigging the games."” sald
Republican Reps. Frank Fitzgerald
of Grand Ledge and Dan
Gustafson of Williamston. The
GOP said the regulations weren't
1ough enough.

The problem is that Art. [ {elee-
tions) of the constitution requires
a 75 percent yes vote in the Legis-
lature to amend any law approved
by voters. Last November volers
approved Proposal E, written by
casing Interests, that provides
minimal regulation and even
names two of the three companics
that are to recelve casing licenses,

Democrats lield 57°52 tofitrel of

the House on June 17, when the
bills were debated, Democtrats rou-
tinely voted down Republican sub-
stitute bills on party lines. But
with 82 votes needed to amend the
gambling law, the House could
muster 62 at best.

The stalemaie sent leaders scur-
rying to work out more acceptable
versions that will attract at least
two dozen Republican votes before
the Legislature adjourns July 3,

Sen. Michael Bouchard, R-Birm-
ingham, introduced the lead bill on
a GOP package to set licensing
and taxation standards, define
requirements for the Michigan
Gaming Control Board, and pre-
vent casino operators from buying
political influence. It also adds
maney to the Domestic Abuse
Councll to deal with gambling
addicts.

The Greekiown Casino LLC and
Atwater Casino Group denounced
the Bouchard bills, saying "it
would make it virtually impossible
for anyone to get a casino license,”
Spokesman Roger Martin satd the
bill "transfers from Detroit to the
state the power to choose who will
operate Detroit’s three casings and
imposes one of the highest gaming
taxes in North America.”

Sen. Mike Rogers, R-Brighton,
denounced the House package lor
planning to use single business
tax revenues to regulate Detroit
castnos, "Our mission in the Sen-
ate s to craft a regulatory frame-
work where casine interests pay
for the costs of regulations, crime
control and social praoblems [ike
compulsive gambling,” said the
Senate’s only former FBI man,

Here are the results of House
voting on key casino regulatory
bilts:

+« B 4716 - makes it unlawlul
for casinos to cheat, use a device
1o predict or use inside informa-
tion. Penalties: seven years and
850,000 fine for operators: two
years and $25,000 for patrons:
also prohibits persons under 21
from working in or patronizing a
casino,

Rep. Greg Kaza, R-Rochester
Rills, won 105-0 support for an
amendment requiring the attorney

! general to create an organized

crime task force. But on final pas-
sage, the bill lost 61-45 on the first
vote and 62-43 on reconsideration
with 82 votes needed. All area
Republicans voted no.

Thirty-one Republicans filed a
formal protest saying the bill "does
not meet the highest standards
proposed by the Gaming Control
Board.” Signers included Nancy

-+ Cassis of Novi.

Michigan's report card on drink
driving was released last week,
revealing that arrests increased n
1996 over the previous year., The
1996 Michigan Annnal Drunk
Driving Audit shows 61,119
arrests in 846, compared to
59,584 in 1995, a 2.6 pereent
inerease.

This increase of 1,535 arrests
continues a trend hegun in 1992,

"Drunk driving arrests are
beginnlng to approach a level not
seen singe the late 9805 and
carly 1990s, yet the percentage of
alechol-related denths is ten points
fess than it was during that siome
time prriod,” said Betty Mereer,
division directar atl the office of

Mitzel also hasu't been afraid to
buck the maforily, proving that once
again this week when he was the only
dissenter in a purchase agreement
between the City of Novi and Delta
Trucking Company.

But the job of a council member is a
demanding one. Seven hours’ worth of
meetings for council and committees
lsn't unusual on a Monday. For a
young man building his career, it's a
tremendous amount of time away from
his personal life. That's why Mitzel Is
howing out, he says he doesn't think
he'll be able 1o dedicate those hours 1o
the task in the fulure.

Il you're happy with the status quo,
here's your chance to show your sup-
port. And please do so. The mayor and
council members [requently state they
wish more members of Lhe public
would make their opinions known,

Il you don't like the direction Novl is
going, five open scals on a seven-mem-
ber councll Is an unprecedented
opporlunity to make an impact and get
some new blaod In oflice.

It's not too late to start drafting can-
didates. It's not too late to jump in the
game yourscll, Novi cily elcctions are
typically low budgel, making campaign
fundraising less challenging.

Would-be council members however,
should go inlo il knowing they’ll be
sacrificing a tremendous amount of
{ime for extraordinarily low pay, 515
per meeting, Al those rates, this is vol-
unteer work. And along with the
salisfaction of knowing they're serving
their community, council members
also have to deal with the fact thal
somelimes their communily would like
to lynch them.

The last day to turn In petition for
council or mayor is July 11 by 4 p.m.
al the Novi Cily Clerk's office. A peti-
tion must have the signature of 100
volers or the candidale can inslead
simply pay $100.

Novl voters are equal opporlunity
employers. They've elected men and
women, young adults and retirees,
husinesspeople and homemakers. A
newcomer couldn't ask for a better
chance at the job.

Although the report makes six major
recommendalions - including casing
restrictions on voting by absentee ballot,
simplifying the petitlon process for candi-
dates and experimenting witht mail-to vot-
ing - the most far-reaching was (o propose
consolidaling elections into four {ixed
dales each year, each on Lhe {irst Tuesday
following the first Menday of the month:

* A winter election to be held in Febru-
ary,

+ A Spring election {o be held in May;

* A primary election to be held in

+ A general election to be held In Novem-
ber,

One of the unusual things aboul the
commission is that It included some peo-
ple who actually know what they're talking
about, including Kathy Dornan, Farming-
ton Hills city clerk, Joan McColter, Livonia
city elerk, and Bernie Apol, the retired
fand revered) stale cleetions director.

Also serving on lhe commission was
Rep. Bob Brackenridge, R-SL. Joeseph, a
former Berrlan County clerk, who pushed
similar ideas last year when he headed (he
House Local Government Committee. One
community in his district held nine clec-
lions in a single yearl

To take elfect, the package needs to be
adopled by the Legislature, which is no
sure thing, what with roads, laxes and
casinos all on the agenda, not to mention
all the old chestnuts aboul "local control.”

If enacted into law, though, there wouid
he ols of geod consequences.

No more special millage elections, votes
held at odd-ball times, usually pushed
through by an alliance between local
school officials and teachers unions 1o get
millages and bond issues passed by a low
turnout of "school people.”

We've all heard of such elections with 3,
4, 5 pereent turnouts.  They're unrepre-
sentalive, and they're expensive.

Former Ingham Counly clerk, Rep. Lingg
Brewer, D-Holt, complains, “I've seen
school people as cynical as Chicago ward-
heelers. They say, 'We've got a multi-mil-
lion dollar project. Let's sneak this

In Livonia, for example. holding the
1996 June school clection cosl $32,000;
with 4,120 people voting, the cost was
$7.77 per vole,

Another important recommendation s io
create centralized regisiered voter lists
(called a Qualified Voter File} on a big com-
puter. Although most Republicans and
many Demacrals faver local conlrol over
voter lists, Miiler's panel disagreed, argu-
ing that “Michigan is the largest state,
hoth in terms of Its population and s geo-
graphical size le fmaintain local veter
files).”

“[nvolving 273 city clerks, 1,242 town-
ship clerks and 261 village clerks. Michi-
gan's voter registralion system comprises
1,776 separate registration jurlsdictions,
making il the mos! decentralized - and
hence the most complex - voter registra-
tion system in the country,” the panel
said.

“In effect, Michigan maintains 25 per-
cent of the natlon's registration jurisdic-
tians to serve less than 4 percent of the
nation's populailon.”

Sur-
prisel Today it looks like we have
road construclion costs of
$1.318,280 (and probably still ris-
ingl plus §232,000 for the "Hot
Land Deal of This Century.” A total
eslimated disbursemenl of
$1,550,280; not ncluding the cosl
of bullding the Novi Ice Arena.

Now this “Hot Land Deal of This
Cenlury” is approaching an esti-
mated $103,352 per acre
{$1,550,280 plus 15 acres) or
more. Sure beats the heck out of
spending 560,000 per acre for
prime Novl land with frontage on a
major road, doesn't it? Now the
Novi cily taxpayers are only going
to spend an eslimated $43.352
more pet acre because ol this *Hot
Land Deal of This Ceniury.” The
Novl clty taxpayers will have to pay
for these mulimitlion dollar flas-
coes and [or transactions that the
voters did not vote on.

Paradoxically, an adjacen! story
mentioned that the city, in trying
1o sell a fire station site, recefved a
high bid of only $21,000 for the
half-acre lot {$42,000 per acre) on
Beck Road. If that is the going rale
in that area, why not buy 15 acres
at $42,000 for a lotal cost of only
$630.000 (versus $§1,550,280],
with an estimated savings lo Lhe
Novi clly taxpayers af only
$920,280. {They could mayhe use
this pecket change to pay for (heir
April storm damage cleanup and
{rash pickup/dumpirg fees.)

By the time they have this Novi
Ice Arena and “Pork Barre] Avenue
No. 6" road buill and operalional,
the Novl city taxpayers may have a
liabiifty approaching the National
Debt. What's Lhe boltemline? Six
rilllion dollars? Eighi milllon dol-
lars? Ten millton dollars? What's
next? A §20 million Munictpal Goll
Complex/Watering Hole/Banquet
Facility with "Platinum” guest
passes for the city officials and
thelr frlends?

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Will Durant make fools of followers

As he trotted off

into the moonlight
- it was after 2 a.m.
June 20 - Clark
Durant resembled
no one more than
William Jennings
Bryan, whoe 72
years ago made a
fool of himsell in a
Tennessee court-

Tim room denouncing
evolution.

Richard
Bryan assisted

the prosecution in convicting public school
science teacher John T. Scopes, though
the verdict would be reversed on appeal.
But in the court of public opinion, Bryan
humiliated the cause of Christian funda-
mentalism for more than 50 years.

“Bryan lived too long, and descended tao
deeply into the mud, to be laken seriously
hereafler by fuily literate men,” said a
scribe when Bryan died a week later. “If
the fellow was sincere, then so was P.T.
Barnum. The word is disgraced and
degraded by such uses. He was, in fact, a
charlatan, a mountebank, a zany wilhout

sense of dignity.”
After listening to a mob for hours, the

; State Board of Education rescinded the

“mission statement" Durant rammed

i through two years ago.

Like Bryan, who vowed to amend the

“U.S. Constitution to cover the Bible,

Durant, now a minority member of the
State Board of Education, vowed to take
his “mission statement" to the voters and

impose it on the state constitulion.

Durant fought the bad fight, all the way.

He refused in 1995 to operate in Lhe col-
leglal way in which public school peaple
and governmental bodles operate, but
fashioned his mission statement in secret.
He discussed it with board members, one
by one, by telephone. If anyone had both-
ered lo prosecute, it was a pure violation
of the Open Meetings Act sec, 3 (3).

At his frst meeting, Durant brought it
up by surprise. amending the agenda dur-
ing the *board business” portion of the
meeting, the place where you approve the
minutes of the last meeting and elect offi-
cers. Thal way, he prohibited public com-
menl, a violation of the Open Meeting Acl
sec. 3(9).

So stealthy were Durant’s tactics that no
one but board members could even see a
copy of it until after it was approved.

It was a rambling mission and philoso-
phy statement, poorly outlined, pious plat-
itudes that would be graded "nol yet
novice" on the state proficiency test for
writing. No matter. It never had a place in
the constitution, Michigan Compiled Laws
or the rule books. [t was merely an essay.

But it did contain the germ of the “par-
ents' rights” movement, an effort by
authoritarians to allow parents (guided by
appropriate clergy, of course} to object to
anything In the curriculum and overrule
elected boards, superinlendents, princi-
pals and teachers. In this respect, my
brethren in the medla missed the long-
range significance of the mission state-

ment,

Durant portrayed the effort to rescind
his mission statement as an effort to get
God out public educallon, One ts remind-
ed of the Dixdecrat senators who, after the
U.S. Supreme Court outlawed racial
segregation and state-imposed school
prayer, said the juslices “kicked God out of
the schools and let the Negroes in,” or
words to that effect.

When it came time to erase his mission
statement, Durant changed his mind
abgut public discussion. A new State
Board president, Kathleen Straus, allowed
the public comment that Durant in 1995
had blocked.

Straus, who is Jewish, was a better
Christlan {“Do unto others” etc.) than
Durant. Following the Open Meetings Act,
Straus let Duranl's pals fillbuster for
hours, as was their right. But voters last
November had decided the fssue when it
replaced {wo of Durani's allies on the
board. This time the vote was 5-3 to
rescind.

The 1925 obituary writer said of Bryan:
“It was hard to belfeve, watching him at
Dayton, that he had traveled, that he had
been received in civilized socielles, that he
had been a high officer of the state, He
seemed only a poor clod like those around
him, deluded by childish theology ...”

One can only hope that Durant doesn't
make fools of his Christian followers the
way Bryan did.

Mind you, this is one of the
more promlsing scenes in the film
as one character actually endears
himself to the viewers by sacrific-
ing his life for an actual purpose.

Certainly, no complaints can be
made about the amazing effecis
that went Into resurrecting Lhe
dinosaurs on the big screen. How-
ever, the effects that went into
killlng the humans of[ are a bit
less fanlastic. Steven Splelberg
decided 1o keep the gruesomeness
down to a dull roar by not actually
showing mosl of the feedings.

Rather, we just see the Inlliai
lunges of the dinosaurs, hear the
screams, and see the strawberry
Kool-Ald flow into the river or
down the waterfall when the
dinosaurs succeed in their
attacks, followed by an uncomfort-
able qulet.

Then the movie loses iis 90's
thriller feel and regresses to the
quality of an 80's remake of
Godzllla. The parallel Is uncanny

Kidney slones are a common problem. Their
severlty can range from being a minor, onee-in-

to belng an extraordi-
narlly severe and
recurrent source of
pain.

They can be drregular,
with sharp edges and rock hard. Seventy-five
percent of the stones are made of calelum with
the next most common being composed of uric
acid. oxalate, cysilne and struvite,

s the stones develop in the kidney and pass
down the ureters (the connection hetween the
kidneys and the bladder), they can cause block-
age or tearing and bleeding. This results in pain
and hlood in the urne.

Since the size of the stanes determines how
much trouble a patlent will have in passing

one, It is casy to understand why a small stone
may cause little discomfort and a large one
severe pain,

The causes of kldney stones are many and
varied. For instance, some people produce them
because they excrele too much calelum In thelr
urine. This may be a problem they were born
with. Some people develop themn in assoclation
with certaln on-going urinary tract infections.
Gout may fead to urlc acld stones.

Operatlons and discases which affect the
small {ntestine may alfect oxalale absorption
and lead 1o oxalate slones.

Drugs, such as triamterene, may act as a
small focus around which stones develop. 5till

ber. size and frequency with which they occur.
A smal] stone may pass with little diffieulty and
dlscomforl. A large stone may requlre surgery
for removal. If the stones are few and oceur
rarely, phystclans will simply watch the patient
and provide treatment when necessary. If the
stones tend to reoccur lrequently, drug therapy
to decrease their formation may be useful,
During an attack, a physician wili usually
give pain medication and intravenous futds to
encourage {requent urination and passage of

the sione.

Although many blood, urine and X-ray tests
are avallable. To help diagnose kidney stones,
one of the best methods is to analyze the stones
directly. This helps determine the drugs or
therapy to be used for prevention. But, It is
necessary to have the stone to do this. Anyone
passing a stone should save it and take If to the
doctor. Frequently, physiclans recommend
straining the urine through a small strainer or
cheese cloth so that the stone is not lost.

The last 10 years have seen the development
of better surgical technlques for those with
severe stone disease. Shock-wave lithotripsy
can literally pulverize targe stones Into smaller
