The roalitloil was formed last 
fall to examine juvenile issues 
within the city. Although deter­
mined to remain focused in a pos­
itive dircclion, lllc members need­
ed first to examine how altitude, 
peer pressure, schooling an(l fam­
ily life affects juvenile dellnfiuen-
cy, teen pregnancy, violence and 
substance abuse. 

The dozen members gathered 
inforinatlon from Western Michi­
gan University's Alcohol and 
Other Drugs study, the City of 

Novl, the Novi Community School 
District and Oakland County. 

The ultimate goal of the group 
Is to develop and utilize progl'ams 
that will keep Novi kids out of the 
way of drugs, violence and delin­
quency. 

Beside attitude, factors that 
contribute to those problems In 
Novi lllclude fanlily history, falilily 
confiict, availability of drugs, peer 
pressure and transition and 
mobility, Novi Police Chief Doug 
Shaeffer said. 

Novl Is growing rapidly, which 
nleans a lot of kids are facing the 
trauma of moving to a new place, 
another factor in the development 
of possible problems. 

"Il's a very traumalic event to 
be uprooted," Shaeffer said. 
"Especially for kids." 

Shaeffer said the preliminary 
data suggested violence and 
break-ins are experiencing a 
slight Increase among the teenage 
ranks.

o f h o m e - c o o k i n '

Some people may think of Novi 
as the virtual chain restaurant 
capitol of southeastern Michigan. 

But for some 70 years, home-
cooked meals have been the order 
of the day at the Rosewood 
Restaurant on Grand Diver 
Avenue. People who know local 
history say the Rosewood is the 
vely oldest eatel}' in town. It's cer-
taiilly the only one housed in a 
1920s-vintage - or even older 
-Detroit Urban Railway streetcar. 

Besides the long and narrow 
shape of the building, you can't 
see nluch of the streetcar any-
nloi-e. It's been bricked over. 

VWlat you will see is an old-fasll-
loncd moin-and-pop business 
where all three kids pilch In and 
help. Owners Sally and Dave Zdr-
vankovski pride thenlselves on 
.seiVing food made from scratch. 

"It's a veiy friendly place. You 
can start talking to any of the cus­
tomers," Sally Zdr\'ankovski said. 

"Over the years, we haven't 
advertised, most of our business Is 
word-of-mouth." 

In 1976, the Zdrvankovskis, 
then newly-wed immigrants from 
Macedonia in the former 
Yugoslavia, purchased the Rose­
wood. Two other would-be owllers 
had (ried to run the place, but It 
reverted back to the original 
owner, Florence Harris. She helped 
train them In the business. 

During the mid-1920s, Florence 
and Monroe Harris dragged an old 
streetcar out Grand River in Novl 
and converted It to the Rosewood 
Restaurant, 

When the electrical streetcar 
system that linked Detroii with the 
suburbs was phased out in the 
mid-1920s, the rolling stock was 
sold as scrap or for use as lunch 
stailds. 

The Interurban streetcar ran on 
electricity, provided by power

plants. Jack Hoffman, author of 
"Northville; The First Hundred 
Years," quoted local old-limers who 
said the streetcars zipped along at 
50 to 60 miles per hour. For 25 
cents, a passenger could travel in 
comfort from Northville to Detroit 
via Farmington in 50 minutes. The 
service stopped in 1927. 

Former Novl Township Supen'i-
sor Frazer Stainan, 93, remeinbers 
when the Harrises bought the 
streetcar and had it towed to Novi, 
sometime between 1925 and 1930. 

"It was a lot different than mov­
ing the Methodist Church. It was 
no trouble at all moving. They 
hooked a trailer on it and towed 
it," said Staman, who still fre­
quents the Rosewood. 

Retired Novl police chief Lee 
BeGole said the restaurant was In 
its heyday in the 1950s, when 
Harris, then a widow, added rock 
and roll records to the eatery's 
juke box. 

In about 1954, a former conduc­
tor for the Interurban asked Harris 
for permission to explore under 
the restaurant. 

"He came out with a big flat bell. 
It had a hearty sound to it, blng-
bong. The Interurban cars had city 
bells and underneath a flat and 
round country bells," BeGole said. 

In the mid-1950s, Harris sent 
her cook to school for a week to 
learn how to prepare pizza. She 
then installed a pizza oven in the 
Rosewood. 

"It was the first place in Novi to 
serve pizza. The Rosewood was 
well-thought of locally. It served 
excellent food," he said.

"The pizza was not a big suc­
cess. They were ahead of tlleir 
tiine, as far as Novi was con­
cerned." 

Instead, diners preferred the 
llounder. 

BeGole still eats al the Rose­
wood. 

"1 like the feeling that you'd have 
in there (the Rosewood) that you're 
traveling somewhere and you'll gel 
off in Chicago," he added. 

During the very late 1950s and 
the early 1960s, the Novi Board of 
Conlmerce, pi'edecessor of the Novi 
Chamber, met at the Rosewood, 
retired Novi city clerk Geriy Stipp 
recalls. 

Florence Harris, who lived next-
door to her diner, was an lea(lcr of 

the board aild wrote a guide to 
Novi. She also opened the Florence 
Harris Novi Teenlown on Meadow­
brook Road, to give 1950s-kids a 
place to gather and hold dances. 

Harris died in the early 1990s. 
Since the 1970s, Sally Zdr-

vankovski said they haven't made 
many too many changes lo the 
place.The Rosewood was recently 
I'enlodeled, but Ihe layout of the 
restaurant remains essentially the 
sailie. While the original tables 
wel-e replaced with booths ill Ihe 
maiil (lining area, the lui lch 
counter, witll its vintage stools, 
remains in intact. 

Even Ihe menu is nol raflically 
different from the old days, 
although European dishes, such 

as stuffed cabbage and stuffed 
peppers, have been added. It's all 
home-cooking, the roast beef, the 
roast pork. French fries and hash 
Ilrowns are made froln potatoes 
boiled in the Rosewood's kitchen. 

"The menu is basically the old 
menu, maybe a little different 
taste. 1 worked with her (Harris), 
she showed us a lot of stuff," Zdr-
vankovski, a Novi l-esidenl, said. 

The soups, including potato beef 
and the baked bean, are made 
from scratch in Ihe traditional 
Yugoslavian way. 

A specialty of the house is the 
old-fashioned rice pudding, the 
rice covered by a thick layer of 
custard. You can also count on 
homemade pies al the Rosewood. 

This week, during the Michigan 
50s Festival, coffee will be served 
up at 25 cents a cup. 

"That's super coffee," Zdr-
vankovski added. 

Her son Nick, 20, cooks and 
daughter, Siivana, 18, waits 
tables. The youngest, Kris, 12, is 
starting to help out, too. 

Sometimes it gets 
stressful. The waitresses get on my 
ner\'es sometimes.

After the Novl Plamiltig Conlnlission denied them file wellantis permit 
ilceded to fill httlf of their lot, the couple received a more tililc from the 
Novi City Council Motitlay night to figure otit an alternative solution, 

"While I'm syilipathclk: to the purchasers, when they purchased the 
property Ihey rerlaliily knew this eiltire site was ttllfler water and they 
might liave a ilroblem htilldiiig on this site," said Council Member 
Richard Clark. 

lint Ihe (otiple .said Ihey were told by the seller It wouldlt't be a prob­
lem and received no ittdicallon from the city throughout Ihc years and 
questions abotit the properly that there would be this much of a prob­
lem. 

"We bought It under the pretense i l was bulldable," said Tim Wagner. 
Tim siiid he (Irovc (lown the road one day in 1989 and saw the "for 

sttle by owiter" sign. Alter lalklitg witfi the htndowller, Novi developer aiid 
sclf-proclaliticd phllanthropistic farmer 13ob Langan, Tinl becanle the 
proud ricw owner. 

However, he and Debbie were Just married and starling a family. 
Thinking it better lo wait lo see how big the family would grow, Ihe two 
bottghl a small two-bcdrooln home in Plymouth and held off on the 
developing Ihe properly. 

Now, with three kids sharing the sante room and living quarters 
bccolniiig cramped, llic faiiiily is eager to build their dreatn honle. 

Three years ago, Tim aiid Debbie began the process of building. They 
went to the clly and were lold to have a home plan designed filst. They 
said at that poiill, no otle mentioned the property would be unbuildable. 

'HK Wagners' properly is one of the last pieces of inany properties sold 
by Laiigatl to individual owners to be developed. 

The couille applied for ancl received state and counly permits and were 
rctidy for a snloolh ride through the clly building process. They received 
a woodlands permit to take down some trees and headed to the planning 
coinml.ssion. 

"Up until the wellitnd hearlilg we didn't think we would have any prob­
lem." said Tim. 

I3ut appearing before the Novi Planning Commission lasl month wasn't 
siliootll al all, tlley said. The planners maintained letting the Wagners' 
fill the property wottld set a precedent. 

According to Sue Tepatti, JCK & Associates wetland consultant for the 
city, filling wetlands is typically not allowed to gain bulldable land in 
sulxllvlsloils bul individual homes have been permitted by the city and 
the state in the past, 

"II is seriously poilded in the winter and spring alld diy in the sum­
mer," Tepatti said Motlday night. 

"It's hard to say at this point if Ihey can feasibly meet the wetlands 
ordinance." 

Debbie Wagner said she and her husband are willitlg to compromise. 
"We're not clearing It totally. We want it partially wooded... We told

The commission .stood by what has been a consisletll stand for envi-

ronniciilal prolecllon and didn't budge. 
"It was pretty devaslaling lo use etnollonally bccau.sc in one hour our 

dreams and pinii.s wcic taken away," Debbie said. 
So f;tr Ihc cntiplc iitvcsled $GO,000 above Ihe cost of the properly for 

plans, sitidlcs and |)cTmils. 
Aecordiiig lo City Assessor Glenn I.enimon, the property is valued al 

$44,200. 
"We've been pitying high la.xes on this properly as a bulldable lot," 

explained Tinl. 
"We're not a huge builder who can froill the cost Into the property," 

Debbie said. 
The couple lold the council on Monday that the neighbors around 

them Just recently bulll nild besides, the ordinances were different when 
they bought tile properly. 

Their lawyer, Pattl l]oliii told the councli since the wetlands ordinance 

was revised in 1991 atld lllc Wagners' bought in 1989, they deserve a 
break. 

'1'llere is a taking Issue," he said, 
Bil Council Member Clark disagreed that a denial to build would 

itnconslitulionally "take" Ihe Wagners' land, because tio house plan was 
actually in place when the ordinance was adopted. 

The council decided lo postpone appeal, so that if couple conles back 
they won't have to pay a second set of fees. In the meantitne, the couple 
can work wilh Tepatti and other consultants. 

"Really, what we wanl is lo work with Site aild conle lo you with a plan 
that you can say either 'this is a good idea' or 'this is not a good idea,'" 
said Bohn. 

"It sounds hopeful to us," said Debbie. "We are encouraged by the 
decision." 

Their next-door neighbor, Tim Mills said he's standing by the couple 
and their right lo build on Iheir own property. 

"I'm looking forward to new neighbors," he said. "You don't invest 
money in properly and be lold you can't build... If the properly wasn't 
able lo be t)ulll it shouldn't have been subdivided." 

The property was split in 1987 according to the local zoning and ordi­
nances in place at the time.

We've all heard the old adage "Buyer Beware.'" 
Willie sometimes research can't prevent every problem fronl occurring, i l can help a prosileclive honle buyer 

or property biiyer froill some hea(laches. 
"Wllen a person wants lo buy a piece of property a number of Issues need to be looked al," said Terry Mor-

rone, deputy building official. 
Some of these issues are: 
• School district boundaries - Sometimes the district boundaries differ from the city boundaries. 
• Wetland and woodland regulations - How much can an owner intnide into the environtlleill. 
• Zoning districts - It gives an idea of what the permitted uses are for the property, what tile sunounding 

uses are and what the setbacks and requirements for the property are. 
• Master plan designations - Shows what the city sees in the future of the properly and can dilTcr from the 

zoning district. 

• Soil and water table information - It can affect the design and cost of the building. 
• Homeowners Association informalion - The association can regulate items such as fencing, decks and 

pools. 
• Similar/dissimilar ordinance - It regulates the compalibllity of the home on contrast lo the surrounding 

homes, properties. 
"You should know what you're gelling yourself into before you sign on the dotted line," Morrone explained. 
He said perspective buyers of both vacant and built properties should slop by Ihe city building, assessing 

and planning departments before making a purchase. 
"We pull oul (all the maps) and try lo give them a broad view of what Ihey need to be concerned wilh," he 

explained. 
"Things change from time lo time, sometimes a little too quickly, but we certainly try to throw oul all that 

informalion they should think about," he added.

Continued from l 
problems. 

Project coordinator Beth Belter 
said the statistics aren't meant to 
make Novl look bad. The group is 
merely trying to prevent problems 
before they become a crisis. 

"We've got wonderful students 
here," she said. "Bul It still does 
no good to close our eyes. If we 
close our eyes It will never go 
away." 

What the statistics in Novl most­
ly showed was that eight, lOlh and 
12th graders Increasingly see 
dnlgs and alcohol as not harmful. 
Tenth grade, in particular, appears 
to be a make-it-or-break-it point, 

"Tenth grade Is a real problem 
area. What's making these lOth 
graders do these things is some­
thing we might wanl lo look at," 
said Belter 

And although the percentages of 
students who tried dnigs were low. 
Belter said the importance Is that 
It is increasing yearly, 

"Even if theyre Just tiylng It. It 
Is something to be concerned 
about," she said, Tllere is a signif­
icant rise In practically every­
thing." 

"Are the percentages as Impor­
tant as the trend we are seeing?" 
she asked. 

The group Is still awaiting the 
results of its own survey given ran­
domly to Novl students In the Novl. 
Northville, Walled Lake and South 
Lyon school districts before school 
let out for the summer. 

Chief Shaeffer said pal'ental per­
missiveness for teens trying drugs 
and alcohol bothers him. A n d 
although the students In Novl 
receive Drug Abuse Resistance 
Education at the sixth grade level, 
that might not be enough.

"It has some Impact with educa­
tional programs at the lower levels 
but it's not following into the high­
er levels," said Shaeffer. 

The next step for the group is to 
look at what programs are offered 

in Novi and prepare information 
for grant applications. 

T^e key to much of the problem 
Is creating an alternative to drugs 
and delinquency, said coalition 
member and Stale Rep. Nancy 
Cassis, R-Novi. 

"There have to be other opportu­
nities," she explained. 

"It's a community problem. It's 
not a school problem, or a police 
problem, or a church problem or a 
chamber or clly problem," Belter 
explained. 

Many factors are believed to contribute to Juvenile delinquen-
cy and substance abuse, Including high school drop-out 
rates, availability of drugs, first use of drugs or alcohol and 
teen pregnancy. The following are some random statistics 
from the Communities That Care study: 

• In 1996, four Novi girls under the age of 18 gave birth to babies at 
Providence Hospital in Novi. 

• According to seniors al Novi High School in 1996,10.2 percent 
tried cocaine at least once in their lifetime, 45 percent tried marijua­
na, 64 percent tried cigarettes and 78 percent tried alcohol. 

• 300 gun permits were issued by Novi Police in 1996. 

• There were 203 families living below the poverty level in 1990 in 
Novi; 379 children lived below the poverty level and the number is 
increasing. 

• 114 Novi adults were treated in Oakland County facilities for sub­
stance abuse, alcohol being the primary substance. 

• Novi Police reported 326 adults arrested for drunk driving in 1995. 

• Novi High School's average grade point average was 2.88 for

Multi-talented instrumentalist Neil Wood­
ward has a perfect attendance record at the 
Norlhville Folk & Bluegrass Festival. This is the 
21st festival, and it 'll be Woodward's 21st 
appearance. 

The versatile picker and strumliler also bats 
1,000 with his audiences. 

Woodward, whose extensive involvenlellt on 
the local music scene has nlade him a favorite 
for decades, plays so many instruments in so 
nlany styles it's virtually inlpossible to catego­
rize him. 

"Nell's range is mind boggling," festival orga­
nizer Tom Rice says. "When you see him play 
you think, 'Wow, there's nothing this guy can't 
do.'" 

An award-winning singer, songwriter and folk 
historian. Woodward has also taught classes at 
the Gitfiddler Music Store. He is accomplished 
on the acoustic and steel guitars, Ihe man­
dolin, the banjo, the auloharp, the dulcimer, 
the ukulele, the harmonica, the fiddle and the 
pennywhistle. 

"As a general rule of thumb, if it has strings 
Neil can play it," Rice added. 

Woodward's performances reflect the rich 
tapestly of Anlerica's li\'ing histoiy - from cen­
turies-old ballads, dance irlusic and 19th cen-
tuly lumberjack verses to blues, train songs 
and original compositions. 

His wide range of performance experience 
enables him to feel al home whether he's on a 

street corner. In a classroom, at a barn dance 
or in a church. 

He's also at ease in the studio, with several 
recordings to his credit. His release Crossroads 
Serenade is a collection of traditional North 
American folk music, while Dog Songs and 
Other Distractions is an album of his own com­
positions. 

His other recordings - Life, Love and Food 
Songs and ...A Cup of Kindness ... Music for 
(he Season of Joy - have received generous crit­
ical acclaim. 

Woodward's concert programs combine tradi­
tional music with his original songs. 

The musician lives in the northern Livingston 
County community of Cohoctah, Mich.

Northville might be an unlikely 
place to have a reputation as the 
folk music capital of the metropoli­
tan area but, to a large degree, 
that's exactly how it's viewed. 

If the city does enjoy notoriety as 
a folk-friendly community, it's all 
due to the efforts of one deter­
mined impresario, Tom Rice. 

Rice has owned and operated 
the Gitfiddler music store in 
Northville since 1973. Every year 
since 1977, he has staged an old-
fashioned hootenanny-style musi­
cal festival right here at 
Northville's own Ford field. 

The bash started out modestly, 
as an impromptu toe-tapping ses­
sion In back of his store one after­
noon. But It quickly grew Into the 
area's largest summer folk concert. 

Sunday, July 27, will mark the 
21st, and final, edition of his 
famed musical gathering. 

"It's time for me to move on and 
say farewell to the festival," Rice 
has said. 

Rice is on the verge of a major 
career change. He moved his retail 
store and music school into the 
former church building on Center 
and Dunlap Street last year, but 
the venture didn't pan out and 
Rice says he plans to leave the 
community, 

"I might go into real estate or 
auto sales," he said, "I'm going to 
let someone else worly about pay-
Ing the bills for once," 

Rice says, though you never say 
never, his intention to pack his 
bags and close up shop probably 
spells the end of a long and suc­
cessful tradition. 

"I don't want to say the folk and 
bluegrass festival will never take 
place again, but as of right now, 
that looks like what's going to hap­
pen." 

The Norlhville Folk & Bluegrass 
Festival was a unique event In this 
city - nothing on such a large 
scale had been staged before. 

The all-day affair brought top 
national talent from the folk music 
world into the city. Names Hke 
Ramblin' Jack Elliott, Tom 
Chapin, IMichael Smith, Anne Hills 
and Christine I^vln aren't house­
hold words to most people, but 
they carry tremendous prestige

among music business insiders. 
The festival's avowed purpose as 

a fund-raising event for Hunting­
ton's Disease research generated 
over $100,000 for the cause, and 
brought the widow of folk legend 
Woody Guthrie into the city for a 
yearly visit. 

Guthrie died of Huntington's 
Disease, and Marjorie Guthrie 
would attend the festival each year 
to pass along a message of inspira­
tion to the crowd from the stage. 
Rice's half-sister Donna Jarski 
also was a Huntington's Disease 
victim. 

Marjorie herself died In 1984. 
Another milestone In folk festival 

histoiy took place when Dr. Fran­
cis Collins, one of the scientists 
working on the Human Genome 
Project, attended the 1995 festival 
and stepped up on stage to take 
part in the music making, 

The Human Genome Project Is a 
massive medical undertaking that 
succeeded In Identifying the defec­
tive gene that causes Huntington's 
Disease in 1994. 

"We've had some really memo­
rable moments over the years," 
Rice said in reflection. "It's been a 
great run and a great ride." 

This year's festival is the first 
that won't be dedicated to raising 
funds for Huntington's research. 
Instead, Rice will use the after-
expense proceeds from ticket sales 
to help defray some of the debts he 
incurred in renovating the building 
he used for his music business 
and performing house, the Raven 
Acoustic Cafe. 

But the music will be just as 
exciting as ever, and the atmo­
sphere just as laid back, Rice said. 

"I'm really looking forward to 
this year's folk and bluegrass festi­
val. I'm going to gather all my good 
friends around me and have the 
best time yet."

Christine Lavin is a sometimes 
profound, often funny and always 
enjoyable singer-songwriter. Her 
incisive lyrics and engaging style 
have entertained and enlightened 
audiences since her career began 
in the 1970s. 

Lavin learned to play the guitar 
while walching instructional pro­
grams on public television when 
she was 12. She wrote songs 
throughout high school and col­
lege, and later moved to New York 
City. 

Her debut album, Fulur*; Fossils, 
won her a devoted following and 
triggered a string of tours through­
out the United States, Australia 
and Germany. 

Her "Good Thing He Can't Read 
My Mind" won the NAIRD award 
for Best Folk recording. In 1989 
and 1992, Lavin was named N.Y. 
Music Award Folk Artist of the 
Year. 

Her latest album. Shining My 
Flashlight On The Moon, came out 
a year after work started on it. 
According to Lavin, "it begins look­
ing at the moon, ends gazing up at 
the whole big sky, and in between 
looks at life on this planet as expe­
rienced in the late 19905." 

The musicians (besides lavin's 
guitar and vocals) are Zev Katz on 
bass. Frank Christian on second 
guitar, Jeff Berman on percussion. 
Tommy Mandel on keyboards, 
Howard Prince on trombone, 
Robin Batteau on violin. The Clap-
tones on hand-claps and James L. 
Smith as Professor Fish on 
"Snackin." 

"All the songs here are little sto­
ries that come from real life," Lavin

said of her latest effort. "I wish I 
could make things up out of thin 
air, but 1 can't."

She campaigned vigorously for 
Suzanne Vega to be noticed by the 
press and the record industry, and 
helped spread the word about 

Julie Gold, who went on to win a 
Grammy award. 

In between her busy touring 
schedule, Lavin has found time to 
act as the New Folk conespondent 
for American Public Radio's "World 
Cafe," which airs in 75 markets 
around the country. 

Lavin has appeared on Cable 
News Network's "Sonya Live," 

"CBS Newswatch," "The Today 
Show," and "Good Morning Ameri­
ca." 

Among her other projects was a 
month-long summer folk music 
retreat on Martha's Vlneyarfl, 
which involved over 150 artists, 
agents, managers and music busi­
ness professionals.

Cyporyn has lived In Michigan 
all his life and currently makes his

Acoustic bassist Chrislee McNeil 
lives In DeWltt. Among McNeil's 
credentials are stints with Jazz, 
bluegrass and folk bands. 

In addition to her bass laying, 
McNeil Is an accomplished guitar 
and piano player Her daytime gig 
Is as a school social worker In the 
lonia Intermediate District. She 
has a degree In music therapy. 

Jan Krist's new release on Silent 
Planet Records, Curious, is in 
many ways her strongest work to 
date. 

Her previous releases. Decapi­
tated Society and Wing and a 
Prayer, received generous reviews. 
The editorial staff of Billboard 
magazine was so Impressed with 
Wing that It featured the record In 
a "Spotlight" review. However, the 
reception for Curious could out­
strip that of Krist's earlier work 
and earn her a place In the pan­
theon of American singer/song­
writers. 

"With Curious, we had more of a 
budget to develop the songs." KrIst 
said. 

"Tile label supported the project, 
giving me and my production com­
pany, G.F.M. Productions, com­
plete artistic freedom." 

Krist and company used that 
financial and creative freedom to 
bring In the best musicians and 
technicians available to work on 
both sides of the microphone. 

Two of the cuts on Curious, 
"Time" and "Walking Wounded," 
were produced by Jim Dickinson, 
who has worked with the Texas 
Tornadoes, Ry Cooder, the Rolling 
Stones, and the Spin Doctors, to 
name a few, 

"Working with J im Dickinson 
was a real education for me," Krist 
said. 

Despite the exceptional caliber 
of the talent, Krist said her artistic 
concerns were not overlooked In 
the production process. 

'The producers didn't seem to 
feel like they had to scribble their 
names on It musically," she said. 
"They asked me how I felt and how 
I intended the song to develop 
then we worked It up and let the 
tape roll."

Krist is aware that people famil­
iar with her earlier acoustic work 
might look askance al the slicker, 
souped-up and "un-unplugged" 
direction her music has taken in 
Curious, but she Is not concerned. 

"Anybody who enjoys thoughtful 
lyrics and an hoilesl vocal perfor­
mance should enjoy this release," 
she said. 

Critic Greg binder, writing in 
Dirly Linen, a top acoustic music 
magazine, pul It this way: "The 
artistic success of this release 
demonstrates thai an immensely 
talented singer/songwriter need 
not compromise her integrity by 
transcending the lonesome jangle 
of an acou.stic guitar." 

Ultimately, ll's up to Ihe public 
to determine whether Jan Krist's 
newest is her best - and, In fact, 
the people have spoken; she was 
voted "Best Vocalist, Acoustic Divi­
sion" at the recent Detroit Metro 
Music Awards.

Michael King has been one of 
Detroit's foremost slnger/songwrlt-
cis and a widely acknowledged 
piodiicer for the last decade. 

Over llic years King has worked 
with various artists Including 
Roberta Flack, David Clayton 
riiomas and Tom Powers. He has 
iilso established himself as a solo 
performer and acoustic guitar 
pLiyer. 

King's ini t ia l break came In 
1988 wllen his band Rebel Heels 
signed with AUantlc Records. King 
co-wrote all of the group's material 
;ind worked closely with producer 
lUiilert HIne on the band's third 
album. One By One By One. 

Along with his work on Atlantic 
Records, King secured a publish­
ing deal with EMI. 

After establishing himself In 
music circles, several of Detroit's 
finest bands sought out King's 
expertise as a producer. 

King is also the owner of The 
Mission Studio, a 24-track record­
ing facility where he has worked 
with Hershal Boone of MCA 
Records, the solo artist Stacia and 
various Independent producers 
and record companies. 

Now King is again focusing on 
his solo career as a singer/song­
writer. His first solo album is 
expected to be released this fall. 

King's wide range of unique 
material allows audiences of all 
ages and persuasions to enjoy his 
performances. King's major Influ­
ences Include Paul Simon, Peter 
Gabriel and James Taylor. 

King performs throughout 
Michigan and is an active voice on 
the Detroit music scene. 

Farmlngton might be a long way 
from Ireland but Jim Perkins and 
Stone Circle can bridge the culture 
gap in a hurry. 

"I'd describe our music as high-
energy Celtic and American folk," 
said Perkins, a Farmington resi­
dent and the lead vocalist of the 
group. 'We like to play both tradi­
tional and conlemporaiy Irish and 
Ainerican music." 

Perkins says his group has only 
been together formally for a couple 
of years, but all the members are 
friends froill way back. 

"We've known each other for a 
long lime," Perkins said. "We've 
been busy playing the pub scene 
and local festivals." 

Perkins - who, in addition to 
singing, plays guitar, pennywhistle 
and 5-string banjo - has done a lot 
of work as a solo performer The 
Michigan Renaissance Festival and 
Greenfield Village are a couple of 

his î egular stops. 
Though most of the members of 

Slone Circle are "homegrown," in 
Perkins words, bassist Frank 
Kennedy hails fronl Belfast, North­
ern Ireland. 

Besides bass, Kennedy plays a 
type of Irish drum called a 
bodhran. 

Other members are Alan Cayn, 
who plays mountain dulcimer and 
guitar, and Steve Walen, who plays 
the fiddle. 

Jim Perkins and Slone Circle 
haven't made any recordings yet, 
bul they remain in high demand at 
local performing venues. The 
group is booked to appear at the 
Highland Games al Greenmead in 
Livonia on Aug. 2. 

And then there's always St. 
Patrick's day. 

"We play at about five pubs and 
a couple of bookstores thai day," 
Perkins noted.

Because I like lo think that 
the glass is half-full, rather lhan 
half-empty, 1 wanl lo use this 
final message lo the public to 
recall ail Ihe great limes we've 
had together over the years. 

It was exactly two decades ago 
when we set up a stage on Ihe 
back porch of our okl music 
slore and spent a chilly after­
noon listening lo folk and blue-
grass music. Now, 20 years 
later, the whole thing is about lo 
draw lo a close. By now, most of 
you know that this Sunday will 
mark the lasl of the Northville 
Folk & Bluegrass Festivals. 

When 1 Ihink of all lhal you 
and I have been Ihrough and 
accomplished together over the 
past 20 years, my heart becomes 
filled wilh emotion. As many of 
you know, the festival was a 
fund-raising event in the fight 
against Huntington's Disease. 
That devastating Illness claimed 
two people who were very dear 
to me - folk legend Woody 
Guthrie, who was a great influ­
ence on my life, and my one-of-
a-kind sister. Donna Jarski. 

Donna died in 1974, but 
before she passed on I promised 
her I'd do everything 1 could lo 
help combat the sickness lhal 
look her life. Inspired by that 
promise and by my love of 
music, 1 started the Northville 
Folk & Bluegrass Festival, an 
nnual celebration of life and 

fellowship. 
Our efforts over the years 

helped make a big difference for 
the cause. The after-expense 
gate receipts of 20 years of festi­
vals enabled us to donate more 
lhan $100,000 lo the Hunting­
ton's Disease Foundation. While 
that amount is hardly enough lo 
sponsor research leading to a 
cure, every little bit helps. 

One of the most satisfying 
developments of my life came in 

1994 when I learned that the 
Human Genome Project had 
identified the gene that causes 
Huntington's Disease. It's the 
first step toward a cure. A cher­
ished molllent occurred when 
Dr. Francis Collins, one of the 
medical scientists working on 
the Human Genome Project, 
attended the festival and even 
climbed up on stage with us for 
a liille music making. The good 
doctor is a pretty fair slrummeL 
if 1 do say so myself 

And, of course, I'll always 
remeinber how Woody's wife, 
Marjorie Guthrie, would attend 
our musical tribute to her late 
husband and address the audi­
ence direclly. Like Woody, Mar­
jorie was a real charmer and a 
great story teller. Though we lost 
her when she died in 1984, I 
could always feel her presence 
in the crowd during the festival. 

1 want to take this last oppor­
tunity - on behalf of my wife 
Rita and I - lo express my 
ilnending appreciation to every­
one who helped make the 
Northville Folk & Bluegrass Fes­
tival such a great success for so 
many years. To all the business 
operators who purchased adver­
tising and contributed funds to 
the festival, and to the perform­
ers who reduced their rates to 
keep our overhead low, I offer 
my profoundest thanks. .And, of 
course, my deepest gratitude 
goes out lo all the festivalgoers 
without whom our concerts 
wouldn't have been possible. 
Thanks to all. 

And don'l forget. There's one 
more afternoon of music and 
magic to enjoy. See you all at 
our familiar spot at Ford Field 
Sunday, July 27, for the 21st 
Annual Northville Folk & Blue-
grass Festival, It Just might be 
our best celebration yet.

With all the f lur iy a couple weeks 
ago of over who Is rurlnlng for mayor 
arld city council , a bad news bonlb was 
very quietly dropped, 

Counc i l Member Dick C la rk is not 
seeking a term on the counci l . Clark 
was appointed to the Job in November 
1995, to f i l l out the las t two years 
r e m a i n i n g i n C o u n c i l Member T i m 
Pope's term. Pope died a few weeks 
before Clark's appointment. 

At the time, there v/as a mini-contro­
versy, not that it focused on Clark per­
sonally. At Issue was that rather than 
posting the position and holding open 
interviews, as they do for city boards 
such as the planning commission, the 
counci l chatted on the phone about 
potential candidates and narrowed In 
on Clark . He was appointed without 
debate. 

After Pope's May 1995 car accident, 
the council , reduced to a six-member 
:roup, was often deadlocked on Issues. 

The Idea, explained Mayor Kathleen 
M c L a l l e n a n d o thers , was to f ind 
someone who would work well with the 
team. 

Clai-k, a lawyer, brought two terms' 
worth of planning commission experi­
ence to the council table. 

When it comes to elected officials 
appointing someone to their legislative 
body, rather than ho ld ing a special 
election, the concern is always that the 
newcoiller will be a "rubber stamp" for 
the majority. 

But that wasn't the case with Clark 
and It also doesn't seem to be the case 
w i t h the c o u n c i l ' s m o s t recent 
appointee, E d IVariler. Kramer is fin­
i s h i n g off fo rmer c o u n c i l member 
Nalicy Cassis's Job. 

Over this past year and a half, the 
w i s d o m of the c o u n c i l ' s cho ice i n 
selecting Clark has been apparent, He 
hit the ground running. 

Not only is he not a yea-sayer to the 

G o v e r n m e n t 

majority, but C la rk often strikes out 
on his own. 

Clark is an independent thinker and 
that's good. He offers incisive commen­
tary on the Issues at hand, which he 
always thoroughly understarids. 

On council , he demonstrates leader­
ship skil ls , often putting forth motions 
to get the action rolling. 

We suspect, to the dismay of some of 
those who appointed Clark , he fre­
quently takes a minority dissent role, 
along wi th several council members, 
including Bob Schmid and Rob Mltzel 
over Issues such as Harvest Lake 
Novi, 

Now, both Mltzel and Clark are out 
of the running. 

Clark keeps an eye out for the bot 
tom line when it comes to spending 
taxpayer's money and residents have 
saW they think he's listening to their 
concerns. 

He sa id he decided not to seek 
term of his own in Novenlber, because 
of career demands. 

It 's r u g g e d , after a l l , to J u g g l 
employment, private life and the veiy 
t i m e - c o n s u m i n g Job of city c o u n c i 
member. A n d the way a council mem 
ber wins Ills or her daily bread has to 
come first. Clark held out the posslbill 
ty that w h e n things ease off at h i s 
workplace, he may seek election in the 
future. 

We suspect that would be a move 
welcome wi th local voters. He's been 
an asset to the council.

There are no guaranteces in life. 
So the Novi Boa rd of Educa t ion ' s 

decision last week to delay a construc­
t ion on the Eleven Mi le a n d Wixom 
Road site intended for the new middle 
school was the responsible thing to do. 
You don't bui ld on land you don't own, 

The school district is In touchy nego­
t ia t ions between the owners of the 
land. Delta Trucking Company and the 
City of Novi. The city will purchase 100 
of the company's 900 acres and swap 
50 acres to the district for the Flierst 
Farm. 

After dragging on over two years, the 
deal is expected to wrap up soon. A 
current delay is that Delta Truck ing 
s imply won't sell the 100 acres unti l 
the Novi City Council approves an area 
plan for the $500 million Harvest Lake 
subdivision. 

It's on the council 's plate this Mon­
day. 

B y wait ing for R U D approval. Har­
vest L a n d is a s su red that the 100 
acres will be Included i n the subdivi­
sion plan. This gives the developer 100 
acres worth of density credits for extra 
houses, 

Meanwhile , the school distr ict has 
awarded bids to contractors now spin­
ning their wheels. 

Las t week. Del ta gave the district 
pe rmis s ion to begin work , w i t h the 
understanding that the contract will be 
signed soon. 

The trustees said they Just weren't 
comfortable with that. 

"There's too much unfinished bus i 
ness. Intuitively, I'm not comfortable, 
s choo l b o a r d V i c e - P r e s i d e n t J u l i a 
Abrams. 

In fact, las t week's specia l boarc 
meeting tu rned into a Weiner roast 
Board President Ray Byers sa id that 
he did not trust either Weiner or the 
organization he represents. 

While the board's mudslinging could 
not be termed polite, their frustration 
is apparent. 

Although the delay is costing the dis­
trict money, it's smart to hold off on 
the c o n s t r u c t i o n . W i t h the s t range 
negotiations and length of time taken 
to get t h i s far, there 's no abso lu t e 
guarantee the district will ever own the 
land. 

Once it begins investing t ime a n d 
money into the property, the district is 
stuck. A s the schools' attorney put it 
last week, it's a calculated risk. If the 
district begins bui lding. It essentially 
means the board accepts whatever 
terms the other party offers. 

The board met again this week; now, 
construct ion w i l l begin next week, i f 
the Harvest R U D is okayed. 

Rather than get itself into a situation 
it can't get out of, the school board is 
better off being gun shy. It's not as i f 
the middle-schoolers are out i n the 
streets.

• Trial - The gambler who is hurt, has 
h i s c iv i l r ights v io l a t ed , is s e x u a l l y 
harassed or gets into a dispute on Indian 
grounds, includiilg casinos, has his case 
tried by an Indian tribal council - with no 
appeal. 

• Attorney - If you are charged in a 
Michigan court and can't afford an attor­
ney, the court will appoint one. You have 
no such right in an ln(iian court, 

• Secrecy - Michigan government is sub­
ject to the "sunshine" laws - the Open 
Meetings and Freedom of Information acts. 
"All Indian trials, Indian political meetings, 
Indian bureaucrat rule-making and al l 
other Indian government operations are 
exempt" from state sunshine laws,

giant factory ships from Japan and other coun­
tries utilizing modern technology to catch the 
blue fln tuna. 

It was Dr Singer's intent from an anthropo­
logical viewpoint to capture on tape the dra­
matic final hooking of the fish in the "chamber 
of death" along with the Intense and meticu­
lous dally preparation by the fishermen to 
accomplish the goal. The National Geographic, 
Discovery Channel, Italian and Japanese TV 
were concerned only with the final 24 minutes 
of the catch. 

During the 22 days of preparation described 
in this nine part series. Dr. Singer shot 40 
hours of video alone. All the other channels 
had crews ranging from four to eight people. 
With the help of Production Specialist Todd 
Whitman, this has been edited down lo seven 
hours and 15 minutes which will run on INFO 
TV-12 in nine parts. 

And it's just our luck Farmington Hills Mayor 
Aldo Vagnozzi and SWOCC Cable Commission 
member is an Italian-American who speaks the 
language fluently. He agreed to do all the trans­
lation for the program. Mayor Vagnozzi served

Recent news stories have report­
ed injuries and deaths on Michi­
gan's waters. Drowning has been 
cited as the second leading cause 
of accidental death among chil­
dren. Experts say many accidents 
can be avoided if people keep in 
mind some simple but Important 
safety Ups, 

Dexter Shurney M,D.. vice presi­
dent and corporate medical direc­
tor for Blue Cross Blue Shield of 
Michigan , recommends that every 
pool owner take first aid and CPR 
classes and learn drownproofing 

techniques. 
Children near water should be 

supervised at all times. It takes 
only seconds for injuries to occur 
in a pool. No one will hear a child 
drown or sink in a pond or pool. 
Therefore, adults must keep your 
eyes on little ones at all Umes. 

Parents should never permit 
potentially dangerous actlviUes, 
such as throwing someone in the 
pool, or running near the pool 
area. 

Studies Indicate that parents 
should begin formal swimming 

lessons wilh children who are at 
least 3 years old. It is also recom­
mended that children as young as 
six months of age be introduced to 
swimming as a form of fun. and to 
familiarize them with activity in 
the water 

Dr. Shurney adds that it is 
advisable to wait approximately 20 
to 30 minutes before entering the 
water after eating. 

The area around the pool should 
be fenced in to prevent little ones 
from wandering into the pool area. 

The area should be well-main­

tained. It's also wise to keep a 
phone near the pool. 

Personal flotation devices 
(PFDs). or life vests, are approved 
by the U.S. Coast Guard as the 
only reliable notation devices for 
use in boating, 

"It always helps if parents make 
their children comfortable with 
using PFDs by having them prac­
tice putting them on and wearing 
them in the water." Dr. Shurney 
says. "By doing so, children will be 
less likely to panic if an emergency 
slluaUon arises. 
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thinks they should either "pay the same 
state taxes or only sell to members of the 
Indian tribes and their dependents, like 
the military PX stores."

Meanwhile, a non-Indian couple is trying 
to sue the Chippewa Tribe over a 1996 
crash in which tribal officer Chad Smith 
ran a red light en route to a non-emergen­
cy situation and piled into their car. Smith 
wasn't operating his sil-en or emergency 
lights. The injured folks charge negligence. 
The tribe contends that as a sovereign 
ilation, it is immune from the lawsuit, and 
state courts have no Jurisdiction over mat­
ters involving the tribe. 

The matter is pending in Isabella Circuit 
Coui-t. The plaintiffs haven't lost yet, but 
one should be stunned by the tribe's arro­
gance.

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S c h o o l t e s t g e t s p r a i s e i P u b l i c A c c e s s

Michigan's 11th-grade high .school proficiency tests 
won warm praise from a top international educator. 

Those responsible and Involved should be congrat­
ulated," said Dr. Wlllard Daggett, president of the 
International Center for U-adershlp In Education Inc. 
based In Schenectady, N.Y. 

But Daggett also warned ihe Slate Board of Etliica-
tlon about how to "avoid sabotage from the normal 
group of naysayers to any refornl efforts." The warn­
ings were to Inform students, teachers and parents 
about the tests' purposes and tcchnitiues. 

Daggett has spoken several tinles in Michigan to 
legislators and educators about modernizing the cur­
riculum to make graduates more employable. 

He directed the Legislature's 1994 project in which 
10 "model schools" created higll-standard curricula. 
He was previously a manager In the New York State 
Department of Education. 

Not only do the HSP tests cover basic concepts in 
math, science, reading and writing, but Daggett said 
tJiey require "Ihe application of knoivlcdge and cogni­
tive skills to real-world situations." 

A major goal of Michigan's two-year-old tests has 
been to emphasize multi-step problem solvlilg rather 
than one-step calculations and memorization. Alloth-
er goal has been to Integrate academic disciplines 
rather than test them In Isolation. 

In particular, Daggett praised the communications 
tests (reading and writing] for "requiring (he complex 
cognitive skills of analysis, synthesis and evaluation 
within real-world problein situations." 

For the nlalh ami .science tests, however, he urged 
"a greater degree of integration of knowledge." 

Ill general, Daggcti called Michigan's tests "sinlllar 
in several positive ways" to European and Asian 
e.\ams his renter has sludlcd. 

Daggett said the tests were serving another main 
purpose by being geared to the core curriculum 
required for lOtll graders. 

Daggelt gave Michigan these lips for avoiding mis­
understandings about and opposition to the HSPT: 

• College admissions officers need to c.vplain how 
student achievement Is measured - test scores, 
grades, extracurricular activity, teacher recomnienda-
tlons, and staildardlzcd college entrance tests. 

• Teacllers should be included as tests scorers "so 
they gain an understanding of what is I'eally expected 
of students." 

• Both work-hound and college-hound students 
need asseiilblles to hear the ralionalc for lllore com­
plex learning. 

• Sample an.swers from students sllould be used to 
demonstrate lo parents, leachers and sludents whal 
Is lneant by proficiency-

Parents have had their students boycott Ihe HSPT 
in some suburban districts, fearing that a high score 
would (lo no good and a low score would harm one's 
chance of college admissioil. 

Daggelt questioned "the example of the valedictori­
an who was purportedly refused college adlnission 
because of weak HSPT results." He suggested lhat "an 
understanding of Ihe full context of that example 
might lead to a different conclusion."

Like preciolts stones valued for their beauty 
and perfection, a group of people with multi­
ple sclerosis have come to discover the inner 
qualities that make them Jewels, 

Group Exercise for Multiple Sclerosis 
(GEMS) was founded four years ago by 
Northville resident Doris Colling. Unlike other 
groups, which may meet one or twice a 
month, GEMS meets every Friday evening for 
aquatic exercise at the Livonia YMCA. A meet­
ing follows and a speaker is featured about 
once a month. 

Members get in the water and move their 
legs in ways they haven't been able to move In 
years. Leg and arm exercises Include stretch­
ing, step aerobics and barbells. 

'The heat is very bad for MS people," Doris 
said. "They can't get in a pool that is too heat­
ed." 

People with MS have problems that are 
quite different from those suffering from 
arlhrilis, according to Doris. 

"It is difficult to exercise except in the 
water," said Enlerson, Doris's husband of six 
years. 'The water acts as a heat exchanger. 

"It started out with exercise and support 
and ended lip adding education and socializ­
ing," said Emerson. "So it is at least a four-

legged stool now." 
Support is an important component for the 

members. 
"It is the glue that has held this group 

together and made It so tight," said Doris. 64. 
Members share information on doctors, 

medication, treatillent. hospitals and olher 
programs for handicapped people. 

From about a dozen members In 1993, 
meetings now average about 45 people a 
week. GEMS has 85 members - 55 have MS 
and the rest are care givers or spouses. Not all 
go swilllming. Some Just come for the meet­
ings. 

When Doris was diagnosed 11 years ago her 
doctor told her not to bother exercising, peo­
ple witll MS don't have the energy to exercise 
properly. 

"One of the problems you have with a 
chronic disease, either because of your atti­
tude or your friends, they often don't know 
what to say and they suddenly don't visit you 
as much, don'l talk to you as much mainly 
because they don't know what to say. not 
because they are cruel," Emerson said. 

The highlight of the week for Diane Har­
mon, 45, of Northville is Friday night and 
looking forward to the warm, familiar faces of 
the GEMS members she has come to know 
over the past three years.

"It was the best thing my husband and I 
ever did because of the emotional support and 
the true friendships we have made," said Har­
mon, who was diagnosed nine years ago. "The 
group really focuses on our abilities to live 
good lives. We don't focus on what we can't 
do, we tl7 to spend it on who's able to do 
what." 

Group members range in age from their 20s 
to their 70s, and nurses, accountants, attor­
neys, a pharmacist and a neurologist are all 
included, The average member is In his or her 
40s. 

Whereas some MS groups are designed for 
singles, for care givers, or for individuals 
based on degree of severity, GEMS is open to 
evelyone - the newly diagnosed, the marginal­
ly handicapped, all ages, singles and couples. 
Spouses even come to the meetings when the 
person with MS can't make it. 

"More handicapped people need to come out 
of their house," Dolls said. "If you hide and If 
you're embarrassed people won't have the 
opportunity to accept you." 

Nobody In Doris's family had MS. Doris, 
always a healthy, active person, tried to cross 
her left leg and couldn't while exercising one 
day. A visit to the doctor resulted In the diag­
nosis of MS, an erosion of the nerves In the 
brain, optic nerve and/or spinal cord. 

In hindsight, Doris thinks the onset of the 
disease could have occurred when she was 29 
and her body felt numb. A neurologist 
couldn't find anything and in five days the 
numbness went away. 

"To make an analogy, it's like an electric 
cord being frayed," Emerson said. "The brain 
is telling the nerve to Doris's legs to do some­
thing and the message is not getting through. 
There's nothing wrong with Doris's legs, the 
nerves just won't give them the message from 
the brain." 

The medication available today only eases 
the attacks or makes them fewer and farther 
between. There is no cure. 

"I pictured a circle and I was always on the 
Inside and doing what everybody does normal­
ly and all of a sudden a doctor says you have 
MS and that takes you out of that circle and 
puts you on the outside looking In at all these 
people. You ask yourself, 'how can I be on the 
outside looking in when I've always been on 
the inside.'? People look at me differently. 

"I've never been sick or handicapped and I 
just don't know how to behave like that," 
Doris said. 

Members are there for each other when they 
move from one step to another as their dis­
ease progresses. Developments may Include 
resistance to using a cane, wheelchair or 
scooter. 

'There Is the flip side - Is it a crutch or Is It 
a freedom machine?" Emerson said of the

Primary care physicians include family 
medicine practitioners, general internists and 
pediatricians, and soille plans may Include 
obstetricians and gynecologists. These physi­
cians play an important role In coordlllating 
patient care and directing patients to various 
other providers and health care settings. 

One of the inajor roles of the primary care 
physician is to assist his or her patients In 
accessing preventative care health care educa­
tion services. In a nlanaged care setting, such 
as an HMO, the broad rallge of services men­
tioned above starts with Inforlnatlon and ser­
vices to keep patients healthy. 

Preventative services can range fronl child­
hood immunizations to classes on healthy 
diets, smoking cessation and even education on 
chronic disease management. The prlmaiy care 
physician can deliver this Information or service 
directly or guide the patient to a network of ser­
vices designed specincally to educate patients 
on these preventative issues. 

Another major role of this physician is direct­
ing access to specialty services. Patients or 
members of a managed care plan should visit 
their primary care physician for all their health 
care needs. The physician will direct the patient 
to a specialist if needed. 

In most managed care plans, financial 

arrangenlents have been made with high quali­
ty, in-network specialty providers. The primary 
care physician knows the In-network specialists 
and can guide nlenlbers to these physicians. 
This saves both the member and the plan 
moiley while accessing high quality specialty 
care. 

Slllce the prinlary care physician controls tlie 
access to higher levels of specialty care, the 
specialist has a responsibility to report their 
findings back to the prinlary care physician -
the prinlary medical source of the patient's 
overall health care information. 

In a non-lnailaged care system, patients often 
access specialty care physicians on their own 
and often these specialists treat their specific 
body part without considering other key areas. 
Prinlary care physicians take In all speciality 
Infonliatlon and make sure these services meet 
the overall capabilities and total health needs of 
the patient. Coordination of medications and 
therapies Is an essential part of the prinlary 
care physiciail'sjob. 

In the past, primary care physicians were 
often called "gatekeepers," in reference to past 
notions that they withheld care. Today, tllese 
key physicians are called "personal care physi­
cians" lo reflect the personal care and attention 
they give their patients. 

Knowledge and access to preventive services, 
directing access to specialty providers and 

becoming the single and total source of health 
care information on their patients have made 
the primary care physician the key to a suc­
cessful mailaged care experience. 

Botsford General Hospital has nlore than 200 
prinlary care physicians practicing throughout 
the trl-county area. In an effort to make ser­
vices easier for patients to access, several Bots­
ford practices have a colnblnation of priinary 
care and specialty physicians practicing within 
a single office - a trend for many physicians' 
offices. 

It Is highly recommended that patients in a 
managed care plan see their primary care 
physician soon after Joining their managed care 
plan, even if they are healthy. It Is essential to 
start bulldlllg a relationship with your primary 
care physician so that they can assess overall 
health needs. 

The "well-patient visits" should be the start of 
a long and successful relationship with a per­
sonal care physician.

• The drug digitalis was discovered by William 
Withering in 1785. He bought the secret for 
curing "dropsy" from a "witch." The drug is the 
leaf of the foxglove plant. 

• Kuru, a cause of dementia in the Fore tribe 
of New Guinea, is caused by a slow virus trans-
illitted duling cannibalizing Infected people. 

• The scorpions around Trinidad can cause 
pancreatis (Inflammation of the pancreas). 

• One of the first associations between cancer 
and the environment was noted in chimney 
sweeps in England who were found to have a 
higher incidence of cancer of the scrotum. 

• The most toxic plant in North America is 
the mushroom amanita phalloides. It is called 
the death cup. Even small amounts can destroy 
the liver. 

• Scurvy, once the scourge of sailors, and 
caused by vitamin C deficiency, occurs in very' 

few anilnals. Only humans, monkeys and 
guinea pigs need vitamin C. Other animals 
make their own using a liver enzyme which 
people lack. 

• The name syphilis comes from a 16th cen­
tury poem by Fracastaruis. It is about the 
mythical shepherd, Syphilis, who had the dis­
ease. 

• The only disease in the top 10 leading caus­
es of death 100 years ago that remains In the 
top 10 today is pneumonia. 

• Two-thirds of all the people who ever lived 
past the age of 65 since the dawn of recorded 
history were alive in 1993.
