You won't be able to get The 
World's Greatest Hamburger any­
more. 

But you will get to savor 
seafood prepared by the former 
executive chef of the famous 
Golden Mushroom in Southfield. 

Steve & Rocky's, an upscale 
seafood restaurant, took over the 
Fuddrucker's Restaurant building 
on Grand River Avenue which 
closed last month. 

The new venture is owned by 
Charles (Rocky) Rachwltz, owner 
of the Rocky's i-estaurants in 
Northville and Brighton and Steve 
Allen, chef of the Golden Mush­
room. 

"We'll have a lot of seafood but 
also have steaks, veal and simple 
pastas," said Allen. 

"It will be a fun, family environ­
ment on the verge of fine dining." 

"I think wc can do some 
upscale things and still keep it 

within the family budget," he 
added. 

The restaurant is scheduled to 
open in October after undei'going 
an Interior decorating make-over, 
said John Campbell, general 
manager of the Rocky's in 
Northville. 

"We're putting quite a bit of 
money into it," he said. 

The outside of the building will 
remain virtually the sanle, with 
changes to Just the signage and 
the awnings, according to Roman 
BonislawskI, architect with JPRA. 
The inside will be completely 
remodeled to feature a large bar 
and two dining areas. The decor 
is inspired by the seafood and 
grill theme. 

"It's a rather interesting 
approach with a lot of natural 
stone and woodwork," Bonislaws­
kI said. 

Allen said he and Rocky began 
talking about a joint i-cstaurant

Aiming to change the entire 
look and feel of the Grand River 
Avenue and Novi Road corner, the 
City of Nov! is ordering up a zon­
ing change. 

With plans for Novi's Main 
Street coming along, albeit slowly, 
the city wants to change the char­
acter of the surrounding property 
to match the downtown area. 

'Tf we are to achieve more Main 
Street development... this Is the 
way to do it otherwise we'll con­
tinue to get other types of devel­
opment we see vAih the town cen­
ter (zoning) which is attractive, 
but not based on Main Street 
development," explained J i m 
Wahl, planning director for the 
city of Novl. 

The change to a Town Center -1 
zoning classification received a 
positive reconlinendatlon of 7-1 
by the Novi Planning Commission 
this month and will head to the 
Novi City Council in August. 

The rezoning effects 54 parcels 

on the south side of Grand River, 
with 26 property owners aniong 
them. The city has ownership of 
two parcels, the two-acre Novi 
Cemetery and the primary Novi 
Fire Station on Grand River. 

But while there's been no major 
opposition to the proposal, some 
of the property owners are con­
cerned about what it means for 
them. 

Jerry Leonard purchased his 
property next to the Fendt cement 
plant in the 1980s with the Inten­
tion of building a storage facility. 
But before he built, the city 
changed the zoning in the mid 
1980s leaving him unable to use 
the property as a warehouse. The 
change to a Main Street zoning 
could make it harder to sell the 
property. He's already had no 
success in selling. 

"A cement plant and a ware 
house get along ju.st fine but now 
because of the TC and because 
I'm next to Fendt, nobody wants 
to buy It," Leonard said.

State universities will avei'ilge 
about 4 perceill nlore iil slate aid 
under a budget bill that finally 
cleared the Legislature July 3. 

Biggest winners were Oakland 
University, up 5 percent; Ceiliral 
Michigan University, up 5.6 
percent, and Grand Valley State 
University, up 8 percent. 

Also faring above average were 
University of Michigan-Flint at 4.8 
percent and Saginaw Valley ai 4.4. 

The "big three"- University of 
Michigan-Ann Arbor, MIchlgail 
State and Wayne State - were 
boosted 4.2 percent. Most other 
universities got a flat 4 percent, 
Including U-M Dearborn. 

There was a big promise for the 
future: "It is the legislative goal io 
achieve a $4,500 per student 
funding floor for illaster level uni­
versities and a $6,000 funding 
floor for doctoral level universi­
ties." 

That should have given warm 
feelings to Eastern Michigan Uili-
verslty, which last year was funded 
at $4,195; Oakland University, at 
$4,086; and University of Michi­
gan-Dearborn, at $4,135. 

Ill the closing hours of their ses-
sioil, lawnliikers quickly adopted a 
$1.55 billion budget bill. The Sen­
ate vole was 36-0 with two absent, 
and the House vote was 99-1 with 
10 absent. 

All area illembers voted yes. 
Tile lone protest came froin Rep. 

David Jaye, R-Macomb County, 
who complained of "taxpayer paid 
progranls for minority students 
only, including rich minorities and 
foreigneis." He cited the Martin 
Luther King Select Student pro­
gram at SI.9 million and the 
"mlilority oilly advance technolo­
gies engineeriilg tuition" line item 
al $4 million. 

There was evidence House 
Democrats were bearing down on 
tile U-M Ann Arbor for admitting 
so maily non-Michigan residents. 
One section said: "The U-M Ann 
Arbor recognizes its responsibility 
to Michigan resident students. It Is 
the intent of the university to 
recruit and adlnit qualified Michi­
gan students, and to establish 
flilaneial aid progi'allls and schol­
arships to achieve a resident level 
of undeigraduate enrollment of 70 
percent." 

Here are gross appropriations 

for some area universities; 
• Oakland U. $42.2 mlllloil. 
• U-M Dearborn $23.1 million. 
• Eastern Michigan, $76.1 mil­

lion. 
• Wayne State, $223 lnllllon. 
• U-M Alln Arbor, $315 million. 
• Michigan State, $279 million. 
Dropped from the final version 

was Sen. John J.H. Schware's, R-
Battle Creek, pet Item of $1.5 mil­
lion for public policy research - the 
effect of terln limits on state gov­
ernment. 

House members elected In 1992 
are completing their third and final 
terms, and nearly 70 new faces are 
expected in the llO-member body 
Jan. 1, 1999. Senators elected in 
1994 must leave in 2002. 

Most of the $1.55 billion will go 
directly to the 15 public universi­
ties. 

Several items are for more geil­
eral programs: $56 million for 
agricultural extension and cooper­
ative extension programs; $2.7 
million for the MLK and selected 
student support programs; and 
$118 million for various scholar­
ship, tuition grants, work-study 
and federally aided scholarship 
programs.

the returns on any bottles and 
cans they collect. This nets anoth­
er $4,000 to $5,000. 

In addition, they can keep any 
money they discover, but usually 
that's no more than a few bucks. 

This Is the troop's only fuild 
raiser of the year. When they sell 
M & M's or collect cans, the money 
goes Into a fund that Individual 
boys can tap Into to help subsidize 
camping and other costs. 

All kinds of scouting activities 

and equipment, including a caving 
excursion in Indiana, are financed 
by those hard days during the fes­
tival. Recently, the troop spent 
$1,200 on four new tents. 

Not only do the scouts clean the 
exterior festival area, but they also 
tackle the interior of the Novl Expo 
Center. 

"After the front doors close, 
everything is total cleanup," Kemp 
said, 

"it stinks. If you can Imagine a a 

can of pop sitting In the hot sun 
all day, or a half-eaten piece of 
corn dog, it gets pretty gamey." 

At 63, Kemp calls himself the 
world's oldest Boy Scout. He put In 
70 hours of work during the five-
day festival. On Sunday alone, 
Kemp was on the Job for a stagger­
ing 9 a,ill. to 3:30 a.m. day. 

Festival vendors frequently offer 
food and pop to the scouts. 

Vendor Mary Smith, who said 
she was totally Impressed with 
Kemp's dedication, kept the scouts 
supplied with Ice cream over the 
hot days last weekend. 

"Some of the vendors appreciate 
the fact that we keep the front of 
their booths clean," Kemp 
explained.

probleins occur, ihe economic 
costs involved, and whal control 
methods have Ilecn tried. 

"Wc want lo assess what collsti-
tulcs a nuisance to people and

ble number of geese," said I'eie 
S(iiiibb, supervisor of the DNR's

Ifyou are having problems with 
Canada geese on your properly. 
Ihe following measures may heij) 
keep the birds away: 

• iMrst and Ibremosl, do not feed 
the geese.

This will only work' on 
areas whei-e geese arc walking (nol

lo your lawil. 

• Traill your dog to scare geese 
off your property. 

• In small iircjis, such as docks, 
using a mylar lieliuiii balloon can 
dissuade birds. 

• Use noise makers or shell 
crackers. This melllod call only be 
used in areas where local ordi-
nailces allow for the discharge of a 
I'ireanii and can be oblained by 
coniaetliigyoiir districi olTice. 

• Put large, brighi-orange Hags 
on your lawn. I'Tags should be 1.5 
to 3 feet in size. 

Because geese graze priillarily 
on grass, wcll-nianicured lawns 
and golf courses provide a greal 
food source. Michigan's many 
lakes, sli-eains and poilds furnlsil 
plenly of water alld nesting sites, 
and there are no sifinlficani pi'cda-

loi's to eolltrol populations. 
In past years, the DNR relocated 

gcesc to other stales and rural 
areas of Michigan, In recent years, 
however, Ule demand for Canada 
geese in other stales has dropped. 

This year the DNR relocated over 
4,000 geese lo riiiill liiiilting areas 
of Michigan. 

Early goose hunling seasons 
over the past 11 years and an 
extended Ilunllilg season in south-
cast Michigan for the pasl 16 years 
have allowed hunters to control 
Ihe goose population. 

Last year, hunters harvested 
aboul 160,000 geese statewide. Of 
those, about 90,000 to 100,000 
were local glalll Canada geese.

"My blfj problem is tile cenieilt plant, i doil't know 
what's going to happen there," he said. 

The curl-eilt busillesses cail c-ontlnue, but selling 
the land or husiiless would lnake the property subject 
to the newly rc/oiled requlrcnlcilts. 

Wahl said if the ilew owners were lo use the build­
ing for the exact same business, II would remain 
grandfathered. 

Conlilllssloncr fete Hoa(lley said several of the 
pi-operty owilers attended a recent sub-coillnlittee 
nleeting and "none iildicaletl aily adversity to it." 

Aladdin Alunllnuln Products owner Michael Teno 
isn't opposing the change, but thai doesn't illean he 
Isn't concerned about its effects on his 20-year busi­
ness. 

Teno said Ile was unaware of (he first zoning 
cliaiigc which changed his properly lo a 'ibwll Center 
zoning and isn't sure what to make of the new challge 
lo a Main Street zoning. 

He said the city told hlin his property would be 
more valuable, but Teno said It will take $1 million to 
replace what he lias now. An(l fie wouldn't be able lo 
afford locating elsewhere In Novi beraiise of the high 
property values and shortage of zoning lhat would fit 
ills business. 

"1 don't really want lo move," he .said. 
for now he'll Just wait to see what happens, 

although he Is worried that the clly might condemn 
liis properly. 

Wahl said that wouldn't happen. 
"It has nothing to do with that," he said. 
'Those industrial ilroperlies have been proposed to 

be eonlmerclai for 20 years and they're still there. I 
doil't know how they feel they're being pushed out," 
Wahl explained. 

City consultant Brandon Rogers said the changes 
will be good for Ihe ilroperty owners. He said parcels 

such as Ix'onard's will be heller off because wilh Ihe 
new zoning ilroperly values will go u|). 

"I think that properly has more future as a down­
town commercial center than a warelunise," he said. 

He said the current businesses would heilcfll by 
having the Main Street amenities such as more lloor 
space, shared parking, brick sidewalks and old-fash­
ioned lighting. 

However, Commissioner Michelle Bononl wonders if 
there really are any real bcileflt.s In the nirreilt pri­
vate property owners. 

She said she wouldn'l be able to siipporl the large-
scale rezoning prompted tly Hie clly when Ihe city 
doesn'l own a good portion of the lami In queslion. 

"If It were smaller in scope and less ambitious, 
maybe," she explained. "1 (lon'l think Ihe city should 
be paying for rezonlngs for properly It doesn't even 
own." 

Commissioner Kim Thomas Capello disagreed. The 
city initiated the Main Street eoneepl nearly len years 
ago, he said. 

"If the city doesn'l lake initiative lo rezone this area 
we're going to lose the feel of Main SIreet," he 
explained. Instead the clly would end ilp with Fendl 
staying and the light industrial growing in an area Ihe 
city doesn't want there, he said. 

Wahl said Feildt Is being veiy cooperative In helping 
the city to aUain the goal of change. 

"I'ln veiy optiinislie sonlethlilg positive is going to 
happen in tllat quadrant," he said. 

The city initiated rezonlngs in Ihis area in Ihe past, 
in particular the failed Grand Plan, which in 1990 
aillled to relocate many of the Industrial businesses 
further west on Grand River to make way for more 
downtown commercial busiiless.

Well-run July festivals 
showcase City of Novi 

Can (his towrl throw a party, or 
what? 

Locals wlio took advantage of two 
ieccnt fun opportunities may be ready 
(o stay hoiTie and just relax this week­
end. 

First, we llad the Novl International 
Bluesfest on July 18-20. Then the 
tenth annual Michigan 50s Feslival on 
July 23-27. Both took over the Novi 
Expo Center and cleverly shared tents, 
tables and chairs. 

Now, Novi City Manager Ed Kriewall 
is talking about making it a virtual 
month-long spree, with the addition of 
a Country-Western Festival, 

Each event was great in its own way. 
The Bluesfest from Windsor crossed 
the border, bringing some incredible 
performers. The fifties festival, as 
always, was a major crowd-pleasing 
illlx of family fun and rock and rollers. 

With ail these people swarming into 
town - including the 200,000 crowd 
estimate for the Michigan 50s Festival 
- the traffic was amazingly under con­
trol. So was the crowd, which was very 
well-behaved. Those who weren't were 
quietly whisked away by local police 
officers, who patrolled the scene in 
uniform and plairlclothes. 

Festival-planning in Novi clearly is 
becoining an art form. 

So what's in all this for the average 
resident? 

The obvious thing is that locals 
didn't have to travel very far to see sig­
nificant entertainment for two week­
ends this summer. 

The Michigan 50s Festival, of course, 
las a track record of donating back to 
the community. Their next big gift will 
be a bandstand for Main Street. 

But the event also helps out civic 

organizations, like the Novi Chamber 
of Commerce, the Novi Rotary and the 
Boy Scouts. Many groups look to the 
fifties festival as one of their major 
fund raisers of the year. 

Also important is the way so many 
local people, most of them volunteers, 
work together, to make it all happen. 
This is what builds a community, as 
opposed to a municipality. 

It's easy to see the advantage of the 
two major festivals for local businesses 
like hotels, restaurants and shops 
when literally hundreds of thousands 
of people swarm into town. But their 
sales also translate into a good thing 
for local taxpayers, because a solvent 
business presumably won't be clamor­
ing for a tax break at the Board of 
Review. 

Nothing succeeds like success. With 
the festivals enhancing Novi's already 
bright reputation, it's not unlikely 
other interesting entellainment oppor­
tunities may follow, Already, there's 
talk of an unnamed philanthropist 
interested in building a major perform­
ing arts theater here. 

Special kudos go to Twelve Oaks 
Mall, by the way, for the fantastic fire­
works display on last Saturday night. 
What a great gift to the community. All 
those shooting stai's in green, magenta 
and silver more than made up for any 
traffic annoyances endured during the 
ChIistnlas shopping scene. 

In the future, it'll be interesting to 
see if Kriewall's scheme to turn Novi 
into Nashville for the weekend pans 
out. 

And then what? A stately Classi-
calfest International? The Michigan 
Re^ae Festival? Lollapa-novi? 

Walt and .see. 

Math doesn't compute 
Novi has long had a reputation, 

deservedly or not, as a city that's 
tough on developers, 

After this week's approval of the area 
plan for Harvest Lake Land Company, 
the city's gone a long way towards 
rehabilitating that image, While Coun­
cil Member Bob Schmid's characteriza­
tion of the scenario as a "developer's 
paradise" may be a little stretched, it 
was Christinas in Ju ly for Harvest 
Uke. 

Not because the council majority 
gave the developers extra housing 
units to compensate for the presence 
of a manmade lake they created and 
don't ever want to bui ld on. Not 
because they compensated the devel­
oper with extra housing units for sell­
ing 93 acres to the city and school dis­
trict. 

All of this is dubious, but the coun­
cil's new residential unit development 
ordinance, flawed to begin with, per­
mits it. If the project is evaluated using 
the RUD legislation, than the council's 
pretty much obliged to hand over the 
density credits. 

Where it became that developer's 
paradise is that the new ordinance 
requires that a significant amount of 
the housing In a RUD must be based 
on the underlying zoning. In this case, 
the zoning is residential-agricultural, 
triggering one-acre lots. 

In its $400- to $500-million subdivi­
sion. Harvest \vill build 43, $1 million-
type liomes around its lake. That's 43 
out of 876 housing units. Harvest 
argued that because the 43 will be the 
argest and priciest homes, as well as 

the most visible because of the lake 
position, that meets the ordinance. 

Astoundingly, the council majority -
Mayor Kathleen McLallen, Mayor Pro 
Tenl Hugh Crawford and Counci l 
Members Kathy Mutch and Ed Kramer 
- bought into this. They agreed that 
4,9 percent built at the underlying 
zoning is a significant amount. Scary, 
isn't it? 

The concept behind the RUD is to 
preserve environinental features. When 
the amount of regulated land is sub­
tracted from the open space 
untouched by the clustered Harvest 
Lake development, 13 percent of 
upland woodlands, meadows and other 
land will be saved. 

Meanwhile, the density of the project 
is increased better than 36 percent 
over what is permitted under the cur­
rent zoning. 

Those in the minority, Schmid and 
Counci l Members Rob Mitzel and 
Richard Clark could have argued until 
they were blue in the face that the area 
plan doesn't even meet the city's own 
generous ordinance. This was a done 
deal, 

Mitzel attempted to pass a motion 
that would have required one-acre lots 
next to the homeowners with multiple-
acre lots on Dinser Drive and the 
Birchwood subdivision. But it was a 
lost cause. 

Maybe it wouldn't hurt if the council 
majority enrolled in a remedial math 
class, where they can learn stuff like 
five percent of a whole is not such a 
significant slice. 

Otherwise, they must be just as gen­
erous with other developers. If not, 
they could be accused of exhibiting 
untoward favoritism for Harvest Lake 
Land Company,

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FCC addresses local issues

We've heard a lot 
lately a b o u l the 
FCC and the deci­
s ions it makes 
which ilnpact us 
local ly . B u t how 
can a bureau in 
Washington, D.C, 
know the needs 
and best intei-est of 
our co i l in lu i l i ty? 
That 's the exact 
question that led lo 
the foi'illalion of the 

FCC Local and State Governillent Advlsoly 
Coinlnitlee, a group of lilayois, representa­
tives, senators, govcrnoi-s and other elect­
ed officials across the countiy. The inayor 
of Dearborn, Michael Guido, sils on this 
committee. 

Although the commit lee was developed 
earlier this year, it released ils firsl adviso­
ry recommendation, a policy statelncllt on 
State and Loca l Righls -of -Way and 
Telecommunications Scr^'icc Competition 
this month. Hel-e it is: 

"The committee believes the F C C ' s 
action in creating the committee is a major 
step toward developing a coilslruclive dia­
logue between the FCC and stale, and 
local governments. The FCC is currently 
considering many individual petitions by 
various telecommunications companies 
and trade associations to preempt stale 
and local control of rights-of-way. The 
committee expresses its coinmilinenl lo 
work closely with the FCC Commissioners 
and staff as they review the various peti­
tions. To begin that process, the cominil-
tee today adopts the followillg statement of 
principles that i l recommends the com­
miss ion incorporate as peti t ions and 
issues develop before the FCC. 

First Principles 
• State and local governments are 

trustees of the public 's rights-of-way. 
Rights-of-way are real estate property 
lights of substantial economic values and 
till crest to local conlnlunities. The public 
has a light to fair colnpcnsation for occu-
pallcy aild use of ils pi-oj)erly. 

• The F C C is responsible for setting 
ilatioilal standards and rules governing 
the conduct of the interstate leleconimuni-
catioils lnarkelplacc lo assure fair and 
opeii compet i t ion lhat favors neither 
incliinbcnls iior new entrants. 

• Slate, local and FCC ol'ficials share the 
('olliilion goals of biinging true and effec­
tive colnpetition in telecommunications 
selvices to all our citizens as quickly as 
possible while in in imizing the adverse 
elTects on other essent ia l communi ty 
needs, costs and intel"esls. 

• The FCC should not be tempted to act 
(o pi-eeiiipl slate and local governments 
unnecessarily. Stales and local govern-
lilents should l-ecognize the urgency of 
Ic lceonl inunical ions deregulat ion and 
woiii under appi-opliatc deadlines to make 
their decisions. 

• The 1996 Tclecoininunica l lons Act 
dcfiilcd Ihe balance between federal and 
state and local responsibilities in telecom-
illullications. That law designates the fee 
as the piinlaty entity i-esponsible for l-ules 
and regulations l^elated lo the entry into 
and the offering of interstate telecommuni­
cations. The sanle law designates states 
and local governments as the primary 
entities responsible for rules and regula­
tions related lo telecommunications ser­
vice providers entry into, compensation for 
use of, and behavior in the public's rights-
of-way. 

• The new wolid of competitive telecom­
munications presents all levels of govern­
ment in the federal system with novel 
questions that require careful and collegial 
consideration. The FCC brings unique 

expertise In the technologies ad business 
operations of telecommunication compa­
nies. State and local governments bring 
unique expertise in the evaluation and 
operation of multiple uses of the public's 
rights-of-way. The FCC and state and local 
governments should assume the mutual 
burden of educating the other parlies in 
their respective areas of expertise. Regula­
tion, preemption, and formal legal action 
against another level of government 
should be the last, not the first, recourse 
to resolve.conflicting interests. 

• Right-of-way disputes between 
telecommunications companies and local 
governments should be resolved in local 
jurisdictions. The FCC should avoid adopt­
ing broad policy statements or decisions 
that implicate other matters of stale and 
local interests such as cable television net­
work design without first having full and 
complete dialogue with the committee. 

Committee Actions 
• The committee is prepared to meet 

with an appl-opriate delegation of induslly 
representatives to explore areas on rights-
of-way issues pertaining to state and local 
governments. 

• The committee is prepared to partici­
pate in the development of suggestions to 
"level the playing field" to require incum­
bent operators pay compensation for 
rights-of-way that embody fair valuation, 
The committee asks that the commission 
work with the committee on possible 
actions the commission might take to 
achieve the result that incumbent opera­
tors accept fair and modern valuation for 
use of the public's rights-of-way,"

As a non-native, my position 
had to be clarified by stories, 
movies, and books such as "Black 
Elk Speaks" and "The Saga of 
Chief Joseph." I would recommend 
them to Mr. I^chard and the politi­
cians he supports. Perhaps from 
another vantage point Ihey may 
see a group of people who only 
took what was many years ago a 
negative and turned it into a posi­
tive for themselves. 

Mr. lychard notes In reference lo 
Gov. Engler's perspective "lhat the 
needy and able should gel student 
aid regardless of whether their 
ancestors arrived via Ellis Island 
or the Bering Strait."

Michigan. 

"An overheating car on a hot 
summer day in a traffic tie-up is 
not fun not on ly for y o u , b u l 
drivers behind you," sa id Jerry 
Basch, AAA Michigan Coiilnlunity 
Safety SeiVlces manager. But you 
need not have lo face Ihat slltia-
tlon if you prepare lieforeliaiid. 

• Never leave a child or pel uiiat-
lended in a car. According to the 
Michigan Humane Society, on an 
85-degree (lay, air In a car, even 
with Us windows sllghlly open, can 
reach 102 degrees In 10 minutes 
and 120 degrees In 30 minutes. 
On warmer days it can gel even 
hotter. Cover melal and plastic on 
seat belts and chlkl safely seats to 
prevent burns. 

• Make sure your battery is in 
good condition. 

"An old or weak batter^' will fall, 
maybe even more than (luring whi­
ter, with the power demands of air 
c o n d i t i o n i n g a n d hot, h u m i d 
weather," Basch says. 

• M a i n t a i n your car's cool ing 
systelii. Drain or flush your sys­
tem and replace coolant i f it is 
dirty or rusty or more than two 
years old. This is especially impor­
tant on cars wi th a l u m i n u m 
engine parts and radiators. Check 
your owner's manual.

H O L D I N G K N E E C A P S I N L I N E 
"Runner's knee" is Ihe catchall term for aches and pains that involve the 

kneecap. It occurs when the tendon below the kneecap becomes irritated, either 
irom overuse or wear beneath Ihe kneecap. Leg muscles sometimes pull the 
kneecaps ol knock-kneed people oul ol the groove in which they normally slide up 
and down, causing painlul grating on the cartilage. While prevention ol kneecap 
misalignment may simply entail replacing worn-out running shoes or using shoe 
inserts (orthotics), holding the kneecap in line involves strengthening the 
quadriceps by performing leg extensions on a weight machine, concentrating on 
Ihe last 30 degrees ol the extension in an eKorl to isolate the Ihigh muscles that 
hold the kneecap in line. 

A painlul, stifi knee can prevent you from doing the things you enjoy, even things 
as simple as walking. Your new goal should be lo return safely and comfortably to

Pull off the road onlo a less busy 
highway lo allow more air flow 
Ihrough the radiator lo return the 
engllle temperature lo normal. 

• If lhal doesil'l help, pull over 
and open the hood lo cool down 
the engine. Do not remove the 
radiator cap. 'You risk being scald­
ed by Ihe hot. pressurized liquid, 
and your engine will lose nearly all 
its coolant, possibly causing danl­
age. 

• Bring lots of cool llcitiids in a 
non-air-conditioned car on warm 
days. Travelers should also carry a 
sun shield lo cover the windshield 
and cul interior heal build-up and 
sunglasses lo protect against glar­
ing sun. A cellular telephone or C B 
radio are useful emergency tools.

Summer beverages 
make for cool customers 

IWufphy's restaurant employees Cheryl Hackett and Tim Velzy join forces to malce a refreshing summer chocolate shake. 

Il's sliillmertiine in Michigan 
alld the sipping is easy. There are 
sodas, inalteds, shakes, Boston 
Coolers and Black Cows. 

Jenny Turilage, a waitress at 
Murphy's of Northville, gets a lot 
of orders for chocolate shakes. 

For those of you who haven't 
tried a Boston Coolers It's a blend 
of Verilors and vanilla ice cream. 
Black Cows are nlade with vanilla 
ice creaill and root beer. 

Usually sodas are made with 
carboilated water, two scoops of 
ice creanl and flavored syrup. An 
unusual request Turnage received 
recently from a high school stu­
dent was for a chocolate soda 
wltll Superman ice creanl, 

'They're pretly daring," she said 
of teenagers. "1 had to try it 
myself to see how it tasted. It was 
pretty good." 

On a typical weekend day, Tur­
nage guesses the shake machine 
is cranking out 100 to 200 
drinks. 

Some people have their own 
specials, like a Superman shake 
or a Cookie Monster shake which 
includes a flavor of ice cream 
other than vanilla, chocolate or 
strawberry. 

"Whatever kind they like, if we 
have tile jce cream we'll make it 
for them," she said. 

Turnage has her own way of 
making the perfect shake, putting 
in the ingredients in a certain 
order so they mix well. 

The three scoops of ice cream 
conle first followed by the malt 
flavoring if the order is for a malt­
ed, then the synip and the milk. 

According to Turnage's shake 
meter, as long as the straw 
stands up in the middle it's a per­
fect shake. But most customers 
prefer a medium shake which 
means the straw when placed in 
the center will slowly fall to the 
side of the glass. 

"It depends on how hard they 
really want to work for It," Tur­
nage said. 

With four or five people behind 
the counter on the weekends 
scooping, Turnage said, "it gets 
pretty crazy, but a it's lot of fun." 

Milkshakes are being served 
the old-fashioned way again at 
Guernsey Farms Daiiy in Novl. 

Orders in the restaurant for old 
fashiolled chocolate milkshakes 
are now mixed and served in the 
tin cup Just like in the old days, 
according to Marty McGuire, an 

owner of the family-owiled busi­
ness. 

"Dad Is still down here every 
day telling us to make sure we do 
It right," McGuire said. 

On a typical weekend day 
McGuire estimates they serve 
between 200 to 300 drinks, most­
ly for typical shakes, sodas and 
coolers, 

"We do get some different con­
coctions people like to come up 
with," McGuire said. "Probably 
the newest one Is the Moose 
Track Malted. 

Weather Is a good predictor of 
business, according to McGuire. 

"Usually wJien It gels super hot 
and humid sales drop," he said. 
"People don't like to go out, they 
stay home In the air conditioniilg. 

Temperatures in the 80s and 
lower humidity is the best selling 
day for ice cream," McGuire 
added. 

Greg Pierson, the owner/man­
ager of another family business. 
Top of the Cone in Northville 
Township, finds that slushes, 
especially the bluebeny, are pop­
ular with the kids. 

Although adults seem to order 
more coolers and shakes, when 
they order slushes, they prefer 
the raspbeny, cherry and straw­
berry flavors. 

"We can go through 10 gallons 
of slush on a hot summer day, 
easily," Pierson said. 

"Chocolate seems to be the 
most popular," Pierson of the 
shake orders, "but we do have 
people that will venture on the 
other side and get something that 
is not as traditional." 

Like requests for nuts mixed in 
the milkshake. 

"We do get some crazy requests, 
although nothing really seems 
crazy after being in the business 
21 years," Pierson said. 

There is a variety of soft-serve 
Ice creams available and Top of 
the Cone carries a line that Is 
more Ice milk than cream. Ice 
milk is approximately 97 percent 
fat free. 

'The trend lately is that people 
are more concerned and ask 
about the fat and calorie content," 
Pierson said. "People will request 
a sundae with yogurt and then 
hot fudge and whipped creanl or 
a soda with ice cream and diet 
soda. 

"It's a psychological thing for 
them," he said.

In the post Cold War era, audl-
cllces have not been given nearly 
as many "Us vs. Them" movies as 
in the Reagan 80s. Even though a 
.substantial nuniber, Including the 

Ranibo series, had less believable 
plots than soille Disney films, see­
ing the Red Menace get squelched 
made y o u feel p r o u d to be an 
Anlerlcan. A similar phenomenon 
exists with "Air Force One."

Af ter h is p lane is 
seized, Marsha l l manages to in i ­
tially hide from the terrorists by 
making them (hlnk he escaped in 
a special pod designed to drift the 
President to safety. 

From this point on. Ford con­
fronts his assailants with guerrilla 

tactics reminiscent of lllose used 
by Bruce Willis in "Die Hard." A 
typical act ion sequence in both 
Illovles goes something like this: 
quick hero glance, crawl, crouch, 
t ip-toe, spr ing out of nowhere, 
wrestle, wrestle, wrestle, bad guys 
end up sprawled out on the floor. 
Jt worked for Wil l is and it works 
for Ford. Of course, It helps that 
Ford's character Is a decorated 
Vietnam veteran. 

"Air Force One 's" m in i - World 
War 111 in the skies also contains 
some memorab le d ia logue. 
Screenwriter Andrew Marlowe pro­
vides the right line for a variety of 
situations, ranging from comical 
zlngers to teeth-clenching solilo­
quies. Gary O ldman , portraying 
the terror ist leader Korsh i inov, 
utters dur ing the movie 's r is ing 
action, "1 would defy God Himself 
for Mother Russia." Over the top? 
Perhaps, but It sounds cool in a 
thick Russian accent. America's 

first fenlale Vice President, played 
Ily G len C l o s e , l i kew ise has a 
repertoire of great l ines for al l 
occasions. 

Besides well-orchestrated action 
scenes and notable conversation, 
"Air Force One" gives audiences a 
more psychological thr i l l : a deci­
sive president who does what he 
says and stands up for what he 
believes In. Marshal l , l ike Presi­
dent Clinton, has a young daugh­
ter and an active wife, but unlike 
the real Chief Executive, doesn't 
appear to waffle on his policies 
and holds his admin is t ra t ion to 
doing wha t ' s r igh t i ns tead of 
what's politically advantageous. In 
the current W a s h i n g t o n , these 
traits may seem as Implausible as 
many of F o r d ' s dea th -de fy ing 
maneuvers. However, Hollywood 
is famous for making dreams come 
true, so lets Just enjoy "Air Force 
One" and save any disdain for the 
ballot box.

At $48 a round on the week-
end, the Links of Nov! isn't cheap. 

But in terms of value, the 27-
hole facility has few peers in the 
metropolitan Detroit golf scene. 
Immaculate fainvays, true-rolling 
greens and beautiful scenery 
spoUlght the 198-acre site off of 
Ten Mile Road. 

The course is In good shape," 
said PGA Golf Professional Tom 
Sheldon, who has run the Links 
since it opened In 1991. 'I think 
the course has matured a lot in 
the last few years." 

Sh0t making is at a premium 
on all three nines, which range 

from 2,805 yards (blue tees) on 
the south course to 3,209 on the 
east and 3,288 on the west. 

"This course is tough," golfer 
Neil Geoghegan said of the west 
nine. "You have to hit it long, but 
accurately. There aren't many 
easy holes." 

Golf Architect Jerry Mathews 
designed the course, which was 
built on about 175 acres. About 
20 acres of the site are wetlands, 
which couldn't be disturbed in 
the building process. 

"Matthews is the well-known 
architect in Michigan," Sheldon 
said. 

The PGA pro said work has 
continued on the course to refine 
it. 

"We've done a lot of drainage 
work the last few years," Sheldon 
commented. 

Several teeing areas on the east 
and south nines have also been 
rebuilt. Sheldon said a little 
length was added to a few holes 
to make it more challenging. 

Like many area courses, the 
Links 0f Novl Is considering mak­
ing splkeless gplf shoes mandato-

"1 think we'll put a good push 
on that next year," said Sheldon, 
who noted that it saves a lot of 
wear and tear on greens, especial­
ly. "An unbelievable amount. Peo­
ple can play all day and it looks 
like nobody's been there. It's 
much easier on the course." 

For sheer playing fun, the west 
course may be the Links of Novfs 
best nine. 

Golfers Jump right into the fly­
ing pan on the par 464-yard par 
4. A dog-leg left requires two big 
hits to reach the green in regula­
tion. Bunkers on either side of 
the green collect any errant shots. 

The 521-yard third hole is rated 
and plays the toughest on the 
west nine. A dog leg right, the par 
5 features a narrow fairway that's 
surrounded by trees on all sides. 

Assuming a safe tee shot in the 
fairway, golfers must decide 
whether or not to go for it on their 
second shot. Cattails Jut out Into 
the fairway from the leftside 
about 80 yards from the green. 

Golfers must decide whether 
they can carry the cattails or 
layup. There's also very little 
bailout room on the right side of

the fairway. 
The nine's first par 3 comes at 

No. 4. A 130-yarder, it features a 
huge three-tier green. A pin 
placement In the middle or front 
tier means golfers best not hit it 
long. 

Golfers emerge from the woods 
at No. 5, a 450-yard par 4. Shel­
don said the key to scoring well 
on the west is surviving early. 

"If you play the first five holes 
well,'^ he added, "you're home 
free."

No. 7 and 9 are 317 and 362-
yard par 4s.

Many Alllericans suffer fronl 
arthritis of tile i(nee, a painful and 
disabling disease that may affect 
eveiy facet of (lally life, particularly 
activities that require walking or 
even standiilg. 

Frequently the pain associated 
with knee arthritis Is treated with 
medication, braces and/or physi­
cal therapy. When these conserva­
tive measures fail to alleviate pain 
and Improve inoblllty, surgery 
such as total knee replaceiilent 
may be recommended. 

Osteoarthritis, otherwise known 
as "wear and tear" arthritis. Is 
most commonly caused by a long­
standing overload of the Joint sur­
face from repeated trauma, .sports 
injuries or obesity. The ends of the 
bone in the knee are covered by a 
hard, sllppeiy tissue called hyaline 
cartilage. When this cartilage Is 
overloaded, softening, cracks and 
fissures occur In the cartilage. This 
causes a thinning of the cartilage 
and, eventually, exposure of the 
bone. 

Degenerative changes associated 
with ailhriUs, even early arthritis, 
lead to more and more destruction 
lvithin the knee Joint, As the hya­
line cartilage and the meniscus 
cartilage, a type of cushion within 
the knee, degenerate, the knee is 
unable to accommodate the high 
forces and load associated with 
simple walking or standing. The 
Joint contact aiea, which corre­
sponds to the area which carries 
body weight, decreases significant­
ly when the menisci are lost or 
torn. The load inside the knee 
becomes higher and further 

injures the already insufficient 
hyaline cartilage covering the 
bone. This creates a self-fulfilling. 
Irreversible cycle. 

Kllee replacement surgery may 
provide long-term relief of the pain 
caused by severe arthritis and may 
offer an opportunity to return to a 
pain-free and more active lifestyle, 

Contrary to common beliefs, 
knee replacement surgery does not 
remove the entire knee. It merely 
removes the defecUve cartilage and 
a small amount of bone from the 
ends of the knee arld introduces a 
metallic surface and a piece of 
plastic. The metal is usually made 
from cobalt-chrome or titanium. 
The metal glides against a plastic 
bearing which is made from ultra 
high molecular weight polyethy­
lene. 

After knee replacement, patients 
no longer have symptoms of arthri­
tis, because the diseased and 
inflamed cartilage Ussue have been 
removed. 

The hospital stay for knee 
replacement surgery is approxi­
mately four to five days. The total 
recovery time is about six weeks. 
After the six-week recuperation 
period, most patients are walking 
well, are able to drive and are 
experiencing little or no pain. 

Unfortunately, knee replace­
ments do not come without risk; 
the knees do wear out and have a 
limited life span. With today's tech­
nology, we are able to predict that 
95-98 percent of the knee replace­
ments performed will last 12-15 
years. 

While there are drawbacks to

total knee replacements, knowl­
edge of the risks and benefits in 
each case will assist in the deci­
sion-making process.

Baby boomers grew up believing a golden tan 

was a good thing. And if a golden tan meant a 
burn first, so be it. 

Now baby boomers, 
and all Americans are 
being diagnosed at 
alarming rates with 
melanoma skin can­
cer - the most deadly 
form of skin cancer. 
The number of new 
cases of melanoma 
continues to rise 
faster than any other 
human skin cancer. 
Melanoma is now the 
fifth most common 
type of cancer, the 
most common cancer 

In white males in Michigan 25 to 44 years old, 
and the third leading cancer in white females in 
Michigan in this age group. 

Lifetime analysis shows that one in 84 people 
born in the United States in 1997 will develop 
melanoma during their llfeUme, up 1,800 per­
cent from 1930. More than 7,000 people will die 
from melanoma this year, or one death every 
hour and 12 minutes. 

Prevention, risk directed interventions, early 
detection and public education programs are 
the keys to turning the tide of the present 
melanoma epidemic. The good news is that 
melanoma has one of the best cure rates of any 
cancer if caught early. 

Learning the risk factors and ABCD's of 
melanoma is key to early detection. With 
greater awareness, patients will show their 
lesions to their doctors for examination. Doc-
tors at the University of Michigan Multldlsci-
pllnary Melanoma Clinic have seen five new 
patients with melanoma in the past month who 
diagnosed their melanoma while watching a 
television show on melanoma. 

The melanoma epidemic continues to pose a 
serious and significant public health problem in 

the United States. It is estimated that over $1 
billion was spent on melanoma treatment in 
1990. Assuming a continuation of the current 6 
percent annual increase in melanoma inci­
dence, the cost of melanoma treatment for 
Medicare alone may exceed $5 billion by the 
year 2010. 

The guidelines regarding screening studies, 
staging work-ups, surgical margins and investi-
gaUonal intervention conUnue to rapidly change 
and new knowledge is gained daily from clinical 
trials. The inultidisciplinary team approach 
with dermatologists, surgeons, oncologists, and 
other members of the health care team may 
provide the most up-to-date cost effective care. 

At the University of Michigan, patients with a 
new diagnosis of melanoma are evaluated and 
educated by the entire team of physicians in 
one afternoon. Approximately 600-700 new 
patients will be seen in this clinic in 1997. A 
team and community commitment to treat, 
educate, and help patients with melanoma is 
necessary to further our knowledge and 
advance therapy of melanoma into the 21st 
century. 

The following chart shows the likelihood of a 
person developing melanoma if the current 
trend continues: 

For a person born in: The chance is: 
1935,1/1,500 
1960,1/600 
1980,1/250 
1997,1/84 
2000, 1/75 
To check out your spots for melanoma, apply 

the alphabet test: 
A. .Asymmetry: If the mole or spot, when cut 

down tile middle, isn't the same size or shape 
on either side, have It checked out. 

B. Border: An indistinct or scalloped, irregu­
lar border indicates a troublesome spot. 

C. Color: Jet black moles or shades of red, 
white and blue should be checked. Brown is 
generally better 

D. Diameter: If the mole is larger than 6 mm 

(the size of a pencil eraser). It should be 
checked. 

Risk Factors: 
The following are some of the factors associ­

ated with the tendency toward skin cancer: 
• Blue eyes, fair skin, red or blond hair 
• Significant sun exposure with peeling and 

sun burning (especially as a child). 
• A lot of moles: people with more than 20 

and up to 200 moles on their body are more 
likely to develop melanoma. Also, the presence 
of irregular moles and freckling carries a signifi­
cant increased risk. People with more than five 
irregular moles cany a higher risk of'developing 
melanoma. 

»A personal or family history of melanoma in 
any first-degree. Also, if a family member has 
atypical mole syndrome (a lot of atypical or dys-
plasUc moles) approximately half of the family 
members will have atypical moles as well, with 
a significant increased risk of developing 
melanoma. 

The use of sunscreen and sun protection 
clothing beginning in childhood is critically 
Important for sun protection. The numbers on 
the sunscreen bottles pertain to the SPF (sun 
protection factor). The SPF determines how long 
someone can stay in the sun without burning, 

A fair skinned person who burns in 10 
minutes in the sun unprotected would multiply 
that Ume by the SPF to determine the amount 
of protected time in the sun he or she would 
obtain by applying tlie sunscreen, A SPF of 10 
would protect that person for 100 minutes, and 
a SPF of 50 would protect that person for 500 
minutes.
