Thus, car owners can spare themselves the frightful prospect of a car (ire liy 
hwing their cars checked regulariy, with particular attention paid to hoses, pipes, and caps. All should 
be secured. In good condition, and replaced if necessary. Gasoline and other car fluids account for 
4 2% of all car fires.

Rather than let the case go to 
trial, the City of Novi has agi-eed to 
pay Chaillpagne-Wi'bljer, Inc.. the 
construction coilipaily hired to 
widen 'l\velve IVlile Road, a 
$375,000 settlement. 

In 1995, Chaiiiilagne-Webber 
sued Novi for $1,073 million in a 
dispute over cost overains the firm 
said were created by the city's 
delay in arranging the relocation of 
utility poles. 

A court-appointed illediation 
panel ruled that Novi should pay 
the contractor $575,000, Assistant 
City Attorney Dennis Watson said. 
Instead, the two pai'ties recently 
l-eached a settlement that requires 
the city to haiid over a $375,000 
check. 

Rather than goliig to trial, the 
city decided to pay, Watsoil said, 
becau.se "there was some potential 
liability in it." 

In the lawsuit, Champagne-
Webber charged that Novi was in 
breach of contract because utility 
poles In the way of the Twelve Mile 
ftoad widening were not reiiloved 
on time, delaying the project sever­
al months. The Twelve Mile Road 
widening was part of the 1990 
voter-approved road bond Issue. 

Last month, the Novi City 
Council agreed to the settlelilent. 

"It was a number of things hap­
pening at the sanle time," Watson 
said, explaining that the city 
delayed In fonvardlng an agree­
ment for the pole relocation to 
Edison. 

If Detroit Edison poles are In a 
public road right-of-way, the utility 
colllpally must relocate thenl at Its 
own expense, Watson explained. If 
they're not In a public right-of-way, 
Edison expects to be compensated'

Under the construction bid 

approved by the city, Champagne-
Webber was to start work July 21, 
1993 and nnish by Oct. 1, 1994, 
but the firm anticipated September 
completion date. Instead, every­
thing was wrapped up Dec. 16, 
1994. 

Champagne-Webber contended 
that both the city and the con­
struction company agreed that the 
Job needed to be done (luickly to 
coof-dlnate with the bulldiilg of the 
Haggerty Connector interchange. 
Champagne-Webber also held the 
Michigan Department of 
Transportation contract for the 
Connector. 

In Septenlbcr 1996, in answer to 
Novi's motion that the case be 
dropped, James Case, the lawyer 
for Champagne-Webber, cited city 
documents in presenting the con­
tractor's case, He said the records 
show that in 1991, Novl contacted 
Edison about illoving the poles and 
Edison agree(i to do the work for 
$39,000. 

In 1992, Novi's city engineers 
JCK & Associates recomlnended 
that the city enter Into an agree­
ment with Edison. While the city 
council passed a resolution in April 
1992 authorizing Edison to move 
the poles, the relocation agreement 
wasn't executed by the city and 
Edison wasn't paid until 
September 1993. 

Edison sent a second proposed 
relocation agreement to Novl In 
January 1993. 

"Defendant then simply lleglcct-
ed to pay Edison to perforill the 
work until September 30, 1993, 
more than two months after the 
project was supposed to have start­
ed Case wrote in his response. 

'The correspondeilce indicates 
that the City of Novi and Its eilgl-
neer (JCK) assunled all responsibil­
ity for coordiilating the work with 
Edison and that the engineer 
blanled the entire problem on 
Edison." 

Watson said the city didn't for­
ward the agreement to the utility. 

"It was Just sitting because they 
(Edison) didn't make an Issue of It," 
Watson said. 

"Edison did some pole removals 
for MOOT, Our people saw that and ! 
Just assumed that any work was 
also going to be done on the city 
part of project." 

Champagne-Webber originally 
sought $1,073 million, along with 
interest, costs and attorney fees, to 
compensate it for, among other 
items, the stopping of work at Its ; 
paving and batch plant, ; 
Champagne-Webber calculated '< 
that it lost $469,00 due to idle \ 
equipment during the delay, ; 
$179,000 for paying staff, ' 
$134,000 for office overhead, 
$2,360 for wage rate increases and ' 
$168,000 for job site overhead.

Organic L-iwils of Novl'.s ajlpeal 
of a stale ban sii.spendlilf; tileir 
pestlcUic applicators llceilse for six 
nionih.s was upheld receiitly by an 
Oakland Comity Circuit Court 
Jiidf!e. 

On July 9, Jiidl;c Alice Gilbert 
ruled that the Mlchlgail 
Deparliiient of Afirlciilliire proved 
Its case that the coiiipaily violated 
the Michigan Corlsilillcr Protection 
Act and the Mlclilfrin Collection 
iVactlces Act. 

Gllberl lipheld three counts 
Issued against Organic l.awns by 
the MDA. which charged (hat (he 
firm made "false, misleading, 
deceptive or fraudulent ililsreprc-
scntallons concerning pesticide 
safely." 

After a .series of hearings, the 
MDA In April Ihls year suspen(lcd 
tile company's pesticide applica­
tor's llceii.se for sl.x iilonths and 
slappe(l an $8,000 fine. Organic 
Lawns appealed Ihls to the 
Oaklarld County Clixuit Court, 
.saying the siispeilslon would put 
the sIx-yiMr-old company out of 
business. 

Steven Malaell, a lawyer for 
Oi'ganic l,awns, contended In a 
petition to the court that the state's 
decision was "arbitrary, capricious, 
clearly all abuse of discretion" and 
that (he decision to suspend the 
license was based on a 1994 adver­
tising mailer no longer used by the 
company. 

Malaeh argued that the four 
counts of the MDA complaint 
should have been dismissed 
because the Michigan Attorney 
General's office an(l Organic Ixiwns 
(ilready readied an "assurance of 
discontinuance" agreclllent, 

There have bceil no allegations, 
Malach contended, that Organic 
Unmis' "alleged acts or omissions 
have caused any Injuiy or damage 
to any person, property, animal or 
environment." 

The MDA first notKled Organic 

[.(lWTls on June 19, 1996 that it 
foulld the llrm vlolate(l nine provi­
sions of the Natural Resource and 
Environmental Protection Act. 

Among the charges was that the 
llrm applle(l pesticide on a home­
owner's lawn In 1994 wllhout her 
consent. Gilbert upheld Ihe state's 
delerniinatlon that the conlpally 
applied a pesticide without first 
entering Into a service agreement, 
as required by slate regulations. 

Organic was charged with two 
colints of selling and offerlilg for 
sale a pesticide ilot registered with 
(he State of Michigan, J & J Soil 
Conditioner. Gilbert found that was 
"a harmless error" on the part of 
Organic Ulwns. 

In addition, the company was 
given a violation by Ihe state for 
falling to maintain complete 
records of genci'al use pesticide 
applications. 

In her opinion, Gllberl wrote 
that, "Organic failed to provide the 
pesticide name, amount applied, 
concentration, tai'get pest and rate 
of application." 

Among the evidence supplied by 
the MDA was a flyer referring to J 
& J Soil Conditioner as non-toxic 
and an Insecticide. 

"It was determined that J & J 
Soil Conditioner was a pesticide 
and by labeling it as 'non-toxic,' 
misleads the public as to its safe­
ty," Gilbert noted. 

Gilbert referenced two videos dis­
tributed by the firm, one of which 
stated that "'these lllaterlals are 
natural and won't harm your fami­
ly, pets or the eilvironment.'" She 
ruled that Organic Î awns violated 
a state rule by its advertising claim 
of absolute safety and in a second 
video, implied Inaccurately that the 
spray was endorsed by a state pes­
ticide specialist. 

The Judge also agreed with the 
state's contention that Organic 
Lawns did not provide a precau­
tionary warning, as nlandated by 
the state, when applying pesticide 
on a client's lawn In 1995.

Tile case of Randy Jay Arcerl vs. the 
Ci ty of N()vi and A l a n Anlo isch is a 
stranfie ()ne, with a particularly Novi 
nav()r. 

In Scpteml)er 1994, Arcerl, a Howell 
resident, parked his car In front of his 
place of employment . Farmer J a c k 
Supermarket on Ten Mile Road, and 
draped over It a sign backing Llbertarl-
ai l Party congi-essional candidate Jon 
Coon. 

Along came Ordinance Officer A lan 
Amolsch, who Issued Arcerl a ticket for 
v io lat ing the sign ordinance. Arcer l , 
says h i s lawyei 's A a r o n Speck and 
Kathleen Harris f^vera, had never got­
ten a t icket before and was h igh ly 
stressed. He had to take time off from 
work - and lost wages - to fight It at 
the 52-1 District Court, Novl. 

There, he won. 

In F e b r u a r y I99v5, J u d g e B r i a n 
MacKenzle ruled that the local ordi­
nance applied to signs on bui ldings, 
structures or parcels of land and a car 
was none of the above. 

Neve r the less , R i v e r a sa id A r c e r l 
jecame disil lusioned with the political 
p rocess . Th i s was h i s f irst t ime to 
actively back a candidate. The ticket 
and the ensu ing batt le caused h im 
emotional trauma, she said. 

In September 1996, Arcerl sued both 
the c i ty and A m o l s c h , seeking over 
$10,000 In daiIlages and charging that 
l i s c o n s t i t u t i o n a l r i gh ts and c i v i l 
rights were violated. 

Whi le each person becomes dis i l lu­
s ioned differently, it seems that the 
sys tem was v ind ica ted when Arce r l 
v,ron his day in district court, We can't 
see that he was greatly damage(i.1f his • 
case prevails - and we think it should 

the fairest resolution would probably 
)e a few thousand dollars arld attorney 
ees. 

O n the other hand, it's about time 
someone took the city on in this issue, 

Lawyers for Novl's insurance carriers 
lave asked that the case be dismissed. 

not, it could go to tr ial as soon as 
September, They contend that Novl's 
ordinances totally prohibit banners. 

Arcer l ' s side argues that t icket ing 
l lm for posting a political banner vio­
lated h is freedom of speech. They're 
right. 

Yes, political signs and banners clut­
ter up the landscape at election time, 
but it would be an even uglier world if 
tliey didn't. Campaigning for the can­
didate of your choice has been a fun­
damental right in this country since Its 
founding, 

When Novl regulates the size of signs 
In pub l i c r ights-of-way, no problem. 
But Arcei l 's car was on his own vehi­
cle. 

H is lawyers have put together their 
case by talking to al l k inds of people 
who have been ci ted by the city for

sign ordinance v io lat ions, especia l ly 
those involving the flying of more than 
one American flag on a business prop­
erty. This includes Vic 's Wor ld C lass 
Market, the Taco Bell and a Mobil S ta­
tion. 

Novl's regulat ion of the use of the 
American flag is now being reassessed 
by the city's ordinance review commit­
tee, in the wake of recent controversy, 
inc luding a boycott of the Memor ia l 
Day parade by the M a r i n e C o r p s 
League. Once again, it's a free speech 
issue. 

This lawsuit is further interesting in 
that it dregs up some old Novl election 
histoiy. 

Arcerl has said that he's convinced 
he was singled out because he sup ­
ported a non-mainstreanl candidate. 
Amolsch, on the other, indicated in his 
deposition he doesn't fol low nat ional 
po l i t ics and isn ' t f a m i l i a r w i th the 
views of the Libertarian Party. 

We tend to believe Amolsch. Because 
this is Novi, it's seems plausible that 
.Arceri wasn't ticketed because he's a 
Libertarian, but because he wasn't a 
local Insider running for office. 

A r c e r l ' s lawyers d i s c o v e r e d tha t 
s om eb 0dy, 0 n e 1 ec11 ()ii ,d ay 19 9 3 , 
parked van's w i th b'ani iers b a c k i n g 
mayoral candidate Kathy McL^ l len at 
each precinct In Novl. C a r o l Mason , 
who ran against McLallen In that elec­
t i on , contacted Speck a n d H a r r i s . 
Before her death, she gave a statement 
saying that she asked City Manager E d 
Krlewall to have the vans ticketed as a 
sign ordinance violation. 

But Krlewall, who was recently ques­
tioned by Arcerl 's lawyers in connec­
t ion with the lawsui t , s a i d pr ior to 
November 1993, he asked city attor­
neys if banners on vehic les violated 
Novl's sign regulations. The city attor­
neys' opinion was that they didn't. 

T h e citation to Mr, Arcer l one year 
later raises grave const i tut ional con­
cerns and issues of civi l r ights viola­
tions, together with selective and dis­
criminatory prosecution," A rce l f s law­
suit contends. 

It certainly looks selective and dis­
cr iminatory to an outs ider . Bu t we 
doubt the buck stops at Amolsch , It's 
the city that's at fault here, not the 
officer. 

So our advice to Arceri and company 
is: Go get 'em.

There have been a 
lot of singing fami­
lies over the years.

Jacksons, the 
Osmonds, and don't 
forget the Trapp 
family singers. But 
long before The 
Sound of Music was 
a Broadway hit, a 
local family was 
entertaining audi­

ences right here in Novl. 
The Bishop family of Novl had a long tra­

dition of musical talent that lasted for sev­
eral generations. 

it all began with Hooper and Betsey 
Bishop of Massachusetts. Their son Levi 
married Dorcas Reed, and the family 
moved to Michigan In 1836. At least four of 
Levi's and Dorcas's 1 1 children had musi­
cal talent or had offspring who did. 

Their daughter Carrie, who was born in 
Novl in 1840, was reportedly "the posses­
sor of an excellent high soprano voice, so 
she was especially remembered for her 
beautiful singing in Novl and (the) sur­
rounding area," according to a family his­
tory of the Hooper Bishop family written In 
1950. 

Her youngest sister Alice, born In Novi In 
1849, just one month before their mother's 
death, "showed evidence of a high, clear 
soprano yolce". even at;an early age,,,.,. 

prior^to' her"mafrlage In 1867 to Novfs 
Delos Flint, studied voice and piano with 
Frederick Pease of Ypsilanti. Alice Instilled 
In her five children her love of music. 

Her son, Loren, born In 1869, attended 
Michigan Normal School (later to be known 
as Eastern Michigan University) in 
Ypsilanti after high school. It was there 
that he received musical training In singing 
and directing. 

In 1897, Loren married Jul ia Partridge, a 
pianist, and the two of them entertained at 
community and church affairs throughout 
Novl and the Detroit area for many years, 

Loren's sister Maud was another singer 
of note In the family, Maud "used her alto 
voice in the choir" frequently at the Novl 
Baptist Church. 

Two other sisters of Carrie and Alice 
Bishop, Sarah and Amanda, had offspring 
who shared In the musical talents of the 
family. 

Sarah Bishop and Hial P Sly were mar­
ried and their daughter, Sarah Adelaide, 
had a "sweet singing voice" as a small 
chi ld. Sadly, the young Sarah contracted 
scarlet fever at age four, which destroyed 
both her hearing and her "sweet voice." 

Her Aunt Amanda's children were a bit 
luckier. Amanda Bishop married Rev. 
Jesse Boyderi, a missipnaly. Their son 
.f:raiiJ?.arld:h!3;^fe:M had^musiiiai j 
' laTent'and's^^ ari'd'oth'Sr 
musical events. 

Frank helped organize and direct a com- | 
munity chorus in Nov! with other members 
of his family, and the popular group 
became well-known in surrounding com­
munities. 

Frank "had a deep bass voice and was 
able to use it in chuich choirs until late In 
life." 

Frank's son Horace, born in Novi in 
1891, "inherited his parent's musical ten­
dencies," as did his children. 

Horace's son Robert, a 1941 Northville 
High School graduate, served in the U.S. 
Navy during World War 11 as lnuslcian, 2nd 
Class. According to the Bishop genealogy, 
Robert "served under Admiral Klncald, 
playing the drum, saxophone and clarinet I 
In the Fleet Headquarters Band and In a 
dance orchestra, and singing In a quartet." 

The Bishop family singers may not have 
had an award-winning story written about 
them, but they kept the sound of music j 
alive in Novi for over 100 years.

Whether on board an eight-foot 
inflatable, personal watercraft, or a 
42-foot cruiser, safety is the key to 
having fun on the water this sum­
mer, according to AAA of Michigan 

"No matter what type or size 
watercraft you're on, all boaters 
must use proper safety equipment, 
know the body of water they are 
boating on and have total control of 
the watercraft they are using to 
safely enjoy Michigan's lakes," stat­
ed Jerry Basch, AAA Michigan 
Community Safety Services man­
ager, 

'This is especially true this year, 
when records indicate there are 
many new boaters," Basch added. 
State figures show that in 1996, 
there were 945,847 registered 
watercraft, up almost 60,000 -
nearly 7 percent from just the year 
before. Most of the increase can be 
atU-ibuted to smaller boats like per­
sonal watercraft (PWCs), the latest 
to hit state waters. Boating indus­
try officials estimate that 30 per­
cent of all new boat sales are 
PWCs, and there are more of that 
type craft in southeast Michigan 
than anywhere in the nation. 

They can be great fun, but in 
the hands of untrained, inexperi­
enced drivers, boats such as PWCs 
can be a problem waiting to hap­
pen," Basch emphasized. 

In the 1995-96 boating season. 

there were 637 boating accidents 
in Michigan resulting in 20 fatali­
ties, Including two persons killed 
while riding on PWCs, Fifty percent 
of the total fatalities involved alco­
hol. During the 1994-95 season, 
one person was killed riding a 
PWC, and boating deaths totaled 
28. 

"One of the reasons for the over­
all drop could be better training," 
Basch said. 

The number of persons taking 
safe boating classes Jumped in 
1996 to 50,554, compared with 
44,974 in 1995, 

"A majority of those are in the 
12- to 16-year-old age bracket," he 
said. "However, the largest number 
of riders involved with accidents on 
PWCs are aged 19 to 29, and 
statistics point to inexperience as 
the main reason for those 
mishaps," Basch pointed out. 

According to the state 
Department of Natural Resources, 
95 percent of PWC accidents occur 
when riders have less than 100 
hours of operating experience. 
Approximately 8 percent of total 
boat registrations are personal 
watercraft, however, they are 
involved in about 40 percent of all 
boating accidents. 

"Fifty percent of PWC crashes 
involve non-owners, which points 
to operator inexperience as a chief 

factor," Basch said. 
'The other is lack of education," 

Basch added, "Seventy-five percent 
of those involved in PWC accidents 
have not taken a boating safety 
course," 

This summer, the DNR will step 
up its enforcement campaign with 
30 officers in boats and on PWCs 
who will target problem areas to 
enforce boating laws. Local law 
enforcement will join them. 

While there are bills in the 
Michigan Legislature that would 
mandate safety education for all 
boaters, Basch said that at pre­
sent, voluntary education is one 
key to a safer season. 

"If you're new to the water, 
attend a safe boating class. 
Contact your local DNR district 
office, sheriffs department marine 
safety division, or the Coast Guard 
Auxiliary for times and dates," 
Basch said. 

Here are some other "rules of the 
water:" 

• All persons aged 12 to 16 must 
complete a safe boaUng class to 
operate a motorized boat, or be 
accompanied by someone at least 
16 years old. 

• All boats, canoes and kayaks 
less than 16 feet must have either 
a wearable life jacket, or throwable 
Personal Flotation Device (PFD) for 
each person aboard on Michigan 

inland waters only. If boating on 
the Great Lakes or connecting 
waters, Coast Guard rules require 
a wearable PFD for each person 
aboard regardless of the size of 
boat. At least one "throwable" is 
required on craft 16 feet or longer, 
in addiUon to wearables for each 
person aboard. 

• Children less than 6 years of 
age must wear PFDs at all times 
while aboard. 

• State law requires that Coast 
Guard approved pfds must be car­
ried for each person on board and 
be readily accessible, along with at 
least one "throwable" PFD. PFDs 
must be of our types dependent on 
boat size: Type 1, off-shore life jack­
et. Keeps an unconscious person 
floating face out of water; Type II, 
near-shore buoyant vest. Keeps an 
unconscious person floating face 
up, out of water; Type 111, special 
purpose aid not designed to turn 
an unconscious person face up, 
more suitable for water sports; and 
Type IV, throwables, not wearable. 

• Motorboats with closed comr 
partments that can trap fuel 
vapors and have permanent gas 
tanks require an approved fire 
extinguisher. All boats must cany 
a horn or other audible device such 
as whistle or bell for emergencies 
and to warn other vessels.

In New Orleans reversed and was 
itself reversed by the Suprenlc 
Court. 

The highest court nlled 6-3 that 
Congress exceeded Its power In 
passing the Religious Freedom 
Restoration Act. The opinion by 
Justice Anthony Kennedy said 
struck down as a "considerable 
Intrusion into the states' tradition­
al prerogative and general authori­
ty to regulate for the health and 
welfare of their citizens."

It's iiot who wins that counts, but how you play 
the game. 

And for tens of thousands of people ifl Michigan, 
that game is golf. 

In 1996, there were about 20,000 participants in 
the first ever Michigan PGA Learn to Golf Series, 
according to Adrian Charlton, assistant manager at 
Bavarian Village Ski and Goll". 

Last year was the first time a retailer and the 
Michigan PGA (Professional Golfers Association) had 
come together on such a venture. 

Now in its second year, the program that started 
in early spring and ends Aug. 31, has probably 
already exceeded that number. 

Designed for beginners, the series allows a new 
golfer to take lessons from a cerUfied PGA pro at 
about 200 different courses in southeast Michigan, 
according to Charlton. 

"You have to be a beginner," he said. "It's not like 
going out and getting lessons for really cheap. 

"We're looking to build a new base of customers 
through this, instead of trying to get a certain share 
of the current market," Charlton said. 

Two Novi residents, Howard Lynn and Brett Pow­
ell, decided to fine tune their game recently and 
signed up for the seines. 

Lynn took up golf four decades ago but put the 
clubs away for about 25 years. 

"I'm a terrible golfer and my handicap is close to 
20," said Lynn, a retired electrician who now runs a 
consulUng business. 

"1 found the worst thing to do is read magazines," 
he said. "Whatever capability I have went down the 
tubes." 

Lynn, who dusted off his clubs a few years ago 
and now plays once a week, said his game has 
improved after he took lessons through the Learn To 
Golf Series. 

"1 iras pitiful, now I'm semi-pitiful," Lynn jokingly 
said. "You can't start out with a collecUon of faults 
and expect to develop a good swing." 

Brett, 16, spends a couple of hours a day pracUc-
ing his golf swing. Over the past year and a half, he 
has picked up everything he knew about golf from 
his dad and his relatives. 

The son of Don and Laura Powell, Brett found, 
through his first two lessons, that he needed help 
with his swing and chipping. 

'The little points help out here," Brett said. "When 
I'm on the course they pop into my head." 

The Novi High School student is thinking about 
trying out for the golf team in the fall. 

Lynn, however, enjoys the fresh air and sunshine 
aspect of the game. 

"I'nl really not ready to go on tour or Join a team," 
he mused. 

The three lessons in the Learn To Golf Series cover 
"Fundamentals and the Short Game," "Game Eti­
quette. Equipment and the Full Swing" and "Woods 
and Specialty Shots." 

Lessons are taught by participating Michigan PGA 
pros. In this area, that includes pros at Salem Hills 
golf course in Salem Township and Novi Oaks in 
Novi. A PGA pro Is certified and has met PGA stan­
dards. 

Children as young as four and five can start by 
just swinging a club but for lessons, children need at 
least a 15 minute attention span, according to Paul 
Morall, PGA golf pro at Novi Oaks. The Learn to Golf 
Series takes children as young as 8-years-old. 

"It's always good to take a golf lesson," Moran 
said. "The thing is you'll know why you did this good 
and why you did this bad. 

"Golf is muscle memory," Moran said. "It's trying 

off the bat with an instructor so you don't pick up 
some bad habits," Wright said. "There's more to it 
than meets the eye." 

The three, 45-mlnute lessons focus on the funda­
mentals of the game, rules and regulations, equip­
ment, when and how to use irons, woods and 
drivers, and etiquette. 

Golf etiquette is a lot of common sense, according 
to Wright. 

"You have to more or less be thinking about what's 
happening out there," he said. 

'Treat a golf course as if it was your own," Wright 
said. 'That is the biggest thing. Don't Just to go out 
and destroy wherever you walk." 

The biggest problem of beginners is slow play. 
Being considerate of those following behiild is anoth­
er Important thing to remember. 

"Keep up with the group that's ahead of you," 
Wright said. "Don't fall behind." 

The last thing to do is tell the next group to play 
through, according to Wright. If you're beginning to 
fall behind, it is better to pick up the ball and toss it 
on the green to keep up. 

About 80 percent of the participants in the pro­
gram at Salem Hills are women between the ages of 
20 and 50, according to Wright. 

"It is a great response," said Wright. "More than I 
anticipated." 

ParUcipants sign up at one of the 12 Bavarian Vil­
lage stores in the state. In our area, there is a store 
in the Novi Town Center. 

Participants pay as they attend each of the three 
lessons and get a Learn To Golf packet which 
includes information about the program, a free two 
packet of Top Flite balls and a Learn To Golf lesson 
registration card. Lesson appointments are made 
directly with the parUcipating golf pro. 

"You are never too young or old to pick up the 
galne of golf," Wright said. "Anyone can play it. It 
just takes time to get going with It." 

Fees are $15 per lesson per person for groups of 
four to eight players; $25 per lesson per person for 
semi-private groups of two or three players, and $30 
for private instruction. Lessons include teaching 
clubs, if necessary, and a bucket of balls. 

Upon completing the series, new golfers receive a 
signed Michigan PGA Learn To Golf Series certifi­
cate, a $20 Bavarian Village bonus savings certifi­
cate and a free roulld of golf at Garland, Boyne, 
Shanty Creek and Ciystal Mountain resorts. 

They are automatically entered in a raffle for a 
Golf Academy Week for Two package at Garland, 
which Includes golf with cart, lodging and lessons.

erly, It's gearing your muscles to work together. It's 
sometimes a humbling game to do that." 

Jason Wright, the assistant golf pro at Salem Hills, 
has heard a variety of reasons as to why people 
decided to take golf lessons. Some say they want to 

give It a tiy to see if they like it, maybe because their 
spouse, friends or business associates play. Others 
Just want to check it out. 

The majority - about 80 percent - of Wright's new 
golfers are women. 

"I strongly recommend just getting involved right

"Part of Ills treatment is consid­
ered experimental so they (lamlly) 
don't know how much the insur­
ance is picking up," said Janell 
Thonlpsoil, a Novl letter carrier 
and coordinator of the fund raiser, 

Burkowskl, who has been a let­
ter carrier for 20 years, the past 
three of which have been willl the 
Novl Post Office, has been off work 
since his treatments started less 
lhaii two W(;eks after he was diag­
nosed. His mail route included Ten 
Mile between Tafl aild Novl roads, 
the Orchard Ridge subdivision, Ihe 
Clark subdivision, Glenda Street, 
and Linda's Hair and More on 
Grand River. 

IBiirkowskl began suffering from 
back and knee pain in February 
but altr lbuled it to his recent 
downhill skiing trip. 

"He thought he had the flu," 
said his stepdaughter, Kelly 
Schmidt. He had temperature, 
cough, and was really tired. So 
tired that he had (o go home from 
work early. 

"That was very unusual for 
him," said Schmidt who lives in 
Farnlington Hills. 

Burkowskl saw his doctor sever­
al times before finally urging him 
to nin some tests when his condi­
tion did not improve. A chest X-ray 
detected a spot on his lungs. 

Burkowskl is hnishing his sec­
ond cycle of treatments.

R o b b i n s e n t e r t a i n i n g i n ' N o t h i n g t o L o s e '

Tim Robbins has always been an 
extremely engaging, funny actor, 
but 1 never realized Just how good 
he was until 1 saw him in "Nothing 
to Lose," the new buddy comedy 
directed by Steve Odekerke. 

In the movie, Robbins stars as 
Nick Beanl, a successful advertis­
ing executive who resorts to rob­
bery after his life seemingly falls 
apart at the seams. 

He comes home early one after­
noon and walks in on what he 
believes is his wife making love to 
another man. When Nick sees his 
boss' cuff-links on the counter, he 
jumps to the obvious conclusion 
and walks out without saying a 
word. 

Distraught, he drives around 
endlessly and ends up in a cliche 
"bad neighborhood," where a thief 
(played by Martin Lawrence) 
demands his wallet at gun-point. 
But instead of handing over the 

wallet, Nick throws it out the win­
dow and steps on the gas, while 
the surprised thief sits there, 
understandably astonished. 

This tables-turned scenario 
could have been launched into an 
Intriguing, original sloiy about a 
man whio loses control after being 
pushed too far. But, alas, it devel­
ops into yet another predictable 
comedy, In which (of course) the 
thief turns out not to be such a 
bad guy after all, the ad exec 
hasn't redly lost all hope and the 
two join forces to rob the ad exec's 
boss. 

But the funny thing Is, 
although the movie has a lot of 
problems, 1 didn't really notice 
them while 1 was watching the 
film. Sure, the dialogue could have 
been a little sharper (the movie's 
idea of a witty racial observation is 
Lawrence, who is black, muttering 
"White people" in disbelief), and 
the ending is just way too neat. 1 
also could have done without the 
uninspired subplot involving two 

hoods who are out to get Lawrence 
and Robbins for invading their 
turf. 

And yet, I enjoyed "Nothing to 
Lose," mostly because of in enor­
mously appealing performance by 
Robbins as Nick. 

Watching Robbins in this movie, 
I realized just what a natural per­
former he is. He's so unforced, he 
even gives silly scenes (such as the 
moment when Robbins gets a liter­
al hotfoot) a certain grace and 
humor. 

He's even more effective in qui­
eter scenes, such as the moment 
near the beginning of the film 
when the snotty boss calls Nick 
into his office to show him a 
grotesque piece of artwork. Rob­
bins plays the scene with a slightly 
exasperated air, as if he'd been 
through this ritual unveiling a 
thousand times, 

Lawrence, on the other hand, is 
more forced, with his shameless 
mugging and exaggerated delivery. 
But even Lawrence's overplaying is 

less distracting than usual, mostly 
because he and Robbins work very 
well together, especially in a scene 
where they compare their styles of 
threatening a hold-up victim. 

And, scattered among the 
required scenes of Robbins and 
Lawrence fighting, making up, 
thwarting the bad guys, etc., there 
are a number of funny. Inventive 
scenes, including the aforemen­
tioned hold-up scene, and a 
moment when Lawrence explains 
what he would do if he ever caught 
his wife cheating. There is also a 
hilarious scene involving a dancing 
security guard who almost spoils 
our heroes' robbery attempt. 

So, yes, the movie is silly and 
predictable and obvious. And, yet, 
somehow, it managed to entertain 
me. Why? ft didn't have witty dia­
logue or a fascinating plot or origi­
nal, complicated characters. But it 
does have Robbins, explaining that 
sometimes a calm robber is more 
frightening than an angry one. 
And that makes up for a lot.

When projects turn out right, 
there is little need for improve­
ment. 

That's why South Lyon's Coyote 
Golf Club iias done little more 
than fine tuning in its first full 
season. 

Only open for three months 
after Its June. 23, 1996 opening. 
Coyote opened Its doors for its 
first full golf season this spring 
and has made only a few subtle 
changes to the course. The most 
prolific change to the course from 
last year was turning a drainage 
ditch into a bunker near the 
green on the sbdh hole. 

"The whole idea of the course 
was to set up a championship 
layout," PGA Professional William 
Jayne said. "Being our first full 
season, people are pleasantly sur­
prised at the condition of the 
course," 

Coyote Is laid out over 200 
acres of land with a great deal of 
room between holes and in some 
areas golfers will see rough spots, 
but not on the actual holes. 

The Golf AssoclaUon of Michi­
gan rated the Coyote's degree of 
difficulty as Just above average. 
So, technically the course isn't 
extremely difficult. Although 
there are challenging holes, four 
tee boxes allow the golfer to 
choose their game, 

"Golfers can customize the 
course to his or her length and 
ability." Jayne said. 

Fairways are narrow and 
designed almost in "a target fash­
ion. For instance, hole four, the 
course's toughest hole at 373-
yards froin the blue tee, hits 233 
yards to the end of the fairway 
from the blue tees, much longer 
from the gold and black. Long 
grass and marsh come into play

before hitting the remainder of 
the fairway. Longer hitters can 
choose to hit from the blue and 
hit over the marsh, or hit from 
the back tees and come up Just 
short of it. Also coming into play 
Is the elevated and narrow fair­
way. The fairway and green are 
lined surrounded by trees and 
shots must be accurate. 

Another example of making the 
course fit the golfers' needs, is the 
18th hole. From the blue tees, it's 
242 yards to clear the wetlands. 
In front of the green is 50 yards of 
water. Longer hitters can reach 
the green In two. Shorter hitters 
choose to layup to the water and 
hit on In three. The 492-yard par 
five Is ominous upon approach, 
but treats all golfers differently, 

"Number 18 is really a mixed 
blessing," Jayne said. "It depends 
on the tee that you play and it 
depends on the wind that day. 
Some hitters can get to the green 
in two and in other people it beats 
them up. They know they can 
play the hole better and can't wait 
to come back and play that hole

A D H D a f f e c t s m a n y A m e r i c a n c h i l d r e n 

The essential feature of Attention 
Deficit/Hyperactivlty Disorder (ADHD) Is a pat­
tern of Inattention, hyperactivity and/or Impul-
sivity that Is more frequent and severe than 
typically obsen-ed In individuals at a compara­
ble level of development. The criteria for the dis­
order are that some symptoms must have been 
Ijrcsent before age 7, some Inlpalrment must be 
present in at least two settings, and there must 
lie evidence of Interference with social, academ­
ic or occupational functioning. Also, the distur­
bances must not occur exclusively with a psy­
chiatric disorder, and the symptoms must be 
persistent for six months. 

The disorder of Inattentiveness, impulslvity, 
and hyperactivity was first described in 1902 
and has been given many names. Since the 
1980, it has been called Attention 

'' Deficlt/Hyperactiylty Disorder or ADHD. 
ADHD affects between 3 and 5 percent of all 

Amerlcail'Clifldren. Without early Identlflcation 
and proper treatment it can have serious conse­
quences. Including school failure, depression, 
failed relationships, and even substance abuse. 
And there Is certainly a lack of self-esteem. 

It was formerly believed that these symptoms 
disappear In adolescence, but It is now known 
that many symptoms continue into adulthood 
for 30-70 percent of individuals with this disor­
der. Adults with ADHD may experience difficul­
ties at work and in relationships, as well as 
other eillotlonal difficulties. 

Children with ADHD generally fall into two 
categories - those who are mainly hyperactive 
or Impulsive and those who are predominantly 
lilattentlve. Some have a mixture of both types. 

Perhaps 50 percent of children with ADHD 
are never properly diagnosed. ADHD is not a 
specific learning disability. These children are 
not unable to learn, but they do have difficulty 

performing due to poor organization, impulslvi­
ty and inattention. However, some children with 
ADHD also have a learning disability. 

This disorder also involves an impairment in 
the individual's ability to use rules and Instruc­
tions to guide his or her behavior. As a result, 
they seem to aJways be at the mercy of what Is 
happening at any given moment and are less 
able to work persistently toward long term 
goals. 

Although such pî oblems can make life quite 
difficult for these children, there are many 
effective means of managing the behavioral 
deficits associated with ADHD. 

Between 70-80 percent of children with 
ADHD respond positively to psychostimulant 
medications. These medications decrease 
impulslvity and hyperactivity, increase atten­
tion and. In some chlldi-en, decrease aggres­
sion. " , ' . ' " ' " 

However, drug therapy should not be used as 
the only Intervention. Classroom success may 
require a range of interventions and children 
may respond to different teachers In a variety of 
fashions. Usually a structured classroom is 
best. 

Parents, who frequently benefit from a sup­
port group such as CHADD, can be trained to 
provide consistent structure and clearly defined 
expectations and limits for children with ADHD. 
They should use charting of behavior, positive 
reinforcement, and time-out. Parents also 
should be instructed to help their child with 
peer relationships. 

Above all, parents need to be their child's 
best advocate. Keep In mind that a child may 
have certain legal rights. The Individuals with 
Disabilities Education Acts require that special 
education and related services be made avail­
able to any child with a disability that Impairs 

the child's educational performance. Children 
who have Informed, effective parents are better 
prepared to meet life's challenges. 

Children with ADHD do not routinely show 
signs of serious emotional disturbance. Howev­
er, if not properly diagnosed and treated, these 
children call develop significant emotional diffi­
culties. 

Adults with ADHD, meanwhile, often experi­
ence career difficulties. On the other hand, 
adults who learn to adjust and to harness their 
energy and creativity can thrive professionally. 

The cause of ADHD is believed to be a slower 
metabolism of glucose. This is the most evident 
in the portion of the brain that is important for 
attention, handwriting, motor control and inhi­
bition of responses. Brain metabolism studies 
combined with family histoly studies and drug 
response studies suggest AJDHD's a neurobio-
logical disorder, not a result of a chaotic home 
environment. 

A comprehensive evaluation is necessary to 
establish a diagnosis, alle out other causes and 
determine whether conditions are present. 
Such an evaluation will often include Intelli­
gence testing plus the assessment of academic, 
social and emotional functioning, and develop­
mental abilities. Measures of attention span 
and impulslvity will also be used, as well as 
parent and teacher rating scales.
