Teachers prepare for arrival of students

It's not Beaver Cleaver's classroom,

FishBall, Jeopardy and hand puppets are just
some of the methods to be used to teach Novi High
School students about math, histery and science
when they start back to schiool Aug. 25.

Six young teachers heading into Novl High School
got a crash course in teaching under the 85-minute
class perlod block schedule last week by teachers
Kathy Pasquantonio ard Sandra Moulin.

The two, along with several other Novi teachers,
have been attending seminars on creative teaching
metheds. They will share the seminar with other
teachers this fall.

Novl High aluranus Jamii Wilkins, a new part-time
teacher at the schoel this year, sald the advice
helped. ‘

“If you make Jearning fun, kids will learn more and
be more willing to accept informatien.” she
expiained.

The key to teaching under the block schedule Is to
be creative and complete flve or six tasks in each
class. For instance, a leclure, a question and answer
set, moving chairs around {o form groups or com-
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pleting a one-minute essay.

Teachers can play music that relates Lo Lhe subject
or show movie clips, but not whole movies. Plopping
kids down in front of a two-heur movie teaches them
less than il the class analyzes shert, important seg-
ments of the movie.

Pasquantonjo sald the new teachers can use perlj-
nent novels, music and movies to supplement the
curriculum and add depth to the study.

Pasquantonio, a lierature and history teacher,
said she reads aloud to her students, sometimes in
character.

“Students love to be read lo,” she said,

A big must in teaching under the block schedule is
1o keep moving. Teachers should walk around the
room while lecturing or asking questions. Students
should be required to get up and move during class.

“If you don't keep moving you're going lo lose
them,” Pasquantonio said.

She said she's found different devices for keeping
the students’ attention. One of them is FishBall. She
tosses a brightly colored Nish hackey sack to a slu-
dent and asks a guestion. If that student doesn't
know ihe answer, he or she tosses the FishBall o

Transcripts explain rationale in judge’s decision to reduce CSC charge

Langlord  Morris  overruled
MacKenzle, binding Daniel Crippen
over for trial on charges of third
degree criminal sexual conduet, a
lelony. MacKenzic had reduced the
charge to fourth degree CSC, a
misdemeanor,

Crippen ailegedly entered the
home of a sleeping 22-year-old
Novi woman and assaulted her In
August 1996 alter she wake to find
him standing over her wearing
iligh-high fishnet stockings, tight
shorts, a ramouflage shirt and a
cloth over his face. He entered the
apartment she shared with her
flance through the patlo door,
remaved her shorts and fondled
her, police sajd. She did not reslst
hecause she thought it was her
fiance, she said. She had fallen
asleep with her flance on the
couch, but he later moved to the
bedroom Defore Crippen allegedly
enlered the apartmenl.

Langford Morris sald the prose-
cution proved the necessary ele-
ment of force or coerclon for the
feloryy charge, pointing out that his
face was concealed and he went
along with her assumption that he
was her flance. Langford Morris
sald MacKenzie had abused his
discreilon.

Although MacKenzie sald he can-

tur

not comment on the now widely
publiclzed case. he encouraged
Qakland County Proseculors to
explore other arguments in the
tase, according to court transcripts
from the March and April hearlngs.

MacKenzie orlglnally found no
evidence of force or coerclon as
alleged Dby the Oakland County
Prosecutor's office, but told assis-
tant prosecutors there might be
alternatives in case,

‘The high courl threw ont 4-3 the
unusual  Creverse FOIA™  suits
brought by the public school
cployers, who sought to hlock
parental mspection of their records
under e Freedom of Information
Aet.

Dawn Phillips-Herz, &
Bloomficld Hills attorney repee-
senting  the  Michipan  Press
Association,  flled  an  amicus

{iriendly) brief arguing the records
were public property,
Se did Michael R, Shpiece, a

Farminglon Hills resident practic-
Ing t1 Bloomfield Hills, on behalf of
tie  Michigan  Freedom  of
Inforination Commilttee Inc., of
which he Is chairman,

"We conclude that the Freedom
of Information  Act compels the
disclosure of the appellants’ pet-
sonnel records,” said the courl
majority. “Because the requested
information conssted of informa-
ton related to the appellants' pub-
lic empleyment, we hold that the
appeliants’ personnel records are
nol within the privacy subsection.”

It was signed hy Justices James
. Brickley. Dorothy Comstock
Riley, Elizabeth Weaver and Chief
Justice Conrad Matlett Jr.

Losers were Saranac teacher

Christine Bradley, whose records
were sought by a parent of one of
her pupiis, and the Lansing
Assoclation of Schoel
Administrators, whose records
were  sought by the Parenls
Support Group. Saranac and
Lansing administrators intended to
release the records until Bradley
and LASA fed sult.

The high court rejected thelr
argamentls that releasing the
records “would constitute a clearly
unwarranfed invaslon of an indt-
vidual's privacy.”

That exemiption, in scc. 13(a) of
the FOLA. applies enly to "inlimate
or embarrassing detafls of an indi-
vidual's private life,” said the court.
Bradley's file contained documents

“pertaining to correclive or disci-
plinary actions, complaints fled,
and performance evaluations. As
for 1lhe admintstrators, their
requested  records  contained
administrative performance
reviews,

“Significantly, none of the docu-
ments contain information of an
embarrassing, fntmate, private, or
confidential nature, such as niedi-
cal records or information relating
{o the plaintiffs’ private lives.”

The court noted the employees
didn’l even allege there was per-
sonal inlormation - they soughl to
block thelr performance records in
public jobs,

Next, Bradley and LASA argued

exempls

of an advismy nature could be
exemnpted, Not sn, said the court.

"First, the complainls from par-
enls are nol ‘tommunications and
notes within a public body or
between public bodies” because the
documents were created by par-
ents, nol by the schaol district.”

Second, (he court sald only the
school dlistricts - not the cinployees
- could raise that argument,

LASA argued that the law
“medical, counseling or
psychological facts or cvaiuations.”
It said thelr performance evalua-
tions are “counseling evaluations.”

Math is top subject of study

at Oakland Community College

Whether they love it or not, more
students are taking math than any
other subject arca at Oakland
Community College.

In part, says math instruclor Jon
Lundgren, it's because new hand-
held computers "have thrown a lot
of drudgery out of computations. It
no longer takes sheer, brute force
lo draw a graph.”

In part It's because many univer-
sity students are using summer
breaks to take math In OCC's
smaller classes; and many people
with bachelor’s degrees are shoring
up their job skills with math cours-
es.

“It's an exciting time to be teach-
ing math and science, and working
with new ways to integrate it into
the currculum,” sald Lundgren, a
West Bloomfleld resident who has
been on faculty sinee the two-year
college was founded in the mid-
1960s.

“It used to be that a {four-year)
liberal arts degree was very salable;
you dldn't need a math Dback-
ground,” he sald. Teday it's needed
in business - his class on the Royal
Oak Campus last week worked on
calculaiing the marginal cost of
producing one more unit of a prod-
uct - as well as {n technical Aelds
and economie.

"0 all the disciplines, math gen-

it hours. We (OCC faculty} are here
1o teach, And we have tutoring
labs,” he said,

Ten years ago a classroom visilor
wouldn't have seen students hold-
ing TI-82 portable graphic calcula-
{ors (thelr surfaces are the stze ofa
dollar bill) or an Instruetor working
so fast.

Lundgretr showed a Math 17]
{analytic geometry and caleulus)
class how to lake a formula like *Y
= [X+1} squared” and convert it into
a U-shaped line on a graph In sec-
onds. “This is ploneering technolo-
gy - 15 minuies versus a nanosec-
ond,” Lundgren chuckled. "That's
the good thing, But you don't want
it to become a crutch. | don't allow
them to use a graphic caleulator on
part of the tesL.”

OCC would like every math slu-
dent to have a TI-82, but they arc
expensive to some - $40 ta 895. "At
Highland Lakes Campus, we used
some technology money from the
millage lapproved by voters in
1995) to buy a set and loan out
about 90. Students can check
them out, At Highland Lakes, we

require them for alt algebra and
trigonometry classes.”

OCC course offerings also
include geometry, finite malh,
slatistics, differentlal equations,
linear algebra and math for busi-
ness and for elementary teachers.

The slide rule is obsolete,
Lundgren still has one. He brings {t
lo class to show it as kind of an
antique curlosity, lke an ofl lamp
ar a quill.

Is there any test score evidence

“We know [t subjectively. We
pack more information inlo a
demonstration; we can gve more
examples 1o the same amount of
time.

What in the heck was
that judge thinking?

What In the world was he thinking?

That's been the general reaction from
the publle to a ruling by Judge Brian
MacKenzie that reduced the criminal
sexual conduct charge of a Wixom man
accused of sexually assaulting a Novl
woman last summer.

The facts In the case are pretty clear.
Even the defendant's own aftorney
admits Danlel Crippen entered the
sleeping woman’s apartment and fon-
dled her. She awoke to find him stand-
ing over her, dressed in fishnet stock-
ings with his head and face covered
with a “turban-like” garment,

The woman had fallen askeep on the
couch wilh her boyfriend, but he'd got-
ten up and moved to the bedroom. So
when Crippen started fondling her, she
thought it was her flance and went
along. The assault Included fondling
and digiial penetration. Then Crippen
left and she realized her flance was
sleeping in another room.

Crippen was arresled the next day
peering into the same woman's apart-
ment while police had the complex
under survelllance.

During the preliminary exam hear-
Ings in March and April in 52-1 District
Court, MacKenzie felt there was not
enough proof te bind Crippen over to
circuit court on a felony sexual assault
charge and reduced it to a "high” mis-
demeanor, dropping the charge from
third degree criminal sexual conduct to
fourth degree CSC.

We know the judge to be a socially
consclous man who has been praised
for his work developing programs to
combat domestic violence. We know he
Is not callous or insensitive to women's
concerns, And that's why the decision
was espectally difflcult to digest.

We still believe the judge should have
bound Crippen over on the higher
charge. MacKenzie, according to court
transcripts, sald he believed that the
clement of force by concealment or sur-
prise under the law does not apply in
this particular case. We disagree.

And were glad Oakland County
Circuit Court Judge Denise Langford
Morris decided last week to overrule
MacKenzie, based on an appeal by the
prosecutor. The case will now head
back to 52-1 Districl Court with the
CSC third degree charge restored.

oe’rnent o

Crippen certainly concealed his {den-
tity. According to police, he sald In
interviews that he was walking along
looking in windows when he noticed
her sleeping on the couch and that she
was not wearing underwear under her
shorts, He walked in, uninvited.

This has to be considered coercion or
concealment. The woman testified that
had she known it was not her fiance,
she would not have participated in the
act. When you fall asleep next to some-
one you love, you expect that is the per-
son you'll be waking up next to.

If the law does not apply here, going
to sleep couid turn out lo be a very
dangerous act for women, or for anyone
for thal matler. Falling asleep in an
unlocked house, dozing on the beach or
in the park, or snoozing in a backyard
hammock could he interpreled as con-
sent o have sex with whoever happens
hy.
If MacKenzie is correct, there would
be no recourse under the criminal sex-
ual conduct statute. Frightening,

According to courl transcripts,
MacKenzie did encourage the prosecu-
tion lo explore olher harsh alternatives
and was nol so callous as to toss aside

the woman's testimony. He did ot act

recklessly, as far as we're concerned,

But we believe he did make a mis-
lake.

When the case goes to the jury, the
12 members could interpret the law as
did Langlord Morris and convict
Crippen of a felony. Or they could rule
not guilty.

But it will be up to the jury to decide
if the higher count sticks.

If it turns out MacKenzie was right
and the count doesn't stick, it's a
precedent that gives women reason to
be scared.

And it will require quick action by the
state Legislature to repair this hole in
the law,

In recent days, we've seen more state
meetings in Novi, The hotels here have
ample facilities for this type of session,
so when lawmakers or Lansing bureau-
crats are locking for a place to hold
their get-togethers, they more frequent-
ly look to Novi.

But now legislators are coming right
to the Civic Center, a very 'positive
development. It helps to put Novi on
the political map. And we'd like to see a
great deal more of the legislature meet-
Ing in Novi locations. It's centrally
located to the metro Detroit area of
course, but it also gives Novi residents
an increased charnce to participate in

Unfair to cast arena negatively

Te the Editor:
This letler is in response (o
Joseph Toth's several letters deal-

[ing with the proposed ice arena

project. We have not responded
prior to this because of the many
issues that were involved in acquir-
ing the properly, designing the
road, bidding the road and secur-
Ing necessary easements.

Now thal the project is about to
get underway, it is appropriate to
respond to the many Issues raised
by Mr, Toth.

The first [ssue has to do with the
location selected for the ice arena,
The City of Novi conducted an
extensive study of avallable proper-
tles throughout the community
and delermined thai this general
location best served our communl-

- ty [rom an access and zoning per-

spective. We had earller attempied
to locate this facility in a residen-
tial area (Elght Mile and Beck

" Road). This location, although
~ attractive from a financlal stand-
. point, received considerable oppo-
. sition [rom the residential areas in
* southwest Novl. Due to the indus-

trlal look of the building itsell, it
was determined that this project
should be developed in an area
that is zoned industrial. This s
where we ended up near the inter-
section of Ten Mile and Novi Road.

The Ten Mile and Novi Road area
was very centrally localed with
easy access and available utilities.

The slte specific was deemed by
everyone invelved to be a very optl-
mum location.

Mr. Toth likes to poke fun at the
terms and conditions of this prop-
erly purchase. Quite frankly, this
acquisitfon was very favorable te
the City of Novi. Properly in this
area zoned lght industrial can eas-
{ly command $120,000 per acre.
This number was reconflrmed this
date {Aug. 18) with industrial real
estate speclalists, The City of Novi
was able to acquire the site (19
acres) for $60,000 per acre. In
addition, the seller deducted the
estimated cosl of the roadway con-
struction for the siie to Novi Road
(to the tune of $688,000) from the
purchase price. The net cost of the
properly was $232,000. The

8232,000 is to be funded by the
Bullding Authorily from revenue
derived from the operation of the
arena, Mr. Toth did get one number
approximately right ... the cost of
the 19 acres of property Is $12,210
per acre,

As with alt major construction
projects such as this, there is an
ancillary amount of roadway
approach work, elc., that we would
have encumbered no matter where
we buill the project. The true
amount of the additional road work
may be in the nelghborhood of
$250,000, We have been able fo
leverage some Oakland County
Road Cemmisslon trafflc signal
grant funds to off-set the cost of
sgnalizing the intersection,

There {5 no question that the
acquisition of this site was a signif-
feant bargain for the communily.

in addition to the discounted
purchase price, we were able to
leverage the West Bloomfield
Sports Club onto the site adjacent
to the ice arena. These are hoth
fanlastic recreational opportunities
for our Novi families.

As an added bonus, this area will
be opened up for additional devel-
opment that will bring light indus-
trial tax base to our city,

This bond tssue was nol voled on
because the Building Authority
plans to retire the debt and operale
this facillly on revenues derived
from the sale of lce time
Communities are ahble to operate
{ce arenas with little or no burden
on the taxpayer.

As lo the plague that Mr. Weiss
has requested to be placed in the
ice arena recognizing the discount-
ed properly values, be is going to
pay for same.

It is unfalr to cast this project in
a negative light given the amount
of work that has been put forth by
citizens, Comemunity Clubs of Novi,
the waiting hockey players,
Building Authorlty, stafl and city
council. We believe the project Is
extremely beneficial to the commu-
nity and will be a credit when com-
pleled.

“In July 1839," he continued, “more than half
of'the population were on the sick list. My fam-
lly consisted of my wife, myself and a widow.,

j State was land of fever and chills

“Mrs. K. was attached by ague, and was so
prostrated that for a day or two she was
deranged. When she was hardly able to walk
across the room, my wife and 1 were, in the
same hour, from apparent health, stricken
down with what was called chill-fever - a-most
malignant form of ague. In half an hour we were

practically helpless.
“Mrs. K. crawled about to wait upon us a lit-

tle through the day, and during the night we’

were alone. In three days there were not five
persons in the village able to give any aid to oth-
ers. Some of the time both my wife and [ were
deranged.”

Daoctors were of litle use, as "our doctor was
one of the sick.” Recovery was slow, but it did
come.

“We were able to be up in a few days, but [ did
no work for three months. Yet, strange as it may
seemn, there was not a single death from the epi-
demic, in those terrible three months.”

In the fall of 1831, just months after young

David Clarkson arrived in Northville from New

York, he too had suffered from the debilitating

sickness. He wrote about it in his memoirs:
“Every other day about nine o'clock the chills

would come on, then i would climb the ladder,

pile on all the bed clothes 1 could find and crawl
in, shake for an hour or two and then the fever
would last for several hours. The next day I
would be around and able to do some chares.

“And s0 it continued for weeks, until I was so
weak that  could scarcely get up the ladder to
go to bed. The medicine given me was Peruvian
bark and brandy, three times a day on the well
days, and a good big dose next morning,

*Almost every body who came here at that
time had the ague and fever. Some would have
it very light, others had what they called dumb
ague, They had the bones ache and chilly feel-
ings, but did not shake, and the fever was ferri-
ble,

“Some men would work every other day and
have the ague until they wore it out. Sometimes
however it wore them out. No pen can {ell what
the early settlers sulfered from this terrible dis-
ease. Whole familics would sometimes be all
shaking or burning with fever at the same time.

“Afterwards Quinine came into use, and doc-
tors learned how to treat ague. Then It was not
50 bad."

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Garden of the Month

Cottage garden overflowing
with vibrant color, fragrances

{ the home ol Sue Boss on
Brookwood Drive in Brookland
Farms, ] was preeled by Mutt and
Jilf who, ellher by design or by cir-
cumslance, are English
spaniel/buskey/lab mix breeds.

The energelle dve led me up a
curving slore path to an amazing
English coltage garden which is
embraced by a 3-fool high pre-
Civil War gated iron fence endowed
with a patina enly time and the
elements could have produced.

Towering above a lenceline of
cast honnel alyssum (inlegrated
purple/white) are plump yellow
snapdragons peeking through the
twisted fence grill. Flowers are
everywliere,

The home, buill three years ago,
is o handsome Cape Cod with an
English accent, and the garden’s
design punctuates the English
influence. Flowers abound on both
sides of a path lealing to the front
porch.

Some of the plantings include
shasta daisy. varieties of bush
roses, gooseneck looscstrife (an old
timer], lithrum, rudbekfa, spider-
wort, mailow, balleont flowers, spi-
der plant, red, pink and white
phlox, and obedient plant [Sue
said, "The reason il's calted ‘obedi-
ent’ is when you gently move any
small part of the flower to anather
position, it will ‘obediently” stay").

There are coral bells, purple
palace, dwarf astilbe and galardia.
Also, according fo Sue, garden rue,
planted near (he home's entrance,
brings good health and good for-
tune, Moving away {rom the more
traditional window box plantings.
Sue has combined creeping Jenny
and violas with very atlractive
resulis,

The entire Jandscape is vibrant
with color and architecturally
pleasing. My altention eventually
resled on old-Ume hollyhocks and
delphinium planted along the walk
and close Lo the porch.

Nostalgia - a genlle nudge back

in time when ! was a small child in
my mother’s gardens making dolls
from wood clothespins and Holly-
hack “dresses.” Andl the sentimen-
tal journey continued as | spotted
a worn, but vintage, combination
wood and iron lounge chalr stand-
Ing in a corner of the porch just
wailing te hold an exhausted gar-
dener on iLs comfortable old lap.

At the sldes of the porch, two
Japanese maples stand in the
company of holly, cone flowers and
lady's mantle. Between slepping
stones s lemon thyme, almost
every ligularia known lo man, hot
pink varrow, Johnson's geranfum
and ornamental grass called trem-
bling heart,

Moving around the side, a
walerfall spills over karge flat rocks
into a 3 1/2-laot deep pond kept
clean by a biological filtering sys-
tem. The pond, within hearlng dis-
tarice of the master bedroom. is
home Lo frogs, toads, gold fish and
a big turtle who roams the neigh-
borhood.

The pond’s inhabitants lve
among pickeral weed, parrot’s
[eather, four-leal clover, irls, ligu-
laria, snake grass and marsh
marlgolds. If insomnia hits, the
fawily doesn't count sheep - they
counl "croaks and ribbiils, rib-
hitls, ribbites.”

Not only amphihians are cared
for there. Bird leeders, butlerflies
and Wird houses have been placed
throughout the garden to accom-
modale translenls or permanent
guesls. And a variety of plants,
such as teazils, comprise a grow-
ing banque!l table for the llying
[ealhered.

Now we're closing in on vigorous
vegelable and herb gardens which
continue to produce wide selec-
tions of garden treats. The family
has already enjoyed an abundance
of sweel strawberries. They must
harvest the fruit quickly, however,
before Jiff {whe thinks he's a
human) runs through the palch
chemping off the herrles he wants
for lunch.

If you are looking for challeng-
ing golfl in beautilul surround-
{ngs, Brentwood Golf Club is the
place 1o be,

The 18-hole course looks as if it
were carved out of its natural set-
tings and it was. There are no
ponds colored greenish blue and
aside from the bunkers most
other hazards are wetlands and
tall grassy areas.

In {ts second full summer, the
course is still under some con-
structien in the final stages of {ts
three-year building phase,

One can hardly tell though.
Most noticeable is the implemen-
tation of fourth tee boxes on each
of the holes,

“In some places, because the
subdivision had not been devel.
oped yet, we couldn’t put some of
the final tees in until the roads
were done,” owner Steve Chaplin
said.

Once all of the tee boxes are
completed and in use, set for next

spring, Brentwood will have the
Golf Association of Michigan back
out to measure and redo the
scorecard, '

“The course appears short on
the card,” Chaplin sald. "But
until such time as GAM comes
out and remeasures it will remain
short on the card.”

The course, currently measur-
ing 6,054 from the back tees, will
measure approximately 86,500
yards next summer.

. Four or five of the boxes are
already in play, though not on the
card, Also, alf cart paths have not
yet been poured, but are due to
be compleled next summer.

“It's very topographical,” Chap-
lin said. “We tried to work with
the natural features of the layout
in buflding the course.”

The front nine, opened four
months after the back, is a very
different course. You will under-
stand why Brentwood is a cart-
mandatory course after playing
the open, links-style front nine
holes.

A day at Brentwood can start
out very ugly as gollers approach
the ominous flrst hole. From the
back tees it is 213 yards to clear
the wetlands, From the middle
tees it still takes a shot of 189
yards to clear the tall, grassy
mess.
