Novi's 
municipal bond attorneys must 
first okay the wording. 

"I don't sec it as pitting sub 
against sub or cilizen against citi­
zen, any nlore than aily other bal­
lot proposal. This is the democrat­
ic process and it's tiine to gel on 
with it," Mayor Pro Tem Hug 
Crawford said. 

The owner of a $200,000 home 
would see a lax Increase of $27.53 
annually If the Issue passes.

l-ast year's lapel buttons pro­
claiming no to five lanes on Ten 
Mile Road were resurrected 
Monday night, as area residents 
turned out In full force for a dis­
cussion of the latest engineering 
plan for the thoroughfare, 

To some, the recommended pro­
posal for a $7.66 million three-to-
five lane widening plan was a 
back-door way to finally push five 
lailes from Haggerty Road to Novi 
Road. 

'A year ago, ol-er 1,000 people 
signed a petition against five 
lanes," Ten Mile Road resident 
DIanne Osgood said, 

'These concerned Individuals 
who signed the petition will also 
be the voters who elect officials 
and decide the future of road bond 
Issues. A 52-foot wide three-lane 
road is only eight feet narrower 
than the five-lanes." 

The Novi City Council sent its 
engineers back to rethink the 
alternatives, if the city seeks to 
pursue a grant for the new design, 
the deadline is Octobei-. Funding 
was already In place for the con­

troversial five-lane proposal. 
"Go to your bag of triclis, come 

up with the narrowest road that is 
least Intrusive on the residents 
and does the best Job at a reason­
able price," Council Member Ed 
Kramer told the consultants, 

Kramer also asked that the 
engineers set up a meeting with 
the area residents. 

"Until we can make it clear to 
them we're not tlying to trick 
them, we need lo work them 
through it," he added. 

MayOr Pro Tem Hugh Crawford 
said he was disappointed that 
only three real alternatives were 
suggested.

G E T T I N G T O A S T I T C H I N T I M E 
Probably all runners and loggers have experienced Ihe painful side cramps known 

as stitches. Those who are looking lor a way to deal with this problem, which has 
been known to stop runners in their tracks, might consider channeling their 
aggravation into a grunt. Some physiologists believe this action may free Ihe 
diaphragni sulliciently to get rid ol the stitch. Others suggest runners change their 
breathing patterns. Most people are right-handed breathers, meaning they breath in 
and out as their right leet hit the ground. Because this may stress the right part ol the 
diaphragm, it may help runners to breathe in and out as their lelt feet hit the ground 
at the first sign ol a sliich.

A joke: OCC stands for "Oaklaild 
Chaldean College." 

Seriously: Oakland has Icapi-d 
with both feet Into the Interilatlon-
al cconoiily. Eight percent (87,000) 
of county reslderits are foreign-
born. Many work for the 250 
Japanese companies wllh outlets 
here; many of those workers have 
brought their spouses and chil­
dren. 

At Oakland Community College's 
live cainpuscs, 450 people are tak­
ing a set of courses called "English 
as a Second Unguage" or ESL. "Wc 
went from 80 to 450 In Just three 
years," said Kathy EinmeneckcL 
ESL outreach coordlilafor 

"tills Is one we need lo crow 
about," said George Keith, presi­
dent of OCC's Orchard Ridge 
Cainpus In Farmlngton Mills. "This 
Is one of those 'ilew' programs 
Inlelldcd by our nllllagc promotion 
(the property tax hike approved by 
voters In 199,5). 

"We have the largest ESL ilro-
gram In the state. Michigan Slate 
tJnlverslty Is second largest wllh 
around 300," .said Keith. 

"And ours Is tile only prognull for 
academic credit In the state," 
added Emmenecker. "It offers 
humanities credits. Students can 
get Pell grants. It's nol remedial. 
It's a learning experience." 

Tile county's Industrial develop­
ment binge since the 1980s has 
contributed to ESL's growth. In 
time, Emmenecker believes, ESL 
will become part of Oakland's mag­
net In attracting International 
(Irins, 

ABOUT THAT JOICE: Natives of 
Iraq are 30 percent of the foreign-
born enrollinent on the Orchard 
Ridge Campus, but others come 
from former Soviet nations (14 per­
cent), India (16 percent). East Asia 
(15 percent) and Lebanon, 

In the western county, the 
Highland Lakes Campus and Its 
allied health prograins see Filipinos 
(23 percent of the foreign born) aild 
a mixture of western Europeans, 
Soviets and East Asiails, 

At the Southlleld and Royal Oak 
campuses, former Soviet subjects 
are 30 percent of the foreign-born 
and Iraqis 21 percent. At Auburn 
Hills, western Europeans at 21 
percent are followed by Indians at 
19 percent and by East Asians 
from Philippines, Korea, Hong 
Kong and Laos. 

FOR EXAMPLE: Fabian 
Lavorato came from Argentina four 
months ago and wants to earn a 
degree In International business. 
"I've been working 10 years In 
International "transpOrtEltibn, but 
tiylng to get a degree in my coulltty 
Is hard," he said.

Those students come to OCC's 
campuses. The college also goes to 
corporations. 

"Companies would like their 
employees to develop greater oral 
fluency, to learn the language with 
the culture," said Emmenecker. 
"We just started contract training 
where we go to the company and 
offer services al veiy, very reason­
able rates," 

Foreign-born students come In 
two basic sizes: poor immigrants 
who need a job and professional 
people who may kilow textbook 
English but need to learn Anlerican 
Idioms, customs alld what 
Emmenecker calls "the language of 
diplomacy and tact."

"We have two fiill-tlille faculty."

Alcohol Is more frequently 
Involved in young drivers' fatal traf­
fic accidents than among older 
ones, a study fronl the Southeast 
Michigan Council of Governments 
shows. 

Drivers In the 21-30 age group 
were involved in 25.9 percent of all 
crashes, but drinking drivers In 
that group were Involved In 31.3 
percent of crashes where drinking 
was detected. 

Here are the numbers for other 
age groups: 

• 31-40 - In 23.1 percent of all 
crashes while drinkers were 
involved In 30.5 percent of all 
crashes. 

• 41-50 - in 16.8 percent of all 
crashes: drinkers were Involved in 
18 percent of all crashes. 

• 51-60 - In 8.9 percent of all 
crashes; drinkers were involved In 
G.8 percent of all crashes, indicat­
ing alcohol was nol as big a fai'lor 
In accidents among Ihls group as 
among younger drivers, 

• 61-70 - in 5.3 percent of all 
crashes; drinkers were Involved in 
3.2 percent of all crashes. 

TheSEMCOG study Involved cal­
endar year 1996. Data were sup­
plied by the Michigan State Police 
Office of Highway Safety Planning. 

No nleanliigful comparisons of 
the skills of various age groups 
could be illailc because the luiiii-
bers of drivers in each age grouj) 

and their iliilc;ige wereii'l given. 
The data also show only thai 

drinking was involved, but nol 
whether a drinking driver was at 
laull. Also, the state police data do 
nol show how much a driver con­
sumed or whether the driver was 
legally drunk. And Ihe (lata don't 
show whether iiolice agencies inade 
a drunk driving arrest or obtained 
a dniiik driving coiivicllon. 

But the study showed drinking 
was a bigger factor In some coun­
ties. Ill Washlenaw CoiiiUy, 50 per­
cent of all fatal ci'ashes involved 
drinking; in St. Clair, 42.9 percent: 
in Monroe, 40 ilercent; Wayne, 
34.5; Oakland, 33.8; Macomb, 
33.3; and Livingston, 29.3. 

Seat bells and other reslralills 

saved lives and reduced the seri­
ousness of Injuries, the study 
showed clearly. 

Drivers using no restraints were 
Involved In 4.4 percent of all crash­
es, 27.9 percent with incapacitat­
ing injuries, alld 51.7 percent of 
fatal aecldenls, 

Older drivers were particularly 
vulnerable. Drivers older than GO 
were involved in 10 percent of all 
crashes but 22 percent of driver 
fatalities. 

The ininlber of crashes contin­
ued to Increase though at a slowing 
pace. In 1993, the region reported 
189,569 crashes; In 1994, up 11 
percent to 210,348; in 1995, up 8 
percent to 227,458; and In 1996, 
up 3.7 pei-cent to 2,36,014.

A $6.72 inllilon hoild issue to 
build 21 miles of sidewalks in Novi 
won't be heading to the ballot in 
November. 

But the Novi City Council may 
consider a scale(i--back proposal at 
their Sept. 1 nleeting, lil tline to get 
the Issue before voters tills year. 

"We want connections from 
where people are lo where they're 
trying to go. A inodllled proposal 
coulti focus on the most developed 
areas," said Council Member Kathy 
Mutch, who Introduced the propos­
al with Council Member Rob MItzei, 

The idea Is to have sidewalks 
linking residential areas to city 
parks, shoppiilg, schools and the 
civic center for the benefit of bicy­
clists, pedestrians, rollerbladers, 
runners and stroller-pushers. 

But the couilcll majority thougllt 
that as presented, Ihe project was 
too big. They did suggest a conlpro-
nllse plan might succeed. . 

Council Member Richard Clark 
quoted former president Ronald 
Reagan. 

"Here we go again. So far tonight, 
we're wanting to spend $11,2 mil­
lion," Clark said, referriilg also to 
the pool bond ballot question, 

"Pretty soon we're going to be 
spending real money here. When is 
it going to end?" 

"It'll end wheil the voters say no," 
Mitzel said. 

For the owner of a $200,000 
home, the $6,7 millloil sidewalk 
bond proposal would have cost 

,$47.57 annually In additional 
taxes over ten years. 

Council Member Robert Schnlid 
said that at eight-feet wide, the 
sidewalks were too big a spread of 
asphalt or concrete. He also wasn't 
convinced they'd be widely used. 

"It's the responsibility of the 
council not to put any Tom, Dick 
and Hany proposal on the ballot," 
Schmid said. 

"if anyone in the room thinks 
every live year old, eight year old or 
ten year old is going to get on their 
bikes and go anywhere in this com­
munity, this is not ten years ago. 
Parents are not going to allow tileir 
young children to go." 

Novi resident Andrew Mutch, 
who said he "wholeheartedly 
endorses" the proposal, suggested 
that the council consider asking 
voters to approve a special 0.5 miU . 
levy for sidew^lHs,,,ra,lher than a, 
bond issue. A mlllage would mean 
the city would have.no,„ interest 
payments, he said. 

"In five years, it would pay for all 
of the projects except 
Meadowbrook Road between Eight 
Mile and Twelve Mile, Over ten 
years, it would raise $9.5 million," 
Mutch said. 

If voters approved a $6.72 bond 
issue, Novi Finance Director Les 
Gibson reported to the council that 
$2,352 million iil interest would 
have to be paid off as well. 

While the city's made some 
attempt to bank money for side­
walks, not much linking of existing 
paths has happened. 

"I believe the only way this activ­
ity is going to go forward is in bond 
form. In ten years, we've not been 
able to do it any faster," Mayor 
Kathleen McLallen said. 

Millage proposals have a three-
year life under the city charter. City 
Manager Ed Kriewall said, unless 
the city created a sidewalk propos­
al as a charter amendment. But he 
added that with the election only a 
few months away, there's no time 
for that. 

A millage won't be enough, Mitzel 
contended, "it is like tlying to build 
1-96 one mile at a time." 

He and Mutch researched the 
proposa! in part because of canl-
paign by Novi Middle School stu­
dents who want sidewalks. 

'The four years I've been on 
council, I've heard from people that 
this is important to them," Mitzel 
said.

Youth assistance organized the Novl

privileged. Last month, NYA and Menyn's 
offered eight Novi kids $300 to buy school 
clothes and supplies. 

"There's no bmindaiy iil terms of what

"1 would like to be nlore proactive,"

.Shojjpe since it opened decades 
ago. This month's triumph makes 
the store, located on Eight Mile just 
east of Taft Road, No. I in all of 
Michigan: no other outlet has sold 
more winning tickets. 

Given that fact, you can under­
stand why Hanna, who's owned 
The Shoppe for four and a half 
years now, Is pleased. 

"It's a nice feeling, lo give people 
good luck," he said. 

The six menlbers of the 
Farmington Hills group kicked in a 
few dollars each week to buy Lotto 
tickets, agreeing to split any pro­
ceeds. The club last week received 
its nrst check for over $370,000. 
Each year for the next 19 it will 
receive Installments of $371,000, 
before taxes. 

All six chose to remain anony­
mous. In a statement released by 
the Michigan Lottery Commission, 
however, the member who bought 
the ticket confessed he'd never vis­
ited The Shoppe before, 

"We checked the date and nuill-
bers three or four times but we did­
n't believe it," the representative 
said.

Before Hanna bought The 
Shoppe In April 1993 it had sold 
Jackpot-garnering tickets for l.otto 
drawings for $2 and $25.8 million, 
as well as a $100,000 Jackpot for

"I understand, bul I'm tjuestion-

ing the si.\-l'oot height," said Ruth 
Anil Jlrasck told the Novi Board of 
Education Augusl 14. 

"It looks like a prison area." she 
said. 

'I'he fence, si.x foot high, was built 
around (he playground's perinlelei', 
with several opeilings without 
gales. Board illenlber Julia Abranls 
said the fence needs to be high in 
order to be effeelive. 

"The lower the fence the iilore apt 
children ai-e lo cliillb over il and be 
hurt," she explained. 

Abranis said Ihe fence will help 
keep baseballs and other play­
ground ec}iiipiilent wilhin Ihc 
school yaixl aild out of the street. II 
will also deter kids from leaving Ihe 
school grounds, she said. 

"A fence discourages all of that. 
You can see through it. It's not a 
blockade-type fence," Abraiils 
explained. 

Superintendent Einmelt Lippe 
said the Village Oaks ITO and Ihe 
parents discussed safely issues 
and conceriis, and decided lo erect 
the fence.

The 1997 Plant Sllper\'isol^' and 
Wage Sur\'ey-soulheast Michigan 
Region covers 114 illanufacturing 
companies in a 13-county area 
around nlelropoiltan Delroil. 

According to the filldlilgs, super­
visory salaries increased 3.4 per­
cent and hourly wages Jumped 4 
percent al the 61 companies that 
participated In the survey over the 
past Iwo consecutive years. Plaill 
manager salaries rose 5.5 percent 
in 1997 over 1996 levels. 

The manufacturing sector in the 
metro Detroit af-ea has (lefinitely 
picked up lil the last year, as is evi­

denced by tile marked Increases In 
hourly and silpen'lsory pay levels," 
says ASE SuiVey Manager Sal 
l^Clcero. This trend Is c.Kpecled lo 
continue through 1998." 

Flildlngs show that the greatest 
pay growth occurre(l in produc­
tion/assembly posilions (5.1 per­
cent for hourly, 7.9 percent for 
supervisory) and in 
inspectlou/teslltig. posilions (6.6 
percent for hourly, 7.1 percent for 
supervisory).

Township resident, pled guilty to 
one couilt of negligent homicide on 
Aiig.

County Circuit Court Judge 
Williaui Calialan will pass senteilce 
on Illnl on Dec. 3. 

According lo Yankee, the sen­
tence is cxpecteil to result In Myers 
.spending 90 days iil Jail and stay­
ing on an electronic tether for up to 
a yeai-. Tflafs less thail the ma.xi-
muln sentence for negligent homi­
cide, a felony charge which can 
bring lip to two years In prison 
and/or a $2,000 line. 

Sain Backinan. the associate 
pastor at the First Baptist Church 
in Northville, died on April 7 follow­
ing a head-on car crash on HInes 
Drive in NortilWile. Myers, 47, was 
driving the vehicle which slammed 
into the car driven by Backman, a 
Wcslland resident.

acconllllodate 4,600 residential units coming on 
line in western Novl and South Lyon, which 
nleans a possible 41,000 rnore trips per day 
along Ten Mile Road. 

"1 (lon't really give a rat's about South Lyon. I 
cai-e about Novi. 1 don't care about regional prob­
lems. We're fortunate to have an expressway 
running through Novi," Couilcll Member Bob 
Schmid said. 

If the city doesn't get a grant for Ten Mile 
Improvements, he added, money can be found 
elsewhere. 

Members of the Ten Mile Task questioned the 
data presented. Significant conflicts exist, said 
Warren Jocz. Jocz said sonle traffic studies show 
fewer cars are nov; using Ten Mile than in past 
years. Tiaffic Consultant Rod Arroyo agreed that 
since Eight Mile Road was expanded, traffic has 
Improved on Ten Mile. 

Council Member Richard Clark said he was 
"disturbed greatly" that the city council asked 
that the Ten Mile report be at the llbraiy on Aug. 
12, but it wasn't there for citizen reading until 
Aug. 20. 

"I think that's deplorable. It's a substantial 
disservice to the residents of this community," 
Clark said. 

Clark said he suspected the city's plan is 
"eventually we'll push the five lanes through in 
front of these hoines," something he was against. 

'This Is not really a Ten Mile Road issue, this 
Is a neighborhood issue. I'm certain other resi­
dents of the City of Novi are watcliing this issue 
Just as If it were their own neighborhood," said 
Dave Glllam, president of Whispering Meadows 
and a former Willowbrook homeowner.

"Just because people come In

they stiidlcd It better," Council 
Member Kathy Mutch said, 

Prclliillnary researcil was done 
on the Ten Mile Road access, Novi 
Parks aild Recreation Director Dan 

Davis said. A dlfllculty would be 
that the road would need to cross 
Nov1 Community Schools District 
property and a regional storm 
water detention basin, Davis said. 

The Addlngton Park residents' 
argument had an Impact on 
A(iuatic Facility Committee rilem-
her Jim Utley, although he asked 
the council not to put off the Issue, 

"I kind of agree with the people 
from Addlngton and I know if I 
lived In at subdivision 1 would be 
oppo.sed to It as well," Utley said. 

"We spent weeks and months on 
the proposal, we had zero dollars in 
our bu(igel to work with. We didn't 
have the technical expertise we 
should have to get a thorough 
study." 

However, Utley remained In sup-
port of the Power Park location, 

"We were never given the option 
as a committee to look at the 
option of eliminating two ball fields 
(at Power Park) and possibly com­
ing through the Ten Mile exit. That 
would be a solution everybody 
could live with," he said. 

The displaced softball fields 
could be placed at the city's Eight 
Mile and Napier Road park, he 
added, 

Crawford said that the Ten Mile 
alternative might not be a good 
Idea, 

"At (Irst glance It may sound 
nice, but If you vision what you 
would have to do to get past the 
building, past the football fields, 

through swamps, you wolild have 
to nip-flop the layout and put the 
pools closer to Addlngton," he said. 

Residents questioned if the poo! 
will operate In the black, but 
Kramer said he felt the city could 
find subsidies for the recreational 
facility through its general fund. 

"it's part of the function of gov­
ernment, if it loses money, we have 
to accept that," Kramer said. 

Council Member Richard Clark 
opposed placing the question on 
the ballot. 

"I don't think It Is the function of 
government to lose money. When 
they're losing money, it's my 
money, your money and your 
neighbor's money," Clark said, 

"You only need one or two 

tragedies and it'll be the most 
expensive thing this ('oniiliimlly's 
ever built." 

Clark was the only council iiieiii-
bcr at a meeting about the pool 
proposal held by the city last week 
for residents in ihc area and said 
he felt there were a lot of unan­
swered questions. 

"The (aquatic facility) committee 
said, we were told this Is the site, 
make II work," he said. 

Ulllmately. it will be up to the 
voters. 

"1 wish we could come up with a 
pcrl'erl solution that would satisfy 
everybody. 1 don't know If the 
oiillon's out there," Davis said. 

R e s i d e n t s s e e p r o s i n P o w e r P a r k p o o l

Some people are eager to dip into 
a community pool at Power Park. 

"For 12 years I've wished for a 
pool, I've hoped for a pool, I'd like 
the opportunity to vote," said Dawn 
Engler, oile of about nine residents 
who told the council Monday they 
want the issue on the ballot. 

At least 162 people have signed 
recent petitions backing the plan. 

Kathy Thompson, on a wait list 
for a Northville swinl club, said 
she'd rather see kids hanging out a 
pool thall Ihe mall, 

"It's a shame Novi has nothing... 
I don't have $24,000 to put in my 
own pool like a lot of people are 
doing in Novi," she said. 

Most of the petitions, as well as 
two letters supporting the location, 
were recently handed over to the 
council. 

By neighborhood, the petitions 
were signed by 78 residents from 
Yorkshire Place, 20 from Addlngton 
Park and 34 from Jamestown 
Green, 

In signing the Yorkshire peti­
tions, the residents asked that the 
pool be for Novi residents and their 
guests only at Power Park, adding 
that they support "a design which 
minimizes the Impact on surround­
ing neighborhoods and does not 
impact the protected woodlands 
and wedands on the site." 

Cathy Sheeran, who organized 
the Yorkshire Place petition drive, 
said last week that she walked 
through her neighborhood, push­
ing a stroller, to ask residents 
about the issue. 

"One person only objected due to 
the Power Park location, two or 
three people didn't want a pool and 

four or five didn't know enough 
about It," Sheeran said. 

"To me, it was overwhelming, the 
people who wanted the pool." 

Among them is Addlngton Park 
resident Kathy Tollis, who said she 
thought the Power Park site was 
natural. 

"Tills community should not vac­
illate too lollg, so the indecision 
causes our children to grow up 
with out this facility," Tollis said. 

The 34 residents from Royal 
Crown Estates, adjacent to the pro­
posed aquatic facility site, said in 
their March petition that they were 
opposed to a stand against the 
Power Park location taken earlier 
by the Royal Crown Homeowners 
Association. However, they asked 
the impact of the pool be minimized 
by both the control of the traffic 
flow and adequate landscaping. 

"if the complex were properly 
planned, many of the residents of 
our neighborhood would see such a 
facility as a benefit, not a detri­
ment," the petition stated. Tlie 
residents of Nov! need additional 
recreational outlets for the children 
of our community. A city pool could 
pride family fun and safe recre­
ation for all ages in our city." 

Elaine Maylen wrote a letter ask­
ing the council to put the issue to 
the voters. 

"We have been very disappointed 
that Novi does not have a city pool. 
Both of us grew up having access 
to city pools and are frustrated that 
in a growing city like ours, with so 
many children, we will have to Join 
a private swim club in Farmlngton 
Hills, Livonia or Northville In order 
for our family to swim." Maylen 
wrote.

Those who are against locating 
an aquatic facility at Power Park 
say they fear the city nlay take a 
financial dive with the $4.5 million 
proposal. 

Many of the reskicnts attended a 
.special meeting last week on the 
plan and said they came away dis­
appointed. 

"1 asked a lot of (juestlons but 1 
didn't get a lot of answers," said 
David Landry, president of the 
Addlngton Park Homeowners 
Association. 

"Only one site has every really 
been considered." 

The entrance of the pool, 
designed to lilce the entrance way 
to Addlngloil Park subdivision, irks 
lloillcowners there, who dread the 
possibility of ti-affic fronl new devel­
opments lo the west shortcuttlng 
through to reach the 2,000 cailaci-
ty recreational center. 

"I'nl sure you realize it has pitted 
neighbor against neighbor and 
neighborhood against neighbor­
hood and it's veiy Incompatible." 
Addlngton resident Deborah Beard 
told the council on Monday. 

"We are concerned about tile 
safety of our children...1 know if 
there is a pool entrance on Taft 
Road, all of these cars will cut right 
through because it's the conve­
nient thing to do, 

Undry in a nine-page letter to 
the council asked that the city coll-
sider having the facility entrance 
off of Ten Mile Road, the parking at 
Power Park and a boardwalk over a 
nearby storm water detention 
basin, enabling users lo walk to the 
pool. 

Parks and Recreation Director 
Dan Davis has said preliminary 
research shows the Ten Mile Road 
access would be difficult and 
expensive. 

Not enough Investigation on this 
possibility has been done by the 
city to Justify moving ahead and 
putting the issue on the ballot, 
Addlngton resident Mary Muller 
said. 

"It is a viable option. I don't think 
that's it's been looked at thorough­
ly enough to make a decision at 
this time," she told the council. 

Landry presented the council 
witji the,ajlnua! report for the Troy 
Family "Aquatic Center, whlcii 
showed that the operation ran in 
the red foi: three years and only 
showed a slim profit last year. 

He questioned the future finan­

cial viability of the Novi pool, sillce 
plans call for the facility lo remain 
open only as late as 7 p,nl. on sum­
mer evenings, to minimize the 
imparl on neighbors. With that 
closing hour, the amount of time 
working people can spend at the 
pool duiing weekdays is restricted. 

"It Is fundamentally unsoulld lo 
locale a pool In a residential area 
where the veiy aspects which max­
imize its revenue capabilities nuisl 
be minimized to protect the privacy 
of surrounding residents," Landry 
WTote. 

"I can't sit here and tell you It's 
going to break even, it's going to 
make money or lose money," Davis 
said, "If wc had a lousy summer 
like wc did this year, there's every 
likelihood that would require a 
subsidy," 

Many of the hoilleowllers say 
they'd like a pool, just somewhere 
else. L;lndr>' said that If the city 
explored the issue further and 
carefully researched other sites -
as well as refining the Power Park 
plan - the Addlngton Park resi­
dents would be willing to support 
Ihc bond proposal in a special elec­
tion.

nance prohibits banners in any 
district. 

Earlier, Arceri and his attorneys 
had turned down a $1,000 settle-
nlerlt suggested by a panel of three 
lawyers serving as mediators for 
the case.

Schmld brought up his concerns about 
Capello's relationship as ail attorlley with 
developers in the area wllell Capello was 
reappointed to the commission this sum­
mer. 

"I was concerned at tile lime of the 
appointment and am doubly concerned 
now after he came before the city couiicil 
as part of a partnership and asked for a 
rezoning," Schmld explained. "It's abso­
lutely a potential confiict... If he has those 
confilcts he should step down and take up 
a hobby other than the planning commis­

sion."

A corporation of sumnlcr resort 
owners Is a "public body" subject to 
the Freedom of liiformation Act, 
Attorney Geileral Frank Kelley has 
ruled, 

III ;in opinion requested by Sen. 
Mike Rogers. R-Brighton. Kelley 
looked at a group formed under the 
Summer Resort Owners 
Corporation Act of 1929. 

Under that statute, he said, the 
group Is "a body politic and corpo­

rate" thai "shall have all the gener­
al powers aild privileges an(l be 
subject to all of the liabilities of a 
municipal corporation and become 
the local governing body," 

After tlie group has been Incor-
Iloi'ated, he said, an election inay 
be called to determine whether the 
entire territory should incorporate. 
"As a consequence of this section. 
It is possible lhat at least some 
pro])crty owners nlay be Involun­

tarily compelled to submit to the 
corporation's Jurisdiction." 

Even though the corporation has 
no powers over taxes, streets aild 
zoning, Kelley said, 'The Michigan 
Supreme Court has characterized 
as 'quasi-governmental' the grant 
of... 'certain police powers over the 
lands." On the other hand, unin­
corporated groups of property own­
ers aren't public bodies and aren't 
subject to the sunshine laws.

Sidewalk millage is idea 
worthy of consideration 
A g()oci Idea's a good Idea, no matter 

the source. 
Monday, a good Idea came from the 

podium, brought to the Novi City 
Council t)y audience-member Andrew 
Mutch. Mutch, who backs a plan for 
l inking city sidewalks, suggested that 
rather than a bond issue, the money for 
the work be collected from taxpayers 
through a voter-approved millage. 

Counci l Menlbers Rob Mitzel and 
Kathy Mutch , incidentally Andrew's 
mother, brought to the table a $6.72 
illi l l lon bond proposal that would build 
21 miles of sidewalks and bikcpaths 
linking neighborhoods to schools, shop­
ping and parks. 

For the owner of a $200,000 home, 
the $6,7 iTiillion sidewalk bond propos­
al would have cost $47.57 annually in 
additional taxes over ten years. 

The council majority found the pro-
ect was too big and turned it down, 
nslead, they asked that Mitzel and 
(atlly Mutch come back with a scaled-
dowil bond proposal for consideration. 
That means a bond issue for safety 
laths may still show up on the ballot in 
'Jovember. 

But a bond issue doesn't seem the 
)esl way to do it, although the project 
itself is good. 

Several council members questioned 
sidewalks would even be used. Some 

of them really did their homework, l ike 
Counci l Member Bob Schmid, who 
drove around for four hours over the 
weekend to see how many people were 
using ejdsting paths. Schmid said he 
wasn't convinced new sidewalks would 
)ring out the people. 

Mitzel and Kathy Mutch were in part 
inspired to do their research on the pro- ' 
Ject because, awhile back, a contingent 
of Novi Middle School students came to 
city hall and asked for safety paths. We 
agree that this is one real case of "if you 
build it, they'll come." 

People today of all ages walk, they 
ride bikes, they rollerblade, If they've 
got a connected system where they can 
get this exercise, they'll be out there. 
This is also a personal safety issue. 
Hiking or biking along one of Novfs 
heavily trafficked roads is an iffy propo­
sition. 

Traditionally, when the City of Novl 

Government 

needs cash for projects, it asks voters to 
okay bond issues. City Manager Ed 
Kr iewal l told the counci l Monday, 
Under the city charter, a new millage 
could only be assessed for three years, 
unless a charter anlendment were 
approved. 

The three year millage with renewal 
options seems to be the way to do it, 

A bond issue is fine when an immense 
sum of moiley Is needed upfront for a 
high-priority project, say $18,8 million 
for road constructiorl. But with the sell­
ing of bonds comes hefty interest pay­
ments. For the proposed $6.72 mill ion 
bond issue, for example, interest of an 
additioilal $2,352 mill ion was anticipat­
ed. That means 26 percent of the total 
$9,072 mil l ion taxpayers would pay for 
this project would be interest pay­
ments. 

Think of public money like personal 
finances. If you're going to buy a house, 
that's significant money, you get a 
mortgage. Then you pay and pay and 
pay the bank all that interest upfront. If 
you want a fancy wide-screen TV, a bet­
ter way than a loan with high interest is 
to just get the money together a bit at a 
time. 

The city's attempted to set aside dol­
l a r s from its operating budget each year 
for safety paths, but that hasn't been 
enough. 

As long as it's certain money for the 
sidewalk system is there and the pro­
ject wi l l be built, there's no rush to do it 
in one swoop, with a bond package. 

If a millage is assessed for sidewalks, 
a half-nli l l or a quarter-mill, each and 
every penny wil l go towards sidewalks. 
As many top priority paths along main 
roads as the money permits can be 
built. Then, if voters like what they see, 
ask them to approve the millage again. 

It makes cents. 

Conflict needs review 
Novi, despite its massive population 

growth. Is stil l a small town. 
So it only makes sense there will be 

some problems with conflict of interest. 
Attorneys and real estate agents serve 
as council members and commission­
ers. Some officials have connections to 
city employees. 

But the recent proposal by Planning 
Commissioner K im Thomas Capello to 
develop an office park in Novi with the 
son of Novi developer Bob Langan 
brings up a whole slew of questions 
about conflicts of interest. 

Capello says he looked to build his 
own law office in Novi about two years 
ago and was encouraged by Novi 
Realtor Todd Smi th to team up with 
Langan Jr . to bui ld an office park on 
land owned by Langan Sr. 

Capello agreed to the project and 
moved into the J C K building across the 
street from the property so he could 
watch over It from close by. J C K is the 
city's engineering consultants. 

He and Langan J r . hired well-known 
engineers Selber Keast and Associates 
0 do some work for them. The firm 

appears before the comnlisslon (and 
Capello) regularly. 

Capello and Langan Jr . also applied 
0 be the first developers of the newest 

High Tech ordinance developed by the 
commission. 

What we question Is how Capello wi l l 
deal \yith a l l this as a commissioner 
who approves and gives recommenda­
tions to the counci l on development In 
the city. 

Wil l he now have to step back and 
abstain from voting on (development 
proposals Involving Langan Jr . and Sr. 
and his partner Bob Harr is? Should he 

abstain from voting on developments 
presented by Seiber Keast? Has he had 
an unfair advantage of knowing the 
ordinances, making connections and 
even working in the same building as 
the city consultants? 

If so, how many llnles will Capello 
have to abstain from voting in the next 
few years? For sure when his site plan 
comes before the planning commission 
for recommendation. He already 
stepped back once when the zoning 
change came before the commission 
last month. 

One council member's point is if he 
can't vote, why serve? 

The other question that remains is 
should he have turned down reappoint­
ment to the commission this summer, 
knowing full-well die sort of conflict he 
might come into being a developer with­
in the City and a commissioner? 

He claims to have told "everyone" 
about the project and was not keeping 
It a secret. Yet he also maintains he did 
not d iscuss the issue with the council 
in case It might influence them his way. 

For certain, the city attorney needs to 
explore dle matter and present an opin­
ion to the counci l and the commission. 
It should have been done when the city 
first got Capello's request for a rezon­
ing. 

Capello has not been a bad planning 
commissioner. He is rat ional and 
applies the ordinance standards cor-
rectiy. He often stands up for a devel­
oper's rights under UIe law. 

But wi th the recent "development" 
therp i s cause for concern about 
whether or not Capello should step 
down from his appointment. 

Handling questions of accuracy 
"Tills ilc'wspapcr .sUiilds by Its 
ston,' aild Its reporter." 
That's a stock phrase In joiirilal-
isiii when aceuraey is (ilies-
tionetl, but this tiiile il was com-
iili; froill a eoyy desk editor at 
another ai'ca newspaper who 
hadn't cvcil bothered to tJo ask 
the reporter If published fact 
hcmg (lucsiioneil illlĵ ht In fact 
have been wrollg. And il was 
eoiiling from a newspaper that 
rcfjiilaiiy publishes a statement 
In Its pages that il will correct all 
errors of fact. 
The stoly had proclliced a buzz 

here and around the conlnninity. Reporter Wendy I'ierman 
Mitzel, who had reported Ihc story earlier - and as it turned 
out nlore accurately - was (-heckiilg wilh Iler sources about 
the infoniiation. Her sources assured her the information 
contained in the olher paper was in error, .so she called the 
paper to see if the jourilalists there could shed soille light 
on the discrepallcy when slle received this unverified stan­
dard response. 

It biought up for me a favoiite issue - just how accurate 
are the reports journalists put out and how do they track 
facts down when that accuracy is qliestloned. 

Obviously, some (lon'l. 
K(|ually distressing to nie are those editors who immedi­

ately believe a coiliplainlilg caller and agree to run correc-
tioil without checking back with the reporter or trying to 
confirm the original stoiy. That's Just the opposite extreme 
of the same bad habit. 

And I've seen enough instances of people claiming the 
newspaper erred when it actually did not to know there are 
a variety of reasons why this can happen. Soilletlines its 

Just an honest disagreement over the facts. Sometlnles 
Hawed nleillop,'. Other tinles, sonlebody's ox got gored ill 
the newspaper's coverage of the police blotter or political 
happenings, and they didil't' like what was priilteil regar(l-
less of whether It was truthful or not. 

So nly standard response has become, "I'll have to check 
into it." And I do. I recognize that editors and reporters are 
humans and therefore do make erroi's. I know that illenlo-
j}' is a poor record of past events. Notes will contain bad 
Informalion if the event was misunderslood in the first 
place. Even tape recordlilgs present their own unique pi'ob-
lems. 

The point is. when we hear a complaint of an inaccura­
cy, and evefl when we suspect there iliay have been oile but 
llo one bothered to coniplaill, we check. We go over avail 
able facts and docunlents and tapes to deternline whether 
there really was an error. Surprisingly, it soilletiilles lakes 
longer than putting together the original stoiy did. Alid if 
there was an error. I have no qualnls about running the 
correction. 

lil a Held that is supposed to be dedicated lo accuracy, I 
don't know any other way to appropriately respond to such 
calls.

I didn't expect anything for at 
least six weeks. Daily trips to the 
mailbox after that turned up 
nothing. Still I wailed and waited. 
A few weeks ago illy accountant 
called to tell me thai, oops, my 
old address was on my income 
tax relurn. Strike one. 
Not a big deal she said just give 
the state and federal govern-
nients a call and get things 
squared away. 
Easier said than done. 
In the first phone call to the fed­
eral government I was told that 
my Social Security number was 
also causing a problem. This year 

If the Social Security information doesn't match up with 
the information on the Income tax return, no check was 
belilg issued. 

Since my divorce. I hadn't updated my last name. Strike 
two. 

On my first trip to the Social Security office with neces-
saly divorce papers In hand I was told 1 also needed to 
bring in my immigration card. On a return trip the next day 
with my "green card" I was told that it was- too old, and 
couldn't be accepted as proof that I was who 1 was, that I 
was in this countiy legally and that I was allowed to work. 
Strike three - 1 thought I was going to get sent back to 
Great Britain. 

The government changed the codes on the green cards 
with no cross referencing to the new codes. 1 was told to go 
to an immigration office to get an official stamp on my 
green card before returning but the soles on my shoes were 
wearing out and I called first. The phone number had been 
disconnected. 

1 called the main immigration office and was told 1 would 
have to go to the office in Detroit. Both proof of an applica-
lion for a green card, $75, or citizenship, $95. would be 

accepted by the Social Security office I was told. 
With callouses developing on my dialing finger. I called 

the Social Security office back the same day only to be told 
that they would nol accept a citizenship application as 
proof and also that they couldn't help lne that day because 
they were under construction. 

By this time I was getting a little light headed. How could 
the office be closed 1 asked. I vividly remembered my two 
previous trips to their office. My persistence paid off and 
she became the person In the know. She at first came to 
the same conclusion, there was nothing they could do 
without the code which they hadn't been able to find earli­
er. 1 squinted and turned the card this way and that and 
finally 1 found a tiny code number. Bring It in we'll take 
care of you, you've been through enough was her reply. 

They were waiting for me this time. My new card arrived 
a week later. 

1 called the federal government to tell him of the changes. 
The check would take about six weeks for me to receive. 

Turns out, he tells me, that billions have been bilked 
through phony names and Social Securities numbers, thus 
the crack down. 

I just had to change my address with the state but since 
returned checks are destroyed a new check would be 
Issued and I should receive it in 30 days. 

Somewhere between the calls to the immigration office 
and the Social Security office, I began to have daymares of 
standing on the pier waiting to be bodily put on the boat 
back to the mother countiy with three chUdren tugeine at 
my skirt Walling. * ^ 

Now that I "think" I'm official with two branches of the 
federal government, I'll be using my maiden name from 
now on. 

Besides all those working for the government who don't 
know what Is going on, there are a those that do. It's lust a 
matter of finding out who is who.

DIGGING IN: 
Brealtlng his pledge 
to serve for just two 
terms, Gov. John 
Engler signified his 
Intention of running 
again via the 

unusual device of an interview between his 
vvife, Michelle, and the (nominally 
Democratic) Detroit Free Press. 
; By digging in so early In the campaign, 

Angler eliminated any doubt about his 
intentions and thereby solidified his con­
trol over the Republican Party, still torn by 
factional fighting between (dominant) con-
s'etvatlves and (nearly invisible in the hier­
archy) moderates. 
[SORTING OUT: Although oi-ganized 

labor's decision (by the UAW, Teamsters 
and Buildings Trades, so far) to endorse 
[Jemocratic aspirant, lawyer and former 
Sast Lansing Mayor Larry Owen was 
ljnprecedentedly early, it produced an 
early sorting out of what had been a crowd­
ed field of challengers. 

Gone are (enei-getic) state Sen. J im 
Berrynlan, (bright and imaginative) state 
Rep. J im Agee and (unknown) business-
rllan Ed Hamilton. Improbable and not 

taken seriously is the (well knowil but vely 
odd) Geoffrey Fieger, Jack Kevorkian's 
lawyer. Pl-obably out is former U.S. Sen. 
Don Rlegle. 

Still In and the other man in the two-man 
race Is Doug Ross, former Commerce 
Department director for Gov. James 
Blanchard. 

PILING ON: With Owen now established 
as the early favorite, the usual process of 
piling on has started. 

'The issue (for the primary) is who will 
decide Ibr the party - a few political bosses 
in the back room or thousands of the rank 
and file?" asked Ross over the weekend at 
a nleeting of the Democratic Slate Central 
Comnllttee. 

Others have started asking whether the 
method Owen used to become the favol'lte 
in die primary (getting Big Labor's blessing) 
could also become the device of his certain 
defeat against Engler. 

Examples abound, most recently Includ­
ing former U.S. Rep. Howard Wolpe, who 
benefited from labor endorsements to win a 
tight gubernatol-ial primary in 1994, only 
to be labeled as a tool of labor on the way 
to his crushing defeat by Engler in 
November. 

SETTING OUT: I asked Owen to set out 
his answer to the charge that he could be 
pigeon-holed as a single-constituency can­
didate. "Hogwash," he snorted. 

'The people who make that argument are 
busy fighting the last war. There Is a new 
generation of labor leaders who under­
stand full well that unions don't run the 

entire slate and that the interests of most 
folks - safe streets, good jobs, education for 
their kids - are the salile as the interests of 
thousands of union members, 

"An endol'senlcnt is not the end; It's just 
the beginning," continued Owen, wllo 
argues that he has plenty of credentials as 
a buslnesslllan and educator that will 
allow him to broaden the base of his cam­
paign. Me points to his announcelnent 
speech back In I'ebrualy which spoke of 
his colnmltiilent to the "sensible centei'," 
embraced by "middle class, poor and 
wealthy. Republicans, independents and 
Democrats alike." 

ADDING UP: Various pundits and politi­
cal insiders are now going to spend llionths 
trying lo add up what all of this lneans 
before ordinary people will take an interest 
in the August 1998 pl'imary, a process that 
usually begins soiTietlnle In mid-July. 

Ross argues thai organized labor 
endorsed Owen early in order lo head off 
some real momenluln he was building 
among the grass roots. He nlay be right. 
Bu i now that Owen has the labor endorse­
ment, Ross will have to demoilstrate he cail 
excite enough passion lo overcome his 
organizational setback. 

Owen, for his part, will have to demon­
strate by deeds lo a skeptical media and 
disinterested public that he is the centrist 
he clainls lo be.

In your Aug. 7 editorial entitled 

"Our advice lo lawsuit plaintiff: Go 
get 'em," it is suggested lhat Randy 
Arceri was ticketed for a sign viola­
tion because "he wasn't a local 
insider running for office." The 
basis for this inference Is that; (1) 
"somebody, on election day in 
1993, parked vans wllh banners 
backing mayoral candidate Kalhy 
McLallen at each precinct in Novl;" 
(2) "Carol Mason, who ran against 
McLallen in lhat election.,.asked 
City Manager Ed Kriewall to have 
the vans ticketed; (3) in the city 

attorney's opinion lhat banners 
didn't violate Novi's sign regula­
tion; anti (4) Arceri was ticketed for 
a similar banner in September of 
1994. The editorial concluded that 
il "certainly looks selective and dis­
criminating..." 

Ms. Mason and Ms. McLallen ran 
against one another in 1995, a fact 
of no small significance. This office 
was contacted by Mr. Kriewall, Ms, 
Mason and Ms, Mason's attorney 
al the lime of the 1995 election 
wilh regard to the vehicle/banner 
colnplaint. We advised that in 
February 1995, the district court 
had ruled that such banners did 
nol fit the definition of "sign" con­
tained within the city's sign regula­
tions. That decision had nol been 
appealed, nor had the ordinance 
definiUon been amended. The pre­
vious ruling, in fad, arose out of 
the Arceri citation. 

Thus, the decision lo not issue a 
citation in response to Ms. Mason's 
campaign complalnl is not evi­
dence of discrimination against Mr. 
Arceri, i l was the result of the Judi­
cial decision made regarding Mr. 
Arceri's citation. 

I write because the suggeslion 
that Officer Alan Amolsch would 
write a citation because someone 
was nol "a local insider running for 
office" is unjustified. I have knowil 
Alan Amolsch for a considerable 
number of years. In my experience, 
and in that of the olher attorneys 
in this office. Officer Amolsch has 
always allenlpted lo conduct him­
self in a professional and unbiase(l 
manner. 

As you may be aware, although 
no written order has yet been 
entered, Mr, Arceri's lawsuit 
against the city and Alan Amolsch 
was dismissed by Circuit Court 
Judge Langford Morris by summa­
ry disposition on Aug, 20.

Board getting wise to academies 

1 

The State Board of 
Education is getting 
wise to the public 
school academies, 
the so-called "char­
ter schools," that 
are operating with 
taxpayers' money 
but little public 
scrutiny. 
The eight-member 
state board, after 
all, has the consti­
tutional duty of 
"leadership and 

general supervision over all public educa­
tion." The legislative cabal supporting 
charter schools tried to prevent that by 
refusing to let the state board charter such 
academies but couldn't amend the consti­
tution. 

At the Aug. 20 meeting, board lilembers 
said charter schools bear watching. "We're 
llot doing anything about it," said board 
member Dorothy Beardmore, R-Rochester, 
the board's closest thing to a statesman, 

I have heard and reported on complaints 
from charter school teachers about sloppy 
operations and unkept promises that never 
would be tolerated by a true public school 
district with an elected board and public 
watchdogs. 

Sharon Wise, R-Owosso, one of those 
who parrots "parents' rights" and "free­
dom" as code words for parochiaid, was 
quoted in the Associated Press account: 
"We have to keep this in context. Odler 
public schools are not getting the scrutiny 
that our PSAs (public school academies) 

are gelling." 
Not being a licensed psychologist or 

ordained theologian, I am unable to deci­
pher what led Wise to utter such a 
Pinocchlo-sized whopper, but It is not the 
truth. 

Michigan's 78 charter schools in fact get 
extremely litde press scrutiny. Most are 
tiny. It's difficult enough for the press to 
cover the 562 elected school boards 
enrolling 1.6 million kids without covering 
the unelected 78 charter school boards 
enrolling 12.500 kids. And forget about TV 
and radio efforts. 

The champions of charters, besides pro­
hibiting the State Board of Education from 
granting charters, wants others to charter 
them by the hundreds. 

You can see why. The more charter 
schools, the more difficult it would be for 
the media to check up on them - what the 
boards do, who complains about what at 
public board meeting. That's the kind of 
performance you'd ' expect from a 
Legislature that attacks the Freedom of 
InforiTlatlon Act and the Open Meetings 
Act. 

Nevertheless, the chaiter schools already 
out there get too little serious coverage, 
despite Wise's lament. 

There are notable exceptions: 
• Mike Walsh at the Muskegon Chronicle 

has done yeoman service exposing the 
machinations of TriValley Academy, its 
cozy relationship with the Church of God 
in Christ, the kinds of rents tlie academy 
(with tax dollars) was paying to the church, 
the presence of the bishop's vilfe on the 
unelected board, and so on. 

• The Latising State Journal has reported 
on El-Hajj Malik El-Shabazz, wl lh its 
"Mrocentric culture" theme. There were so 
many complaints of misconduct and mis­
management that even Central Michigan 
University, the chartering aulhorily, put It 
on probation. 

• Many writers, including yours truly, 
have noted the openly racial and ethnic 
themes of many charier schools. 
Remember, they are bound lo observe civil 
rights laws, as Justice James Brickley 
observed when the high court upheld the 
constitutionality of the charter law. 

'The statute specifically prohibits a reli­
gious organization from organizing a public 
school academy and further prohibits any 
organizational or contractual affiliations 
with churches or other religious organiza­
tions," Brickley wrote. One wonders why 
Brickley, a former university president, 
didn't see through the sham. 

This is not to condemn all charter 
schools. About 25 percent have visionary 
and high-minded mission statements. The 
Jobs Commission academies, in particular, 
appear promising. The others should be 
carefully watched by the State Board of 
Education. 

And the media. And the public. The 
Supreme: Court, in another decision, 
upheld the public's right to use the 
Freedom of Information Act to obtain per­
sonnel records of teachers and administra­
tors. Let's hope the media and public use 
their FOIA rights.

ELIMINATING THE BLIND SPOT 
According to Ihc visibility and controls division ol the National Highway Traffic Safely 

Administration, there are some simple steps you can take to eliminate the blind spots in your 
rearview mirrors. For correct mirror adjustment, sit in the driver's seat and tilt your head to the lell 
until you graze the glass. Then, turn the driver-side mirror until you can just see the edge ol the left 
rear fender. Next, lean your head lo the right about the same degree as you did to the left, and 
adjust the right-side mirror the same way {until the right rear fender is just visible). By aligning Ihe 
side mirrors in this manner, you should be able to eliminate all the blind spots at once, as well as be 
able to see the fender when backing up and parallel parking by leaning a bil lo either side.

If you didn't kilow any better, you might think ihe 
manicured lawns of Tanglewood Golf Course have 
been In South Lyoil for years. 

The truth of the mailer Is the course has been 
there for only six years - one nine hole section Just 
opened last season. 

Tanglewood first opened with its North and South 
courses. Constmction began on the West Course In 
1994 and the course opened In 1996. 

"It's challenging, well-manleured, and the cus­
tomer service Is great," Tanglcwood's Director of Golf 
I5rlan Boeling said. "Persons are treated like al a pri­
vate club, They're greeted al the curbslde with cart 
and bag attendants. What we're Irj'ing to do is cre­
ate a country club atlnosphere." 

Challenging it Is. Tanglewood might be considered 
a target course. The carls are equipped wllh books, 
explaining each hole and describing its hazards. 
This proves to be quite helpful if the golfer is able lo 
hit certain shots on command. 

"Place tee shot right center of fairway, long iron to 
green, stay below hole." Such Is the description for 

the South Course's first hole. Sure, sounds easy 
enough. But they do get harder. 

Much of what lnakes the course challenging is its 
water Water comes inlo play on 19 of 27 holes. 

The South Course's second hole is all water from 
lee to green as is North's eighth hole. 

Water really conles into play along the right side of 
two, six and eight and the left side of seven on the 
West Course and on several other holes on the 
South Course. 

South's seventh hole, a short par four, tells the 
golfer to hit to the left of the fairway. A shot to the 
left will put the golfers second shot onto the green 
and out of water trouble. A shot to the right of the 
green puts the golfer In a bad spot, A creek runs 
across the fairway. On the right side the creek runs 

into a big pond. Dependillg how far the lee shot 
went, trees block the view of the green. 

Also interesting are the greens. Few greens pose 
problems as putting surfaces, while the rest are 
undulaUng and can be quite tricky. Most greens are 
also protected by bunkers and wetlands. Only one 
green. West's first hole, doesn't have a bunker near 
the green. It does, however, have four bunkers along 
the fairway. 

The West Course features two of the more unique 
holes at Tanglewood. 

The par three fifth hole is 158 yards from the blue 
tees. What makes it interesting is an extremely large 
bunker complete with an oasis in the center, right 
before the green, Clear this small desert and hit the 
green or be forced to hit out of the sand.

average American In meeting Ihe tradlllonal 
food pyramid. Remember the 6-11 servings of 
cereal, bread, rice and pasta; the 2-4 scrviilgs 
of fmit, the 3-5 servings of vegetables, etc. 

In a recent governillent survey of llldlvldual 
diets of 21,500 Anlericans (I.e. Anarem report), 
not one of Ihe diets met the RDA (Recoiliinelld-
ed Dally Allowance) for each of 10 key nutri­
ents. 

To complicate matters ftirther the set RDA 
standards are intended to apply to those people 
whose physical activity is considered light and

The Nutrition Action Health's Letters 
advice "Take a nuillivilamln for insuranee. 
There Is no proof that most people need to, bul 
as long as you don't overuse or overpay, or use 
11 as an excuse to eat poorly there Is little to 
lose,"
