Food will include pop-
cortt, Also, a clown will be on
hand at 2 p.m. to paint faces and
make animals cut of balloons,
sald Parks and Recrealion
Coordinator Scott Mercer.

Over the past four years, as the
Clty Novi starled buying up all the
new park acreage, the Sports Park
was billed as a major priorily, cre-

ated as a way to meel a growing
need for bascball diamonds and
soccer flelds.

A former farm, the 72 acres at
Eight Mile and Napler road now
offer eight balifields, six soccer
fields, lwo tennis courls, two bas-
ketball courts and two sand vol-
leyball courts - all built with tax-
payer money.

In addition, it's also the site of
the Tim Pope Memworlal
Playstructure, the fruit of a com-
munity fundraising and building
drive.

City council peeved at MDOT
over sale of land to developer

Novi officials are offended that
the  Michigan  Department  of
Transportation plans o sell 27
landlocked aeres near 196 and
Novi Road 1o the Taubman
Company. withoul offering the
right of refusal to the city.,

Taubman  already  has  a
$325.000 purchase agreement on
the land, which is just east of the
Twelve Oaks Mall water tower, Novi
Cily Manager Ed Kriewall said.

“We're just miffed that they did-
n't discuss il with us first,” Kriewalt
explained.

"At one time we thought it might
have some municipal purpose,
mayhe a sile for a theater or the
Motarsports Museum or maybe a
community center, We informed
them a long lime ago that we were
leoking at & cullural cenler or a
parking deek there,”

Last weck, the Novi City Couneil
passed a reselution asking State
Representative Nancy Cassis, R-
Novi, and Stale Senator Willis
Bullard, R-Highland, to introduce
legislation requiring MDOT to
inform and offer to cities, vitlages
and lownships any excess proper-
ties slated for sale within the
municipality's borders.

Cassis said she plans to intro-
duce a bill addressing the Issue.
She put Kriewall in fouch with a
ranking MDOT offictal to discuss
the matler.

The city found out about the
pending land sale when & represen-
tative of the Taubman Company
rontacled the mayor several weeks
agn, he added.

Elaine Kah, markeling director of
Twelve Qaks Mall, said she didn't
know abgul the land purchase, The
Taubman Company in Bloomficld
lills did not return respend to a
request for information about the
land acquisition.

Although the property includes
wellands, the $12,000 per acre for
land in Novi's commercial heart
tikely would not be considered a
bad deal.

Typically, MDOT makes local
governments aware of non-land-
lacked land it hopes to sell and
Novi has often purchased acreage
this way. But if the pareel does not
access a road, MDOT doesn't
inform the local government,

Just because a parcel is land-
focked doesn’t mean it wouldn't e
of use to the city, Kriewall said,

Novi could either negotiate o
right-ol-way through adjacent land
or condemn privately-held preperty
for an access road 1o the land-
locked parcel. he explained.

While the city no longer eyes the
land, which includes wetlands, for
the uses once considered, Kriewall
sald it might have been snapped up
for a recreational purpose ar as
part of the city’s storm water man-

Thie City of Novi is rying to make
some headway on Novi's roadways
by meving forward with improve-
ments Novi residents voled for last
year.

The $17.1 million, 1996 road
bond program will pay for 11 pro-
Jects I the next three years. Many
other improvements will be made
with previous bond issues, clly
laxes and state or federa) funding,

Resldents in unine subdfvisions
will see their inner road systems
repalred or reconstrucled during
the next year. Subdivisions affected
are! Siimmons Orchards,
Dunbarton Pines, Orchard Rldge,
North Hills, Connemara Hills,
Turtle Creek, Orchard Hills,
Willowbreok and Meadowbrook
Glens.

"A lot of (he existing subdivisions
have roads thal are really delerio-
rating” sald David Bluhm, with
city consultanis JCK & Associates,

The residents will be notifled of
the construclion via thefr home-
owners's assoclatlons, according lo
the Public Services Department,
Costs are covered under the road
bond program for the streets, bul
any sidewalk repalr is currently
under jurisdiction of the homeown-
ers.

One of the City's largest pro-
grams, the Taft Road Extension
from Twelve Mile north lo West
Read, has Just passed the design
stage and the city is looking at a
late 1997 start for actual construc-
{fon, according to Biuhm.,

“We're looking at a real aggres-
sive schedule,” he said.

Another. large project is the
Meadowbrook Road paving from
Tweive o Thirteen Mile Road,
which will Include a traffic light al
Thirteen Mile,

Bluhm said the designers will try
to maintain the character of the
very rural roacl;

Planning Commission Pete
Hoadley feels the natural look of
the road should remain.

"It is a beauly road,” he said,

Another major capilal improve-
ment plan that city engineers say
could make life better for Novi
drivers - bul has {ncurred some
resisiance {rom homeowners along
the streich - is the reconslruction
of Ten Mile Road from Novi Road to
Haggerty Road. This concept is stil}
being analyzed for design allerna-
tives.

A geod deal of Novi traffic is
caused by residents, who generate
9.55 trips lo and [rom Lheir homes
every day, but a lot of it is shoppers
heading o the Tawn Center area or
drivers going Lhrough Novl Lo other
cltles, according to local traffic
experts,

“tn my opinion, the city’s princi-
pal means of minimizing the
impacts of this traffic is to direct it
to roads intended Lo carry through
traffic,” Rod Arroyo wrole in a June
road and traffic report.

"By encouraging Lbe widening of
roads such as Eight Mile Road,
Twelve Mile Road and others, the
city can help minimize impacts on
more sensitive areas such as Nine
Mile Road and local collectar
streets.”

Many other improvements center
around the Main Street and Town
Center area.

Arroyo said recenstruction of the
Grand River Avenue bridge over the
railroad tracks west of Novi Road Is
behind schedule and will most llke-
ly take place next year.

City hopes better system will speed traffic flow

Despile complaints from some

residents about the [unctioning of
the newly installed computerized
traffic light at Novi Road and Grand
River Avenue. the City of Novi Is
planning to {nstall a similar system
at Nine Mile and Novi Road as parl
of {ts $17.1 milllon road bond
improvements,

According to the Oakland County
Road Commission, the sysiem,
which uses video imaging to monl-
tor traffic flow and a computer to
analyze and adjust the lights,
results in better traffic flow and
less aceidents,

But malfunctions in the city sys-
tems can leave drivers stuck at a
‘red light for longer than they bar-

gained for.

The high-mainlenance systems
can be thrown ofl by a dirty lens or
other technical glitches, according
to Novi Traffic Consultant Rod
Arroyo.

But residents of Oakland County
cities and townships which boast
the highly advanced system contin-
ue to complain about long waits at
the lights.

“It really doesn't work,” said
Louls Csordas, a Novi planning
commlssloner.

Instead, if the system misses a
cycle. leaving drivers to wait for the
other traffic to clear, drivers begin
(0 barrel through on red lights, he
sald.

Arroyo explained the systems
work best in off peak traffic hours

allowing the light to accommodate
one driver at a late night or early
morning hour.

“It tries to adjust to the amount
of demand as best it can," Arroyo
said.

He sald the newer versions of the
systems are supposed lo be even
better. The system at Grand River
Avenue and Novi Road and along
Novi Road near Twelve Oaks was
Installed tn 1996 and has been an
improvement to trafflc near the
malil.

John Abraham, traffic engineer
for Troy, said the sysiem there did
have problems when it was first
put in in 1992. But changing the
callbrations of the cameras and
detectors has made it nearly per-
fect, at least in off-peak times as

Arroye explatned,

Still, said Abraham, small glitch-
es occur during heavy {raffic times,

The problem is that traffic has
grown so rapidly, he said,

“The publicity when this began
said #f would take away all the
problems,” sald Abraham. "But it
keeps getting harder with more
capacity.”

Planning commissioner Pete
Hoadley has questioned why the
system doesn't have blinking red
lights for left-hand lurns so that
when traffic fs sparse, left turns
can be made easier.

The fact is the systems don't
allow for it, which is one reason for
complaints in other citles like Troy
about the system, according to
Arroyo.

“Bul a lot of it 1s safely,” he
added.

Arroyo said drivers should call
the road commission If they notice
a problem so it can be fixed.

New FAST-TRAC lights are now
being installed at all four sides of
the Elght Mite/Haggerty intersec-
tion, the existing light where exit
drives from Meijer and the Orchard
Hills industrial park hit Eight Mile,
on Haggerty Read about 1,000 feet
north of Eight Mile and at the end
of the 1-275 off ramp on Eight Mile,

Larson, Bloomileld Hills, sald he
was disappointed and quesilened
the fudge’s decision,

‘I have reservations because of
the extent of continued delusion
and thought processes [(Atkins
has)," Larson said, adding he
believed his client has schizophire-
nia — a mental {liness marked by a
break from reality.

At the prellminary examination,
Larson sald l:e will ask the judge to
appoint an independent psychia-
trist to re-examine the criminal
responsibility aspect of Alking'
competency.

“[nsanity and incompetency and
ever-revelving issues,” Larson said.
“This will remain an lssue until il
reaches the Jury.”

According 1o police reports,
Atkins arrived at the Wixom plant
with the Intent of proposing mar-
riage to an employee who had no
interest in him. After he was
stopped at a security poinl, he
returned to the gale and started
shooting.

working In, Larson said,

Dr. Charies Clark. a  self-
employed forensic psychiatrist with
19 years experlence al the Center
for Forensic Psychiatry in Ypsilanti,
safel he did not believe Atklns was
schizophrenic alter Interviewing
Atkins June 5.

“What he was experiencing were
not hallucinations bul ideas and
references,” Clark said. “They are
thoughts and what you make of
things around you that are lioth
uarealistic.”

Betty Ellerson, a certlfied clinical
social worker who works at the
Ypsilanti center, sald she found
Atkins as someone oriented to
time, place and circumstance and
wha thinks clearly.

Both Ellerson and Clark told
Bulgarelli they believed Atkins was
fit Lo sland trial.

Afler the hearing, Atkins was
moved to the Oakland County Jail,

RAISED ON FARM

“[ wag horn in Dearborn and
ralsed in Farmington Township. on
a farm at Twelve Mile and Drake
Road,” he sald in an interview In
his Plymouth Township headquar-
ters as renovators worked In the
corridors,

“We grew all there was - specifi-
cally chickens, sheep, horses and
corn. | was from a famlly of nine
kids. My lather was not a farmer
but a refrigeration contractor. He
Just wanted to be out in the coun-
try. It was gread, great fun.

“{ could ride my horse to schocl -
for pleasure, not because [ had to.
It was five mlles, but it seemed like
25. [n Inciement weather, we took a
schaol hus. As saon as the weather
got nice, I could ride the horse to
Facmington Road, Power and
Shiawassee. There were fields, up
where the public school {s now,
and you could tether your horse, It
was fun.

“There was nothing, On Grand
River at Novi Read and the rallroad
iracks, there was a butcher, and he
woulll butcher our cows for us, My
mother would have to drive (o
Redferd to go grocery shopplng. To
get to Detroll to go shopping, you
took a Greyhound bus from the
southwest corner of Grand Rlver
and Farminglon Road.

“l wentl to Qur Lady of Sorraws
{Catholic school). | went to a board-
ing school in Wisconain - Camplon;
{t's a Jesult boarding school. Then
I went to coflege ~ University of
Detroit; engincering. Back In col-
lege, 1 started working construc-
tion, as a laborer.”

After college, DeMattla spent
three and a hall years in the Army,
serving In Europe and Vietnam and
cmerging in 1970 as a captaln and
combat company commander,

NIGHT SCHOOL

“[ came back to no jobs,” he
laughed. No jobhs? He worked three
jobs while going lo U-D's school of
commerce and finance five nights a
week io get a master of business
adminstration degree. He was
married in 1967 and had two of the
{hree daughters by then,

Today Amy Is in medical school,
Margaret Is in art In Chicago, and
Llzzy, working on a Ph.D. at Duke
Universily, “Is on a blology expedi-

tlon in the jungles of Venezuela."
He chuckles with pride. “While she
was going to school, she spent two
years In Seuth America.” it's a clue
to his awn thinking,

The girls went to Qur Lady of
Mercy In Farmington Hills, “a fan-
tastic school.” An athlete {n schonl
and still a fit Jogger, DeMattia
helped build the athletic complex
“with a lot of other peaple. | wound
up footin’ the bill."

After the war, DeMattia went to
work for Lerner Linden, a con-
structlon company no longer in
business. I came [n at the boltem
and worked myself up to chief esti-
mator. The only eslimator.”

NO ADVERSARIES

“At that time, construction had
an adversarial approach. You had
the owner, the contractor and the
architecl, The archltect designed
the bullding. and then it was bid
out to a contracter. There was no
responsibility for making sure the
project was right.

“Everybody hated each other, It
was & very adversarial relationship.
! sald there has to be a better way.

“The other way was design-butid,
where the designer and contractor
are ail one, You say, ‘Hey, we'll take
responslbllity.’ I'd read about some
very, very successful deslgn-build
companies, top firms in the world
iike Bechtel; they're at $10 billfon,
and [ was at $100,000, so we were
close in size,” he chuckled,

What did he do for capiial?

“I've always been falrly frugal,
During Vietnam { was able to save
most of my salary because my
clothes and foed were given to me.
[ worked seven years when | got out
of the service; | used to work three
jobs."

He quotes Thomas Edison:
"Genlus 1s 2 percent Insplration
and 98 percent persplration,”
adding, ‘I'm not a genlus, but |
knew hard work. No one helped
me. ['ve never had any investor.

"Oh, you'd try to talk to the
banks. But banks are difficult to
deal with. when you're starting
up.” He has a disdain of borrowing
because contractors operate on
such a Jow margin that Interest can
eat up earnings.

STARTED IN 1977

Then a Northville Township resi-
dent, DeMattia started his own
company in Livonla In March of
1977. His flrst employee was Joan
Hoffman, wife of the Northuille
Record cditor, the late Jdck
Hoffman. The Hoffman and
DeMattia kids were [rends. “She
was one of the most amazing per-
sans I've ever mel - a human com-
puter; could type at full speed and
answer the phone.”

The man who provides homes for
lnternational corporations still
recalis Northville as a “flirst-name”
kind of town. “A lot of those people
are gone. [ hardly know anybody
there any more.”

"My first major Job was Perry
Drug Stores' office and distribution
center; in Waterford. The second
was a Chrysler-Plymouth dealer-
shlp in Rochesler Hllls.” He hadn't
hired his own architects yet but
worked with other architects, But
there was a single contract, with a
single company In charge.

A community in facing an Infrastruc-
ture problem must {ake two approach-
es when seeking a solution,

One is purely a matter of englneering,
what looks best on paper in design,
what works in a computer model, how
ihe numbers seem to play out. The sec-
ond takes into account social realities,
the impacl of a project on real people,
not statislics,

In looking at Ten Mile Road, obvious-
ly both approaches must be {aken.
Thal’s what the Novi City Council
requested  last  year, when they
squashed a proposals [rom engineers
to widen the road to {ive lanes from
Haggerty Road to Novi Road.

But from the reaction from the coun-
cll last week, they didn't get what they
asked for when the englneering report
cane back.

Recommended by the engineers s a
modified 57.6 million Ten Mile Road
proposal that calls for five lanes from
Novi Road {o Meadowbrook Road and
three lanes from Meadowbrook to
Haggerty, based on the reality that traf-
fic 1s increasing and will continue to do
so as Novi and the communities to the
wesl rapidly develop.

A further argument, cold-blooded
logic iU's true, is that people who buy
homes on Michigan mlle roads should
anticipate future road widening.

Bul we're not convinced that the one
and only way to handle traffic is to dis-
rupt the old, established community
along Ten Mile Road, an area of neigh-
borhoods, churches, schools and local

shopping. _
The miodified plan creates a three-
lane road that very much looks like a
back door way to make room for five-
lanes from Meadowbrook Road to
Haggerty Road in the future.

In addition, the plans for the three-
to-five lane solution has a railroad
bridge, something not included in the
three-lane only proposal. With the
bridge. trafflc flow for the three-to-five
lane widening naturally would appear
to be more efficlent than a three-lane
Ten Mile Road with no bridge. For safe-
ty reasons, a bridge is needed on Ten
Mile, where several people have died in
aulo/train collisions.

Why Ten Mile instead
of Grand River Avenue?

Governmen

The Novi Cily Councll sharply sent
the engineers back to the drawing
board, with the idea that a new road
desigrt can be completed by an Oclaber
deadline to submii the project {o the
Oakland County Road Commission for
funding,

The city shouldn’t concentrate its
energies on meeting that deadline for
this project. There will be other grants,
other projects.

Despite every argument heard to date
from the experis, we're not convineed
that an upgraded, wider Grand River
Avenue isn't a viable alternative to Ten
Mile as an east/west route. The engi-
neers and traffic consuliants say it
isn't, because Grand River swerves
north rather than traveling in a purcly
straight line from east to west.

True, Ten Mile takes motorists
straight into downtown South Lyaon.
But are all those drivers actually head-
ing straight for that destination?

With Novi building up its downtown
at Grand River and Novi Road, steering
east/west traffic there would likely be
enthusiastically welcomed — business
owners.

Another reason the consultants say it
wauldn't be good to direct Ten Mile
traffic to Grand River is because of the
indusiry developing along western
Grand River, With the city seeking to
attract “clean” industry, one perceived
drawback would be the {traffic on
Grand River would be unaliractive lo
potentlal new new businesses.

But if Grand River Avenue Is proper-
ly widened, that Isn't lkely to be a
problem.

What does make no sense Is to have
Ten Mile, a traditional residential road
in Novl, wider than the historical com-
mercial corridor between Delroit and
Lansing.

Meap testing is not a science

tests, instead of changing the tests to
get the results they want.

The new MEAP and the HSPT were
created to be more difficult than the
previous tests glven (o students
slatewlde. In it's second year of releas-
ing results, however, the public is ques-
tloning many low scores.

In response, the government is ques-
tioning the test. We wonder if that's
necessary of if the test should be
allowed more time to work itself out.

Former Novi High principal Arthur
Miller repeatedly said (here was noth-
ing with giving a difficult test. We agree,
We also point out that if a test is diffi-
cult, not everyone will receive a perfect
score. If the state and educators want
all students to score high on the test,
then they should test to a lower stan-
dard.

What is really needed s for Novi
schoal educators to remain focused on
teaching kids academics and life skills.
State legislators and testing officials
should remember there is more to edu-
catlon than standardized testing.

And the public shouldn't beat up the
teachers or students about test scores
Jjust yet.

heard a worried parent pas-
slonately tell the Novi City
Council that they have no doubt whatsoever their
child will instantly dle in traffic if the city permits a
road to be widened, a new subdivision to be built.

It's good to be careful, to be protective, to take pre-
cautions. But sometimes we go overboard with worry,
we see too many horror stories on TV, We forget that
statistically, most of us are going to die of very old
age.

So [ had a perfect example of the mind untethered
during my 11 p.m. walk Just as [ was half-way
around the block, a car coming the opposite way
slowed down and came to a stop near me. Instantly,
I expected trouble and planned my escape route.

Just as 1 realized the vehicle was a marked police
car, the officer Inside said to me something along the
Lines of, “What's happening? is everything all right

ere?"

Here's my criminal record: two speeding tickets,
many years ago, and overdue Hbrary books. So natu-
rally I felt instantly guilty. My first reactlon was to
say, "I didn't do nuthin,” :

When questioned hy Arcerl's attorney, courl
records show City Manager Ed Kriewall said he'd
checked with the city attorney ahead of time in 1993
and was 1old the banners didn't violate the sign ordi-
nance.

The argument arises after a eireuit court judge dis-
missed Arceri lawsuit against the city secking dam-
ages as a resull of dismissed ticket. The judge found
no merlt to the suit and tossed il out on summary
Judgment.

But what really has city officials stinging is the
accusatfon that Arcerl's banner was ticketed, when
the McLallen banner was not, because he was not o
"political insider” in the city of Novi. The ordinance
enforcement office wouldn't play favorites, we are
told with indignatlen.

Perhaps not. Bul when the question of the
McLallen banners was raised in 1993, il was appar-
ently funneled through the city manager Lo the attor-
ney to make the call. And by Fried's own letter, that
happened again in 1995.

But when Arceri was ticketed, no such calls were
made.

We are not alleging a conspiracy. Nor are we accus-
ing city officials of abusing their power and discre-
tion.

Rather, we are cautioning city oifivials thal they
have access to people and information that the com-
mon mart does not. And il can result in a difference
Int the way they are treated.

Calls get made for those who are connected. Those
who are not connected sometimes Just get grief.

Edward F. Kriewall, Novi's long
time’ clty manager, look umbrage
wilh my serles of reports about

: “Pork BarrelsAvenue, No.. 68" the

semi-private road construction
project being built at Novi city tax-
payers expense for the inconclusive
Novi lce Arena. (Do we have a
signed and sealed construclion
agreemenl yet? If so, how much is
the battom line?

1 could fill up the better part of a
section within this newspaper just
expounding upon some of the Hot
Air, Smoke and Mirrors contalned
in Mr, Kriewall's bullelin, But let's
Jus! concentrate on just a couple of
the unpleasantly conspicuous
bloopers,

Mr, Kriewall states in his missive
that the city acquired 19 acres for
$60,000 per acre [$1,140,000 if my
Texas Instruments calculator is
functioning properly). minus the
estimated cost of the "Pork Barrel
Avenue No. 6" road consiruction,
an esiimate of 688,000, And Mr.
Kriewall stated the nel cost of the
19-acre parcel was $232.000 or
$12.210 per acre, Well, [ don't
believe that. According te Mr
Kriewall's figures in his report, the
net cost was $452,000 (51,140,000
minus $688,000 equals 5452.000)
or $23,789.47 per acre.

But let us return to more of the

$988,000 (only $300.00 higher
than the estimate) to actually build
“Pork Barre] Avenue No. 6" plus
they added an additional $118,000
traffic light 324,000 lo be paid by
Navi city laxpayers and 94,000 to
be pald by both Nevl city taxpayers
andl other Qalland County laxpay-
ers] for a palatial total cost of
$1.012.000 for the "Pork Barrel
Avenue No. 6" road and $452,000
for the 19-acre ice arena parcel.

If we simply add the §1,012,000
(latest aclual costs of constructing
“Pork Barrel Avenue No. 6%} and
the 452,000 for the 19-acre Novi
fce Arena parcel, we end up with
51,464,000 or $77.052.63 per
acre, Also Mr. Kriewall mentioned:
*... additional read work may be in
the neighborhood of $250,000." If
we [actor thal in: §1.468.000 plus
$250,000 equals $1,718,000 or a
gargantuan $80,421.05 per acre.
Amazing how fast we approached
spending almost $2 million of Novi
city taxpayers’ money and (hat we
were so lucky 1o get this "Hot Land
Deal of This Century.” -

Now that Phase 1. the road is
underway, we can go on to flnanc-
ing the construetion and building
the actual Novi lce Arena, (At this
time you should be able {o compre-
hend why the city council and city
administration does not have the
time and money to handle such
mundane Issues like the Gypsy
Molh infestation problem.

What biases will be taught there?

“The only good Huron
Indian is a dead
Huron Indian.”
- Iroquois foreign
policy
They never used those
words. But summer
visilors to St. Ignace,
on Lake Huron in our
Upper  Peninsuia,
learn the story.
Until the 1640s. some

Tim 40000 Hurons dwelt
Ontario.  The

H in
ichard Iroquois, their rela-
tives from upstate
New York. attacked and annthilated village after
village. 15 in all. In one case. the Hurons and
their priest were slaughtered in thelr church
during mass.

Survivors fled north, but many fell to disease.
The Huron nation was virtually wiped out.
Stragglers tried Minnesota but were kicked out.
At St. Ignace. they found a [riend and minister
in Father Jacques Marquette. whose mission
site has been excavated.

However bad the white man was to the red
man, Indians treated each other even Worse.
The Hurons® lale is lold in many history books
with varying degrees of gorv detail. In one. the
Jesuits found the body of Father Brebuf with
hot coals in the eye sockels. .

The Erle Indians are harder to find in the
books. Thev lived in Ohio and also fell to the

froquois. The Erie tribe disintegrateFl. .
Indian activists throw the “Trail of Tears

story at us whites, and it's true enough.
President Andy Jackson forced several tribes
oul of the South, and many perished on the way

to Oklahomna.
What they won't tell you is the story of the

Cheyennes, who lived in Ontario and Quebec

until 1650 when the Iroquois shoved them out.
The Iroquois didn't bother selting up reserva-
tions for the displaced people, So the Cheyennes
settled in Montana and the Daketas and are
famed In Hollywood movies as a tough Great
Plains tribe.

Indian activists remind us that in the late
19th Century our federal government put
Indian kids in white-type schools. This Is por-
trayed as a gross violation of their culture, and
it's true.

What you won't hear about is how the
Chippewas in the 1660s moved from the upper
Great Lakes region, with the Troguois on their
tails, and invaded Sioux territory in Minnesota.
Did the Sioux complain? Nope. They gave up
horticulture of the woodlands and adopted a
totally new culture, buffale hunting from hors-
es, on the plains, with no annuities from their
CONQUErors,

During the Civil War-era (n western
Minnesota. the Sioux. under Little Crow,
attacked white settlements, killing many women
and children. Nothing spectacular about that;
warriors of every race, including ours, kill
women and children; even in the 20th Century;
even this week.

An American general proposed exterminating
the Stoux and had 208 lined up for hanging.
Hold it, said President Abe Lincoln. He reviewed

the case personally and ordered only 39 to be
hhanged [no hot coals on their eyes, though).
That was 38 more than | would have executed,
but percentagewise Father Abraham showed [ar
more mercy than his children, red and white,
The white man learned much from the red
man - corn, the caucus, and so on. But the red

" man learned something from white liberals - the

alibi of "victimization.” You never are resporsi-
ble for your own sins, however revolting. The
while Euro-American male always is to blame,

And so when the Hurons ran into a fatal
decade of bad luck, who got the blame? "The
black robes” who tried to woo them to
Christianity.

There is a book, first published in Ypsilanti in
1887, entitled History of the Ottawa and
Chippewa [ndigns by Andrew J, Blackbird.
Murders were “exceedingly few” until the whites
came, he wrote. “But these cases of murders
occurred sometime after they came in contact
with the white races in their country ... brought
on through the bad influence of white men ..."

Nor were there immorality and illegitimate
births until the white man came, Blackbird
wrote with apparent serlousness,

[ bring out the red man's dirty laundry
because, among our charter schools, we see
academies devoted to Native American culture,
including one chartered by Oakland University.
One wonders what historical bias will be taught
‘there.

Focus Health Day
includes breast exams

Breast cancer may be the single
most Intlmidating disease a woman
in the United States can have and
although there Is no estanlished
cure, physiclans stress some pre-
ventlve steps can be 1aken 1o cateh
4 malignant tumor in its earlfest
stages,

Women are encouraged 1o recelve
regular mammograms, such as one
offered by The Detrolt Medical
Center's  Karmanes  Cancer
Institute on Sunday. Oct, 12, as
part of Focus Health Day, at the
Novl Communily Center.

Self-examination and regular
physiclan check-ups are two of
ihese measures. Alan Goldsmith
M.D., of The Detroit Medical
Center's Health Care Centers-Novi,
says women should be in the habii
of examining thelr own Dreasls,
particularly in the shower, for hard
lumps previously unnoticed.

“Women should become famillar
with thelr own breasts,” Goldsmith
said. “They should be In the habit
of “checking regularly.”

Regular visils with an obstetrl-
cian also can help locate a tumor
before 1l grows larger. Goldsmith
sald a mammography can detect
lesfons less than |/2-inch In size.
He suggesls women between the
ages of 35 and 40 should be
checked for signs of hreast cancer
atleast every one to two years, and

women age 40 and older should he
examined for breast cancer once a
year.

One frightening statistic Is that
approximalely one in nine women
between the ages of 40 and 85 will
develop hreast cancer, according to
recent slatistics. Breast cancer
does have genetlc links, making
incidents more common In somie
familics than others.

Women who  experience
menopause later than normal or
have surgical menopause have a
slightly higher risk of contracting
breasl cancer, as do women who
have no children or undergo laie
pregnancies,

A balanced, low-[at diet has heen
shown to be beneficial in prevent-
Ing breast cancer. In partiewlar,
saturated fat and friend foods
should be avolded. Overweight
wamen and those who consume a
higher portion of fat and saturated
lal in their daily diets are slightly
more al risk for the disease.

Another warning sign of breast
cancer {s bone pain, according to
Goldsmith. The cancer spreads
through lymph nodes io other
parts of the body and affects bones
before i is passed lo organs,

“The best way lo treal breast
cancer {s through carly detection,”
said Goldsmith. “That’s the heliom
line.”

agreement among medical profes-
sfons, or the general public for
Lthat matter, on the single salest
and most satislying way to give
hirth.

PREPARING YOUR BODY

Comemon sense tells us that lo
have a healthy baby you should
have a healthy hody. That Is why
we hear of Lhe *[2-month preg-
naney.” A vislt to your health care
provider far pre-canceptual coun-
seling will put you on the right
track.

Swmoking and alcohol intake are
known 1o cause birth defects and
other problems In fnfants. Certain
vitamins, such as folate, should be
started prior to pregnancy so that
they are “on board" at Lhe time of
conception. A well-rounded, nutri-
tlous diet, as well as a sensible
exercise program lay the ground-
work for a healthy pregnancy.

CHOOSING A HEALTHCARE
PROVIDER

Insurance plans often dictate
the care providers and hospltals

Brothers form
unbreakable bond
in ‘Wild America’

"Wild America” Is an insplra-
tional story for anyone who has
ever had a dream,

Il is the slory of three fearless
brothers who followed the call of
the wild Lo live a dream that had
been growing in Lhelr hearts since
the lirst time they held a video
Calera.

It is also the story of a family
coming together, supporting each
other and relearning the impor-
tance of having your own dreams
angl working for them.

Set in the summer of 1967,
“Wild America” relates the slory of
hew the daredevil Stouffer brath-
ers first began their career as doc-
nmenlarians, capluring the mys-
tery and majesty of some of
nature’s most incredible animals
for the world lo enjoy forever.

And of course the first animals
they decide they should film are
endangered predators. The three
brathers never even slop to think
about how dangerous some of
their schermes might be until the
Grim Reaper is breathing down
their necks.

They've been unwittingly gearing
up for their expedition for vears.
creating innaginative and spirited
stunts to film, usually starring kid
brother Marshall {Jonathan Taylor
Thomas), who is accuslomed to
being victim lo the mest danger-
ous concoctlons of his clder broth-
ers, Mark (Devon Sawa) and Marty
{Scolt Bairsiow).

The movie cerlainly has a share
of the cheese factor, as does
atmost any movie geared toward a
family audience. The {reakish

“humer of the man in the cabin

that rents them a boat (o go alliga-
tor chasing and Lhe slow-motion
highlights they pul on the two col-
lege sisters to lend them an air of
magic and sophistication are cer-
Lainly hokey.

But If you look beyond that, the
film is pretly good. [t certainly has
plenly of excilemenl, suspense
and adventure. The heart-siop-
ping. ille-threalening situations
the three brethers manage to
stumble inlo seem unbelievable,
hul hey, when you disregard signs
and warnings to nol venlure inlo
certain areas, I guess (hings like
that are hound Lo happen,

Being thrown from the antlers of
an angry parental moose into a
raging river, just missing the cut-
{ing jaws of an alligator and shak-
ing z leg {ree [rom the claws of a
furious bear, Marshall seems to be
the ane always nearest to death's
outstrelched hand as a result of
his older brothers.

It's a good thing Lhey didn'l tell
their mother exactly what they
were deing. It's amazing she

doesi't die of a heart altnck when
she finally sces the loolage they
shot of their close scrapes and
antics. I can’l imagine any molher
being so supportive and calm with
three such sons. These are the
kind that give having boys a lad
name and make girls troly seem to
be all sugar and spice.

But as reckless as Lhese boys
are, they are also endearing. The
two eldest brothers comprise a
team that may be as elose as the
Hardy Brothers, feeding off onc
another and supporting each
other. But even such fraternity
breaks dewn under the stress
Incurred on their journey, leaving
Mark with a broken leg.

Despite the handicap, the three
brothers press on in their search
lor the legendary cave of a thou-
sand bears, and during their quest
they form an unbreakable bond of
shared experience,

When Marty Is at his lowest and
Is about to give up o his dream of
belng a Mm maker forever, it is his
voungest brother that reminds
him that he has lalenl. And it Is
also Marshall who reminds his dad
the impertance of fighting for your
dream. 1l only all children were so
wise.

What is even more amazing is
that this movie is based on Lhe
real adventures of the infamous
Stoufler brothers.

Mark Slouffer, one of the origi-
nal adventurers, worked as one of
the producers of *Wild America.
The screenplay was based en a
story he wrote about his childhood
adventures.

“We were blundering and slag-
gering our way through those dan-
geraus silualiens without a clue or
a plan of how to pull them off,"
Stouffer recalled. "We did oulra-
geous things because we didn'l
know we weren't supposed lo.
Here we were, young leenagers,
crossing the country filming the
rarest, most dangerous animals of
Norlh America. No money, no
chaperone, no plan, making every
mistake you can possibly imag-
ine.”

Under Mark Stouffer's coaching,
the movie was made as authentt-
cally as possible, although It is no
doubt a liitle souped up. Great
efforts were made to make even
the unbellevable encounters with
nalure as authentle as possible.

And the scenery is gorgeous.
Filmed In the outskirts of Savan-
nah, Georgia and Lhe Canadian
Rockies of Alberta, locations were
carelully selected to resemble the
Slouffers’ home in Arkansas and
the badlands of their adventures.

The animals, the seenery, the
characlers — everything comes
together lo relate the story of the
irue adventurers and leave the
audience with an lmpression of
having lived an Amerlcan drearm.

"The Net") star as the husband-
wile team of scientists; Charles S.
Dutton ("A Time to Kill," “Alien 3"
takes on the role of an MTA cop;
while Josh Brolin (“Flirting with
Disaster and the upcoming
“Nightwatch™) plays a CDC assis-
tant, ‘

"Mimlic" is based on a short
story by American pulp fiction
writer Donald A. Welheim which
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Guillerma Del Tore read’in 1994,
The director became fascinated
with the concept that a species
could imitate man in order 1o sur-
vive undetected in the human
world.

Del Toro pul his own subversive
mari on the slory by making this
predatory species a human cre-
ation, born out of man’s arrogance
in the face of nature. He explains,
“When nankind allows its ege to
baltoon and schemes of gaining
total control of the planet, nature
steps in 1o remind us who's boss,”

Hilcheoek was one of the first to
explore the occasionally antagonis-
tic relationship belween man and
nature in his seminal thrill “The
Birds" in which the animal literally
and melamorphically biles back at
the encroaching human communi-
ty.
Del Toro develops this theme
one step further in “Mimic" where
Lke technology of genetic engineer-
ing, sclentists aftempt to destroy
an enlire species and nature kicks
back through its own device of
evolulicn.
