Future

Staff workload puts committee’s efforts on hold

Al futuring in Novi has been put off lor the
future,

Monday night, the Novi City Councll upani-
mously agreed to postpone this year's cily-
sponsored volunteer effort, the Novi 20/20
Focus on the Future program, until fall 1998.

Mayor Kathleen Mclallen explained the
city's Planning and Community Development
has had staff changeovers and too large a
workload to continue the project this year.

“We don't have anyone left on stafl that Is
currently on the project. Due {o the workload,
we could hold back en the project until the
staff can get back on top some of the many
tasks,” she said.

The move came as a swprise to Cralg
DeRoche, chair of the steering commitiee for
the project. DeRoche learned about the delay
the day after the council decision and said he
thinks waiting one year will definitely impact
the pace of the undertaking.

"I'm kind of amazed by il. You get more than
109 citizens who come forward 1o the cily as
volunteers and put in thelr hard waork, time
and effort and good ideas, it seems Lhat's not a
group of people you want to shut out.”
DeRoche said.

After well-attended sessions in February, a
vision statement completed in April was the
result as the first phase of the process. The
second, not yet realized slep, is 1o create sev-
eral committees. to focus on areas such as
education, nalure/preservation, growth man-
agement, city government, economic develop-
ment, recreation and {ransporiation.

The idea was to come up for a biueprint for
the city's next 23 years, to be used as an advi-
sory tool by the Cily Councll and Planning
Commission.

Money sel aside [or the futuring project, a
two-year budget of $30,000, will be reallocated
by the city councll. Community Development
Director Jim Wahl was asked to report back as
to how much money was lefl, but he eslimated

il would he in the 815,000 range,

Wathl 1old the council In a memo that “since
the completion of the vislon statement, the city
administration has taken on several substan-
tial community projects invelving major com-
milments of time and resources,” He added
that original. discussions about the program
“did envision the possibility of not carrying out
all the phases, and/or interrupting the work
program for periods of time if necessary.”

The year-long delay would make the project,
if completed, concurrent with the city’s master
plan update. :

When the council sets the 1998-99 budget,
it will determine whether It wants to continue
Novi 20/20 Focus On The Future.

Councll Member Kathy Mutch said the city
didn't have any alternative but to delay the
program “due to the challenges facing the
staff.”

“Basically, we'll have volunteers
looking for trees that might not be
doing very well,” Pargolf sald.

Later this fall, some of the volun-
teers may eventually be Lrained to
spot gypsy moths, as the clty works
with Oakland County to survey the
level of infestation ir town.

‘Tree walkers will look for things
like disease and lawn mower and
weed-whacker damage at the base
of trees. Pargoll will train the vol-
unteers. [Us a way lo ensure the
health of elty street trees,

After Lhe damage done by gypsy
moths In the Nine Mile/Beck Road

-area was a topic al a Novl City
Councll  meeting  last month,
Pargofl suld that he’s had several
calls from resklents who thought
they spotled moth egg masses in

walkers’

area frees. Aclually, most of the
callers had located web worm
Infestations, Pargofl explained.

In the fall, the web worms build
{n trees filament “nests” that look
llke spider webs, nol unllke Lhe
tent caterplilars. However, tent
caterpillars only build in the
spring. Because trees have already
stored thelr nutrients by fall, a web
worm infestation is not significant-
ly damaging, he added.

Novl tree walkers will not he on
private properly. However, when
the county holds training sessions
for volunteers locking for gypsy
moth egg masses, volunteers will
he knocking on doors asking for
permissfon to survey residents’
yards,

I's anticlpated thal the Nine
Mile/Beck Road area will qualify
for a coundy spraying program next
spring,

With the leaves oll Lrees, spotting
gypsy moths will be easter.
However, Pargoff sald he's doing
some survey work right now.

It's very difflcult for
me to autherize numbers like this
for quality plctures.”

They didn't care that chasing a Mercedes at
very high speeds might wind up in a fatal crash.
As they clambered over the twisted wreek to
take closc-ups. they didn't care that people lay
bleeding and dying inside,

They did not care about the consequences of
their actions. And as a result, in my mind, (hey
are condemned as fundamentally irresponsible
people pursuing a particularly intrusive and
gbnoxious trade,

Now - and here's where communily journal-
st comes in - the paparazzi claim they are lit-

tte more than regular photojournalists, maybe a
liltle more aggressive than most, but still
engaged in the overall journalistie enterprise.
And that clatm may well be true, especlally
when the definitien of everall journalistic enter-
prise exlends to the edllers who pay enormous
prices for paparazzl pics.

And thal {s where those of us who practice
communily Journalism at this HomeTown news-
paper parl comparty with the overall Journalis-
tie enderprise, We think there's a big difference
between community journalistn and the other
sort, enough so 1hat we stress the difference in
an essay on Our Company Philosophy that goes
to all staffers:

"All journalists share the same obligation to
truth, accuracy and falrness. But because we
publisl: community newspapers, we think
about comimunity Journalism (n a fundamental-
ly different way than our bigger competitars,
They consider ihemselves to be independent
fram the stories, the people and the communi-
ties they cover, swooping In to write of the
unusual or sensational and then dashing off to
cover something else,

"We regard ourselves as both aceurate jour-
nalists and as caring citizens of the communl-
ties where we both wark and Iive, It's often hard
to have both feelings al once, but in the end it
makes for fairer and more accurate journalism
because 1l considers the cansequences of a
news story Lo the community and to the people
involve,

"As a suburban mayor once sald about
reporters from the downtown daily newspaper,
“The only lime we see those bastards out here is

when there's blood in the streels.”

This philosophy isnt semething prinled on a
sheet of paper, framed and hung en the wall
safely oul of the way. [U's something embedded
at the heart of everything we do.

Here's an example: in May 1993, a group of
kids from Cranbrook-Kingswood Schoel on a
camping irip in the Great Smoky Mounlains got
caught in a freakish spring Dizzard, 1 was
touch and go for awhile, but they survived, only
to hecome the objects in a media feeding frenzy.

The big city datlies ran screaming beadlines
aboul "Campers Safe,” while Bill Bonds kept
berating the Channel 7 news crew for nol get-
ting closer to the scene as the buses pulled in
and kids wete joyously welcomed Inlo the arms
of anxious parenis,

The headline in the Birmingham Eccentric,
ane of our HomeTown newspapers: “Welcome
home.” And our reporters and pholographers
were the only ones allowed in the greeting area,
Why? As editor Joe Bauman wrole: “Because we
had the contacts and the confidence of the
Cranbrook offictals who knew us and whalt they
could expect fron us,”

As comntunity journalists, we are both aceu-
rate Journalists and caring ctizens of the home
towns we cover. That's definllion of human and
journalistic responsibllity that never cccurred
1o the paparazzl who chased Princess Diana 1o
her death.

NORTHVILLE HITORICAL

A variety of architectural styles
can be seen during this year's tour
of historical houses

The majority of houses bullt during
the Viclorlan era were nol mansions
but homes constructed for shop keep-
ers, accountants, lawyers, doctors,
and bankers.

Of the five homes included in the
third annual Norlhville Historlcal
Home Tour, It's known that one was
used by a prominent physician and
another was buflt as a wedding pre-
sent.

Sponsored by the The Northville-
Novi Branch of the American Assocla-
tion of University Women, the tour is
set for 10 a.m. to 4 p.tn. Saturday,
Sept, 13. Most of the featured homes
measure about 3,000 square feel and
all have undergone renovations and
additions over the years,

The original reoms in a Victorian
home Included a parlor, a dining room,
a kitchen and bedrooms.

By 1860 parlors were common In
almost every house, with some homes
having both an informal and a formal
parler. The word "parlor” is derived
from the French word parler, meaning
to parley. Scclalizing was a chiel pas-
time during the era and callers were
usually recetved in the parlor.

By 1880, with entertaining becom-
ing Iess important, the parlor evolved
into the living room where the focus
turned to relaxation for the family
rather than soclalizing with guests.

The bedrooms were the private areas
- of a Victorian home. Children and

adults aitke could retreat to their indi-

vidual domains where they were sur-
rounded by thelr more personal pos-

sessions. .

The first boudoirs were really only
corners of the master bedroom suite
which had been separated by a screen
from the rest of the bedroom providing
a private corner, which Included a

“washstand, a bowl and a pitcher for

water., .

Later, bedrooms, usually adjacent to

the hostess's bedroom, were converted
into bathreoms. Homes which were
built before 1880 had to add plumbing
for bathrooms which were usually
located al the rear of the house.

Even with mass-produced bathiubs,
sinks, and loilets which were available
during the 1880s, only 20 percent of
city houses had indoor plumbing by
the 1900s,

Afew of the architeetural styles dur-
ing this peried included Italianate,
Queen Anne, the bungalow and
Mansards, which can be seen on the
hames chosen for this year's Northvllle
Historical Home Tour.

A French concepl home on Lhe tour
which was bullt In the 1880s includes
& Mansard style roof. The roof style
was named after the French architect
Francols Mansart who was at the peak
of his carcer in the 1650s.

During the 17th century property
laxes were assessed in France accord-
ing to the number of stories featured
on 4 house, excluding the attic, The
pitch of a Mansard roof allowed the
attic to be used as an additional story
of living space - tax free. All three
floors of the tour home, which was
restored to #s original appearance in

- 1967, will be open for viewing,

The bungalow style, which emerged
in the mid-1890s and was popular
Lhrough 1925, is represented by a
home on the tour built in 1921 by a
father as a wedding present for his
daughter. Usually a single-slory home,
it featured a wide veranda and low-
pltched roof. Popularized by Los Ange-
les architects. Charles and Henry
Green, it originated in Indla and Cey-
lon. The name bungalow is an Angli-
cizatlon of “Bengall,” The home is still
owned by the same family,

The Queen Anne style, ‘which
became prevalent in the 1880s and
1890s, included a varicty of exterior
siding materials and decorative ele-
ments which can be seen on a recently
renovated home included on the tour

The Victorian Queen Anne style home uses a combination of
_materials and decorative elements on the exterior of the home.

Children under 12 and pets
are not allowed on the tour and ne
inside photographs are permitted.

Each home is staffed by volunteers
who will work in shifts throughoul the
stx-hour event.

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Early detection of Presbyopia critical

As  our  eyes
approach age 40 they
may feel llke they
have seen inost eveiy-
thing and are getting
prelty darn tired. No
wonder most of us
develop preshyopla -
the natural less of
near-focusing ability.
My celumn addresses
this as an eye health
issue  for haby
hoomers.

Most age changes
in our eyes begin in
childhood but don’t have a functional impact
until Jater in life. Presbyopia is a good example.
It daesn't matter whether a 20-year-old can
only focus to within 3 inches Instead of 2 inch-
es, but at 45 if you can't focus clearly at 15
tnches you'll have trouble reading small print
you used to see efforilessly, Early signs of pres-
hyopia include a delay fn changing focus from
dlstance o near, dependence on brighter read-
ing light and drowsiness with reading.

The physical change responsible for presby-
opla is decreased flexibility of the lens located
behind the fris {colored portion of the eye). Your
eye stops growing in your teens hot the lens
cantinues lo grow, and as more cells are added,
the lens becomes less elastle. At present there
is na medically proven way to avold these
inevitable changes.

Correcting preshyopia begins with a ther-
ough eye exam with your optometrist. For
adults this includes dilating your puptls. With-
out the dffating drops your doctor only has a
keyhole view Inside your eye and cannot deter-
mine if your eve Is tolally healthy. I liken this
to going to the dentist and only smiling but not
opening your mouth.

Pap smear testing helps prevent cancer

flaucoma. The most common concern 1s with
glaucoma - an increased fluld pressure nside
the eye that can compress and destroy the
optle nerve, leading to irreversible damage and
blindness, Glaucoma increases [n prevalence
every decade after 40 and usually has no
symptoms so the only way to detect il early s
through routine preventative eye care. For my
patients | inchide a carcful personal and famlly
history to assess risk factors, a computerized
peripheral vislon evaluatlon, eye-pressure test-
tng and a three-dimensional analysis of the
optic nerve as [t exits the back of the eye and
enters the brain (this can only be done with
dilated puptl).

Provided your eye ls healthy, you have a
number of options to correct presbyopla. The
simplest Is wearing prescription reading plass-
es 1o correct any lmbalanee between the eyes
and other sight disorders such as astigmatism,
Simple reading glasses are sometimes a good
option for those who sil all day at a computer.
Drug store reading glasses don'l usually fully
correct your vision nor are they aligned with
your eye's posilion, The result can be unneces-
sary eye strain and blur, which is the very rea-
son you are wearing glasses,

A more popular option is the progressive
addiilon lens {pal). This is technically the most
advanced invisible bifocal lens and does things
reading glasses and regular bifocals cannot.

A reading lens gives you a fixed range of
foeus from about 10 to 24 inches while blurring
anything beyond that range. Reguiar lined bifo-
cals give you the same near range and clear
distance vislon starting at about 4 feet, This
can leave computer screens, dashboards and
store shelves out of focus in the midrange of 2
to 4 feet. Trifocals address the mid-range but
now you have two noticeable lines on the lens
where your vislon fumps.

The pal has a computer-generated surface
that is molded to allow a clear reading area. In
the middie of the lens s a smooth strengthen.

ing of power that takes your focus from reading
all the way out to long distance without any
gaps, lines or jumps. Most people agree the
absence of tell-tale bifocal lines makes them
lock and feel ypunger.

Our success rate with pal is more than 95
percent, although proper frame selection, mea-
surements and preseription deslgn must all
come together for this success. Current tech-
nology has produced significant improvements
in Just the last vear or two.

Contact Jens wearers aiso have aptlons when
it comes to preshyapia. I find more and more
patfents arc conlinuing lo wear contacts past
age 40 and oflen people start wearing contacts
for the first time In their 40s. The eye can easl-

ly supporl conlacl lens use although re-wetling §
drops are ofien needed to combat decreased |

lear production, especlally In women.

The mosl common approach to correcting
presbyopia with contacts is called monovision.
This Involves correcting the dominant eye to
ful] distance and the non-dominant eye to mod-

erale near focus, This applies to disposable soft ¥
lenses, gas permeable rigid lenses or any oth- |

€rs.

procedure can correct nearsightedness and
astigmatism and further research Is under way
to address presbyopia other than through a
simple monovision approach. Having co-man-
aged my own patients with exctmer surgery
over the last year, | can tell you this will play a
major positive role in the future of eye care.

Preventative eye exams and a creative
approach to presbyopla can help us continue to
enjoy our sight at any distance or any age, just
when you thought you had seen it all,

“High risk women” are those
who become sexually active in the
mid-adolescent years and have a
tendency fo have multiple sexual
partners.Therefore, the importance
of screening all sexually active
females cannot be over empha-
sized,

However, {he idea suggesting
posi-menopausal, sexually inactive
women should not underge pap
smears is a dangerous, but appar-
ently widespread, myth. '

Demographic studies suggest
that 9 percent of women over age
18 have never had a pap smear.
This translates to over one million
women In the United States, And,
an estimated 11 million white
women over 65 did not have a pap

smear In the past year, Post diag-
nostic studies show that 25 per-
cent of women with cervical cancer
had their lasl pap smear over five
years prior to diagnosis.

Studies show older women are
actually at an increased risk for
cervical cancer, Twenty-five per-
cent of all cervical cancers, and 41
percent of all cancer deaths oceur
{n women over 65 years.

The prevalence of abnormal pap
smears in high in this group,
16:1,000. Screening women over
65 years would, therefore, be most
beneflicial with a 63 percent
improvement In (ive-vear mortali-
ty.

Along with regularity, ithe pap
smear must be perfermed with
care to yield optimal accuracy.
Women should not douche for at
least three days prior to the pap
smear and should avoid inter-
course for up to 48 hours prior 1o
the pap smear.

A slmple procedure lasting less
than two minutes, the pap smear
involves sampling the transforma-
tlon zone, the area where the
cervix meets the uterus. This is
