One by one, 14 men and women 
took the witness stand to tell their 
stories of how a chance encounter 
last November witli Gerald Atkins 
changed their lives.

A sheriffs deputy lold of how he 

was struck in the left shoulder by 
a bullet fired from Atkiils' semi­
automatic rifle. 

"My entire body twisted to the 
left and around and my arm 
became immediately nunlb and 
was hanging," Deputy Matthew 
Miller explained.

Tile last ttiini! a woiricii wants to 
do In the middle of ftlvlrij; birth Is 
get lip and illove to another roonl-
But believe It or not, for the la.st 
several decades, women racked 
with lahor pains ha\'e been asked 
shift to the delivery room for the 
actual hirth. 

But in recent years, hospitals 
have taken a new look at labor, 
dcllvely and recovery in an effort to 
make the event less medical and 
more comfortable. 

Such is the case with the New 
Life Center at Providence Medical 
Center-Providence Park, which 
opened In 1994 and has seen 547 
babies born in It's rooms. The New 
Life Center boasts personal atten­
tion, privacy and a homey atmo­
sphere. 

But the best part, according to 
one recent mother, is the food. 

They treat you like qliecil for a 
day," said Sue Demaree, of 
Westland wJlo gave birth in May of 
this year. 

"We give a gourmet meal for the 
mother with candlelight and wine 
and real china," explained Cynthia 
McLeod R.N.C, manager of the cen­
ter. 

The New Life Center has four 
birthing rooms in a wing that 
scem.s to be a world-away from the 
emergency rooms and surgical 
units. Looking much like an 
upscale hotel room, the wreath on 
the wall, the flowered wallpaper 
and comforter on the bed, as well 
as the Jacuzzi bathtub make it feel 
more like home. 

But then, at the appropriate 
time, it transforms Into a nledlcal 
birthing room once the painting 
above the bed is flipped up and the 
cherry bedstand doors are opened. 

A nurse Is assigned to the family 
to help with the delivery. An obste­
trician Is also on staff 24 hours a 
day to assist the family's doctor or 
be the attending physician. The 
staff numbers 16 and rotates 24 
hours a day, seven days a week. 

Gone are the days when the baby 
was carted off to hang out with the 
other newborns. These babies stay 
right in the room with the mother. 
A volunteer-knitted cap and tiny 
Providence T-shir t are its first gifts. 

The birth partner Is provided 
with a fold-out bed and a kitchen is 
nearby for catching a quick snack.

A big difference between the New 
Life Center and many of the new 
birthing wings at many hospitals, 
said Amy Middleton with 
Providence Hospitals, Is the ability 
to administer medication and 
epidurals to molhei's and the close 
proximity (right across the hall) to 
the surgical unit in case an emer­
gency deliver occurs. 

"If there nrc any complications, 
literally across the hall arc OR 
facilities In case we have to do and 
emergency C-sectioil," said 
Middleton, 

That was the case with Sue 
Demaree. 

Because her first two births went 
rather smoothly, Demaree was 
considered low risk and was 
accepted to the program. She went 
through the preparation courses 
and nine month wait with no prob­
lem. But when the time came to 
deliver Olivia, there was a slight 
crises. The umbilical cord had 
wrapped itself around the infants 
neck. 

'The walls come down, the doors 
fly open, it's kind of neat," Demaree 
.said. 

The neonatal specialists were 
called in to assist her physician Dr. 
Kevin Deighton and the delivery 
occurred with no injury to the 
infant. She said the crises was 
handled calmly, which enabled her 
to stay calmer. 

"I wasn't wheeled froiil room to 
room so you're not scared to death 
in the meantime," she said,

was over, the room was cleaned 
and put hack in order. She wasn't 
ashamed to have visitors in the 
room, she said. 

'The difference between a hospi­
tal and the birthing center is it's 
cleaner," she explained. "1 went to 
take a shower and I came out it 
was back to normal. When you're 
in the state of delivery you don't 
notice everything." 

Her husband Steve said It was a 
much better experience (ban a hos­
pital where the couple had their 
first of three children. 

"It's very convenient for every­
body. There's no hustle and bustle. 
You're the only ones in here," he 
explained. "It's calilier without the 
extra cost. And it takes the medical 
pari out of it." 

Somelliiies, unexpected deliver­
ies happen in the New Life Center, 
as was the case last month. 

According to Mclxod, a pregnant 

woman on her way to her chosen 
hospital to delll'cr realized she was­
n't going to make It and pulled into 
Providence's emergency rootn. She 
was inmiediately sent up to the 
cozy birthing center and delivered 
within minutes. There were no 
complications, but the staff is high­
ly trained and could have handled 
any situation, she said. 

The Center's nurses pay a \1slt to 
the mother's home on the first day 
back. 24 hours after the delivery, 
follow with a check up call on day 
two and then end with another 

home visit on day three. 
On staff are cerlified lactation 

specialists to help women learn to 
breastfeed and address any prob­
lems a woman might encounter. 

"(The nurse) helped me Iremeii-
dously with nurs ing, " said 
Demaree. 

The extended care actually sur­
passes what a women would get iil 
a regular hospital setting, where 
she might stay for two days instead 
of 24 hours. But with the added 
pei-sonal attention, Mclxod I'eels 
the care Is just as equal if nol bel­

ter. 
"They're here about 24 hours," 

she explained. "But it is a 72 hour 
cxpcTience. It's just a matter of 
where they are when they are get-
ling that." 

A second benefit of the center is 
it is less expensive, according to 
Middleton. It's a package price, she 
said, covering evetythlng except 
circunlcisions and n ibe l la vaccina­
tions. 

"This is what we would consider 
a hospital of the future," said 
Middleton.

"IHowever), it is vital that each lime 
any petitioner stands before you 
that evei\'one Is treated e(|ually, 
fairly and conslslently." 

Others disafireed, saying that 
approval of a single home lol 
wouldn't start the city down a sli|)-
peiy slope. 

"In no way would set a prece­
dent." was iiow Mayor Pro Teiii 
Hugh Crawford put it. calling for 
approval of the plan. 

The original desi.gii called for 
about 13,400 sciuare feet to he dis­
turbed, almost all of it wetlands. 
The new proposal i-ediices that fig­
ure by about 2.000 sc|iiare feel. 

Mayor Kathleen Mebillen and 
other ilicmbcrs of the council eoiii-
mended the Wagners for their 
efforts in coming up with a better 
plan. 

"You've tried viilialitly," was how 
she put It. 

Sue Tepatli. the city's wetlands 
specialist, slated in a meinn to the 
council that while developers usu­
ally aren't given permission lo 
build in wetlands, individual home 
builders have been granted an OK 
in the pa.sl. allhoiigh never for as 
much square footage as in this 
ease.

Senior Michael Christenson left 
Nor lhvi l le High School around 
10:30 on a Wednesday morning in 
his friend's truck, cruised to a 
parly store in Livonia and bought a 
case of beer. 

II was that simple. 
He put it in the back seat and 

drove back to school. Bringing the 
beer onto school property resulted 
in suspensions for hiii l and the two 
classmates he picked up for lunch. 

Northvil lc police charged 
Christenson with minor in posses­
sion. In a written statement, 
Christenson said he had used a 
fake ID at the party store at least 
20 times before store employees 
recognized him. He added that 
store personnel continued to sell 
him alcohol even after his father 
conliscated the phony ID. 

Christelison didn't elaborate on 
where he had obtained the ID, but 
Northvillc High School Principal Dr. 
Tom Johnson said he thinks 
they're easy to come by. 

''It's''our''™derstanding if they 
(students) want to they can buy 
any fake IDs. Students have 
claimed it's not hard to get them," 
Johnson said. 

The probleln is that fake IDs are 
closely guarded, Johnson said. 

Northvillc Police Detective Dave 
Fendelet said he rarely sees them 
either. 

"Minors have told us that they've 
golten them from other people. It's 
a problem that doesn't gel to the 
police level," he said. 

Fake IDs can be made with elab­
orate graphics equipment and lam-
inators, police said. Such opera­
tions may be found near college 
campuses where the IDs are often 
sold for profit. 

According to Liz Boyd, a 
spokesperson for the Michigan 
Secretary of State, there are two 
types of fake IDs, those that arc 
obtained from the state with fraud­
ulent identification and legitimate 
licenses that are later altered. 

The Secretary of Slate only con­
cerns ilself with preventing the for­
mer scheme, and Boyd said they 
investigate several hundred cases 
of attempted fi'aud each year, 
though not all are related to 
minors. 

"We have certain procedures that 
we follow. If we suspect someone 
isn't who they say they are, we 
refer it to our enforcenlent unit for 
follow up," she said. 

Possessing a fake ID is a lllisde-
meanor punishable by a fine of up 
to $500 and/or 90 days in jail. 
However, using false documents to 
obtain a license is a felony. 

'The penalty has been stiffened 
to make it more attractive for pros­
ecutors to pursue," Boyd said. 

Beginning in 1998, the state will 
phase in a new license which will 
be virtually tamper-proof, Boyd 
said. It will have a hard plastic sur­
face like a credit card and have dig­
itally generated print. 

In addition, a magnetic stripe on 
the back will contain a licen.se 
number, an expiration date, and 
the driver's date of birth. The 
stripes wil l be compatible with 
technology that's already in stores. 

"So even if someone attempted to 
tamper with the date of birth on 
the front, which would be virtually 
Impossible, the date of birth on the 
back wil l ser\'e as verification," 
Boyd said. 

Photos will also be kept in com­
puter files, preventing someone 
from attempting to get a picture on 
a license with another person's 
name. 

But no preventative measure will 
keep minors from getting alcohol 
unless store and bar owners exam­
ine licenses carefully, police say, 
because minors often buy alcohol 
by using the ID of a friend or rela­
tive who looks like them. 

added that police should do iilore 
lo i)iini.sh youths who attempt lo 
make purchases. 

"1 don't think the police take 
enough action against minors." he 
saul. 

Shopping Center Market, located 
on N. Center since 1980, had no 
previous violations for selling to 
minors. Owner James l i i l ler said 
he has taken extensive and expen­
sive measures to prevent si.ich 
sales. 

lie said all employees go through 
two weeks of training and sign an 
alTidavil stating that they will not 
sell to minors.

Computers at each register at his 
Norlhville store require cashiers lo 
enter the birthdate from tlie cus-
tonlcr's ID in order lo ring up alco­
hol. If Ihc birlhdatc reveals the 
purchaser Is underage, the com­
puter will lock up. 

The employee who sold to the 
decoy asked to see his identifica­
tion, looked at his authentic license 

which indicated thai he was 19, 
and still made Ihe sale. 

"She subverted the syslem," 
Hiller said, "It was an intentit)nal 
act. She chose to delibertilcly 
ignore her training." 

Hiller said he fired her immedi­
ately and will file a lawsuit tigainsl 
her seeking monetary damages. 

"This is pretty irritating, pretty 
upsetting," he said.

State lawmakers want educators 
to shorten the high school profi­
ciency tests and offer them during 
the senior year. 

They also want to Junk the 
unpopular "proficient." "novice" 
and "not yet novice" ratings and 
substitute a system of four rank­
ings - three passll lg and one fail­
ing. 

The ratings would appear on a 
student's official transcript but llot 
on the diploma, under a bill being 
drafted in a House Education sub­
committee in Lansing. 

The High School Proncient Tests 
have had unintended conse­
quences," said Rep, Rose 
Bogardus, D-Dav-lson. "We see chil­
dren not taking foreign languages 
or the arts." 

The reason, she said, is (hat giv­
ing the tests in 11th grade, as cur­
rently done, pushes school dis­
tricts to offer test subjects such as 
government in 10th grade. They' l l 
have to have all this i n the 10th 
grade," added Rep, Clyde LeTartc, 
R-Jackson. "We're forcing material 
back In he cun lcu lum. " 

On a spilt 5-2 vote, the panel 
amended Us draft bill to require the 
state Department of Educat ion to 
administer the tests In the first 

semester of 12th grade. The tests 
then will determine what students 
have learned by the end of the 11th 
grade instead of the end of the 
10th. 

The subcommittee met Sept. 25 
and is scheduled to meet again at 
noon Oct. 1 on the fourth iloor of 
the State Capitol In Lansing. 

Paul Bielawskl, supervisor of 
curr iculum development for the 
Department of Educat ion, said 
11 til grade was chosen for testing 
because 10th grade Is "the last 
tline we have all the kids together. 
The tests are focused on all kids," 
he told the panel, "We don't have all 
kids taking chemistry, biology and 
physics. So we test for health sci­
ence, not bloiogj', 

"We test for algebraic content, 
but not binomial equations. All 
kids take civics, but many don't 
take economics, and some districts 
don't even offer it," Bielawskl said, 

"My preference is to do it (admin­
ister tests] on the last day of the 
senior year," said LeTarte, a former 
community college president. 

J i m Bal lard, of the Michigan 
High School Principals Association, 
said the test shouldn't be offered 
too late in the 12th grade, "There's 
a general feeling for one additional 
chance to take the tests," he said, 
adding that one-third of students 

re-test. 
The bill will ask the Department 

of Education to "provide more spe­
cific feedback to students, parents 
and the schools to be used In 
improving the students' perfor­
mance," 

Tests are administered in mathe­
matics, science, reading and writ­
ing, A social studies test is to be 
added later. 

Subcommittee members general­
ly agreed the tests should be 
administered In less than II 
hours, a subject of much complaint 
dur ing last summer's hearings. 
But they didn't set a number in 
their draft bill. 

Meanwhile, the State Board of 
Education voted 7-0 recently to 
shorten testing time by 45 minutes 
by eliminating part 2 of the writing 
test. 

Other key points approved by the 
subcommittee: 

• The department should use 
only Michigan educators for scor­
ing "open-ended questions" and 
the writing component, 

• The department should recom­
mend a statewide comprehensive 
professional development plan for 
educators in understanding core 
aoademic content standards, 

• Schools should give re-takes In 
the same academic year. 

• Tile depaflmcnt should develop 
a con-elation between the MEAP 
(assessment tests given to fifih and 
eighth graders) and the high school 
proficiency tests. 

Here is the department's descrip­
tion of what a "proficient" student 
should know about science by the 
end of 10th grade: 

"A student who scores within the 
proficient range in science demon­
strates the ability to use, construct 
and refiect on scientific knowledge. 
The student; 

• "Demonstrates knowledge of 
earth and space science, life sci­
ence and physical science, 

• "Uses his or her knowledge to 
describe and explain real worid 
objects, systems, or events: and to 
predict future events or obseiVa-
tions. 

• "Develops solutions to prob­
lems by interpreting text, graphs, 
tables, pictures or other represen­
tations of scientific knowledge. 

• "Is able to 'step back' and ana­
lyze or refiect upon his/her own 
knowledge usil lg either theoretical 
or empirically based arguments 
and describe the limitations of 
h is /her own knowledge and scien­
tific knowledge in general."

Fitzgerald, a .safety-conscious 1,'iw-
maker ambitious to become attor­
ney general. But he voted yes. 

it was just right for Rcjj. Andrew 
Raczkowski, R-Farmington Hills. 

"We made it a hill for kids. There 
were valid exceptions." .said the 
anti-regulation freshman lawmak­
er. 

Sponsor of the niiiendmenl to 
exempt persons 16 and older was 

Rc]). Eileen DeHart, D-Wesllaiid. 
ChallehRcd during debate by 
members over the cutoff age, 
DeHart said, "If a police ofllccr has 
a question about whether some­
one is 16 or 15, he does what he 
does in any other case. He pulls 
them over." 

She added that victims tend to 
be the veiy young. 'This amend­
ment is good for hunters." 

Moments later, the House unan­
imously a])proved sti l l another

T'he bi l l , by Rep. Deborah

the bed of a pickup truck. 

Tlie eommittee leaped into 
action and reported out the bill 
Sept. 23, the first day of the fall 
session.

Rep. David Gubow, D-

effort "a baby step foiward, A pick­
up is not designed for passengers, 
and an auto is. But the auto law 
requires seat belts, and there are 
no seal belts in the cargo bed of a 
pickup," he said, Gubow voted yes 
anyway. 

Rep, Don Gilmer, R-Augusla, an 
apple grower In rural Kalamazoo 
County, called the law unneccs-
saiy, "Why are we attempting to 
outlaw stupidity? l.ast summer's 
tragedy involved I) an unlicensed 
driver who 2) ran a stop sign and 
3) had ehildren under 4 who were 
not belted in the cab, She 5) took 
all the back roads (to avoid traffic), 

"Migi 'ani workers don't have 
money for nice vans and station 
wagons," said Gilmer, 

"It's not a mailer of stupidity," 
replied sponsor Cherry, arguing 

that many people don't realize the 
danger of riding In the back of a 
pickup. 

Rep, Rose Bogardus, D-
Da\1son, agreed, "I walked my dis­
trict and knocked on several hun­
dred doors, especially those with 
pickups parked Ihere. There was 
unanimous support for this bill," 
she said, 

"We've outlawed recreational 
camping for a lot of people." said 
Rep. Alan Cropsey, R-DeWil(. 
Many families have a pickup and a 
catilper, and their only passenger 
space Is the pickup. 

On the fioor as a guest during 
debate was former Rep, William 
Keith, D-Gai-den Cily, who guided 
a similar bill through the House In 
1992, only to see il die in the 
Senate, 

Slate Rep. Nancy Cassis. R-
Novi, voted yes.

The areas of the lionie that llie 
falls occur in are \vides|)read and 
lliroiifjhnut the liome. .Some 
injuries lead lo ininiol)ility and pre­
mature dcpcndeilcy. 

Many Diioshaps in the home can 
be prevented. A vital role in the 
lioiile care stall 's role is to assess 
and evalu.'ite the palieiils ,sali>ty 
and home environment. It is impoi'-
tanl to e.xamine llie lioiiie cnviixin-
meni lo determine whal innova­
tions or diannes are needed to cre­
ate an environilieiit as liazard free 
as possiljlc. 

A variety of factors can con­
tribute to falls in tlie home, sucil as 
poor Wflhtinji. clutter on tlie lloor, 
naiTow iliith or \vall< ways, caipets 
that euri or slide. To assure tlial 
there is a baiTier-free enviionment 
with the easiest accessibility, clear 
wide ilassageways ily removiiif^ any 
eliittcr from lloors and stairways. 
By moving hirniliu'e back toward 
tile wall, it wider walk way will be 
created. When you liave to navigate 
around I'urniture, the risk of failing 
increases. If the pathways are nar­
row and a I'all does occur, the 
chance of any injury is gi-eater due 
to hitting an object during the fall. 
Remove llirow rugs. Secure area 
rugs to the floor wilh nonskid pads 
or double sided tape. Tack carpet 
firmly to each step on the stairs. 
Outside of the home, falls frequent­
ly occur wi lh weather changes 
causing slipper)' condilions or 
uneven sidewalk elevations. 

Proper lighting wilh easy accessi­
bility and ease to reaching the 
switch or turning the lamp on is 
impoi'tanl. Use switches that light 
up, especially at the lop and bot­
tom of stairways. Buy lamps that 
turn on and off by touch. Night 
lights help to light flallways, bed­
rooms and bathrooms. Always 
keep a -working flashliglit on hand 
in case of a power failure. Outside 
the home, lights on timers or 
illotion detectors light walk ways 
and steps at night, which are 
Important when returning home 
after dark. 

The bathroom is one of the key 
sites for falls and injuries. Wet sur­
faces lead to slips and falls. 
Bathrooms most often are small in 
size and eveiylhing in the room is a 
hard surl'ace. 

Sonle suggestions to lielp in tlie 
bathrooiTi are to remove the throw 
rugs and use non-skid rubller mats 
in the tub or shower. Properly' 
installed handrails on tile wall can 
help to maintain balance while get­
ting in and out of tile tub or sllow-
er. Towel bars and soap dishes are 
not securely anchored into the 
wall. Shower chairs or tub henclies 
consen'e energy and prevent falls 
in the tub or shower 

Fire prevention is a major con­
cern. Smoke detectors alert you lo 
a fire that is in progress hut there 
are steps to take to safe guard you 
and your home. Perform snloke 
detector checks and replace batter­
ies on a regular time schedule, 
such as when the time changes on 
and off of daylight savings. Smoke 
detectors should be placed i l l e 
areas of the house that the fire 
would be most dangerous such as 
the bedrooms. You should have at 
least one detector per floor or level. 
Avoid smoking in bed and when 
you are taking medications thai 
may cause drowsiness. Check and 
replace old wir ing and frayed 
cords. Avoid overloading electrical 
sockets nor using extension cords. 
Replace light bulbs with the recom­
mended wattage for the lamp or fix­
ture. Fire extinguishers, the multi­
purpose type, should be kept at 
readily available locations, Keep 
one on each level of the honle and 
one in the garage, preferably near 
the doors of rooms with the great­
est flre potential. 

One of tlie best safety tools to 
have is the telephone. Phones in 
multiple rooms, at easily reachable 
levels, and easy functionability, 
large buttons and with pro­
grammable numbers, help to get 
the necessary emergency help 
when needed, A cordless phone 
can be taken fronl room to room 
and kept within easy reach to pre­
vent having to rush to the ringing 
phone, which is when falls often 
occur. 

If you use a walker, it can be 
transported' on the walker in a 
small basket cr bag attached to the 
walker

The preliminary' examination, to 
establish evidence in all coiinls, 
was moved from 52-1 District 
Court in Novi I'or safety reasons. 
District Cour i Judge Harold 
Bulgarelli presided. 

At least three additional witness­
es, including Nov! police Officer 
Vere WInvllle will testify Ocl. 3 
when the hearing is continued. The 
judge is expected to detenlline If 
there is enough eWdence on each 
count to send it to Jury trial at cir­
cuit couri . 

" l i s hard for people to testify 
because this happened last 
November. They all really need clo­
sure in this and need Justice to be 
ser\'ed. None of them will ever for­
get i l , but it's hard to live with It 
when it's not over," Matthews said. 

The family and friends of Dartyl 
Izzard, the 57-year-old plant 
supervisor shot to death while tt '̂-
Ing to protect his co-workers, sat in 
the courtroom with stoic faces as 
television cameras turned for their 
reaction. Very few shed tears but 
remailled fixed on the testimony 
surrounding the alleged murder. 

"It was hard to be here because I 
love Darryl so i l luch," his wife, 
Nancy Izzard, saic1 outside the 
courtrooill. "I didn't know much 
about what happened and hadn't 
really heard anything until today." 

"(Darryl) would go to where trou­
ble was and did what he thought 
he had to do. His intent was never 
to be a hero. He just did what he 
thought was best." 

Before Izzard encountered 
Atkins, the man in green camou­
flage walked toward the building's 
security post, told workers to "get 
the f— out of the here," and then 
shot out the darkly tinted windows 
of the security office.

computer systems in the room 
when he heard popping noises. 
Thinking It was the computer, he 
got up to leave, then noticed his ear 
was bleeding. That's when he real­
ized the popping noises were gun­
shots. He hit the floor and crawled 
lo safely. 

That's about the time Izzard 
walked into the chaos. 

Witnesses described watching 
Atkins chase Izzard around the 
vehicle in the parking lo l and back 
into the building, all the while 
shooting. Even as Izzard tried to 
escape he yelled Into h is radio for 
help and lo warn others, witnesses 
said. 

Roberta Wolf, a Walled Lake 
schoolteacher working in the 
Learning Ceilter In Ihe plant, had 
helped two other men call police 
and then locked themselves in a 
storage closet. The three heard 
Atkins chase a man Into the room, 
heard his pleas for mercy. 

"He said, 'Don't shoot me. Don't 
shoot nie,'" Wolf said. 'There was 
no answer and then there were 
gunshots, three or four." 

When they opened the door sev­
eral minutes later, they found 
Darryl Izzard lying under a desk 
bleeding from bullet wounds. 

Arthur Elliot, a 37-year worker at 
the plant, came face to face with 
Atkins at the door of the Learning 
Center, Just after Izzard was shot. 

"1 asked him, 'What do you 
want?' and he said, 'Whining bitch­
es' and walked right past me," 
Elliot said on the stand. 

'Thank god 1 didn't have a secu­
rity radio on. It's sign of aulhorily," 

he added. 
Matthews spent most of the day 

Friday establishing Atkins' alleged 
pattern of targeting only men in 
positions of aulhorily, identified by 
management's attire of while 
shir ls, black pants and carrying of 
a plant radio. 

Defense attorney Herb bii'son 
question wilnesses aboul whether 
Atkins had shot directly at them, to 
ki l l , or had simply fired the gun to 

, scare them away. 
In particular, Larson questioned 

four Wixom police officers who 
encountered Atkins In the planl as 
they came around a corner. Atkins 
Is accused of attempted murder 
against all of Ihem. 

When officer Gary Haml in yelled 
at him to drop the weapon, Atkins 
dropped to one knee and fired at 
least three shots in their direction, 
using sweeping motion as he fired, 
the offices said. 

"Did you gel Ihe impression he 
was trying to scare you?" Matthews 
queslloned. 

"I got the impression he was tiy­
ing to kill us," said Wixom officer 
and Novi resident A lan Blashfield. 

After Atkins emptied his clip and 
reloaded, he look off to the back of 
the plant and exited toward Ihe 1-
96 freeway, the officers said. They 
had inlmedialely taken cover, but 
spl i t up. l\vo officers followed 
Atkins outside. 

When Atkins, who took refuge 
popping in 3nd out of drainage 
ditches and behind dunipsters, 
saw Haml in peering out from 
behind a brick structure, he began 
to fire, Hamlin said. 

"Tlie block was breaking off and 
hitting me In Ihe face," he said. 

Deputy Matt Miller who was shot 
once by Atkins in ihe shoulder tes­
tified that even afier he and anoth­
er deputy made it to back lo a 
police car on the freeway, Atkins 
kept firing. 

"For a momenl I fell really safe. I 
didn'l feel we were In Ihe line of fire 
Then the window shattered out," 
he said. 

Atkins remained uiicmolional in 
the courtroom, talking quietly with 
his 

atlortieys. writing on a yellow 
note pad. He had eariier requested 
a second set of handcuffs that 
would allow him the freedom to 
take notes. 

James laquinto, Atkins' boss and 
president of Midwest G lass in 
Walled l.;lke, said Atkins ques­
tioned him aboul security at Ihe 
plant earlier in the week on the way 
to work. laquinto drove the 
machine operator lo work for 
months after his car broke down. 

He asked me if 1 had any prob­
lems with security when 1 wenl to 
see niy wife, he explained. 

laquinto said Atkins told him 
about going lo see a woman who 
worked al the plant but that secu­
rity wouldn't let him by. He might 
have to use a diversion, like siiloke 
bomb, he told laquinto. 

"He said he had enough bullets 
for anyone who tried lo stop him," 
laquinto said. 

Atkins was angiy al the United 
Auto Workers and its lobbying poli­
cies and said "'I gotta gel her out of 
there,' as he explained what kind 
o f as he said it. sh—hole Ford 
was," according to laquinto. 

Bulgarelli Ibiind Atkins compe­
tent lo sland trial In August after a 
series of mental examinations by 
Dr. Betty Ellerson a l the Center ibr 
Forensic P.sychialry in YpsllantI 
and the prosecution's Dr. Charles 
C lark , a self-employed forensic 
psychiatrist with 19 years experi­
ence at the center. 

Both Ellerson and Clark told 
Bulgarelli they believed Atk ins was 
fit to sland trial. 

Afier the hearing, Atk ins was 
moved to the Oakland County Jai l .
