The money Is part of a 82 billion 
state transportation l)udget for 
1997-98. 

Updating the entrances and 
exits has been somelliing long 
hankered lor locally, with ol^licials 
fi-oiii Novi, Walled hake and 
Wixom lobbying l>;msing, as well 
are reprosenlativcs from Michigan 
CAT, the Novi ivxpo Center, 
I'rovidence Hospital and the 
Wixom Mcijer. 

in Ju ly , Cassis issued a call for 
local support, as Ihe amendmenl 
worked its way Ihrough tne stale 
liou.'..e itiid si'iiale f,u.Mniittee pro­
cess. It passed the liouse and sen­
ate l.ist week. No construction can 
be planned untii the engineering 
design study l.s complete. 

Cassis said the next step is to 
lobby MDO'l ' lo make sure the 
engineering design study goes for­
ward. 

"I'm hoping that's going to hap­
pen this year MOOT sllotdd begin 
very soon. They already llave some 
construction designs, but now it's 

going to take a final construction 
sttidy," she added. 

Rebuilding both interchailges, 
as well as upgrading adjacent sur­
face roads, is expected to be a 
S90-$ i00 million project.

Tim and Debbie Wagner hugged 
wdieii tliey learned Monday night 
thai llieir dream to build a home 
on Garfield Road will come true, 
even though their yard today is 
mostly a swamp. 

Tlie Novi City Council gave the 
couple Ihe perniil tiley needed lo 
dredge and I'ill the prolce^ed wet­
lands, in June, they were recom­
mended for denial by the Nov! 
Planning Commission, which hes­
itated to set a precedent. Since 
Ju ly , ll ic final decision was pend­
ing as a team of clly staff and con­
sultants researched the issue. 

"I'm not comfortable with Ihe 
fact we have to do this," Council 
Member Bob Scl imid said. 

"1 assume they didn't know the 
land wasn't bui ldable or they 
would not have bought it. We're 
forced in a sense to ignore our 
ordinance lo let this home go up." 

A council decision was twice put 
on hold as Ihe city worked with 
the couple. In September, Ihe city 
attorney, city engineers and staff 
from Novi's departments of public 
services, forestry, community 
development and building wres­
tled with the dilemma. The con­
clusion was thai If Ihc couple were 
denied their wetlands appeal, Ihey 
would not be able lo use the prop­
erty at all, which is a wooded wet­
land wilh litlle upland. 

The Wagners bought the land in 
1969. 11 has an assessed value of 
$44,000. 

Paul Bohn, the attorney for the 
Wagners, asked Ihe city logive the 
Plymouth residents a break, 
because they bought their land 
from developer Bob 1-aiigan two 
years before the city adopted a 
revised wetlands ordinance. 

"This is an anomaly. Since the 
land was purchased, Novi has 
done a heller Job of mapping wet­
lands," Bohn said. 

But similar cases will probably 
happen again, Cl ly Attorney David 
Fried cautioned the council. 

"I^eople have Ihe right to buy 
property, they have the right to 
bui ld on their property," Fried 
said.

R E T I N O S C H I S I S 

Retinoschisis is a genetic eye 
disease wliich affects the vision ol 
tnen, who inherit the disease from 
their mothers. Mothere carry the 
gene but are not affected by the 
disease themselves. The condition 
often starts during childhood and 
can progress to legal blindness. 
The vision loss is caused by liny 
cysts which form within tho layer of 
retinal nerve tissue at the back of 
the eye. Glasses do not help. Some 
men suffer peripheral vision loss 
due to the splitting of the retinal lay­
ers. Retinal detachment is a possi­
ble otitcome. If the retirlal detach­
ment is detected early in the dis­
ease stage, it can be repaired sur­
gically. Splilting of the retina cannot 
be corrected at present.

Without 
adequate support Irom surrounding muscles, il is quite likely ttiat the kneo will 
be reinjured. To avert this possibility, rehabilitation should begin as soon as 
possible to prevent loss ol range o! motion and strength. Alter an injury that does 
not require surgery or prolonged splinting, range of motion exercises should 
begin as soon as pain and swelling diminish. Even alter some types of surgery, 
such as that to repair a torn meniscus, range-of-motion exercises for the knee 
should start after 24 hours. With other types of surgery, such cruciate ligament 
repair, range-of-motion exercises should begin as early as live days alter the 
operation, and no later than two or three weeks afterward.

Fifteen years ago, Glenda's 
Market v.'as selling flowers out of a 
si.\-l'oot liy si.\-fool unhealed 
sliaek. 

T'oday. the nursery Is housed in 
a striking yellow lO.OOO-square-
fool building and so impressed 
iiieiiibers of the Novi Bcautiticalion 
Coimnission with this summer's 
outdoor kmdscaping that Glenda's 
won the 1997 Best of the Best Novi 
Bcautificatirin Award. 

"I think thai overall they showed 
so much improvenient. The new 
building Is gorgeous, the landscap­
ing was lm|)ressi\'e in cveiy way. It 
showed a lot of care," said Novi 
Ueautlflcation Cotnniission Chair 
Kathy Cosentino. 

"The whole place was land­
scaped. No matter iviiero you 
looked at (t. It was gorgeous." 

Owner Chris Cagle already has 
the citation up on the wall at the 
shop. Glenda's was one of 136 
nominees In the annual contest, 
which honors businesses, schools, 
churches and housing develop­
ments for landscaping along arteri­
al roads. Ten "best In their eatego-
ly" awards were also presented at 
the commission's Sept. 26 break 
fast. 

Willie pumpkins, cornstalks and 
Halloween decorations now sur­
round the nursery, this summer 
Glenda's \vlnning landscape fea­
tured white zinnias, soft pink win­
ter petunias, dark pitlk lloral car­
pet rose bushes, several varieties of 
lilies In shades of blush, and pur­
ple cascading supertunias that 
enthusiastically spilled over to the 
entranceway, Cagle also made sure 
that Novi's official flov/ers and 
plants were well-featured, includ­
ing the day Illy, the red sunset 
nlaple and dwarf lilac shrubs. The 
beds were maintained dally. 

"I think It was a great honor. 
There were some buildings and 
businesses here that did a fabu­
lous job," Cagle said. 

"We are humbly gratified, but 
that doesn't mean we're going to 
bow down and not win next year." 

His mother Glenda Cagle started 
the family business 35 years ago in 
Livonia, where a store Is still locat­
ed on Seven Mile Road, Chris Cagle 
offers free landscaping advice to 

anyone who conies into the store -
even if they don't walk away with 
flats of flowers, Glenda's also does 
the entry plantings for Fountain 
Park Apartments, which won a 
ranking of "good" in the 
Beautlllcatlon Awards, 

He has been active with the 
Beautification Commission since 
its start, donating trees for the 
front of the No\'i City Hall, as well 
as designing and planting the 
"NOVI" llower bed on the center's 
front lawn, 

Cagle said the nursery alms to be 
actively Involved in the community. 
At present, big plans are afoot for 
public Halloween and Christmas 
celebrations at Glenda's, with suit­
able decorations. 

For Cagle, one of the gratifying 
moments at the awards ceremony 
was a comment Mayor Katnleen 
McLd l len , ' " ! ' " " ' " ' 'H ' : . ' i " " ' niH--

"She said, 'even If you've had a 
bad day, you can go to Glenda's 
and It really cheers you up,' That's 
what we like to hear," he added.

• The way to tide those autumn 
perennial mums over to next year is 
lo cover them over with four inches 
of (Tiulch or dry leaves once they've

• Plant pansies now. They will 
come back if they're a hardy variety. 

• This is also the time to plant 
those tulip bulbs. 

• Try this flower next summer for 
a great low maintenance look that 
keeps growing and growing - the 
Supertunia, a cascading petunia 
planL 

• Ask your local nursery to hel i ' " 
you select plants thai provide max­
imum bloom for minimum effort.

VVestmont SubdKdslon residents 
declared victoty last week during a 
batUe over their backyards. But 
they haven't stopped the fight. 

Nearly 40 residents packed the 
Nov! Planning Commission meeting 
Oct. 1 to protest developer Richard 
l^wlston's plans for 18 homes on 
eight acres of land they say they 
were told would be wooded lots for 
all time. They plan the same strat­
egy for when the plan comes before 
Novi Cily Council. 

"It's almost like stealing from the 
residents." said Greg Barry, the 
president of Royal Crown 
Homeowner's Association. 'They'\'e 
paid premiums for their lots." 

The Grech Family in Westmont I 
agrees. 

'"We paid a premium for this lot 
and consider it a breach of our 
building contract if those woods 
are removed," John and Mari lyn 
Grech wrote the cominissloners, 
"We completely enjoy the privacy 
and 'country' feel those woods give 
us and consider It a benefit and 
enhancement to the beauty of our 
home." 

But Lewlston said he never made 
any promises. 

"I've never met any of the resi­
dents in Westmont 1.1 sold the lots 
to the builders," said Lewlston. "I 
take no credit or discredit for the 
statements or misrepresentations 
made to them. They weren't mine." 

A group of 16 people signed affi­
davits supporting their claims and 
150 people from Westmont and 
nearby subs like Addlngton Park 
signed a petition in protest. 

The residents say the builder of 
the homes. Crescendo Bui lders 
Inc. and Cohen Associates Inc., 
told them their lots would look onto 
the wooded area, 

Rodney Shacket, a partner with 
Crescendo, said if there were any 
promises made they should be in 
the purchase agreement. Merely 
paying a premium for a lot doesn't 
necessarily guarantee anything, he 
said. Premiums are determined on 
lot size, location and other ameni­
ties. 

City attorneys say unless the 
woodlands were specifically cited 
as the reason for the premium on 
the lots, there may be no contrac­
tual obligation. It's hard to tell 
without all the Information, 
according to attorney Dennis 
Watson. 

The planning commission, which 
heard Lewlston's request for pre­
liminary approval, was not happy 
with the Intrusion into woodland 
areas, not considered to be of high 
enough quality to be regulated, but 
close enough for residents to be 
concerned. 

After asking Lewlston to work up 
another plan or take the concerns 
under advisement, they recom­
mended a denial of the project, 7 to 
1, to the city counciL 

Commissioner Michael Watza, 
who disclosed his law firm repre­
sents The Selective Group, a part­

ner In the developinent of 
Westmont 1, voted against the 
motion, 

"I went out and looked at the 
sites and my Impression was, 
notwithstanding the residents' con­
cerns, the developer owned that 
property and land and there was 
nothing in writing to prevent h im 
from developing," Watza said this 
week. 

As for the conilectlon to the 
Selective Group, VValza didn't know 
about it until he saw It on the bot­
tom of some literature and said he 
had no outside knowledge of the 
development which would have 
precluded him from voting. That 's 
why he mentioned It, he said, 

"I understand the concerns of 
the residents," he said, "And I hope 
if anyone had concerns they would 
ask." 

The other commissioners felt 
Lewlston could have used other 
options for the property. 

'1 don't think you have to be a 
rocket scientist to believe there are 
reasonable and prudent alterna­
tives," said Commissioner Michelle 
Bononl. 

A big Issue was Lewlston's previ­
ous indications to the city counci l 
and planning officials that he 
intended to build only cul-de-sacs 
in the portion of the subdivision 
when it came before the city i n 
1992. 

He started out building on only 
26 of his 60 acre parcel, "designed 
to avoid all Involvement In the 
woodlands or wetlands," he told 
the commission. 

But now Lewlston wants to bui ld 
on another eight acres of the prop­
erty and said he would donate 
eight acres to the city. The leftover 
18 acres is mostly unbuildable wet­
lands, according to City Corlsultant 
Brandon Rogers, a l though 
Lewlston has not addressed h is 
intentions for that property. 

Resident Margaret Sayles said 
she called, faxed and wrote 
Lewlston to discuss the plans wi th 
the residents but he declined. 

The residents say they did their 
homework, they told the commis­
sion, and called the city and-, the 
builder again to ensure that was 
the case, 

Sayles said she visited the p lan­
ning department and was told the 
city had denied a prior request to 
build on the property, "The employ­
ee even drew us a picture of the 
location of the two cul-de-sacs on 
our site plan," Sayles wrote the 
commission, "With this informa­
tion, we decided to build a home In 
Westmont Village and paid a premi­
um for a lot that backed up to the 
woods," 

Although Sayles said there is 
nothing In her purchase agreement 
about the woodlands, she st i l l 
believes she has a case. The 
builders sold those lots with premi­
ums based on what they said was 
the view. She said plans for the 
subdivision even show trees in the 
backyards, 

"'i'ou're left with the assumption

that's what you're payii lg for," she 
said, 

TTlc residents say they were told 
Lewlston planned to build only two 
cul-de-sacs and preferred that 
option, 

B u l Lewlston said he never ofli-
cially proposed that plan and used 
It only as an example when council 
members questioned his plans for 
the remaining parcel thiring the 
lirst phase in 1992. 

"I can't stop the unhappincss of 
100 people," [.ewiston said. 

He pointed out that the people 
neighboring their veiy subdivision 
had protested Westmont 1 and 
without his push to develop the 
site, they would not be living in 
those homes, 

"1 guess these kinds of things 
happened with every subdivision 
before you," he said. 

Shacket agreed. "Everything In 
Novi Is like that," he said. "It's sub­
division, after subdivision, after 
subdivision right next to each 
other." 

City consultants Brandon Rogers 
and Linda Lemke both ^recortl-
ineHded a deniali 'sayin^ the prop­
erty could be developed with less 
intrusion into what Lemke consid­
ers a Important wildlife habitat.

The S F A is directed by G a r y S. Olson a n d 
staffed ma in l y by economis ts and pol icy 
analysts, br ight profess ionals who labor i n 
obscurity as our elected legislators hog the 
limelight. Ove r t ime, I've found economists ' 
predict ions to be cooler and more trustwor­
thy than those of (say) env i ronmenta l is ts 
and sociologists. 

Some goals of Congress and C l i n ton : 
Increase the annua l deficit f rom the c u r ­
rent $34 b i l hon to $57 b i l l ion the first year, 
then g radua l l y cut the a n n u a l deficit a n d 
reach a $ 3 2 bi l l ion s u r p l u s (first s ince 
1969) by 2 0 0 2 . That m u c h y o u may have 
gleaned f rom the nat iona l news despite the 
orgies over D i a n a , p lane crashes and the 
Promise Keepers. 

How wi l l the federal budget deal impac t 
us? 

• The cigarette tax w i l l go f rom 24 cents 
a pack to 3 4 cents in 2 0 0 0 a n d to 39 cents 
In 2002 (on top of the state's whopping 75 

cents). Tha t w i l l hike federal revenues $ 5 
b i l l ion over five years. Good t ime to quit. 

• A i rpor t a n d air l ines taxes wi l l rise $ 3 3 
b i l l ion w i th a 10 percent tax on a i r i ine 
fares, a n increase in in ternat iona l depar­
ture fees a n d taxes on credi t card c o m p a ­
nies that a w a r d air i ine t icket lo f requent 
customers. 

• Med ica id , the medica l program for the 
poor, w i l l be pared $7 b i l l ion over five years 
as hospi ta ls ' payments a re capped, though 
the total p rogram will con t inue to grow. 
Veterans programs will be reduced by $4 
b i l l ion . Those who are able wi l l be pay ing 
more not on ly for their own medica l ser­
vices b u t for those who can't pay. 

• There w i l l be "numerous tax reduct ions 
for smal l bus inesses, " more tax b reaks for 
research a n d exper imentat ion, lower taxes 
for the self-employed. Good time to star t 
you r bus iness . IRAs ( indiv idual ret i rement 
accounts) w i l l be expanded. Tota l : $21 b i l ­
l i on over five years. 

• K ids are good. The per -ch i l d credit w i l l 
go to $400, t hen $500 as of 1999, cos t ing 
the feds $ 7 3 b i l l ion in lost revenue. Col lege 
tax credits w i l l be worth $39 b i l l ion. F r o m 
other soui 'ces, we hear that colleges w i l l 
boost their tu i t ions , bu t the feds w i l l p i ck 
u p a lot of that cost through tax cu ts . 

• You c a n bequeath (or inherit) more. 
Cu r ren t l y , estates u n d e r $ 6 0 0 , 0 0 0 are 
exempt f rom the inher i tance tax; that 
exempt ion w i l l go up to $1 mi l l ion by 2006 . 
It wi l l cost the feds $6 b i l l ion in revenue, a 
h in t there may be more nes t eggs out there 
t han y o u hear aboul th rough the l ibera l 
media . 

• Fu tu re governors wi l l have it tougher. 

Federal funds account for abou l 25 percent 
of the state budget. Two pr inc ipa l funne ls 
are Med ica id (which will remain stable) and 
"non defense discret ionaiy out lays" for we l ­
fare, educat ion, economic development, job 
t ra in ing and environnienla l protect ion." 

S F A says the big impact of those "non 
defense discret ionary out lays" wil l s ta r t in 
fiscal 2002 , the last year of Gov. J o h n 
Engler 's third teni l (if he gets one). A t that 
t ime, " th is category mus t be reduced by 
$17 b i l l ion or 6.1 percent in one fiscal 
year." 

S F A predicts: "When fiscal year 2002 
arr ives, states should be prepared for a 
subs tan t ia l reduction in federal funds . " 
Those federal cuts have to be enacted by 
future Congresses - if (hey are sUl l i n the 
mood, 

T h e 1997 federal government l ikes sma l l 
b u s i n e s s , k i ds and estate b u i l d i n g . 
Congress and the president are a i m i n g for 
a fiscally conservative society though h a r d ­
ly a far right-wing one, (The $5 t r i l l ion 
accumu la ted debt st i l l wi l l be there, bu t it 
won' t b e growing. Home and b u s i n e s s 
loans shou ld be cheaper.) 

A l l of th is assumes n o defense b u i l d u p , 
no a l l -ou t war, no env i ronmenta l d isaster , 
no economic downturn. Wi th great unde r ­
statement, S F A notes Congress h a s "an 
independent nature" that cou ld lead it to 
"dev ia t ing ' f rom good fiscal policy.

Dutch S c l i i i l t z and L u c k y 
Luc iano were among the i i iosi 
infamous cr ime hgures of their 
day, and their legends live on even 
decades after their deaths. B u l , 
tliough he defied their empires lo 
become the kii if i of l lai iem's i iui i i-
bers racket, El lsworth "Bumpy" 
Johnson never achieved the .same 
notoi'iety outside of l larlci i i . 

Born in South Carolina in 1906, 
Johnson was sent to live with his 
older sister in New York City at age 
13. Bumpy hit the streets ol New 
Vork al the height of the Roaring 
20s when Harieni was in the midst 
of a cul tural rci iaissanee — and 
the world was on the br ink of a 
crippling economic depression. He 
began his eriniinal career by bur­
glarizing homes, and at the age of 
1 7 was busted and sentenced to 
s ix months at E lm i ra J u v e n i l e 
Reforiiiatory, Between 1925 and 
1932, he was arrested \5 times 
and serx'cd time in such dreaded 
faci l i t ies as the Tombs. /Xtt ica, 
Auburn and Sing Sing, 

lie eiiie.'ged as a (lilfereiil kind 
of leader — an outlaw even in the 
underworld — and developed a 
legend as a k ind of "Robin Hood" 
to his people. He had absolutely 
no fear of the white establisliment, 
and his bravado eventually led lo 
an all-out war with mobster Dutch 
Sehultz. The "Beer Baron of the 
Bronx" was I'inally put in check by 

"The H h i i k Godlather , " and the 
white-ruled mob had no choice but 
lo pay B u m p y what he sought 
most: respect. 

The idea of bringing Johnson's 
stoiy to the big screen began wilh 
co-prfl(hici;'r Paul Ecks te in , who 
had grown up with the legend of 
Bumpy- .A now-deceased relative of 
Eid is te i i i 's , ,Johii "Unc le Specs" 
Smith, was a New York underworld 
figure who nin numbers lor John­
son ill the 19-IOs. Over the years, 
he led li;ckstein's ii i iagiiialion with 
aiiecdnti's about Ihe cicftant black 
gangster. 

"Anybody who grows up black in 
New '\'(irk kind of gels a folklore 
h is to ry , " E(d(stei i i s a y s . "My 
graiid|)arents also knew Bumpy, 
and I started interviewing other 
people who knew him, as well as 
researching old magazines and 
iiewsp.Lpers. I bu i l l up this hie, 
ami the more 1 learned, the more 1 
tell his stoiT needed to be told."

The prohlcnl is after our early 

20s, we begin to lose about one-
fuilf pound of tnusclc each year 
through lack of use.

One hundred years ago, think how 
we got our food, ffunting, farming, 
etc. How did we stay warm? Cut­
t ing and hauling trees, etc. Ou r 
daily activities were much different 
than today and with teehnolog}', 
this will not gel any better for our 
bodies.

The answer, f ind or create a 
group of forces or resistance we 
can i)ro|)erly apply to the body to 
combat this atrophy of our valu­
able lean muscle mass. This group 
of forces take the form of a health 
club, recreation center, home g>Tli, 
etc. Properly applied to the body 
on a consistent basis can reverse 
the loss, maintain, or even add to 
our muscle at any age. Fortunate­
ly, it does not lake long to experi­
ence the positive effects of resis­

tance exercise on physical captici-
ty. Research participants routinely 
inc reased the i r m u s c l e perfor­
mance by 45 lo 65 pnrccni afier 
two m o n t h s of bas i c s t reng th 
training. 

How much muscle (lo you really 
need is really based on your indi­
vidual goal. Improved appearance, 
health. Improve an Injury, or basic 
inaintenanee all may be goals, cer­
tainly we would want enough mus­
cle mass to maintain our quality of 
life. The abi l i ty to lift, and play 
with our ch i ld ren or g randch i l ­
dren, play golL Softbal l , or our 
favorite sport, lift boxes, build or 
whatever makes up your quality of 
life.

Involves applying resistance to the 
body froi i l va r i ous a n g l e s and 
directions on a conslstenl basis. 
Your lifestyle will dictate what con­
sistent means to you, a lot can be 
done in a short time.

ture? 'Avo reasons: It produces a 
quick, good feeling and it's cheap. 
If you ask them about the po i ­
sonous components In these prod­
ucts, they often respond w i th a 
fatalistic attitude. 

One boy conveyed that he didn't 
care, because he probably was 
going to be dead by 21 or in Jai l .

Pa ren ta l r e s p o n s i b i l i t y 
inc ludes tel l ing k ids about po i ­
sons. 

D i d you ever have " k i n d e r 
guards" on your cupboard doors? 
Remember the purpose of those? 
Yes, to protect the little ones from 
drinking the ammonia and pour­
ing bleach on themselves. A s chil­
dren grow up, kinder guards are 
replaced by words. 

Your words, "Johnny, 1 need to 
tell you that sniffing or drinking 
gasoline can k i l l you. That 's why 
the gas stations have put protec­
tive cups around the gas nozzle, 
so you won't accidental ly inhale 
the gas fumes." 

Have you talked to y o u r kids 
yet? A l l chi ldren, from preschool­
ers to high schoolers, need to hear 
these messages from parents. If 
you don't share the knowledge, i l 
may be your chi ld who ends up 
dead.
