In spring 1995, 20 volunteers
from both the Flushing-church
and the Orchard Fills congrega-
tinn hustled to prepare the Novi
parsonage for the arival of he
new pastor and his wile, Jessie.

Rev. Vandenberg started minis-
tering al the church in March
1995 and the [amily moved into
the new Novi hiome In April.

"He was a pastor’s pastor. Very
caring.  Very intelligent. Just
exiremely knowledgeable about a
very broad breadth ol the scrip-
tures and their applieation,” said
church member Clifford Tyree.

“He enjoyed his services.”

Rev. Vandenberg was hora Dec.
19, 1929 in Detroit. He and lhis
wife, both graduales of Moody
Bible Institute in Chicago, were
married 39 years,

“For a first effort with such a rigorous
assessment,” Mrs. Beardmore concludes,
“Michigan students, edueators and parents
should be pleased, even more so since we
already know that the Class of 98 results
show statistically signilicant improvernent
over the first year, In other words, the
HSPT is a success!”

Raising taxes to
benelfit the few

More dismal news
about the “charter
schools,” this time
from Auditer
General Thomas H.
McTavish, CPA.

McTavish’s  office
audited  Central
Michigan
University's Charter

. Schiool Office (CSO),
Tim which is supposed

charlered. CMU is
our Jeading charter mill, having chartered
40 of the 78 PSAs (public school
acadcmies) operaling as of May 31.

PSAs, many of them private in ovigin, get
full public funding but zero voler surveil-
lance. McTavish's troops examined CSO
records for 13 academies Sept. 11, 1996
and Jupe 5 and visited 10 sites.
Unfortunately, they don’t say which sites.

Usually, auditors are dreary writers who
can turn a narralive of Custer's Last Stand
into an opiate. But in the CMU charter
audit, many items leap out at you:

+ “The PSAs had not obtained criminal
records checks for some employees, Also,
eight PSAs did not hire some staff as con-
ditional employces pending the results of
criminal records checks.”

+ “Eight PSAs employed individuals to
teach who did not have certificates or per-
mits to teach.” (Remember, there arc 13 in
the sample.)

v “One PSA was beginning to provide

special education services at the time of
our site visit. This PSA had studenis with
special education needs whe had been
attending the PSA [or more than one year
without special education services being
provided.”

Here we come to the most glaring fanit of
PSAs. Required by law to provide special
ed, many don't. As the friends of public
education feared, PSAs wani real public
schaals to be their dumping ground. PSA s
want to skim the $5,400 per pupil statc aid
cream but not the additional $8,000 or so
per pupil that special ed requires.

» PSA boards are sell-appointed, not
clected. CMU is supposed to gather ques-
tionnaires from board members to check
for potential conflicts of interest. There
were no questionnaires for 23 board mem-
bers, incomplete follow-up for 14 and a
failure to identify nine potentiat conflicts of
interest. These persons warked for compa-
nies which had contracts with, or were
employees of, the CSA. Eight of the nine
resigned.

+ PSAs are supposed o hold lotteries for
enrolfiment. Two had “application periods
that were less than the suggested two-week
period,” suggesting less than a true open-
enrollment practice - in other words, skim-
ming.

e CMU is supposed to send “regional
representatives” to PSA board meetings.
Reps to 12 of the 13 failed to attend the
required number of meetings (three) and
failed to collect infermation on insurance
policies, board minutes, etc. CMU had to
send six notices to one academy to obtain

its insurance Information.

+ CSO fajled to ensure hey had writien
procurement policies. This underlines a
major ftaw in the whole charler school con-
cept - the possibility of a tiny school oper-
ated hy insiders secking favorable husiness
deals.

o “Two PSA boards dicd not appoint an
individual (o post meeting dates as
required by sec. 15.265" of the Open
Meetings Act.

And what does Central Michigan
University have to say in reply? it agreed
with 17 of the auditors™ 19 recommenda-
tions, began lo implement them, and
acknowledged the other two. By the way,
the CMU charter mill has been operating
three years.

Currently, stale law autharizes 100 pub-
lic school academies. Their champions say
the number should be unlimited.

Advocates of charter schools such as
Gov. John Engler and gubernatorial
wannabe Dick Posthumus ignore test
scores, audits and how well the kids are
doing, They say PSAs arc good because the
parents, parents, parents want them. Well,
the parents, parents, parents are being
taken for suckers, suckers, suckers.

Instead of chartering more, the stale
needs to think about shutting down a
quarter of these PSAs - for the sake of the
kids, kids, kids.

It took months for (e exeeutive
editor of the newspaper W get Ager
to agree to the column idea, She
folt that she had nothing to say of
maeh interes! aned worried that
what she did have (o say would
net endear her to people all the
tiie.

“In hindsight, those are the sorls
ol worries that wonen tend Lo
have more than men,” she said, 7
do think we are trained o worry
abowt peaple’s reaclions to us.”

Ager was raised Dy lier parents
to be nice, polite mxl considerale
so that people wonld lke her,

"1 learneil all those lessons really
well.” shie said. " grow up wading
more than anything else 1o e

liked, as 1 think a lot of us did. n
some cases Unls sarl of erippling.
It &huts us up when we desperate:
[y want (o say something, 1 keeps
us in oot plice when we'd Jike 1o
do bigger things. it makes us
afraid when some new challenge
conlronls us, I wis very alvaid of
writing a colunm and agreeing (o
du this.”

And, as she feared, her colamn -
which she kens to a conversation
with ker readers abeut love, sex,
aging, the waning of love and the
meaning ol life - hasn't won her
any new fans in every instanee.
Readers 1alk back through phone
calls and letlers expressing their
anger by hurling insults at her.
She has been called ugly, pathelic,
clitist, bourgeols, corny, femi-nazi.
and a lesbian “like Hillary Clin-
ton.” People have crilivized her
hialr, plasses, face, logic, grammar
and moral standards.

“At first this stulf reatly both-
ered me, il really. truly. seriously
bothered me and still does oeca-
sionally,” she said. T ligured ot
my readers aren’t really angry at
me. 1 am just a fiee and a phone
numiber that tiey can connect to
and they can call. People are angry
about things in their own lives.”

When Ager needs stroking, she
reaches for the good letters she
keeps in a rainy day file.

“T would rather everyone loved
me, of course,” she said,
