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Lorenzo pushes for
quality of life issues

Aller five vears of serviee an e
Planming Commissien, two as ity
chiair. Lerenzo tossed her hatin the
ring le run lor eleelion o one of
three seats up for election Nov. 4 1o
follow through on her eardier
eflorts,

The planning commission makes
recammenditions on development,
she noted, but the tinal policy degs-
sion rests with the couneil. And i
s frustrating W see issues e
commission has worked on el
stalled at the couneil table, she
adhimilted,

Lorenzo's dedsion not tn seek
reappainiment to the planning
commission carlier this vear was
matle “tor persanal reasons,” not
beeause of speettlation she might
not he reappointec.

"I don'l listen to rumors.” she
said.  And the mayor never
expressed lo Lorenzo her [nten-
tions about whetlier she would be
named back {o the panel, Nor did
she step away from the planning
conunission with the intention of
running for couneil. although she
saicl she was considering it. Dut
she didu't make the decision 19 run
for couneil until she was “sure 1
could follow througly | 10 pereent.”

Lorenzo moved to Novi in 1984 at
the age of 25 when her hushanl,
Robert, was hired by Ford. She had
worked in Marhaltan for seven
years prior to getting married. After
that, she spent her haneymoon
looking fvr & place to live in the
suburban area. And for the next
nine months, living in an apart-
ment in Farminglon Hills, she
essentially served as the construc-
lionr manager, overseeing the build-
ing af her Novi home.

Maving away from all her friencls,
working wilh construction people
and tiwe death of her lather shortly
thereafler foreed & quick adjust-
ment on her.

*T really grew up real fasi.” she
said. It lefl her stronger, more of an
extroverl than she had been before,

Lorenza soon began to speak oul
on environmenlal issues belore efty
council. an area in which she
mainlaing a strong indcrest. She
wanis (o “malntain the qualily of
life that brought us here in the first

She ran twice for seats en city
couneil befere winning an appoint-
ment te the planning conunission.

Having the time to devote o
vouncil dutivs is an important con-
sideration for Lorenzo, because
there Is more (o the Jub that siniply
attending mectings. In addiiion o
the regular sesslons, of course
there are additienal committee
meetings and the reading and
research that goes along with the
job. Chairing meetings. as she did
for the planning commissien, is
additional work and can he very
intense when they streteh beyond
six hours. She believes the quality
ol decision making dips when
meetings run oo long.

One of the techniques she used
during her time on the commisslon
that helped keep things moving,
hesides being well prepared, was to
write down the motions she intend-
ed to make before the meeling,

Lorenzo said she is frustrated
with the currenl city couril, in
large part because of procrastina-
tion over the issues.

A prime example, she said, is the
soning ordinance update, which
was recommended by the planning
commission back in March bul has
not yel received timely action [rom
the council. She is unsure why the
council has been idle on thal issue
for su long.

Other examples of council pro-
crastinalion, she said, was its han-
dling of zoning and residential unit
development  (RUD)  plan  lor
Harvest Lake, the long delay in
action on the plans for a communi-
ly pool/aquatic facility, and coun-
cil recent revival of the Ten Mile
Road widening Issue.

The pool commitiee had issued
its reporl a year and a half before
council acled. rushing to the ballot
at the cleventh hour. That “short
changed the issue and the pro-

If
passed. it would be illegal (o use
the funds for anything other than
Power Park with a Tall Road
entrance.

v Parks and recrealion has done
a good job administering our recre-
ational facilitics.

Response: The hall fields at Eight
Mile and Napier Road. appraved by
the volers several years age, are
not properly graded. there is no
clectricity for concessions ar light-
ing. and no permanent bathroom
faciiities.

In conclusion, this is no longer
an issue of whether or nol Novi
needs a pool facility. This is about
how city hall conducts taxpayers
business with taxpayers money. It
is about what our expectations are
for our cily officials. We should
demand that our city officials con-
duct themselves in an ethical, hon-

I1's even harder (o dizgnose depression in
dduleseents.

“Usially 0L is o siguificant ulher whie would
promypl thei and el them thelr behavior is not
apprepriate,” he said, I is usually through
their hehavior thal Iriends and relatlves can
tell”

There are two lypes of depression - nevrolog-
ical e eovirommental,

Neurological depression is a chemical Inbal-
ance within the body and s (realed with
antidepressant medication and ongoing psy-
chatherapy,

Envirenmental depression is due (o siresses
in e, family, work. scliool and soeial pros-
stres and ds trested with therapy.

"We notice that these Kinds of depression can
bu (reated more easily beeause ey are situa-
tiopal and have a time bounday,” Reller said.
“thev we usually winporary in nature although
some may drag on for years,”

Individuals with envireiuental depression
need W have help in adjusting to their environ-
ment, developing skills and problem solving
and naking positive changes.

“Depression starls in many people in the tod-
dier years.” Keller saidd. "We do see children as
young s five and six who sav they hate them-

" selves and wish they were dead, The symptoms

appear to he wnuch more severe during adales-
cenee.”

One reason why depression shows up during
adolescence is Lhal youngsters in this age
group hegin acling oul their depression. mosl
drastically through suicide. Ofher symptoms
inelude avoiding friends and scheol assign-
menls, the lendency to drop oul of life, moedi-
ness and dejection.

"With adolescents, also, one major cause of
upset or depression of teenagers is driven
because of gender relationships,” Keller said.

Therapists al PCS will attempl o mebilize the
funily Tor support and will look for other causes
sucll as familv dyslunction,

I s very seldom that there is only one
cause,” he said,

Parents shoukdin't brissh ofl & teenagers
symptoms us being caused simply by adoles:
cenee,

“Adolescenee 13 a difffewt tme. i s a diflicull
assesstnent.” Keller said. "One of the hest ques-
tions we ask them is, have you recendly or are
you currently thinking aboul suicide? I vou
ask that question most children would answer
honestly. To liave a tendeney (o shrug their
shoulders or IF they say 'l den't know.” that isa
clue.”

Warning signs cun appear wilhin a natter of
days,

"In some cases the impulse arises verv quick-
ly due to some [aifure or great disappointinenl
such as a break up. although a sustained
depression culls for attention,” he said.

One form of depression ineludes anxiely
where (here is a tendeney towand persistent
worty about school. Ginily, money or relation-
ships.

Symptorus of depression inclhude taster hearl
beat, sleeping during he daytime, erying spells,
feeling downhearted in (he morning, difficulty
awakening, and lack of enjoyment ol funiliar
activities.

Those suffering [vam depression may say
they and others would be betier oft i they were
dead or they feel unneeded and nseless.

On the anxiety side. for instanee. there may
be restlessness and pacing when the nornsl
behavior was calm composure, according to
Kelier,

The screening deviee used (o diignose
depression at PCS is alist ol 21 guestions.

"W ts very simple,” e said, "1 ades just o lew
minutes o conplete.”

. Twa sample questions are, "1 led downihiear -

ed, Dlue and sad.” and "“wy Bfe is prety Nl
Positive and negalive answers fo e questions
can paint toward depression.

“Unlortunately, they do not ask for help.”
Keller said of those sulfering from depression.
“Il is up to us to read their behaviors, including
a physical appearance of sadness and depres-
sion.

Defining Depression
work, schoof, social pres-
sures. Treated more easily
because they are siluafional
and have a time boundary.
They are usually temporary  Depression with Anxiety -
in nature although some may
drag on for years. A thesapist
will help the individual adjust
to his or her environment,

Neurological Depression -
Caused by a chemical imbal-
ance in the body. Treated
with antidepressant medica-
tions and angoing psy-
chotherapy.

Environmental Depression -
Due to stresses in fife, family

develop skills and problems
solving, and also assist in
making positive changes.

+ Exercises fnwvolving any risk of
even ild abdominal traumm or
loss of balanee should be avoided;

¢ Pregnant wamen require adddi-
tional calovies and ensure an ade-
quate diet;

o Pregnant women exercising in
the first trinester should avoid
overheating by hydrating properly,
wearing appropriate clothing and
exerelsing in optimal environmen-
1al surroundings.
