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Police prepare for
holiday crimes

While shoppers hustle and bus-
tle their way through Lhe holiday
seasot, area police prepare thenr
selves for a problems that erop up
every December,

Northvllle  Tewnship  Public
Safety Dircctor Chip Snider and
Detective Freel Yankee hosted a
forum Friday to help business own-
ers batten down for the dark side of
Decemmber shopping. Only lhree
husiness owners atlended,

Statewide, relailers estimate hol-
itlay shopping accounts for roughly
20 percent of their total annual
revenue, bul criminal activity rises
with it. Township police said they
don't maintain slatisties for erime
on the local scene, but Yankee said
an upward trend is almost always
noticed around this lime of year,

Almost ene-quarter of (he erlmes
committed in Northville Tewnship
are asseciated  with  shopping,
Yankee said.

Bad cheeks are one of the higgest
contributars 1o relafl revenue loss,
Yankee suid, accounting for $10
hillion across the country in 1996.
Broken down, thal equals $39.06
for every man, woman and child in
the United Stales.

Fortunately. Yankee added, sub-
irhan police departments Hke

Northville Township can aggres-
sively investigate  such cases
beciuse they aren’t inutdated with
ulher, more serious, ¢rimes. such
as nwrder or armed robhery.

For that reason, he sald, retailers
who pel stuck with bumn checks
should contact township police to
help recoup due payment.

Where purchases are concerned,
Yankee sajd retailers should {rust
thelr {nstinets when it comes to
aceepting & form of payment.

“What [ (e)} other merchants in
town is that if you don't feel com-
fortahle with the transactions, then
don't do it," he said. * know you
wanl to service the customer and
e polite, but you've gol to remem-
ber this is your money we're latking
ahout, tgo,”

Besides crime Inside stores,
Yankee said theft {rom cars was
another problem on the rise. Wheel
covers and porlable phones have
disappeared {rom vehicles with
increased frequency. [n the case of
cell phones, Yankee said thieves
can run up huge bills which the
owner Is [eft having te explain to
the service provider.

Unfortunately, Yankee added,
the holidays are also the lime of
year when emotions can run the
wrong way, resuling in violent
flareups in the workplace.

Mans lor the Spurts Club of Novi
were unanimously approved by (he
Nuvi Planning Comutission Nov.
19, giving owner Glenn Healey the
green light ta gel the project for the
private fitpess center and  3wim
club undenway.

“Qur program will meel a varely
of community demands,” Healey
saitl, "Combined with the [Novi) [ve
Arcna ond Soceer Zone, it will give
Novi the most formidable line-up of
sports facilities in southeastern
Michigan.”

The 92,000-square-foel  Sports
Club will be localedt on nine acres
nexl to the Novi Ice Arena now
under construetion behind River
Oaks Apartments on Novi Rowd.
Healey designed the huilding 1o
camplinent the arena, with match-
ing green and cream  color
schemes.

And while sorie comimissioners
conplained that it resembles an
industrial building, Healey sald he
made a concerted effort o keep in
harmony with the arena,

The club will feature swinuning,
gyminastics, martial arts, lennis
and a fitness center and will offer a
varlety of memberships for resi-
denis. Healey said the club “is not
overpriced” and estimated fees to
range frem $15 to $200 a month.
There are speclal programs and
courses for non-members  and
according (o Healey, the cluly will
work together with the City of Novi
Parks and Recreation Program and
the Novi Schools Community
Education Program.

"It will give exposure for our stu-
dents to dilferent kinds of pro-
grams,” said Clara Porler, director
ol Novi Communily Education.

That amount includes $211 nl-
Hon for the plaintifl districts, which
will get lump sums next April; 640
millien over a deeade for 400-plus
nther districts whict could lave
filed claims; and the rest in line
itens for at-risk pupils,

The Senale passed the bills 34-0
with three absemt, ineluding the
hospitalized Sen. Mat Dunaskiss,
R-Lake Orion.

A band of House members filed
tformal pretests as the bills sailed
through 99-7. Among them:

* Unequal treatment - Rep. Mike
Goschka, K-Brant: ‘It does not
treal all spetial education children
the same."

But many suburban K-12 school
officlals are worrled about (wo
things: 1) the rising cost per-pupil
ol special ed and 2] the prowing
numbers of kids whose parents
demand special ed.

Suburban officials, sueh as
those i MAISL  {(Michigan
Association for Improved School
Legislation), fear special ed will eat
up general ed lunds. No longer do
they have the power 1o go to volers
and ask for more property laxes,

A vear ago, an Engler adminis-
tratton official floaled a trial hal-
loon: Follow federal rules and pro-
vide funds for ages 3-21 instead of
hirth to 26. Lawmakers lled from
the idea, but so far havert come
up with a method of controlling
speclal ed costs.

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Herren case brings issue
of discipline to the forefront

Every ehild shouled grow up wiih twe lov-
ing parents, o mother aod Sicher, dedicined
to the sdea ot weaching diselpline and selt
cenbrob e w carein]l varing s puatien!
tanner.

Every parent shandd refrain rom: disci-
plining chitdren while anwry. Diseipline
should only b lministered by parents
wha are thinkirg rationally. That discipline
should e aimed onby at correeting a chiled's
bebuwviog, nat al pungshnteni. Anid (1 should
e addmnistered Ina way Uil preserves the
child's self-esteem.

Ina perfeel workl, it would be so.
Unlortunately, few pareats come 1o the job
with childl psyehology degrees. The vasl
majority earn their perenting skills on the
Job. Some tearn those skills poorly or slow-
iv: others don’t seem o learn them at all.

Trafning Tor parents s scaree. The adviee
oflered them by the so-called experts often
horders on the ludierous, (Every paren
knews that "time out” works only veeision-
ally, and not al all if the child wor't submit
loil.)

Perhapes the most inportant gquestion our
sorfety necrds to answer today is whether
the government can mandate that every
child grow up na home with foving. skilled
parents?

Probably not. But it sure seens very will-
fsg 1o try. And it's botehing (e sobs orribly,

Liwntakers, police, proseculors  and
judges would he well advised to take note of
the publie reaction @ the Katherine Herren
ease. Arrested, charged and convicled of
misdemeanor assault for striking her
diauehiter tn the faee, this Novi case drew a
greal deal of attention locally and nalional-
Iy,

Pubdic sentiment seensed to run strangly
in favor of the mother. Many parents con-
tlnded on radio talk shows that kids some-

thnes need a slap o the face,

Many ol wxlay's parents grew up in an
age when vorporal punishiment was not
only acceplable but expected, and now fined
It izs heen all but banned as they are try-
ing to raise their own children. The enly
mudel for thelr parenting style, that ol their
own parenls, {5 raptdly being judged by
soriely 1o be unaceeplable.

‘The Herren case provides an inferesling
case study. Here, a ld-year-old pgirl got
caught stealing cigareties, was to sent her
roony, pounded the walls, refused the par-
ents” disvipline of grounding and called ber
paren{s names.

Eventually  she struck  the mother,
although there is some disagreement as to
who struck first, But Mom did strike the
sl

Mom alse got arrested. She was conviet-
et and miay face jail ime unless she agrees
L+ counseling.

Now. this Is net a bad kid, just a 14-year-
old doing l4-year-old things, mishchaving
and generally trving to lrustrate her par-
ents as much as possible. (We would all do
well 1o remember that mishehaving is part
al the process of growing up. How can vou
turn from a dependent child to an indepen-
dent adult without challenging the rules
occasionally? It Is a teen's nature {o act like
this from time to time. Bul it 1s also the
parent’s job to correel them when they do)

A reading of the police repert reveals that
(l1ls was cerlaindy less-than-skillful parent-
ing. During the incident a stereo was lipped
over, glass was broken resulling in cuts on
the girl's leg. The mother pulled her pony
tall. A family [rlend interjected his advice
about how she should be disclplined.
Officers responding 1o the scene wrote in
their report (hat the girl showed swelling
around the cye and scratches on her head,
as well as a bruise on the leg.

It does indecd appear that the parent
cressed the line,

Bul before we go any further, the ques-
tion thal needs to be answered fs exactly
what our soclely expects of a parent at that
point. Anyane who disapproves of the par-
enl's behavior here needs (o suggest how
they would have brought thal 14-year-old,
behaving hadly. and refusing discipline.,
back under control?

Even if you Dbelieve you have another
technique for disciplining this wnruly child
at this point, this particular parent appar-
ently did not. Should she have decided nol
lo discipline? With every atiempt to disci-
pline refused and out of techniques to try,
do we expecl parents 1o Just glve up? What
would that teach the youngster?

In another context, pollce might have
decided to haul off the l4-year-eld.
According to the report, she may have com-
milted as many as three unlawful acts -
theft, possesston of cigarettes and assault,
Police could have arrested ar cited her. She
would have been dragged hefore the courl,
and her parents would have surely been
expected to show up with her {o face the
Judge,

It 15 interesting to note that police, the
prosecutor and the judge all chose lo pun-
ish only the parent.

1t Is also interesting 1o note that they can
employ a number of techniques - arrests,

HeReds, fines, conrt hearings - that are net
available (e the average parenl.

Yot sonwehow, the courts expeet et
1 eontral their voungsters. Along with
dragging parents into conrt when kuls olis-
belave, there are ordinanees, such as host
ordinanees, whicl make the parents
responsible when Rids eet onl ol e,
Kemember the parental cesponsilibee case
i Macomb Couwny nat long ago i which o
conple wis brought up on charges for il
ing o crack down on their son, whe wis
getting i greal deal of tonble with the
b,

Bl how? When one locai father tricd
dissuade his son. wha had often heen in
trouble witly the Low himsell, rom swearing
al b v holding the bov by the Tapels
against the wall, the father spent the night
i juil Fhe Departoent of Social Services
lter investigated hut refused the case,

When one locad maty hekl her son o the
kitchen able to et him 1o shady lils
spelling dist and the son then reststed and
got serateled, the mother toy went 1o jail
for the night, The case wis lawer dismissed.

Elsewhere things aren’t much hetter. n
Chicago, one Tther was eharded hecause
the prosecutor concluded that six spanks
wis too many. [ Georgia, one mom was
lauled away by potice from asupermiarkel
beeiuse she give her ymmgster a single
swal on the bhut,

Here in Michigan, spanking supposedlv is
still fegal, But we haven't been ahle to Llind
anvthing in law that actually says it is.
Rather, Michigan's much heralded  new
domestie violenee law bans any form of
striking hetween “eo-habitants” ol aany
household, Read literally, that would seem
tr: prohibit spanking, and at least one Tocal
judge has agreeit with that interpretation,
But Stwe Senator Bill Bullard, R-Millord,
savs Hhat was aol the intent of the law.

Novi's domestic violenee officer John
Nebson suys that spunking and the use of
“reasonable physical Toree w0 discipline »
child” is legal., dudge Brian MacKenzie, who
heard the Herren case, onee sugoested that
parents who etnploy physical discipline van
strike the ehild e the buttocks and Dack of
the lews, but not in the bead and not in the
front of the bady. But e definition of
wlitt is lugal is notwritten down i law,

And attempts (o actually enshrine’ the
legadity of phvsical discipline in wriling,
such as the parental rights bill pending in
the LS. House have languished without
action. The most frequentdy cited reason is
a fear on the part of many Tiwmakers is
that whistever is sel down on paper might
e carried 1o extremes by some truly abu-
sive parent.

So parents arce kefl with a very vague set
of laws guiding the application of discipline.
Both Bullard and Nelson talk of the broad-
by writien: slate laws. how vague they are
and the discretion they leave to police,
prosecitors and judges as i that were
something positive. Yet the constitution
reguires laws to be speeific. Many laws
have been tossed oul Tor unconstitutional
vagueness. Why? 1t ought to be clear when
people are crossiig the lue.

With the law writlen this way, the differ-
ence hetween diseipline and abuse may
vary from Jurisdiction to jurisdiction,
Indeed, it may vary from squad car to
squad car. And while the discretion of
police officers, prosccutors and judges is
apparently to be trusted, the discretion of
parents obviously is not,

Parents are clearly frusiraled and for
good reason. Soclety and government obvi-
ously expect parents to discipline their kids
but are not giving elear guidance on what
discipline is legal and what is illegal.

Clearly, it is in the best Interesls of
police, prosecutors, judge and lawmakers
to see thal parents do indeed discipline
their kids. [l a parents fail to do so, the jus-
lice system inherlts the problem. It should
be lost on no one that {n this age of sup-
pesedly more enlightened child rearing
praclices, our prison populalion continues
to swell, The slate is now in the position of
having to build a special prison jusl for
youthful offenders convicted of crimes so
serlous and so violent Lhey had to be tried
and convicted as adults.

With the law in such a state of confusion,
many parenls are giving up on discipline
altogether. Or they are just so econfused
that they fal to acl.

Whot does that hurt? We submit it hurts
the kids themselves. Il they don'l learn self-
control, nat enly will it be more difficull for
ihem to stay owt of trouble as adults, 1t will
be more difficult for them to achleve to their
capabilittes. Achievement requires a hefly
dose of self-control.

Bill Mahrer, television comedian, may
have said it best: “A lack of discipline is the
worst form of child abuse.”
