The hlf^h-teeh process enables 
the police to electronically fillj^cr-
print someone ;md (;et back Identi­
fication and possible criminal 
lilforniation within seconds. Police 
Chief Douglas Shaeffer explained 
to the Nov! City Council last week. 

"No more rolling lingers over a 
white card," he said. 

'The hand is scanned electroni­
cally and it transmits it electi'onl-
cally to the state and county." 

Tlie council authorized the local 
ten percent match needed to 
release the grani money. 

Under the current .system in 
Novi, fingerprints are taken, 
shipped off ihe Ihe slate police for 
analysis and then sent back to the 
police station. Cards bearing each 
set of fingerprints are kepi on file at 
the local police departnleni, as well 
as at the county and stale law 
enforcement levels. With electron­
ics, a match can be made without 
leafing through cards. 

Computers Inlmedlately analyze 
the prints, which permits the police 
to identify suspects while they're 
still In custody. 

"It's a much faster and speedier 
process," Shaeffer said. 

The Oakland County Sheriffs 
Deparlnlent, as well" as the 
Southfleld and Troy police depart-
meilts already use the technology. 
By year's end, 11 local depart­
ments are expected lo be connect­
ed to ihe system.

Sit and rcla.x for a iiioinent. Sec yourself selectiii;^ a 
balanced menu of foods that include a variely of 
healtliy ilieals. alon î̂  with a few culinary delij>hls. 
Decide nol to ignore the part of yon thai does not want 
to gain live lo ten holiday poiincls. Continue your e,\er-
I'ise program and keep eating foods like a|)i)les and 
broccoli, Limit your baking to just a few family 
favorites and modify recipes by reducing fat and sugar 

by half For example, the popular chocolate chip cook­
ie recipe calls for two sticks of margarine or butler, by 
cutling down to one stick, the cookies puff up a bit 
more and aetually taste heller, 

Anotlicr good idea is to look kir recipes that have 
already been modified, Siiecesshil recipe niodlhcation 
is by trial and error: it may rcfuiire repealing Ihe 
recipe lo get Ihe taste right. 

The most holiday eomnion pillall, weight gain, can 
be easily avoided by simply deciding to apply lieallliy 
eating habits.

Whether the festive sparkle 
comes from inside or outside the 
house, a check of eleciiic lights 
bekire installation can help j^ivc 
homeowners peace of iiiind during 
the holiday sea.son. 

Claudia Gabay. Delroil Kdison's 
corporate lighting eonsultant, said 
safety should be the No, 1 concern 
when using .seasonal lighlini;. 

"With everylhing ffnui\ on 
around the holidays, it's easy to 
forget to check deconilivc lights 
and other trimmings lor salciy ha/, 
ards," Gabay said. "Ahcr a year in 
Ihe basement or allie. mrcis can 
crack. A few minutes of eliccking 
I'or potential hazards can possibly 
prevent a fire or worse." 

When lights have frayed wires, 
damaged sockets and cracked or 
missing insulation, they should be 
thrown away. Gabay said. 

To reduce the possibility of elec­
trical shock or fires, look lor 

Underwriters Laboratory label 
before stringing lights and selling 
up other decorations. 

Gabay warned lhat some light 
sets may be stamped wilh bogus 
lib labels and nol (leslgned for sale 
operation. If you're suspleious 
about a low price on light sets, she 
said, compare the UL label wilh 
another on a name brand set. 

Home decorators also should 
make sure lights are used as they 
are intended by their iiianiil'aelnr-
ers eiihcr outdoors or indoors, 
Gabay noted that a lonch lest also 
can help expose potential danger, 

"If indoor lights arc loo hoi to the 
touch, 1 wouldn't use them," she 
said. 

Gabay said the holidays can be 
safer lor everyliody by following 
these tips: 

INDOOR LIGHTING 
• Do not overload electrical cir-

eiiils. 

• Use no more than three sets of 
standard lights on each e.Klension 
cord. 

• Do nol inserl new bulbs or 
change fuses when light sets are 
plugged in. 

' Keep lights away from earpet-
ing, furniture and drapes, 

• Turn off decorative lights before 
voii go to bed or leave home, 

OUTDOOR LIGHTING 
• Use only outdoor extension 

cords wilh molded plugs and sock­
ets. 

• Keep all electrical connections 
off the ground and hang sockets 
downward to jDrevenl water from 
seeping into them, 

• Do nol run lighting cords 
through door or window openings 
where Ihey can he damagecl, 

• Cover outdoor plugs and con-
neelion joints with plaslie wrap 
and seal the ends with electrical 
tape.

I saw in the Nov. 27 77ie JVoui 

iVeiu,s that only one firm responded 
to the city's recjuest for a feasibility 
study for a golf rourse at Ihe for­
mer Novi Tree Farm. I find Ihis odd 
when ihe neeessaiy research has 
already been done. A Ihorough 
study would evaluate public opin­
ion, environmental impact as well 
as the financial aspect. 

Public Opinion; Responses to 
public hearing, 90 percent 
opposed: those addressing council, 
90 perceni o|)posed: resulls of for 
and agaiiisl petilions, 90 percent 
opposed: results o( The Novi News 
city-wide survey, 90 percent 
opposed: letters to the cdilor, 90 
perceni opposed. 

The figures are actually higher 
but 1 would verify if I were doing 
the I'easibilily study. Represented 
in Ihe 90 percent opposition are 
taxpayers who after defeating sev­
eral Parks and Recreation bond 
issues supported ore thai they 
thought would provide open 
spaces: not a golf course. 

Currently, we bus our children to 
Proud Ulke to experience nature. 

Not enough can be said regard­
ing the environmental impact of 
the proposed golf course. One of 
the most telling slallsfics came 
from the consultant who formulat­
ed the golf course plan. 

The consultant wns asked if 
there would be ten acres of build-
able land lefi after the plan was in 
place. The answer was, "No. we're 
using almost all of i l . " How can Ihis 
be with hundreds of acres? This 
becomes clear if you compare the 
map of the golf course with the 
map of the North Novi Detention 
Basin. Hundreds of acres will be 
under water much of the year 

No, a golf course will not improve 
this environment, even if you clear 
the land using green bulldozers, 

A recent feature stoiy in the 
Detroit News Sunday magazine 
outlines how golf courses are 
destroying the environment. How 
many Ions of fertilizer, herbicide 

and pesticide can you expect lo 
spread before the wetlands are 
destroyed. 

As Novi's wildlife habitat master 
plan oullincs, Ihc Novi Tree Farm 
is one of only Iwo core rcser\'e 
areas for wildlife in the cily. T'he 
area currently functions as an 
ecosystem. If the highlands are 
cleared and the lowlands are taint­
ed with chemicals Ihe ecosystem 
will be destroyed. 

T'hen there's the all important 
financial aspect. The Parks and 
Recrealion Commission cited that 
they would expect 8160,000 lefi 
after exijenses. However, this is 
before retlremenl of the debt. The 
projected cost of the projecl 
$6,235,000, 

This means a l 5 perceni the 
interest for the first year would be 
approximately $311,750 for a first 
year loss of $151,750 with ilo debt 
and reliremenl. 

Wouldn't it be cheaper to just 
negotiate low cost greens fees for 
seniors and other golf course su|)-
porters from one of the 30 existing 
golf courses within minutes of the 
city. 

Of course, the loss doesn't take 
into account the cost of improve­
ments such as the roads, utilities, 
parking or other "miscellaneous" 
costs. 

But I guess Ihe cily could just 
subsidize the project with road 
funds as was done with the ice 
arena. 

Clearly, public opinion is against 
the plan. 

Clearly, Ihe plan will harm Ihe 
environment. 

Clearly, the course would likely 
not support it-self. 

The new council should remove 
tlie gol)' course from the Parks and 
Recrealion master plan.

• The state C o u r t of Appeals record doesn't 
indicate whether they fired at anything or 
anyone. Nor does i l indicate whether J i l n 
and C h r i s had been problem kids where 
this incident could be called "the last 
straw." "After an investigation and a d isc i ­
plinary hearing," said the court, the boys 
were expelled. 

Their parents and guardians sued. A trial 
judge i s sued a n in junc t ion p roh ib i t ing 
Hillsdale School Dis t i i c t from enforcing the 
expulsion. The school dis tr ict appealed 
and, last mon th , won i n the Cour t of 
Appeals. 

There are some intr iguing points. 
First, the school policy- It prohibi ts "dan­

gerous weapons" in school bui ldings, buses 

a n d grounds wi thin 1,000 feet of a bu i ld ­
ing . Dangerous weapon includes a firearm. 
"For purposes of appl icat ion and enforee-
men( of t i l ls policy, a B - B gun is considered 
to be a firearm," says the policy. 

Whoa, said the pa ren i s and trial court. 
T h e school policy is lifted mainly from state 
law, but the law (loesn' l include a B - B g u n 
o n (he weapons l i s t . H i l l s d a l e S c h o o l 
Dis t r ic t added the B - B gun sentence i t se l f 

The appeals court upheld the school . 
"School boards enjoy broad discret ion i n 
fashioning rules ... Indeed s u c h power is 
bas ic to the opel'ation of schools ... Thus , it 
is beyond quest ion that defendant had the 
author i ty to prohibit B - B guns on school 
proper ty . . . " 

So (he rule seems lo be that a school d is ­
trict , a creature of the state, may fashion a 
local rule more restrictive than state law. 

Second, the pun ishment . The policy says 
the board "shal l permanent ly expel a p u p i l 
from at tending a schoo l i n the School 
D i s t r i c t . . . i f the pup i l possesses a weapon 
in a weapon-free school zone. S u c h expul­
s ion is mandatory." 

Here, 1 th ink, we n l n into trouble. It's the 
same k ind of trouble we as a state have r u n 
into with the Legislature 's incessant cry for 
" lough new laws" and manda to ly life sen­
tences wi thout parole. 

A kid who violates the policy is booted 
not jus t froln Davis M i d d l e School 'bu t any 
school in the distr ict . Permanently, He 
can ' t transfer to another bu i ld ing . A s a 
prac t ica l matter, his parents m u s t pay .'or a 
private school , make travel arrangements 
for h im to go to another district, or move 

o u l of lown. 
Now, suppose an adult h a d brought a B -

B gun onto schoo l property. He w o u l d not 
be violat ing M C L 380 .1311 , the law on 
w h i c h the schoo l policy is based. Maybe 
the local cops could nail h i m unde r the dis­
orderly conduct ordinance; the judge would 
have some d iscre t ion in p u n i s h i n g h im. 

The points are 1) the p u n i s h m e n t against 
the kid is ha r she r and 2) the k ids ' judges 
have no d i sc re t ion . 

Someth i l ig is amiss. I seem to recall a 
U . S . Supreme Cour t appeal. In Re G a u l l , in 
w h i c h a m i n o r was pun i shed more severe­
ly than a n adu l t for the same transgres­
s ion . 

B - B guns c a n be dangerous. I would fault 
the makers of A Clxrislmas Slory for failing 
to have Ralphey ' s dad, p layed by Darr in 
M c G a v i n , show the kid h o w to make a 
backdrop w i t h a stack of newspapers or 
sll-aw so h i s shots wouldn't ricochet. 

The movie dad lets Ralphey into the yard 
wi th no ins t ruc t ion whatsoever.

BONDS, SERIES 1997, shall be payable solely and only out of the Net Revenues, 
as set forth more fully herein, in an aggregate principal amount of $5,225,000, con­
sisting of bonds of the denomination ol $5,000, or integral multiples of $5,000 not 
exceeding in any one year the amount maturing in that year, dated as of December 
1, 1997, numbered in order of aulhenticalion, and shall mature on July 1st in the 
years 1999 to 2012, and bear interest at the rates and be sold at the yields or prices 
as set forth in Exhibit A hereto.

The City Manager, Finance Director and/or 
the City Clerk are each authorized and directed to file with the tVlichigan Department 
ol Treasury an amended application lor prior approval ol the issuance oi the Bonds 
together with revised requests for such waivers as each shaft deem necessary or 
approphate. 

Section 5. Bond Purchase Agreement. The oiler ol the Undenwriter as set forth 
in the proposed bond purchase agreement (the "Bond Purchase Agreement") pre­
sented to this City Council to purchase the Bonds in the principal amount ol 
$5,225,000 at a purchase price oi $5,167,371.55, which is the par value ol the 
Bonds, less original issue discount of $11,125.95, less underwriter's discount ol 
$46,502.50, plus accrued interesi on Ihe principal amount of Ihe Bonds, is hereby 
accepted and the Mayor, Cily Manager, Finance Director and City Clerk are each 
authorized and directed to execute and deliver the Bond Purchase Agreement on 
behalf of the City. 

Section 6. Transfer Agent/Escrow Agent. Michigan National Bank, Farmington 
Hills, Michigan is hereby approved as Transfer Agent lor the Bonds and as Escrow 
Agent under the proposed escrow agreement (the "Escrow Agreement") presented 
to Ihe City Council. 

Se_c]ion2 Escrow Agreement. The Escrow Agreement providing lor payment 
and redemption ol the Relunded Bonds (the "Relunded Bonds"), is hereby 
approved. The Mayor, City Cterk, City Manager and Finance Director are each 
authorized to execute and deliver the Escrow Agreement substantially in the form 
presented to the City Council with such changes and completions as shall be neces­
sary in order to accomplish the relunding of the Refunded Bonds in accordance with 
law. 

SeclLonJ, Debt Retirement Fund. Upon delivery ol the Bonds, the accrued 
interest, if any, shall be deposited in the Debt Retirement Fund for the Bonds and the 
Outstanding Bonds, and the balance shall be used as described below. The sum of 
$5,101,600.52 from the Bonds, and the sum of $145,475 irom lunds on hand in the 
Debt Retirement Fund, representing the interest due on the Relunded Bonds on 
January 1,1998, shall be both paid to the Escrow Agent and invested by it as pro­
vided in Ihe Escrow Agreement for payment of principal, interest and redemption 
premium on the Relunded Bonds. These amounts may be subject to adjustment in 
order to provide lor payment ol the Refunded Bonds as determined by the verifica­
tion consultant and as determined by bond counsel in order to comply with Federal 
income tax law, present or proposed. 

There shall be paid into the Debt Retirement Fund for the Bonds and the Out­
standing Bonds. Net Revenues from the System in the amounts and at the times 
described in the Outstanding Ordinance, as amended. 

Section 9. Preliminary Oflicial Statement. The Preliminary Official Statement 
relating to the Bonds dated November 14, 1997, and its use by the Underwriter is 
hereby authorized, approved and confirmed. 

Section to, Final Official Statement. The Official Statement dated November 
24, 1997, relating lo the Bonds, a draft ol which Oflicial Statement has been pre­
sented to and is on file with this Council, is hereby authorized and approved. The 
Mayor, City Manager and Finance Director are each authorized and directed to exe­
cute and deliver the Official Statement on behalf of the City The Mayor, City Manag­
er and Finance Director are each authorized to approve, execute and delivery any 
amendments and supplements to the Official Statement necessary lo assure that 
the statements therein are, and as ol the time the Bonds are delivered to the Under­
writer will be true, and that it does not contain any untrue statement ol a material tact 
and does not omit to stale a material fact necessary in order lo make Ihe statements 
therein, in light ol the circumstances under which they were made, not misleading. 

Section 11. Municipal Bond Insurance. The purchase ol municipal bond insur­
ance from Financial Security Assurance Inc. is hereby approved. 

Section 12. Tax Covenant. The Cily hereby covenants that, lo the extent permit­
ted by law, it shall take all actions within its control necessary to maintain the exclu­
sion ol the interesi on the bonds Irom adjusted gross income lor federal income pur­
poses under the Internal Revenue Code ol 1986, as amended (the "Code") including 
but not limited to, actions relating to the rebate of arbitrage earnings, il applicable, 
and the expenditure and investment of bond proceeds and moneys deemed to be 
bond prxeeds. 

Section 13. Bond Reserve Fund. Funds shall be transferred into the Bond 
Reserve Account in the Bond and interest Redemption Fund Irom lunds ol the Sys­
tem legally available therefor, so that said Bond Reseive Account shall total a sum 
equal to the lesser of (a) such amount as is equal lo the largest annual debt service 
requirements on the Bonds and the Outstanding Bonds or (b) 10% ol the principal 
amount of the Bonds and the Outstanding Bonds. In the event that the interesi in 
said Bond Reserve Account is greater than the lesser ol (a) or (b) above, such 
excess amount shall be promptly transferred to the Receiving Fund. 

Section 14, Other Actions Necessarv lo Issue the Bonds. The officers, adminis­
trators, agents and attorneys ol the City are authorized and directed to execute and 
deliver all other agreements, documents and certificates and lo lake all other actions 
necessary to complete the issuance and delivery of the Bonds in accordance with 
the Bond Purchase Agreement, Ordinance No. 97-153-02 and this Ordinance. 

Section 15. Publication and Recordation. This Ordinance shall be published in 
in the Novi News, a newspaper of general circulalfon within the geographic limits 

ol the City qualified under State law to publish legal notices, promptly after its adop­
tion, and shall be recorded in the Ordinance Book of the City and such recording 
authenticated by the signatures of the Mayor and the Clerk. 

Section 16. Etfective Date. Pursuant to the provisions of Section 6 ol Act 94, 
this Ordinance shall be approved on the date ol first reading and accordingly this 
Ordinance shall be immediately eflective upon its adoption.

A C h r i s t m a s t r e e I n t h e m a k i n g 

Once upon a time, all Christmas trees were 
cut froril natural stands (or straight out of the 
forest). These wild ti'ees looked nothing llice 
today's professionally-grown and sheared trees. 

Today, of the 33 million trees sold every year, 
over 90 percent are shipped or sold directly 
from U.S. Christmas tree farms. 

Typically, the growing process begins in a 
nurseri' where seeds are planted and tJie trees 
are grown till they become 2-year-old seedlings. 
The seedlings are then transplanted to Christ­
mas tree farms. 

Growing Christmas trees is a year-round job. 
It takes an average of seven years for a tree to 

reach sale height. Dur ing that time, the tree 
must continue to be shaped and pruned to pro­
duce the fully shaped trees that are delivered to 
retail lots, 

The Christmas tree also may face many haz­
ards during its growth period - too much or too 
little Sun or rain; destruction by insects, dis­
ease, hail or fire; overgrowth of brush, vines 
and weeds; even thell. 

Finally, selected trees are tagged, cut, bun­
dled an(1 loaded onto a truck or railroad car for 
the Jolirney to a retail lot.

"Right before you put i l in 
water, make a fresh cul in (he 
boltom and put it in the recep­
tacle." Joe said. "There are al.so 
additives yon can get (to put in 
the water)."

aĵ es of newborn and 4 years old 
have been reported i l l .Mlchifran. 
;i2 between the a^es of 5 and 12, 
and ,50 between the ages of 15 
anil 19. 

Children become Infected In a 
variety of ^vays. Most of them are 
born lo HIV-infected mothers and 
ac'quire the virus around the time 
of l i l r th . Others are recipients of 
IllV-contaiiiinated blood products. 
Very feu' children or adults have 
been infected by this route since 
sercenlnf^ of donated blood began 
in 1985. C h i l d r e n a l s o may 
acquire IIIV Infection throuf<h sex­

ual abii.seby ll lV-lnlected adults. 
HIV-infected children often live 

In complex social situations. Their 
biolof<lc parents usually are infect­
ed thciii.selves and \ivv fairly disor-
fjani/.cd lives ( l i a r a c l e r i z e d liy 
uneiliployiiieni, poverty, uiistithle 
housliif! and single parenlhood. 
These parents may also suffer 
from drug and/or alcohol aliiise. 
and may be unable to care Inr 
their children. 

A fairly high proportion of HIV-
infected ch i ldren are placed in 
either fosler or adoptive families. 
Irrespeclive of the social situation, 
many famil ies Ih'lni.; w i l h HIV 
experience a significant amount of 
social i.sohition. 

In spite of widespread educa­
t i o n a l effor ls , a c o n s i d e r a b l e 
amount of fear continues lo e.xisl 
about the potential spread of the 
HiV virus. 

fJecause this virus Is spread pri­
marily by .sexual contact or by sig 
n l l i c a n l blood exposure as may 
occur through the use of shared 
needles during Illicit intravenous 
drug use, the probabil i ty of the 
spread of the HIV v i r u s from a 
child to cither another child or lo 
an adul t Is e x t r e m e l y s m a l l . 
Unfo r tuna te ly , the c h i l d r e n of 
MlV-lnfecled persons often suffer 
from the social stigma that is tar­
geted toward their parents, 

HIV Infection affects children In 
unique ways compared to adults. 
For reasons that are not entirely 
clear, some infected children expe­
rience severe immune .system fail­
ure very early and may develop 

the symplnms ot AIDS - including 
growth failure, c c n t r . i l nervous 
system disease, or oppi)rtiinisiic 
inlectidiis such as j)iictuiincyslis 
pneumonia - as early as -1 iiinnths 
of age. Other i i i t e c l c d chi ldren 
mav rcitiaiii either tolalJv or rcla-
tivelv asyinpt(miati(~ with only 
minor Imiiinne system tallure lor 
up lo 10 years. In general, howev­
er, children usually maiiilest the 
symptoms of A I D S sooner a l l c r 
tliev ac(|iiire the i n l e c l i o n than 
adults. 

lllV-inleeled chi ldren are more 
likely lo devclo]) severe infections 
from the \'iruses and fiacteiia that 
cause only minor infect ions in 
healthy (di i ldrcn. Compared to 
adults, children arc less likely to 
develop eillier AIDS-related blind­
ness from cytomegalovirus inlec­
lion or Kaposi's sarcoma, a com­
mon m a l i g n a n c y a m o n g HIV-
infected adults. These children, 
however, c o m m o n l y have poor 
growth and either fail to meel lhe 
normal devi.'lo|)mental milestones 
- such as silling, walking or lalk-
ing - at tlie appropriate ages or 
they may lose these abilities as 
the i r cen t ra l n e r v o u s system 
Infection progresses. 

The trealiiicnt of H l V infection 
in children is more complicated 
and fraught with more unknowns 
than is t r ea tment of adul t 
pa t ients . M a n y of the newer 
a n t i v i r a l d r u g s , w h i c h h o l d 
promise In s lowing the progres­
sion of HIV infection I'or adults, 
have nol been adequately tested 
in children. Currently, the appro­

priate (lose of these newer drugs 
Is not known lor \'en' young chil­
dren. 

In spite of a l l Ihe ( |uesl ions 
about l l i c i a p y . there are many 
important things that can be done 
foj- cljjidrci) infected with Ihe HIV 
virus. Many of the opportunistic 
inlcctions such as pneuniocystic 
pneumonia , loxoplasmosis and 
niycobaclerium avian iiitercellu-
larc may be ()re\'enlcd l l nough 
pn.iphylactic aniibiolics. 

rur t l iermore . other childhood 
infections may be lirevcnted by 
Ihe use (if routine immunizations, 
although vaccines containing live 
viruses such as oral ])olio, nimr 
(measles, mumps and rubella) and 
chicken pox are ell her not used at 
all or used only cautiously In HIV-
infected children. 

In addit ion. o|)timal nutr i t ion 
for HIV-infected children reduces 
the probabllily of growth failure. 
The progression of HIV diseases 
may be slowed through the use of 
nev,' c o m b i n a t i o n s of a n t i v i r a l 
drugs, although information on 
this for children is minimal so far. 

Final ly, families may be given 
socia l , emotional and economic 
supi)orl as they struggle to pro­
vide comlorlable and meaningful 
lives for Iheir children who are liv­
ing with AIDS.

' Y o u ' n e e d t o b e m o r e i n f o r m e d o n h e a l t h 

Your health care team may Include your fam­
ily physician, a specialist, a nurse, a nutiltion-
ist, and a pharmacist. But the team has one 
more player - you. When you are wel l and 
when you are sick, you will play a vital role in 
mainlaining your health. 

It is now generally accepted that the patleilt,: 
who is informed becomes empowered to take 
responsibility for pel'sonal health and will be an 
active partner in the health care team. 

The American Hospital Association formal­
ized this concept in 1973, when i l published 
the I'aticni's Bill of Rights, which stales: 'The 
patient has the right to receive from his physi­
cian complete, current information concerning 
his diagnosis, treatment, and prognosis In lan­
guage tile patient can reasonably be expected 
to understand." 

The way to make informed decisions is to 
obtain all of the facts. But information comes 
from a variety of sources Including your physi­
cian or the other health professionals Involved 
in your care. In addition, any large bookstore 
or l lbraiy today has a collection of consumer 
health magazines and books. The media also 
lay a role in attracting the public's Interest in 
health topics. 

In addlllon to traditional sources of health 
information, the Internet now offers thousands 

of sites containing a wide variety of medical 
information, including descriptions of diseases, 
wellness sites, and health support groups, A 
recent search of the topic diabetes using Ihe 
Alta Vista search engine resulted in a listing of 
50,000 sites on the World Wide Web. 
;:But,glV.eii_all;.the sources of Information, how 

do you as health consumers delermine which 
source i s offering qual i ty information? Of 
course, your first recourse should always be 
your health professional. But what about all 
the print and electronic forms of health infor­
mation? 

If you are planning on purchasing your own 
book or magazine, or you arc surfing the hiter--
net, always check the source of the Informa­
t i o n . GoverniTlent agencies or u n i v e r s i t y 
sources are generally good sources of health 
Information. If It Is a person, check Ills or her 
credentials for lettei-s which indicate they have 
an appropriate health related degree such as 
D.O., M . D , , R,N., etc. Remeiliber, anyone can 
make Information available on the Internet, 
whether they arc qualllied or not. 

Another way to obtain information is through 
your local library. Some public libraries offer 
health infornlalion sources in their collections. 
There are also a few consumer health libraries 
sponsored by hospitals In southeastern Michi ­

gan. 
The materials housed in these libraries are 

selected by trained librarians based on speci­
fied criteria so you can be somewhat assured 
that the Inlbrmalion provided is qualified. 

The Consumer Health Library at Botsford 
General Hospital consists of about 500 books, 
30 video.s and a full-text (latabase of health 
information from pamphlets, books and articles 
wri t ten i n eas i ly unders tood non-medica l 
terms. In addition, lhe Botsford Libi'ary has 
computer access to the Internet, 

The consumer collection is backed up by a 
large medical collection which is housed in the 
same facility. The libraiy is staffed by medical 
librarians who are trained to assist you in find­
ing informat ion from the most appropriate 
.source lo answer your questions. The Botsford 
Libraiy is open Monday through Thursday 7 
a.ni, to 8:30 p.m., and Friday 7 a.m. to 6 p.m. 

Regardless of where you get your health 
inlbrmation, always discuss it with your doctor 
or other health professional. It's your life - and 
good decisions are based on good informadon.
