West Oaks Galleria, Novfs firsl 
"ceiitertainnlent" mall, got the 
rezoning needed by Ftaiiico-
Gershenson lo go ahead with the 
project, after the developers reas­
sured Ihc eily that proposed road 
Irealments will leave traffic in the 
area as it is today - or possibly 
heller. 

Ranleo plans to build 676,885-
.sfpiare-fcet of shops, a multiplex 
movie theater and reslauranis on 
land west of ils existing West Oaks 
11. The rezoning lakes 32 of the 
70-aere project site from the resi-
dential-agriculliiral and confer­
ence categories lo regional center 
district. 

Over the past three years, the 
developers ditched other concepts 
for the site, inekiding a Target 
Store and Office Max before arriv­
ing at this plan. Chief Operating 
Officer Michael Ward told the 
council. 

"We have some veiy, very excit­
ing users who are anxious to be 
pari of the community thai we 
ilave been working wltll for a long 
time now," Ward said. 

"Somerset has put Troy on the 
map. We think we can. too. with 
this project in Novi." 

Ranlco-Gershenson proposes a 
series of road improvements, to be 
paid for by both the private and 
public sectors. The development is 
expected to add 2.390 additional 

vehirles lo the Novi/'l\velve Mile 
road area during the p.m. peak 
hour and 2.610 additional vehi­
cles on mid-day Saturdays. 

"The aim is to i i iainlain al least 
Ihe same level of service al these 
intersections lhat exists today or 
better." said Itolf Ki l la i i . of ' Ibe 
Metro Transporlal ion Grou|). 
l^ameo's IralTie consullanls. 

"II Is our intention to have lhe 
improvements in place before the 
oiieiiing of the center We haven't 
addressed who will pay whal."

A hard fall of snow didn't keep hardy appetites away from ilaml)urger 
Day in Novi last week. 

Siilce the early 1970s, each holiday season, Tom Marcus, his wife 
Thelma, their kids and friends have dished up what's properly known 
as the Marcus All Steak at Harmon Glass, formerly Marcus Glass, on 
Novi Itoad. This is their own unique gift to the community, a labor of 
love and ground round. 

"My dad slarlcd it. Customers v/ould eomc in and say 1 smell some­
thing cooking. They would talk all the time about how when they were 
kids they were taken to Marcus's," Tom Marcus said. 

In the old days, baseball greats playing Detroit, like Babe Ruth and 
I.OU Gehrig used to send their balboys out to pick up Marcus burgers. 

In Noi'i, whal started as Customer Appreciation grew to include city 
and school officials, police officers, employees from Providence Park and 
local sem'ce elutis. 

"Anybody who's anybody in Novi." said IWarcus's daughter, Maly 
Marcus Pennebaker. 

"People love them all over. You mention them to anyone over 40 and 
they all remember them." 

This year, bad weather and all, Tom Mareus said a team of up to eight 
cooks sen'ed over 1,500 burgers, cooking them in a tent pitched in ihe 
snow behind the glass store. Burgers, fi.vings, munchies and pop, 
nobody's collecting money. 

"That's what he lives for, feeding people and making a party of it," 
Thelma Mareus said.

Michael Hall, of Fanning/1 lowey 
and Associates architectural firm, 
said the change saves aboul 
S60.000 of the S lO million allotted 
for the renovations because there 
Is no need to scale rooms down for 
Idndergartners. 

At Ihe meeting. Hall showed how 
the Meadows renovation pay for 
Improvements lo some several 
hundreds of tliou.sands of parking 
and traffic problems, adding some 
parking and redirecting bus traffic 
how. The rest of the parking 
changes shown on the plan would 
need to be paid for by a bond Issue 
or other monies. Those changes 
Include adding 319 parking spaces 
to the existing 407 as well as traffic 
flow changes. 

The buildings will undergo few 
changes lo Ihe outside architec­
ture, however, according to Hall .

This is a big 
small lown. People don't realize how irieiully the busi-
nc.sses are in town," he said.

Glass, as the growth of Main Street makes the area 
congcslcd. 

Al one lime, you could buy the burgers in a hot dog 
bun at one of 14 family-owned rcsUuirants in llie 
Dclrolt area. 

Marcus All Sleaks may be one of the lew things 
cheaper now than in the 1920s. Baek ll ieii , Ihey were 
15 cents a[)ieee. two for Iwo bits. Today, tfiey're free, if 
you're lucky enough lo wander in on the right day. 

Ill 1927. Marcus's great-uncle Cl ia i i i c Marcus 
opened the lirst restauraiU in a street car in Uelroil. In 
the early 1930s, the restaurant came up wilh an inno­
vative idea called "Cook To Car," Ihe forerunner of 
today's drive-through windows. The business thrived 
through World War 11. when labor shortages and 
iincerlain food supplies took a toll. Family iiienihers 
drifted off to other occupations. 

"The reason 1 chose glass is. it doesn't spoil. 
Restaurant work Is hard work," he e.vplaincd. 

What he didn't want lo do for pay. he now docs for 
fun, with the help of volunteers and family members. 

This year, only three generations of Marcuses were 
senlng their specialty at Hamburger Day. Usually a 
regular. Marcus's mother Maiy. 84, was recovering 
from a recent fall and stayed home. She began work­
ing at one of the Detroit diners in 1931 and two years 
later married the boss's nephew. Donald Marcus. 

"Those were hard times. It was in Ihc middle of the 
depression. 1 was making more money lhan 1 would 
have working at some of tlie big ofhees." she said.

Nobody but nohodv is getting the formula for the 
Marcus All Steak, Tom Marcus said, although people 
have offered to buy i l . 

"We don't tell anyone the recipe. There's a lew peo­
ple out there who try lo copy Ihem. they don'l have 
good hick." he said, 

"riiis is good heef Some of these people eat four or 
hve. It's a hrm hanihiirger" 

H's one that keeps Novi City Manager E d Kriewall 
coming hack for more, slathered with mustard and 
onions. 

"They are a delicacy. 1 eat at least Iwo. but I'd eal 
more if evciybody wouldn't be looking al me," Kriewall 
sakl. 

"1 really didn'l know he was giving them away until 
five or si.x years ago. I've been going ever since then." 

One of the nol-so-well kepi secrets of Hamburger 
Day is that Marcus docs do carry-outs for those who 
can't make the five-hour trough time. Providence Park 
alone gol 1,50 burgers delivered lo staff 

"We liy nol to say we do carry-out. We want people 
to be together," Marcus said. 

The tlioiiglit of burgers typi(;ally conjures images of 
summers. But Marcus prefers a holiday Hamburger 
Day for a special reason. Sometimes, nostalgia can be 
a liltle sad. Mis cure is a present for the palate. 

"At Chrislmas lime, you are Ihlnking about lhe ones 
that are gone, so it cheers people up, thinking aboul 
lhe good old days," he explained.

It is a branch of medicine that deals wilh Ihe 
prevent ion a n d Ireatment of disease and 
Injuries occurring al work or in specific occu­
pations. 

11 also deals with the degree lo which an 
employee Is able lo fimcilon al an opl innim 
level of well-being at work as relleclcd by piro-
(luctivity, work as reflected hy produetivily. 
work a l l endance . disabi l i ty compensat ion 
clainls, and eniiiloymeill longevity. 

Work is an essential luiinaii activity. Most 
adults spelld llearly 25 percent of their lime on 

the Job and companies are becoming Increas­
ingly concerned about the health of their work 
lorce, which has an impact on Its abil i ly lo 
coiiiiicte in today's ever-changing iDusiness 
ii idusliy. 

An estimated 20 million work-related Injuries 
and nearly -100.000 new work-related illnesses 
(iccur each year in the United States. T'hese 
injuries and illnesses are costly, from both a 
human and financial perspective. 

Hot)) ejDjjIoyecs and employers can eoii-
Iribute to developing and niaintaiiiiiig a healthy 
environment , both In the work place and 
through lileslyle changes. 

The Ailierican College of Occupational and 
Lnvironnieiital Medicine has outlined a check 
list of health and safety strategies thai are 
affected by one's worki}lace, environment, and 
lifestyle. The checklist ideiitlhes 17 risk factors 
lor employers and employees: iiiaclivily, sleep, 
vices, diet, dnigs. rerrciitioti, repetitive motion, 
posture. I ' ibralion, l i f t ing, hand e.xerlioii, 
humidity, temperature, ligliling, space, ventila­
tion and floors. 

For exam])le. lo avoid prolllcms relating lo 
hand exertion in llic woi'k illace. eiliployers 
should provide ergoiioniically correct tools to 
keep wrist in a neutral/slralglil posilion; mini­

mize vibration, pinch grip, torque and forceful 
•land exertion. 

:.lkewise, employees should use tools with 
handles and grips designed lo dlstribule force 
over Large areas. To illainlain a healllly working 
envlronmcnl, employers should provide ade-
cpiale overhead l ight ing. Employees should 
ensure lhat lighting causes no glare and llieie 
is no excessive sharlowing. 

To encourage healthy eating habits, (employ­
ers should promote wellne.ss/pix'vention pi-o-
grains. Employees should eat a well-balanced 
d i d and illainlain a desirable weight. 

As the issue of containing health care costs 
becomes more significant, especially in the 
work])lace, the role of Ihe occupational hcallh 
clinic expands. 

Many health care organizations are respond­
ing lo these needs, both for its own elilployecs 
and for Ihe coimliunily.

Women often know Ihey are 
a p p r o a c h i n g l l le i lopausc when 
they start experiencing a variety of 
symploms, the most draniatic of 
which c a n inc lude hot flashes, 
irregular bleeding and difficulty 
sleeping. 

While such signs usually occur 
between the ages of 48 and 51, Ihc 
physical and emotional changes 
that set the stage for menopause 
start well before the last nienslrual 
period - perhaps as much as a 
decade before, according lo Uni­
versity of Michigan Medical Cenler 
researchers. By age 40, Ihey say, 
Ihe initial stages of menopause or 
per lmenopause are well under 
way. 

"Wc ttilnk the Iransi l ioi i into 
menopause starts much earlier 
than previously thought - in Ihe 
late 30s, certainly by age 40, and 
i l continues into the 50s," says 
tJohn Randolph, M . D , , associate 
professor of obstetrics and gj'ne-

colo|fy. 
D u r i n g the last seven years. 

Randolph has learned up with 
Marv'Fi'ail Sowers, Ph.D., associate 
professor of cpidellliologj' al the U-
M Sehool of Public Health and lead 
investigator of a study lha l has 
been looking a l pcrimenopausal 
changes in more than 500 Michi­
gan women. 

"By 40 we could discern changes 
in boile density. By 44 there were 
va r i a t i ons in m e n s t r u a l cycle 
bleeding," Sowers says. 

B e i n g in formed a b o u t pc r i ­
menopausal changes is inlportanl 
for women, she feels, because the 
more information they have, the 
more choices they may have In 
lernis of preventive care. 

For example, one of Ihe most 
obvious signs of perlmenopause, 
variations In menstrual cycles and 
heavy bleeding, also is a major 
cause of hysterectomy. Randolph 
believes that as patients become 
aware that heavy bleeding is both 
normal and hnite, "lhal illay be all 

they need to be comforlable wilh 
the process." 

"II may be fnislraling and frigbl-
enlng at times, hut it's a normal 
part of what's going on. If women 
can ride that oul and we can find 
ways lo make heavy bleeding toler­
able, we could avoid major inter­
ventions like siirgciy," he says. 

OsleoporosI.s is another consc-
(plence of menopause l h a l may 
have its roots in perinlenopause. 

"Osteoporos is begins ear l ier 
than the last period. It's nol Just a 
state of being for elderly ladies in 
nursing homes," Sowers says. "It's 
observable much earlier and may 
be preventable." 

Sowers says she dreams of a day 
when routine .screening for osteo­
porosis, using a non-iilvasivo tech­
nique called bone densitometry, is 
available in eveiy ob-gyn and fami­
ly physician's oflice. 

According to Sowers and Ran­
dolph, one possible strategy for 
controlling pcrimenopausal bleed­
ing - and preventing osteoporosis 

and heart disease in those al risk 
- may be s t a r l i n g hormone 
rc |) lacemenl therapy early, in a 
woman's late 30s or early 40s. 

They believe thai pcrimenopausc 
is brought on by changes in ovari­
an l u n c l i o n , which causes dips 
and .swings in estrogen levels, By 
start ing hormone therapy early, 
women may be able (o shore up 
their estrogen production before 
irreversible damage is done. 

To further slutiy this phase of a 
woman's life In Ihe hopes of com­
ing up with some simple diagnos­
tic signs for perlmenopause, Sow­
ers is leading a four-year National 
Institutes of Health-funded study 
called swan (Study of Women's 
Hea l th Ac ros s the Nation). The 
study, which began this fall, is 
i-ecruiting 3,500 women across the 
nation from four ethnic groups.
