"Damages would be subslantially less 
than lhal .

Bu i 
West Bay officials argue lhat the denial 
isn't based on science or fart but misin­
formation.

• Techniques that will be used lo con-
lain hydrogen sulfide during drill ing; 

• Safety analysis of the pipeline used to 
transport oil to Plymouth Township. 

Residents opposed to the drilling main­
ly live ill nearby Meadowbrook Park sub­
division. 

"We're here again in full force. 1 Just 
wanted to remind you especially, that 
how you vote today on whether or nol to 
allow gas wells to be drilled within .520 
feet of residents' homes will be precedent 
setting," said Farmlllglon Hills homeown­
er Tonl Zlotucha.

If "It's a great lime in Delroll," i l 
should be "a gi-eat lime in 
.Southfleld, Novi and Livonia," loo. 

Suburban communities in west­
ern Wayne and Oakland Counties 
should use the sanle "brand" in 
marketing Ihenlselves as the 
Melropolltail Detroit Convention 
and Visilors Bureau does, says 
Rick Binford. 

"We need lo build some type of 
recognition lo the oulsidc worid," 
Binford told delegates to Ihe 
Southeast Michigan Council of 
Governments on Dec. 13. 

The chief executive of the Metro 
Detroit bureau, Binlbrd unveiled 
the brand name marketing slralegy 
for Delroll, though lo less than 
rave reviews. In October. In the 
same way the world becvime famil­
iar with "I l.ove N.Y.." i l will learn 
about nlelro Detroit - defined as 
Wayne, Oakland and Macomb 
counties. 

Suburbs can cooperate by using 
the sanle kind of graceful type and 
the slogan "ll's a great lime in. . . 
part of a greater Detroit," he said. 

In marketing Jargon, ll 's known 
as "branding." For example, all 
divisions of General Motors use the 
square blue box with an under­
lined "GM" in white letters. This 
newspaper's brand name, next lo 
the page 1 logo, is "HomeTown 
Communications Nelwork" wi l l l 
the outline of a house roof 
Whether it's a movie, video, book, 
toy or swealshiiT, you'll see the 
Disney signature on all thai com­
pany's products. 

S E M C O G delegates routinely 
approved a resolution saying the 
executive committee supports the 
convention bui-eau's brand strate­
gy marketing campaign, though 
some SI. Clair and Monroe coun­
ties' members were a trifle unhap­
py thai llle promotion is confined 
to three counties. 

Reversing Deli-oil's bad national 
image will lake many years. "ll's a 
marathon, not a sprint." Binford 
reminded them. "'Detroit' is a des-
llnation identification. It will pro­
vide long-term equity lo ride oul 
the economic storms." 

New York has spent 2,5 years 
building up its recognition. The 
MDCVC is planning lo "invest" S25 
million in the next five years to pro-
niole the brand, Binford said. 

"Metro De l ro l l has an image 
problem. They (consumers nation­
ally in tests) think less of us than 
we'd like. They know less. There 
was no familiarity among 78 per­
ceni In a national sample. 

"They don'l know a whole lol, 
and what they do know isn't good: 
crime, drugs, poverty, urban 
decay. Those elements also are pre-
•senl in Chicago, but Chicago is 
seen as havdng offselling benellls. 

"Yes. we arc the Motor City, but 
thai is nol a molivalor for the 
masses." 

Metro Detroit has made "good" 
front page news during the last 
year in the New York Times and 
Los Angeles Tiilles with casinos 
and the hockey team's Stanley cup. 
"It's lime Ibr us lo take advantage 
and build on i l , " Binford said, 

"We are a cenler of innovation in 
autos and the medical profession. 
We're a work hard, lunch bucket 
lown, but we're also a play hard 
lown. We know how lo have a good 
lillle. Have you seen us lately? We 
have night life, recreation, culture, 

"Our star is on the rise. We're a 
work in progress." 

To questions from delegates, 
Binford said MDCVC' s funds come 
from a 2 perceni assessment on 
rooms paid by larger hotels. The 
advertising is allocated lo the 
region, nol any one city or counly. 

He added that MDCVC's brand is 
"a hand-in-glove fit" wi lh the 
slate's brand: "Creal lakes, gi'eat 
limes."

We therefore conclude that plain­
tiffs age discrimination claim 
against Kmart was property dis­
missed" by Oakland Circl i l l Judge 
Steven N. Andrews, 

The 3-0 appellate decision was 
signed hy Judges Jane E. Markcy 
of Saginaw, Kathleen Jansen of 
Macomb County and Helen N .

Tourism got a couple of slices 
from the full loaf when the 
MIcfi/gan Legislature acted on bills 
to push the starting date of school 
after L ibo r Day. 

On Its final day of the fall ses­
sion: 

• Tho Senate barel}' passed a bill, 
20-16, to guarantee a four-day 
Labor Day weekend. II wouldn't 
order school districts to push the 
starting time after l.abor Day. but it 
would plunk an Ininiedlate disrup­
tion in Ihe schedules of those that 
do. 

• The House defeated. 71-,'3,5, a 
bill lo require that public schools 
don't open their doors unlll after 
U b o r Day, the first Monday In 
September. 

"This legislation Is supported by 
business Interests but not by a 
majority of the constituents I repre­
sent," said Rep. Greg Kaza, R-
Rochester Hills, summing up the 
opposition. "By a 3-1 margin, con­
stituents have urged me to defend 
local control. Accordingly, I vote 
'no' on this bi l l ." 

The House bill was sponsored by 
Rep. Pat Gagliardi, D-Drummond 
Island. The tourism Industrv' sees 
its best months as J u l y and 
August. When schools open the 
last week in August, one-eighth of 
the .season Is lost for families. 

"If we can have a day off and help 
an Industry survive," (hat's a pos­
itive," said Senate floor leader Dan 
DcGrow, R-Port Huron.

The tlilrd-tenii congressman from the 
1 l i b District of Oakland and Wayne coun­
ties gave the usual reasons of harm to 
Americau industiy, but he had some close-
nj) comnicnis about the United Nations-
sponsored contorence itsell', 

"1 have never h.-en in the gun sights of so 
many countries. The deck was stacked 
agaiiisl us. And it was a long time ago. 

"The Green Movement lanti-imlustiy 
environmentalists) was in charge. The U.S. 
was dead before we got to Kyoto. 

"We heard. The U.S. has an obligation' 
(Irom the Danes and Dutch) and 'America 
has a burden to pick up and enriy tlie rest 
of the world.' 

" l l exeiiijils 80 iiercenl of the world's 
(develnping) nalions" like China, India and 
Mexico, "It gives them a license to pollute at 
will. Multi-national corporations would go 
lliere - and also get cheaper labor," 

But it was the European Union (EU), 
rather than Asia, that was tiylng hardest lo 
stick the U.S. wilh the Job of scaling back 
eiiils.sioiis to 1990 levels, Knolleiiberg said 
in an inteniew this week in his Farmington 
Mills district office. 

fie said Time magazine was correct in 
rc|)orliiig lhat the E U will have the easiest 
time iiieeling emissions largcls. Rea.son: 
'The collapse of East Germany in 1990 
forced many inclficienl. pollutioii-belchiiig 
factories and power plants out of business, 
cutting Europe's eiiiissions as a side bene­
fit." 

Great Britain's job Is easier because 
Prime Minisler Margaret Thatcher broke 
the coal miners' union in 1985, and the 
nation .switched to natural gas. 

France will have liltle trouble because il's 
reliant on nuclear eiierg\' - and Knolleiiberg 

thinks that's Ihc way lo go, even though 
nuclear power plants and research have 
been halted here. 

'The presklent won't send it (the Irealy) 
lo the Senate." Knollenherg prcdiclcd, "He'll 
CISC the regulatoiy process, the EPA 
(Iviivironmental Protection Agency)." 

What aboui Vice I'rcsideni Al Gore's 
speech in Kyoto favoring a global warming 
treaty'? 

"Gore made a s|ioccli. got back on Air 
Force 2 and lefl, lie would say he juiiip-
startcd the reaction. There was actually a 
mixed reaction to Gore. 

'T'here was heavy, heavy press. I went to 
a press conference the second day. The 
press was eiiviro-laden," he said, quoting a 
queslion aboul alleged strong |ioll support 
lor ail energy ta.x in the U.S. "Not in my dis­
trict." Knolleiiberg said. 

Participants took i l for a fact, engraved In 
grailite, that the world is being dangerous­
ly warmed by energy emissions. "No one 
questioned it. It's a fad (lo them). 

"But the debate (In the U.S.) will cenler 

on the scieiico. T'lie Big Three (auto makers) 
and the ulilitics caii 'l be all wrong, 'fhe 
AIT.-CIO is connected to my view." 

He cited University of Michigan research 
- sli l l incomiilele - on pumping caibon 
dioxide, the chief emission, into a tented 
area. "We know carbon dioxklc hcljis Ivecs, 
'Hiere are more trees in lhe countiy lhan at 
the time of the Pilgrims. 

"Some scientists are .saying, 'Let's study 
this liel'orc wejuiiij) off Ihe c l i l l ' 

"If you believe in global warming, this 
trealy won't get you lliere," Knolleiiberg 
went on, "II won't clean the environment, 
and it will be devastating to the Anieriean 
worker hecause the cost of energy will rise." 

Kiiollenberg and 13 other U.S, represen­
tatives were aiiiiointed by Speaker Newt 
Gingrich, R-Ga. Knolleiiberg is a ranking 
member of the House Appropriations sub­
committee on energy and water. 

That panel oversees the Department of 
Energ)'. nuclear weapons and reactors, 
nuclear wastes, the Army Corps of 
Engineers, energy research and develop­

ment, the Tennessee Valley Authority (now 
zeroed out of the budget), and the 
Appalachian Regional Commission, 

'ITie feeling is bipartisan. "John Dingell 
(D-Trenton, and dean of the Michigan con­
gressional delegation) an(l I see eye to eye. 
Dingell was there," Kllollenberg said. 

Next-door congressman Sander l.evin, a 
IX'niocral, already Is battling EPA air qual­
ity standards, saying, "In my view, EPA's 
new standards would have a negative 
impact on the nation's economy and the 
economic well-being of southeastern 
Michigan," 

The Kyoto Protocol, as it's known: 
• Was agreed to by 150 nalions Dec. 11. 
• Requires the U.S. to cut emission of 

greenhouse gases lo 7 percent below 1990 
levels; the EU must cut emissions by 8 per­
cent and Japan by 6 percent; 35 olher 
countries also have quotas. 

• Allows industrialized nations to trade 
"emissions quotas" among themselves. 

• Asks but doesn't require developing 
nalions lo cut emissions.

Suburban eomrniiililles In west-
ern Wayne and Oakland Counties 
shoiiki use the same "brand" In 
marketing themselves as the 
Metropolllan Detroit Convention 
and Visitors Bureau does, says 
Rick Bliiford. 

"We need to build some type of 
recognition to the outside world." 
Hirlford told delegates to the 
Southeast Michigan Council of 
Governments on Dec. 11 

The chief executive of the Metro 
Detroit bureau, Binford unveiled 
the brand name marketing strategy 
for Delroil. though to less than 
ra\'e reviews, in October. In Ihc 
same way the world became famil­
iar with "1 I.ove N.Y.." It will learn 
aboul metro Detroit - defined as 
Wayne. Oakland and Macomb 
counties. 

Sl ihi idis can cooperate by using 
the same kind of graceful type and 
the slogan "It's a great lime in. . . 
part of a greater Detroit." he said. 

In mnrketing Jai'gon, It's known 
as "branding." For example, all 
divisions of General Motors use the 

square blue box with an under­
lined "GM" In white letters. This 
newspaper's brand name, next to 
the page 1 logo, is "MonleTown 
Commiinicallons Network" wilh 
the outline of a house roof. 
Whether it's a movie, video, book, 
toy or sweatshirt, you'll see the 
Disney signature on all that com­
pany's products. 

SF-MCOG delegates routinely 
approved a resolution saying the 
executive committee supports the 
convention bureau's brand strate­
gy marketing campaign, though 
some St. Clair and Monroe coun­
ties' members were a trille unhap­
py that the promotion Is confined 
to three counties. 

Reversing Detroit's bad national 
image will take many years, "ll's a 
marathon, not a sprint," Binford 
reminded them. "'Detroit' is a des­
tination idenilficalion. It will pro­
vide iong-lerm equity lo ride out 
the economic storms." 

New York has spent 2b years 
building up its recognition. The 
MDCVC is planning to "Invest" S2,5 
million in the next five years to pi'o-
mote the brand, Binford said. 

"Metro Detroit has an image 
problem, They (consumers nation­
ally In tests) ihink less of us than 

we'd like. They know less. There 
was no familiarity among 78 per­
cent in a national sample, 

'They don't know a whole lot, 
and what they do know Isn't good: 
crime, drugs, poverty, urban 
decay. Those elements also are pre­
sent in Chicago, but Chicago is 
seen as having offsetting benefits. 

"Yes, wc are the Motor Ci ly . bul 
that Is not a mollvalor for the 
masses." 

Metro Detroit has made "good" 
front page news during the last 
year in the New York Tlnlcs and 
lx)s Angeles Times wilh casinos 
and the hockey teanl's Stanley cup. 
"It's time for us to take advantage 
and build on It." Biilford said.

The keystone ol any rehabilitation 
program for restoring injured runners 
to health is an exercise program to 
promote strength and fexibility in 
appropriate muscles. Once strength 
and flexibility imbalances are 
identilied, the physical therapist can 
address them. Physical therapists 
know/ exactly which tissues need to 
be exercised, which exercises are 
most appropriate to achieve effective 
gains, which equipment is right lor 
different injuries, how hard to push 
the runner, and when to increase the 
intensity of the exercise.

and sinft Cliristmas 
carols, 
I'̂ ach Christmastime 
tliey would }>allu'r at a 
dilTereiit house, sing 
lor an lioiir or so, 
have a drinlv, sinft 
a|.;aiii and finally 

brvnk for a bulTel supper. 
And eveiyl)ody had favoriles. My iiiollier's 

was lhe ilriiniatic tale lokl in "The Coventiy 
Carol." Mine was and slill is "l.o. How a Rose 
E'vc lilooiiiiiif;," ealliiif< up sueh intense assoei-
aiions of Die biirniiij^ faith of the Middle Ages. 
Who eould resisi ttiat soarin|i tenor lino Irom 
"The i ' irsi Noel"'.' 

One lamily in llie l<roup was German in ori-
ji,h\, so al the end of the eveniiifi we always saii^ 
a verse of ".Silent ,\'ig)it" in Geriiiaii, ",Stilk' 
Naeht, hoili|<(' Nacht" rin( înf^ in our ears as we 
walked tlirouiili lhe snow to the ear. 

Evciybody luiew the words; most knew the 
parts. 

Why? l^eeause lliey were taufilil to eveiy kid 
in elementary sehool. Baek when I was in 
school, wc always had Christmas trees and the 
Creche, complete wilh animals and Wise Men. 

Nobody thouf<lit much about whether kids 
who were not Christian were made lo feel 

uncoiiilorlable by the practice. Most people 
back then simply assumed that Christian 
observances of Christmas were the appropriate 
expression o t thc dominant culli irc of America. 
And it Jewish kids who celebrated fiamikkali or 
black kids who followed Kwaiizaa fell lefl out or 
put down, that was Just too bad. 

or course. 11 was precisely that untliinklri}^ 
assumplion of a dominant religious culture that 
led to the wholesale application of the First 
Amendment to state-supported schools and to 
the conse(|uent elimination of rclifjious prae-
lices sucli as Chrislmas carols from the school 
curriculum. 

And although some may rej^ret the way the 
I'irst Amendment has now been inlerpreted so 
as lo ban entirely all forms of religious practice 
from Ihc schools, that may be a satisfactory 
tradeolT ill a diverse America thai seek.s to 
respect all forms of religious commitment. 

1 found myself rellecting on this over the 
weekend hecause my wife. Kathy, and 1 liave 
resurrected Ihe old practice of my parents' gen­
eration and make our big annual holiday parly 
a Chrislmas sing. We invite lots of friends, 
Cbrislian and nol, wilh Ihc clear underslaiiding 
thai we will he singing carols Irom ,5-6:30 p.m., 
when we stop and have cocklails and nibbles, 

1 suppose all Ibis is politically incorrect, but 1 
don't niueh care. It's a lovely celebration of the 
season. It's eonsislent with my family's culture. 
And if some |)cople don't want to sing Christmas 
carols, tliey can come aller 6:30. 

In fact, it turns out that a lot of the people 
most happily singing at our party this year were 
Jewish. 

How did they learn the carols? Just the same 

way 1 (lid - in cleiiieiltan' scliool baek in the '40s 
and ',50s. 

But that iiiechaiiisiii certainly isn'l available 
to our kids. 

Does that mean that Scott and Nathan, our 
children, will never enjoy Christmas carols in 
the way my parents did and I do? Or lhat they 
only way the will learn lliem is through the pre-
niasticated Clirisliiiasy pop culture propagated 
l)y radio and 'IV? 

No. It means that Kathy and 1 will have to 
teach them, include tliein in our caroling par­
ties, talk with them about how much the carols 
and our tradition mean to us as a family. It 
means that we will urge our church to include 
raro! singing as a regular part of Sunday school. 

It means that the ways by which the particu­
lar culture of our family will be carried on Irom 
generation to generation will he up to us to 
t3uild and develop as a family. We won't he able 
to rely on the all-too-easy assumption of my 
parents' day that the schools are going lo do it 
for us. 

It's harder. But it's better. Because il rc(|uircs 
us to go to the conscious eflbri of identifying 
those parts of our lamily culture thai we feel are 
of sueii value as lo take the time and trouble to 
])ass tbeni on lo our children.

I am writing in response lo the 
letter from Ihe man who was tick­
eted on "in Novi . . . on Ihc Likcfroilt 
Drive (just north of Fourteen Mllel." 

Since East Lake Drive norlh of 
Fourteen Mile is in the city of 
Walle(l Lake 1 assume he received 
the l ickel on South Lake Drive at 
Owenloii. As a resident of South 
Lake Drive I would like to defend 
the use of this stop sign as a 
means to reduce sijeeds and divert 
traffic irom South bike Drive. 

South Lake Drive is listed in the 
City of Novi master plan as a 
Residential Collector. Its purpose is 
to collect traffic from neighboring 
subdivisions and side streets and 
channel this traffic to the main 
thoroughfares. 

1 doubt this man has traveled 
this route Ibr 24 years since it was 
nol until 1985 that the City of Novi 
redirected and extended South 
Lflke Drive to connect i i to West 
Road. This was done without a vote 
and without asking the residents 
on South Lake DriTC'their opinion. 
The new road was "floated" 
tiirougiT the wetland area at the 

southwest end of the lake on a 
weekend, without any extensive 
engineering sludies. This action 
significantly altered the character 
of South l.ake Drive. 

I also know that most people do 
nol travel the speed limit. In recent 
years South Lake Drive has 
become a major thoroughfare with 
anywhere from 6,000 to 8,000 cars 
per day traveling this route. 

City of Novi traffic studies have 
indicated that 50 percent of these 
cars exceed the 25 mph speed limit 
and as many as 15 percent exceed 
38 mph. In fact, in the latest study, 
10 cars per day were clocked at 
between 50 and 60 mph. 

In the six years I have lived here, 
vehicles have ended up on my front 
lawn after losing control two times. 
In one incident a guard rail and its 
three 10-inch-by-lO-inch support­
ing posts-were snapped off by. .the 
wayward vehicle. 1 suspect these 
vehicles were traveling faster than 

25 mph. 
Entering or leaving a driveway on 

South L ike Drive during the morn­
ing or afternoon rush hour is veiy 
difhcult and dangerous. During the 
rush hour 560 cars per hour tra­
verse the two narrow winding lanes 
of South Lake Drive. Think about 
it, that is one car evesy 6.4 sec­
onds. 

We often have to wait C|uitc some 
time just to be able to back out. 
Many limes drivers have shouted 
obscenities or blown Iheir horns as 
my wife or I have slowed down lo 
turn into our drive. In one instance 
a young man illegally passed me on 
the left as I attempted to turn left 
into our driveway, almost broad 
siding me. 

This is quality of life, Novi style. 
The stop this man missed is 

highly visible and marked with a 
warning sign about 250 feet before 
the slop sign. If he did not see this 
sign in lime lo stop, how could he 

expect lo stop in time if a child ran 
from behind a bush to get to the 
lake? 

If people decide lo take other 
routes when they go shopping, I 
think the sign has done its Job. 
Now if we could only get the City of 
Novi lo address the traffic issue on 
South L i k e Drive before someone 
is killed or seriously injured. The 
current situation is an accident 
wailing to happen. 

These are not "minor reasons" lo 
have IralTic control signs. It was 
not clear I'roill Ihe letter if the tick­
et was issued on South Lake Drive 
or East Lake Drive. In either case, 
the issues are the same, Bolh 
South I.ake Drive and East Like 
Drive are too heavily traveled for 
densely populated residential 
streets. 

There is one area where I agree 
wiih the man who received the 
ticlfel. The City of Novi is extreme­
ly frustrating to deal with. If you 
are not a big bucks developer or 
wielding a lawsuit, Novi city offi­
cials don't care whal you have to 
say.

A year ago at this 
time, government 
watchdogs were in 
despair In post-mid­
night sessions after 
no public hearings, 
the Michigan 
Ixgislature extensive­
ly damaged the 
Freedom of 
Information Act, 
Gov, John Engler and 
Sen, Bill Bullard, R-
Milford, were among 
the chief culprits. 
The appellate courts, 

however, looked oul for the citizens' right to "full 
and complete information regarding the affairs 

: of goverilment," They issued two stunning deci-
: sions this year sharply limiting schools' and the 
' Michigan State Police's abilities to hide public 

• records. 
; Significantly, those sacking information 
weren't the press, rival political parties or bur-

• glars. They were plain citizens. Remember, FOIA 
• is people law, not press law, 
. In the first case, parents sought job perfor­

mance records on a Saranac teacher and on 
• Lansing school principals. The unions fought 
' ferociously. They used the alibi that the records 
I contained "information of a personal nature 
; (that) would constitute a clearly unwarranted 
' invasion of an lndividual's privacy." 

Il's a lame alibi lhat many of us who deal with 
governnlent have heard cited willy-nilly. 

The Supreme Court, in Bradley v, Saranac, 
saw through it, finding: "Significantly, none of 
the documents contain information of an 
embarrassing, inUmale, private, or confidential 
nature, such as medical records or information 
relating lo the plaintiffs' private lives.. . 

"We conclude that the Freedom of Informalion 
Act compels the disclosure of the appellants' 
(teachers and principals] personnel records. 
Because the requested informalion consisted of 
informaUon related to the appellants' public 
employment, we hold that the appellants' per­
sonnel records are not within the privacy sub­
section." 

The Slate Police came up with the same corny 
alibi when i l denied pistol inspection records lo 
Fred Mager, a private citizen from Redford 
Township lobbying for better gun permit laws, 
Mager sought records that merely i(ienlified gun 
owners - nothing about their sexual prefer­
ences, diseases, psychiatric visits or even work 
records. 

Case law says our public officials musl justi­
fy a decision to hide records, nol merely recite 
the "personal privacy" rhetoric. The Slate Police 
failed to do so. The big brass were wrong from 
the get-go. 

To make a 20-months stoiy short, the Court 
of Appeals on Dec. 12 ruled for Mager in an 
opinion lhat should embarrass the Stale Police. 
It told the circuit judge to order the Slate Police 

lo cough up the records in a "summary" judg­
ment - no more hearings. 

It also said Mager is entitled lo reasonable 
attorney fees and costs - they are "mandatory." 

This is a thick plot. In many counties, gun 
boards say they will issue CCW (carrying a con­
cealed weapon] permits only to present and for­
mer law enforcement officers; the heck wilh the 
Michigan Constitution that guarantees "Every 
person has a right to keep and bear arms for the 
defense of himself and the slate." 

So how do you tell if county gun boards are 
violating the people's constitutional righl? You 
can fight with 83 county clerks, many of whom 
won't honor your right, or, like Mager, make a 
FOIA request to the State Police, which main­
tains a cenlral registry of forms MSP R I-11, for 
a list. 

In many "police stale" minds, the name of the 
game is 1] lo give C C W permits only lo your 
buddies and 2] to keep the records secret in 
your own vault, II is a stale of mind that is 
gravely dangerous to free Michiganians, but a 
fairly common one. 

We still haven't addressed the effort of gov­
ernment, especially police, to block access lo 
records by overcharging, but that will come in 
due course,

"These are l i ters , they have 
no th i i i t ; to frain by donifi th i s 
e.xeept some leelinf< ol' sell worth 
liy niviiif; instead of just takiiifj all 
Ihe time." said projeel eoordlnalor 
iJ l ine C l a r k , who is a l so a 
Norihville resident and works wilh 
the prison as a pastoral minister. 

Inmate Deanna Nunn eame up 
w i l h the idea to make the lap 
robes. The Salvation Army was 
chosen as the recipient for tiie 48-
l)y-48 Inch blankets beeau.se the 
I'roiip eomes lo the prison wi th 
ijll'ts for the inmates. 

"We felt lhal this would be a nice 
thank you to do for Ihem to help 
other people." Nunn said. "So indi-
reelly we're hcl|)lnj^ without actu­
ally f^ivlilf; anythlnf> lo Ihcill per­
sonally." 

Nunn's f^randmolller taught her 
how to eroehel doilies when she 
was about nineyeai-s old. 

"Every year they give us tilings." 
Lundgren said. "I was In seventh 
heaven one year when 1 gol a 
b r u s h w i i h a handle. One year 
lhey f<ave out hats and gloves." 

A l l did nol have previous cro­
cheting experience. 

"CroeheLing is not nly thing." 

said Nunn who would jircfer to 
make hand-made heirloom chris­
tening gowns. She also designs 
gr(?etlng cards. 

Wllen not work ing i n Ihe law 
l ibrary on her ease. N u n n cro­
chets. She also taught Carol Ege. 
her roommate of one and a half 
years, to crochet from a pattern 
she made up herself because she 
cannot read patterns. 

Crocheting (|iiictly in her room. 
Kge's first lap blanket look lour 
weeks lo coin|ilete. 

"That's a bullet-proof Illankct." 
Ege Jok ing ly sa id of her first 
attempt because of Its very tight 
stitches. 

Us ing p las t ic crochet hooks , 
depending on the weight of lhe 
yarn, it takes live to sl.x skeins to 
make one lap i-obe. 

"It is veiy common for beginners 
to start off too tight." .said l.enions. 
"Yon go from very tight to real 
loose before yon learn consisten­
cy." 

l,enions can do a sinlple lap robe 
in a day. a couple of hours in the 
morning and afternoon. 

"What always stops nle Is some­
one coming to the door." Lemons 
said. "If you're counting s l l lc l les 
you stay In your rooill and do It or 
you encl up messing up." 

The foursorllc coordinates the 
colors and ounces of the donated 
yarn and come up with a variety of 
pattei'ns. 

Ixmons began crocheting about 
two years ago, after b e c o m i n g 
i-oonlmates with Lundgren, so that 
she could send gifts to her ch i l ­
dren.

• Take a warm bath or read lo help you 
relax shortly before bedtime. 

• Go to bed only when you are tii-ed, and 
get up at the same time each morning, 

• Make sure the rooill is dark, 

• Try to eliminate all iloise. Some noise may 
nol wake you completely bul may cause rest­
less sleep. 

• Nicotine is a stimulant. Smokers may 
have more trouble falling asleep than non-
smokers. 

• Ingredients in over-the-counter medica­
tions for colds, asthma and weight loss can 
disrupt sleep. 

• Sleeping pills may help if the sleep dis­
ruption is caused by temporary stress. Do not 
take sleeping pills after drinking alcohol. 

Remember that your sleep pattern will most 
likely return to normal after lhe holidays. 

However, if you have trouble sleeping for 
longer than four weeks and you have difficul­
ty functioning through the day, see your fam­
ily doctor.
