That's why an erdinanee to reg-
ulate the use of portable suthous-
es, except al constraetion siles, Is
now (st in e at ity hall.

The propused regulation argse
out of a citizen's complait to tie
bullding department.  Assistanl
City Attorney Dennis Walson
explained.

Last sununer, one west side
homenwner  was  incommoded
when Iheir pool-owning nex|-door
nelghbor planied such a facility
o their lot line for the entire suun-
mer, in close proximity le the first
parly's patio.

The idea was that swimmers
would not have 1o splash indaors
fo reach a bathroom.When the
unhappy netghbor asked lo have
the toflet relocated. the pool-
owner refused,

“Iie cily has no ordinance in
place that would give the neighbor
relief from the situalton,” the
city's background material on the
propoesed ordinance notes.

"It was just unforiunate that
there wasn't anything that more
clearly addressed it It was the
kind of thing which your don't
anliclpate,” Walson said.

The new regulation passed a
first city council Inspection In
December and s headed for o sec-
ond review this month, after city
allorneys tinker with the lan-
guage.

Heallh and salely concerns

were consldered i coming up
with the loeal statute, said Novi
Cily - Commell Member  Kathy
Mutel, who is afso on the
Ordinanee Review Commitlee,

“This clearly was a health Issue
Deeatise j1 was right at the lot line
and the resident whe brought the
jssue 1o us bad it facing them
when they sat on their patin.”
Mutch said.

Althougli the citizen whe filed
the complint prefers not to dis-
cuss the issue. north end home-
owner Jim Korte said he's raised
the issue when the ety was con-
dueting its Walled Lake Sector
Shady several vears ago.

Korle safd he's seen portable
toflets stalioned al several siles
along Walledd Lake, in one case
because the individuals owned the
lake access but not any home
nearby.

"Who wants a parla-patly oul
there all year? I's wrong,” Korle
said.

“Years ago, we didn’l get any-
where and now somebody at the
olher end of the city is complain-
ing and we have an ordinance.”

While Korle backs the eily tak-
ing action, he noled thai other
area resldents have rented the
acflities Just for partles and “no
one cared.”

But the city doesn't aim (o be a
party pooper.

Under the praposed regulations,
portable toflel permits would be
granted for special events such as
family gatherings and parties,
with the requirement that the tol-
let or tailets would he set back 10

Bui a few precautions can keep
Fido or Kitty healthy for the win-
terfime,

“The big thing during the holi-
days is with the ornamenls and
the Chrfstnius trees,” sakd Dr. Joe
Oshourne  of  Breckenridge
Veterinary Clinic. "Cats and young
dogs look at thal tree, see Lhose
ornaments and think they are blg
toys."

Even after Christmas Day has
passed. some people still keep
trees {nto the New Year. And
laking down the spruces, some
ornaments can be left behind or
under couches or tables,

Cats often eat lins¢l or ribbons,
causing digestive problems and
gelilng the ftems stuck in thelr
intestines, Osbourne said. Dogs
who get a held of glass ornaments
can cul their mouths on sharp
edges.

The holidays can also pui the
pounds on animals, with relatives
and friends feeding pets table
scraps or hars ('oeuvres.

Some guests |ust can't be
stopped from slipping a lltle
semething under the table, 30 DI
Ren  Studer of Briarpeinte
Veterinary Clinic suggests pet
owners keep fresh carrots, pota-
tees or even a tny bowl of dog
food handy for guests who want to
give treafs.

“At the risk of sounding overly
cynical many times we think food
15 love” said Studer. "Bul {hat
really isn't helplul.”

Chocolale candy or cookies can
also cause problems for pels,
especially dogs, Studer safd. If
eaten In large quantities chocolale
can be fatal.

ple barn wins

Historic
building
renewed

Only one bullding in Novi has
ever captured a coveted design
award [rom the Detroit Chapter of
the  American  Institule  of
Architects,

The 1997 prize-winner is far
frorn a big, ghitzy, eye-grabber. Set
quietly back from Nine Mile Road,
il's a 1930s-era apple barn pol-
ishied 1o perfection by Novi archi-
lect Lee Mamola,

He won the AIA award In (he
Low Budget/Small Project calcgo-
ry for seeing the potential in the
1,300 square fool structore once
used 1o store fruit and a past
owners RV and reallzing il as a
Jofted studio office with elegant
CGreek Revival design detalls
repeating those of his neary 163-
year-old heme. Beginning in
1992, Mamala invested $75,000
and countless hours of his own
sweat equity into {he meticulous
conversion.

“We tolally guiled the place..]
wore my knees out on the wood
floor,” he sald,

"More than half the work was
my own. il was time to see if ]
could read my own drawings.”

He siripped the interior to
expose the original 1930s trusses,
now painled while and framing
ceiling fans. Qak and red ceramic
tlle Moors replaced the original
concrete. Pulling the old cedar
shingles off the roof helped date

the structure, They still refalned
the 1930s manufaclurer's stick-
ers.

A garage door gave way lo deco-
rative beveled glass windows and
1915-era wooden doors insel with
leaded glass. In the entrance way,
a poreelain kitchen lable from the
previous owner's cstate holds
architectural magazines. A wood-
burning pot-bellied stove in the
studio s topped with an antigue
fron lea keltle, serving as a
humidifier.

Mamola did about half the work
himself, contracting out for
plumbing, electrical work and
major carpentry. Outside, the

restored bullding is painted white,
matching the stately Greek.
Revival home bailt by Novi ploneer
Samuel Hungerford in 1834. The
barn is built of concrete block, a
material that has inspired contro-
versy in Novi,

“You have an architect who
years ago helped with the (Novi)
facade ordinance, which as creat-
ed doesn't allow painted biock
buildings,” said Mamola, who
served on the Novl Planning
Commission from 1985-87.

“This lown is very concerned
about design and about buildings
and what thal means... [t's not
necessarily the materials that are

critical but how the materials are
used, Had this little structure
beent anywhere near the Town
Center area, arms would have had
to have been twisted to save it.”

To construct the home office on
the two acres, he had to get a varl-
ance frorghe city.

"I've gotten well over 100 var-
ances for clients over the years, so
it's about time I got one myself,”
Mamola said.

For all the work, he said it was
a surprise (o win the city's first

Newiy-clected Novi Cily Coungil
Member Craig DeRoche is hoping
to re-rally the volunteer troops and
bring back the Novi 20/2C¢ Focus
on the Future program.

DeRache s chair of the steering
committee for the Futuring pro-
cess, which was pul en hald unij!
fall 1998. At the Jan. 5 rouncll
meeting, DeReche will usk that the
praject be moved from the deep
freeze Lo the front burner.

While the last council unani-
ntously agreed to delay the project,
DeRoche sald he believes he may
win erough votes o resurrect a
pracess he calls important lor Movi
“at this ¢ritical time of growtl and
devclopment.”

"I know there is some very strong
supporl on the part of people in the
commuity, so 1 hope this will tale

place.” he said.

[n Seplember, the council agreed
lo back off and reallocate the bud-
fel due to slaff changeovers and a
barrage ol incoming site plans in
the city's Planning and Community
Development Department.

Earlier, $30,000 had been a set
aside for futuring: S01.224 was
spent.

DeRochie agreed that the cily's
planning depariment is busy but
said that much of the work
involved with Novi 20/20 Focus on
the Future can be handled by vol-
uitterns.

“They {the planning stafl) do
have a lot on (helr plales.” he said.

"I was always a volunteer effort.”

Originally, the city hall liaison for
the project was stafl planning aid,
Larry Frey, who subsequently left
Novi for another job. Planning and
Cammiunity Development Direelor

Jim Wahl asked the counctl fo
delay the preject. Wahl wasnl
avallable for cormment this week.

However, Novi communily devel-
opmendt specialist Khanh Pham
said that i the council makes the
policy decislon to proceed with
futuring, the skills needed fo assisl
(he endeavor are available.

"We do have consullanis who are
very competent and anybedy here
on staff would be able to handle it
he said.

Last February, some 100 resh
denls turned owl to volunteer for
the project, with the ldea of selting
goals for the ciy's future, which
wontld e used 1o help gulde eily
oflieials.

Using the mpu from the first
group, other volunteers drafted a
Vision Statement for Novi,

The next step, subscquently
delayed, would bhave erealed conr-

mittees of volunteers to look al
areas  such  as  education.
nature/preservation, growth man-
agement, city government, eco-
nomie development, recreation and
transportation.

Jonathan Bratemen, who repre-
sented the Novi Chamber of
Commerce on the sieering comriit-
tee for Novi 20/20 Focus on the
Fulure, sald he'd like {o see I all
starl up again soon.

"1 think we come up with a good
vislon statement. There are other
areas that need to be explored. 1t's
an cxeellent forun for bringing
people from different backgrounds
together,” he sald.

"I think 11 helps the city to learn
what the residents are Interested in
and for the residents to learn [rom
the city what il means to rase pri-
oritles.”

The process provided balance, he

explained. While residents might
say they want great recreation and
good raads, e city oflichls offered
perspective on low such services
gl be finaneed.

"People are gotng 1o have to say,
‘gee, how do we pay for these
thlngs? The money has 1o conw
from  somewhere,”  Drateman
added.

If the couneil agrevs to go ahead
right away with futuring, DeRoche:
added that he will slep down as
chair of the steering committee to
make way for a cilizen volunteer.

Should fluring proceed at the
starl of 1998, rather than the end,
the next step will be {o get the vol-
unteers back.

*An clfort is going to be made to
get the information out in the cotn-
munity so a sufficient number of
volunicers come back,” 1DeRoche
sald.

While DeRoche added Lthat he's
heard from other volunicers who
want the wirk 1o continue, they've
also said they'd like their cfforts to
bear fruit, A final resull of futurking
would be recommendations on how
the goals would be achieved.

“The most challenging part of the
futuring project has been following
through. It has challenged (e vol-
uneers, it has challenged the
councll and admintstration,” he
said.

But while the process wis
designed to set a general direelon
for Nevi, il wouldn't map that oul
ineh by Inch.

“W's not going to say things like
pain the sign i frent of cily hall
blue instead of green, it's geing to
be a broad brush as [ar as imple-
mentation,” DeRoche added,

dry rot had collapsed a huge oak
beam. resting on the galvanized
pipe that held up the back wall,
“The flrst day after closing, we had a
10-fool by 10-foot hole in the
kitchen floor,” he recalled.

In the former farmhouse, the family
expanded the kitchen into a sun
room, stripped off layers of wallpa-
per on assorted walls and refinished
the wood lloors,

He and his wife, Naney, debated for a few
weeks before making an offer.

When the Mamolas took over [he place, they
acquired one of the most historic sites in Novi.

The two acres on Nine Mile west of Center
Street, was part of properly deeded to one of the

earliest Novi pioneers, Col  Samucl
Hungerford, in 1825.

Hungerford bulll the house nine vears later

and it remained in the family for several gener-
alions,

The Maelas bought the home from the fam-
ily of the previous owner, Phillip McElray, a
lawyer who Yved there aboul 40 years. McElray
wis related by marriage to the previeus owner,
Louts Crusee, who created the TFord
Thunderbird in the 1950s.

“The rcason the T-Bird got the porthole win-
dow was he pulted oul of this driveway onto
Nine Mile and wanted 1o be able o lock at his
house belore he closed the gate. When he could-
n'l sec it, he designed the porthole,” Mamola
explained.

done right.

GOING DOWNTOWN

First, construction of Main Street Is
underway. A project that many believed
was nothing but a pipe dream a few
years ago {and which we have to admil
we were pretly skeptical about is com-
Ing to fruition.

This is no small feal, No town we've
ever heard of has decided to build a
downiown where one did not exist
hefore and then gone out and dane it
Most downtowns simply evolve on their
own. Fhey either happen or they don't.
The hest planning can do is lry to keep
them allve against the competition
served up these days by retail shopping
malls.

Novi was teld time and again it
wouldn'l be able do 1t elther. But It pro-
ceeded anyway and thls year we saw
construction begin. The news was of all
the exciting businesses planing to open
shop there. We learned this year the
area will sport a micro brewery, named
Lovad Cetur. A Mongoliain Barbecue wiil
open an calery there, as will Red. Hot &
Blue, a Memphis-siyle barbecue
restaurant. Crowley's announced it
wants 1o bring a department store into
the Main Streel area, designed to fit in
with the smaller shops that are to be
the theme of the area.

Overall, Main Sireel {s shaping up
quite nicely. And city residents should
come 1o love that project.

PAVING THE WAY

As always, roads are a problem. All
this development that is making the
city such a nice place to be, and that
repuiation as hot property, just seems
{o pul more Lralfic on the roads.

But the clly Is making great strides to
deal with the congestion. Road projects
abounded throughout the clly during
the summer, still the biggest news
came toward the end of the year with
the announcement of the result of the
Mission Roads Project to rebulld the
Beck and Wixom road interchanges.
The plan involves city government, the
city of Wixom, state officials and
received a great deal of support from
private sector firms like the Providence
Park Medical Center and Ford.

Exactly when the wotk will be done is
still not vet clear, but the involvement
of s0 many moves the profect up on the
Michigan Department of
Transportation’s priorily list.

BUILDING A PLAYSCAPE

Speaking of a lot of support, that's
exactly how the Tim Pope Memorial
Playscape got constructed. A band of
dedicated committee members worked
for months {o set up the project and
come June, hundreds of volunteers
jolned together to do the actual build-
ing.

ges. the playscape was a memorial for
the late Tim Pope, but it was also an
exerclse in communily spirit and a
showpiece for what can be done when
people volunteer to work on behalf of
their community.

What was left behind, a massive
playstructure that will be used by Novi
area children for years to come, is a fit-
ting tribute to all of that.

ISSUE WAS GETTING OLD

We've been waiting for this for a very
long time. Towards years end, the
senfor housing committee was In the
process of choosing an architectural
firm from eight that submitted plans to
build for the city’s first public senior

TWO SAVED

The city can hoast lwo achievements
on the historic preservation front thls
year, the saving of the 12]-ycar-old
Novi Methodist Church, which was
moved to Jand on Beck Road and wilt be
pul Into use by the Oakland Baptist
Church, and saving of the Fucrst
Estate at Taft and Ten Mile roads. The
preservation of Fuerst Estate had been
in doubt until the transfer of the prop-
erty from the Novl school district to the
city government.

COLLEGE TOWN

Construction began on Walsh
Business Cellege's new huilding this
summer, Fronting [-96 at

Meadowbrook Road the building will
have mare than 13 classrooms, a book-
store and a cafeterfa.

Walsh has been in Novi since 1993,
but the the new buliding puts down
permanent rgots. i's an Imporant
addition lo the city for the future.

FOR A GOOD TIME ...

The Michigan 50s Festival reached
the age of 10 this past year. Long a cen-
tral part of Novi life, the festival shows
every stgn of contlnuing and growing.

In addition, the city saw ils first
International Bluesfest, which s
expecied to continue into the future. 1t
makes an interesting addition to the
summer line up of activities here in the
community.

What went wrong In the community
this year? Here's our list:

PLANS ARE MADE TC BE BROKEN

Having launched "Novi 20/20 Focus
on The Future” last year, the cily
brought about 100 people togelher in
February to discuss fssues such as the
environment, growth and trafflc, and
come up with a vision for the future.
Volunteers then drafted a two-page
vision statemend for the eity of Novi.

Come September, the process was
put on hold due to shortages in staff
time and the money for futuring was
returned to the city budget.

Then came a proposal for a 20-ques-
lion survey In preparation for a Master
Plan update.

City residents could only hope city
officlals were planning development
better than they were planning their
planning,

CITY IS ALl WET

Worthy plans to build a community
pool met with a dismal fate when city
officials failed to take into account the
objections of an interested group of cit-
{zens.

Rather than address the issues of
concern, City Councll pushed forward
with Its plan to place the facility In
Power Park, behind the Civic Center,
anyway and the plan was solidly
defeated at the ballot hox.

Worse vet, pethaps, are the hard feel-
ings left behind, as residents were pit-
ted against each other over the issue,
and a loss of faith in the clly govern-
ment by many.

HARVEST WHAT YOU SOW

After more than two years of planning
on the part of the developers, the
Harvest Lake development recetved
approval in July from the eity couneil.

The plan called for 876 homes and
condos to be built around an old grav-
el pit, now a lake. As apart of the deal,
the city received a large parcel of land
to be split between a city park and
school sltes.

While some put the project on the
positive side for the city this year, we
belleve the city gave away too much in
density credits in return for the land. A
subdivision of comparabie quality
would have been built there without
loading up the Jand with houses. And it
changes the nature of the western end
of town, which was originally planned
to be for large lot homes.

When the war ended in 1760, France was
forced Lo surrender to the British. Greal Britain
took hold of Canada - including Detroit - and
{he other Great Lakes ports.

With the memory of French consideration stili
in their minds, an Indian attack was raised
against the British in Detroit in 1763. Chief
Pentiac led a group of warrors in a hatile
known as Bloody Run. The site of this battle can
be seen today as part of Elmwood Cemetery on
Detroit's east side.

“Pontiac's Canspiracy” brought about ene of
the only Indian sieges I American history,
ivhen Pontiac and his men lald siege to the fort
at Detroit for nearly five months. When France
ceded to the English, so came the defeat of
Pontiae. No longer able to count on French aid,
the siege came to an end.

The signing of the Treaty of Paris in 1763
ended the French and Indian wars in America
and the European Seven Years' War. England
thus became the principal power in North
America. France was relleved of every single
holding throughout the continent, frem
Louisiana to Quebec.

Going head-lo-
head with the rerelease of “The Lit-
“tle Mérthald,” "Anastasia” is going
to need more than Hollywood's
support to survive the box office
batile.

It's going to need the support of
the movie-going publie as well.

“Anastasia” earns four stars oul
of five, with five being the highest.
It's an inslant classic and joins the
ranks ol such movics as “Char-
lotte's Web" and "All Dogs Go to
Heaven,” bul iacks the magic to
become a masterpiece like "Beauty
and the Beast.” To reach that,

In every age, a seminal and dra-
niatic moment will arrive that Is a
catalyst for change, sending a
powerful ripple of emotion
throughout the world.

I medium sweel red or yellow
pepper, cul julienne

2 cups fresh mushraoms, wiped
clean and sliced,

1-2 tablespoons cornstarch dis-
solved in 2 tablespoons water

1/4-1/2 cup fresh cilantro,
coarsely chapped

METHOL:
1. Cook the rice In Hghtly salled

waler until fender, keep warm
until ready to serve,

2. Cambine the sesame oil, soy
sauce, hoisin, sherry, vinegar and
vegetable broth, Add the diced
turkey and allaw it lo marinale
while you centhiue with the recipe,

3. Arrange the prepared vegela-
bles on a large platter In the order
they are written.

4, Warm the wok and drizzle the
olive oil around the top edge. Add
the garlic and ginger and slir [ry
for aboul one minute, pressing
them against the sides of the wok
to flavor the oil. Remave and sel
aslde for later use.

5. Saute the scallion bottoms
over medium-hot heat untl! (hey
begln {o wilt.

6. Add broceoll, after approxi-
mately [ive minutes add the pea
pods, once they are heated
through add the red peppers, then
the mushrooms. Continue lo stir
fry until all of the vegetahles are
heated through and their colors
have ntensified.

7. Finely chop the reserved gar-
lic and ginger and relurn them (o
the pan. Toss well.

8. Make a well (n the center of
the wok, by pushing the vegelables
up the sides of the wok, and add
the comblned lquid ingredients
and marinating turkey. When the
liquid comes to a full boil, turn
down the heat and stir in most of
the dissolved cornstarch. Turn up
the heal and bring to a beil. The
sauce should thicken and become
glossy. If too thin add more of the
reserved green enion tops and
fresh cilantro. Toss well and serve
at ance over fasmine rice (available
in the oriental section of well-
stocked supermarkets), or rice of
your cholce.
