recomimended to the Novi Board of

Educatlon Dec. 18 that the district
combine plans for a new elemen-
tary school bond propesal and g
$5.% millicn bond proposal for
Infrasiruciure friprovements,

By keeping the issues as one

larger ballot issue, the community
won't be split apart when vulin,a,
said  Pamy Superfisky ol the
Interschoul Couneil.

“If we splil Lhe issue of 1he ele-
mientary school and the athiellc
flelds prople aren't golng to vite for
hoth, they're going to vale for cne
or the ather” Superfisky explained.
People Think aboul what affecis
their kids.”

Jim Koster, assistant superin-
tendent of business for the distriet,
estimated o new school would cost
about 512 millier.

With the board's December deci-
slotn te meve plans for i small ele-
mentary schoo! out ol the Novi

Meadows bullding to make room
for more (ifth amd sixth grade stu-
tlents came the ohvious next step
-—— a hond proposal to construct a
new elementary school.

However, the board had already
discussed plans to bring back a
55.5 milllon proposal to mprove
the athletic fields, parking lols and
playgrounds. The 17TOs want o
ensure that need isn't fergotten.

After all the years and money
spent on buildings and technology,
the athletle [ields and parking don't
exactly meet the same standards.

“We need to cateh up with what
was neglected,” Superlisky sald.

Trustee Carol Elfring said she

hasn't made up her mind Just yet.

“I'd tke to see what lhe COMINLL-
nity wauld like 1o do then go the
direction (the residents) would lke
to go,” Elfring explained.

Superfisky said with enough
education and understanding of
the issues, the community might
go for it.

“Yes, it will he a little more
money hut 1U's over a longer period
ol time," she said.

The FTOs also suggested the
hond proposal sheuld go to a vote
in Mareh or April, not June when
most peeple are focused on famlly
vacalions. Durlng  the spring
semester, “people dre more In tune

{o thinking about school business,”
Superfisky sald.

The PTG members will conlinue
to circulate petitions and gather
informatlon  on  community
response lo presenl fo the board of
education as early as this month.

The growing pains are not new to
Novi. Renovations and small addi-
llons have oecurred for most of the
district’s elght scheol hutldings in
recent years.

Since the early 1990s the distriet
opened Parkview  Elementary
School and added to IL, renovated
and increased (he size of Novi High
School, sold bouds to build a new
Middle School and built «a

preschaeol.

The Novi Board of Educatton
decided in December to drop plans
for a -6 set-up in the old middle
school and Novi Mcadows Lo
acconunodate more than 1,000
studenls in graces five and six.

The change In plans was caused
hy an increasing population in the
filth and sixth grades, over the esti-
matiens by the school several years
ago.

Adminlstrators also foresee an
increase in the number of elemen-
tary school stuclents above Lhe pre-
diclions.

Year's resolution. Many peaple
wanl (o lose the extra pounds
aceumulated {rom the previeus
year-end’s holiday feasts. Others
with “excess baggage™ before (he
holidays are probably a bil more
anxious 1o shed a few pounds,

Unfortunately, diets and the
motlvation to lose weight fades
quickly because of unrealistic
expeclations,

Misconceptions aboul welght
loss and the extensive amount of
information on the lopic make it
challenging to understand, There
is 2 large market of weight loss
products that generates an estl-
mated $40 billion per year, driven
hy at least 20 percent of the U.S.
papulation, Claims of these prod-
uets tempt consumers, yel most of
the products have nol been shown
to be widely successful.

The risks associated with using
such praducts may go beyond a
financial rip-off and actually pul
your health In jeopardy. "Natural
stimulants,” Including calfeine and
ephedra [ma huang) are well-
known ingredients. Similar ingre-

underlying conditions such as

"Fad” dieling {s another route
used to achieve a shmmer waist-
[ine. Weight loss from fad dietingis
often shart-lerm and eventually
may lead to more weight gain
hecause few recommendations for
lifestyle changes - including the
need o excrcise regularly - are

rarely associated with these kinds
of diets. Also, nutritional pilfalis
with drastic caleric restriclions
and moenolonous ealing are likely
ta occur.

The answer to weight manage-
ment (s simple: lifestyle modifica-
tion.

Weight less does not necessarlly
equate to "health.” Adjust your
everyday living so it is conducive
to a healthy lifestyle. which con-
sists of a sound eating and exer-
cise plan. Food intake should be
structured around the macro
nuirients {carbohydrates, proteins

and fat).

Also, some type of regular physi-
cal activity (biking, walking, elc.) is
essential to a healthy welght loss
program. Theoretically, if there is a
500-calorie deficit per day. you
car expecl an approximale loss of
one pound at the end of one week.
Conversely, with no change in food
Intake but an increase in energy
expenditure by 500 calories per
day. you can expect simnilar welght
loss results.

IUis not advisable 1o lose more
than 1.5 to 2 pounds per week
because of health risks (e.g., dehy-

dration, fatigue, muscle loss, elc.).

il you are concerned about your
weightl, remember Lhal being
healthy is ihe desired oulcome of
any diet. Be sure (o consull with
your physician before slarting any
weighl loss program. Incorporate
exercise, lileslyle modifications,
and a reduced-calorie diet for last-
ing effects.

High blood pressure treatment available

High blood pressure Is a very cominon dls-
order that affects as much as |6-20 percent
of the adult U.S. population. Proper knowl-
edge of and {reatment for this disorder can
help prevent Its devastating complications.

Hyperiension generally oceurs because of a

famtlial or genellc predisposition. This is
termed “essential hypertension,” On occasion,
other conditions, ranging from hormene-pro-
ducing tumors 1o abnormalities of certain
blood vessels, can cause high blood pressure.
Unless there are unusual (ealures to a given
case, tesling for these other conditlons is
usually not warranted,
. Making (he diagnosis of hypertension itself
can be (ricky. Ordinarily, the blood pressure
fluctuates wilely throughout the day, based
on Lhe level of physical exertion, emotional
state, and so forth,

For example, blood pressure will rise with
sustained exercise, bul will fall during sleep.
Anxlety and pain are two common factors
that raise blocd pressure, factors that may be
preseat during a visit to the dactor’s oflice.

To compensate for the tnkerent variation of
blood pressure readings, a physician will
ofien measure the blood pressure on more
than one visit, or will sometimes arrange for
measurements at home or work, The average
of these measurements determines the pres-

ence or absence of hyperiension.

High blood pressure, unless very severe,
does not in Itsell cause symptoms. Yel, il is
importar to initiale treatment, because of
the Jeng-lerm consequences if il is not treat-
ed.

Untreated high blood pressure may lead to
very serious problems, including heart attack,
stroke, bleeding inlo the brain and kidney
damage, among others.

Treatment for hypertension consist of twe
basic stralegies: lifestyle improvements and
medications. Lifestyle improvemenls consist
of regular aeroblc exercise, modest weight
loss, avoidance of salt and limiting alcoho]
intake. While smoking per se is not a risk fac-
tor for hypertenston, quitiing smoking is an
important companent of the prevention of
stroke and heart disease.

Regular exercise need not be unpleasant,
Any aerobic activity will do. Many people
enjoy walking a mile per day. At a casual
pace, this requires only a half hour. Otlher
popular activilies are biking, jogging, swim-
ming, team sports, skiing and so forth.

Mocest weight loss means just that. In a
persen above {deal weight, the lpss of as kitle
as 9-10 pounds can lawer the blood pressure
significantly.

Avolding salt is important for anyone with

high blocd pressure. While many people use
the salt shaker lo improve flavor, they are
often surprised to find their food tastes jusl
fine without the added salt. Salt used during
cooking, il not to excess, s generally okay to
continue,

Alcohol intake also affects blood pressure.
Curlously, one drink a day tends to lower
blood pressure.

Lastly, treatment of hypertension may
include medications. There are many quite
effeclive medications available. A physician
usually considers the effectiveness, side effect
profile, ease of use, cost and personal prefer-
ence in the selection of a particular medica-
tion,

Treatment generally needs o be continued
for life, but people who adapt the lilestyle
improvements can often decrease or avold the
use of medications.

High blood pressure is a very common,
treatable diserder. If you suspect you may
have high blood pressure or have never had
your blood pressure checked, you should
cantact your physiclan for an evaluation.
