After months of eagerly aiilicipaUng Novi's 
own microbrewery, beer coniloisseurs wil l 
finally fiet a taste of "Ixieal Color." 

Constnlclioil crews arc IJnisliiilg up the final 
touehes on Ihe iiilcrcbrcwery in preparation for 
a VIP Grand Openiiic! Charily Kvent Jan. 24. 
Dozens of people fronl the comnluiiity were 
Invited to shai'e in the event which will give 
tileiil a silcak pfeview of Local Color Brewing 
Company and generate funding for the Novi 
Youlh Assistance F^rogram for Alcohol 
Awareness. 

The public grand opening is set for Jan. 27. 
Regular hours span 11 a.m. to 2 a.m. 

What the first patrons of l.oeal Color will see 
is the result of a nii i l t l- i l l i l l lon investilient by 
young entrepreneur I'cter F'aisley. 

"We're going for a family atmosphere during 
the day and al night a 21 and over scene where 
you can sit back, enjoy a beer and listen to live 
blues, folk and jazz," Paisley said eariicr this 
week while standing in what Is to be dubbed 
the Timber Room and filled with pool tables. 

Although Paisley had anticipated a 
September opening for the place, constnietion 

. delays and an addition to the rear of Ihe bui ld­
ing "ibreed the opening to the first month of 
1998 Instead. But the process is moving 
sinootlily, now, he said, and Local Color com­
ing together well. 

The trcn(ly, Iwo-sloi-y bui lding'features a 
coiltcniporaiy feel with uni(|ue delailing. A 
fleldsloiie bar on the fii'sl floor and a vibrant 
mural on the high entrance wall greet cus­
tomers while windows inside and outside the 
buildliig give a sneak peak Into the iiiierobrcw-
ery and kitchen, showing stainless steel fer­
menting vats, a wood fire stove, and the bot­
tling process. 

Besides the microbrewei'y, Local Color 
includes a 250-seat resiaurant thai wil l serve 
a menu as colorful as Its name. Duck Teiidei-s, 
Manistee Pork Schnitzel and Miclilgali wi ld 
game dishes are cix'ated under' lhe guidance of 
chef Matt Broilskl. 

Bronski's special ingredient is in the food 
presentation. 

"When that plate is delivered 1 give them the 
'wow effect,'" he explained. "Before they even 
smell it or taste it they look al it a i ld say 'Wowl" 

Prices are kept between $5 and .$17 wi th 
most entrees under $10 and a special kids 
menu available. 

Local Color has only a micro-breweiy license 
so it will sell only it's own beer, ilo wine or spir-

Fuluring is back on track in Novi. 
But not without a hot debate at the Novl City 

Council table - and a nudge in the direction 
the council would like to see the volunteer 
effort go. 

Council Member Craig DeRoehe, who chairs 
for now the futuring steerillg committee, asked 
his peers to rescind a September 1997 resolu­

tion that put off "20/20 Focus On The Future" 
unt i l fall 1998. 

"1 think we can be successful in continuing 
the process. I think we can be successful in 
continuing what the citizens want who came 
out for the process.^'D'pRoche said, 

"I would like to lilafce i t bigger. 1 would like to 
get as broad a base as possible In the city." 

The result was a six-to-one vote in favor of 
the acUon, wi th Council Member Bob Schmid 

casting the dissenting vote. 
However, several council mcilll)crs in sup­

port of resurrecting it, including Laura 
Lorenzo, tjueslloned If the exercise in goal-sel­
l ing would ultimately end in action. 

Lorenzo said she heard complaints that the 
conlnllttee was too heavily staffed by city offl-
cials and admli i istral ion.

DEPRESSING NEWS MANAGER 
Drivers who depress their power-assisted bral<es lo find their br3l<e pedals feel as thought their cars had 

never been turned on may be experiencing a failure ol the assist feature. Most power-brake systems use 
engine manifold vacuum to pov/cr Ihe brakes. For the brakes lo work normally, there must be engine 
vacuum at the power-brake assembly. If, however. Ihe hose between the engine intake manifold and the 
brake assembly were to disconnect, ihcrc would be no vacuum lo run the power assist. There would still 
be brakes, though they would be more difficult to depress. To test whether vjccum-operaled power brakes 
are working, turn off the ignition and pump Ihe brake pedal several limes, then depress the brake pedal, 
fluid it down, and slart Ihe engine. If the brake pedal suddenly moves downward, the power brake is still 
working; if it docs not move, it is not working. On cars equipped with hydraulic systems, loss ol power -
steering fluid can cause loss ol power braking.

This was not what we ordered. 
That was the general message 

Novi Planning Comniissioners sent 
out to Vistas of Novi builders, 
Spalding DeDeeker Associates, 
when they unanimously denied 
approval to build 260 townhomes 
in the Decker Road development. 

Frustrated wi th Ihe plans 
brought to the table in recent 
months, the eonlniission post­
poned the mailer Indefinitely. 

"In ordei- to come back with 
something we can fall in love with," 
Commissioner Pete Hoadley 
explained. 

Ultimately, the comniissionei-s 

were unhappy with the architec­
ture of the Vistas Brownslones, a 
series of three-story brick, slone 
and wood sided lownhoiiies with 
some rear entrance garages. 

The 260 units would be con­
structed as 20 buildings on a 18-
acre site off Thirteen Mile Road 
east of Novi Road. The homes 
would span 1,000 to 1,400 scjuare 
feet in sizi; with one, two and three 
bedroom units. 

"In general these buildings are 
excellent designs but nol consis­
tent with the original area plan," 
said Doug Necci, architectural con­
sultant for the city. 

They are missing, he said, the 
Intricate details that were suggest­

ed, the all-brick structure and the 
row house style. 

Also missing are Ihe plans to 
allow a percentage of the town-
homes lo be used as live-work 
homes. Residents could have busi­
nesses within their homes which 
would create a more urban feel to 
the community, the Vistas plan 
from 1995 stated. 

But the exclusion of the live-
work element frustrated some com-
nlissioners.

Novl Middle School teacher 
Frank Raburn agrees the technolo­
gy' fits today's students. 

"The kids have been around 
them a lot and it's a visual stimu­
lus. These kids fiave grown up with 
it, the big screen television, sound, 
video. 11 fits Into their style of 

accpilrlng knowledge," Raburn 
said, 

Raburn was also picked for the 
technology award, lie developed a 
project that combines the design 
skills of the arl students and the 
page layout skills of the computer 
students. The final collaborative 
project was a student-produced 

newsletter 
Raburn, a long 
time teacher at 
Novl Middle 
School, took on 
technology about 
11 years ago 
when the school 
need an addition­
al computer 
teacher. 
"It's been a real 
drastic change," 
Kahurn said, 
"When 1 taught 
science 1 had one 
computer lo do 
t e m p e r a t u r e 
readings and now 
you can put two 
to three students 
together in a 
room with a com­
puter for assign­
ments," 
Technology can 
help students 
achieve more in 
the classroom, he 
added. With pre­
sentation soft­
ware like 

PowerPoint students call do a lot 
more with the final presentation of 
projects, he said. Reports are no 
longer written by hand, they are 
computer processed and 
Spellchecked, speeding up the pro­
cess and making for a better final 
product, he said. 

Teachers learn about applying 
technology from other teachers, 
often using Internet chat sites, 
education Web pages and olher lit­
erature.

She sakl her students wei'c reading 
about the Titanic one day aild a 
student suggested they hop online 
to read nlore about it. 

"Kids spark Ideas," she said, 
'Things just kind of happen and 
It's good to take advantage of that 
when those sparks happen." 

Gary Kelly, the third teacher 
awarded for technology use, is a 
social studies teacher at Novi High 
School. Kelly uses tcchnolog}' in 
his classroom on a dally basis. His 

students are using the Internet to 
research and prepare multimedia 
projects for classroom presenta­
tions. As a leader In his depart­
ment, Kelly inservices teachers and 
assists in the development of com­
puter Integration into all areas of 
the social studies cur l lculum, 

Madeja said this is her n inth 
year at Parkview and computer use 
continues to increase. 

"Novi really has a philosophy of 
integrating technology into our 
units," she explained, "We don't 
teach 11 as a separate class any­

more." 
A lot of the use is attr ibuted to 

the encouragement and enthusi­
asm of the staff and administratioil 
about technology, she said. 

Madeja said the district made a 
smart move when it passed a $31.9 
mill ion technology bond issue in 
1993 and created a training pro-
graili for teachers who voluntarily 
spent summer in computer train­
ing programs.

These days. Fortune 500 corpo­
rations like to promote their busi­
nesses as cartli-lriendly. 

One way they do it is by ordciinf; 
their lofto stamped on tee shirts, 
-sweat shirts and other garb from 
the Novi-based Pro Mark Seivices, 
Pro Mark is the only MIrlllfian ftrm 
liccn.sed to sell EcoFlbcr, a cotton 
fabric made from the waste of the 
cotton induslH' by a Canadian 
firm. 

Rob Schumnier. president of lYo 
Mark, explained that the textile is 
created from the post-industrial 
waste of major fiarmcnt manufac­
turers such as Lee or Fruit Of The 
Loom. IViiically, they use the long 
fibers of cotton to make their prod­
ucts, hut KroFiher found a way to 
take the short fibers that previous­
ly were sent to landfills, 

"It's not post-consuulcr waste. 
I'eople mainly think 'oil. my god, 
they've taken all the old tce'shirts 
that we've thrown in the trash,'" 
Schummer explained. 

"Say Ford Motor wants to do a 
big promotion on Earth Day and 
they're going to hand out tec shirts. 
What better way to get their logo 
out than on a recycled tec shirt?" 

CEO Darlyl Hart iind Schummer 
merged their companies In 1996. 

The Trans-X Drive operation Is 
really three businesses In one. 
Schummer is the founder of Pro 
Mark, Hart is the founder of 
Adventures in Advertising. They 
also own T. A. RIggs, which does 
the .screen printing aild embroidery 
for both Iheir own promotional 
products and those sold by other 

printing companies, 
"Most of the people in the busi­

ness are distributors. Much of our 
work is contract work Ibr comiictl-
tors," Hart said. 

While the final figure Is not in 
yet. In 1997 the company's sales 
figures canie In at about S3.2 mil­
lion. Marl and Schumiller employ 
25, sonletimes more when large 
Jobs coilie in. 

Pro Mark also specializes In 
event planning, helping clients set 
up conventions and seminars In 
places like I'lorida, Hawaii and l.iis 
Vegas. They manage all the details, 
from hotel rooms to airline tickets. 

In addition, the company wil l get 
tickets or hospitality suites to 
events ranging from the Super 
Bowl to the Olympics, as well as all 
the major golf and tennis tourna­
ments. 

Besides the recycled products, 
the company takes orders for a full 
range of promotional materials. 
Adventures In Advertising wil l also 
help customers design the graph­
ics. 

Along with the iliore typical tee 
shirts and mugs, they'll print cor­
porate logos on anything - includ­
ing 'I'Vs, binoculars, VCRs and 
foam pigs. Fortune 500 corpora-
lions are particularly fond of pur­
chasing boxer Shorts emblazoned 
with a corporate logo for distribu­
tion to executives and customers. 
Hart said. 

They also produce products for 
special events, sometimes working 
on a tight time frame, 

"If you're not on time, you're in 
trouble," Schumnier said. 

While the bulk of their business

is not in EcoFlber, big l i rms and 
organizations l ike Lucent 
Technology, the Big Three auto 
companies, Amei-ltech, State Fanii 
and the UAW do snap up the 
EcoFlber products emblazoned 
with tileir corporate logos in either 
the natural color of the product, or 
white bleached in such a way as lo 
not harm the enviroilment. 

"They have an agenda of environ­
mental responsibility. It meets the 
objective of participating in saving 
the environment. It also gives them 
an opportunity to get their nanle 
out ill a nice way," Hart said. 

The garments - with embroi­
dered logos hy Pro Mark - ai'e only 
available at the retail level through 
the New York City shop. Fashion 

Cafe, 
Other recycled garments have 

been made of polyester created by 
recycling plastic bottles, but they're 
hot and uncomfortable, Schummer 
added. 

Their business is a highly com­
petitive one, the partners said. 

"It's something different every 
day, iCs a crazy business, 1 don't 

know too any people who get out of 
it. It kind of grows on you," 
Schumnier .said. 

With a small company, service is 
key, the ability lo provide sennce is 
paramount. Hart said. 

Th is Is a story of perseverance. 
It's never easy running a small 
business. We work hard lo keep 
people happy," he added.

Just as it seemed a full recovery 
was righl around the corner, 
Howell Public Schools Board of 
Education member Barton 
Hellmuth returned to the hospital 
for a second time with blood fiow 
problems on his spine. 

Hellmuth, a teacher at Novi 
Middle School, was admitted to St. 
Joseph Mercy Hospital in Ann 
Arbor Dee. 18, after suffering a 
partial paralyzation of his lower 
extremities while at home. 

"The doctors are calling it a 
'blood flow problem,'" Hellmuth 
said in a telephone inlen'icw from 
the hospital, 

"They haven't said It was a 'blood 
clot' or they haven't used lhat. exact 
terminology yet," 

The incident occurred exactly 
five months after Hellmuth suf­
fered a similar incident while vaca­
tioning m t h his family In Cadillac, 
Mich,, That was, on July 18. 

Following the first incident, 
Hellmuth was able to participate in 
the Howell Public Schools Board of 

Education meeting only three days 
after his release from the hospital. 

He returned to teaching at Novl 
Middle School. 

But he was sidelined from his 
basketball and volleyball coaching 
duties.. 

This second incident wil l keep 
hiil l oul of the classroom for the 
rest of the school year, he said, 

Hellmuth said he is expected lo 
remain hospitalized un t i l mid-
February. 

"1 was coming along pretty good 
and getting a lot stronger before 

Ibis happened again," he said. . 
"1 thought one setback was 

enough Ibr the year." 
Hellmuth said the doctors at the 

hospital aren't sure of how to pre­
vent the incident from recuiTing. 

He said he was on blood Ihinners 
and has kept up with Ilis therapy 
after his release. 

Next week, he and his wife are 
headed to the Mayo Clinic in 
Minnesota to try to find some 
answers and alternate opinions. 

"I'm mostly concerned about how 
we can prevent this from happen­

ing again," he said, 
"1 was making so much progress 

and this i-cally set nle back quite a 
bit," 

When he was admitted to the 
llospilal the second time, Hellmuth 
said he had no feeling from the 
waist down, but he was able to 
move his toes. 

He is currently undergoing phys­
ical and occupational therapy and 
can now also move his ankles. 

"What It amounts to is that 
they're leaching me how to crawl," 
he said. 

"You have to learn to crawl before 
you can walk." 

During the first incident, he said 
he received feeling back in his 
thighs first and then his calves, 
ankles and toes. 

The first time, he said, ihe prob­
lem area was lower on his spine. 

In spile of everything, Hellmuth 
remains optimisUc and said things 
could always be worse.

The Department of 

Environmental Quality (DEQ) 
reminds residents that Christmas 
trees can be disposed of In landfills 
wi thout violating the ban on land-
filling yard waste. 

Open burning of trees Is not rec­
ommended, but with local govern­
ment authorization people may dis­
pose of Christmas trees on their 
own property. 

DEQ Director Russell Harding 
explained that Christmas trees fall 
outside the legal definition of yard 
waste because they exceed the 2-
Inch diameter size restriction on 
banned material. 

"The ban was Implemented to 
encourage yard waste management 
hy composting or other more envi­
ronmental ly suitable methods," 
Harding said, T h i s extends the life 
of landfills and waste incinerators. 
It's a good law that has been gener­
ally well-received throughout the 
state. 

"As always, the DEQ stands 
ready to help residents understand 

and comply with the law. Our 
Environmental Assistance Center 
is a tremendous resource for ind i ­
viduals and communities Interest­
ed In learniilg more about com­
posting,"

The ban took effect in March 
1995. It prohibits leaves, grass 
clippings, vegetable or other garden 
debris, shnIbbery, or brush or tree 
trimmings less than 4 feet in length 
and 2 Inches In diameter f rom 
being accepted at landfills or solid 
waste Incinerators, 

"Many Christmas trees are paint­
ed or othenvise treated and covered 
with liletalllc tinsel," Harding said, 
"While we encourage the chipping 
and composUng of clean, untreated 
brush, landfi l l disposal of 
Christmas trees Is not a violation of 
the ban on landfilling yard waste. 
This also applies .to Christmas 
trees disposed of at solid waste 
Incinerators." 

To most people, ;i winter silow 
storm is an Inconvenience - snow, 
shrsh and Ice can make the com­
mute to and from work, school, 
shopping, e tc , an unpleasant 
experience, 

Bui for the Road Conlnilssion for 
Oakland Counly (HCOC) a winter 
storm can mean long hours of gru­
eling work - and a big hit to the 
budget. 

RCOC estimates the cost of a 
substantial snow storm can run 
Inlo the hundreds of thousands of 
dollars. In fact, a storm thai 
requires three or more days of 
RCOC work, as many winter 
.squalls do, can cost over a half-nlll-
llon dollars. 

In all. Including equipment, over­
head, wages, salt, etc., RCOC can 
spend up . to $7 mill ion keeping 
roads clear during the course of a 
single winter And that's ilioney 
that doesn't provkle a single road 
Improvement. 

RCOC Managing Director Brent 
0. Bair explains that fighting a 
major snow storm in Oakland 
Counly Is a significant undertak­
ing, "Our number-one priority Is 
the safety of motorists on our 
roads, so we're going lo do eveiy-
thing we can to make sure our 

roads are as safe as possible dur­
ing a storm. That nleans we Incur 
many costs lhat most people aren't 
aware o f such as paying our sail 
t ruck drivers to work extended 
shifis. We have some of the most 
heavily-traveled roads In the state, 
and It takes a substantial effort to 
keep them clear during storms." 

But even minor storms can cost 
RCOC (lulle a bit. "Most people 
Judge Ihe severity of a storm based 
on tlie anlount of snow they have to 
shovel from their driveway. Nol 
true for us," Bair says. 

"Freezing rain or a llglit dusting 
of snow lhat freezes to the roadway 
can cause our crews to be out there 
for hours, which runs up the 
costs." 

He adds, though, that RCOC has 
nlade every elforl to ensure lhat its 
costs are as low as possible. "For 
example, we pay less for salt than 
other large road ageneles. We con­
tinuously analyze our costs to find 
ways of reducing them without cul-
tlllg sen'Ice, I don't think there's 
anyone around who could proside 
this level of ser\'lce at a lower cost." 

Bair notes RCOC aclKltlcs asso­
ciated wi lh a storm begin before 
most people realize, and la.st unti l 
well after the storm has ended. 

A storm that lasts 24 hours fre­
quently requires al least Ihree hil l 
(lays of Road Colnnlission work to 
clean up. That's because salt crews 
typically hit the roads as soon as 
the first snow starts falling and 
don't stop until all county roads 
ai'c clear and passable. 

Once the salt crews have 
ensured lhat all freeways and 
major roads are clear Ihey begin 
working on subdivision roads In 
the county's townships. The subdi­
vision roads alone can take several 
days to salt and / or plow. 

Such a storm can also mean long 
hours of driving in the worst of 
colldltlons for RCOC's sail crews. 
The crews can work up to 16 hours 
before Ihey are relieved and nii isl 
go home lo rest for five hours. 

After that five hours of rest, if the 
storm coiitlnues, they can be called 
upon lo work up lo another 16 
hours. And crews report to work 
whenever there's a snow storm. 24 
hours a day, 365 days a year 
including holidays. 

The largest single cost of such a 
slornl is salt. While the quantity of 
salt .used varies from storm to 
storm depending upon conditions, 
a 24-hour storm is likely lo require 
approximately 8200,000 worth of 

salt. 

At RCOC's cost of approximately 
$30 per ton, this equals sonle 
0,800 tons of salt, which is the 
equivalent of covering all RCOC's 
salt runs county\vide a total of nine 
times. 

RCOC maintains over 2,800 
miles of roadway in the county (the 
largest counly road systenl In the 
slate), including lnore than 3O0 
miles of stale highway It maintains 
for Ihe Michigan Department of 
Transportation. 

The next largest portion of the 
cost of a storm is equipment (sail 
trucks, salt loaders, etc.). A storm 
requiring three cays of cleanup 
runs approxinlately SI60,000. 
This figure Is based on RCOC's 
break-down of Its equipment costs 
(includiilg wear and tear and ult i­
mate i-eplacement) Into hourly 
rales, and multiplying those rate's 
by Ihe hours the equipment Is used 
durillg the slornl. 

Other costs experienced by 
RCOC during such a slornl include 
staff wages (regular and overtime), 
staff hinge benefits and sand (used 
on gravel roads In place of salt).

If you drink and diive and are 
convicted by judges at 52-1 District 
Court in Novl, you could be 
renllilded of your crime day after 
day after day. 

Under Just another in a series of 
programs lo tackle drunk driving 
offenses around the area, a new 
program, tagged Day By Day, 
requires offenders to' report for 
drug and alcohol screening on a 
daily basis for up to two years. Any 
failure to do so or failure lo pa.ss 
the test results in a violation of 
probatioll and a ticket to Jail. 

"What we're really doing is build­
ing a set of tools that allows us to 
take alcoholics early in the process 
and monitor and control their 
behavior without depriring them 
and Ihelr lanlillcs of money from 
employment but still placing them 
under scrutiny," explained Judge 
Brian MacKenzle of 52-1 District 
Court. 

Participants are required to 
report every day for a period rang­
ing from one (lay lo two years lo a 
private practice. Justice 
Alternatives for Michigan, where 
they undergo drug and/or alcohol 
testing. The center, i i i Farmington, 
Is open before and after regular 
work hours. 

As part of the program, the par­
ticipant must provide proof of 
employment and will be supervised 
by the center to ensure they are 
attending work and ally required 
educational or counseling pro­
grams. Alcoholics Anonymous 
meetings are also held on slle. 

"We provide a balance for individ­
uals where we monitor them and 
provide supervision and services," 
explained Paul Ferrell, a certified 

N e w distr ict cou r t p r o g r a m l eaves d r u n k dr ivers wi th da i ly r em inde rs 
addictions counselor 

Parllcl])ants are nol as resistant 
to the program as one might think, 
he said. Maybe about 20 percent 
.seem a little angr)' but the bulk of 
Ihe offenders appreciate llle extra 
incenllve. 

"Tlley may be having doubts 
about drinking but know they can't 
because they have to show up for 
lestiiig," he said. "We're Ihelr con­
science unti l they internalize i l for 
themselves." 

Although there are no stalisllcs 
yet lo prove il will result In fewer 
recurrences, Oakland County 
Community Corrections inecis wltl'i 
parliclpanls after 30 days, 90 days, 
six and 12 months for tracking 
purposes. 

Al the same time, the probation 
deparliiicnt of the .52-1 DistricI 
court will also monitor each partic­
ipant lo ensure all requirements of 
Ihe program are being met. 

The cost for the ilrogram is 810 
per day and covers all aspects of 
llle program, MacKenzle said. "It 
costs Ihe taxpayers nolhi i lg which 
is another nice feature," he said. 

According lo MacKenzle, It's nol 
going too far. 

"It's an intermedlale sanction 
between probalion and Jail," he 
said, adding hu's given ofl'endcrs 
an average of 30 days of the test­
ing. 

Ferrell said 13 out of 16 people 
successfully conijilcled the pro­
gram since December 21 . Three 
were discharged for either testing 
positive for alcohol ii.se or for not 
showing up. An approximate 50 
people are in the ilrogram. 

Mothers Against Driving Drunk 
of Oakland County is backing the 
program and will providing victim 
impact panels and speakers lo Day 

by Day niccllngs and seminars. 

"We've worked for years wllh 
Judge MacKenzle lo try to find 
some method of curbing the recidi­
vism rate of dnink drivers," said 
Michele Complon, chapter admiil-
Istrator for MADD, "What we've 
found is wc have a certain segment 
of society that has a drinking prob­
lem and keep coming Ihrougii the 
.system." 

Although the convicted drunk 
drivers arc given susiicnded licens­
es or ordered not do drink during 
probation, Complon said she regu­
larly receives calls from friends, 
family and neighbors of the drunk 
drivers saying Ihey aren't following 
the rules. 

"I get ver)' frusti'ated when peo­
ple call up and say 1 know they're 
doing soinetliing," Complon said. 

'This nails them down every sin­
gle day and says we're not kidding 
really you are nol su|)pused to 
dr ink, you're nol supposed lo 
drive," Complon explained. 

"We want to help these peojlle get 
the idea to change their attitude 
and change their dri i lkl i lg habits. 
This is a veiy rehabililallve thing," 
she said. 

The program is also being used 
in the 47th and 48th Dlslrlcl 
Courts and was modeled after a 
similar program In Monroe Counly 
courts. 

In 1996, 41 percent of all liaffic 
fatalities were alcohol related, 
according to MADD, And In 
Oakland County, 1,474 people 
were injured in alcohol related 
accidents, 'nventy-nlne people were 
killed, the 1996 Michigan Annual 
Drunk Driving Audit shows.

N o v i p o l i c e d e p a r t m e n t w i l l a d d n e w n a r c o t i c s o f f i c e r

Novl wil l double the size of its 
own narcotics squad from one to 
two officers and join up with 
Farmington Hills and West 
Bloomfield in a veiy localized war 
on drugs. 

Previously, Novi was part of 
Oakland County's Inter-Jurisdic-
t lonal Narcotics Enforcement 
Team. One Novi detective was 
assigned lo the job, wi th the 
responsibility of investigating mid-
level dope dealers. 

But the counly NET didn't net 
enough dealers in this community. 
Police Chief Douglas Shaeffer told 

the Novl City Council on Monday. 
"Productivity In Novl has been 

very low. with the exception of one 
notable time period. In the past 
year only three cases have been 
filed from Novi," he noted in a 
memo lo the couilcll. 

"Conversations have been held 
with the personnel assigned to NET 
and with the super\'isors of NET. 1 
have speclllcally told them we are 
displeased with the low productivi­
ty in Novi, There has been no 
impact," 

With council approval, there wil l 
now be two Novi narcs, a detective 
and an officer reassigned fronl the 
road patrol whose duties would 

include surveillance. 
At Mayor Pro Tein Hugh 

Crawford's f-cquesl, the chief will 
return to Ihe council by next fall 
wi lh a report on Ihc new drug 
enforcement program and whether 
or not more personnel are needed. 

Shaeffer estimated that some 70 
to 90 percent of crimes committed 
In Novi, fronl purse snatching to 
more serious offenses, are to some 
degree drug-related. 

"We would In fact focus our 
efforts closer lo home," Shaeffer 
lold the council. 

"1 believe we do In fact have to 
Improve our performance in the 
war on drugs." 

West Bloomfleld and Farnlington 
Hil ls earlier broke off on their own 
and have ilow invited Novi lo Join 
in. Each of Ihe other communities 
maintains a five-member drug 
enforcement squad. The teams 
work together and have seen a sig­
nificant increase in drug forfeiture 
funds collected fronl convicted 
felons, Shaeffer said. 

Novi's current stash I'rom forfei­
ture funds is now .$25,800. All of 
t ha i will be needed to finance the 
new enforcement program. 

While the city's already paying 
the salaries of the learn, the 
expense agreed lo by Ihe cpunell 
w i l l cover.Lhe nped fo r an,every 

thi-ee-months swap of the two 
unmarked cars that wi l l be used in 
the ilrograni, lo prevent suspects 
I'rom recognizing Ihe undercover 
vehicles. 

The council agreed to a pact with 
an auto dealer which wil l allow the 
city to buy two used ears every 
three months al $100 above the 
wliolesale price. For the first two 
cars, the outlay is expected to be 
$24,000. 

After that, the police department 
will then sell back the retired cars 
to the dealer a l Ihe wholesale rale. 
Depreciation is expected lo cost the 
police department $100 to $300 

, per month, for an annual deprecia­

tion cost per vehicle of $3,600. 
That seemed more cost-effective 

than shorl-lerm leases, Shaeffer 
explained. 

"That is a legitimate expenditure 
of our forfeiture funds to fight the 
war on drugs," the poHce chief said. 

But Shaeffer said he expects 
more forl'eiture money will come to 
Novi as a result of the beefed-up 
enfoi-eenlent. 

Council Member Kathy Mutch 
wondered i f reassigning a road 
patrol officer to the narcotics squad 
would mean that the police chief 
would ask lo hire another officer 
for road patrol. Expect lhat at bud­
get time, Si-iaeffer said.

Huron-Clinton Metroparks will 
lilvcst a record SI3.6 in capital 
Inlprovenients In 1998, mainly 
because three major projects were 
delayed politically In 1997, 

This will be "the first year of the 
authority's five-year recreation 
plan," said controller David L. Wahl 
as he submitted a $48.6 million 
budget that the board approved. 

The 13 Metroparks serving 
Wayne, Oakland, Livingston, 
Macomb and St. Clair counties 
drew nine nlllllon visitors last year, 
desplle bad August weather that 
hurt pool revalues and contiilucd 
Like St. Clali' pollution problems 
at Metro Beach. 

Property owilers - taxed 0.2236 
mills or SI6,77 a year on a house 
with a market value of $153,000 
aild taxable value of $75,000 - pro­
vide $22.1 million or a little less 
than half the total budget. 

Major breakdowns: 45 percent 
for park operations, 28 percent for 
park capital Improvements, and 
10.5 percent for equipment, engi­
neering, and administrative office. 

With one major exception, the 
Huron-Clinton Metropolitan 
Authority's budget is aimed at 
developing recreational capital 
rather than land acquisition. It will 
add one full-time employee - to 188 
- ovej' last year. 

HCMA carried over a whopping 
$9.6 mill ion it couldn't spend last 

year. "Durlrlg 1997, delays were 
encountered In getting major coil-
structloi l projects off the ground," 
said Wahl. Anioilg them: 

• "The temporary i i l junction 
against tile Family Aquatic Center 
at Indian Springs preveilted $7.2 
mil l ion of construction projects 
f rom being let." Located In 
Spriilgfield and White l.ake towil-
ships noi'thwcsl of Pontiac, Indian 
Springs will see the 89.9 millioil 
aquatic center beromc a reality this 
year. 

• "Political uncertainties wi lh 
Harrison Town.sllip officials created 
a delay in awardilig construction 
contracts for the Si millioil Meti'o 
Beach West Boat Uluncli." That 
highly publicized battle was over 
HCMA's plan to place a boat 
launch on the shores of Uike St. 
Clair. The present boat launch is 
upstream. The state will put up a 
$750,000 recreational gi'ant. 

• "Delays were encountei'ecl i l l 
obtaining appropriate permits from 
Michigan's Department of 
Eilvironniental Quality and the 
U.S. Arnly Cori)s of Engineers for 
the constructioil of the $500,000 
Lake Erie Shoreline Trail." With its 
wave pool, Lnkc Erie has leaped 
into third place. Just behind Meti'o 
Beach, as a revenue-producer Ibr 
HCMA. 

• 11CMA also carried over 
$200,000 for upgradillg Maltby 
Road leading to Huron Meadows In 
Green Oak Township of Livingston 

Counly. The newest Mctropark, 
Huron' Meadows has Jumiled Into 
the middle of the revenue pack 
with Its 18-hole golf course. 

The major new acquisition will be 
Northbrook Golf Course near 
Wolcott Mill Mctropark in the nlid-
dle of Macomb County. An applica­
tion for a state grant fell through, 
so HCMA will use its own funds.

• Kensington, in Milford and 
Green Oak tr.vnshiils - $318,000 
for upgrading a comibrt station 
near the cast boat launch, pesti­
cide storage building, lighling 
the farm center and general equip­
ment.

"So they understand exactly 
what It is on these sites the com­
munity is buying," Koster 
explained.

Cont inued from l 
overturning a lawsuit lirought by 
the 17 unhappy homeowners 
against the clly and their new 
neighbor. 

At November 1996 meeting, the 
Novi City Council agreed to swap 
with West Lake Uitve newcomer 
Jeffrey SobolewskI what local offi­
cials believed had been a munici­
pally-owned right of way - l i ldud-
lug the frontage enjoyed hy the 
Maloncys and the others - for a 20-
foot hike frontage otTered by 
SobolewskI. 

In May 1996, the state Sufirenie 
Court ai led that If a landowner 
dedicates property to a government 
or governnlent agency, and if the 
properly is not formally acknowl­
edged In 15 yeais, the landowner 
call revoke the dedication. 

In the Novl case, the deadline for 
formal acceptance of the right-of-
way raine and went In 1929. 

Also in May 1996. Sobolew.skI 
bought Ixit Nine, which was cut In 
half hy the public right-of-way. He 
had already purchased an adjacent 
residence on West l.ake Drive In 
1995, lore It down and built a 
3„'10O square fool home. 

SobolewskI then filed with llic 
Oakland County [Agister of Deeds 
a notice of his intent to withdraw 
the public right-of-way (ledicatioii 
on I.ot Nine, which divided the par­
cel. 

In June 1996, his lawyer Joseph 
ficnnett contacted the city about 
the proposed land swap, 

"My client had the right to revoke 
the (ledlcatlon and claim Ihe proj)-
erty," Bennett said. 

"My client had a right lo the 
property and as a matter of fact, 
the judge agreed... I don't think he 
knew about It (Ihe stale supreme 
court ruling) In advance when he 
bought the parcel. He bought It 
and hoped to swap and move Ihe 
dedicated part over." 

By November 1996, the Novi City 
Counci l agreed to the land 
exchange. SobolewskI quit claimed 
the smaller piece of land to the city 
and agreed to relocale the fence 
and the drains to the new city land, 
at a cost of $5,000. 

"In order to preserve the good 
wil l of his neighbors, he volun­
teered to transfer a 20-foot strip to

Homeowners' lawsuit to retain lake access prop-
erty has a long and complicated history, 

• 1914: John and Margaret Hawthorne platted the 
49-I0I J.W. Hawthorne Subdivision Two around 
Wallod Lake and sold property on West Lake Drive 
to Lewis Tupper, with the understanding that the 
north 38 feet of Lot Nine was set aside for a public 
street. 

• Novi Township, and subsequently the City of 
Novi, never complete the legal paperwork neces-
sary lor a formal acceptance of the riglit-of-way, 
However, the property is removed Irotn the tax rolls, 

• For decades, residents ol the J.W. Hawthorne 
Subciivislon use the pubfic right-of-way on Lot Nine 
to reach the lake, enjoy the beach and launch their 
boats. 

• December 1995: Jeffrey Sobolewski buys a 
home on West Lake Drive, just north of Lot Nine, 

• May 21, 1996: The Michigan State Supreme 
Court rules in Kraus vs. The Michigan Department 
of Commerce that if a government doesn't formally 
accept property dedicated as a right-of-way in 15 
years, the owner can reclaim tile land. 

In the Novi case, that cut-off point was In 1929. of-way. 

• May 23, 1996: Sobolewski purchased Lot 9, 
gaining ownership of what was not set aside as a 
public right-of-way and potential ownership of the 
right-of-way. 

• June 17,1996; As landowner Sobolewski files 
with the Oakland County Register of Deeds a notice 
ol his intent to withdraw the public right-of-way ded­
ication, 

• June 20,1996: Sobolewski's lav/yer sends a let­
ter to Novi City Manager Ed Kriewall, saying that 
rather than initiate a lawsuit, his client wou)d like to 
work with the city to 'lind a mutually agreeable res-
olulf'on," 

Sobolewski hopes to build a second house on his 
land. 

• Nov. 18,1996: The Novi City Council agrees to 
trade the city's interest in the right-of-way (or the 
south 20 feet of Lot Nine. 

• May, 1997: Other residents of the J.W. 
Hawthorne subdivision become aware of the trans-
action when SobolewskI, following the agreement 
with the city, takes down the fence at the public right-

• July 1997: The adjacent 17 homeowners file a 
lawsuit against the city and Sobolewski, contending 
that their property lost value and Iheir lifestyles 
altered without lake access. 

• Dec. 9, 1997: Oakland County Circuit Court 
Robert Anderson ruled in favor of the City of Novi 
and Sobolewski. Anderson found Sobolewski to be 
the sole owner of Lot Nine, except for the 20 feet he 
convoyed to the city, 

In his opinion, Anderson said that people and ani­
mals could not trespass on Sobolewski's land or 
interfere with his lake rights. 

The plaintilfs were barred from making any use of 
Walled Lake, otherwise than permitted by state law 
and Novi ordinance. 

• January 1998: The 17 homeowners, now with­
out lake access, hope to negotiate an agreement 
with Ihe city giving them access to Walled Lake 
through the new public right-of-way 

While they city refuses to deed them the right-of-
way, city officials determine it is still available for 
their use, 

Still to be decided is how the city will develop the 
beach. 

the city," Bennett said. 
"The public could still have lake 

access. This was never a question 
ol the public being denied access lo 
the lakefront." 

But Ihe residents on Labenia 
and Faywood streets and West 
l.ake Drive knew nothing the land 
transfer and were shocJied when 
Sobolewski started taking the fence 
down Ihe fol lowing spring. He 
plans to bui ld a second house on 
the readjusted boundaries of Lot 
Nine. 

Furious, Ihe other honleowners 
contacted Nosd City Manager Ed 
Kriev/all, who wrote them a letter of 
apologj'. Because the issue wasn't 
one of the city vacating a street, 
but of land ownership, notification 
of the surrounding property own­
ers wasn't technically required, 
Kriewall explained. 

"Since we could not prove other­
wise because our records do not go 
back to the time of platting, we had 
little or no claim on the portion of 
the lot designated as street. The 
only claim wc might have had 

would have been for drain ease­
ment purposes," Kriewall wrote. 

"Given the above, it best served 
the neighborhood if we negotiated a 
permanent 20-foot strip of proper­
ty on the south side of Lot 9 ... 
Given the legal status of the origi­
nal roadway, there really was no 
other alternative to this matter. II 
would appear that the Interest of 
the neighborhood was preserved as 
well as could be expected," 

A letter fl-om Fried .sent to 
Kriewall that lnonth noted that 
there was "no question" that the 38 
feel of Lot 9 of Hawthorne's 
Subdivision was dedicated for 
street purposes, but that no evi­
dence could be found that the city 
had gone through a formal accep­
tance process. 

"Also, It Is obvious that the land 
has not been improved or main­
tained as a public street, so It has 
not been accepted in fact by the 
city or Its predecessors as a public 
slrecl," Fried added. 

Borin said the people i n 
Hawthorne's Subdivision had been 

told hy the city council In 1993 that 
if the ownership of Ihe lake access 
came up, they'd be notified. 

Far from convinced that the land 
swap was to their advantage, in 
July 1997, Michael and Marie 
Maloiiey, Gary and FJose Dennett, 
Karen Downey, Thomas and Helen 
Gross, Charles and Lisa Kruvelis, 
Charies and Cora Reynolds, David 
Stram, Olaf and Kelly Thorpe, 
Doris Uebelacker and James and 
Michelle Wood filed the lawsuit 
against the City of Novi and 
SobolewskI. 

Wliat Ihey wanted returned to 
them was the place where they had 
gone swimming, fishing, ice skat­
ing and. picnlc-lng, the site where 
they launched their boats into the 
lake and their snowmobiles over 
the lake for as long as anyone 
could remember. 

They contendefi that not only is 
the new 20-foot lake frontage half 
the size of the previous beach, but 
the shore is mucky and not as 
usable. 

"The city did something tlley had 

no business doing in transferring 
that property," Borin said. 

On land deeds from 1914 
through 1996. l.ot Nine was shown 
as split in two with two dllferciU 
tax nunillers, Itoriii noted in the 
lawsuit. 

"We believe that it was a frivolous 
suit. They have no interest in the 
properly. The city didn't contest my 
client's daim," Bennett said. 

"1 don't believe his nelglibors had 
a reasoli to be argumentative ... I 
think my client acted in a real 
responsible w.iy for the public's 
interest. In a way he didli'l have 
lo." 

Since the lawsuit was filed, 
Sobolewski protested to Ihe court 
that his neighbors trespassed on 
his land and three boats were 
anchored off his land, interfering 
his ability lo launch his own boal. 
Sobolewski said he spent $500,000 
to purchase his home site, con­
struct a house and buy l.ot Nine. 

"He built a new, larger home and 
wanted a larg(;r lot. A lot of these 
lakefront homes are older. It 

improves the property and benefits 
the citv because it adds to the 
value of the property on the tax 
rolls," Bennett said. 

In less than six months, Oakland 
County Circuit Court Judge Robert 
Anderson ruled against the 17 
homeowners and ordered them off 
of Ihe 38-li)0l portion of Lot Nine, 
and warned them not lo anchor 
their boats in the waters near 
Sobolewski's land. 

"It's really unusual for a case lo 
be disposed of by a judge in six 
moiil l is ; i l ter l l was filed, s o i l real­
ly made II plain they didn't have a 
claim against us," Bennett said. 

After losing in court, the 17 
homeowners then asked the clly to 
deed them the 20-fool lake 
frontage. 

' Ihey aren't going to get it. There 
Is a serious legal (iiiestion as to 
whether the city can do that," 
Fried, the city's attorney, said. 

"•fills is public- properly. The c-ily 
can't give pulilic properly to private 
jieople. Tliey can use it. They'll 
enjoy 11 along with the rest of the 
public." 

Currenlly, the Novi Clly Council 
is considering how the small piece, 
of land will be developed and if and 
when a new beach might be built. 

The Hawthorne Subdivision 
homeowners vA\\ likely still get to 
the lake, bul tliey're far from 
happy. • ;

"I was slioeked wlien the Judge 
ruled against us. We had a better 
argument." 

This is a situation that could 
happcll all over again. 

With older platted subdivisions 
around Walled Lake, similar cases 
could crop up, Bennelt predicted. 

"If a municipality doesn't formal­
ly or infoi'mally act to accept (ledl-
eated land, anybody in the chain of 
title has a right to withdraw the 
dedication at any time, even if it's 
70-80-90 years old," he explained. 

"There really could be other 
eases. It's really Important for 
munlcipalllies lo review the slate of 
dedications of lake access and 
move lo accept them."

"There were some jieople who 
told me they were disinvited lo 
meetings to put the vision state­
ment together," Lorenzo said.

I 
don't want symbolism over sub-
stance." 

Schmid questioned i f 100 volun­
teers really rellecled Novl, with its 
population of 40,000 plus, and 
suggested the fuluring project was 
in inaugurated to advance 
DeRoche's ^ political career. 
DeRoclie was' chair of the steering 
coniinittee prior to ni i lning for city 
council. 

"I think it was a political ploy, a 
pollllcal ploy to start a iiolitlcal 
campaign and it still Is lo .some 
degree," Schmid said.

So 
should the budget, taxation, cily faeili-
ly eonstriielion, etc. 

If the vision slati'melit tklesn'l guide 
these other things. IheiT is no hope the 
vision will eoine lo be. 

If it does not guide them, there is lit­
tle point in having such a vision state­
ment in the first place. 

When The Novi News ci-iticized the 
plans . for the suivey. Planning 
Deparlilieill Director Jim Wahl got oll 
the phone to object, ,saying we at the 
newspaper must be confused hecaiise 
the vision stalemcill alld the Master 
Plan suivey had nothing lo do with 
cad-i oilier. 

By Ihe time he got off the phone, 
Wahl .sai(l it was going to dump the 
suivey and i-ccoiiimeild I'evival of the 
futuriilg comliiiKec.

Fi-ankly, it smacks of the woi'st of 
cotiipaiiiiieiitalized biii'eaucratic think­
ing: "Wc arc the planning commission 
and olir job is (o devise the inaster 
plan. It's our Job: no one else's." Devise 
a master plan they intend to do, 
l'cgardless of whether it relates to other 
prograills goiilg on in the cily, like 
futuring. 

11 also sinacks of the bui-eaucratic 
tendency to spelld allocated money -
llle suivey for (he niasler plan review 
was budgeted before futuring began -
even if il no longer makes sense to do it 
that way. 

To us, il makes a great deal nloi-e 
sense lo revive the futuring pi'ocess 
and give (he coinnlitlee a chance to 
make its colnillcnts aboiil the master 
plan. Keep the futuring process going 
and rely on it lo give the input. 

A suivey is nol a bad idea, not al all. 
And it will help lo e.xpand the input on 
the Master Plan. But futuring and the 
sun'cy shouW be combined. The com­
millee might help lo draw up the ques­
tions. It might have sonle other ques­
tions i l would like to run by cily resi­
dents for its own work. The suivey and 
visioning should work together, not 
apart. 

But devising a city "vision statement" 
and a "inasler plan" separately is a lit­
tle like creating the game board befoî e 
you know the rules. , 

You might end up playing Slratego on 
a Monopoly board.

Bargain fares that 
are unavailable or 
irrelevant, Ci-anlped 
seats. Scant iiifor-
malion. Cattle car 
treatiiient. 
I know how Ihey 
feel. On Sunday, 
Jan, 4, coiiling back 
wilh iiiy falilily from 

a holiday abl-oad, I and 166 other passen­
gers wel-e detained against our will for 
more than six hours in an airei-afl parked 
on the tarmac at CInciniiatI liilernational 
Airport. 

Water i-aii out. Food, too. For a while, toi-
le(s were full and iiiopei-able. Pai-ents of 
sick childreli were frighlened. A severely 
injured passenger ran low on pain 
niedicine. 

Nobody involved could do the humane, 
coinmon sense thing: Get the passengers 
liniely off to a secure place where Ihey 
could go to the batlirooni, get a drink of 
water and call anxious families. 

Not Allegro Air. the carrier. Not Northwest 
Airiiues, the ground sei-vice provider Not 
llie U.S. Customs Service nor the U.S. 
Immigration and Naturalization Service nor 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture, the 
responsible federal agencies. Not the 
Cincinnati International Airport Police. 

flere's what happened. 
I bought round trip tickets - Detroit, 

Caieos islands and back - through Travel 
Charier of Troy. Travel Charter contracted 
with Allegro Air (owned by a Mexican com­
pany) for the airplane and crew. 

On Jan. 4, Allegi-o (light 492 left the 
islands al 5 p,in,, bound for Detroit. At 
7:45 p.m. the ci-ew announced the Deti-oit 
aii-port was closed "due lo weather" and 
that tlie flight was being diverted to 
Cincinnati. 

We arrived in Cincinnati at 8:15 p.m., 
parked in an isolated part of the tarmac 
and later heard over the PA system: (1)The 
weather is still bad in Delrolt; (2) we cannot 
nol leave the aii-craft until "cusloiiis" clears 
us: (3) customs and iniiiligration authori­
ties are unavailable; (4) the delay might be 
up to five houl-s. 

By 11 p.m., passeiigers were, well, 
i-estive, I borrowed a cell phone from anoth­
er passenger aiid called Gene Clabes, pub­
lisher of this company's newspapers in 
northern Kentucky, where Cincinnati 
International Airport Is located. "Can't you 
do something? People are gelliilg mighty 
uncomfortable." 

Three Airport Police cars antved along 
with a Northwest ground service vehicle. I 
asked police if they couldn't let passengers 
deplane under their custody into a secure 
area where they could gel a drink, go to the 
toilet and make a phone call, "We can't do 
anything. It's the feds who have the juris­
diction. And until they say so, you cannot 
leave the plane," 

Five houi-s later, we're still detained 
against our will while the authorities 
dither 

By 1:30 a,in,, a passenger passed a note 
up to me: "Eveiyone walk forward lo exit 
this plane - calmly, but just do It!" Things 
are getting tense. 

At last, we get to a gale. More dithering, 
plus exteilsive finger pointing. Somebody 
fl-om the Agriculture Department threatens 
the pilot with a fine if anybody gels off A 
woinan bolls out the door sobbing, "I'm not 

goiilg back on that plane," 
Finally at 2 a,in, the pilot announces the 

weather has cleared and he intends to pro-
eee(I lo Detroil, Ten passengers leave. The 
rest of us take off al 2:34 p.m. No apology 
fronl Allegro, 

To detain against their will 167 American 
citizens for six hours on an aircraft with no 
food and water, inadequate toilets, sick 
kids and increasingly hysterical passen­
gers is shameful and unnecessaly. 

Who's responsible? Jack Miles, Allegro's 
vice president for U.S. operations, blamed 
the feds: "People were lold they couldn't get 
off the plane. Whose responsibility is that?" 
John Shay, port director for the U. S, 
Customs Service, blamed Allegro: 'They 
went (0 Cincinnati knowing full well there 
was nobody around to clear the passengers 
or service tile plane." 

When I suggested a conlerence call lo 
sort out the eonlradicloiy stories. Miles 
refused. 

How to preveiit a i-epetition? Put passen­
gers first, jurisdiction and regulations sec­
ond. 

The U.S. governmenl and the airiine 
industry should negotiate an emei-geney 
procedure to get passengers off an all-plane 
and into a secui-e area. Designate a central 
authority to lllake decisions, reachable by a 
1-800 number Empower local police lo 
take charge of international passengers. 
Shal-e the costs. Use common sense. 

It's better than whal happened to 167 
people the evening of Jan. 4.

E n g l e r , S t a t e s h o u l d h a v e c o n t r o l 

To the Editor: 
There has been a lol of attenUon 

on the "rationalization" process 
being conducted in order to correct­
ly assign jurisdictional responsibili­
ty for the stale's key roads. MOOT 
has been working cooperaUvely with 
counUes, cities and villages so ttlat 
Michigan will enter the 2ist cenluly 
with a modern, efficient commercial 
road network. Unfortunately, much 
of Ule InfornlaUon being released 
has been either misleading or down­
right untruthful. 

The stale is currently respon­
sible for only 9,600 of the slate's 
.1.19̂ .0,00,miles of roads, ranking 
us 48th In the nation with only 
8 percent of roads under slate 
Jurisdiction. Gov. Engler and I 
strongly believe that the state 
should have responsibility for 
the most heavily traveled roads 
that make up our commercial 
backbone network. That's why 
we support adding up to 9,000 
miles to an expanded stale road 
system that would carry 70 per­
cent of all vehicle traffic and 85 
percent of the slate's commer­
cial traffic. Local governments 
could then focus on over 
100,000 miles of truly local 
roads providing access to 
homes. 

Decisions about design, con­
slruclion, improvements and 
maintenance on these high vol­
ume, commercial backbone 
roads should be made on a pro­
grammatic basis, recognizing 
corridor and route priorities. 
This will allow MOOT to achieve 
efficiencies and economies of 
scale by consolidating construc­
tion work along a corridor 
Michigan's motorists shouldn't 
be penalized because neighbor­
ing political jurisdictions simply

can't agree on how or when to 
make improvements to a partic­
ular road they share. 

We should end the horse-and-
buggy era system of road 
responsibilities that guarantees 
monopolistic control over miles 
of pavement within the artificial 
boundaries of city limits and 
counly lines. For "the expanded 
state systenl, MOOT will com­
petitively bid routine Inainte-
nance contracts for large 
stretches of road that cross 
political jurisdictions. It is 
expected that counties, cities 
and private sector firms will bid 
for maintenance work. 
Competition will bring Increased 
efficiency, greater accountabili­
ty, adherence to consistent per­
formance standards, and incen­
tives for Innovation in the area 
of road maintenance, 

MOOT believes "money should 
follow the road" so that the 
amount of money historically 
spent on a type of road should 
remain with that road in the 
future, regardless of who has 
Jurisdiclional responsibility. 
We're adding $500 million per 
year In road funding from Gov, 
Engler's "Build Michigan II" 
plan, and i l is an unnecessaiy 
scare tactic to suggest property 
taxes will have to be raised to fix 
local roads. We're also not sug­
gesting that all federal aid 
remain with the state. Once we 
determine responsibility for 
roads, a new funding distribu­
tion formula vvill neariy take 

care of Itself While a number of 
changes to current law will be 
necessary to nlake this process 
happen, we know it is mathe­
matically Impossible for every­
one lo get a larger percentage of 
the new transportation funding 
pie. 

Also, nobody will have to 
make their way to Lansing to 
discuss Michigan's high-vol­
ume roads with iVIDOT. 
Through the reorganization of 
our department, we'll have 
ieven regional offices and 25 
Transportation Service Centers 
(TSCs) located throughout the 
state. It Is through this "de­
centralized" department that 
many of our services and func-
Uons will be delivered, includ­
ing contract management and 
maintenance oversight, 

These TSCs will be staffed to 
address the questions and con­
cerns of motorists, local gov­
ernmenl officials, business 
partners and local media, 
MOOT will be visible and 
responsive when It comes to 
the state road system. 

We also believe there must 
continue to be strong local 
input into decisions about traf 
fic controls, truck routes, 
speed limits, permits, mainte­
nance standards and other 
road-related issues. 

We have an opporturlity lo resolve 
this jurisdIcUonal issue once and 
for all. The bottom line is when the 
state and local governments work 
together and solve problems, the 

roads will get ll.ved, l^t's gel on with 
it.

Americans became 
interested in Italy 
shortly after Worid 
War II. First was the 
Italian food fad, 
then movies and 
tourism. Usually, 
Italians were por­
trayed in carica­
ture, as when Dean 
Martin sang: 
"When-a the nloon 
hits-a yo' eye like a 
big pizza pie, that's 
amore!" 

Italy to Americans meant Mafia films or 
American-style romances with Italian 
backgrounds like "Three Coins in a 
Fountain" and "Roman Holiday." 

Into the breach steps Wayne State 
University's Hilberry Theatre, best known 
for its graduate students' performances of 
Shakespeare and Moliere. 

This season the Hilberry has come up 
with a 1959 play by Eduardo de Filippo 
called "Saturday, Sunday, Monday" - one 
act for each day. Some of his film scripts, 
such as "Marriage Italian Style" with Loren 
and Mastrolanni, are known to American 
audiences. He's sort of the Neil Simon of 
Italy. 

Setting is the Naples home of a middle-
class family: Mama Rosa, father Peppino, 
sons Rocco and Roberto, daughter 

Giulianella, and more. 
It is dangerous to reveal the story 

line without giving it away. Let's just 
say mama and papa have a falling out, 
Rocco wants to escape the staid fami­
ly mold by starling his own stylish 
shop, the daughter flirts with a TV 
career and splits with her boyfriend, 
and so on. 

Yes, there's a Hollywood ending, but with 
a deMaupassanl twist in the plot that 
you'll never guess. 

The play is built around food, wilh real, 
live cooking of ragu on stage and odors 
drifting over the audience. The acting, with 
formula Italian accents and hand ges­
tures, isn't the most stupendous ever to 
come from the Hilberry. Yet every charac­
ter stands out in the 17-member cast. This 
is no dinner theater script for a cast,of 
four 

Director Anthony Schmilt, a professor 
with experience ranging from the Utah 
Shakespearean Festival to Michigan's 
Cherry Country Playhouse, has assembled 
a cast from every corner of the U.S. 

Mark Finnell, a third-year Hilberry 
player from Farmington Hills, handles 
the elderly grandfather's tantrums 
with stich aplomb that one would sus­
pect he's at least middle-aged. He's 
younger. 

Sara Wolf of Rochester Hills, has starred 
as "Little Mary Sunshine" and Hermia in 

Shakespeare's "Midsummer Night's 
Dream," so an Italian maid would seem a 
little out of her line. It isn't. 

Mary Vinette, a Lansing native with 
a degree from the University of 
Michigan, provides the glue that holds 
the family and the play together as 
mama Rosa. Plump, loud Italian 
matrons are easy to caricature but 
tough to portray. 

Cast members come from Freeland and 
Gayiord in Michigan, Great Falls, Monl., 
Washington slate. New York City and 
points Texas. 

Costume designer Kathleen Crosby of 
Rochester also has handled the chores for 
"Tartuffe" and "Hedda Gabler." The 
Eastern Michigan University graduate 
avoids caricatures with clothing, too. 

In sum, serious Italian art deserves seri­
ous stage treatment and serious applause. 
One can see why so many Hilberry 
trainees have gone on to rewarding careers 
on stage, screen and TV.

7'lie NorlhviUe Record and Novi News 
posed the hypothetical question "What 
happens to socks during a routi i le laun-
derlng'?" to people with first-hand experi­
ence on the phenomenon of the missing 
sock - those who see this problem on a 
day-to-day basis. 

We received some pretty i i l lerest ing 
responses. 

One leg at a time 

"Oil, I know where some go." said Novi 
resident Kathy Mutch. "When dark socks 
and dark pants are washed together, the 
sock ends up on the inside of the pant 
leg. You can't And them unti l you put the 
pants on again. When you put your foot 
into the pant leg, the sock comes out on 
your foot, which is pretty con\'enient."

Some socks become so attached to the 
pants during the day lha l Ihey desper­
ately cling to a pant leg, traveling to the 
dr\' cleanerii.

Max, a Cub Scout w i t h Our 
Lady of Victory's Pack 721, grew 
concerned as he wat(;hcd his sec­
ond cousin Casey who was also 
standing by the pool, and Max had 
a premonition that something was 
about tohappen, 

Casey j u m p e d In to the pool 
without the water wdngs he had 
been wearing all morning. When 
Casey went under and begin to 
struggle Max went in after hl ln. 

The water was Just over Casey's 
head. Max, who had been taking 
.swiinining lessons for two years, 
pulled Casey up on his back and 
swam over to tile side and pulled 
him to safety. 

"We're all Just standing around 
like we're having a picnic," Moylan 
said. "Several of us were standing 
right there and didn't even notice 
this kid was under." 

Casey's dad was about four feet 
away from the pool with his back 
turned and didn't even notice.

the Boy's Lije True Adventure sto­
ries, which are published in the 
monthly magazine, 

"Every time he gets a Boys' Life 
it's the first thing he goes to," Moy­
l an said.

However, because there arc 
some treatments available that can lessen 
the daiiia{<lnfi affects of stroke, It's Impor­
tant lo be aware of the symptoms and f<el 
medical treatment as soon as they begin. 

There are two types of stroke, both of 
which disrupt blood How to Ihc brain. The 
most common Is an Ischeillic stroke that 
is caused by a blood clot in the brain or 
arteries lhat lead to Ihe brain. The other 
type of stroke occurs when a blood vessel 
ruptures in the brain. 

Both types of stroke cause the same symp­
toms which include: 

• Loss of speech. 

• Sudden, severe headache. 
• Dizziness. 
• Unexplaliied weakness or minibiless of an 

arm or leg. 
• Difficulty talking or underslandiilg others. 
• Blurred vision. 
Keep this l ist of symptoms inside 

your medicine cabinet or night aland 
drawer for easy reference. I fyou expe­
rience one or more of these symptoms 
you s h o u l d seek medical a t ten t ion 
Immediately.

A n t i b i o t i c s c a n h e l p r i d o f e a r i n f e c t i o n s

Sleepless nights and the sad sounds of a 
child sobbing punctuate the rcalizalloii that 
winter and early spring, Ihe prime seasons for 
ear and tonsils infections, are upon us. 

Children at the age of one lo five are especial­
ly at risk for ear Infections which are Ihe most 
common childhood Illness other than the com­
mon cold. Nearly one child in seven has multi­
ple ear infections by age five. 

At any one time 17 percent of youngsters 
may have lluid in their middle ears whieli nlay 
predispose them lo ear infections. This fluid 
nlay also cause hearing loss and result in 
speech delay, dinllnished attention span, poor 
school performance and difficulties with Irlends 
or falnliy. 

Ear infeellons are frecpicnlly associated with 
the common cold. They are caused by bacteria 
and poor functioning of the eustachian tube 
which allows air to pass from the back of the 
nose to the ear. Adults fretiuently use the 
eustachian tube lo etjuallze ear pressure when 
riding in an elevator or an airplane. 

In chlldrc'n, when a nasal Infection causes 
irritation of the eustachian tube, the tube 
swells shut, trapping fluid and bacteria In the 
middle ear. Within a matter of hours, the hear­
ing loss, pain or fever begins. 

For a fortunate few children there may be no 
symploills at all, but an infection lhat is locat­
ed amid the bones and nerves of the middle ear 
can still be a probleill. 

The primary treatment for ear infeellons Is a 
prescription for antibiotics, sometimes in con­
junction with a decongestant to dry up nasal 
secretions. In some situations, when antibiotics 
do clear the infection, the physician may pre­
scribe a daily dose of antibiotics to prevent fur­
ther infections. 

On occasion, the bacteria causing the infec-
lion may be resistant lo some of the prescribed 
antibiotics. If antibiotics fall to control the ear 
Infections or if a child has three ear Infections 
in six months or four infections In a year, the 
physician nlay recommend the insertion of ven­
tilatory tubes into the eardl-ums. 

Another case where tubes might improve the 
ears is when the lluid from the infections per­
sists for more than 10-12 weeks, long after the 
Infections have been eradicated. In these situa-
lions a very brief surgical procedure, the inser­
tion of tubes, will almost always solve the prob-
lenl. 

Placing these "ear tubes" requires a brief 
anesthesia and is painless. Using a microscope 
and special micro-instruments, the physician 
makes a tiny incision In the eardrum and 
inserts a small plastic tube no bigger thail a 

pen tip. 
Early parental detection of ear infections, 

along with appropriate medication, can prevent 
the pain, fever, and hearing loss frequently 
associated with this common childhood illness. 

Tonsillitis Is another common childhood Ill­
ness. It Is an infection of the lymph nodes or 
glands located In the back of the throat. The 
adenoid is a third tonsil located behind the 
nose and Is usually infected along with the ton­
sil. 

The main treatment for tonsillitis is antibi­
otics. Tonsillitis is normally accompanied by 
fever, discomfort, swollen glands, and missed 
school days. Children with more than five 
episodes oî  tonsillitis a year, four episodes two 
years In a row, or three episodes annually for 
several years should have their tonsils and afie-
noids removed. 

Abscesses and chronic sore throats that per­
sist for months are also indicators that tonsil 
and adenoid surgery may be necessary. Tonsils 
and adenoids are so large they can cause 
nighttime snoring (very loud), gasping, and 
struggling for air. This can potentially be a dan­
gerous situation. 

As good parents we should all protect our 
children from these common childhood prob­
lems. Your physician looks forward to dis­
