Man confesses to baby’s
death nearly 10 years ago

Perhaps haunited by the meme-
ry of his 11-month-old daughter
choking {o her death on a plastic
fce cube, Gary Lee Burns con-
fessed last week fo police 1hat he
had shoved the item in her mouth
to slop her [rom crying, Novi
police said this week.

"He was very reqnorseful,” said
Detective Paul Stuligross. “He's
been carrying it around for len
years. it was like he wanled to gel
it off his chest. He's cleaned up
his act, changed his life around
and jusl wanled Lo clear the slle
and deal with this thing.”

While 1he Sept. 3, [987 incident
was originally ruled an accldental
asphyxiation by {he county med!(-
cal examniner, a relative contacted
Micligan Slate Police last monih
saying she heard the 36-ycar-old
Burns say he bad accidentally
killed his ddughter, Kaylel, In a fit
of frustration.

“He admitted he'd been staoking
marijuana and corning dewa from
a buzz and he'd golten frustrated
and shoved [the ice cube) in her
mouth.

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Flu bug buzzing
through schools

There's a bug in the aiv and 1t
fas shut down scheols i Oakland,
Macomb and lLapeer counties,

Novi Chiristian School, on Eleven
Mile Road, closed it's third through
twelfth grades Monday morning
due to teachers catching the flu
virus, according o Adminisirator
Pastor Gary Elfner,

Of course, the 40 sludents total
in those grades are taught by two
teachers and several assistants, so
when the two leachers are sick, It
really throws a wrench in the day.
hie explained.

He sald the two teachers in
charge of the kindergarten, first
and second grades continued to
hold classes for these 18 students,
In additlon, the daycare program
stayed cpen, however there were
some students oul with colds or
pink-eye, he sald,

"We have the normal things
going around the daycare (hat go
o fnn any clayeare,” Ellner said.

The other graces were expected
io be back in session Tuesday. he
saiil.

“The kids love lo come to school
so they don't want to be off any-
more than they have te,” he said,

Novi High Sehool reported no
problem with the illness, although
this time last year the high school
sturlents were out in large oum-
bers due to flu-like symploms,

Dalores Vedro, secretary at Novl
Middle School, said students have

been out sick, but no more than
usual {or this time of vear,

"I don't think it's to excess. We
have i1 all the time," she sald.

Vedro explained when students
are senl to the office with bad colds
or the flu, she recommends they
call home so they can vest and
recuperate faster. And also so they
don't spread the germs to other
students.

“It's se contagious,” she sald,

Jackie lawrence, principal at
Novi Woods Elementary sald the
numbers of students getling sick in
class or sent to the office 1s rising.

“The flu bug is starting to hit us
a bit al Novi Woods,” she explatned.
“The numbers are rising a littie
higher than usual with {he flu and
symploms like a fever and upset
stomach.”

She said this time of year, the
school newsletter carries informa-
tlon lo allow parents to judge the
severily of the llness. Parents whe
see that their child is acting lethar-
gle or lacking in appetite might
wanl (o consider keeping them af
home. Rest and liguids will help,
she said. And keeping them home,
if possible, will stop the spread of
germs through the classrooni.

Daycare center to work with neighbors about fence dilemma

A variely of picket and wrought
iron fences will keep children sale,
and hopefully neighbors placated,
accordlng to a plan for a daycare
center ort Ten Mile Road west of
Tall Road.

The 8,300-square-fool facility
won special land use approval from
the Novi Planning Commission
Jan. 21, after desipners were told
earlier in the month to come back
with a better fencing plan for the
28,000 squarce foot playground

arca  frenting  Ten  Mile.
Commissioner Michael Walza voted
against the plan.

The originally proposed 6-foot
high chaln link fence was unac-
ceptable to planners, who sald it
was not aesthetically pleasing and
insteacl suggesled a pickel ence or
wrought iron. And arguments that
a chain link fence already cxists
along Ten Mile Read on the adfa-
cent properly were not applicable,
commissloners {elt,

Desplte Children's World repre-
sentative Steve Schwartz's promise

lo heavily landscape the area, he
was told to come back with anoth-
er plan.

In addition, Schwartz was told by
cily consultants he would have to
put up a brick wall along the adja-
cent property to the east as screen-
ing instead of a berm. The berm,
consullants said, was too heavy for
the sewer lines underneath the
area.

But one resident was unhappy
with the plan, saying (he building
would destroy her view and that
she dicd not like lhe idea of a wall.

Grutza, a physical therapist,
doesn't have a salarfed job now.

One of the
strong feelings is the high schoal
going fater in the day.”

"Il you really look at it, people
want all students to go to school
{rom B:30 10 3:30," Bennetl said.

School Board president Joan
Wadsworth said the responscs
reflect current research, which
shows carly high school starting
limes contradicl teenage sleep
patterns.

“The research i3 prelly clear
these high school kids should e
starting later, and these elemen-
tary school kids should be starl-
ing carlier but we need 1o get
more feedback,” Wadsworlh said.

She said administrators will

City owes some help
to lakefront landowners

Ws a steankge story. Back in 1914, a
40-fool strip ol beachside property on
Walled Lake in the JW. Hawthorne
Subydivislon Number One was given (o
what was then the Township of Novi as
a right-of-way.

For years, residents of lhe J.W.
Hawthorne Subdivision Number Two
on West Lake Drive, Faywood Street
and Labenta Sireet used the site as a
beach and picnic area. which they
maintained with thelr own money and
by their own labor,

Many paid extra for thelr homes
because of the privilege of lake aceess.
which they were {old they would have
when they purchased their houses.

But the township, now the cily,
apparently never officially accepted the
right-of-way 84 years ago, when Incal
government may have heen a more
casual thing than it is loday.

More recently, a 1996 Michigan
Supreme Court ruling allows the owner
of a picce of property from which the
right-of-way was split 1o caneel this
grant, il it was never formally accepted
by a government agency.

Jellrey Sobolewski, Lhe current owner
of properly on West Lake Drive sur-
rounding on both sides the 40-foot lake
front, filed in June 1996 with the
Oakland County Register of Deeds a
nolice of his inlent to revoke the city's
right-of-way.

But he also proposed an exchange
with Novi. Under the Supreme Court

ruling, . Sobolewski could have taken .

back the land and that's that. Instead,
he suggested a swap. He would lrade a
20-foot right-ol-way for the 40-foot one,
squaring off his lot and leaving land for
his neighbors.

Novi Cily Attorney David Fried noti-
fied the Clty Council that there was no
question that ihe fand had been dedi-
caled for a city road right-of-way, but
the formal procedure had never been
completed.

The Novi Cily Council agreed to the
deal with Sobolewski in November
1996. Unfortunately, no one cver noti-
{led the people who used the beach that
this was going on. The neighbors were
shocked 1o see the fence surrounding
what they thought was their beach torn

down In spring 1997,

Angered and horrified by the whaole
transaction, 17 homeowners sued (he
city and Sobolewski in 1997, They lost
their case at {he Oakland Counly
Circuil Court in December.

We don't sce Sobolewski as a bad
guy. jusl as someone who knows his
rights under the law and who was
aware of the impact of the Supreme
Courl ruling,

And it wasn't as if he dido't offer
something in exchange.

However, some of these families had
used the beach for as long as 40 years
on the assumption it was public land.

The residents say the new, 20-fonl
frontage beach owned by (he cily is
stony and inucky and not a very pleas-
ant place. Nevertheless, they, through
their lawyer, asked the city to deed
them the Jand. But Fried said the cily
can't give away public land o privale
people. The 17 homeowners and their
families are [ree to use what now pass-
es as a public beach. '

What the clly needs to do now is lo
evaluate the lake area 1o see i[ any sim-
flar situations exist and move quickly
to formally acknowledge any donated
right-of-way.

Because the residents of the J.W.
Hawthorne Subdivision Number Two
were wrongly left out of the loop when
{his land deal was going on, 1he Cily of
Novi owes them something,

Planners put another
daycare through paces

Perhaps the City of Novi should just
zone oul children and be done with it.
They're noisy alter all, and they do get
In the way,

We're being facetious, of course, but
on¢ cant help but marvel after the
Planning Commission has put yet
another daycare through the paces
when attempting to win approval to
build in Novi.

Steve Schwarlz, of Children's World,
went before the planning commission
recently to win special land use
approval [or the construction of an
8,300-square-foot daycare on Ten Mile
Road, wes! of Tafl. The plan included a
28,000-square-fool piayground, fenced
of course.

Originally, Children’s World proposed
a chain link fence bul conunissioners
told the daycare to come up with a bet-
ter fence. wrought iron perhaps, or
maybe a picket fence. Never mind that
nearby property owners already have a
chain link fence in the area.

Then the daycare was told screening
to the east would have to be a brick
wall instead of a berm. Then it drew
“criticism from the neighborhood that
the children would be noisy and the
daycare and its playground would
obstruet the view from existing houses.

The planning commission eventually
“approved the plan, but despite the
changes one commissioner still voted
no. And city consultants were told to
work with the daycare to meet home-
OWNErs' coneerns,

But al leasf one commissioner, Bob
Churella. said the city was "nickel-and-
diming” the daycare.

This is not the first daycare {o run
into {rouble when attempting (o sel up
shop in Novi. And that makes litile
sense. Daycares are not slamping
plants, nor are they loxic waste dumps.

Il they arc noisy enough to disturb
the neighborhood (and mind you some
people actually enjoy the sound of chil-
dren playing in the distance) it should
be kept in mind that many daycares,
including this one, operate only during
the workday, five days a week. When
closed, of course. those children typi-
cally get moved into the neighborhoods
themselves, where the children live.

The frustrating part is that Novi is a
city with a relatively high need for day-
care. I’s a new town. with lots of large
relatively expensive homes. A town like
that tends to attract high income fami-
lies. Just take a look at the census
statistics to confirm this descriplion.
High income families also tend to be
two-income families.

Two-income families need daycare,
don't they? What the heck else are you
going to do with the kids?

If you are going to build a town like
Novi, built for and attracting highly
educated, high income couples (and
believe us when we say that we don't
see anything wrong with that) then you
also need to make sure there is ade-
quate daycare to go along with it.
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Bullard had idea first

vehicle bill for his proposal. e could pick up the
Cassis-Butlard Dills. or e might choose another
vehicle, Regardless, their propasal will proceed
abivid.

Cassis stated in a press release,

“The strong and healthy ceonomy Michigan is now
experiencing lays the groundwork to further reduce
taxes and pass along the savings Lo faxpayers.”
Bullard said.

Cassis wenl on 1o argue that while the tax cuts are
expecled to cost the stade $3 billion, the result will be
further stimulaiton of he cconomy, crealing jobs and
increasing inconie.

Cassis, naturally, was braming aboul il when T mel
up with her at the Michigan Press Association’s
Legisiative Lanch Friday in Grand Rapids.

And I'd say she has good cause. When you can gel
the governnor 1o start hawking your tax plan, you're
doing pretty good,

Hey, whal'd va think of Gov.
John Engler's income Lax cul
plan, the ane he laid out in
fiis Slale of the State address
last week.

Engler proposed trimming the
tax rate frow the enrrent <Ll
pereent heginning fie the year
2000, sliving it down each
year for five years wilil it
reaches 3.9 pereent.

Engler caleuated  in the
address thal, when coupled
with  higher  exemptions
already in place, i1 would
translale Tor an 8850 savings over the first live years
for a fandly of Tour making 540,000, To someone
making $19.000, the savings would be $1,000, For
the 865,000 wage earner, the savings would be
&1,100.

These are not huge ligures, especially considering
they are spread over live years. Bul hey, who would-
'l want 1o save mouey on tiases? And il's a greal deal
nicer (o sve the governor inching laxes downward
than inching them up.

Bl the proposal was not an original lor Engler.
Novi's own Republican lawmakers Rep. Naney Cassis
and Sen. Bill Bullard had exactly the same ideqn some
fime ago. They introduced hat same plio (o the leg-
islture last April in a sel of companion hills, known
as 1B 4710 and SB 317.

As a palient, sowetimes it's diff)-
cult to remember all the concerns
and questions that come to mind
during the time leading up Lo your
appointment.

lt's helpful to plan ahead by
making a lst of symptoms vou're
experiencing and questions you
want Lo ask. Most docters have
limited Ume to spend with each
patlent so i1's i good Idea to iy 1o
keep the canversiation focused on
your heallh concerns. Also,
answer your doctor's questions
lonestly and completely, He or she
will want to know aboul your
health history, what prescription
and over-the-counter medications
and vitamins you take, as well as
specific examples or a description
of the medical problem you're
experiencing,

For some people, especially

those who take a varlety of medi-
calions, it's a good idea to bring
your medication hottles with you
so your doclor can read the name
arl dosage listed an the label.

Parents should take a copy of
thelr child's tmmunization record
to new doclor visils or emergency
reom visits, especlalty ([ imimu-
nizalions were administered at
several facililies like the loeal
health department or an immu-
nization clinic,

Another Important part of being
a responsible patlent is listening
carefully. Make sure you under-
sland your diagnosis and the
treatment your doctor advises.
Make sure you understand whal
additional tests are ordered and
why.

Many clinlcs and doctor's offices
have Informational pamphlets,
brochures or videos aboul com-

lions that are available for patient
use.

This educational material is a
uselul ool to help you develop a
ciearer understanding of your
diagnosis and treatment,

if you have any queslions, ask
then while they're fresh in your
mind - hefore Jeaving the office.

Also, follow your doctor's
instructions carefully. Two-thirds
of palients do not take thelr doc-
tor's advice aned many do not take
their medications properly. Com-
pleting the recommended course of
{reatment and following through
with additional lesls or appolnt-
ments will help you and your doe-
lor work togelher to keep you
healthy,
