s More than 3,400 species
of frogs and toads exist
worldwide, only 13 of
them in Michigan.

* As an amphibian, a frog or
toad begins life in an egg
laid in the water, then
transforms to a fishlike
larva, commonly known as
aladpole or polliwog.

& Evar picked up a toad and
gotten a handful of fiquid?
The toad is releasing
water secreted in its skin
to scare away precators
and to make itself smallex,
so it can flee danger more
readily.

* Female frogs or foads
lay hundreds or even thou-
sands of eggs in spring,
but anly a dozen or so of
gach batch will live to
maturity. Fish and turtles
gabble the rest.

* Hormones play as much
havoc with the fives of pol-
liwogs as they da with
humans. They trigger
dramatic changes as the
tadpole develops lungs
and sprouts first hind legs,
then front legs. The
tadpole's tail is absorbed
into its body, while its jaws
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and digestive system
{ develop ta prepare the
craatura for a diet of
insects. Alf of this enables
a frog or fead to emerge
onte land as an adult.

¢ Toads can be distin-
quished fram frogs by
their lumpier skins and
their ability to live in drier,
although still moist,
habitats.

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When a representative of The Living
Sclence Foundation shows up at a local
school, kids may reach for the adorable wal-
laby or silken chinchilla, hut hands go
hehind their backs when a (rog or toad is on
display.

"When we take a frog Inlo a school, that
will be the last touched animal, just because
people think of warls,” said Living Sclence
Program Manager Chrls Tanner.

"People catch them out in the wild, no
problem, you bring them in and they don't
want to touch them.”

Slimy or not, Lhe creatures have a strange,
subtle beauty ol their own, with bright or
muted markings,

The Plymouth-based educational founda-
tion is a regular fealure at Novi and
Northville schoals, with exolic liveslock that
includes toads and [rogs Ifrom South
Amerlca, Asta and Aftica, all close kin to our
own Michigan varieties.

But kids at Cooke Middle Schoal in
Northville don't have lo wail for a vislt [rom
The Living Science Foundation to sce
amphibians of the type you won't find (n
your backyard.

Selence and social sludies teacher and
worlkl traveler Dwight Sleggreen has a class-
room full of them, including an African
Ridgeback Frog, Madagascar Tomato Frog
and Costa Rican Red-Eyed Tree Frogs.

"I like frogs.” Sleggreen sald,

Steggreen wrole the on-line lesson plans
that are companlons to the now-playing PBS
serics The Living Edens.

Sieggreen’s lesson plan includes the Dart-
Poisott Frogs of the Amazon, which can
cause blindness and even death if touched
by human belngs.

While his scventh grade sludents get Lo
see less dangerous [rogs, unlike what thelr
parents were prabably forced o de in schaol,
these kids wen'l be chopping any frogs. The
Northville school district ended classroom
lrog dissectlons about five years ago and
instead examines medel [rogs and on-line
dissections.

Not that they're stupld, Tanner said.

“Actually, they're pretly smarl. They sit
sUll and let the food come to them,” he
added.

Frogs llve about six to 12 years in the wild,
but about 12 to 20 years when held, preda-
lor-lree, In caplivity.

Some of the fregs are cute little crilters
with faces that Jook like they're out of Disney
cartoons. Last week, Tanner was having
trouble hanging on to Bright Eyes, a gor-
geous green Red-Eyed Tree Frog from the
Amazen sporting coral red-colored eyes and

Toad-licking has become popular In some
drug-using circles, because the Soulh
American Marine Toad's secretions, when
ingested by humans, cause hallucinations,
Tanner said.

In the 1940s, the loads were released in
Australia {o eat pesls such as heetles, rais
and miice infesting the sugar cane fields. but
have since become a plague themsclves.

"In Callfornia, there's 1 $10,000 line If one
of these gels out, because it would destroy
agriculture and a lot of other animals,”
Tanner explained.

"Nothing really high, they're all kind of low

Species to be included in the Frog and Toad Survey:

Eastern American Toad

Famous for its wart-ridden brown
skin, this two- o four-inch fong critter is
commonly seen in gardens throughout
Michigan, where it prefers to hang oul
in woodlands and shady backyards
munching insect pests. Its throat and
belly are white, peppered with black.

American toads get romantic in April
to May in shaltow ponds. Eggs trans-
form into tadpoles, then toadlets in June
or July.

To thwart predators, a toad will
secrete an untasty liquid from its skin.
Contiary to folk myths, this secretion
doas not cause warts in humans,

Toads serenade with a prolonged trill.

Wood Frog

With its eyes swathed in a dark "rob-
ber mask" and a sporty white stripe on
its upper lip, the wood frog steps out in
shades of brown or tan, As its name
says, the two-and-half-inch long local
life form prefers the woods,

They reproduce themselves in March
and April in ponds that are preferably
still ice-covered. Tadpoles grow up
about two months later.

Wood frogs sing out in what has been
described as a "ducklike quack” or "a lot
of chuckling."

Ranging in size from an inch to one-
and-a-half inches long, this brown frog
i the only cne of the spacies being
surveyed that lives strictly in the Lower
Peninsula. Western Chorus Frogs sport
a racing stripe that runs through the
eye, from the nose to the tep of the front
leg. Rarely seen aiter the March threugh
May breeding season, they calf damp

-meadows, marshes and weodlands
_home. Temporary ponds and flood sites

are preferred for mating rites. Tadpotes
grow up and sprout legs in two to three
months.

This frog's rasping trill, a "creek" that
rises in pitch, has been cornpared to the
naise made by strumming the smaller
testh of a plastic comb.

Northern Spring Peeper

A dark "X" usually ~ but not always -
‘marks the spot on the back of these
little fetiows, who come in shades of
brown or tan.

The tiny frogs (one-inch to one-and-
hall inches long) breed in ponds and
swamps in March through May.
Tadpoles grow up in two to three
months,

They get their name from the high-
pitched peeps they emit after the
breeding season, in the late summer
and fall. This can become quite a
resounding chorus when many males
club together at spring breeding ponds.

Security’s cause
for alarm, family
business proves

Securily Corporation's the naie,
security's the game and the field's
come a long way since Northvitle
resident Rober! Helloway lunched
his business in 1975, Before ven-
turing out on his own, he was a
banking equipment engineer work-
ing for the Mosler Sale Company,
thut makes bank vaults.

“AL the tme, we were doing the
first automatic drive-throughs.
When | slarted out, that was a
brand-new concept.” he said.

Now, things are really geting
high-tech.

"It kind of fun: it's kind of James
Bond.” saicd Jana Fetters, sales
manager and Holleway's daughter,

With erime rates escalating over
the past 20 yeurs, fear of terrorfsm
growing and more cases of hostile
employees or ex-employees attack-

All of that hasn't hurt in expand-
ing a husiness thal  designs,
installs and monitors security sys-
tems, While Security Corporation
deals mainly with commercial
clients, such as hanks, hospitals,
post offices and the U.S. Federal
Reserve, lhey also offer their ser-
vices to private hemeowners.

There, employces cyehall
compulers that tell them il a live
has broken out or a robher has
commenced a bank heist at loca-
tions in  Michigan, Ohlo  and
indiana,  Alarms  alert Security
Corporation first and a stalf mem-
ber then dials 9-1-1.

“The police are nolificd we have o
hold-up hutten from Teller Number
Twoe and all the activities are very
well-recarded,” Fellers sald.

In Michigan, Chio and indiana,
all service transaclions for 2,000
customers at 5,000 lerations are
monitored al the Novi site. The
compulers tell the staff how to
react (o each particular incident or
emergency. Access to the room is
available only by using a special
card syslem and a generator js
available in he event of a power
aulage.

With current fashion trends, one
trick In installing a hand scacner is
making the system work when
employees have extremely long,
curling false or natural fingernails,
because the hand must e fat teo
be scanned, Fetters added.

In the case ol a robbery, police
scek coples of the event caught on
closed circuit TV cameras installed
hy Sceurity Corporation. That can
exciling, Fetters said, "to (hink
your camera has piciures of that,
shots of a burglar on the FH[s
most-wanied list.”

Sceurity access systems also

make it easier for an employer lo
keep track of employees.

“Access really does away with
keys. You're not passing out keys
Lo employees, you're giving them a
card.

deteel Noading, smoke and carbon
monoxide,

One pmhlem with standard

smoke detectors, Holloway sald, is
that when fires break out when the
homecwners aren't home, they
won't be there to hear the alarm.
With a professionally-installed sys-
tem, the control cenler is alerted.

“We've dene historical homes,
that being In Northville, you have
to be carelul you don't change the
appearance, plus it's a bugger to
run wires in a hislorical home,”
Fetters said.

Her son Richie, now 10, couid
already operate Lhe family's home
system when he was only five.

"It’s Jusl a feeling you have when
you know you're protected. There's
a cerlain warmness. After awhile,
they won't go to a grocery store
wilhout turning it on," Holloway
said.

Not everyone living near Lhe
church has been thrilled about the
prospeets of Sunday worning trad-
fie near the chureh. MeGuire said
he expected some amount of con-
gestion, but pointed out that the
traffic would be spread oul over
three services al 8:30, 10, and
11:30 aamn.

Furthermore, McGuire said the
widening  of roads near the
entrances (o the church should
also help Lo alleviate the gridlock,
as would the <lual entrances from
hoth Six Mile and Haggerty.

The church has even gone so lar
as o lock at instatlation of a tralfic
signal, but thal Idea requires the
involvement of Northville Township
authoritles as well as Wayne
Counly officials.

Children and youth face several
risk factors related to CVD. These
factors include smoking/nicotine
addiction and lack of physical
activity. Contributing risk faclors
are diet, obesity and diabetes.
Trends show that smoking is
increasing in adolescence, with 90
percent of simokers beginning
before age 21. Also, 63 percent of
Michigan high schooi students fail
lo meet the minimum national
standard for physical aclivity - at
least three 20-minute sessions
weekly, and television viewing is

said to be the greatest contributor

to inaciivity and obesily among’

youth. Other startling statistics of
Michigan children include:

« One In three children is over-
weight.

+ Four out of 10 children have
high blood cholesterel,

s One out of five Alrican-Ameri-
can girls, one out of six Afrlcan-
American hoys.

+ One out of 12 Caucastan chil-
dren has significant blood pres-
sure elevation.

In 1994, the state ranked as the
14th worst in the natlon for CVD
maortality.
