cflllci, Mary Ixipetz ha(l a single, 

45-minute contraction. 
Fourteen nllnutcs after she arrived in 

the parking lot of Ihe St, Mary's hospital 
In Livonia, Johnna was born. 

In the delivery room, Mary and her hus­
band John Impatiently, expectantly asked 
the question at the forefront of eveiy new 
parent's inind. 

Is the baby normal? 
In this case, the doctor was hesitant to 

respond, 
"You could just sense they're trying to 

be calm, they're trying lo be normal. They 
had lo tell us something and they were 
figuring out how to approach It," John 
said, "1 finally told them 'well we know 
about the feet.,. Is there anythlilg else?'" 

'I'he doctor let out a huge sigh of relief, 
John .said, and went on to tell Ihe couple 
they were the parents of a healthy baby girl. 

Except for the fact that her legs were on 
backward. 

Contrary to what the doctor expected, 
Johnna's parents took news of the defor­
mity In stride. After all, they had four 
months to come to terms with il, since an 
ultrasound had revealed the condition 
midway through the pregnancy. 

"11 was sort of interesting. Sure enough, 
right there in her stomach you could 
already see the bone structure. The foot 
was going the opposite way. It was really 
graphic," John said. 

At the time of the ultrasound, Mary, 
then .37, was five months pregnant and 
raising three daughters; Sarah, 21, 
Jacque, 13 and Jordan, 7, 

Despite the doctor's findings, abortion 
was something Mary never considered. 

Instead, she thought of her husband of 
17 yeal"s, who was Uving a, fulillling life wltll, 
what appeared (fl. be, thdsai^e.cppdiltjon..„ r;, 

Labeled "Lateral Disiocation of the 
Patella," John, 47, was born with his 
kneecaps, along with the muscles and tis­
sues connected to them, on the sides of 
his legs Instead of the front. 

Because that includes the quadracepts, 
the large thigh muscles that sh^lghten tile 
legs, John walks with perpetually bent 
knees. 

Surgeries performed before he was 12 
left x-shaped scars on his legs, but didn't 
fully correct the problem, and over the 
years his odd posture and the lack of 
padding at his knee Joints have caused 
John back, hip and knee problems. 

"I have pain, but 1 think everyone has 
pain. My body is like double my age. My 
knee Joints are probably the joints of an 
80-year-old man because they've worked 
in such an unusual way," John said. 

But he insists he has come to terms with his 
1^, and doesn't consider them a handicap, 

"I have always had this condition and 
gone through life doing the things I want 
lo do In the way I want lo do them," 
John said, "You kind of adapt, I have 
found a way lo earn what I think is a 
very good living without depending on 
my body ,., Sometimes it's not what you 
can do, it's how others treat you. That 
has as much impact as the physical con­
straints at times,"

was really sincere that the possibility 
didn't phase her," he said. 

Maty said John was sometimes teased 
about his legs as a child, hut his condi­
tion has had little impact on their lives 
together 

With the medical options available 
today, Mary was confident that things 
woukl be even better for Johnna, 

"If John was born In Ihe dark ages of 
medicine and he's so successful and 
happy, there's no way it could be worse 
for her," l.apel.z said. 'There was nothing 
wrong with him. His legs were on back­
wards, but he wasn't sick or anything," 

Johnna's treatmeni began almost 
Illlmediately, Wheil she was Just 11 days 
old, she was outfitted with plaster boots 
that began turning her feel around. 

At three months, Dr, Neal Marcus of 
Henry Ford Hospital in Detroit developed 
and performed a surgery to correct her 
kneecaps (see related story), 

Johnna wore plaster casts on her legs 
for su( vveeks and by the time tfiey came 
off, she had developed a unique way of 
scooting on one side of her body that sub­
stituted for a crawl. 

No one was quite sure if the operation 
was a success until Johnna took her first 
steps. 

"On Christmas Eve she got up and 
walked with no braces or anything. It was 
Just a miracle," Maty said. 

Now, red ponytail bouncing with each 
step, Johnna wanders around the house 
like any curious toddler At 18 months, 
she's learlling talk in senleilces and loves 
to swim in tile pool behind her parents' 
Northvilie Township home, 

"She just has a really happy disposition, 
people remark all the time. She can have 
an empty belly and a full diaper and still 
have a smile on her face," Mary said, 

Johnna's general pediatrician, Dr, 
Camille Kureth at Henry Ford Medical 
Center in Novi, said Johnna's prognosis is 
excellent, 

"She's doing beautifully. She's at or 
above her age level in just about every­
thing. It took her a little while longer to 
walk, which is understandable. She 
wasn't able to use those legs for a long 
lime," Kureth said, "She's an extremely 
happy baby," 

Like Marcus, Kureth cautioned that only 
time will tell how Johnna's legs develop. 

"We'll wait and see if they work exactly 
like everyone else's as she grows. She's 
certainly going to walk beautifully, but as 
for specific activities, we don't know for 
certain. Considering lhal in 18 months 
she's walking like a normal kid is totally 
amazing. It will give a lol of hope to fami­
lies who have children with special prob­
lems at birth. So many things can be 
done now and more are coming in the 
future," 

If 11 weren't for hope, Johnna might not 
even be here, Maly credits her strong reli­
gious faith with giving her the insight to 
see Johnna's setbacks as challenges and 
her birth defect as a special gift, 

"It's Just such a blessing, God makes all 
kinds of people for different reasons," 
Mary said, "It's just a great opportunity to 
see what God has planned for this life,"

When the parents of Johnna 
Lapetz took their daughter to see Dr 
Neal Marcus, an orthopedic pediatri­
cian at Hifenry Ford Hospital in 
Detroit, he -got out the medical Jour­
nals, 

"It's a very rare condition, I've 
never seen it," Marcus said. 

So rare, in fact, that Marcus found 
few published papers on the condi­
tion. 

The most definitive was written in 
1976 by Dr Stanko Stanlsavljevic of 
Beaumont Hospital in Royal Oak, 
Michigan, 

In his report, Stanlsavljevic had 
compiled cases of lateral patellar dis-
locaUon throughout histoly, the ear­
liest outlined in a German Journal 
dated 1856, 

In many instances, patients didn't 
receive con-eclive surgeiy until they 
were young adults. The youngest to 
undergo an operation was three 
years old. 

The problem, Marcus said, is detect­
ing the dislocated patellas in infants. 

Since much of a baby's skeleton is 
•cartilage, kneecaps aren't visible on 
X-Rays for years, until that cartilage 
ossifies, or hardens into bone. 

But Marcus knew what to look and 
feel for, with John providing a living 
example of why his daughter's feel 
faced the opposite direcUon, 

"I had a great advantage. It was 
staring me In the face," Marcus said, 
"II was hereditary, enabling me lo 
make the diagnosis early and treat 
her early," 

It's the first lime the condition has 
been linked lo a parent, proving that 
it is hereditary alld allowing Johnna 
to be treated before she even crawled. 

That, according lo Marcus, made 
an the difference. 

Her father didn't gel surgeiy unlil 
he was a young adult and by that 
time many of his problems were Irre­
versible, according lo Marcus, 

Modifying a surgical procedure 
oiitlined in Stanlsavljevic's paper, 
Marcus operated on Johnna when 
she was just three months old, 

"We had to cut all that tissue in 
her thigh, we released all the tissue 
lha l was holding it on the side, 
moved the knee cap to the fronl and 
tightened i l on the other side to hold 
it there," Marcus explained, 

"If you saw her walking down the 
hall, you'd thinlc she was a normal

youngster, but lhal wouldn't have 
happened without the surgery. She 
would have walked in a crouch like 
her father She was a lilUe late lo gel 
walking but she's doing fine," 

Marcus said Johnna has a sepa­

rate problem wilh her feet that 
should be corrected wilh a second 
surgery. Pending her parent's 
approval, he said he will lengthen 
Johnna's Achilles tendon lo remedy a 
dislocated heel.

Saturday, the second extcn.sloil 
to the cable I V franchise between 
Time Warner and the cities of Novi, 
Farmington and Farmington Hills 
runs out.

Monday, at the request of the 
Southwest Oakland Cable 
Comrnissiorl, the Novi City Coiuicil 
agreed to prolong the talks. But 
Ihls tllne, underlying the decision 
is the lInderstanding that SWOCC 
will coine back in Iwo nloilths with 
a renewal i)roposal to present to 
Tiiile Warner 

"SWOCC feels it is in the cities' 
best Interest not to extend without 
another contract," said SWOCC 
Executive Director Carcn Collins. 

"This docs not |)rccludc us froili 
continuing negotiations. Some 
headway has been made recently. 
We don't want this to go on and oil 
and on without an end in sight." 

SWOCC's stand, she explalilcd, 
is thai the request will "require 
Time Warner to come forward with 
Its besl offer" 

In Februaiy, 1997, SWOCC 

delivered a draft contract to Time 
Warner and the formal discussion 
began the next month. 

"SWOCC and Time Warner have 
been in negotiations for the past 
year, however an agreement has 
not been reached to satisfy the 
cities' needs and interests," Collins 
said. 

The commission represent!, the 
three cities in working with the 
cable company. 

Uilder telecommunications law. 
Time Warner will have four months 
to respond to the request for a pro­
posal. 

'The clock begins ticking at that 
time." Collins said. 

After Tinle Warner answers (he 
request, SWOCC would then have 
120 days to make its response. 

The resolution also directs 
SWOCC to complete its review of 
Tinle Warner's past performance 
and the comiminiHes' future cable 
needs and prepare a report that 
identifies any sendee deficiencies. 

Counci l Member Bob Schmid 
wondered how much longer It 
would take to reach a resolution on 
the contract. 

"You said two inonths. Can 1 
write that down in my calendar and 
expect something in two months?" 
he asked. 

Collins said SWOCC's goal was 

to actually brlilg a contract back to 
the council In two months, instead 
of a request for a proposal. 

Provisions of Ihc council resolu-
tion state: 

• "SWOCC has been unable to 
develop a renewal franchise that 
adequately resolves past perfor­
mance issues and protects the city 
for the future," 

• "The franchise has been 
extended by agreement in order to 
provide time to resolve issues, but 
it is now appropriate to bring the 
renewal proceedings to a close, 
while recognizing whatever legal 
rights Time Warner may have." 

•"The city concludes that it Is 
appropriate to issue a request for a 
renewal proposal to Time Warner, 
to require Time Warner to Identify 
precisely how it proposes to sen'e 
the community during any renewal 
term and precisely how it plans to 
resolve aily past performance 
Issues that have been identified." 

While the contract renewal 
process began i n May 1994, it 
bogged down when the original 
cable provider MetroVlsion, was 
taken over by Time Warner and 
SWOCC needed to approve the 
change. 

Changes in federal telecommu­
nications law in 1996 also slowed 
the process down.

N o v i m a y p a y f o r d r a i n a g e p r o b l e m s

For many of the Quail Wdge res­
idents who turned out for last 
week's Northvllle Township board 
of trustees meeting, it didn't matter 
If the fault for their disappearing 
backyards was due to Novi devel­
opment or nol. 

All the Quail Ridge contingent 
wanted was a stop to the erosion 
before the property damage got out 
of control. 

At the heart of the controversy: a 
drain which collects stormwater 
runoff from residential areas on the 
north side of Eight Mile Road and 
passes into Northville Township. 
The problem, according to the 
Township, comes from the unre­
stricted stornlwater collection from 
Novl residential areas being chan­
neled into the drain and abnlptly 
dropping off after it crosses the 
road. 

Once the water rails downhill -
Into Quail Ridge - it chews away 
the surrounding soil and grass. 
And according to many who spoke 
at the meeting. Ihe erosion has 
transformed the once-tiny drain 
Into a small river. 

The problenl area covers 274 
acres of land and has gradually 
eaten away at backyards and fur­
ther threatened to damage decks, 
retaining walls and even a swim­
ming pool. 

Donald Weaver, a engineering 
consultant for the Township, 
explained that the tentative plan 
called for realigning the channel, 
constructing a stone lining to the 
drain bed, and possibly adding a 

storniwater management structure 
such as a weir or drop stnicture. 

About 800 feet of the waterway 
and banks would be affected by the 
work. Fifty-one percent of the resi­
dents who would be assessed by 
the assesillent district would be 
required to sign a petition in order 
to finance the township's $64,640 
portion of the total bill , 

Novl's share of the work is better 
than four tinles as nluch, at 
$298,000. Wayne and Oakland 
counties would pick up the remain­
ing 4 percent of the cost. 

But getting Novi officials involved 
with the project was proving lo be a 
difllculi task, according to Weaver 
After engaging in several dialogues 
with representatives from Novl over 
the course of many years. Weaver 
said i l had become apparent those 
on the other side of Eight Mile 
weren't interested in voluntarily 
participating in the reconstruction 
effort, 

Northville Town.ship public ser­
vices supervisor Bi l l Anderson said 
the reason Ihe problem has taken 
so long to address is largely due lo 
the several Jurisdictions Involved. 
Anderson said the Quail fridge 
issue was "very unusual" because 
it crossed not only city but also 
county lines. 

Communities don't have the 
Jurisdiction to assess residents 
across city lines without the con­
sent of tile governmental agency 
overseeing them. 

With that as a backdrop. Weaver 
said Northvllle Township was con­
sidering uti l izing a portion of 
Michigan's drain code which 

addresses inter-municipality dis­
putes. 

Essentially, Chapter 21 of the 
code can force municipalities to 
pay for drain reconstruction If two 
other governmental entitles Join 
hands; in this case, Norlhville 
Township and Wayne Coii i l ly . 

"The solution we're looking at 
certainly does involve Novl," 
Weaver said. "We intend on bring­
ing Iheni into this." 

Other residents who turned out 
for the meeting said they'd spent 
their time bringing people oul of 
the swelling watenvay, including 
Quail Ridge resident Alan 
McBride. In the two years he's lived 
in Northville Township, McBride 
said he's been forced to pull his son 
from the creek-turned-small river 
twice. 

"I've got to tell you - wlien 1 came 
home fronl work on Monday, I 
expected lo see that my deck 
wouldn't be standing allymore," he 
said. 

For their part, Novi leaders said 
they recognized the significance of 
the problem, but said a good por­
tion of the erosion problems came 
from poor conslruction planning 
within Quail Ridge. 

According to a letter dated Dec. 
23, 1996 from Ihe Novi engineering 
firm of J C K & Associates, plans for 
Quail rodge showed a pair of flaws, 
which in Novi's cstinlatlon, con­
tributed heavily to the erosion 
problenl. 

First, J C K said the plans indicat­
ed two jionds "proposed to be 
restored were used as temporary 
sedimentation basins for the sub­

division construction." Second, the 
ponds "were designed to be 
removed and a swale constructed 
with 1:4 sldeslopes." 

The letter said the grading of the 
Quail Ridge lots adjacent to the 
draill "appear to be substantially 
different lhan the original plans 
indicate." 

For that reason, a letter sent 
fronl the office of Novl public ser­
vices director Torly Nowlckl to 
Anderson two months later said 
that based on J C K ' s analysis of the 
situation, it was "recommended 
that the city of Novi not participate 
in (the) proposed drain Improve­
ments through the Quail Ridge 
subdivision." 

On 'I\iesday, Nowicki said he had 
had no contact with township 
authorities regarding the Q u a i l 
Ridge situation since February o f 
1997. 

"We've always indicated that 
we've been willing to sit down and 
talk about it," Nowicki said. "After 
that Feb. 11 letter, we've had no 
communication with township pec-
pie about it." 

Novi city manager Ed Kriewall 
said that for the time being, Nov! 
has no intent of voluntarily con­
tributing to the reconstruction 
effort. 

Before any work on the drain wil l 
be done, Anderson said a number 
of additional public heariiigs would 
be scheduled. 

Though township authorities 
hope to move on tlie project this 
summer, the greater l ikelihood 
would be to have the construction 
begin in Ihe spring of 1999.

Replied Democratic lloor leader 
John Cherry of Clio: "It's simply 
not Inie that the Issue is locking 
up prisoners. Wc deall with that in 
seniencing guidelines. This hill is 
not about whether they should he 
locked up. The issue is where they 
will be locked up. 

"Imprisonnleilt - deilrlving a per­
son of liberty - should only Ile done 

by government. Wc ought not to 
return lo the 18lh Centuiy and 
allow that lo be done by private 
Individuals. These facilities shoukl 
be publicly owned and publicly 
mi l . " 

Democrat George Z. Hart of 
Dearborn said sending inmates to 
oilier stales would [)lacr Ihcni fur­
ther fronl their families and letiird 
their rellabiliiation. increasing the 
chances that the inmates will turn 
lo crime once released. 

Democrat J i m l icr iyman of 
Adrian offered an aincndmcnt to 
prohibil married innialcs from 
being seni lo other states.

The cases are few, but a bitter 
battle Is going on between (lissalls-
fled insurance claimants and the 
companies that insure their 
homes, businesses and health. 

The battlefield is the slate House 
Insurance Committee, which is 
pondering a b i l l that would 
claimants sue for "exemplary dam­
ages," court costs and attorneys' 
fees i f they can prove an Insurer 
failed to settle In "good faith." 

"Bad faith laws give claimants a 
tool to settle," said Will iam 
Wyszynskl , a disabled Oxford 
architect. He told the panel Feb. 11 
that "the only way I collected (in a 
Texas car crash case) was the 
threat of a bad faith law." 

T l l e r e are ilo negatives for an 
insurance company to drag its 
feet," agreed Novi general agent 
Matt Williams. "There has to be a 
dovm side for insurance compa­
nies," 

The gist of their complaints was 
that a claimant who sues an insiir-
er can't collect more than the 
amount of the policy. So after pay­
ing court and attorneys' costs, the 
claimant never can be "made 
whole." 

Panel chair David Gubow. D-
Huntlngton Woods, and committee 
Democrats lllccd that testimony 
and appeared to favor a bil l by Rep. 
Dandace Curtis, D-Swartz Creek, 
which would allow suits for more 
than the face amount of the policy. 

ONE-SIDED STORIES 
"It's silly," replied Doug Cruce, 

president of the Michigan 
Insurance Federation, ' to use the 
examples that were paraded before 
you (a week earlier) to make sweep-

Illg changes that affect 100 percent 
of customers." 

Cruce, a former legislator from 
Troy, chidcd Gubow's committee 
for uncritically listening to: 

• "Sweeping, unfounded accusa­
tions" of witnesses nol under oath. 

• One side of cases that have 
been contested. 

Cmce pointed to the Detroit Free 
Press Feb. 5 story that said: "In 
tears, 27-year-old Candy Tllley told 
the hearing how Farm Bureau 
denied her claim and accused her 
of arson after her Fliilt hollie was 
destroyed ... (T)he Insurance conl-
paily's allegations cost her her 
Realtor's license." 

"The fire occurred Feb. 23, 
1995," said Cruce. "Her real estate 
employer dismissed her three 
months before the fire. She surren­
dered her license one and a half 
months before the fire - on Jan . 3, 
1995. 

"She didn't tell you that the 
undisputed fact was that the elec­
tricity had been turned off and 
couldn't have sparked a lire In the 
furnace." 

Cruce said that Farnl Bureau 
dealt with 12,336 fire claims, of 
which only 448 were investigated. 
Of those, 42 were "suspicious or 
arson and denied. That's one-third 
of oile percenl. There's nothing 
state government or this 
1vegislalui-e can do to (io a better 
Job than is being done. 

"I'm not here to defend insurance 
companies who act inallcously. It 
happens, but not very nluch. There 
is no incentive for an illsurance 
company not to deal with a claim in 
a fair and responsible manner" 

FOOT-DRAGGING DELAYS 
Oh, yes. there is, said other wit­

nesses. 
"Withmit bad faith laws, Ihe legal 

IJrocess would noi have worked," 
said Wyszynski, adding, "No matter 
what 1 gave theiil (the insurer), 
there was another hoop." 

He said Ihe insurer targeled 
"those who could not light back, 
not those who worked for attorneys 
or worked for an attorney" or 
appeared lo be from higher socioe­
conomic groups. 

Williams, the Novi agent, said he 
quit the property-casualty lines 
"because it was so volatile." He 
silggcsled lawillakers write a law to 
allow Judges to dismiss frivolous 
cases promptly, 'Just like rule 11 i n 
federal court. They'll throw it out. 
That causes plaintiffs to think 20 
times before going to court." 

Williams said insurers still "red-
line certain zip codes in Detroit for 
commercial insurance." He added 
that "98 percent of claims are han­
dled admirably and honorably. I 
don't have an axe to grind." 

Tom Speck, president of Titan 
Insur-ailce Co. in Rochester Hills, 
opposed the Curtis bill because "it 
will cause us to go to court less. We 
will put less into investigation of 
claims. The price of auto insurance 
will go up." 

Chris Page, who heads Titan's 
special investigations unit, said law 
enforcement agencies give auto 
fraud cases "zero priority." Page 
said 'there's quite a bit of fraud i n 
auto claims," though only one per­
cent end up in his unit. 

Rep. Gubow said. "1 see your fear 
of a 'chilling effect' on your investi­
gations. In cases of the big guy ver­
sus the little guy, we have treble 
damages in the auto lemon law. 
But this bill doesn't call for puni­
tive damages. 

"It's not nly intent to report this 
hill out today." .said Gubow, indi­
cating he would listen to any reme­
dies insurers might propose - if 
they choose to propose any. "If an 
insurance company is not playing 
fairly, should there be a remedy?" 
he asked Cruce pointedly. 

Rep. Gerald Law. R-Plynlouth, 
said legislative hearings weren't a 
good fonim for assessing the prob­
lem because "it's diflieult to get 
both sides of the story. I've heard 
people complain about the difficul­
ty in collecting from the Michigan 
Catastrophic Claims system. But if 
you lived in any other slate, you'd 
get nothing - you'd be a ward of the 
slate. 

•The question is: Will this bill 
solve any of the problems?" 

The Feb. 11 hearing was the sec­
ond in the committee's series. 
During the firsl. the panel heard 
John Wley of Milford say that a 
contractor's insurer still hasn't 
cleaned up an oil spill in his base­
ment. 

Ted Atchison, A Bloomfield Hills 
homeowners, said he has battled 
his insurer for years to pay for 
$100,0000-plus in wafer damage 
at this home, complaining: The ' l l 
just delay and delay and delay. 
Tllere's no way I'll ever get my 
money out of this."

Thirty two acres, oi' 90 percent of 

the property, are regulated wood­
lands. Under the new plan still 50 
percent of the site would be jlrc-
sen'e(l and an esllnialed 1,000 
trees will be cut down. 

However, the comnilssioiiers 
were not any happier with the new 
version than they were when II first 
arrived on their table.

He point­
ed out the western part of Noyi-saw 
a 13 percent increas.e III 5-year-
okls last year. 

Overall, the district enrollment 
fjrew 20 percent lo a li'.lle iliorc 
than ,'5,000 hut the eleilientaty 
population Is expected lo grow 
faster than the rest of the district 
in the upcoillirig years. 

These statistics, along with per­
sonal obser\'aliotis, are what prin­
cipals, parents and teachers arc 
bringing to small coffee meetings 
around the city meant to address a 
March 28 bond election for the 
Novi Community School District.

The school board had hoped to 
incorporate a small elementary 
school within the Novi Meadows 
building when the fifth and sbtth 
grade students move to the old 
middle school in 1999, but 
increased student population in 
those grades pushed the district to 
use both the buildings.

"1 was a township clei'k. We have too 
many ck,'('lions." says Sen. Ixlrcil B(?nnett, 
R-Cailton, sponsor of one of the bills. "We 
have liirnnuls of 30,000 for presidential 
ek'clions and l,,5O0 for school board elee-
lions." 

Worse, I here's go(i(l evkleilcc that school 
Ileojlle - board members, principals, teach­
ers unions, ITOis, wliotwer-often conspire 
lo schedule clceliolis al limes when low 
tllrllolil makes it ilossible for a dedicated 
nlinority of supporters to pass bond issues. 

"1 nearly fell off my chair," said Sen, 
Joailnc Emmons, R-Blg l^apids, "when a 
school board inenlber, who shall be 
iinnaiiled, sakl in our hearing, 'We don't 
want all those people voting In our elec-
lion!'" 

A quick look at recent Michigan school 
election statislk's confirms the fear. 

Michigan has 55^ K-12 school districts 
and 57 iiilerillediale (county-wide) dls-
tricls. They produce a lol of elections. 
According to tlic Senate Fiscal Agency, 
there were 1,074 school elections in 1994 
and 641 in 1995. 

This call pro(luce low turnouts, especial­
ly in millage elections. In 1994, for exam­

ple, Birmlnghaill voters by 3-1 approved 
24.61 mills in Februaiy 1996. Thai's fine, 
but only 5,455 people voled out of 60,000 
eligible voters, a 9.09 percellt turnout. In 
March 1995, a 7.89 percent turnout in 
Rochester adopted 18 nlllls. 

So what's the cul-e? 
The Michigan Senate, 31-5, thinks It's 

holding school elections only at specified 
I lilies: Tuesdays following the first 
Mondays in April, August and at the 
Novenlbcr genei-al elections. Schools could 
hold elections al other limes, bul Ihey 
would have to pay 105 percent of the cost -
a big dislncenlive. 

Maybe so, bul consider what really hap-
peils whell you add school eleclloiis to the 
bedslleet ballot we see in Novenlber. When 
folks al-e liying lo figure out voting for pl-es-
ident, governor, U.S. senators, U.S. repre­
sentatives, state senators, state represen­
tatives, county officials and judges, il's 
pretty easy Ibr school issues lo get lost in 
the silullle. 

This concerns opponents of the Senate 
bill. Sen. Alma Smith, D-Salenl, a former 
Soulh Lyon school lloard menltler, said, "111 
Jline, the newspapers can focus on the 
school board. In November, they are 
focused on the president and governol-. 
Where do you think we're going to gel cov­
erage of the same quality and quantity?" 

Sen. Gary Peters, D-Bloomfield 
Township, agreed: "I have problems mixing 
the school boar(l wilh the general election. 
II gets lost on the ballot, and school boards 
don't get the same kind of attention." 

They're right. Respollsible home town 
newspapers such as this one spend a lot of 
tinle covering all kinds of races and inter­
viewing candidates. But tinle is not end­
less, and space in the newspaper is scarce. 
Adding school elections lo the Novenlber 
ballot can only worsen the crunch of pro­
viding solid coverage tor important local 
issues.

Since that time 
Parkview has had as many as six 
kindergarten classes. This year, 
areas lhat once sensed as storage 
space have been converted Into 
inslruclional space. Portable units 

. are a real possibility for daily 
classrooms in Ihe near future. Is 
this the type of classroom you 
want your child spending their 
school day in? The overcrowding 
also affects space in the lunch­
room, the gymnasium for assem­
blies, parking for school events, 
etc., etc. We've seen many changes 
in the past six years. .All of the Novi 
elementary schools have similar 
problems. The |)roblcms aren't 
going away. The probleills will only 
get worse. 

As parents of a Novl Meadows 
sliidenl and two younger children, 
we were elated the board of educa­
tion decided to convert Ihe existing 
Middle School Into another fifth-
sLxlh facilily once the new middle 
school is complete. Now on 
Saturday, March 28, the needs of 
grades kindergarten-fourth will be 
addressed. We urge nlembers of 
our community lo get out and vote. 
We urge everyone to become 

informed about all the issues and 
to think of the kids rather than the 
lax bill. No one wants to pay more 
taxes but 1 for one know that I can 
waste a lot nlore each year than 
what my tax Increase will be. it is

• is everyone aWare that our 

school playgrounds have equip­
ment that no longer meets safety 
guidelines?

Therefore, as the enrollment In our 
schools keeps increasing, the play­
grounds offer less and less equip­
ment. There are also drainage, 
safety fall zone and surface illaterl-
al Improvements which must to be 
made to ensure these playgrounds 
are safe for our children.

To the Editor: 
Almost three square miles - or 

about 10 percent of the cily, is 
under consideration for rezoning 
by city officials (re: Feb, 19 article, 
"1,630 Acres of Zoning Changes 
Proposed for Novi"). Once more we 
will have city officials and paid city 
consultants knee-deep in work on 
property that they do not own. 

Now consultants do not work for 
nothing - nor should they. But has 
any one of our esteemed municipal 
managers sat down with pencil 
and paper - or a calculator, and 
determined how much it Is going 
to cost the Novi taxpayers to pay 
for: 

• engineering surveys of this pri­
vately-owned property; 

• researching of the legal 
descriptions and physical sizes of 
each of these pieces of privately-
owned property; 

• preparation of special maps 
and legal documents for each of 
these pieces of privately-owned 

property: and 
• publishing costs for hearing 

announcements and proposed 
zoning changes? 

When the Macabre Motorway 
Madness called M5 was first 
planned, elected city officials and 
city administration maintained 
and promised that all of the 680 
acres north of Twelve Mile Road 
(Councilor Schmid's home turf] 
would .reillain residential for big, 
expensive, quality homes on large 
lots, because the local roads could 
not - and will not, support any sig­
nificant increase in traffic.

Pekin? Nankin? It's all part of the past 
Back in the spring 
of 1825, a number 
of adventurous 
souls pushed their 
way through the 
forests out of 
Detroit to settle In 
whal would later 
be called 
Plymouth. Many of 
those early settlers 
would later move 
furlher north lo 
become familiar 
names In 

Northviile and Novi. 
Anlolig those first Plymouth pioneers 

were John Miller, who began Northville's 
first industry, and Rufus Thayer, for 
whom a Northviile street is named, 

Will iam Starkweather, one of 
Plymouth's most prominent names, pur­
chased 240 acres of land when he arrived 
in 1825 on what would later became 
nearly most of the downtown area. 

Nearby Indians, according to Henry 
Holbrook, an early settler, were 'Triendly, 
kindly, neighborly and helpful," They 
were also reputed to be "mostly of the 
seedy vagabond variety who never 
dreamed of taking a scalp and cared for 
nothing but enough to eat and plenty of 
fire water," as described by Henly UUey, 
son of Plymouth pioneers. 

After enough settlers had gathered in 
the town, a schoolhouse was built. 

School was taught only in the winter 
months, usually by a young man who 
worked on a farm in the summer but who 
had attended enough school himself to 
be able to teach reading, writing and 
arithmeUe lo what Utley called "the 
urchins of the neighborhood." 

By 1832, the tiny settlement was grow­
ing in population and the first town 
meeting was held in John Tibbits ' barn. 
According to Utley, this was when the 
name "Plymouth" was decided upon, 
despite sonle strong opposition. 

"It was at one time proposed to call the 
town Pekin, as two of the adjoining towns 
were ,.. called Canton and Nankin. But 
belter counsels prevailed, and this 
Chinese nomenclature was discarded for 
the more historical and patriotic name 
which was finally selected," (Nankin, by 
the way, was later changed to Westland,) 

II was also at this meeting that "a res­
olution was adopted that hogs be allowed 
to run in the highway in said township." 
Early resident David Clarkson, the 
reporter of this bit of information, did not 
editorialize on the topic. 

The first businesses to be established 
in the town were mills. Luther Lincoln 
built the first, a sawmill, i n 1825, This 
was followed by a grist mil l constructed 
the next year by Abraham Markham, 

used for grinding corn which was a plen­
tiful cl-op In the Plymouth area. 

In 1827, Lincoln opened his own grist 
mill in addition to the one for lumber. By 
1845, several other mills were part of the 
Plymouth landscape. 

During pre-Civil War years, Plymouth 
was an important station on what 
Plymouth historian Sam Hudson called 
the "'Central Michigan' line of the 
Underground Railroad .,. Plymouth was 
proud to count a U.S. Congressman 
among its native sons. Ebenezer Jenckes 
Penniman, for whom a major downtown 
street in named, served a term in 
Congress in 1851-53. 

Coming to Plymouth in 1840 as a mer­
chant, Penniman soon became active in 
civic affairs, acting as supervisor of the 
township in the 1840s. 

Plymouth, like its neighbors, has flour­
ished from a small farm community to a 
thriving suburban center. 

When David Clarkson remarked over a 
century ago, the pioneers had the 
ability to transact the public business 
with as much wisdom and dignity as 
their successors of the pi-esent day," his 
comments still hold true.

Fortunately, thei-e is a good alternalive 
available lo the Michigan House as it stai'ls 
to consider the lnattcr. That is to lump 
together all education i-aces inlo one single 
education election. Voters would select 
members of the Stale Board of Education, 
i-egents of the University of Michigan, 
trustees of Michigan State Unlvel-sily, gov­
ernors of Wayne State University, coninlu-
nily college boards, and nlcillbei-s of local 
school boards. 

Confronted wilh an entire election deal­
ing wilh matlei-s educational, the news 
media would be obliged actually to cover 
the races, lo question candidates, to evalu­
ate qualifications and question positions. 
Candidates would be required to explain 
their positions. "Name" candidates would 
be discouraged. Citizens would have a 
chance lo think about the totality of educa­
tion policy in Michigan. 

Interestingly, this is exactly whal we did 
in Michigan prior to adoption of the 1963 
Constitution. Education races were elus-
lel-ed inlo one election held in odd-num­
bered years. When the new Constitution 
was appi-oved, il undid a sensible system of 
education elections. 

Melllbers of the House have a terrifle 
opportunity to solve Ihis pi-oblem that has 
been festering for 35 years. Let's hope they 
can see that the cure pi-oposed by the 
Senate is far worse than the disease of low 
turnout.

If "Ronly & Michelle's High 
School Reunion" just didn't give 
you your fill of 80's pop culture, 
never fear.

However, if the cotton candy like 
charm of "Roiny" gave you more 
than your fill of 80's culture in the 
first five minuets, then it's proba­
bly best to stay home. You may get 
a tummy ache seeing "Wedding 
Singer," whose humor is widely

The movie tells the stoly of two 
twenty-somethings tlying to make 
a living bv working local weddings 
in a fictional New York City sub­
urb In the mid 80's. Robbie, 
played by Adam Sandler ("Happy 
Gllmore," "Billy Madison") is the 
ultimate Nice Guy/Wedding 
Singer, Robbie Hart, who has Rick 
Springfield hair and broken aillbi-
tions of becoming the next D.avid 
Lee Roth. 

However nlore than his ambi­
tions are broken when he Is jilted 
at the alter by his own band 

groupie fiancee, played by Angela 
Fealherstone. After a brief but 
serious bout with "pity party" syn­
drome, he finds himself growing 
ever fond of his waitress friend 
Julia, played by Drew t3arrymorc 
("Everyone Says I Love You," 
"Scream"). 

She seeilis to be fond of him 
herself, except for one problem: 
She's engaged to egotistical, beer 
chuggillg yuppie Glenn (Matthew 
Glave) who runs around behind 
her back. But instead of breaking 
up with with her ogre of a fiancee 
and confessing her undying love 
for Robbie, she asks him lo help 
her plan her wedding lo Glenn 
instead.-Seems toInake.sense... 

Herein lies the frustration of 
this film: It's exhausting to watch 
these two, who were obviously 
meant for one another, fight the 
Inevitable at every twist and turn. 
The plot seems lacking on Its abili­
ty to give the audience what it 
needs— the chance lo see love 
blossom. The characters are too 
busy agonizing over one ailolher 

One thing this movie is nol lack­
ing in though is laughs. "Wedding 
Singer" features a truly colorful 
cast of 80's wierdos and rejects, 
including a cameo from 80's rock­
er Billy Idol. 

It also manages to poke plenty 
of fun at the cultural linages of the 
tiinc. from clothes to music to 
honle decor. 

The funniest scene features 
Sandler, who nlu.st still go to work 
singing weddings after his own 
wedding disaster, dedicates his 
own bitter rendition of the 1982 J . 
Cells Band hil "Love Stinks" to a 
pair of newlywcds at their recep­

tion. The scene snowballs into a 
brawl between Sandler and the 
father of the bride and all the 
guests. 

Those willing to look past the 
ongoing frustration of wondcriuj:; 
when these two will gel logelhcr 
will find a genuinely humorous 
interpretation of what lil'c was like 
in those days of leased hair, break 
dancing and spandex pauts.

A l p h a s y s t e m

In ils first season in existence 
the "Alpha" welgh-in system the 
Michigan High School Athletic 
Association has adopted has been 

big success, 
Thus far there have been no 

deaths and no serious problems 
concerning weight-loss in high 
school wrestling. That can't be 
said for its big brother, collegiate 
wrestling. Following the deaths of 
three collegiate wrestlers within 
two months, the NCAA instituted 
emergency rules to detour any 
problems lhat may occur before 
permanent measures can be 
taken. 

The Michigan High School Ath­
letic Association (MHSAA) took 
precautions before the issue even 
became a problem. 

"We've known as a wrestling 
community that since the begin­
ning of lime coaches and wrestlers 
have, for the competitive edge, 
considered reduction of weight to 
the lowest class as a benefit," said 
B i l l Bupp, assistant 
director/supervisor of officials for 
the MHSAA, "Bul research has 
shown that's not necessarily true," 

The system is extensive, yet it 
focuses on educating the 
wrestlers, coaches and parents 
about weight loss and ensures 
that wrestlers are not abusing 
weight-loss procedures. 

One requirement of the new sys­
tem is lhat coaches and wrestlers 
participate in a nutrillon educa­
tion program designed and sched­
uled by the Michigan Wrestling 
Minimum Weight Program Com­
mittee. 

"All of the changes have been 
great for our sport," Novi wrestling 
coach Brad Huss said, "There's no 
perfect system, but what we've got 
going on in higtl school wrestling 
right now is a good system," 

David Peck, a sports medicine 
physician at Providence Hospital, 
said he believes the system is a 
step in the right direction. 

"Realistically we're dealing with 
small kids here," he said, "It's nol 
perfect, but it gives you a good 
estimate lo work with. It's a great 
idea and It's way ahead of the col­
legiate level." 

Michigan wl-esller Jeff Reese 
died of a heart attack while work­
ing oul in early December. It was 
the third death of a wrestler trying 
lo make weight In two months. 
Although Peck said these are the 
extremes, drastic weight-loss mea­
sures could cause a number of 
olher symptoms. 

"Other symptoms include dizzi­
ness, vomiting and headaches," he 
said. "You lose potassium and 
olher minerals and this may lead 
to metabolic changes that can 
cause heart attacks, develop 
seizures and possibly brain dam­
age," 

The "Alpha" system also 
requires wrestlers lo participate in 
skinfold assessments, A minimum 
wrestling weight based on 7 per­
cent body fat for males and 12 
percent for females is now 
required. These assessments are 
taken at the beginning of the sea­
son. 

Although the system was made 
mandatoiy this year, the MHSAA 
said that more than 440 schools 
participated in the program in 
1996-97, which Involved over 
10,000 Individuals and nearly 280 
skinfold assessors. 

Not eveiyone is in favor of the 
new system. Northvllle coach Gar-
nelt Potter said his team has not 
had any problems in the past and 
he feels the new system punishes 
kids because of a few violators out 
there. 

"When 1 was in college you'd cut 
off a leg to make weight. You have 
to lnake a decision in college," he 
said. "In high school you don't 
have the time to work out. 

"With the Alpha welgh-in system 
you Just can't cut the weight any­
more. 

"I argue with people all the time 
on this. You win by making weight

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and then on the mat. 
"Yes Ihey do have to put in the 

plan to stop the idiots, bul 1 think 
they should lest them on an indl-
Wdual basis. I really believe mak­
ing weight is part of the sport." 

Novi athletic director John Fun-
dukian agrees with the plan. 

"They're kids and Ihey need 
education," he said, "But I think 
you have lo ask 'what is the prob­
lem?' To me a problelil means 
allowing your weight to fluctuate 
inappropriately." 

One common solution is the 
addition of more weight classes. 

"In college they have 10 weight 
classes, high school 14 and in the 
middle schools they have 19 
weight classes," Funduklan said. 
"They have to offer more weight 
classes. That's an essential 

issue." . 
No other immediate changes 

are scheduled for high school 
wrestling, but that's not so for 
collegiate wrestling. Several 
Immediate changes were institut­
ed until the NCAA meets again in 
April to discuss permanent mea­
sures. 

"It's harder for kids to cut out 
what they are eating. It's easier 
for kids to eat like crazy for five 
days and then fast the other two," 
Huss said, "Bottom line is that 
kids are going to bounce up and 
down," 

"We know that on certain teams 
they were using techniques that 
we know to be unhealthy and 
unsafe," Bupp said, "We wanted 
to build a standard that we could 
count on."

It begall 
with RK suri<cry in the 70s and

iiiiequaled piccision of the excinier 
laser. 

1 wrote about the e,\cinier laser 
Iwo years ago after the first instru­
ment Wils approved by the FDA In 
October 199,5. Since ' then, other 
n l anu fac tu re r s have had the i r 
lasers approved and refinements 
have continued lo take place. 

Laser v is ion correct ion I L V C l 
includes PRK Iphotorefractlvc ker-
ateclonlyl and lasik [laser in situ 
keratomileusisl. Both arc based on 
Ihc cool beam ul t raviolet laser 
de\'eloped by IBM originally in the 
1970s to p rec i se ly e t ch 
l l l l c roch lps . The first patient to 
receive PRK treatment was i i l the 
U.S. in 1987 and that person con­
tinues to see 20/20 today, living 
proof of Ihe safety and stability of 
Ihe procedure. 

The laser renloves 39 niilllonths 
of an inch of tissue in 12 billlonths 
of a second. Each pulse gently cre­
ates the proper c u r v e s on the 
cornea (clear front dome of the 
eye) to b r i n g it back Into focus 
painlessly. The cornea is about the 
thickness of 11 hairs and the laser 
typically removes a layer as slen­
der as a single hair. 

The range of prescriptions cor­
rec tab le by LVC c o n t i n u e s to 
ex])and. When first introduced, we 
were working wilh mild to moder­
ate amounts of nearsightedness 
and as t ig i l la t i sm, and now c a n 
colrect even extreme cases. In the 
last year, we have begun offering 
the same decreased dependence 
of) glasses to farsighted patients, 
although they must be done out­
side the United States as we await 
FDA approval for this subgroup. 

The new techniques for coiTect-
Ing fa r s igh tedness involve an 
excimer beail l that i s a small 2 
mm flying spot versus the stan­
dard round disc pattern used for 
nearsightedness. This also will be 
able to be linked to an Instrument 
that plots the topographical con­
tours of the cornea and can cus­
tom treat any irregularity. 

Patient selection is very impor­
tant with this elective and perma-

thin your glasses are now. 1 find 
more patients with too l i l l le pre­
scription, ra ther than loo much 
strength lhat don't qualify, l>ike 
any other surgery, we don't reconl-
mend it unless your potential ben­
efits far ou tweigh the m i n i m a l 
r isks. General health Issues like 
rheumato id a r t h r i t i s , I .upus, 
uncontrolled diabetes and other 
condit ions are strong points to 
consider when identifying good 
candidates. The ideal age is gener­
ally held at 20 to about 60 years 
old. Under 20, many people's eyes 
are st i l l chang ing and eyeglass 
strength must be stable within two 
steps for the last 12 months. 

Over 60, the likelihood of need-
iilg cataract surgery, which also 
corrects near and fa rs igh ted 
errors, increases and LVC would 
be redundant. 

The point 1 spend the most time 
on with patients is their expecta­
tions of what lasik or PRK can and 
can't do. 

It can greatly decrease your eye­
glass strength and dependence 
with the goal of daytlnle dr iving 

uncorrected (20/40) attainable by 
over 90 jjercent of patients, but it 
c an ' l guarantee you the 2 0 / 2 0 
vis ion that Ihe majority of laser 
patients eiljoy. 

The single biggest reason is tllat 
we are working with human tissue 
and healing rates which differ for 
us all and these do effect the final 
outcome. Another thing lo clarify 
is that the need for reading glass­
es/bifocals will s l i l l occur in the 
'40s, although there are options to 
decrease even this need for exist­
ing bifocal wearers that are candi­
dates. 

Overall laser vision correction is 
a wonderful option for qualifying 
pat ients with realist ic expecla-
Ilons.

Here is a collection of unusual, but Interesting 
and little know, medical facts: 

• D r a c u n c u l u s M e d i n e n s i s is a worm 
believed to have been the "fiery serpent of the 
Israelites" mentloncci in the Old Testament. It 
is Ingested by drinking water contaminated 
with an infected Ilea. The female worm grows lo 
about a yard long In the soft tissues of the 
body. II forms a blister at the skin surface so 
when the person comes in contact with water 
the worm releases lar\'ae into the water allow­
ing the cycle to begin again. In primitive cul­
tures the condition is treated by winding the 
worm around a stick and slowly twisting it oul 
of the body, if it breaks i l may cause intense 
b u r n i n g pa in . II affects 48 m i l l i o n people 
woridwlde. 

• The right side of the brain conlrols the 
movements of the left side of the body while the 
left side of the brain controls movement of the 
right side of the body. 

• Heroin Is the brand name of a morphine 
derivative created in the 19th century. It was 

c rea t ed by the Baye r C o . U s use was 
widespread among the middle class from 1850 
lo 1906 and it could be found in soille cough 
syrups. The Pure Food and Drug Act, the Har­
r i s o n Narcotics Act of 1914, and Supreme 
Court decisions of the 1920s made possession 
of a narcotic without a prescription illegal. 

• A l though a l coho l is the most common 
cause of cirrhosis in the United Slates, it is not 
so i n the rest of the worid. Schistosomiasis, an 
infection caused by three species of worms, 
affects 200 million people and Is the most com­
mon cause of cirrhosis worldwide. 

It does not o c c u r in the U n i t e d Sta les 
because the worm needs lo live inside types of 
snails for part of i ls life cycle. 

S u c h snails are not found in the United 
States. Schislosomiasis is .seen in Michigan but 
only in people who contracted it in anolher 
countrj'. 

• Eating bread or lye infected with the fun­
gus Ergot can cause hallucinations and skin 
loss due to constriction of blood vessels. This 
gives the appearance of being burned. During 

the middle ages people who ale Ergot developed 
hal lucinat ions and the burned appearance 
called St. Anthony's Fire. A modern derivative 
of Ergot is LSD. 

• Lycanthropy is the mental delusion that 
one is a wolf. II is related to the werewolf 
superstition. 

Absinthe is an alcoholic drink that is illegal 
in all countries except Spain. It contains worm­
wood and is distilled a l a high proof. 11 was 
once much favored by artists and writers and 
is the subject of many paintings. It is men­
tioned in Hemingway's "For Whom the Bel l 
Tolls" and, most recently, in "Bram Stoker's 
Dracula." 

11 was banned because of ils presumed toxic 
effects on the bra in . A legal version, made 
without wormwood and dis t i l led at a lower 
proof is still sold in the United Stales.
