The walls of the new Novl Middle School on Eleven 
Mile Roa(l will begin lo rise out of the ground within 
days, say school distrid olTlclals. 

Alter nearly si.x months of preparation work, includ-
mf< Ihe gradin,. of the land and laving of plnmbing, 

••"V'"<l ''abh'. tlu' 370 tons of sleel readv'lo create 
the building are on their way. 

••-Since we acquired Ihc propertv. there's been a lot of 
work on this site thai you don't see,'̂  said Jim Koster, 
.issistanl sii|)eniilendenl ol business. 

Architects and engineers gave the Novl Board of 
iaiiiealion a eoiistniclion update March ,'>. 

The process will begin Willi the masoilo' walls first, 
then the sleel will go in around il, according lo Mike 
Hall with Fannlng/Howcy ̂  Associates. This will allow 
workers lo begin work inside. The outside brick will be 
one ol the last steps to take place in the Spring of 
1999. The school will open that fall. 

Koster explained water and sanltaiy sewer lines will 
be brought In by the City of Novi later this year. The 
disirici IS also busy crealing soccer and baseball fields 
for Ihe city pro|)erly right ne.\t door as pari of Ihe land 
purchase agieeiiienl. 

l̂ isl year, Ihe City of Novi linallzed an agreement 
with properly owners Delta Trucking lo buy the 93 
acres lor ,S 1.67 million, or about $ 18,000 per acre. The 
City sold 50 acres lo the school district lor 8820,000 
111 June as well In exchange for the FuersI Property at 
Ten and Taft roads and the creation of the fields for 
city use. 

The originally budgeted S23 million school is now 

more than $26 million because of delays in construc­
tion and was supposed to open In 1998, 

Stale settlement nloney fronl the Durant case will go 
to fund cost overains pending a public hearing on the 
matter. Rosier has said. 

With a dedicated group of skilled workers, Koster 
said he expects a top-notch building. 

"This Is a good group of people, They are thorough­
ly committed lo give to the board and community a 
fine school," he said. "This is Ihe finest group I've had 
to work with so far." 

Also In Ihe works is Ihe redesign of Ihe Novi 
Meadows and current Middle School building connect­
ed by the Instructional I'echilology Cenler. After a vote 
by tiie school board, llle two buildings will be com­
bined Into one school for the more than 1,000 fifth and 
sixth graders In the district. 

Archilects from r'anning/Howey are busy reworking 
the classrooms lo Include shared project rooms, 
enlarging Ihc administrative area, designing a com­
mons area and making the band and choir rooms larg­
er. In addition, ihe gymnasium's warped floor will be 
redone. 

The middle school portion of the building should be 
complete in January 2O0O and the Meadows portion 
done in the Fall of that yean The cilstriel has monies 
fronl a $33.4 million bond proposal to pay for the ren­
ovations. 

Fanniilg/llowey, wllich has won nunleroiis awards 
for school design, told the school board is will lake 
models of the new middle school to seminars and con­
ferences to display and is working to find space al 
Detroit Metro Airport to display the model.

Catiile Wallace became con­
cerned about the quality of nursing 
home care when she had to move 
her own grandfather, who lived 
almost 102 years. In and out of sev­
eral facilities. 

Today, Wallace, a Westland resi­
denl, is director of ACTION! A 
Coalition for the Improvement of 
Nursing Homes. 

Now under consideration in 
I.ansing is legislation that would 
require nursing homes to Increase 
their staff to patient ratio for the first dme in over 40 
years. Although the Issue has been discussed by the 
state legislature for 12 years, Wallace said she's afraid 
it will never pass. 

"Realistically, a lot of us think that It doesn't look 
real good," she said.

In 1994, the bill was first passed by the house, but 
never made it through the senate. In 1997, a similar 
bill was introduced into the state senate and ACTION! 
is pushing to get that through, 

Wallace said she believes the biggest roadblock is 
that the state is cutting back on Medicare and 
Medicaid and the costs of increasing slaffing in nurs­
ing homes would partly be paid by the state.

Every artist has a preferred 
medium. For some, it's llesh. 

Some of the country's best lalloo 
artists plugged In their needles at 
the Novi DoubleTree Hotel last 
weekend lo create spontaneous 
works of art on visitors' bodies. 

"1 think some people have an 
urge to get a tattoo, it's like a hid­
den desii-e. They want lo have that 
mark on them. It's something per­
sonal and discreel," said Brian 
Everett, co-sponsor of the 1998 
Motor City Tattoo Expo. "A lot of 
(iiiie they're lawyers" or do(:tors'. 
These days, only your tattoo arlisf 
knows for sure." 

Born in Michigan, Everett now 
runs a tattoo shop in Albuquerque, 
New Mexico. He flew lo Novi to help 
his partner, Terry 'Tramp" Welker 
of Eternal Tatloos, organize the 
show. 

Everett specializes in realistic 
portrait tatloos, and displays pho­
tographs at his booth of detailed 
faces he lias recreated with needles 
and ink. 

Jinli Hendrix and B.B. King are 
aillong the portraits of famous peo­
ple he has done, but the majority 
are tattoos of loved ones. One man 
had his parents' wedding photo­
graph enlblazoned on his back, 
coinplete with the car they were 
emerging from and the wedding 
bouquet. 

"It's almost the ultiinale show of 
affection," Everett said, "Gelling 
someone's face on your body." 

Although a portrait can cost up 
to $700 and lake more than ten 
houl-s lo complete, tattoo enthusi­
asts will pay the price to get the art 
they want. 

"Some of them charge pretty 

steep fees but it's worth il. Some of 
their work is better than paint­
ings." said Matt Kester, 30. who 
works at Novi's Local Color 
Brewery. Kester already ha,s Iwo 
small taltoos on either side of his 
neck, plus one on his hip and 
another across his lower back. 

"I've been wailing for this show 
for over a year. 1 missed the last 
one. 1 was thinking about getting 
work done loo, but I'm looking for 
something differenl," he said. "If 1 
found it, I'd get it." 

Although it's the third year of the 
Tattoo Expo, it's the first lime tlie

passed through the Doubletree 
pavilion during the three day event, 
baring tattoos that they otherwise 
wouldn't get to show off. Holes cut 
in one wonlan's Jeans exposed tat­
toos on her legs. Men removed their 
shirts to show designs across their 
chests, stomachs and backs. 

Photographers from national tat­
too magazines snapped pho­
tographs that Tramp said will 
appear in magazines like Skin and 
Ink and International Tattoo this 
July.

An olTice devclopnient - which 
the land is zoned for - would 
increase bottlenecks during morn­
ing and afternoon rush hours, 
whereas a supermarket would geil-
erale a continuous stream of 
motorists, Horowitz said. 

Offli'c workers do create traffic 
peaks during the morning an(l 
afternoon, Belangcr said, but he 
added "It's resolved in 20 niin-
ules."An assisted senior facility on 
the north side rould reduce com­
mercial development by 25-30 per­
cent, which would help ease near­
by resident won'les about "donllrlo" 
zoning, the developer said. 

The land is zoned office, but is 
lisled as commercial in ihe city's 
master plan, which is how city 
lilanners view the area being devel­
oped in the fiiture.

Hut In runny respecl.s, coinnllssioners hanrls arc 
tied. 

Ttiey can't retjiiire developers to Irllprove roadways 
alld they can only rerjiilre what the city ordinances 
spell out by law. 

"We don't have a lot of dlscretioll," exjilained 
Commission Chair Kda Wcddhif̂ ton. "As louj!, as the 
applicant meets all of the standards set forth In the 
ordinance we have lo approve whether we like il or 
not." 

The only leeway they possess Is the ahllity to Impose 
(•ertain (oridltlons, like land.scaphlf̂  Improvenlerils, 
within reason. 

The main hinetion of the plannlil(< commission Is to 
he the advl.soly ho(ly to the Novi City Council. 
Commissioners can recommend approval of a project, 
a chaiiffe to ;in ordinance or a rezonini;. But the actu­
al action Is taken by the council. 

"In those cases hopefully we have sorlle inlluence 
alld they take into account our reconlinendatlons but 
they don't have to. Solnctlines they don't," Weddington 
.said. 

The coinmlsslon Is made of nine appointed citizens 
from the community. A planning or political back-
groiind Is not a re(]ulrenient. 

"Most of us don't have a technical background In 
planning," Weddington explained. "We're Just plain old 
resldeilts.. We live here, have businesses here. We vol­
unteer to do this because we have an Interest In our 
community." 

The members serve three year terms. 
"With nine people and nine different points of view, 

hopefully by having a variety of skills and experiences 
that everybody brings to the table, you get good deci­
sions," Weddington added. 

The Master Plan, which looks at many factors, is 
designed by the commission every five years. The plan

Althougli not enforceable like the zoning ordinance, 
wiilch legally sets out what proijerty owners can do 
with their land, it Is more a future concept plan for the 
city. The commission Is looking at trying to align both 
maps this year, 

Weddington points out that besides Ihe master plan, 
the comrnLsslon Is fad finding body and holds public 
hearings to gather resident input. Through reviews of 
site plans of developments the commission can try to 
make small changes, but It cannot make sweeping 
changes. 

She cited her frustration over the recent community 
discussion orl traffic congestion In the city, and added 
the commission has little power. The law docs ilot 
allow cities lo re(juire road improvements as a condi­
tion of approval. 

"It's one of our frustrations. We drive on these roads 
too," she said. "It's difficult to get fundlilg (for Infras­
tructure) until you have development In place but by 
allowing development to be built we've got problems." 

'The har(lesl part is balancing all the Interests. 
There's so illany factors to corlsider, sometimes seems 
like It's a no-win situation. The Individual property 
owner has certain rights and we want to make sure 
there are no adverse impacts on neighbors," she 
explained. 

"The commission has the best interests of the city at 
heart," she added, "We work hard and put a lot of time 
in. Sometimes it's difllcult to make everyone happy,"

"It's not the illost readable or understandable (doc­
ument)," said city consultant Rod Arroyo, about the 
site plan manual, 

Mowever, the Novi Planning Department Is hoping a 
new Development Rc\dew Guidebook will help flrst-
Ume users of the ordinances find relief. 

Meant only as an Introduction to the ordinances 
which govern building and developillent In Novi, the 
5()-page booklet is a kind of a map of the process, 

i'We wanted to put the process in a more user-
Wndly format," Arroyo explained. 

The booklet doesn't supersede the approximate 120 
page site plan manual (Including fee schedules and 
i'ornls) arld 300 page-plus zoning ordinance manual.

Young boat and personal water-
craft operators will have to pass 
tests, be closely supervised and 
obey stricter safety laws under a 
package of bills heading lo the 
House of Representatives. 

Details aren't final. After a three-
hour meeting March 4, the House 
Conservation Committee moved 

J the bills to the House lloor with the 
possibility that many amendments 
still could be made. Chairman Tom 
Alley, D-Wesl Branch, explained 

t" H»..^"We have an agreement with the 
Senate (comiliittee). They won't let 
our bills go through unless there's 
acllon on theirs," 

The bills are on the calendar and 
could be voted on this week. 

The Michigan Boating Industries 
Association opposed the bills, 
arguing that "the need to create a 
llcen.se for operation has never 

been statistically substantiated or 
proven to increase safety." 

But Rep, Jessie Dalman, R-
Holland, sponsor of two of the bills, 
prevailed when she argued: "Of the 
U.S. boating fatalities in 1992, 40 
percent involved operators with no 
formal boating ,safety instruction," 
Her bills would require young 
motorboat operators to pass a 
course and cany a certlllcate, 

Patrick McCullough, former state 
senator from Dearborn, favored 
use of videotape Instruction for 
youngsters In rural areas who can't 

'>:get:'parental transportation to for-' 
mal boat safety classes. 

Dalnlan's House Bills 4247 and 
4248 cover motorboats. Here are 
some main provisions as of March 
4; 

• Effective this May 22, a person 
19 or younger would have to pass a 
nlan(latory safety course. (The bill's 
earlier version placed the age at 30 
and younger.) 

• No fee may be charged for the 
course or cerlincate. (McCullough 
argued for a small fee.) 

• A person under age 14 may not 
operate a motorboat without a 
boating safety certificate and 
supervision of someone 16 or olden 
and the motor Is under 35 horse­
power, 

• Persons 14-17 lnay operate a 
motorboat If they possess a boating 
safety certlfleate Issued after taking 
a safety course. The operator must 
carry the certlllcate and present il 
on demand to a peace officer. Peace 

' officers': niay stoprih Opetiltor'for-':' 
"probable cause" but not Just to 
check for safety certificates, 

• Youngsters 7 and under must 
wear type 1 or II life Jackets that will 
hold their heads above water even 
if they are unconscious. 

A separate bill, HB 5426, gov­
erns personal watercraft, or "Jet 
skis," and Is sponsored by Rep. 
William Callahan, D-St, Clair 

Shores, its main provisions: 
• Persons 19 and under must 

complete a boatlilg safety course 
and cariy a certificate. Operators, 
passengers and persons they tow 
must wear life Jackets, 

• Hours are confined lo 9 a,m, to 
one hour before sunset. 

• PWC operators may not cross 
within 150 behind another vessel, 
operate in waters less than two feet 
d<;ep, weave through traffic. Jump 
tfie wake of another vessel, or play 
"chicken," 

,.•;PWG operators must observe a 
Ksltiw,--- fto Wake" speed limit within 

0̂0 feet of a dock or raft 
• They may not opei-ate within 

200 feet of a submerged diver or 
underwater diving activities that 
display the international diving 
insignia.

Road grants 
The State Transportation Commission has announced 42 Economic

His turning point came when he 
was a 26-year-old Chicago cab 
driver silting In a Halsted Street 
bar with a pal.

' John Reddy to go lo college.

"You're goillg to be 30 ailyway," 

.said the friend, and that settled It, 
"I went (town to tlie University of 

Illinois al Navy Pier. I majored In 
joijrnallsm," Reddy recalled. "Why? 

'-•Yhad a difficult lime expressing my 
opinion and communicating with 
people. I Injly enjoyed knr.)wledge-
able and stlmulaUng people. I 
would have lo offer them some­
thing of interest In return." 

At 30, married and witll one 
child, Reddy earned a U-I degree 
and got a Job on the Sterilng (111.) 

• Daily Gazette. The one-time Navy 
carpenter and cab driver had 
launched his career in people-ori-
cnled Journalism. 

The working part of his career 
will end March 31 when he retires 
at 64 as vice president for editorial 
of HomeTown Communications 
Network Inc., the company that 
owns this and more than QO other 
weekly and semi-weekly newspa­
pers in iMlchlgan, Ohio and north­
ern Kentucky. He'll spend the 
month of March breaking In his 
successor, Jeanne Towar. 

WliY PEOPLE GRIPED 
Reddy Wanted to make a differ-

ence. Many agree he has. 
"I ilsed to get the bulldog ediUon 

of the Chicago Triune. People 
always bitched about papers," he 
said. "Many Republicans thought 
that flaming young liberals were 
running the papers. My view was 
that anyone has a right to have a 
position fairly and well represent­
ed," 

Rich Perlberg, now general lnan-
ager of the HomeTown Newspapers 
headquartered In Howell, was 
among many who absorbed 

"There Is one overriding dogma of 
John's," said Periberg, "When 
someone Is upset about our news 
coverage or editorial position of a 
particular issue, we should be able 
to ask, 'Was your position fairly 
and accurately reported In the 
paper?' 

"If we are doing our Jobs, the 
answer has to be 'yes,' And most 
fair-minded people, even if they 
disagree with our overall coverage, 
will eventually concede that we 
have done our job if we have hit 
that standard," Periberg said. 

Next Reddy became a communi­
ty editor in Palatine, 111., for 
Paddock newspapers in the north-
western Chicago suburbs, then 
moved to the Chicago Sun-Times' 
suburban and city desks. He was 
impressed by the fact that the 
woman who Interviewed him for the 
job had helped lnake Journalism -
and film - history by spotting a 
cleaning woman's classified ad that 
said "Call NOrthslde 777," The 
paper's investigation freed an inno­
cent man from prison, 

"1 came here (to Michigan) 30 
years ago this month. The National 
Newspaper Association put my 
resume in the hands of Henry 
Hogan (then publisher of the 
Blrmillgham Eccentric). By then I 
had changed my mind about look­
ing for a new job, but Hank said, 
'Don't say no until you come over 
and look.' 

"Joan (his wife) encouraged me. 
We drove over here with four kids 
and looked. There was a sense of 
community here. 

"That was the time of the fair 
housing ordinance fight (following 
the 1967 Detroit riot). I told hlra he 
had to support the fair housing 
ordinance or I. wouldn't come. 
Hank was very supportive of the 
editorial departinent and of me as 
an editor 

"I was managing editor. We creat­
ed the Troy edition, then West 
Bloomfleld, Rochester and 
Southfield. I was managing editor

"Then Hank bought paper in 
Cincinnati and needed someone to 
run It. 1 was there from 1972 to 
'75," he said. 

Reddy deprecates his own work 
as a general manager, but others 
don't, HomeTown's Periberg recalls 
how Reddy stepped in as manager 
of that group of six weeklies after 
Roily Peterson's sudden death on 
Christmas Eve of 1989, 

"Rolly's death was traumatic," 
Periberg said, "John walked into a 
shell-shocked division and provid­
ed the leadership and guidance 
necessary to keep operations sta­
ble. 

"He wisely let those with experi­
ence lead the way when appropri­
ate, but he was far from a caretak­
er GM, He Implemented marketing 
strategies and directed operations. 
Then he helped the new GM during 
a 90-day transition period and 
gracefully stepped aside." 

But that's getting ahead of the 
saga. 

HEADING THE MERGER 
In 1975 Reddy was brought back 

from Cincinnati to be executive edi­
tor of the Observer & Eccentric 
Newspapers, formed a year eariier 
by the merger of Hogan's Eccentric 
group with Phil Power's Observer 
group. 

"When John was in charge," said 
board chair Power, "the company's 
newspapers won more state and 
national awards for editorial excel­
lence than any other group of com­
munity newspaper in the country." 

Reddy likes to tell reporters -
young and old - to observe people 
browsing in a bookstore, "If they 
see dialog, they'll read it. If they see 
long, gray paragraphs of prose, 
they'll skip it or put It down. Dialog 
is people," The moral: Use direct 
quotes to tell a good news story. 

Another lesson is to make use of 
graphics - charts, pictures and 
graphs that tell the "what" of a 
stoty, "That frees up dle writer to 
explain the why and how and the 
implications," 

While media critics often deplore 
USA Today as "McPaper," Reddy 
praises it for use of charts, "Charts 
were slow to come into newspapers 

because no one is driving it. It 
takes senior management and well-
trained young professionals to 
drive it." 

So part of the business is listen­
ing to people. 

MORE THAN BOOSTERS 
And part is building communi-

Ues. 
"We're building communities, not 

as blind boosters (a 19th century 
. term used on papers that flacked 
• for real estate interests), because 
they suffer from failed credibility. 

"There's an implied social con­
tract. We have to fulfill our readers' 
expectaUons," he said, only hinting 
at the heck an editor will catch if he 
or she fails to display changes In 
the trash pickup schedule on page 
1 or the rites of passage such as 
marriages and deaths. 

The reward; "They (readers) will 
give you license to talk about the 
prickly things that disturb their 
consciences and make them 
uncomfortable. The single most 
important distinguishing charac­
teristic is its editorial page and Its 
editorial voice." 

Oh, and a good paper should be 
"predictably unpredictable." 

At O&E Reddy moved up the lad­
der to general manager (1977-82) 
and corporate vice president for 
editorial (since 1982), with flU-in 
stints, as Periberg noted, managing 
various divisions. 

Reddy Is'blunt about the some­
time adversarial role of editorial 
and advertising people within 
newspapers. 

"There are not enough good edi­
torial people In senior manage­
ment. The reason Is that they 
refuse to learn anything about 
management. The only Way you 
can have a free press Is to have an 
economically sound press. 

"There's really a strong need for 
senior management to have an 
advocate for the editorial depart­
ment. It's easier for them (manage-
ment) to remember that If It's per-

Eleventh graders in public 
schools will find their standard 
state tests have a new name this 
year - "MEAÎ  High School Tests In 
Math, Science, Reading, Writing 
and Social Studies." 

Tests will be shorter, and testing 
time will be two hours less. 

'That will place all assessment 
test under the name of Michigan 
Educational Assessment Program." 
Dr. Christine Schram told the 
House Education Committee in 
Lansiilg Feb. 11. 

Previously, "MEAP" was the term 
used for tests given to grades 3-8. 
The 11th grade tests bad been 
called "HSiT," for High School 
Proficiency Tests. 

Although tests will consume less 
class lime, as Ihe public and 
Legislature demanded, the state 
can't force students to take them, 
said Dorothy iSeardmore, R-
Rochester, vice president of the 
State Board of Education, 

"Our expectation was that every­
one would be eager to take the high 
school tests," she told lawmakers, 
"An endorseillent (proficiency grade 
In a subject) would be a badge of 
honor. But if the parents don't 
want their children to take lhat 
test, 1 don't know how you can 
force them to do It." 

Beardmore said that the idea of 
allowlilg exemptions was to allow 
the disabled and those with limited 
English language proficiency to 
skip them. Instead, many upper 
middle class jlarents - notably In 
Birmingham, Troy and Monroe -
exempted their offspring, 

"Did you consider dropping the 
tests entirely, since colleges and 
employers weren't using them?" 
asked Rep, Alan Cropsey, R-
DeWItt, 

No, Beardmore replied, "Stories 
of high school valedictorians not 

being adilllltcd to colleije started 
before the valedictorians were eveil 
designated," she said, 

Michigan moved toward stan­
dard statewide tests in the mid-
1980s when employers insisted 
that high school diplomas showed 
only how maily hours a graduate 
sat in a classroom, what what he or 
she had learned. 

Those who skip the slate tests 
will have blank spots on Iheir aca-
denlic transcripts. Department of 
Education officials said. 

In the cases of special education 
students, tleardmore added, a stu­
dent's Individual advisory comlllit-
tee, which includes parents, will 
decide whether to seek an exemp­
tion for that child. 

The Legislature asked for 
changes in 1997 after parents com­
plained at public hearings. Here's 
what Beardillore and department 
officials Schram, Diane Smolen 
and Peter Buntoil reported back: 

• Security - Schools may choose 
any of four two-week "testing win­
dows" to administer the tests. The 
1998 periods are April 22 lo May 6, 
May 4-15, May 18-29 and June 1-
12. 

Confining tests to those dates 
will "maintain test securily, mini­
mize the time tests nlaterlals are In 
each school district, and maximize 
flexibility in scheduling," said a 
department report. 

• SJlorteliJng - in 1997, the total 
test time has been 505 minutes. By 
winter of 1998, it will be cut to 370 
minutes. 

The math test will be cut from 
100 minutes to 80 and from 46 
items to 37; science fronl 120 min­
utes to 90 and from 46 items to 42; 
i-eading from 100 minutes to 80 
and from 35 Items lo 29; and writ­
ing from 185 minutes to 120 and 
from three items to two. 

• Labels - The labels "proficient," 
"novice" and "rlot yet novice" were 
abhorred by parents, Thi" State 
Board of Education will approve 
new labels at its April 2 meeting in 
Lansing, Labels will be noted on 
the transcript, but not the diploma, 

• Feedbacli - The department Is 
working on providing i"aster feed­
back to teachers and students, 

• Scoring - Portions will be 
scored only by In-state graders.

So you lllight be .sui-prised lo Icai-li 

thai wheil slate lawillakers (lebaled the 
Domestic Violence Act a few year llack, 
they never dealt wilh llle issue ol' 
parental discipline. They lievei- del'iiled. 
in dei)ate or in the written law, where 
or when discipliile turns I'ronl ai'cept-
able I'ornls ol' (Mi'poral plinisllnlcnt -
spanking for instance - into doillesUc 
violeilce aimed at a child. 

That's because they wci-e tiyiiig to 
deal with an eiltiiTly difi'erent problcill. 
Michigan already had a perfectly good 
child abuse law on the books. What it 
did not have was a g()o(i law lo (leal 
wilh domestic violence, spou.se-on-
spouse abuse. 

Wlfe-beaUng (sorry if that sounds 
sexist,-bill the vast majority of these 
cases al-e indeed male-againsl-feillale 
aggression) had long been illegal, but 
the law at the time depended on the 
victim lo file charges against the abus­
er. What cops, coul'ls aiid doineslie vio­
lence couilselors wei-e findiilg was thai 
in nlany cases the victinl was so doilli-
nated by the abuser, she would not I'ol-
lov/ through in court. In many cases, 
the ver)' pattern of intilnidation lhat 
allowed the abuser to dominaU' the 
spouse also served lo help the abuser 
gel off when a case did come lo the 
attention of police or landed in the 
courts. 

So the Domestic Violence Act was 
deslgiled to allow police to arrest and 
charge abusers wilh or without the 
cooperation of the vicliili. And the stail-
dai'ds of what counted as violence wei-e 
really lighted down. It allowed police to 
airest if they could find evidence of "an 
assault." 

Appi-opriately so too, because if the 
law depended on police spotting the 
signs, they were likely to sec only bits 
and pieces. They wei-e unlikely to see 
the entire pattern of abuse. Besides, we 
can think of no goo(l reason why any 
adult should strike another adult. 
When it occurs, an arrest should hap­
pen. 

Mind you, the Domestic Violence law 
was broadened to also take care of 
abuse occurring in couples who are not 
married. Just living togelhei'. 11 was 
broadened to addi'ess the occasions in 
which adult children abuse their live-in 
parents. Abuse between roolllmates 
sometimes occurs, and lawmakers 
wanted the act to address lhat too. 

In broadening the law to cover ally 
two people living in the same house­
hold, it was also seen as covering the 
parent-child relationship. 

But with children, there is a differ­
ence. Children do have to be raised 
with discipline, and frankly the legal 
system expects pal'ents to do that. But 
you should note that a spank and "an 
assault" bare a striking similarity in 
that it involves one person hitting 
another. Read literally, it is entirely 
possible to interpret Michigan's 

G o v e r n m e n t 

Doillcstic Violence law as baililing 
physical piiiiishiiieill like spailkiilg. 

Now. you iliay be aiiioiig those who 
Ix'lieve pai'eiits should never sjjallk or 
stiike their ('IlildiTn. Yoii inigllt l)e 
ailloilg those who believe tllei-e ai'c 
always Iletler ways lo disciilliilc cliil-
(ii-erl. You may be anlong those wllo 
think Dcboi-ah Skousen. the Bi'igliton 
iiioill a(|uilted of slapping her daughtei', 
Weill l()o far. Or yoii iilay lliink (hat 
Novi's Kalhi Heirell did not llan(lle well 
Ihe corll'i-oillalion wilh Iler daughter 
last July, for which she lias beeii ('on-
victe(l of (loiileslic violence. That ver­
dict is now being appealed. 

Oul we lllink il woiild be ill-advised lo 
outlaw spanking. Remeiliber this law 
applies slalewkle, not just lo Ihe well-
educated, higll-incoiile parents of a 
colllmunily like N()vi. It applies equally 
lo inner city parents aild those living iil 
renlole rural ai'cas outslale. 

Not all pai'eiits have the skills lo 
el'I'eclivcly discipliile childi-cn wilholit 
occasioilally I'esorliilg tocoipoi'al puii-
ishmeiil. Since the '60s and '70s s()ciol-
ogisls have known lhat vvoi'king class 
parents, those with no more than a 
high school education tend lo be more 
physi('al when disciplining their chil-
di'en. And il is arguable that the illiddle 
class's less physical style of pullisll-
ment by "threatening withdrawal of 
love" is a more humane foriil of disci­
pline. 

FJegaixlless, society has an interest is 
seeing that childi"en ai-e raised in a dis­
ciplined fashion. And lawinakei's ought 
not strip pal'ents of their ability to use 
eoi'pol-al puilishmenl, because in nlany 
eases, the result will be no discipline at 
all. 

Michigan's Child Abuse law was 
specifically designed to cut llle distinc­
tion between discipliile and abuse. 
Keying not on whether a slrike 
occuiTed, but on whether the child is 
hurt, the law gives parents a inai-gin for 
eri-or as they attempt lo raise their 
kids. 11 does protect against abuse. It 
protects also against mental abuse. 
But it speciflcally allows for parental 
discipline. 

Much belter to use that law in deal­
ing with the parent/child relationship 
than to bl'ing in another law, written to 
address a difl'el-ent pl-oblem, like the 
Domestic Violeilce Acl. 

If officials want to arifue lhat Ihe 
HeiTen and Skousen cases could not 
have been made under Ihe Child Abuse 
Acl, we'd say Ihei-e's probably a good 
reason for lhat. 

Ultimately, what is happening hei-e is 
lhat law enforcement is misapplying 
the Domestic Violence Acl lo cases of 
parental discipline. That law was 
designed to deal with abusive spouses. 
The Child Abuse law was fine tulied to 
deal with parents and their children. 

The Domestic Violence doesn't need 
lo be trashed. It is in many ways an 
excellent law, for what it was intellded 
to do. 

But the inisuse needs to stop. And if 
cops and judges can't cut that distinc­
tion, then lawmakers should go back 
and make the law more cleai; lhat it 
was iiltended to regulate adult behavior 
between adults. Wllen the parent/child 
relationship comes into play, the law 
should refer cops and judges to the 
Child Abuse Act.

Ivolli, 72, uses a black and 
while model of the Optelec 
video magnifier for his check­
book, for recipes, and of 
course, reading. 

"I use this machine for Just 
about everything," Inlli said. 

Before he received the 
video magnifier on loan from 
the Novi Lions two months 
ago, l,olll used two magnify­
ing glasses and his reading 
glasses to do what he can do 
on this machine. 

With a magnification level 
of up to 70 limes, l..olli no 
longer needs the two magni­
fying glasses as well as read­
ing glasses he previously 
used to accomplish Ule same 
tasks he can perform with 
Ihe video machine, 

"1 used to read the newsjla-
per front to back every day," 
Lolli said. "1 miss it. The 
machine helps me." 

Reading material is placed 
on the movable platform, 
Aniorig the many uses Lolh 
has for the machine include 
filling out forms, workiilg in 
his checkbook, and reading 
recipes, 

"When the Lions got the 
black and white version it 
really Increased his capacity 
towards self sufficiency," said

are half a dozen knobs which 
control the console, image, 
color, size, focils and power. 
Background colors can also 
be changed. 

The black and white model 
on loan lo Lolll costs about 
-$2,000 while Ihe color Opt­
elec magnifying machine 
which the Novi Lions donated 
to the llbraî ' in the fall costs 
about 83,400. 

"When we go out and do a 
fund raiser, we collect these 
monies from the community 
what we want lo do Is put it 
back Into the community," 
Dick Faulkner of the Novi 
Lions', 

The Optelec is available for 
the public to use in the 
senior section of the library 
area, 

"It fits in with the library's 
overall effort to provide large 
print material for people who 
have vision problems such as 
special books and equipment 
to read any kind of reading 
material," said Brenda 
Evans, director of the Novi 
Library. 

Also In the senior section 
of the Novi libraiy, there are 

four aisles of large print 
books, an informational cor­
ner which includes two topi­
cal bulletin boards, hand­
outs, and periodicals includ­
ing the large print edition of 
llle Reader's Digest, 

An eyeglass collection box 
for the Novi Lions is also kept 
In the senior section of the 
libraiy. Eyeglasses in reason­
able condition may be 
dropped into the collection 
box. Children's glasses and 
nonprescription sunglasses 
are desperately needed, 

"Most people don't under­
stand there's a real need out 
thei-e. They are reluctanl;: to 
drop them in the box instead 
they Just trash them," said 
John Chambers, Novi Library 
board of directors. "It's in the 
small things like that that a 
lot of people can make a big, 
big difference." 

The Northville Library has 
about 10 Braille books for 
children, 100 adult and 50 
children's audio books, 20 
descriptive videos and up to 
100 large print books. They 
do not have magnifying 
glasses or machines.

L S C A grant and Novi Lions donation enable library to p u r c h a s e a variety of magnifiers

The Novi Idbrary became a preview 
center for magnifiers thanks to a one-
year grant from the Library Ser\'ices and 
Construction Act (LSCA) in 1995, With 
the funds, the library purchased seven 
magnifying glasses, 

"1 saw those seven nlagnifiers, It was 
like one drip in a huge bucket as far as 
the potential for the variety of magnifiers 
and the kinds of needs," said Pauline 

Druschel, assistant director and head of 
Outreach Sendees. 

With the grant, they also purchased 
the Reading Edge, a voice synthesized 
machine that scans the printed text and 
reads it back. 

When the Novi Lions heard about what 
the library was doing they donated 
$1,000 which enabled the library to pur­
chase about 30 additional hand-held 
magnifiers, 

"That's what really got us up and mov­

ing," Druschel said. 
The library's preview center now 

includes round and rectangle magnifiers 
in many magnifications. Soille have 
stands or can be clamped onto a table. 
There are also sheet and bar magnifiers. 
Others can be combined for double mag­
nification. 

It takes Georgia Grovcsleen, public 
services librarian of Outreach Seivices or 
Druschel at least a half an hour of work­

ing with an individual to find out what 
they need. 

"Some people like rectangular, others 
prefer round," said Druschel, 

Magnifiers can be checked out for pre-
\dew for a month, 

"Georgia and 1 both encourage (people) 
not to immediately buy something, try 
two or three different varieties, find out 
what's really best because you have 
changing light environments," Druschel 
said. 

What works in the library may not be 
good at home because of the different 
light and time of day. 

"It gives them a chance to experiment 
with a magnifier before they make a pur­
chase because they can be pretty expen­
sive," Druschel said. 

The other option for people wishing to 
preview magnifying glasses is lo go to 
The Library for the Blind and Handi­
capped in Pontiac.

Three Northville couples were 
not prepared for what they experi­
enced when they arrived at dawn 
at the Melvin Jones School in 
Lima, Peru, on Feb. 16, 

John Morgan, a member of the 
Northwest Lions Club and his 
wife Barbara, of the Northville 
Lions Club, along with Phyllis 
and Anthony Heckemeyer and 
former residents Charles and 
Maria Poindexter, all also of the 
Northville Lions Club, had flown 
to Peru as volunteers in an' eye­
glass distribution project in con­
nection with the 25th anniversary 
of the establishment of the San 
Felipe Lions Club in Limaî  

The Morgans had appliai for a 
$30,000 grant from the Lions 
Club International Foundation to 
fund the shipment of 10,000 
paiirs of eyeglasses together with 
two new automatic refractors 
costing over $12,000 to Lima and 
to pay the cost of food and local 
transportation for the eyeglass 
distribution project. Volunteers 
paid for their own lodging and air 
transportation and miscellaneous 

expenses. 
People seeking eye exams and 

glasses had already extended for 
blocks by the the team arrived on 
Monday morning at dawn. 

There were 26 members on the 
examinations team including for­
mer Novi resident and ophthal­
mologist Dr, Martin S. Arkin, 
optamologists, dispensers, pick­
ers, fitters and computer opera­
tors. Dr Arkin also performed 12 
cataract operations and one 
cornea transplant with a cornea 
provided by the Michigan Eye-
bank in Ann .Arbor. 

The volunteers were responsi­
ble for patient registration, crowd 
control, dispatching prescriptions 
froln the fli'st floor examination 
room to the second floor picker 
room, and for escorting patients 
between the examination and fit­
ting rooms, 

Anthony (Chet) Heckemeyer 
was assigned to work the dumb 
waiter system which had been 
rigged between the first and sec­
ond floor for dispatching prescrip­
tions. The prescriptions were 
placed in a cardboard dispatch 

box which was tied to a rope on 
all four sides. With a tug of the 
rope, the box was pulled up to the 
second floor where computer 
operators and pickers filled the 
prescriptions. The orders were 
placed back in the box and sent 
over the half-wall overiooking the 
staircase to the first floor, Hecke­
meyer, who has been legally blind 
since he was 48 years old, was at 
the bottom waiting for the dumb 
waiter, 

"He was an inspiration to all of 
us," Morgan said of Heckemeyer, 

Heckemeyer lost his vision to 
retinitis pigmentosa, a disease 
causing the death of the light 
receiving cells in the retina at the 
back of the eye. His wife, Phyllis, 
was assigned crowd control and 
helping select sunglasses, which 
are not included in the total 
count of prescription glasses, 

"People are just desperate," 
Phyllis said, "Some of it was very 
sad." 

Barbara Morgan was assigned 
to the registration desk while her 
husband John worked crowd con­
trol. 

"He kept the lines In line," Bar­
bara said. 

With temperatures ranging in 
the 80s and 90s, It was only pos­
sible to seat 10 people in the 
school building at a time. Win­
dows had to be blacked out and 
remain closed in the examination 
room which did not allow for ven­
tilation. 

The team worked 13 hours on 
the first two days, 12 on the third 
and eight on the last day of the 
project with 26 minutes lunch 
breaks which they took in shifts. 
Luncheons were provide by the 
local Lions Club and included 
three Peruvian dishes. 

In all, 3,000 people received 
eyeglasses during the distribution 
project. With a official population 
of 8 million according to the latest 
census, the project was described 
by Dr. Dennis Cobler, who headed 
the Visions group, as "spitting in 
the ocean." The reirlaining eye 
glasses were left with local opti­
cians for distribution to needy 
cases.

This is the third year the 
annual luncheon has been spon­
sored by the Observer and 
HomeTowii newspaper.s, along 
with the Friends of the 
Northville, Novi, Canton and Ply-
moillh libraries. 

In 1987. Ihc Friend.s of Ihc 
Northville Library Board of 
Directors, with Betty Griffin as 
its president, first discussed 
sponsoring such a luncheon. 
They contacted their neighboring 
Friends group froill the Novl 
Library, whose president at the 
time was Barbara Pipas, to dis­
cuss a Joint venture. 

The kick-off benefit luncheon 
was held in the Novl City council 
chambers then located in the 
Novl Library. 

The guest speaker was 
roiliance author Linda Lang 
Bartell because the luncheon 
was held near Valentine's Day. 

The room seated 80 comfort­
ably. But the event was not with­
out a few glitches. 

The cable company that came 
to tape the event was such a 
drain on the power that the food 
and the coffee did not get hot. 

Undaunted, the two groups 
planned the next luncheon for 
1988, Once again using the city 
council chamber whose seating 
had increased to 88 persons 
because the eight council mem­
bers chairs had been moved to 
their chambers in new Civic 
Center, Everything was going 
pretty smoothly until the guest 
speaker, Neal Shine, didn't show 
at the scheduled time. A call to 
the Detroit Free Press publish­
er's downtown office Indicated 

that he had left the office a bit 
late but that he was ml his way. 
Mally women were an.\ioiis to get 
started because a dreadful snow­
storm had begun and they were 
getting worried about the drive 
home. Turns out Shine had a 
one-car accident on the way lo 
the luncheon. 

Things began lo turn around 
for the groups when in 1989 
Ihey moved their luncheon to the 
new Civic Center. Steve Romanik 
of the former Home Sweet Monie 
restaurant In Novl catered the 
luncheon, completed with table 
linen, silver, china, glassware, 
waitstaff and food, gratis. The 
speaker was Tony Spina, photog­
rapher for the Detroit Free Press 
who had brought two assistants 
lo help him with projectors to 
show slides of his many award-
winning photos of local and 
world figures, Gretchen Pugsley 
from Novi created the stunning 
centerpieces In black and white. 
In keeping with the photography 
theme. 

The following years' speakers 
included S,K. Wolf in 1990 and 
Lucy Taylor in 1991. 

The Friends of the Plymouth

"If my dad fell inIo a pond, he would come 
up cheeking his pockets for lisli," said the for­
mer WDIV-'IV anchor. 

Being positive In the face of reality. That's 
what (iriiii's father taught him. 7\nd to this 
day. Crim, who retired from WDIV in 1997, 
travels the country with his niotlvational 
essays and posllive spirit. 

"People e(|iiale optlmisin wilh unrcallsiii. But 
as a iiewsiiiaii I've seen my share of tragedy. 1 
know about the negative." Crim said. "We can 
face things realistically, yet sllll be positive." 

This is Ihe message that Crim will bring to 
guests of the Third Annual Obsen'er-Hoiilc-
Town Friends Book & Author Luncheon 
Wednesday, April 22, at the Fox Hills Couiitiy 
Club.

SECOND THOUGHTS 
Crim will discuss his book. "Second 

Thoughts with Mori Crim," which includes his 
motivational and inspirational essays, "Mort 
Crlin's Second Thoughts" also are heard on 
radio across Ihe nation and sponsored by K 
mart. His radio fcalurc is heard in Detroit on 
WNIC and is also heard around Ihe worid on 
the Armed Forces F̂ adlo Network. 

Crim believes people should ask themselves 
two important questions: What can 1 do to 
make a difference and will it matter? 

In his book and radio features. Crim says he 
uses humor and personal anecdotes to empha­
size his belief in the positive asjiects of human 
nature. 

Crim also draws on his knowledge of Ihe 
human condition I'rom his 30 years of news 
broadcasting. Journalism, especially broad­
cast, is also one of Crini's topics. But maybe 
not the way you think a veteran newsman 
would speak of It. 

JOURNALISTIC OPTIMISM 
His goal Is to bring optimism to the worid of 

Journalism, calling for more balanced and posi­
tive news reporting, Crim says he is disap­
pointed and disenchanted with what he calls a 

growing (rend of sensationalizing and exploit­
ing of the news. 

"The line belweeii news and entertainment 
has been obliterated," said Crim, who was a 
national cori'espondeilt for ABC Radio. Mis was 
the voice that described Neil Armstrong's land­
ing on the moon. His resume also includes cov­
erage of Robert Kennedy's funeral, the Yoili 
KIppur war in the Middle East, as well as the 
Vietnam War with President Lyndon Johnson, 

While Crim concedes that pari of the respon­
sibility lies with the media's audience, it's not a 
good enough answer 

"If our ethic is to give audiences what it 
wants, than the same justification can be used 
by bookies and prostitutes," Crim said, 

Journalists are trained to determine what is 
news and what information is essential for the 
public. While some might say that such an 
attitude in Journalists is arrogant, Crim dis­
agrees. 

"It's no more arrogant than a doctor telling 
you he knows what's best for your body. We 
have lo educate Ihe public. It sounds elitisl, 
but 1 don't mean to. It's like politicians who 
need to educate the public. The public needs 
leadership. 

"Jourtlallsts have to do the same thing. Pre­
sent the facts, expose Ihings. Generally, people 
will respond to that positively." 

LENGTHY RESUME 
"Second Thoughts with Mort Crim" is not his 

first book. "One Moment, Please" is a collection 
of radio scripts, which aired on more than 350 
radio stations in the 1970s. Crim describes the 
book and radio features as similar to Charles 
Osgood's current radio features. Crim is also 
the author of "Take Off and Fly: Living Positive 
in a Negative World." 

Crim has been a broadcaster for stations 
from California to New York City. He also was 
the permanent vacation substitute for Paul 
Har\'eyfrom 1980 to 1984. 

After spending a good amount of time in 
radio. Crim decided he wanted a change. 

"1 really thought at that age I should try TV," 
Crlms said, "Hariy Reasoner wasn't able to 
move over so 1 went to l.ouisville, Kentucky." 

Three years later he went to Philadelphia 
where he worked with the late Jessica Savltch. 
He also did a stint in Chicago. 

WDIV-TV became home to Crim as the 
senior editor and anchor of the evening news 
from 1978 to 1997 and remains with the sta-

lVlOrt Crim 

lion as vice president of community affairs. 
"1 miss Ihe people, but not anchoring. We all 

still stay In touch, Caniieii (Harlen) and Chuck 
(Galdiea). I really don't miss the work. 1 have 
moved into something that's more exciting for 
me at this stage of my life." 

AFTER RETIREMENT 
In addition to flying around the country in 

his own twin engine plane Crim also owns a 
production company with 18 employees. The 
company produces specials for PBS, as well as 
videos for companies, such as Standard Feder­
al, and work for nonprofit organizations such 
as the Henry Ford Health Systems, 

Crim's resume also includes a number of 
awards, including twice being named by the 
United Press International Best l̂ ocal TV News­
cast in America, as well the Gold Medal as Best 
Radio Personality at the New York Festivals 
International Raclio Awards and the festival's 
Silver Medal for Best Humor 'Writing. That's 
nol to mention more than a dozen Emmys, as 
well as his alma mater Northwestern Universi­
ty's Alumni Merit Award, and induction as the 
first distinguished alumnus in Medill's Hall of 
Achievement,
