WARMING TO THE TASK? 
Conventional wisdom used lo be thai an 

engine should be allowed lo warm up lor 
several minutes belore drivers pulled out ol the 
dfjveway In ihc morning. A long, idling wami-
up, however, is no longer recommended lor 
today's engines, which (along with the entire 
drivelrain) wanii up more quickly when driven 
soon alter siarting. Moreover, because the 
combustion process is less efficient when the 
engine Is cold, allowing the car to warm up 
skwly Introduces more unbumed luel into the 
motor oil than is necessary. Thus, the 
.recommendation Is to allow a cold engine to 
Wle only until Ihe oil pressure comes Into ils 
normal range (a few seconds) before driving 
away al moderate speed until the engine 
readies it nonnal operating temperature. 

Ihis week's column dispels the notion of 
giving your vehicle several minutes to warm up 
in Ihe morning.

"Voter approval was necessaiy to 
buy the park land, at the very least 
you should ask voters how tlley 
want it developed." 

Tindall is a founder of PARKS 
(People About Recognizing Kids 
Space), a group that opposes plac­
ing a golf course oil the 500 acres 
and would prefer to see It devel­
oped as a nature park. 

Supporters of nloving ahead with 
the study pointed out lhat any 
decision that's made about the site 
should be backed by research, 

"I think it's Ihe ne.xt logical step. 
1 think we have taken criticism as 
recently as the last six months for 
not doing this type of study," 
Council Member Katlly Mutch said, 

"Even if it goes to the voters, you 
would still have to have some back­
ground," 

The council took heat last year 
for nol commissioning a feasibility 
study before placing the communi­
ty pool on the Novcinbei- ballot. 

Don Cllllds Associates, the firm 
that will do Ihc study, was the 

third lowest of 12 bidders for the 
job, but Parks and Recreation 
Director Dan Davis advised the 
eouiicll that Ihe consultants had 
more experience and provided 
more senices than the ne.xt lowest 
bidders. 

Council Menlbei's Liiura I,oren/.o 
and Craig DeRoche were the only 
two to vote against Ihe study. 

"1 do feel al this time il Is prenla-
lurc because we do nol have indi-
rallons lhal there Is public support 
for the golf course, particularly on 
that piece of pro])erlv." l.orenzo 
said. 

DeRoche said that If the report 
concludes a golf course will work 
on the land, the Issue should be 
taken lo the voters, 

'This i)artieular project, that will 
sen'iec a distinct minority of the 
citizens at the expense of all citi­
zens Is something I'm not in favor 
of" DeRoche saici, 

"I will make as good a fight as 1 
can |)iit up that we take that case 
to the citizens and let them decide 
how they want to spend their 
money," 

Financial feasibility of a golf 
course at the site, the geograplly, 
market and preliminary site analy­
sis of the park will be conducted. 
The report Is due back to the coun­
cil on July 1. 

The request for proposals noted 
that the work would be based on 
the feasibility of an 18-hole golf 
course of 5,300 to 6,300 yards on 
the 500 acres, with a low to medi­
um fee stnicture. 

In its proposal, Don Cllllds 
Associates noted it will take eight 
weeks to do the study. The work 
will tllei) be analyzed by the Novl 
Parks and Reere;itloil Commission. 

'There's been no decision that's 
been made that we're goillg to pro­
ceed with a golf course or not," 
Davis told the council. 

Don Cllllds Associates designs 
golf courses and conducts public 
and media relations programs for 
golf courses, as well as performing 
feasibility and marketing studies. 

The firm llas done feasibility 
studies for San Marino Golf Club in 
Farmington, Bloomlleld Open Hunt 
Club and Stonycroft Hills Golf Club 
in Bloonlfield Hills and Tam 
O'Shanter Country Club in West 
Bloomlleld. 

In Novi, the study will be an 
analysis of the market demand for 
golf, the econonlic oveiView for a 
course, tile cost of a golf course 
and club house and will also pro­
ject ten-year Income aild cash flow 
statements for such an operation. 

Don Childs will also provide a 
preliminary golf course routing and 
master plan for the North NoW 
Park. Consultants from Don Childs 
will meet with Novi officials six 
times and will charge $250 per 
each additional meeting. 

Lower bidders for the study were 
P.A.R, Excellence Consulting of 
Roekford, which offered to do the 
work for S7.500 and THK 
Associates, of Greenwood, 
Colorado, for $9,850.

The prelillilnaiy hearing for the 
man accused of killing his Infanl 
daughter ten years ago was 
adjourned eariler this monlll so his 
attorney could review documents 
from the Oakland County medical 
examiner. 

The preliminary hearing will 
resume March 25 in Judge Michael 
Batchik's courtroom. 

Police reported last month that 
36-year-old Gaiy l.ee Burns con­
fessed lo the murder bul ihe defen­
dant has yet to enter a plea. 

Novi police reopened the 1987 
case, originally ruled an accidental 
asphyxiation by the county medical 
examiner, when a relative of Burns 
came fonvard with new informa­
tion. She said she heard the nlan 
say he had accidentally killed his 
daughter, Kaylel, in a 111 of fruslra-

lion. 
Police said during quesllonlng 

Jan. 22 he admitted he'd been 
coming down from a marijuana 
buzz and he'd gotten frustrated 
and shoved (an ice cube) in her 
mouth. It became stuck and he 
couldn't get il oul. 

Burns, who now lives in Flint, 
was arraigned on second degree 
murder charges in 52-1 District 
Court in Novi in Januarj'. There is 

no statute of llnlitations on murder 
and Burns could gel life in prison if 
convicted. 

Al llle time of the iilcident. 
Burns lived in the Chateau Estates 
mobile home park with his wife. He 
is ilow divorced, but has two olher 
children, ages 6 and 9, who live 
with the woman. He is now in the 
Oakland County Jail, unable as of 
yet to post $500,000 bond or 10 
percent.

Judge Brian MacKenzie of 52-1 
District Court will allow testimony 
in an evidenliar)' hearing to deter­
mine whether 32-year-oId Kathi 
Herren of Novi received a fair trial 
last year. 

Herren was convicted by a Jury 
on misdenleanor assault and bat-
Iciy charges in November for slap­
ping her 14-year-old daughter in 
the face during an argument. 

However. Herren filed a motion 
for a new trial the next day argu­
ing, among other things, that her 
first attorney did not put her on the 
stand lo testify in her owli defense 
as she requested. 

Her new attorney, Frank 
Yiannatji argued the motion before 
MacKenzie March 11. 

•'The fad of the matter Is she 
fully intended she would be leslify-
ing and didn't learn she would not 
be testifying until the court, ordered 
final arguments," Yiannatji 
explained. "It was her choice and 
that choice was denied to her." 

MacKenzie acknowledged that 
although he explained In court she 
had a right to testify, he could not 
know the discussion between the 

'The fact of the matter is 
she fully intended she 
would be testifying," 

Flank Yiannalji 
Kathy Herien's lawyer 

attorney and client. 
"So 11 was nol lhal she was unaware of her 

right bul rather lhal she was unaware (allorney 
Lee) O'Brien was going to rest without giving 

her lhal righl?" MacKenzie reaffirmed. 
City prosecuting allorney Phil 

Seynlour argued though that nol 
presenting the defendant's testimo­
ny was a matter of tactics and 
strategy on the part of the defense. 

"It's very easy, if the trial doesn'l 
go as they wanted lo say (the 
lawyer) was deficient," Seymour 
said. 

MacKenzie said it was a gray 
area of the law and needs to hear 
from O'Brien and others. He said 
he felt O'Brien had done his job 
well during the two-month trial. 

"I don't find any showing the 
attorney was Incompetent. In fact 1 

found he did a good job on the 
cross examinations (of the prosecu­
tion's witnesses)," he explained. 
"It's fair to say Mr. O'Brien devas­
tated a witness ... His closing argu­
ment was an excellent one." 

'There is no evidence of ineffec­
tive counsel," he said. "Nothing else 
in your argument would cause me 
lo review the case excepi llle poten­
tial failure to call a witness." 

The attorneys have 30 days lo 
prepare and set a date for an after­
noon hearing. 

MacKenzie rejected additional 
arguments hy Yiannatji lhat 
attempted to prove previous coun­
sel of being ineffective.

Tllallks to a $700,000 computer 
project, Novi police shoilld be able 
to target problem areas In the city 
with the dick of a mouse. 

"We'll be able to analyze what's 
really going on In Novl, what's hap­
pening and what areas we should 
concentrate our efforts 
on," said Linda Harrison, 
office manager for the 
police deparlnlent. 

The 30 new In-house 
computers and 20 portable 
lap-top computers went 
live on Feb. 1, allowing offi­
cers and detectives to type 
their reports directly Into 
the systenl which can then 
categorize criilles any way 
the department wants. 

The old system was more 
like a filing cabinet, 
Harrison said. Information 
was minimal and ran 
through the Oakland 
County records systenl. 
Now, Novl controls the 
Information and passes II 
along to tile county. 

That means no more 
problems running annual 
crime reports or tracking 
paperwork, she explained. 

But perhaps the biggest improve­
ment will be the increase in effi­
ciency. With software to come this 
summer, officers will be able type 
reports right Into laptops In their 
patrol cars, 

The ultiinale goal Is If we can go 
into the clllzen's home with the 
laptops and type up the reports In 
their house," Harrison said. .She 
added Novl will be the only depart-
ment in the nation she knows of 
thai will use laptop reporting. 

That could cut down on the 
amount of time officers spend off 

the road and in the station filling 
out iiapcrwork. 

The sy.steiii also changes the way 
calls are dispatched to officers. 
Instead of constant radio dispatch­
ing, the cellular digital packet data 
laplojjs show the officers wlllch 
calls they need to respond to. A 
sound in the machine alerts them 

to a new call from the department's 
dispatch center, and the Informa­
tion about the Incident is on the 
screen. It keeps radio contact min­
imal, said MaiTlson, and the offi­
cers have a visual memory of the 
information. 

'The biggest impact is Just the 
change of the systenl," said Joe 
Burchell, the coinmunicatlons 
manager over the dispatch s(|uad, 
"We had one memorized, now we 
have to learn another one." 

Burchell said it's a good change 
for the department as a whole, but 
until it's been up and running for a 

longer period of time, he's unsure if 
it will make the dispatchers' Jobs 
any easier. 

As for Burchell, he's able lo gel 
information faster and more com­
prehensively than ever before. 

"1 never realized how much infor­
mation I was nllssing," he said. 

The entire building received 
training sessions on how ' 
to use the new system • 
(luring the last llionlhs 
and Harrison said she 
was amazed al how many ' 
people picked 11 up iiuick-
l.V-
"You'd be surprised at the 
progress the deparlmeilt 
lias made, everyone's 
taken part in this and Is ' 
doing great," she 
explained.

The City of Novi will bankroll the 
Novl lee Arena with $63,000 In 
start-up funds, until the facility 
turns a profit and Is able to return 
the cash to the city's general hind 
coffers. 

"We expect lo see every penny 
thai Is drawn out put back In," 
Mayor Kathleen McLfOlen said., 

The arena is now 6,5 io 7,5 per­
cent coniplclcd. Parks and 
Recreation Director Dan Davis 
reported. Some 1,200 kids have 
already signed up for youth hock­
ey, and programs such as figure 
skating and adult hockey are 
expected to get rolling within the 
next 30 flays. 

McLallen wondered why the 
$120,000 collected from youth 

hockey registration fees couldn't be 
used as start-up money for the 
arena, 

"One of the premises under 
which this project was sold was 
that the expenses lo the city would 
be limited," she said. "Yes, there 
are some start-up costs, but there 
Is also start-up money. As the 
money is there, give it them. Don't 
look to the city." 

Davis said that money is not pari 
of the Ice arena revenue, but 
belongs lo the youth hockey associ­
ation, which will rent 92 hours of 
ice time per week from the arena. 

On Monday, the Novl City 
Council also approved a manage­
ment contract with the Detroit-
based Center Ice Management Inc., 

. after adopting seve;:al revisions , 
suggested by Council Member 

Craig DeRoche. Under the terills. 
Center Ice Management will be 
paid $92,000 per year to run the 
ice arena, with the money lo coille 
out of the projected $1.2 million 
annual operating budget. 

The five-year eontl'act can be ter­
minated after three years. 

The $63,000 will be used for pre-
oppningi work on the facility. 
Including hiring and training staff. 

overseeing the furnishing of the 
rinks and organizing skating and 
hockey programs. 

Of the start-up advance, larger 
payments include $22,900 for the 
general manager, $8,000 for con­
sultant Terry Seyler, $4,400 for 
advertising, $6,400 for the manag­
er of hockey and operations and 
$3,000 for. die figure skating direc­
tor.

Study delegation skills 
to empower administration

On the other hand, delegalioil is also 
a techiliquc that should be studied 
before it is practiced. One wolild not 
Jiimp into the task of setting the coil l­
pany budget wi lhoul at least sonle 
l ia lning or experience. Yon woiild be 
well advised lo not atteiilpt to learn 
that ski l l "on the job," so lo speak. 

So, loo, delcgalioil is a ski l l with a 
fair i luinber of pitfalls. Before Juii lpi i lg 
in, one should spend a liltle tiilie 
learning the best ways to avoid Iheiil. 

We inention all this as a i l 
afterthought lo the Novi Chailiber of 
Coilmleree's Econoinic S u i l l i l l i l , held 
Satui'day inorni i lg i i l the Novi Civic 
Center, The summit ineeting, held i i l 
conjunction with the City of Novi and 
its City Counci l , drew together scoi-es 
of officials, planners , . landqwiers arid 
buslness^tprfesentativcs -frpln around 
the city to discuss its development 
direction. 

Primari ly, the summi t was a 
I'esponse lo the Novi Chamber 's 
Econoil l ic Development Coi i i i i i i l tee 
report entitled " A l Ihe Crossi'oads of 
Development." The coiTimillee receiltly 
issued an update lo its first i-eport, 
handed out i i l 1995. While Ille l-cport 
said thei'e had beeii pi-ogress, it s l i l l 
concluded lha l indust i ia l and office 
developiilent in Novi is no l keeping 
pace with other types of buildii lg, like 
i-esidenlial. 

Is lhat a problem? Well, it could be, 
according lo commil lee chair B u d 
Scott of Steelecrele. If the ti-end con­
tinues, the bui-dcn of taxallon for city 
services will shift further from indus­
trial to l-esidential. Indi is t l ia l properly 
lends to generate a good deal of tax 
base coiiipai-ed lo the a i i io l in l of city 
selVices it consumes, so it is a good 
form of lax base lo have. 

The upshot is, the way things ai-e 
going, if residents want more and bel­
ter city sendees, they'll have to pay for 
it themselves. If the city can spur inoi-e 
industrial and office growth, such 
developiilent wil l allow the city to pi-o-
vide better ser\'ice wi lhoul having lo 
go to residents for tclx inci-eases. 

Saturday's Econoill ic S u n i m i l pi'o-
vided city officials and business lead-
ei's wi lh a good discussion of what the 
problems are in Novi and gave us all 
sonle ideas about steps that can be 
taken to address some of the con­
cerns. 

We also learned lhal Ihe city is 
already inaking strides a l this. For 
instance, we heard that Planni i ig 
Department Director J i m Wali l is 
working on a conlmunity suiVey and 
an update of the Master Plan, We 
heard that the Planning Coli lmission 
and City Counci l are on Ihe verge of 
adding an Office-SeiVice-TeehnoIogy 
zoning district to the city ordinance to 
nlake room for these types of busi­
nesses. 

We heard that staff planner Greg 
Capote is working already to ag,gres-
sively market the city to indusl i ies 
that might be interested in coming 
here. A n d we learned that staff plan­
ner Steve Rumple is taking the role of 
the city's business ol l lbudsi l lan. 

Several suggested courses of action 
came out of the sul l lmi t as well. For 
one, the summi t attendees suggested 
the city should proceed wi th its GST 

oi-(liiiaiicc. For aiiolhei-, Ihey suggest­
ed Ihe chamber should compile a spe­
cific list of those difficiilties business 
people are having wilh the devclop-
ii lci i l a p p i w a l pi-ocess, A i i d the sul i i -
i i i i l pi-ojlosed thai the chainber begiii 
lo i-escai-ch the pi-oblenls with road 
fiinding, so llopefiilly some solulions 
lo li-allic congestion can be found'and 
ii l iplcii icntcd. 

Bi i l one of the ii iosl interesting pi'o-
posals caiile in i'esponse lo business 
complaints lhat simple niallei's take 
100 long to get thi-ough the site plaii 
and development approval process. 
The idea was lhal the City Coui lc i l 
should au lhoi izc the adininislrat ioi l lo 
inake some of the smaller decisions 
itself. For exaiiii)lc. Rumple pointed 
out that, say, placement of an auto-
malic teller machiile in a bank pai-king 

101 might be the ki i id of thing that 
need iiol lake up the lime of the 
Planning Commission and the City 
Coiinci l , By and lai-ge, council mem­
bers were receptive lo the idea of 
"empowering" the administration. 

' tire sentiment was not unant-
moils. Counci l iiieniber l ^ u r a l^ i 'c i lzo 
suggested that since she was Ihe elect­
ed official, she would be the pei\son 
voters would e.\'pecl lo hold account­
able for such decisions, 

IVIeiliber Bob Schmid pointed out 
lha l he could indeed make adminis-
li-aloi's accountable loo, since they 
could be fii-ed if they screwed up those 
decisioiis. 

Those two points of view show the 
co i l i i ndmm large organizations, from 
Ihe federal government to large coi-po-
ralions like General Motors, face over 
how lo delegate decision making while 
insui-iiig that thiiigs gel done right. 

Novi officials may be at the point 
they have lo face reality, accepting 
that the city has grown beyond the 
ability of council lo hold all the deci­
sion-making power. 

But as they hand out decision 
i-esponsibilily, they iliight do well lo 
study the art of delegation first, A trip 
Ihi-ough the business section of any 
good book store mighl be an enlight­
ening experience. 

We've seen delegation described as a 
four-step pi-ogi"aiii, beginning with 
training and i n s t m c l i o n of the 
eiliployee. 

Then Ihe power lo make decisions is 
phased in, first asking the employee to 
decide but submit the decision for 
review before it's final. Secondly, the 
employee is asked lo decide, but must 
report on the decision and explain why 
i l was made t | l a l way. 

Finally, when the employee has 
shown a ti-ustworthy ability lo reach 
solid decisions, they asked to report 
back only when problems develop. 

Novi's p lanning department may 
already be several steps along the pro­
cess, but giving thought to the process 
and technique and the best ways to 
make it work cannothur t . 

Developing a step-by-step approach 
to turning over authority might allevi­
ate the qualms of those unsure of how 
much decis ion making should be 
turned over. 

A t the same time, it could also ease 
the newly-enlpowered administrators 
into the job wi th a less frequent need 
to let errant decision-makers go. In 
other words, fewer adminstra tors 
would get fired for screwing up. 

The idea certainly seems to be on the 
right track. B u t care and study will 
assure the smoothest transition.

It sceillcd like il took foi-ever 
Ibr Northville/Novi to receive 
l-ecognition for its stale cham­
pionship Friday night. But 
don't they say the best things 
come to those who wait? 
Officials at Rockford High 
School presented Portage wilh 
the runnerup trophy at the 
opposite end of the gylllnasi-
uin, making the slate champs 
wait just a few minutes longer 
to lei out a season-long sigh 
of relief 
But when the emcee let out 

the words "and this year's state champion, 
Northville-Novi," 18 girls and a slew of parents and 
fans enipted into anticipated delight. 

In what was a dream season for the split squad 
from metro Deiroit, the mission was now complete. 
No more third-place finishes, no more meaningless 
mid-season invitational championships. This team 
had a job to finish, and for one shining moment on a 
cold winter night in Rockford, Michigan, that job was 
conlpleted. Northville/NoWs names would forever be 
remelnbered as the 1997-98 state champions. 

Basketball and football teams may have a larger 
contingent of family and fans, but 1 don't know of a 
more supportive, close-knit group of parents than 
the ones I saw there Friday night. From start to fin­
ish, these parents were tllere with these girls. And 
not just tills season, or their high-school careers for 
that matter. Gymnasts begin their trade early on, 
usually at an age that can be counted on one hand. 

So these jiarenls have sacrificed anywhere from 10 to 
14 years so that Iheir giris could stand on lhat win­
ners platform above 11 of the best gymnastic teams 
in the slate. 

Now that's dedication. 
And let's nol forget the gj-mnasls. This group of 

tuniblel-s have spent countless nighls, even Saturday 
aflernoons, failing off beams, off bars, even o i l a 
vault trying to gel belter. 

But their work was not in vain. 
I would be renliss nol to ilienlion the coach, and 

the people who buill this program fi-om the ground 
floor. Laura Moyers has won individual slate chanlpi-
onships before, but the Rockfoi-d team she was on 
and the Rockford teams she coached the last two 
years never won a team title, Bul in her first year as 
Northville/Novi coach she led an extremely talented 
team to the promised land, and fulillled her own 
dream as well. 

Barb Winn, whose daughter Erica was an integral 
pari of this year's team, started this program just 
four years ago after several parents tossed around 
the idea of starting a high school team. Without her 
or the aforementioned parental supporters, this stale 
championship would not have been. 

This team will lose eight highly-talented seniors, 
but Northville/Novi will return a number of major 
contributors next season. 'Whether or not it will be 
enough to compete for another state title is yet to be 
seen. But for 18 gymnasts, numerous parents and 
one coaeh, enjoy this one while you've got it.

More to running state that cutting taxes 
Fvarly scenes from 
this, a political y(;ar 

Busily running for 
reelection, Gov. 
John Eiigler has 
pi-oposcd a (Irawn-
out process by 
which the Michigan 
income tax rate 
would be cut back 
from 4.4 percent lo 
3.9 percent by the 
year 2000. 
Equally busy but 

far less visible, Engler's main Denioci-atic 
challengers arc dutifully following suit. 

Lany Owen wants to increase the per-
soilal ilicome tax exeiiiption lo $1,000 over 
three yeai's, starting now. This would give 
the average Michigan family all of an cx'ti-a 
$3.30 a week when fully phased In. It also 
would cost something like $1.8 billion in 
loi-gone revenue for slate scivices, higher 
education and local schools, 

Doug Ross wants to dump the Single 
Business Tax in favor of a corporate 
income lax on grounds that the SBT taxes 
l30lh overall employmenl and net corporate 
profits. In 1995, revenue from the SBT 
made up around 12 percent of Michigan's 
total lax revenue'. Taxes on corpoi-ale prof­
its accounted for 4,7 percent in Ohio, 9 
percent in Illinois and 7 percent in 
Minnesota, 

Ross wants to convey a tax-culling mes­
sage, bul he has a good policy point. The 
SBT is a bad tax because it penalizes pre­
cisely those companies that are growing, 
benefiting Michigan's economy hy adding 
employees. (Remember wliose lobbyists 
wi-ote the SBT quite early one fine morn­

ing? They sui-e didn't l-eprescnt the high 
lech, high growth sector of our economy.) 

These days, the fundameiital article of 
faith among politicians asserts that the 
eleclorale is inleresle(I in Utile more than 
cutting taxes. Tliei'elbi-e, in oi-der to pander 
10 the voters, the thing lo (lo is lo never be 
outdone in tax cutting. 

Forcing political discussion on ta.\ policy 
into this single dimension would be sad if it 
wei-e not so sterile. Obviously, vciy lew of 
us want lo pay more taxes. Bul merely 
promising to rcduee taxes as an end in 
itself begs far more important questions 
that might lo be al the center of political 
(lebatc. 

For example: Assuming lhat the State of 
Michigan should be spending some money 
on something, just what budget priorities 
ought to drive that spending? Another 
example: Does Ihe State of Michigan get 
full value for tax-paid g()vcrnment spend­
ing? 

Eiiglci-'s budget priorities have the virtue, 
al least, of being cleat-. lie wants to build 
5,400 more prison beds at the cost of $180 
million and increase spending on the 
Department of Coi-i-cctions by 5 percent. 
On the other hand, he wants to spend only 
1.5 pel-ceni more on Michigan ilniversities 
and zero nioi-c on community colleges. 

Where is the rebuttal? I fear Democrats, 
so dazzled wilh the simplistic idea that cut­
ting taxes is the sole plll-pose of political 
discourse, are lnissing a big opportunity. 

11 makes good sense to argue that we 
sholild increase state support Ibr universi­
ties; and that to cut college tuition increas­
es Ibr Ihousailds of Michigan families is a 
better choice than increasing siiending to 
wal-ehouse felons. 

And it's easy to poirlt out that if it's good 

public policy lo move students fl-oill nol 
vely good high schools into lilol'c career-
friendly eoillliiunity colleges lo serve ail 
economy that is critically short of skilled 
label-, the governor's cdlicalioil budget pri­
ority illakes no sense at all, 

Alld it's equally valuable to ask whether 
slate government is really getting hill value 
for such expenditures it does inake. 

Take the case of prisons, so large in 
Engler's scheme of things. Stale Re|).' Kirk 
Profit, D-Ypsilaiiti, has jil-oduced conl-
pelliilg evidence tilal Ihe aillount Michigan 
spends per prison illmale is far in excess of 
what is spent i l l neighboring stales. Any 
response Irom Engler or the Departinenl of 
Coi-rections? None to date. 

Take the case of road repaii-. Wilh greal 
fanfare, Ihe governor and the Ixgislatui-e 
last year hiked the gasoline tax to pay for 
decades of bipartisan budget priorities that 
paid mol-e attention to building new high­
ways than to repairing those lhat already 
existed. 

Have you seen much discussion about 
how best to design roads able lo suivive 
Michigan's winters? Has atlybody asked 
how much short-terill patching will take 
place j l l s l beibre the election, with a likely 
half-life of a couple ofyeal-s? 

Thci-e is iiioi'e lo running a slate than 
cutting taxes. I know Gov. Engler, Larry 
Owen and Doug Ross all know i l . I jus l 
wish they'd act accordingly.

Saving kids' lives is nice, but 
suppose cardiopulmonary resusci­
tation (CPR) doesn't work, or the 
tetlcher freezes up. Is the school 
liable? 

Members of the House Education 
Conlnlittee worried about tllat as 
Rep. Sue Rocea, R-Macomb County 
and a registered nurse, revived her 
pet bill. It would require newly-
illred teachers to be certified in 
CPR. 

Only persons with physical llnli­
tations would be exempt. 
Otherwise, the state would have to 
revoke the teaching certineate of a 
new teacher not certified in CPR. 

CPR Is the administering of 
nlouth-to-iilouth resuscitation and 
punlplng of the chest of a person 
who has stopped breathing. 

"There are people who, even after 
training, don't feel comfortable 
doing this," said Rep. Tom 
Midclleton, R-Ortonvllle, when 
Rocca's bill was discussed March 
11, "And we'd be saying you have 
to go through this training to be a 
teacher," 

"We're In trouble," said conlmit-
tee chair Sharon Gire, D-Macomb 
County, "1 would feel a moral obli­
gation to do it. Work on it and bring 
it back," said Gire, reluctant to 
take a vote. 

Several lawmakers said requiring 
CPR was like requiring training in 
what to do with a hostage situa­
tion, substance abuse or a family 
crisis. 

Not so, said Rocca, "CPR needs 
to be started In four minutes (to 

tivoid brain damage due to lack of 
oxygen). After eight minutes, 
there's no hope. If we wait for an 
ambulance when there has been a 
drowning or head injury, it's fatal. 

"In the last year, we had a child 
in Hesperia choke to death on a 
marshnlallow. In Masoil, a football 
plilyer stopped breathing. No one 
did anything. He died by the tinle 
an amllulanee got there." 

Other lawlnakers' objections: 
• "My fire chief had eoncerlls," 

said Rep. Penny Crissman, R-
Rochester. "You may be trained in 
it one time, but that's not 'profi­
cient.'" 

• 'This bill makes it (CPR) a part 
of job responsibility," said Rep. 
Candaee Curtis, D-Swartz Creek. 
'There's a real question whether 
the 'good Samaritan' rule kicks in." 
Under the good Sanlaritan, a per­
son attempting a rescue cannot be 
held liable if his or her efforts fail 
unless there is willful misconduct. 

'This is a much bigger issue than 
CPR. If you keep pushing medical 
duties onto other people, you've got 
a real problenl," Curtis said, 

• Thei'e's a turnover among 
school personnel, said Rep. Bob 
Brown, D-Dearborn Heights. "How 
long do you have the safely net 
you're seeking?" 

• "1 taught Red Cross first aid 
and CPR," said Rep. Ror\ Jelinek, 
R-Three Oaks. 

"Some people aren't able to do it. 
They've been through four or five 
years of college and can't do 11. 
They blow' up. Some people can't • 
stand the sight of blood (in first 
aid)."

in a magnetic album," Goodman said, "The 
acid in tjic cardboard and the caustic glue 
actually migrate and accelerate the delerio-
ratioil of your photos." 

Goodman advises those that have difficul-
ly removing pll6tos from a magnetic album 
to tiy running dental floss in between the 
photo and the cardboard sheet or using a 
iiair diyer.

available to the l i l lysician. In fact, 
some people state that 8,5 percent 
of the d i a g n o s i s res ts on the 
patient's history and the actual 
examination yields only another 
15 percent. 

In 1995, with a l l of our high 
(eehnology ai ld failcy laboratory 
tests. It's easy to overlook the sig­
ni f icance of the history. But It 
must be remembered that the 
patient history determines, to a 
large part, what tests need to be 

ordered. If the i n f o rma t i on is 
incomplete or wrong, it will lake 
that much longer to arrive at the 
correct solut ion to the problem. 
Since the liistor)' is of such vital 
Impo r tance , I have l i s t ed the 
types of usehi l information that 
the patient would be wise lo have 
at hand: 

» When explaining a problem to 
the physic ian, try lo be specific. 
When was the p r o b l e m f i rs t 
noticed, how has It changed and 
what is it do ing now? As a n 
example, saying, "1 have a lump 
In my breast that has been there 
since 1978, aild has not changed" 
will tell the physician much nlore 
than a simple, "I have a lump," 

• Many diseases can be Inherit­
ed from our parents. It Is always 
usefu l to know whether some­
thing runs in the family. Heart 
disease, breast cancer, colon can­
cer and sickle cell anemia are a 
few examples where heredity is 
Imporlant. 

• As the A m e r i c a n p u b l i c 
becomes mobile and visits foreign 
countries, physicians are treating 
problems that ordinari ly are not 
seen in the Uni ted States. F o r 

Ins la i lee , m a l a r i a Is seen In 
M i c h i g a n , but w o u l d not be 
thought of unless It was known 
that the pat ient h a d been In 
Africa or another foreign country. 
If you develop a problem after vis­
i t ing another count ry , let your 
physician know, 

• If you are allergic to the illedi-
cal lon, tell your phys ic ian . It is 
also inlporiani io describe what 
happened when y o u took the 
drug. For instance, getting sleepy 
after taking an antihistamine is a 
side effect and not an al lergy. 
Developing hives after taking an 
ant ib io t ic would be an al lerg ic 
reaction. 

• List all medications you are 
taking, including aspir in, Tylenol, 
birth control pills, laxatives and 
all over-the-counter medications. 

• If you are seeing more than 
one phys i c i an , let y o u r doctor 
know. Almost all physicians have 
been at least one patient who was 
taking two brands of the same 
drug at the same t ime because 
neither physician knew about the 
other. 

• If you have a Job that could 
inf luence your heal th, tell your 

physician. 
• A history of vaccinat ions is 

Important. If everyone who cut 
themselves knew when their last 
tetanus shot was, there would be 
fewer Injections. 

• A history of operatloi ls and 
childhood diseases is Important. 
As an examp le , ce r ta in hear t 
valve problems commonly follow 
rheumatic fever by many years. 

• Although embarrassing, sexu­
al problems should be mentioned, 
frequently, they may be due to 
a n o t h e r hea l th p rob lem. F o r 
I ns tance , impo tence may be 
caused by diabetes, 

• S m o k i n g , d r i n k i n g a lcoho l 
a n d t ak i ng d r u g s , even if no 
longer being done, is Important 
information for the physician to 
know. There are many conditions 
such as lung cancer or cirrhosis 
of the liver where past behavior is 
very important.

A lso , med ica t ions that are not c lear ly 
labeled should be thrown away because they 
could be dangerous if mistaken for something 
else.

• Tweezers for removal of sp l in ters and 

small t icks. 
• Syrup of Ipecac for acc identa l po is ing.

• Telephone numbers .taped to the inside 
door, including ambulance, family doctor, poi­
son control center and pharmacy. 

Ask your doctor or pharmacist if you have 
any questions about these or other medica­
tions.
