If you ask Chester Czaplicka, a 
S'lO container of beer isn't Ihe son 
of thing you crack open and sip 
from ou the way home from a 
restatirant. Hut if you ;isk 
Townshij) public safety diieclor 
Chip Snider Ihe same question, 
he'll tell you il is. 

Ill the end, Snider's ojiinlon rang 
louder as the Northvllle Triwiiship 
l.^oaixl of Trustees, last week, voted 
down Czapllcka's rctjuesi for a 
license at the tenl:ilively named 
"IJIstro Brew," which would allow 
the restaurant the opportunity to 
.sell shrink-wrapped containers of 
beer for off-site consumption. 

The restaurant Is slated to be 
developed al the northwest corner 
of Seven Mile and Haggerty Roads, 
in fronl of the existing Home Depot 
location. 

Bistro Brew. Czapl icka said. 

caters to higlier-iii(omc patrons, 
which lie believed would deter 
hardcore drinkers Irom coming in. 

"This is a |)lacc where people 
come to enjoy fiiialiiy. not cjuanlily 
of been" he said. 

Czajjlicka said he rc(()gni/.ed the 
risks taken by businesses that 
dealt in alcohol, but indicated his 
business had a violation-free police 
record. To malillain that clean his-
toIT,'. Czaplicka said the restaurant 
would make il a jloinl of iiggres-
sively checking idenlification with 
liatrons and would alstj not have 
pre-packaged containers of beer 
wailing 111 coolers. 

Instead, anyone wishing to pur-
cha.se the beer would need to make 
a request with restaurant employ­
ees who would fill orders on an 
individual basis and then place a 
protective seal around the wide 

mouth of the container 
Michigan motor vehicle regula­

tions make 11 illegal to operate a 
motor vehicle wilh an open con­
tainer of alcohol in the car. regard­
less of whether or not the beverage 
has been consumed. 

Based both on what he'd read 
and experienced. Snider said he 
opposed carrj'-away beer sales on 
Ihe grounds that persons who had 
sat down to a meal and began 
drinking tended lo be more socia­
ble and more geared toward the 
drinking mood. 

But Czaplicka disagreed. He sakl 
the volume of beverage in question 
and shape of the container didn't 
lend Itself lo drinking while on the 
road. 

"Wi l l i all due respect, you're 
going to be like this If you open it," 
Czaplicka said, leaning backward

Woodside .said, lo which 
Czaplicka retorted. "So's a fifih (of 
liquor). Ms. Woodside." 

Township clerk Sue ll i l lcbrand 
said she voted against Ille measure 
on the grounds that Czaplicka had 
not made nlenUon of the possibility 
of beer sales when the original pro­
posal for the location was made. 

"Personally. 1 don't think that in 
a zero-tolerance community this is 
whal we wanl . " she said.

have beller sporls facilities. 

Tniifie and lack of parking is afso 
an issue on Ihe ballot. During the 
.school day and especially night 
events, guests struggle to find 
parking. For imstance, the Taft 
Road sile currently offers 407 
parking spaces for the administra-
llon building, middle sehool, Novi 
Meadows, Parkview and Novi 
Woods clementaries. According to 
Personnel Direclor Bob Schram, 
there are about 240 staff members 
Ibr llle school buildings. 

There's been no visible public 
outer}' against the bond proposal, 
although about seven percent of 
the registered voters in the district 
came oul klst summer to defeat a 
similar $5,5 million bond issue 
that did not include a new elemen­
tary sehool. The final tally was 583 
votes for the bond and 770 votes 
against, : 

With several differences this lime 
around, proponents are hoping the 
results will he more favorable. 

This years bond proposal costs 
less per year for city residents, $67 
a year iilcrease opposed to $85 a 
year proposed last year. However, 
the new proposal lasts 20 years 
instead of four years, as last year's 
was arranged. 

Organizers also hope a Saturday 
special election will bring out more 
supporters. It will cost the district 
approximately $4,000 to hold the 
election, Koster has said. City bal­
lot ecjuipment is used for the four 
voting precincts. 

In addition, many parents 
attended school board meetings 
earlier this year asking the trustees 
to combine the proposal for a new 
elementai-y sehool and the now-
Increased bond amount for the 
Infrastructure needs. Their fear 
was voters nlight approve only one. 
Combined, they said, there's a bet­
ter chance to get both. 

Without it passing, nothing may 
get fixed properly, some parents 
claimed, 

Koster said about only $30,000 
is currently allocated for play­
ground improvements, $25,000 for 
parking Improvements, and 
$30,000 for athletic field improve­
ments. 

Already cut of alternatives, the 
districl tried in 1996 to spend 
$30,000 lo aerate, top dress and 
reseed three of the athletic fields 
and devised a system that would 
iesult ill less wear and tear. The 
temporary fix did ilot hold, Koster 
said.

10 years: 

• A $33.4 million proposal 
approved In 1995 for a new middle 
school to be finished by 1999 and

• A $5,2 million proposal 
approved i n 1990, The money built 
the Instructional Technology 
Center a n d an addition to Novl 
Woods Elementary, 

• A 66.25 construction bond 
issue approved In 1987.

Why does llle Novi Cotiiillunlty 
School District keep asking for 
more money'? 

The districl doesn't have a 
choice, according lo the Citizens 
for Novi Schools Committee. 

"A lot of people forgot the way 
Proposal A affected the way 
schools are fimded," said John 
Calandro. "Schools are funded dif­
ferently lhan they were a few years 
ago. It's all based on sales lax. We 
;ire forced to go btiek to the com­
munity. That's what Propo.sal A 
intended, for us to go back to the 
community for capital iniprove-
lllenls." 

Four years ago Michigan voters 
adopted the proposal, which took 
most school fiinding away fronl 
loeal projjerly fa.\es and pul the 
burden on slate sales tax and 
olher slate taxes. The result, pro­
ponents said, would be more 
equally funded schools and lower 
property taxes. 

But it also illeant growing dis­
tricts would have to depend voter 
support for bond or nlillage for new 
technology or buildings, Calandro 
explained. 

Novi Schools receive $7,553 per 
pupil, the money mostly coming 
from the state sales lax and loeal 
non-homestead taxes funneled 
back Ihrough the slate to the dis-
triet. Non-honleslead properties, 
cotllnlercial and business, pay an 
18-nlill lax each yeai\ Novi resi­
dents pay 5.47 operating mills in 
property taxes, an amount capped 
under Proposal A and adjusted 

lower as valuations rise. 
All property owners in the city 

pay a 6 mill properly tax to the 
state. The interesting point to it all. 
Is the money doesn't all come 
back. It is thrown into a big state 
pot and portioned out. The state 
portion also remains fairly con-
slant, even if property values and 
develo|)meilt soar. 

According to Assistant 
Superintendent of Business Jim 
Koster, the money the district 
receives to llle state covers the cost 
of operations. Koster also said the 
state caps how nluch money, if 
available, can be u.sed to capital 
improvements. 

So recent inlprovemenls to the 
district are funded by an addition­
al 5.7 debt mills. Should the elec­
tion pass, il would go up .67 mills. 
Barring no additional millage 
increases the millage rales would 
drop continually until the year 
2022. 

It comes to aboul $1,700 in 
sehool taxes annually for the 
owner of a $200,000 home, but it's 
hardly enough for a growing com­
munity and growing school districl 
lo afford, sehool oflicials say. 

in the past six years, 477 new K-
4 sludenis moved Into the disliict, 
causing the need for a new ele­
mentary school and additions and 
improvenlenls lo the infrastrue-
lure, playgrounds and athletic 
fields, 

"Il's pretty obvious we have lo 
have additional space," said 
Superintendent Dr, Emmett Llppe, 
"If we don'l l-espond lo this, who 
will?"

Renovations lo Novi Meadows 
and Middle Sehool will turn the two 
buildings into a wing for fifth grade 
students and a wing for sbdh grade 
students once the seventh and 
eighth grades move out in the Fall 
of 1999. 

Al a March 19 school board 
meeting, staff and administration 
discussed how lo best move the 
860 sludents from one building 
into the two new ones, joined by 
the Instructional Technology 
Center. 

An overwhelming vote by Nov! 
Meadows staff to divide by grade 
encouraged the board last week to 
follow the teachers' lead and direct 
the designers lo move forward with 
plans. 

Nine of the staff wanted lo keep 
both grades together, 49 said to 
split. 

The split of grades will result in 
several benefits, they said, includ­
ing: 

• Less eompelilion between the 
schools, 

• More ease al organizing field 
trips and assemblies, 

• Better staff unity, 
• And the fifth graders will feel 

less emotional stress by nol being 
with older students. 

In addition, some parents sur­
veyed by the teachers seemed lo 
prefer the split. 

"Either configuration would cre­
ate a quality learning environ­
ment," said Trustee Julia Abrams 
al the March 19 board of education 
meeting. But she added the emo­
tional factor tips the scale to the 
separation. 

Superintendent Dr. Emmett 
Lippe also favored the split. 

Because of an increasing student 
population beyond district projec­
tions, the board voted last 
December to use both the current 
upper elementary building and the 
soon to be vacant Novi Middle 
School building as a home for the 
estimated 1,000 students in the 
fifth and sbdh grades. 

The plan also calls for some use 
of the classrooms in the 
Instructional Technology Center, 
which connects the two buildings 
on Taft Road. 

Under a 1995 voter approved 
$33.4 million bond issue, $23 mil­
lion was lo be used lo build the 
new Middle Sehool at Wixom and 
Eleven Mile roads and the rest was 
lo be used lo partially renovate the 
current middle sehool and No\4 
Meadows for elementary sehool 
purposes, "Elementary" includes 
up to sixth grade in education cir­
cles. 

The renovation of each of the 
buildings will include a gymnasi­
um, arl and music rooms and a 
cafeteria. Some classrooms in the 
ITC would be vacant al first, leav­
ing the room necessaly to grow in 
the ensuing years, school officials 
explained. 

The move to occupy both build­
ings pushed out plans to use sev­
eral classrooms for a K-4 program 
and thus resulted in the Saturday, 
March 28 bond issue to build a. 
new $12.5 million elementary 
sehool elsewhere in the district.

To meel Ihe need for s|)aee, wilh Ihe addi­
lion of Ihe new school, Ihe dislricl will sliiil'lle 
some of Ihc lower grades around. 
KIndergarleii Ihi'ough Clrade Four will lie in 
the elemenlaiy schools. Grades Five and ,Si,\ 
will be accommodated by comhiniiig the exist­
ing Novi Meadows and Novi Middle .School. 
Seveillli- and eighlli-grtide sludenis will be 
tnmsferred lo a new building of Iheir own on 
Wixom Koad. 

In the ptisl si.x years. 477 new elenienlaiy-
age children have Joined Ihe Novl school dis­
lricl. Mosl peo|)le lend lo believe, and sliidies 
inilicale. lli;\l kids do heller if they allend 
schools wilh smaller class sizes, 

Talk lo new rcsidenls. and many will tell 
you they moved into Novi first and foremost 
due to the high (|uality of Ihe schools, liul you 
don't have to have a child enrolled in sehool to 
bcnetil from this. Good schools arc a key fac­
tor In sustaining the market value of Novi's 
homes. If the schools are to remain superioi'. 
ehildren can't be crammed into oversized 
classes al the existing elemeiitaries. 

While a new school accounts for 72 pereeni 
of the bondiilg package, olher important work 
will he aceoiilplislled as well. 

Crilies of the current eleelioii jiroposal have 
poinled out that it's likely mosl people in Novi 
will approve building a fiflll elemenlaiy 
sehool. In a hoonl town, new schools are an 
apparent need iind many voters are willing to 
bite the bullet and la.x themselves. 

What some lake exception lo is ilie packag-
ing of Ihe new elementaiy with playground, 
parking lot and athletic field upgrades. I;isi 
year, voters lunied down a ,$5.,'5 million bond 
(plestloll for jusl that very work. 

In 1996, the seven percent voter itiriioiil 
was far from inlpressh'c, T'he bond issue weiii 
down llleil wilh 57 perceni of llle handhil of 
volers ilulling lite no lever - 770 againsl lo 
58,3 votes in favor of the pro|)osal. 

Yes, at first glance, it could be interpreted 
as a touch sneaky to now roll in llle .$,'5..') mil­
lion (itiestlon with the school, rather than let­
ting volers select one fronl Column A and one 
from Columil B. Flowever, Ihis lime around, 
we think the school district has proved ils 
poinl on the facility improvements.

While ilarkiiig al the 
T'ah Koad sile is al a ilremitim. the mix of 
school buses and parenis drop|)ing off kids at 
the schools there is a bit iieiVe wracking and 
lloteillially hazardous. At Village Oaks and 
Orchard 1 lllis, w4ilch are much used for nighl-
liine aetivilies by grou|)s such as llle Girl 
Seouls, Ihe lack of lighls again poses a pedes-
Irians versus vehicles .safely problem. 

When you add ,167 lo the tax burden home­
owners already bear, il's nol an insignificant 
sum, Slill, il's the price of dinner for four at 
;i chain restaurant, wilh drinks. The work 
needs lo be done, kids need the school. 'VOTE 
YES on Ihe Novi Coiiiinunily Schools bond 
issue. 

Golf course study 
a political sand trap 

Here they go again. 
List week, the Novi City Council majority 

approved hiring a eoil.stilling firm for SIO.,'500 
to research the feasibility of an 18-hole golf 
course at the North Novi Park. 

One of the reasons gi\'en by tllose wllo voted 
in favor of hiring the consulting lirili, Don 
Chllds Associates, is that city officials won't 
know if this is a good idea or not without a 
professloiial study. Another is that the cily 
council was criticized by residents eoneeriled 
about a proposed pool at Power Park, precise­
ly because such a feasibility study wasn't 
commissioned. 

We fail to see the correlation in the Power 
Park pool comparison. 

Tile pool was an idea brought to the city by 
a group of residents. On the other hand, the 
push for the golf course conies fronl the city 
administration, the council and the Parks and 
Recrealion Coinnlission, not an involved 
coalition of citizens. 

In fact, the majority of citizen input has 
been from people very illuch against the idea 
of placing the golf course on tile 500 acres. 
Several hllndred residents arc on Ihe record 
as sayiilg tlley voted yes in the park bond 
election under the a.ssumptiorl that the north 
end park would be a ilatliral recreation area 
everybody could use. 

We also fail to sec the poiilt of spcilding 
$10,500 to Investigate the golf course plan. 

unless of course, the city has the intention of 
forcing it through, citizen approval or not. 
Nobody rational spends cold cash lo research 
sonietlliilg Ihey aren't reasonably sure they'll 
waill. 

One problem wilh hiring such a consultant, 
and this is in no means meant as a slam 
against Don Chllds Associates, is thai odds 
are the cily oflicials will hear whal they want 
to hear, A golf course will be declared feasible. 
Twelve firms bid on the consulting Job and all 
of them are in the business of designing and 
promoting golf courses. 

Does anybody really Ihink a consultant will 
report back that a golf course won't work on 
the North Novi park? 

Council Meillbcrs Laura Lorenzo and Craig 
DeRoche are to be applauded for voting 
against the proposal. 

Here's our prediction. The city will push for­
ward with the golf plan. Residents ^vill rally 
against it. It'll be hard feelings all around and 
whatever lessons the council could have 
drawn fronl the ])ool fiasco last November 
have silllply ilot beeil absorbed. 

Deftoche and Lorenzo will hold out for 
putting llle golf course issue before the voters. 
•1'he only real question here is, will Ihey swing 
enough council slipporl llleir way lo get this 
oll the ballot? Or will the golf course be built 
with revenue bonds, like the Novi Ice Arena?

They divide the samples into five quintiles -
the top 20 percent of IQs in the first quintlle, the 
bottom 20 pereeni in the riflll. They find lhal 
bad things ha|)peil most ofien lo llien and 
women in the bottom two quintiles of intelli­
gence. 

"Intelligence itself, nol Just ils correlation wilh 
soeioeeonoinic status, is responsible for these 
group differences," they say (p. 117). It's 180 
degrees the opposite of what left-wing politi­
cians say. 

'"Fhe reality (is) that the less intelligent women

"(C)riininal offenders have average IQs of 
about 92, eight points below the mean. More 
serious or chronic offenders generally have 
lower scores lhan more casual offenders,"

"Brighter children from even the poorest 
households and wilh uneducated parenis

As a parent and volunteer at 

Novi Woods Elementary, 1 can 
atlesl to the fact that our schools 
are overcrowded. At Novi Woods, 
our conlmunity room was convert­
ed to a classroom. That room was 
used for principal/students meet­
ings, parent and teacher meetings 
as well as by the students for cur­
riculum specific projects. These 
things are now done in the hall­
ways or cafeteria. As a volunteer 
reading, mom, I listen to the chil­
dren read one on one. Due to lack 
of space, we have to do this in the 
hallway. During the 30 minutes we 
read, 110 first graders walk past us 
twice as Ihey return from lunch 
and go oul for recess, and 25 
kindergartners walk past on their 
way to art. These interruptions 
make it very diffleult for the kids to 
concentrate on what they are read­
ing. Because of overcrowded class­
rooms our students have never had 
desks. Portable classrooms have 
been considered, but that is like 
putting a band-aid on a gaping 
wound. We need a new school. 

The parking situation at all of 
the schools Is badly in need of 
improvement. We have many vol­
unteers on a dally basis. After slaff 
and lunch aids are parked there 
are very few spots left for parent 
volunteers. If there is a field trip, 
classroom party or project, or par­
ent/teacher conferences there is a 
parking nightmare. In those situa­
tions Novl Woods, the Middle 
School and the administration 
building lots are all packed. 
Participating in your child's educa­
tion is important but the parking 
situation is fmslrating.

The choice for me ... MEAP free. 
That's the sentiment on t-shirts 

that more than 40 Northville High 
juniors have ordered lo step up 
their protest of the cont iwers la l 
statewide test. 

At the sanle time. Northville High 
principal Dr. Tom Johnson has 
conceded that students who refuse 
to take the test won't be punished. 

"We're going to encourage like 
heck all of our kids to take it," 
Johnson said. "Should they opt out 
of it, should they call in , we proba­
bly won't take any action at all. The 
position of the central ollice Is that 
If parents are so committed to 
excuse their kid then we'll honor 
that." 

However. Johnsoil said he will 
meet vvlth the Fl'SA and speak to 
the Junior class In an effort to help 
kids understand die importance of 
the test. 

"I think it impacts dramatically 
the reputation of the school and as 
a con.sequence we want as many, if 
not all, of our students to lake it. 
We want a good representation to 

lake it so we can fare well on it and 
have it make a positive impact on 
the reputation of our school." 

According to stale legislation, the 
test was designed to "assess pupil 
performance ... for the purpose of 
improvlllg academic achievement 
and establishing a statewide stan­
dard of competency." Bul MEAP 
scores have taken on a more eco­
noillic funclion, offering prospec­
tive home buyers a quick way to 
compare school districts. 

"You can look at property values 
right down the line," said Todd 
Smith, an associate real estate bro­
ker with Remax in Farinington 
Hills. "You will see an absolute 
direct correlation, almost 100 |)er-
cent, with MEAP scores. l'eo|)lc 
moving into the area liave several 
choices in how to gel Information 
on schools. They can visit or talk to 
the principal or teachers, which 
takes valuable time, or they can go 
straight to Ihe MEAP scores to 
compare one district to another in 
a very short period of time. 

"If students arc boycotting the 
tests they could possibly skew the 
results in an adverse way." 

However, Jeff Schroder, a recent 
Northville High graduate, pointed 
lo the fact that property values in 
Birmingham didn't go down alter 
about half the students there bov-
cotted the MEAP last yean 

"It was kind of Birmingham's 
version of the Boston Tea Party," 
Shirley Bryant, director of commu­
nity relations of the Birmingham 
Puillic Schools said. "I'he irony is 
lhal one of those schools had one 
of the highest lesi scores In the 
stale." 

That's despite the fact lhat many 
of Ihe students exempted from the 
lest by their parents had high 
grade point averages. 

Brj'ant attributes the exemptions 
to tlie fad lhal many of the stu­
dents had already lieeii accepted to 
college and felt the ACT and SAT 
slandardized tests were more 
important. 

Some students at Northville High 
have said the same thing, including 
Nick Colianni, who has led Ihc boy­
cott against Ihe test by passing out 
filers and creating the 1-shirts. 

He claimed that Northville high 
students haven't fared well on Ihe 
test in Ihe past and he doesn't 
want a potentially bad score on his 
permanent academic record. 

Under stale mandate. M E A P 
scores are now printed on a stu­
dent's transcript. 

And although the scores of 
Norlhvillc students compare well 
with those of other districts, the 

scores that show up on a student's 
transcript may nol look good. 

Uls l year 7 i percent of Northville 
studenis scored proficient in math. 
,')4.1 percent in science and 23.7 
|)ercent in communication, which 
included both reading and writing 
skills. 

•fhe test has changed since then 
and will now be scored differently. 
Sludent.s who are the first to take 
the revised version will virtually 
become a lest |)opiilallon. 

As for the students who wind up 
with low scores as Ihe test is 
tweaked and revised, Johnson 
acknowledged that's a problem. 

"1 think emi^loyers obvious want 
to see studenis doing well and I'm 
not sure the slate has thought that 
through well. 

"We need to clear that issue up 
so the employers and iiniversilies 
looking at that data can under­
stand it more comparatively." he 
said. 

Right now. the University of 
Michigan at Dearborn is the only 
Michigan school lhal takes MEAP 
scores into aceolml during the 
.•idmissions process, bul Johnson 
said he expects Ihe scores will have 
more impad in Ihe future. 

More colleges and private corpo­
rations may start to look to them 
as indicators. In that case. Smith 
said if he were hiring for Remax 
he'd prefer to see a low score lhan 
no score on an applicant's tran­
script.

Once, when certified massage 
therapists Tony 'Volpe and Colleen 
Goode were teaching a class, one of 
the men who was rather reserved 
at the beginning of the class snuck 
a kiss to his wife. 

It brought tears to Goode's eyes. 
"It was very touching," she said. 

"Part of the class is about how to 
show love, how to be close lo one 
another." 

The married couple from Wixom 
left jobs in the slock market and 
marketing business to pursue their 
own business _ offering stress-
relieving massages to corporate 
workers and teaching the tech­
niques to others. They call it 
ESSENTIA Stress Management. 

The pair holds classes though 
local community education pro­
grams, teaching couples how to 
give each other massages. They 
teach the basics of massage 
strokes to partners in a seated 
position, and then move onto more 
integral techniques while lying 
down. Students also learn about 
various muscle groups. 

"We teach communication 
through massage. For couples ils a 
holistic way of communicating," 
said Volpe. 

"What l iappens is most relaUoii-
. ships are based, on connnu.nlQatiqn, 
and over time you can lose even 
verbal communication. We have 

energy in our bodies and by a 
sense of touch we communicate 
and also get a response from our 
partners," he said. 

There's no such thing as a bad 
massage, they said. 

"It's about positive intent," 
according to Volpe. "If someone 
were to go home and give their 
spouse a massage tonight, I'd say 
lei your hands relax, comfort your 
partner and relieve stress." 

"Massage is more than just feel­
ing good," explained Goode. 'There 
are physical reasons people should 
get massages." 

Relieving stress and working the 
muscles is preventative medicine, 
she said.

Increasing endorphins and sero­
tonin levels through massage can 
help. 

"It's nature's Prozac. It gets a

Goode explained.

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Volunteers get in on the action 
to make community access 

television a reality

Without the volullleers in front of and 
behind the ramera, eonlmunity access 
television would not exist. 

"Novl Street Beat," for example, has a 
core group of volunteers who religiously 
show up for "work" every week. 

Volunteers on tlic set of the show host­
ed .by Novi-pol ice Detective Kevin Hebert 
recen t l y i n c l u d e d Novi res iden t V i ta 
Accialoll; Farmington Hills resiiients Fran 
Duda, Bob Wightman. and Bryan Zeitlin; 
and producer Daniel Max of Walled Lake. 
Al l have received cert i f icat ion by Tinle 
Warner after attending a video production 
workshop. 

"Once you get qualified you can do any­
thing," Max said. 

The group arrives half an hour before 
"Novl Street Beat" goes on the air on 
Wednesday evenings. 

"We are giving of our time because we 
like what we are doing." said Max who has 
been vvlth the program since its Inception 
about 14 months ago. 

Max decided to take the four-week video 
production workshop after seeing Its com­
mercial on commullity access television. 

"Novl Police Beat" is the first live show 
Time Warner and SWOCC took on and is 
still one of only a few shows that air live. 

"We don't encourage a live show unless 
there is a reason for it," sa id T racy 
Walkowicz, conlmunity relatioils specialist 
for Southwestern Oakland Cable Commis­
sion (SWOCC). "It Is very hard to do a live 
show. You have to be extremely prepared. 

You can't have any problems occur. Every­
body has to show up." 

Tilere are seven or eight people each 
night working v/ith the show. 

"The volunteers make sure evelythlng is 
set up and ready to go," Max said. 

"One of the nice things about the volun­
teers, they want to be there," Hebert 
explained. "They are always in an upbeat 
rnood, It is a fun-type atmosphere." 

Acciaioli began filling in for a volunteer 
on sick leave with the "Novi Police Beat" 
three months ago and says she'll stay as 
long as they need her. 

"II Is really keeps you informed and I'm 
happy to be on i l , " Accialoll said. 

In her 14-year te lev i s ion career at 
Metrovision, Acciaioli estimates that she 
has worked on over 800 shows. Ei ther 
crevving - working the camera, audio, floor 
director - or directing. 

"I'm very proud of what I have accom­
plished in the years I have worked for 
Metrovision," Acciaioli said. "Anything 1 do 
I really give It my best. That's me." 

She was the d i rector a n d t echn i ca l 
director for more than 100 shows for the 
late Shir ley Cash. Hanging on a wall in 
her Novi home, is a picture of her with 
Cash and Gov. John Engler, taken after 
one of Cash's shows. 

Hebert said he has enough to worry 
about without organizing the television 
crew. 

"It has llever been a problem, even dur­
ing a big snow storm, the full crew was 
there," he said. 

There are a few Time Warner employees

that work during the taping of shows at 
the T ime Warner s tudios where "Novi 
Street Beat" is shot. 

"The staff runs the workshops, but we 
don't really get involved too much," said 
Walkowlcz. "Someone is in the bui ld ing 
but not always on the set. That Is why it is 
important to make sure the volunteers are 
trained and certified. 

"A lot of the volunteers are seniors who 
are retired," said Walkowicz. "A tot of peo­
ple just fee! they want to volunteer to 
enhance the colnmunity. Others definitely 
have a purpose or show they are interest­
ed in doing." 

Students also take the class to deter­
mine if It is something they want to make 
a career out of. 

"It's a volunteer thing, we're not getting 

paid, we're thei'e to have fun," Max said. 
"If something doesn't go perfectly right 
you move on and just overlook it. We've 
'ha(! a few mistakes." 

The show includes Hebert with a guest, 
followed by a short segment on safety tips 
related to the guest's topic. Every week 
Hebert wraps up the show by answering 
calls from viewers. 

"People watch every week," Max said. 
"We're starting to get a big following." 

The name of each of ihe volunteers are 
l isted in the credits at the end of each 
show. 

"There are t imes I look foi 'ward to 
Wednesday, 1 look fonvard to the people," 
Hebert said. "There's times when I'll be 
dragging. Their attitudes pick you up."

After volunteers complete 
the Tlnle Warner workshop, 
they can attend a one night,

'The option Is there but It 
Is not necessaiy," said Tracy 
Walkowlcz, coinmunlty rela­
tions specialist for SWOCC, 
"Most people liave an inter­
est in (Just) the ca lnera 
work." 

Once certified, volunteers 
can put their names on a list 
to work on a var ie ty of 
shows. 

"Once they are cert i f ied 
they can stay as Involved as 
they wan t or not , " sa id 
Walkowicz. 

To be eligible to attend the 
video production workshops 
y o u must be either a resi-
derit, employee, business or 
properly owner, or a member 
of an organizat ion in Novi, 
Farmington or Farmington 
Hi l ls. 

The even ing workshops 
a re of fered In the 
winter /spr ing and again in 
tlie fall. 

Once volunteers are certi­
f ied from the T ime Warner 
studio they can attend a one 
n igh t c l a s s to l ea rn the 
SWOCC equipment and then 
they will be certified to vol­
unteer at both studios. 

"I tll ink it Is very interest­
ing and I think everyone in 
the community should take 
advantage of (the opportuni­
ty)," volunteer Vi ta Acciaioli 
sa id. 'To meet al l these dif­
ferent people, it's better than 
sitting home." 

SWOCC will have a display 
i n the chi ldren's section of 
the Novi L ibrary In August 
w h i c h wi l l i nc lude the fall 
workshop schedule as well 
as some remote equipment 
and photos.

Tucked away in a office bui ld­
ing, a group of volunteers man 
the telephones in a small room 
that includes a couple of desks 
and a bookcase filled with reading 
mater ia l on a var iety of topics 
including loneliness and relation­
ships, the two most frequent con­
cerns of callers. 

When the phone rings at Life 
Care Ministries, Siegfried (not his 
real name) or another volunteer 
wil l pul l out a contact sheet and 
answer the call. 

O n a boa rd h a n g i n g on the 
wal l , volunteers sign up for two, 
f ou r -hou r sh i f ts a month. The 
responsibility of the 50 volunteers 
of Life Care is to offer caring and 
confidential assistance to people 
in crisis and problem situations. 

The center operates from 10 
a . m . u n t i l 10 p .m. six days a 
week and their sen'iees are free 
and conf ident ia l . The interde­
nominational Christ ian ministry, 
which receives support from vari­
ous area churches, was founded 
in 1981 and has been known as 

Life Care since 1988. 
There are four categor ies of 

callers - those requesting prayer, 
Telecare, act ive l i s ten ing and 
referral. 

Siegfried, a retired music teach­
er from Farmington and a mem­
ber of the Novi Concert Band, has 
been a listener for 15 years. 

On average. Life Care receives 
250 calls a month. Some callers 
a lso chose to use an a l i a s . 
Depending on the day, Siegfried 
may get as few as a couple of 
calls during his shift. 

"Some people think we are pro­
fessional counselors, which we 
aren't," Siegfried said. 

The listeners know their l imita­
tions and do not take the place of 
professionals or a community ser­
vice agency. They do have at their 
fingertips, an up-to-date referi-al 
l i s t wh ich i n c l u d e s C h r i s t i a n 
agencies, shel ters, counselors , 
c r i s i s cen te rs a n d s u p p o r t 
groups. 

"People wil l get so emotionally 
involved in their problems they 
can's see the trees for the forest," 
said Nancy Gizzi who Joined Life 

Care as a volunteer in 1983 and 
became its director last year. "We 
try to repeat i l back to them in a 
sequence that they can see the 
bigger picture for themselves." 

Prayer is strong in the ministiy. 
A caller's first request may be to 
be placed on the prayer request 
l ist . Fur ther conversat ion may 
reveal that the cal ler needs a 
refen-al as well as prayer. 

If a cal ler is open to prayer, 
S iegf r ied, who chose his a l ias 
af ter h i s favori te composer 
Siegfried Wagner, will pray with 
them. 

Not everyone is receptive to 
prayer. 

He asked a frequent caller once 
if she would like to pray with him 
and she repl ied "you can pray 
after 1 hang up." 

Life Care also has a Telecare 
program that provides a weekly 
cal l to' the elderly, shut - ins or 
people recovering from illness. 

Life Care has a working rela-
Uonship with Suicide Prevention 
and with the agreement of the 
caller, wil l hook up a three-way 
call to that organization If neces­

sary. 
"We see this ministry as preven­

tative to sometimes violence," said 
Gizzi. 

Life Care Ministries offers a 15-
week t ra in ing program once a 
week for two hours in the fall at 
Ward Presbyterian Church, which 
has moved to its new location on 
S ix and Haggerty In Northvil le 
Township. C lass size Is usually 
around 35 but al l who take the 
program are not prospective lis­
teners. Some go through the pro­
gram for self growth. 

T o p i c s covered d u r i n g the 
t ra in ing seminar include family 
d y n a m i c s , s u b s t a n c e abuse , 
depression, and cr is is interven­
tion taught by' various profession­
als, as well as at least a dozen 
hours of supervised phone work. 

The seminar is $25 and Is open 
to evangelical Christians 18 years 
of age and older.

Craij; expanded Ihe concepl of a 
talking parrol, and "I'aulie" was 
hatched. 

The seripl was cvcilUially sub-
milled lo Allison Lyon Segal ol Ihc 
Mulual Film Company, who inime-
dialely broiighl it to Ihc company 
principals, Mark Gordon and Gary 
Levinsohn, "We fell in love with it," 
Segan remembers. "Whal caught 
us was that it had themes thai 
would appeal to a wide audience." 

The producers underslood that 
one of the challenges of "Paulie" 
would be lo capture all of Ihese 
elements on screen. They had seen 
a movie called "The War of the 
Buttons" made by a youilg British 
dlreclor named John Roberts, 
which they felt had successfully 
achieved lhat balance because il 
was a story about kids which 
appealed lo kids and adults. 

Although hesitant at first lo 
commit lo the project, knowing 
only lhat il was a movie abont a 
parrot, Roberts changed his mind 
after reading the script. "The thing 
that first struck me was that it 
was very visual," he said. "I could 

see it iiiilold, u'liiih (loi-sn'l ll;ip-
peii veiy tilleii with a sciipt. I loved 
the charaelers ,iiid Ihe spiiii of tlic 
piece." 

Kohcrls said he initially viewed 
il ;is a fable with a lol of comedy 
and advenliire. "But il's also (|iiil(' 
moving." he added. "I think llial's 
what iilliiiiaiely got to me not 
just the liuinor but the pure eiiio-
llon in il. Wiial also inlrigued me 
was thai lliroiigli this very Inno­
cent eicaliii'c. the other iharacieis 
are compelled lo rellecl on their 
own lives." 

All ensemble of veteran actors 
and relative newcomers was 
bi'oiiglil Uigellier lo play Ihe people 
whose lives are touched liy Paulie. 

We first meet Paulie when he is 
discovered caged and Isolated In 
Ihe ba.senieiit of a research lab by 
a eurioiis janitor named Misha. 
Television and film actor Tony 
Shaihoiib (leiiionslrales his versa-
tillly as Ihe Russian immigrant 
who finds a kindred spirit In 
Paulie. 

Misha I'irsl llas lo gel over the 
shock lhal his conversation wilh a 
parrot is Ihe most Inlcresling he's 
liad since coming to America, lie 
then convinces I'aulle lo tell him 
how such a remarkable bird came 
to be shut away from Ihe world. 
Paulie relates his story, starling 
wilh his veiy hrsl human, Marie, 
Ihe Utile girl who raised him and 
taught him lo speak. He explains 
how they were separated and then 
tells of his search to Iind her 
again. 

When he Is taken from Marie. 
Paulie cvcillually Onds hiiliself up 
for grabs in a pawn shop. Veteran 
comcdinll Buddy Haeketl returns 
lo the screen lo play Arlie, the 
pawn shop owner who is more 
aggravated than amazed by the 
verbose little bird's commentary. 

Paulie's verbal barrages catch 
the attention of hy. a customer of 
the pawn shop played by Gena 
Rowlands. A widow who is barely 
getting by living in her Winnebago. 
Ivy buys Paulie who then con­
vinces her lo help find Marie. The 
wise mile bird reminds lhat 
her home has wheels, and together 
Ihey embark on a cross-country 
mission lo find the little girl.

Sports drinks can make a difference 
You are about to begill, or have 

Just com­

retailer or health club. You can't 
help but think of the fanlous ath­
lete downing one of these drinks 
on a W advertisement last night, 
or recalling the coolers of Gatorade 
or some other brand on the side­
lines of your Sunday football 
game. Do they help? What Is your 
best choice and why? 

Americans guzzled nlore than 
$900 million worth of these sports 
drinks last year. Let us place them 
Into three categories to help evalu­

ate their purpose and value, 
• Fluid replacement drinks. 

These drinks like Gatorade. I'ower-
ade and All Sport are very popular. 
They are full of sugar and sodluill, 
which speed fluid absorption. They 
essentially flood your tissues and 
blood with water. They differ fronl 
water in that they contain glucose, 
which helps pulllp up your blood 
sugar. Blood sugars are what mus­
cles turn to for additional eilergy 
during extended exercise. 

These drinks also replenish elec­
trolytes as well, inlnerals like salt 
and potassium that your body 
loses when you perspire, and what 
your body needs for normal 
metabolisrn. There are probably 20 
or so players in this line of drinks 
and there are iniilimal nutritional 
differences between brands. 

• Carbohydrate loading drinks. 
The prilnary goal of these drinks Is 
not to replenish flukls but to help 
build energy stores for better and 
longer capacity. There Is a wide 
difference among these drink sup­
pliers, calories can range fronl 100 
to 400 or more, and the carbohy­
drate amount from 10 to 50 grams 

or more. 
• Recovery drinks. Used Immedi­

ately after your event or activity to 
aid in recovery, also used for pre-
exercise In lieu of food. These 
drinks range fronl cans, bottles 
aild mix-lt-yoursclf powders. They 
are usually high carbohydrate 
drinks with significant amounts of 
protein, fats and vitamins as well 
as electrolytes. Calories can range 
fi'olli a few Iltmdred to a few thou­
sand. 

In sulnmaiy, all three categories 
are meant to help you have more 
energy for your event or activity, 
allowing you to perform It better 
and longer. Do they do It? Most 
data supports the value of these 
drinks for moderate to high Inten­
sity activities lasting about 60 
minutes or longer 

Researchers at Georgia State 
University put runners on a tread­
mill for about 90 minutes at about 
70 percent of maximum. This was 
followed by a lOK Ume trial race. 
During the enUre session, subjects 
drank either a sports drink or a 
placebo beverage that looked and 
tasted like the sports drink. 

Results showed that the sports 
drink group ran the lOK signifi­
cantly faster. (The difference 
became evident after the subjects 
reached the four mile point.) More­
over, those who took the sports 
drink rated their effort as beiilg 
easier than the placebo group did. 

Another l-ecent study conducted 
at the University of South Carolina 
reported similar results with a 
group of active but untrained peo­
ple with cycling as the activity. 
Other studies using a wide variety 
of activities at leading universities 
also found similar results. 

In the end, the exact mechanism 
by which these drinks may 
improve performance needs fur­
ther investigation. But the results 
are encouraging, and although 
food is always the best source, 
these drinks can supply a conve­
nient alternative for an energy 
boost after a long day.
