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Father faces manslaughter
for baby’s death years ago

There was probable cause to
believe a erime was conumitied,
saftl a Novi jucge, but not enough
to accuse a fomuer Novi man of see-
ond degree murder las: week.

Judge Michael Batchik of 52-1
Distrlct Courl bound Gary Lee
Burns over to Cireuil Court on an
involuntary manslawghter  chiarge
after two days of testimeny in the
pretrial hearing,

Burns s accused of violently
shoving a plastie lee cube down the
throat of his infanl daughter en
years ago, causing her to choke tu
death. The lncidenl,  which
oceurred in Novi, was investigated
at the time by Novi police and the
Qakland County Medical Exaniiner
whe miled it an accident.

Burns said he gave her (he
[rozen cube hecause she was
tecthing and it slipped down her
throat, He did retrieve the cube
with a pair of scissors,

But the Septetnber 1987 incldent

which was lefl undisturbed for

morr than a decade surfaced again
in November when Burns' nlece
told Novi police he had confessed (o
her that it had been his fault.

The 17-vear-okl girl testified last
weele thal he confided in her while
the two were alone n her house.
She said he cried and told her,
kilied Kaylel.” She also said he lold
her he had heen smoking a marl-
Juana joint hefore the Incident,

The story was much the same as
lestimeny from & [riend of Burns,
Pamela lvesenn, She told the judge
Burns had told her in May of 1997
that he “slamnied® his 11-month-
old daughter in her crib and
shaved the cube down her throat,

After calling Burns In for o
interview in January, Novi police
investigators said he confessed (o
them he had shoved the cube in
the clild's mowh In anger. Buy
much of the videetape of the
alleged confession is inaudible due

to fechnical problems, Detective
Yaul Stuligross told the judge.

In addition, the current Gakland
Ceunty medical examiner reversed
the 1987 ruling by a former exam-
Iner Lhal it was acctdental.

But Burns atlorney said his
cllent was more guilty of guilt than
of murder.

He questioned the man's ex-wife,
Brenda, who testified he loved thelr
langhter and never acted violently
loward her.

"What do we have to show this
man turned from a Joving father to
a murderer overnight?  asked
Robert While, "You cannot turn an
accidental death into a murder
becanse a man feels pullly about
the death of his daughter.”

The rase will bhegin under Judge
Fred Mester at Oukland County
Cireuit Court in Pontiac on April
22,

A woman who was in the home
teld paramedics the boy had
momenlarily stopped breathing
while medical personnel were en
route.

Sunner indicated the suspeet
had conlinued to be cooperative
throughout the investigation. He
also said the baby's physical condi-
tion was improving substantally.

Noodie Kidoodle 35 i store which
aulls goods Tor inlants and young
children. The Northville Township
store s located i the Northwille
Center shopping complex al the
nogthwest corner of Six Mile and

" Haggerty Roads, The promstion

wits part of (e store's grasnd open-
me,

The store planned on making the
offer by giving a voucher tw the first
100 families who appeared al the
slore Sunday merning. Patrons
would then be able to return to the
store al a later time o make the
purchase,

One small problen: as carly as
Friday evening, an estimated 200
persans had gathered outside the
store i hopes of snaring ene of the
precious slips of paper.

Township police officer John
Worth said that afler seeing (he
crowtl graw, store employees asked

the crowd 1o bhreak up, ceminding
them that the vouchers woukdn't be
available il 9 aan. on Sunday.

And though the weekend wealh-
erwiss great for gollers and garden-
ers, it provided the idead situation
{or collectors (o overnight it in fronl
of the store.

"It was a perlect day for them to
camp out,” Worthy said, “IUs like
they say - “build it and they will
come,” Well, they huilt ity and the
volieclors sure came.”

Despite repeated attempts al
shooing away the crowd. the bulk
of the line stayved in place, Worth
siitl, The warmeh of the night com-
hined wilh some palrons’ hooze
intike made for a sometimes-
ornery crowd, e sadd.

"We didn1 expeel o lurnould to
this degree,” Lee saiil,

To avoid going through encore
cpisodes of (he mad rush for
Beanies, Lee said Noodle Kidoodle
hadt dropped the promotion for (he
next two weeks, as had been
planned. The Princess Diana dolls
which would have been available
will be distribuled (0 charities.

Lee saidl the low price olfered by
the store for the Princess Diana
Beanie Baby was rellective of
Noodle Kidoodle's policy of “nol
gouging the custoer.”

While attending n meetlng, she
walled that November day for a
response that never came, [ wasn't
until 4 p.m. that she found out her
hushand of almest 25 years had
lallen vietim W a shooting rampage
by Wixom resident Gerald Atkins.

What  happened  that  day
remalned a myslery for Naney untll
almost a year later when she final-
ly heard witness accounts of her
hushand's vallant last moments
during prelhminary examinatton
Lestimony.

Fighting back tears, she llslened
as Darrell's  co-workers  talked
aboul his herolsm, how he cleared
others out of the way as the gun-
wan ¢hased him through the plant.

With the prosecuting altorney hy
her side, last week Nancy made the
trip Nack to the scene of Darryl's
inurder.

“I really needed Lo do thal. Most
of it hurt guite a bit, but some hurt
more,” she sald. “When someone
teserihed how (Atkins] was chasing
Darrell and described Darrell drop-
ving down then getling back up
iagain, that tore oul my heart to
hear that. He was such a good guy
that cared about everyone. That's
what broke my heart.”

While painful, Nancy sald visit-
ing the Ford plant was an {inpor-
lant step toward closure.

Drivers get
insurance
refund

The Michigan Calastrophlc
Claims Association has adopled
Gov. Engler's proposal to refund
$1.2 biltion to Michigan vehicle
owrlers, accord[ng to state Rep.
Nancy Cassls, R-Novi.

The MCCA voled to return $1.2
billion of the surplus lo Its member
insurance companies on or before
June 30, This equates to approxl-
mately $180 per vehicle,

The Michigan Insurance Bureau,
which  regulates  insurance
providers, will monitor the Insur-
ance companles’ return of the
funds through either refunds or
credits.

The House legislalion also
refunds an average of $180 per
vehicle, or 51.2 billlon fromt a §2.5
billion surplus in the state’s catas-
{rophic accident fund. Il also caps
the per vehicle assessment at $6
for the next two years.

The catastrophic accident fund
pays the medical expenses of those
severely Injured in accidents.

1 want to
tiake some control in my We and
regain something back.”

When assessing her involvement
with the court system, Nancy said
she's disappointed i the numer-
ous delays and rights of the crimi-
nal.

“Tcan unilerstand no one’s gullty
until judged guilty.” she sald. "But
when everyone watched him kil
someone ... it's not as if this was a
spur-of-the-mement thing. He had
a bslory, hie functioned in soclely.”
I lock al Atkins | don't have any
feelings at all.

Northville
charges
for driver’s
training

There are no more {ree rides
when it comes Lo learning 1o drive
at Northviile High.

As of April 1 public schools will
be allowed to charge for driver's
training where formerly they were
mandated by the state to offer it
free.

In Northville, the cost to each
student will be ar estimaled §120-
130.

That's a cosl that may be pro-
hibitive lo some.

Amanda Benish is a 17-year-old
senjor that drives o school so she
can leave for a work co-op. She
sald she took the driving course al
Northville High because Lhe price
was right.

“There was no charge, Lhal's why
my parenls said ‘Just take it here',"”
Benish said.

Up umntil this year, the staie of
Michigan mandated that districls
offer driver’s education. The state
then reimbursed (he district for
part of the cost.

"It varied each year but roughly
it was aboul 30 cents on the dollar.
That formula was delermined hy
the state aller the sessions werc
compleled aud the district submit-
ted their actual cost to the slate,”
sail Roy Danley, the district’s
director of personnel who also han-
dies the driver’s education pro-
gram.

But Danley said the amount of
reimbursement varied.

"Orginally, way back when, it
started out with 100 percent reim-
bursement then gradually, over Lhe
vears it went down until now it's at
less than a third,” Danley said.

Last ycar, 183 studenis fook
driver's training at the high school,
casling the district $40,000.

Now, the state will give the dis-
trict $70 for each student, which
the district is required to maleh.

Under the ew lunding arrange-
ment the relmbursement will slay
about the same, roughly 30 per-
cent,

By charging students the differ-
ence, district officials say ibey hope
lo avoid dipplng iuto the general
{und to cover the program.

“It's money Lthat was being divert-
ed from texthooks, teacher's sup-
plies and olher instructional areas
s0 it's a maller of where the dis-
tricl’s  resources should be
applied,” Damley said.

Danley said Lthe district didi't opt
to disconlinue the program alto-
gether because many believe the
training 15 superior to what is
offered at privale schools.

If Northville didn't offer the pro- -
gram, the state would give each
student a 570 voucher toward pri-
vate driver's educalion.

First industry was blacksmith

When Jamestawi, Va., was
scttled in 1607, onc of the
colonists wl arrived wilh the
group was a blacksmith. The
prolession  was  in such
demand Lhat soon there were
more blacksmiths in America
than almost any other oceu-
pation.

For more than 300 years, the
[Hacksmith remained among
the most significant of the
ariisans in America.

The name itself refers Lo the
black metal, or Iron. which
the man would "smite” (hit) wilh a hamer. A "while-
smith,” on the alher hand, worked wilh lighter met-
als, polishing their works (e a high finish, such as
bells, fancy locks and keys.

In a time when most utensils and lools had some
form of ironwork attached o them, the biacksmith
was perhaps the husiest of his fellow workers. e
ollen doubled in another related profession, such as
velerinarian or wagon maker.

From forging herseshoes - the job of a “farrier” - 1o
producing line metalwork such as hinges, guns,
wroughi-iron tools, ron tires, padlocks and wore,
the blacksmilh handled nearly alt the items neces-
sary for daily life.

The process of smithing was, by definition, a phys-
ically demanding task, requiring great strength and
slamina.

The workplace began with a hearth, a large fire-
place or furnace. designed to withstand immense
heat year-round. To maindain an appropriately hot
fire, a bellows was connected to the chimney, provid-
ing air to keep the fire going nonstop. Generally, an
apprentice served much of his time regulating the fire
by operating the bellows.

By hitting the iron on his anvil, the blacksmith was
able to shape the metal inlo often amazingly intricale
works of arl.

Though many farmers in the early days had their

own lorge barns to provide for an enlergency horse-
shoe, the village blacksmith manipulaled the more
detailed work farmers did not have e lalent, or Lhe
time, 1o undertake. The blacksmith was responsible
for creating nearly cvery piece of hardware available
in early America, including nails, saws, axes, handles
and pols.

Novi's firs{ industry was a blacksmith shop, opened
in 1829 by David Guile. Daniel Johnson was an early
Northville btacksmith, who built his shop near the
town's first mill.

In 18685, John Hirsch moved Lo Northville from New
York. Though he worked also as a carrage and
wagon manufaclurer, he will be known in Northville
for years to come as a hlacksmith.

A reproduction of his stone shop, which siood al
the corner of Main and Hutlon streets, may be seen
al Mill Race Hislorical Village. Part of the building
currenlly houses the museum store, bul the other
half Is a working lorge, often used by present-day
blacksmiths lo demonstrate thelr knowledge of a
long-ago crafl. :

By the late 1800s, Frank N, Perrin ran a carriage
manulacturing company, a wagon shop and a black-
smithing plant in fown, According to a promeotional
booklel about Northville, published in 1892, “Mr,
Perrin stands preeminent ... as a thoroughly reliable
shoer of horses ... Valuable stock is brought Irom
many miles Lhat their shoes may be turned by his
expert hand. and his trade is rapidly increasing and
extending.”

Wilh specialization in later years with gunsmiths,

tinsmiths, hingesiniths and whitesmiths, as well as
the Industrial Revolution and mass production tech-
niques of the early 20th century, the art of black-
smithing began ils cventual decline to obscurity.
Luckily. historical villages like Mile Race and
Greenlficld Village have managed to keep this art alive
for a whole new generation to appreciate.
