More vehicle owners would pay 
SI a year apiece to comtlat auto 
llilevcs under a Illil awaiting a vote 
In the State House of 
Representatives. 

Owners of fleet vehicles, conl-
inercial vt^hlcies and motorcycles 
would pay .$1 for every vehicle as 
part of Iheir liability insurance to 
the Aulomobile Theft Prevention 
Authority (ATPAl. 

The estimated .$2.3 million in 
new revenue would be added lo the 
present $5.4 million per year for 
grants to regional teams of prose­
cutors and police. 

The funds are used for training 
and to pay illvestlgators who fight 
thieves and "chop shops." 

"In 1986 Ihere were ])rofesslonal 
car thieves. They were running the 
silow. Now we have auto theft 
lilvesllgators, and we are running 
llle show," Margaret Ann Scott, 
head of the Oakland County prose­
cutor's auto theft section, told the 
House Insurance Committee Feb. 
11, 

"It works, it's a huge success,"

Cap!, Mite McCabe, 

Oakland CounlySlierill'sDepaflmenI 

said Capt. Mike McCabe of the 
Oakland Sheriffs Department. 
"Michigan dropped from No. 1 to 
No. 7 nationally due to ATPA." 

Oakland and Saginaw counties 
took the lead in seeking more 
money for ATPA. Since the law was 
passed in 1986, they said, the fee 
has remained at $ 1 , so state rev­
enues have grown only wit l l vehicle 
ownership. 

Mcanv/hile, local uni ts have 
made contributions of up to 25 per­
cent of total costs, he said. 

Result: With inllation, the num­
ber of investlgalors has declined, 
and in the last two years, auto 
thefts have drifted back up, 
McCabe said. 

Nevertheless, he said, Michigan 
has reduced auto thefts 12,6 per­
cent since 1986 whi le thefts 

nationally have risen 14 percent, 
said Scott, adding, "We've l)ucked 
the trend." 

Oakland slieriffs Detective Doug 
Edgar said mulll-counly teamwork 
is needed lo chase auto theft rings. 
"There's a high degree of coopera­
t ion" aiilong agencies, he assured 
the eommiltee. 

The 1986 exempted fleet vehi­
cles, molor(;ycles and commercial 
vehicles. 

The llcw bill, sponsored by Rep. 
Wil l iam Callahan, D-St. Clair 
Shores, would include them In the 
revenue base. 

Rep. Harold Vooriiees, R-
Wyomlng, offered an aillentlment 
lo allocate ATPA's grants on the 
basis of where Ihe revenues were 
raised, but It died for lack of a sec­
ond. 

Only the Michigan Insurance 
Federation oppo.sed the hill. 

"Commercial vehicles and motor­
cycles are not a theft problem," 
said Eric Henning, MlF's general 
counsel, 

"We don't believe ATPA is tl lat 
effective in preventing theft. We 
haven't seem an accounting or a 

strategic plan. 
"Bul If you believe il 's an effective 

program, collect the fees through 
the (statewide vehicle) registration 
program, not Ihrough the iilsur-
ance. We don't want to be a lax col­
lector." 

Agreeing wi th Henning was 
Nancy McKeague of the Michigan 
Chamber of Commerce. "Make this 
part of the Michigan motor vehicle 
registration so you'l l get nlore vehi­
cles," she said. 

Rep. David Gubow, D-
HunUngton Woods, replied, 'The 
Legislature can look at this down 
the road. We need to consider 
whether the secretary of state will 
object. This is a way we cail pre­
vent aulo theft now." 

The committee reported out the 
bill on an 11-0 vote, with three 
abstaining. 11 will be on the House 
of Representatives calendar this 
week and could be voted on at any 
time.

Teachers and iiarents from 
Southfield, Pontiac and Detroit 
have started an iqihill battle to 
revive bilingual teaching in puhlii-
schools. 

"ill Southfield. the conimitmeiii 
is there. We need a conimiimeiii 
from the slate." teacher Nidalil 
DeCcsare told the House 
Education Cnmmitlce 

'There are many, many success 
stories of jieople who came licrc 
speaking Russian. Arabic. 
Spanish." 

Rasniia Kassab, a Southndd 
mothei-, credited bilingual classes 
for teaching her English 

l'rale.s.sor Phyllis Noda, of the 
Eastern Michigan University facul­
ty and president of the Michigan 
Association Ibr Bil ingual 
Education, said Michigan looks al 
bilingual leaching as a burden 
when it should look al bilingual 
kids as "a precious resource - they 
all have a second language. We're a 
free-trade zone, folks. 

"We don't want that money ($4,2 
iiiillion from the state in llle last 
year of the program). We want thai 
mandate. The only t i l ing t l ial moti­
vated some districts was the slick 
(stale mandate)." 

Bilingual education means 
teaching pupils in their nallvc lan­
guage for Ihree years or unti l their 

English proficiency is great enough 
to allow mainslreamiilg. 

Michigan mandated it for more 
lhai l 20 years unti l 1996 when the 
School Code was revised lo elimi­
nate as many rules as possible. 

Michigan spent $4.2 million a 
year for biiingualism's last 11 fiscal 
years, wi l i l no infial ion adjust­
ment. Wilh llie new School Code, 
the money was folded inlo Ihe 
school aid budget. 

The nloney is there, but scllool 
districts have no mandate i'rom 
l.ansiilg to continue bi l ingual 
Instruction. 

Rep. Martha Scott. D-Highland 
Park, is sponsor of a bil l lo restore 
bilingual inslnicl ion. 

'"niere is an allegiance lo Ihc Hag 
lhal includes all persons. There is 
no belter way to give thcin an 
opportunity that this," slie lold the 
panel. 

Scott's bi l l would l-equirc a 
school district wilh 20 or more chil­
dren of "limited Eilglisll-speakiilg 
abillly" in grades K-12 lo operale a 
bilingual Instruction program. 

If fewer than 20 had li inited 
English in a district, Ihc county 
intermediate district would deter­
mine whether to operate a county-
wide program. 

Noda said "nebulous esliillates" 
placed the nulnbcr of eligible stu­
dents al 56,000 to 75,000 
statewide. At $289 per pupi l , the 

minimum cost would be $16 mil­
lion a year. 

Deborah Vargas, a Rochester 
Il i l ls resident leaching in Pontiac, 
recalled t l ial when her parenis 
came from Puerto Rico, 

"1 couldn't speak a word of 
English. Afier kindergarten, i wiis 
looked at for special education 
because tliey thought I was dumb." 

Now in chai'ge of bilingual educa­
tion in Pontiac, Vargas said a sec­
ond language should lie looked at 
as an asset. 

"Many waiters (In foreign coun­
tries) can speak Ihree or more lan­
guages," she said. "All our children 
need to speak a second languiige." 

Slle said clli ldren who learn 

English can help native-horn chil­
dren when they study foreign lan­
guages. "All our chiklren need' l i i 
speak a second language," Vargas 
said. 

The battle Is uphil l Ilecau.se the 
nlood iu bmslng Is agalnsl writ ing 
mandates Into law that may con­
tain growing costs down llle road. 

No one spoke against tlie bill - a 
sign that many education lobbyisls 
saw no need to fight a bill that 
probably isn't going ailywiiere.

D e t r o i t , S M A R T d o b a t t l e o v e r b u s e s

Delroit legislators are trying a 
jlower play against SMART, the 
suburban bus service, to halt its 
perceived competition against 
Detroit Department of 
Transportation buses. 

SMART general manager Richard 
Kaufman, however, says the issue 
is whether SMART Is gell ing 
Delroitcrs and suburbanites lo 
suburban Jobs, "If Al Martin (DDOT 
manager) thinks there's duplica­
tion, he can slop a few of his buses. 
1 don't have any extra out Ihere," 
Kaufman said, 

SMART has stopped its ser\'ice lo 
Novi, lhat was used by Twelve 
Oaks Mall employees and others. 

Detroit's point man is slate Rep. 
Keith Stal lworlh, a freshmail 
Democrat: St'allw'orth got himself 
appointed'chair of a special House 
approprialions subcommillee on 
public transit. 

Stallworlh talks of pull ing Ihe 
plug on SMART'S funding if 
Kaufnlan doesn't hall competition 
with DDOT He appears lo have Ihe 
backing of House Speaker Curtis 
Hertel, D-Delroit. 

"I want consolidated semce. If 
we have to use the ailpropriatlons 
process lo get these two young men 
to talk ... " Stallworlh said In a 
recent interview. 

Kaufnlan, a former Wayne 
County circuit Judge, doesn't dis­
cuss coordination with DDOT 
schedules. He sees SMART'S mis­
sion as gelling 200,000 passengers 
a week - half of them Detroit resi­
dents - to Jobs Itl western Wayne, 
Oakland and Macomb counties. 

SMART stands for Suburban 
Mobil i ty Aulho i i ty for Regional 
Transportation. 

In 1967 downtown Detroit had 
more than 130,000 Jobs, By 1995 
downtown employment had 
shiaink to fewer than 65,000 Jobs, 

"Our purpose is (luality trans­
portation for the entire Detroit 
metropolitan regioll ," Kaufnlan 
said. "The only place we both have 
buses Is i l l Detroit. Bu l SMART 
buses come a lot less frequently 
than DDOT. My buses are running 
out lo the far reaches of the sub­
urbs. 

"1 don't Ihink there's any dupli­
cation, but if there is, I can't stop 
the SMART buses which come 
every half-hour or every hour for 
those people who need lo get from 
Detroit lo Ihe suburbs, or from the 
suburbs lo Detroit." 

DDOT's Mart in does indeed 
think there's duplication. He says 
DDOT and SMART l'un buses one 
or two minutes apart on eight 
routes - inc lud ing Woodward, 
Grand River and Greenrield. 'There 
is increased to f l l pe t l t i o i i " i n " the 
city," said Marl in, a former SMART 
and slate public transit adminis­
trator. 

"We need to coordinate," 
Stallworlh agrees. He wants to 

two systenls to produce a coordi­
nated play by May 10 for the 
Woodward corridor. 

If nol, then the Legislature may 
dictate a schedule in the boiler­
plate of the slate approprialiorls 
that go to DDOT and SMART, he 
said, Stallworlh also talked of shift­
ing some SMART money to DDOT, 

SMART has a total budget of $60 
million. It gets $35 mil l ion from the 
state and about $10 million from 
the fare box. 

The rest comes from a fraction of 
a mill of property lax voted In 1995 
in Macomb, most of Oakland and 
suburban Wayne counties. 

Novi residents do nol pay the 
millage. 

That millage, Kaufman said, is 
up for renewal Aug. 4 . From a r id-
ership point of view, Kaufnlan said 
SMART is a success story that 
deserves voter support.

'I'he irlinming likely occurred In the 
first few days nf 1998. bul 
Norlliville city |)ilblic works direc­
tor J im Gallogly said the city was­
n't notified tiefore the trimming 
occurred. 

CSX has the responsibility lo 
nhiintain both tlie track and right-
of-way, Callogly said. 

The (leslrnctlon of the foliage 
wicsn't so much an issue wi th the 
council as was the reluctance by 
CSX to dispose of the brush left 
behind. Council members 
bemoaned the condition left behind 
In the wake of the cutt l i lg. 

"It irioks like tlie t rain may have 
iietually run through where (CSX) 
cut down Ihe trees," said council 
member Kevin Hartshorne at a 
lecent couilcil meeting. 

Gallogly said city officials raised 
the Issue with a ' ioi l l Drake, a CSX 
executive, while state representa­
tive Nancy Cassi.s, R-Novl. hap­
pened to be present. Gallogly said 
Drake indicated he "would look 
Into the matter," but no action has 

been laken lo date.

raised Ihe eyebrows of many resi­
dents, who agree that the trlninilng 
has detracted from the appearance 
of the right-of-way, Gallogly said. 

"It hasil't always been that great 
to begin with, but It does look pret­
ty rough right now." Gallogly said. 

.Some Norlhvllle residents have 
eveil gone .so far as to call and ask 
If they could volunteer their time to 
clean up the path. 

When contacted, CSX media rep­
resentative Rob Gould said he 
would check inIo Ihe nlatler with 
CSX officials, bul did not reUirn 
phone calls to 'Ihe Novi News. 

In Novi. City Forester Chris 
I'argoff said CvSX trinlnled trees 
along the railroad tracks last sunl-
mer to clear telegraph and other 
lines. 

'They did a decent Job. Tlley did 
II arboriculturally correct," Pargofi 
said. 

"H's always a shock when it goes 
through a neighborhood. They have 
lo protect the Integrity of their 
overhead lines in that area so that 
they don't have disruptions in the 
communications ser\'ice." 

Much of the trimming in Novi 
was done where the railroad tracks 
run through li ldustrial districts 
and pasl the historic Novi Road 
cefnetei^'. 

"A lot of woi'k was done along the 
cemeteiy.

That's wliat the Novl Fire Department did. 
when it ordered its latest truck - an emergency 
coillmand post on wheels - from American Fire 
I tecue of Goshen. Indiana. 

"We tried to think of evep,'thing we needed lo 
put on it," Fire Chief Arl Ixnaghan said. 

"1 think it's more funclional than our old vehi­
cle. Wc used our experience, we talked to the 
people who used it." 

The ilew truck Is a support unit for the entire 
Ore department and can, in tlte event of a crit i­
cal emergency, such as a torilado, major fire or 
a higllway disaster, serve as a moljile Novi Fire 
Department office. 

Novi sold the unit this one replaced, original­
ly purchased In 198,3 for $60,000, to the 

Northvil ie Township Fire Departinent for 
$14,800. 

"I called their fire chief and .said 'Come and 
gel it. It's taking up room in our garage,'" 
Lcilaghan added. 

In the latest model, four firelighters can ride 
in Ihe rear comparlmenl, which is heated and 
air-condit ioned, l.aptop computers can be 
plugged in there, enabling fast access to crilical 
Information on hazardous chemical emergen­
cies. Breakaway windows provide emergency 
access. 

The vehicle's a place where firefighters on the 
scene who are feeling the effects of a fire or the 
outdoor climale can retreat to be;quickly^x:eha-,.. 
bilitated. 

"We can bring people back here and take their 
blood pressure and also get them warm or cool 
in here," l.enaghan said. 

There's a jack I'or a coffee pot, but that won't 

be used. 

"We used to cany a coffee pot. 'I'hey say coffee 
is not good for you, so now we cany bottled 
water," the chief explained. 

European-style sliding doors on the sides pro­
vide more efficient access to assorted e(|ui]> 
ment, including medical supplies and Ihe ,jaws 
Of Life. 

A power takeoff generator works off of Ihc 
vehicles own drive shaft, providing energy Ibr an 
air recharging system for the firefighters' self-
contained breathing apparatuses. Bui l t - in 
gauges measure the air flow. 

The vehicle had 500 watt flood lights, this one 
features l','500 watt lights, to be used for night 
operations and rescues on the freeway. 

"I everything we only have one of, we have in 
this truck," the fire chief said. 

"It's the busiest truck we have in the city."

He said he got into a 
car in the building and started the 
engine, 

"If he's going to come In the door 
here I'm going to run him over with 
the car," he told the jury. Bul 
Atkins never came. 

Cont inued f rom l 
Ueputfes Gerald Pelrusha and IVIatt Miller were 
struck fjy gunfire about the same time Winville's 
vehicle was struck. 

"1 saw one of the deputies coming off of the 
herm. he had blood on his arm," WIrwillc said, 

Pelrusha was hit in the thigh. Miller was 
struck in the arm near his shoulder. They were 
both oi l the bernl north of the freeway trying lo 
track Atkins when the gunfire begail. 

"1 felt something strike my shoulder," Miller 
also lold the jury, "My entire torso puUeil 
around and I remember rolling up, lo nly left, 
and looking at my shirt sleeve and noticed my 
shirt was covered with blood. 1 had lost sensa­

tion in my arm. 1 thought 11 was blown of f " 
Miller and Pelrusha testified last Wednesday 

afteriirion. 
Pelrusha, although Injured, helped Miller 

down the hill lo Deputy Mal l Norman's patrol 
car, 

"1 recall thinking to lilysclf for a moment that 
1 was safe," Miller explained, "However, wi thin a 
moment, the passenger side window shattered 
and 1 realized we were still In the line of fire ,., 
We were in a vety treacherous situation." said 
Miller, 

Deputy Norman sped off and had to drive over 
the median. As the car dropped into the ditch. 
Miller said he prayed not to gel stuck. He 

thought it would disable the vehicle. 

"Miraculously it didn't," he said. 

Miller was taken to Providence Hospital in 
Novi, He spent three days, undergoing surgeiy 
for an arterial bleed and still suffers from ner\'e 
damage. 

Pelrusha went back up the berm. 

'That's where I was supposed to go," he said, 

Pelrusha explained lhal police didn't return 
fire during the incident because there were 
employees in the background. 

"And l l was so quick 1 didn't have a chance lo 
. shoot." he added

Gerald Atkins knew somebody 
was going to "get their a— kicked." 
He jusl hadil't decided who. unt i l 
he stumbled upon catllpaign litera­
ture at Ihc Ford Wlxom Asscillbly 
Plaiil in Novenlber of 1996. 

"I knew their were probleills in 
this country', 1 jusl didn't know 
exactly where l l was coming froill 
..." he said in a two-hour interview 
with Oakland County Sheriff 
Sergeant William Han'cy. 

The inleiView came four days 
after Atkins, now 32, was arrested 
for allegedly shooting his way 
through the plant, k l l l i i lg a 
Hrightotl man aild injuring three 
others. 

Atkins has been on ailtl-psychol-
ic and anti-depressant medication 
since the incident, according lo his 
attorney Herb Ulrson. However, he 
added, Atki i ls slopped taking the 
medication in August. 

Larson is arguing lo the ju ry that 
Atkins should be found "not guilty" 
by reason of Insanity, 

A videotape of the inlendew was 
shown lo the j u i y and a courtroom 
filled wllh family and friends of the 
murder victim. Ford planning man­
ager Darrell Izzard, during the sec­
ond week of Atkins' t r ia l in 
Oakland Counly Circuit Court 
Thursday. 

The tape shows a calm Alkins. 
chain smoking cigarettes and tak­
ing swigs of coffee betweerl 
answers. He occasionally chuckles, 
or stretches his arms above hinl . 

He began by sayllig, "I don' l 
think there was anything lhat any­
one could have done to stop llle 
from doing whal I was doing,. . The 
actions lhat Ford, the cr iminal 
activities that Ford were involved 
in. tells me as a free man, are 
wrong." 

Alkins found political campaign 
literature In a conference room of 
the plant when he weil l to look for 
the woman he loved the Tuesday 
night before the shootings. 

Although Debra Myers has testi­
fied that she was nol in a relation­
ship with Alkins, he said he want­
ed lo many her. 

When she avoided him, he 
thought It was because she feared 
something and he was trying to 
protect her, he said In the tape. 

"1 went there.. . lo find out exact­
ly whal the situation was that had 
her so distraught," he explained. 

When he couldn't find Debra, he 
wandered the plant and found the 
pamphlets. He believed i l Included 
threats fi'om inanagemenl that if 

employees did not vote for 
Presideilt Bill Clinton, they would 
not have a job, 

11 made him very irate, as did the 
security cameras and gales. 

"It's like a prison in there," he 
said. 

He couldn't stop thinking aboul 
it all day at work and he begail to 
fornl a plan to "assault" the plant 
on Thtirsflay. He wasn't dr inking or 
taking drug's, he told the sergeant. 

He packed a bag wlt l l military 
clothes and suivlval equipment 
and gathered his weapon and 
ammunit ion. 

The mission was to "take oul 
some of those communist bastalxls 
nlanaging the place" and to rescue 
Debra, 

He .said he expected to die at the 
hands of police or someone else, 

"1 had no Intention of ever walk­
ing away from the scene." he said. 

He could dlsllnguish the man­
agement from rank-and-file work­
ers by their shirts and ties and the 
walkie-talkies they carried. He 
wasn't looking for one person, j us l 
anyone in managcnlent. 

Manager Darrell Izzard "just 
happened to be one of the unfortu­
nate ones that caught my bullets," 
he told the sergeant. 

Atkins cornered Izzard under a 
desk In the plant and fired. 

"11 was a ki l l round." he 
explained. 

The other shots fired at police 
officers in and outside the plants, 
however were warning shots lo 
keep them away, 

"I was real hesitant about firing 
a l them, or anywhere in their direc­
tion period," he said, because the 
scope on his Eagle Arms 15 semi­
automatic assault rifie was on 
backwards, throwing off his aim. 

On the tape, Atkins said he shot 
"Injury shots" at two deputies who 
were watching him from a berm. 
He said he aimed a l one's leg and 
another's arm. 

"I was trying to gel them to back 
off of me because they were making 
me real nervous." he said. 

Atkins said on the tape he was 
ful ly aware of his actions and 
knows right from wrong. Strange 
voices were no l telling him what to 
do. He said he was "fully in control 
w i lh my actions." 

He said things "were jus l loo far 
out of hand. It had lo happen," 

He did apologize to Izzard's fami­
ly in the tape. 

"1 want to apologize for any pain 
and suffering 1 may have caused 
them. I wish there could have been 
another way," he said.

T R I A L 

On Nov. 13, Roosevelt Flagg, who 
works al the Ford Wixniii, saw 
Gerald Atkins walk up lo him 
inside the i)laiil in the early morn­
ing. Alkins asked if Flagg knew 
Debra Myers. Flagg sakl he lold 
Atkins "no" and Atkins walked inlo 
the union commit lee room. Atkins 

* came out several minutes later 
with some papers. "He lold me he 
had what he wanted," Flagg said. 

The (lay of the shooting, lacpiinto 
arrived at Atkins' Wi.xom apart-
iiieiil al 6 a.m. lo pick him up for 
work. Atkins did not answer the 
door. la(|uinto opened the door lo 
his apartment, which Atkins regu­
larly left unlocked, antl Alkins was 
not home. Nothing was amiss, 
!iowe\'er. 

Anthony Matter is coming back 
from lunch, walking into the Ford 
Wixom Plant at 11:20 a.m. He sees 
Gerald Atkins, dressed in camou-
llage and carrying a rifie, get out a 
truck and walk past him toward 
the plant. 'This is the real thing," 
Alkins tells him. "You guys better 
gel the f— out of here," Atkins 
then begins lo fire repeatedly a l the 
security windows, 

Elvin Akers is si l l ing alone al a 
computer terminal in the security 
office. He hears popping sounds 
and sees sparks. He thinks the ter­
minal is blowing up. He leaves the 
office and realizes i l llad been shot 
up. He is bleeding from the ear, 
where he's been grazed by a bullet, 
metal or a window. He hits the floor 

and crawls down the hall to hide. 

Employee Thomas Monat sees 
Supeivisor Darrell izzaixl conic oul 
of the gate doors. Atkins is chasing 
him. Izzard runs around a security 
Explorer jjarked near the doors. 
Atkins fires over, under and 
around Ihe vehicle. Izzard calls Ibr 
help on his two-way radio, Monat 
hears Atkins say, "U's payback 
lime," Izzard runs back toward the 
gate doors and falls, 11 appears he 
is hit. He gets up and makes it 
through the doors. 

Security officer Lawrence 
Schrcfiler is on his way lo the fronl 
of the building in a golf-type cart 
when he sees Izzard running 
toward him. yelling for him to gel 
oul of the way because someone 
has a gun. "He had a look on his 
face that was fearful. My first 
Instinct was to stop and help," he 
said. As Schrcfiler looks up, Atkins 
appears in the hal l . SchrefOer 
hears a shot fired and a whistling 
sound go past his ear. He dives 
toward the assembly line for cover 
and Izzard runs into the Learning 
Center, 

James Maher, Bobbi Wolf and 
Ezra Carter are h id ing in the 
Learning Center's locked storage 
closet after hearing shots come 
down Ihe hall. They hear someone 
open and shut the door. Then a 
second person comes in . Maher 
hears a nlale voice say, "Please, 
please don't do this. God, please 
don't do Ihis," Carter hears a voice 
say, "Whining." Four shots are 
fired and after a few seconds, a 
two-way radio can be overheard. 
Someone says the gunman is in the 
main aisle again. After several min­
utes the group opens the closet 
door. Carter runs for help, Maher 
sees Izzard under a desk near the 
center's door. Another tl lan arrives 
and they try lo put a tourniquet on 
his leg. Shortly thereafter, medics 
arrive, 

Ar thur Elliott bumps into Alkins 
in the hallway outside the l.earning 
Cenler, unaware of the commotion, 
"Whal do you want?" Elliott asks 
him, "He [Atkins] looked a l me and 
said, 'Whining bitches,' as cool as a 
cucumber." Atkins then walked 
down the hall . 

Nancy Izzard pages her husband 
a l the Ford Plant after hearing 

about the incident. She uses her 
special code which Darrell always 
answered, "When he didn't answer, 
1 knew" he was dead, she .said. 

Chris Susock, ti plant supervisor, 
sees Alkins come down the hall 
toward him. Susock begins lo run 
and looks around to see Alkins 
crouch down and aim in his direc­
tion. A gunshot "zings" past his ear. 
He hides in a stairwell and suc-
cessfiilly makes a break for it when 
Alkins turns his head. 

Wlxom police olficers arrive at 
the plant and encounter the gun­
man as they come around a hall 
corner. Atkins crouches and begins 
lo fire. Officer Gar\' Hamlin fires 
one shol from his shotgun hut 
doesn't hit Atkins. All four of the 
officers run for cover. Officers 
Hamlin and Martin Harp follow 
Alkins through the plant as he 
exits oul the western doors near 
the 1-96 freeway. 

Police on the scene shut down 
the freeway, leaving niotorisls 
slranded for hours during the inci-
denl. 

Alkins makes his way around 
the outside of tbe jllant and comes 
across John l lel l in, a f'ord worker 
hiding ill a ditch. "I'm starling to 
have a hell of a day," Atkins tells 
him, then he asks if Hefiin is a vet­
eran, Hefiin ,says yes and Alkins 
replies: 'Then why aren't you help­
ing mc?" Helllil pretends to know 
about a hole In the fence near the 
freeway and Atkins leaves to cheek 
It out, 

Alkins heads for the fence then 
places himself near a large dump-
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sler. The two Wixom officers are 
hiding near another small building 
and soon are shot at, but are unin­
jured. 

Alkins comes across an employ­
ee, Norlhville resident Randy Kratt, 
who also took refuge near the 
dumpster, Kratl al first thinks he is 
one of the ])oliec and llle two men 
have a conversation about a lone 
gunman, Alkins then tells Kratl 
he's the gunman and Kratl runs. 

Construction worker Leslie Trell'a 
is on the roof and sees the two men 
talking. As Kratt runs. Trclfa yells 
In |)olicc aboul Alkins' location, 
Atkins begins to fire. 'l\vo deputies, 
Gerald Petrusha and Mall Miller, 
stationed on the berm near the 
freeway are struck hy bullets. Their 
wounds are not fatal, but Miller is 
rushed to tlie llospital. As the car 
canying him leaves the scene, a 
bullel hits the ear and shatters the 
window. 

Meanwhile, police on the berm 
are waiy of shooting al Alkins 
because many employees are still 
In the area, 

Atk ins disappears and lakes 
reftige in a pipe drainage system 
Ibr nearly three hours. He pops up 
c\'ery now and then to shool at 
helicopters. The counly Special 
Response Team arrives and plans 
lo gas Alkins oul of the pipes. Yet, 
just before the okay is given, Alkins 
conies oul of lhc pipes wi lhoul his 
weapon and is arrested, 

laquinlo receives a phone call 
from Atkins, who Is in jail, Atkins 
asks him lo use his paycheck to 
repay a number of people to whom 
he owes money.

Continued f rom 1 
lien," Rossow said. 

Running has been an integral 
pari of all Ihree men's lives. 
Co|)p, a Ibrmer collegiate athlete, 
began running sliorlly after grad­
uating I'rom Michigan Slate in 
1979, At the lime be began ruii-
nliig shorter si)rints, until he ran 
Into a doctor one day. 

"He asked me why 1 was run­
ning sprints, and that 1 should be 
running Ibr dislaiice," Copp rem­
inisced. "So since Ihen I've been 
running a couple days a week." 

Rossow runs daily and ciinent-
ly has a little streak going. He has 
ran a minimum of three miles a 
day, up to 24 miles per day, 
eveiyday for the past 1,000 days. 
He cloesii'l know why he has kepi 
this streak u]), bul the streak is 
now so impressive he doesn'l 
know when it will end, 

"My goal was 'tilways lo run 
four times a week," Hossow said. 
"1 don't know, 1 thought maybe I'd 
run Ibr a year and then I'd (|uit. 
Then 1 lold myself I'd kec]) goiilg. 
11 wasn't hurl ing mc." 

Rossow, Copp and Huff regu­
larly run aboul 40-.50 miles per 
week and ,'50-60 miles in prepara­
tion for llle marathon, 

"There are three things 1 love 
aboul running," Copp said. "1 like 
the camaraderie of the runners, 
Ihe feeling of accomplishment 
and you gel lo eat whatever you 
want. There's also such a thing 
as a runners' high. When 1 gel 

done with my workouts, 1 jus l feel 
beller." 

"Soiiicdays you get up and run 
into a sunrise. Sometimes you'll 
run into a light snowfall. It's just 
a great time." Rossow said, "ll all 
comes from within. That's all I 
can say." 

l iol l i agree that running in Ihe 
Boston Marathon is like nothing 
lluy've e\'er experienced before. 
Because Ihe race falls on Patiiols 
Day, eveiyone in New England 
has the day of f 

"When you go lo Boston, they 
treat you like a king," Copp said. 
"Il's being in the crowd, in the 
hype and the e.xcilement of Ihe 
iiioiilent," 

Rossow said the Boston 
Manil l inn is the niarathoners' 
marathon, 

"It's somelhing else. You have 
people up •in trees, on buildings 
and five dccj) all along l l ie 
course," Rossow said. 
"Sometimes you even llave people 
climbing telephone poles. It's just 
an incredible feeling." 

Both plan on leaving today or 
tomorrow and will fiy back to 
Michigan on Tuesday.

concluded thai 132 oul of 695 teachers 
were nol fully certified. Some had been 
denied a permit, some were waiting Ibr cel-
tificallon, an(i a lot were leaching wilh 
emergency one year certificates. 
Critics of charter schools jumped in, ask­

ing why CMU had allowed schools to open 
for business without first verifying certifi­
cation of all teachers. "If they didn't, they 
should have," said slate Rep. James Agee, 
a former public school administrator. 
Six days passed before the Slate Board of 

Education put out its own handout under 
the headline, "Slate Board of Education 
Members Applaud Central Michigan 
University Charter School Oversight," The 
pl-ess release asserted that of the 132 
teachers investlgaled, only five held ques­

tionable certificates, 
"Among the reasons thai Ilighcr numbers 

were reported in the Delroit Free Press and 
elsewhere was lhal some teachers' social 
security numbers were not know by 
Department of Education staff, which pre­
vented the departnient from locating tllenl 
in the certification database," 
Tile release quoted only three State 

Board member̂, all Re|)u"blleans, Clark 
Durant, former board president, said, 'The 
Democrats on the board have been on tl 
witcll-hllnl. They want to make political 
hay out of the fact thai five charter scllool 
teachers had not filled-otit certification 
paperwork on time while ignoring lhal on 
any given day one oul of evel̂ ' seven teach­
ers In Detroit is a subslllute who lacks al 
slate certificate." 
In my view, (he whole thing turned out lo 

be a tempest In a teapot. But the underly­
ing Issues involved al-e serious and deseiVe 
a carefiil look. 
They have lo do with the energy, profes­

sionalism an(l integrity by which Michigan 
public universilies cany out their oversight 
responsibilities for the public school 
academies they charter. 
Lots of universities do it. In addition to 

CMU, the most active, other inslilutions 
certifying charter schools include Eastern 
Michigan University, Oakland University, 
Grand Valley State Unlversily and Saginaw 
Valley Slate University. 
It shouldn't surprise diligent readers of 

this column that lots of money is involved. 
Chartering universilies get paid 3 percent 
of the "state foundation grant" for each stu­
dent at a charier school. At present, there 
are some 107 charter schools enrolling 
around 20,000 students, each of whom 
gets a $5,500 foundation grant Iroin the 
slate. 
That makes a total of $110 million going 

to charier schools in Michigan. And it 
means that overseeing universities are gel-
ting a little more than $3 million for their 
work. 
The obvious question Is: Just what are 

these universilies doing for llie S3 iiiilllon 
they're getting? Herb Moyer, a former 
school superintendent ilow on the Board of 
Education, isll't sure, "it's now just a mat­
ter of laundering 3 pel-cent out of cveiy dol­
lar. Charter schools are a $110 million 
experiment. 1 think we owe Ihe laxpayei-s a 
very significant rcporl of what's goiilg on." 
Such reports al-e hard lo eome by. 
When in 1997 the state auditor genei-al 

conducted an audit of CMU's procedures 
and finances, the ulllversily l-efuscd to 
tunl over 34 tlocunlents, claiming attor­
ney-client privilege, A melllberof Ihe House 
Education Coillmitlee said, "I'ln totally baf-
fied how a state institution (CMU) with 
public dollal's can hire lauyci-s to deny the 
auditor genel-al doculilenis on how the 
money Is spent. II casts a shadow over the 
university and (he public school academy 
chartering process." 
The same audit showed CMU also failed 

to catch other abuses in chal-ler schools: 
Some schools wci-e nol doing eriraiiial 
i-ccords checks on teacher applicants Ihey 
hired. Some failed to offer special edllca-
tion services as requil-ed l)y law. Solne had 
board membei'S with confiicts of Interest. 
Some did not conduct pi-oper lotteries Ibr 
sludenl adnlissions. And some failed lo 
post meeling notices as i-cqulred by the 
Open Meetings Acl. 
Charter schools are an experiment lhal 

might turn out well and might turn oul 
badly. Havilig an oversight system vested 
in state unlvci'slties, whose boal-ds al-e 
politically appointed by a governor who has 
made charter schools an important part of 
his platform, puts at risk the Illlegrily of 
this Ilnportanl experilnenl. 
This is an abuse lhal cries oul for leg-

Some warnl weather 
observations on 
Michigan's out(loors: 
As 1 pulled my fishing 
boat up to the Kent 
Lake dock, a young 
woman asked for 
help, 
"My boyfriend is out 
there, and his motor 
broke down. He 
shouldn't be rowing 
because he's recover­
ing from a hernia 
operation. Can you 
help him?" she asked. 

Sure, no problem. 1 had seen him as 1 
chugged in. but he gave no indication of dis­
tress. After I towed him to shore, I asked, "Do 
you know how to signal SOS?" He didn't. 

Same thing happened one evening on Van 
Ettan Lake near Oscoda. My buddy and 1 were 
angling for walleye near dusk. We could see 
another boat several hundred yards away but 
couldn't hear the three occupants. 
when the wind died down about 40 minutes 

later, we could hear them hollering to us. It 
seems their boat's transom had collapsed, and 
they couldn't use their motor. Sure, we'd be glad 
to give them a tow to their dock. 
Again I asked, "Do you know how lo signal 

SOS?" They didn't. 
No harm befell either broken down boat, but 

they could have had help much sooner if they 
had known how to signal for it. 

SOS in Morse Code is three dots, three dash­
es, three dots. It's an international distress sig­
nal. 
If il's gelUng dark, use a flashlight to signal 

three dots, three dashes, three dots, 
(By the way, do you carry a llashllghl in your 

boat? Good. Now have you checked the batter­
ies this spring? Ahal) 
If it's daylight, use a bandana or cap or jack­

et tied to an oar or landing net. Hold it over your 
head. Wave it three times to the right, three 
limes to the left, three times to the right, and 
you have a perfect SOS. 
Three things 1 never expected to see in south­

eastern Michigan: 
1. An overabundance of deer. 
2. An overabundance of Canada geese. 
3. An overabundance of mute swans. 
All are related. They are protected from hunt­

ing in urbanized areas. There are few natural 
predators. And without two-legged and four-
legged predators, all three species can overpop-
ulate. 
While the Upper Peninsula has a shortage of 

deer, southern lower Michigan has benefited 
from warmer winters so that more of the fawns 
sunlve. In some places, deer are pests around 
farill crops. 
In many places, deer can become traffic haz­

ards. Driving 1-94 across the state one day last 
spring, I counted 15 deer carcasses. 
When I was a kid, Canada geese were a rari­

ty, to be found mainly at Kensington Melropark. 
Years earlier, geese were shy and wouldn't nest 

around humans. A strain developed that got 
used to humans, and now they infest other 
lakes, defecating on homeowners' manicured 
lawns. 
They are a bountiful game bird. Michigan's 

haiVest of 150,000 to 170,000 honkers makes 
this state No. I in the counlry. 
Currently, the Department of Natural 

Resources is removing "nuisance" geese lo other 
parts of the slate and naUon. DNR is e.xperi-
menUng with another method - using volun­
teers from the Humane Society of the United 
States to replace real goose eggs with artificial 
ones. It can be done only with DNR supervision, 
however, because disturbing a goose nest is a 
federal offense. 
Obviously, hunting is the only permanent 

solution to overpopulation of deer and geese. 
How DNR will manage this in places like 
Metroparks, where hikers, skaters and bikers 
use the trails nearly four seasons, I don't know. 
Swans are still lovely to look at at Kensington, 

but they're considered an aggressive nuisance 
at Metro Beach on Lake St. Clair. Four birds 
first appeared at Metro in 1980, and now the 
flock is up to 100. There are reports of swans 
knocking men off jet skis. Having watch jet-
skiers, I lend to sympathize with the swans. 

DNR is considering capturing, relocating and 
possibly destroying some of the swans. It's a 
solution 1 never expected to see In these parts.

Rodriguez spent her birthday weekend with her failllly at her 
only son Joseph's home in Brighton. Slle enjoyed a strawberry 
birthday cake with a big pink candle synibolizliig 100 years and 
six sinaller white caildles, each standing for one year. 

She was able to live on her own up to age 100 and remained 
veiy lucid unt i l 105, family members say. A former resident of 
Plymouth, Rodriguez has been In Whitehall for one year. Before 
that, she lived with her son. 

"She used to speak quite a bit of English, but il l the last two 
to three years, she reverted back to Spanish," Joseph Rodriguez 
said. 

"I've heard of this happcil ing before with real old people." 
Ftodrlguez's family actually illisscd her lOOtIl birthday. They 

thought she was a few years younger wheil they sent to Spaiil 
live years ago for a copy of her baptismal record. To their sur­
prise, she'd already lun led 101. 

Rodriguez is past the point where she can ailswer iliany 
questions about her life aild most of her generation are long 
gone. 

In 1910, she was only 18 when she and a sister left Spain for 
Cuba. But her ultimate goal was the United States, n countiy 
her own nation had briefly been at war with in 1898, when 
Rodriguez was only sb( years old. 

"She came on her own. They did things like that," Joseph 
Rodriguez said. 

Of) arriving here, she lived first in Connecticut, where slle 
met her husband, Rainon Rodriguez, also from Spain, The cou­
ple married In 1925. Born i l l 1891, he missed his lOOlh birth-
day by only two years. 

The family attributes the couple's longevity to their lifestyle, 
Rodriguez was already 32 when BInlseye Invented frozen food 
In 1924, but that - and canned foods -- were consuiner conve­
niences she avoided. She aild her husband only ate fresh food. 

They never had a car. They walked all the time. They'd go to 
tile store each day," Pauline Rodriguez said. 

"They ate potatoes for two meals a day, everybody, boiled 
potatoes. She stil l likes potatoes. 

On special occasions, Rodriguez would make the Spanish 
dish paella - rice and saffron, and chicken and shrimp and 
pork chops. 

They'd put all the leftovers from the refrigerator into it," her 
daughter-ln-iaw recalled. 

Up to a year ago, Rodriguez still wrote letters to family melri-
bers In Spain. She's been back six lilnes since she left the coun­
tiy, 

Rodriguez is a grandmother of two and great-grandmother of 
two, 

Pauline Rodriguez said her lnother-in-law has always been 
quite the lady. 

"She's always been very proud and very proper. She doesn't 
like to eat In front of anybody. She wants you to eat with her," 
she added, 

Rodriguez keeps a workbasket by her chair, occasionally 
picking up her green crochet needle and her yarn. In shades of 
pink. 

"She's crocheted baby blankets for everybody. Some of our 
nieces and nephews are Just teens, but she made them blan­
kets they can put away, so when they have children, they'll 
have one from her," Pauline Rodriguez said. 

She was elegantly dressed last week in print dress and tiny 
silver earrings. Rodriguez has definite favorites among the 
nursing home staff and residents, but has trouble communi­
cating with them. 

Her son and daughter-in-law visit her daily. 
"It makes It real dlfflcult for her when iiobody else speaks 

Spanish here." Pauline Rodriguez said.

INTRO'S slof.',an is "startin,^ out 
or starlinf< over, maybe i iunini^ 
up." 

"It's for an educated (onsumer 
who for one reason or another 
Idoesn'tl have it quite yet, and yet 
is a very impor tant word," said 
Tom Lias, president and COO of 
Gorman's Home Furnisl l i i i f is. "11 
nlay be somebody who's fjol a bif̂  
house and needs a lot uf i'lirnlture 
to furn ish it and real expensive 
thiilf^s aren't quite what they're 
after yet."

siiiiilarlv-stvled room selling of a 
sola, S899;' chair, $699; cocktail 
talile, S299; and rug, S600, in Ihe 
INTRO deparlmenl. 

"'I'hal is literally taking our look, 
a Gorman's style, and knocking It 
otf" he said. "And in this case it is 
l i r l l iinrlcr half of what the other 
look is." 

Gorman's has been testing prod-
iii'ts from different maniifaclurcrs 
10 use in INTRO lor Ihe last Ihree 
years. 

The decisions on what to keep 
were not predicated on sales but 
on looks and quality, aceording to 
l.ias. 

"We went out and searched Ihc 
markelplace for Ibis," lie said. "It 
actually takes longer wi th more 
searching and working harder lo 
find the style in this price range 
than il does In Ihe other." 

It's vePi' easy for Gorman's buy­
ers to purchase Swaim or Marge 
Carson pieces by Just going to the 
showroom," Lias said. "11 is anoth­
er thing altogether for us to shop 
all over the marketplace, all over 
Ihc count ry , to f ind Ihings lha l 
look like that bul a l price ranges 
that are differenl, and still he qual­
ity pieces lha l we ai'e real proud 
of" 

Ai l i lough INTRO pieces wil l be 
very fashion forward, high value 
and well-priced, tlley will be avail­
able in l imi ted fabric selections 
compared to what Gorman's usu­
ally offers. 

There won't be a lot of options, 
no olher sizes, no sales, and no 
catalogs in the INTRO deparlmenl.

"You just never really think il's e\'cr ,L<oin,H lo end," 
said Korle. "1 wish I'd fjolieii autofiraphs from eveiy sii i-
[Tle one that I've deall wi l l i . I was so busy cloiiiu eveiy-
ll i inn you have lo do lo yd il fjoing.'

Malt ison has held an ofiice wilh Town Hall i lretty 
much eveiy year since she joined Ihe eoniuiitlee when 
she was 39 and workinii pari-linie lor Norlhviile Town­
ship. Alon,i< Willi being its secrelaiy, Mallison has also 
been the treasurer and is currently Ihe ehainliaii of the 
Board of Awards. 

Although asked many limes to l)e Ihe president, she 
has always declined due to an inability lo sjleak belbre 
large groups.

Out of tile carpetbag she took an altar and 
sat down lo meditate.

"1 still have the hat," Maltison said. 
When Ail lhoily Wedgewood Benn arrived al Ihe Plymouth train dejiol 

for his Jan, 17, 1962 leelure, the first thing he wanted lo do was take a 
shower, remembers Maltison. 

So the late Jean Checlham took lllc political columnist, radio and 'lA' 
broadcaster, and member of the House of Commons in Great Britain lo 
her home, where he coukl shower. 

"Olivia Dehaviland was really charming, just like you remember her 
from 'Gone wi lh the Wind'," Mallison .said. 

Maltison was at the llleetlng of Otir bady of Victory Church's Altar 
Society (now Our Lady's Ix'ague) when the irlea for a lecture series was 
proposed. 

"If you gel the right people in the communily inter­
ested in this it will he a success,"" Maltison remembers 
telling the group at the meeling.

Moehlman, who was only able to attend some of the lectures because 
of his full-l ime job, was always there al the end lo select the charities lo 
receive monetary awards, 

"II is a trend of the times,"" he said. "You can look around and many of 
whal have been features of Norlllville for a long, long lime, and you won-

"'The Russian pianist they had a few years ago was fantastic," he said.

Proper fitness and llexihillty conditioning 
wi lh an understanding of ihe mechanics of our 
own individual bodies combined wi lh instruc­
tion can make a huge differeilce." 

Conditioning should Include the following 
areas: 

• Flexibility: This area is vital to a golfer an(l 
should include both static si retching (stretch­
ing while the Joint is held slill) and dynamic 
stretching (stretching incoriioraled dur ing a 
specific movement). This is one area where a 
professional golf-specif ic trainer, or some 
library research can be of value. This condi­
t ioning wil l also assist with improvement of 
balance, A loss of balance can reduce your 
backswing or completely (dlange the swing 
p lane and t h u s , the shot ou tcome. Th i s 
improveineilt wil l help you feel for ;ind correct 
the loss of balance before II is visually obvi­

ous. 
• Muscular SIrenglli and Endurance; Weak 

or fat igued muscles can reduce the body's 
ability lo achieve a specific range of l l iot ion, 
and can therefore significantly affect a golfer's 
swing, as well as raise your risk of inJuiy, Add 
resistance training al least twice a week, 

• Cardiovascular: This area wi l l help you 
golf more and feel better doing it. Cardiovas­
cular conditioning can be achieved and nlain-
la ined t h r o u g h consistent b r isk w a l k i n g , 
treadmil l , swii l lnl i i ig or bicycling 20-30 i l l in-
utcs at your lai-gel heart rale most days, even 
if you drive a cart. (Check with a fitness pro­
fessional or physician lo determine your spe­
cific target heart rate range.) This wi l l also 
help you maintain your body fat levels. There 
are great golfers of all sizes, but extra body fat 
forces your body lo compensate and raises 
your risk of InJuiy. 

Taking a broader approach lo your game by 
incorporating these fitness tips wi th profes­
sional instruct ion will help you improve while 
reducing your risk of injury'for this and many 
seasons lo come.

T r a i n t o m i n u t e s i n s t e a d o f m i l e s 

Are you t ra in ing longer and 
harder than ever before and sl i l l 
nol getting the results you want? 
Do you wake up every morn ing 
t ry ing lo remember what i t felt 
like to walk without pain? Do you 
dread your next obligatory work­
ou t to get in those " r e q u i r e d " 
mi les? If you are exper ienc ing 
any of these symptoms, maybe 
y o u need to reevaluate y o u r 
Iraining-prograrn: ' 

When I was a p r o f e s s i o n a l 
tr ialhlete ten years ago, 1 would 
fun 50 miles per week in addit ion 
to biking and swimming training. 
My weekly training schedule v/as 
l ike a line from the movie "The 
Ten Commandments" - "So let It 
be written, so let II be done," Of 
course, when you're 24 years old 
and racing is your life, the aches 
and pains don't seem to bother 
you as much . However, as the 
miles added up, so did the d is­
comfort. Runs that I could easily 
coillplete Just seasons before had 
become a struggle to s ta r t let 
alone finish. 

It was at this time 1 took the 
adv ice of a great f r i e n d , J o y 
Hansen, who had gone through 
s im i la r problems at the end of 
her collegiate career. She sug­
gested that I ' turn miles into min­
utes. Not only did th i s type of 
training give me more lime to do 
other things, it allowed me lo r u n 
inore pain-free. Most importantly, 
the psychological boost was won­
der fu l . I learned that i t wasn' t 
the high mileage lhat made me 
successful. It was the consistent 
dedication to meeting those train­

ing goals. Now my goals are lo 
run a l i tt le bit eveiy day and stay 
healthy and injuly-free. 

The system gives structure to 
t imed r u n n i n g . The preseason 
base-bui ld ing period lasts eight 
weeks. Each progressive bui ld-up 
week is fo l lowed by a week of 
recovery. The Olympic distance 
t r i a t h l o n is my fo r te , so my 
emphasis is the 10k run. When I 
buUd a base,' I^SfSrl w i th %-ao-»s' 
m i n u t e r u n , fol lowed by a 20-
minute r u n the next day, then a 
30-minute run and so on switch­
ing between 30 and 20 minutes 
for the ent i re week. Remember, 
you run every day, so you don't 
need to r u n those long miles. 

Your pace is de te rm ined by 
perceived effort and heart rate. 
You should run at a comfortable 
e f f o r t t h r o u g h o u t the e igh t 
weeks. Your heart rate shou ld 
remain w i th in 65 to 85 percent of 
m a x i m u m . I f you don't have a 
heart rate monitor, take a ten-
second pulse, then mul t ip le by 
six to gel your BPM (beats per 
minute). 

For this program to work, you 
m u s t adhe re to r u n n i n g at a 
steady effort. No sprint f inishes 
allowed. It is also Imperative that 
you stick to the times listed on 
the chart. I f you deviate from the 
base phase program by throwing 
in a long r u n or by passing the 
recovery weeks, this system wi l l 
not work. 

The purpose of this program is 
to al low your connective t issue 
and your muscular structure to 
develop gradually. You can then

son. Remember, strength is the 
result of stress plus l'est. 

Once you pass the eighth week 
(without cheating), you can add 
one speed session every week or 
two, depending on your ability lo 
recover. No matter what form of 
speed work you choose, be sure 
to begin your sets a l a comfort­
able pace, then get progressively 
faster with each effort. To ensure 
a qua l i t y w o r k o u t . Jog eas i ly 
between sets and b r i n g y o u r 
heart rale down lo around 120 
BPIVI before you begin another 
hard effort, A l the conclusion of 
your workout, you should fee! as 
though you could st i l l do a litt le 
irlore. Don't overextend youi'self. 
When the season s tar ts , count,., 
each race as a speed session. 

Running by minutes instead of 
m i l e s may be a new idea for 
nlany of you, Bul if you are frus­
trated by injuries and burnou t , 
and your lOk l ime remains the 
same , t h i s may be a good 
moment to rethink your training 
ideas,
