Kevin Alexander, a 34-vear-old
Farmington man, was shat and
wounded Dby officers {rom (he
South Lyon Police Deparlmient as
he tried to make his escape from
the rear of the store just minuies
after allegedly robbing an undis-
closed amount of cash from the
store at gun point, Alexander is
also suspected in a series of nine

other similar robberies, including
last year's November robbery al
Showerman's.

South Lyon Police Chief Lloyd
Collins safd Sgl. Christepher
Sovik was in the slore at closing
time, around 10:05 p.m., when
the rabbery occurred, Police had
heen making very visible patrols
at the supermarkel since il was
robbed Nov, 5 of last year by a
masked gunman.

Sovik observed a man wearing a
ski mask cmerge from his hiding
place behind a large walk-in cool-
er at the back of the store.

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Three-year-old returned to mom
after 10-month-long kidnapping

Denall Sipes took his mother's

hand al Detroil Metropalitan
Adrport. He had just slepped off a
plane from Texas, an ieredible 10
month journey behind him.

“Are you mad at me, Mom?"
Denali asked. ‘

On April 14, Juiie Sundberg of
Novi sighed away lhe months of
stress and fear built around the
ihought that she would never see
her son agaln. The search was
over.

Bennett Wayne Sipes is accused
of kidnapping his son Denali
Sipes June 14, 1997, He fled a
week before Father's Day, five
days before he was lo be sen-
lenced after being convicted on a
criminal sexual conduct charge
committed against ah 11-year-old
girl. He forfefted the $10,000 bond
that had lemporally freed him and
took his son with him.

For some 10 months the {ather
and son traveled the western part
of the country, visiling the Grand

Canyon, Las Vegas, [ndian reser-
valions and slaying at camp-
grouzcls.

}t was at one such campground
in San Antonic, Texas that an
female empleyee became suspi-
clous of Sipes. She later told law
enforcement  olficials  that e
seemed wrong, nervous.

Sipes had told the campground
employee that he was [rom Ann
Arbor, Michigan. He also supplied
her with a false name and lirense
plate number.

‘The employee called Ann Arbor
police, gave a description of Sipes,
and set in molion the last plays of
a hunt that included the FBI,
Oakland  County's  Fugitive
Apprehension Team and Novi
police detectives,

Sipes Is now in federal custody
awalting extradition from Texas. [t
could be an casy lask, said Novi
Delective Dennis Jelly, or Sipes
could try to fight extradition.

The jury rejecled the defense’s
claim that Atkins was insane at the
time of the murder. It was a hard
case lo hear, Jurors said in a stale-
ment, and they had weighed all the
facts before reaching a verdicl.
They declined to be interviewed
afler the verdicl was announced.

Along with the first degree muy-
der conwviclion, jurors found Atkins
guilty of 24 other counts including
six counts of assaull with intent Lo
commit mueder, three counts of
assault with intent o do great bod-
fly harm, two counts of felonious
assault, 12 counls of possession of
a firearm during a felony, and
stealing a truck. The trial lasted for
three weeks.

The jury began deliberating
Friday morning and leok a day and
a half to reach the verdict Monelay
just before their usual funch hreak.
The jury foreweman cried as she
read the verdict,

Matthews: Insanity

In closing arguments April 16,
assistanl  prosecutor  Cheryl
Maithews made it clear she
believes 32-year-oldd Gerald Atkins
is "a punk and a coward. He had a
gun and he wanted 1o use it.”

He is not, hewever, insane, she
sald.

She asked the jury in Oakland
County Circuit Court te find him
guilty on all 25 counts, including
murder i the [irst degree and sev-
eral counts of attempted murder, in
his fatal assault against the Ford
Wixom Plant on Nov. 14, 1996,

The jury did exactly that when
they concluded their deliberations
Monday abeul noon.

“Before you sits a man on a mis-
slon. Make no mistake, he is still
on a mission,” Matthews said. “To
complete it. you have to stand up

and applaud him as a great
American hero."

“This man is a hern,” she contin-
ued, holding up a photo of the
Planning Manager Darrell Izzard,
who was killed when Atkins cor-
nered him under a desk, aimed and
shot. “What other defense is Lhere
in this case {than insanity). But it's
not a good defense. 1t's a very poar
excuse.”

He isn't insane or mentally ill,
she said. instead he is anti-secial,
anti-government and anti-authori-
ty. He was a neighborhoad bully as
a teen and even threatened to kill
his own mother, Matthews contin-
ued.

“We have a name for what the
defendant is - #t's not erotomania.
It's a criminal.”

Atkins, she said. had his gun
and bag packed and ready to go for
months. He just wasn't sure who

uesses it's like talking to the same
person, The slories are so similar,”
he saidl,

Sharpe said in every case, the

Ednie also safd Atkins reflected
on the incident, telling her he
might have “exaggeraled {symp-
loms] to get people to feel sorry for
him."

She safil his violent, anti-author-
ity and anti-social behavior was a
personalily disorder, From adoles-
cence, Atkins threatened to kil] his
molher, was hospitalized and then
kicked out for behavioral problems.
In 1987, he shal a .22 caliber rifle
oul of his parenl's Farmington
Hills home window at passing cars.

Atkins is also a chronic alcoholic
and has abused drugs throughout
his edult life, she said.

Clark, called on to evaluate
Atkins’ criminal responsibility, said
Atkins showed no signs of (rue
mental illness that would meet the
legal definition of the term. Nor did
he show an irability to control his
own behavior,

He clted several examples:

* Atkins was able to discriminate
who he shat and killed, he aimed
and shol only al management, riot
hourly employees.

* He, himself, told investigators

“He was somewhat overcenfi-
dent, and fortunalely for us and

Larson: Atkins’ actions define insanity

1t takes courage to call a murder
defendant insane, defense attorney
Herb Larson sald in Oakland
County Circuit Court April 16 dur-
ing closing arguments in the mur-
der trial of Gerald Atkins.

But Larson said the jury had no
other cheice. His client is insare.

How else can you explain why a
man would become ohsessed with
a woman he barely knew, think her
tejection was a mask for protecting
him, and target the place where
she worked as the barrier in the
way of their love? Larson asked.

His client, Atkins, sat in the
same red, flannel shirt he had
worn for the other three weeks of

the trial. Atkins bung his head and
averted his eyes lor most of the
proceedings.

Still the jury did not accept
lLarson’s insanily arguments and
convicted Alkins of 25 counts,
including firsl degree murder for
Planning Manager Darrell lzzard
and attempted murder for shooting
two police officers.

“Was this guy normal like the
rest of us? Or did he have a little
problem Nov, 147" Larson asked
the jury during his closing argu-
ment, pointing at his client.
“Gerald Atkins is mentally 1l by
any siretch of the definition.”

What sane person would ram-
page through an assembly plant,
dressed in full camoullage with a

semi-automalic assault rifle and
hundreds of rounds of ammuni-
tion, Larson asked the jury during
tlosing arguments while imilaling
his client on the day of the shool-
ing.

Atkins had “delusional erotoma-
nia,” Larson said. The Wixom man
fell in love with a woman who
rejected him, and he couldn't
accept il. So he created a scenario
in which a third party had come
belween them, her employer, Ford
Mator Company. Atkins said he
heard voices on the radio encour-
aging him lo assault the plant,
accarding to Larson. And later,
Atkins heard anti-government
niessages from a Spiderman car-
toon while at the Center for

Forensic Psychiatry in Ypsitanti.

Larson said Atkins was enly aller
the management personnel whom
lie believed were conspiring Lo keep
his love from him, nol police, So
when he shot at police, it was only
lo scare them away, nol lo kill
them, Larson contended.

“This is unbelievable stuff,” he
exclaitned.

With the praduction of Warner
Bros.” successlul 1984 [ilm,
“Greystroke: The Ir;_,emi of Tarzan,
Lard of the Apes,” lmmaker Slau-
ley Carter, w]w procluced the (ilm
with Hugh Hudson. had realized a
long-held dreamn. The read Lo com-
pletion of the motion picture tovk
12 years lor Canter to travel, and
almosl as soon as Lhe (lm had
made il to the big screen, the pro-
ducer immedialely began 1o emvl-
sion a sequel. Canter acquired the
rights to Lhe sequel In 1991 and
worked on the evelution of Lhe
story for the next six years.

Casper Van Dien, the hot young
actor who starred in Paul Verho-
even's hit, "Starship Troopers,” is
Tarzan, who, en the eve of lhe
wedding to his beautiful fiancee
Jane {Jane March), is confronted
by a vision of the destruction of
his childhood home. Torn between
staying in England with Hane and
returning once o Afriea, Tarzan,
Lortdl of Greystroke, returns to his
adopted home. where he squares
off against European soldiers of
fortune, led by Oxlord-educated
Nigel Ravens (Steve Waddington),
bent on discovering and looting
the legendary and mylhic clty of
Opar.

The legend of Tarzan has been
brought Lo both the large and
sinall screen countless times and
the hero has been embodied by a
seemingly endless parade of ath-
letes and aclors. The film makers
cf this latest version knew (heir
greatest chzllenge lay In finding
the perfect Tarzan for the '90's,

Producer Michae] Lake remem-
hers, "When ! saw Faul Verho-
even's ‘Starship Troopers,” I was
struck by Casper Van Dien's per-
{ormance and his physical appear-
ance. He had the brains, the
brawn and the charm to be our
Tarzan.”

Van Dien comments, “I think
what exciled me the most, ouiside
of filming in Alrica, was the fact
(hal, as a child, [ really did look up
lo Tarzan and and his combina-
tion of strength among humans
and gentleness with the animals,
{t was a great thrill o get to por-
tray him at last.”

Jane March came to the film-
makers' attention becausé of her
spiriled [eistiness, a quality the
aclress shares with her on-screen
persona — Jane, a modern herc-

ine with a "90’s sensihility, The
producers and director also [ell
that March’s delicate beauty bul-
anced the inlense physicalily of
Van Dien.

Canter noles, "Jane March
brought a lot of leminintty to Jane
without sacilficing greal strength,
an essential part of this weman
who sets oul into Africa alone Lo
find her flancee.”

Jane March enjoyed getting the
chance lo breathe life inlo Tarzan's
Jane. She wanled 1o “be able (o
play a really fresh character and
make an adventure film. This gave
me the opportunity to do both at
once.”

For the parl of the cold-blaoded
mercenary and Tarzan's nemesis,
Nigel Ravens, Canter looked o
Britain. he says, " | had seen Steve
Waddington's work and was
impressed by his physicality, a
qualily nol every British actor
shares. His brooding nalure is

suited 1o the delermination that
drives Ravens.”

ikis than, lets say. a taller or
hulkier person.

“Bul lets get real here — 1 think
that the chimps are the only oncs
that ean do this withouet the bene-
fit of a personal {rainer.”

Rainy weather hinders production crew

One of the biggest problems
encountercd by the produciion
slaff of “Twzan and the Lost City”
was the weather.

Even hefore casting began, [ilm
makers had visited South Aflrica
and realized it would make a per-
fect location due Lo its cinemalic
locales and indigenous wild life.

The heavy winds on the Wil
Coast of Alrica slowed construc-
tion on the forest and jungle sels,

which had to be reinforced to with-
sland the heavy downpours and
possible flooding.

Additionally, the huilders had to
stay within lhe stringent conflines
set down by the National Parks
Board, the custodian of the ecalog:
ically sensitive areas used in some
of the filming, In order (o preserve
the wild lands, activities such as
iree-irimming or hole-digging were
prohibited.

And Lhe usage of heavy vehicles
was curtaled.

Although the produclion had
been prepared {or the usual wel
season thal enincided with their
fitming schedule, the rains proved

unseasonably heavy even to local
residents. The rains also brought
forth iarge swarms ol mosquitoes
and other irritating crealures and
turned the usual hard African
ground into knee-deep mud pits.

Car restraints save children’s lives

We all want to proteet nur chil-
dren (rom harm, ineluding the
ever-present dangers of aleohol,
drugs and violence. Their great-
est threat, however, is from a
tralfiv aceident.

That's right. A child is more
likely ta dic or be sericusly
injured s a result of a var erash
thau from any disease or other
tvpe of aceident.

IUs erucially important, there-
[ore. to proteel your children
every time they ride in (he car.

Most of these injuries are due
to a child being fmproperly
restrained. With so nany differ-
ent ypes of car seats, booster
seats ane seat belts, however, il
can he conlusing lor parenls,
Here is somie advice to help elim-
fale the cenfustor:

o All infants and toddlers
should ride fn a ear scat placed
in the hack seat of the vehicle.
Make sure your car seal is
approved by the Federal Motor

Vehicle Salety Standards und
that the seat has nol heen
recalled.

Also, careflully review (he
installation nstructions.

The harness needs to be
adinsted so there is a space 1he
breadth of twa fingers between
the ehild and the harness. Also,
the scat should he secured prop-
erly to the vehicle.

You can test this by trying to
rack the car seal back and forth
and slde to side. It should not
shifl from the vehicle seat. Final-
ly. you may need 1o atlach a
locking clip I your seat helts
move freety until the vehicle
makes a surden stop.

» [nfants must be placed in a
car seat that faces toward the
rear of the vehicle. when a cirikd
reaches 1 year of age, the car
seat should be turned so it faces
forward. There are many converl-
ible-siyle car seals which are
used in the rear-facing position

for infants and the forward-fac-
ing position for toddlers,

I you have an infant-only seat,
then vou need to replace it with
a totldler seat when vour ehild is
1 year old.

» Toddlers way begin to resist
heirg pul in the ear seat so you'll
need to be firm abont making
then sil in the seat during every
car ride, This also helps your
child to better behave during a
car tide.

s When children refnch (10
pounds or aboul 4 years of age,
they sheuld ride In a booster
seat, Withoul a booster, the car's
seat bell won't fit them properly,

The sheulider belt will go
across their neek or face inslead
of Lheir ehest. and the lap belt
will eress Lhe stomaeh instead of
the hips. The best hooster seats
use botly a lap and shoulder belt
and, therefore, result in proper
positioning of the vehicle's seat
bells.

+ Children over 60 pounds or 8
vears of age may be restrained by
the vehiele's lap and shoulder
hell, These are safer than a lap
helt alene.

Children should always sit in
the front seat of & car equipped
with a passenger-side air hag,
but they also must wear a
lap/shoulder bell and (heir seat
should he adjusied as far back
as possible.

If you have any questlons
about how to best secure vour
child while riding in the family
car, please ask your child's doc-
tor. Rememher, up to two-thirds
of injuries and deaths due to car
crashes can be prevented by
using proper car restraints. Help
pretect your child,
