lagl Wednesday and Thursday in
Lansing with two slall allorneys
from the governar's oflice,

The sccond interview means the
candidates are still in the race
after the field was pared [rom at
least seven and perhaps as many
as 12 original applicants far the
job.

The selection process is confi-
dential and the governor's oflice
will nol release the names of those
atiorneys who have submilled
applications, nor even how many
have applied. Bul word of who has
applied typically spreads (hrough
legal and potitical cireles, and
each of the applicants still in race
confirmed heir candidacies for
the job in inferviews with The Kovi
News 1his week.

Under changes made to the
three-year-cld test in February,
MEAP scores are reported on high
school transcripts, although no
colieges or universities in {lie state
require the scores for admission.

Although  Northvllle  High
School's results have comparcd
[avorably to other dislricts’, indi-
vidual studenl scores appear low
On average.

Last year, 71 percenl  of
Naorthville High School studenls
seared profleient in math, 54.1 per-
cent prolicient in science and 23.7
percent proflefent in comounica-
Hons.

With s0 many students opting
out this year, Joknsen said he
lears the scores will look even
Wworse,

*A number ol students not taking
it will have an adverse affect on our
scores. Even though | believe i Is a
cross section of students, it wili
still have a dramalic affect on our
success,” he said.

But Colianni sajd thal kids
shouldn'l be held responsible for
laking a test that doesn't provide
an accurate academic assessment
when they've paid to take the ACT,
SAT and Advance Placement lests.

Novi students
show for test

Novi High School reporied 80
percertt of juniors arrived Tuesday
morning  for  the  Michigan
Educational Assessment Program
Tesl.

Approximalely 280 kids hun-
kered down over testing werk-
sheets, unlike other area high
schools ke Northville where a
large portion of students boycolted
the lest because it {s nol reguired
by the state for graduation.

After television news coverage of
the hoycott in Northville, some Novi
staff were nervous. But in the end,
the students showed up.

"We're prelty pleased,” sald Tom
Evans, assistant principal at Novl
High.

“Our positien Is we expecl the
kids to {ake it and we've held 1o
that all along,” Evans explained.

Only about 20 students had
opted out of the test with parental
permission as of Monday after-
noon, he reported,

“There’s heen quite a lot of good
dialogue between the counselors
and parenls about the tesl” he
explained. “They've been very
encouraging.”

The students will spend three,
half days taking (he test. Staff held
workshops and took time to work
with studenis on concerns they
had about the test.

‘I'm pretty proud and pleased
with the attllude of the students,”
he said.

The willingness to look at the test
in a positive light may be con-
tributing to the good atiendance,

“The stafl has taken a positive
approach io this all aleng.” said
Evans. “Like {former princlpal Arl
Miiler) said lasl year it's an oppor-
tunity and a challenge. The test
needs fine tuning but... if you want
studenis to perform and achieve
you have to keep positive.”

Controversy is not new over the
test which has garnered lower than
expeeted results in many school
districts. Other complaints includ-
ed cpposition to “teaching to the
test” and poor preparation maleri-
als from the state that leflt teachers
wondering what 1o tell students.

The sophomore MEAP was
redesigned in 1985 to give to
Juniors and ineluded more analyti-
cal thinking testing. It was

repamed the High  School

Profictency. Test. But lower than
expected scores resulied in publie

outcry over the fest.

The test was revamped each year
and most recently it was retagged
as the high school MEAP Test.

Klaver sald the developers main-
tain that Novi officials are continu-
ing 1o block the multi-phase Vistas,
after the clty was forced by a court
order to open the Decker exten-
ston, now the new Novi Road, in
1995.

Under the PUD contract reached
with the Novi City Council In 1994,
Sandstone was to be assessed as
much as $3.191 milllon for the
road. In the lawsult, Sandstone
asks for a refund of the $782,000
SAD fee carlier paid by the firm,

Linking an older section of Novi
Road with Thirteen Mlle, the thor-
oughfare passes through Vistas
property. In October 1995, Judge
Howard ordered Novl to remove
barricades at the road and permit
extra sales signs.

Sandstone's lawyer said new
home huyers couldn't find thelr
way Into the first phase of the
development.  Novi's  lawyers
explained that the city was keeping
the Decker extension closed for
safety reasons, widening of Novi
Road between Twelve and Twelve-
And-A-Half Mile roads was com-
plete.

However, the October 1995 rul-
ing by Judge Howard stated that
with the closure, Sandstone would
be harmed by: the loss of (ts repu-
tation, economic solvency and via-
bility: the loss of interest payments
because of the delay and the risk of

the firm's competitive edge being
impatred.

The ruling permitted the lawsuit
to proceed,

In the developers' original pre-
senlations 1o the city council -
which are incorporated in the PUD
agreement - The Vistas was repre-
sented as a neotraditional commu-
nily that would mingle a downtown
in mindature with an old-fashioned
community featuring front porch-
es, detached parks and a pedestri-
an promenade. A mix of single fam-
ily homes, condominjums and
tawnhouse apartments in different
prive brackels was proposed, as
well as housing above businesses.

[n exchange for this “New
Urhanism” approach, the city
councll permitied an increase in
density at the site.

InJanuary 1998, representatives
for the developer told the Novi
Planning Commission that the
market demand isn't there for the
“Hve-work”™ townhouses. However,
the commisslon recommended site
plan approval for the Brownstones
at The Vistas - a 260-unit develop-
ment of brick, Bostonlan-style
apartments and a clubhouse on 18
of the acres.

The Brownstonies are Phase Five
of the 15-phase project, following
earller clty approval for serles of
residential homes, a small gas sta-
tion and condominiums as part of
the PUD.

Amerltech New Media is serious-
Iy pitching its cable lclevision ser-
vice lo the Novi area.

Lasl week, Ameritech mel with
the Sculhwest Oakland Cable
Comumission, which represents
Novi, Farminglan and Farmington
Hills. The three citics currently gel
cable scrvice from Time Warner.

While local offlcials say competi-
Lion is welcome, they remain skep-
tical about whether 1t will lead to
what consumers really want -
lower cable rates and more chan-
nels.

“It would appear when they've
gone to communities there was no
impact on the rates being charged,”
sald Novi City Manager Ed
Kriewall, whe sits on SWOCC,

“We think there could be some
benefit from it, but we're nol really
exclted about J1."

To proceed, Ameritech needs a
letter of intent from the three ciiles,
said SWOCC Executive Blrector
Caren Collins.

Ameritech New Media has also
asked (or copies of each communi-
y's cable TV ordinance. Collins
sald the commission's atlorney will
be reviewing the local ordinances,
lo see how the language addresses
competing cable services. Untll
that's done, 1he issue won't go to
the three city councils,

"We're going to have to sit down
with our alterney and see how all
this fits into our ordinance,” she
said. f

"When you lake in the other
communilies, though, we haven't
seen i major reduction of rates,”

In some cities, Amerllech
charges well above §30, she added.
And several Oakland County clties
have cable service providers that
olfer as many as 100 channels.

“Generally, it's on par with what
the Incumbent is charging, or the
incumbent is on par with whal
{hey're charging,” Collins added.

If Ameritech comes lo the
SWOCC citles, a [franchise agree-
ment would wark out issues such
as use of the public rights-of-way
for cables, public access and fran-
chise fees paid to the municipalt-
Hes.

Time Warner and SWOCC are
silll renegotiating a 1982 franchise
agreemenl. Over the past few
years, the company has instailed.a
multi-milion dollar upgrade to its
system and added channels.

“We don't mind competition, as
long as it's fair.” said Time Warner
Regional Vice President Tom
Bjorklund. :

“And as thelr cbligatiens to the
ciltes are the same as ours.”

I have taliced it over with my parents,
and they say I stould asle you. Should !
tulee the tests? What's in it for me?

What advice wounld Dr. Laura provide
lor this "moral dilemma’™? I coujeclure it
wight gn like this:

Dear Michigan High Schooler: Do you
really think everything you do in life will
provide immediale graiification? That you
alteays can see immedialely "what is in it
Jar me?” Do you really think responsible
adulls inyour state would devise a test fo
herm students? Grow up! Gel with the
progroam.

Thal would be a good answer, and |
believe we can identify several additional
reasons o take the lests. There really is
something in it for the sludent. Thesce
lests serve both a private purpose for slu-
dents and a public purpose for all
Michigan families,

‘The MEAP high school {ests represent a
standard of knowledge and skill thal is
jmportanl for success as an aduil.
Michigan business people. university
representatives and teachers have identi-
fled this standard.

The knowledge and skills are repre-
sented in the Medel Core Currieulum
Standards provided {o cvery school by
ihe State Board of Education. The stan-
dards are breader and decper than those
of the SAT or ACT, which measure the
lkelihood of success In the traditional
universily progratn.

Dr. Harold Stevenson, of the University
ol Michigan. pointed out in his studies of

- students around the world that American

students chronically overcstimate their
achicvement compared to Asian stu-
dents. | am sure this explains why so
many American students enrolt in, but
do not complete, college programs. We
learn to be honest with ourselves when
we exercise the opportunily to measurc

ovrselves against fixed standards, So
what is in it for you? Self-knowledge.

Every high school teacher can tell sto-
ries of the "senior hiow-oif™ allitude.
Capable young men and women abandon
rigorous study for easy classes and par-
ties. saying, "1 deserve a year fo party!”
Sorry. This is missed opportunily. Il a
studenl has knowledge of strenglhs and
weaknesses, he or she has a remaining
year ol high school to get ready to be pro-
duetive in the years of life ahead. So what
is in it for you? Opporiunity.

Young men and women typically
respond: “Give us better schools, and we
will behave differently.” Good poinl. The
farm and structure of high school scarce-
Iy have changed in 90 years. Thal's why
it's important for every student (o take
the MEAP high school tests and con-
tribule to the information pool that will
guide leachers, administrators and polil-
ical leaders to improve it. What's in it for
you? A betier system - for your younger
brothers and sisters, and some day for
your children.

We ought to forget the short-term
thinking that resulls from measuring life
by immediate self-gratification. We ocught
to be looking at the data which show we
rank fourth in international achievement
comparisons at the fourth grade but fall
10 last in achievement at the 12th grade,
We ought to be demanding more - not
less - in terms of stanclards and assess-
ments.

If we believe in public educalion, we
ought lo be locking for standards that
will get us compelitive again. If all our
sclwols are supposed to provide is 13
years of pleasant day care, [ suppose it
doesn’l matter. If il does matler, however,
I believe standards and assessments are
part of the work that will help public edu-
cation become better and will assure that
the young men and women served by
public education have the richest future
possible,

| belteve our common future depends
upon all of us making this commitment.

Going back to the salt mines

Golng "back lo the sait mines”
may be fust an expression for
most of us, but for many years
working in salt mines in south-
caslern Michigan was very much
a realily.

Eons ago. lower Michigan was
once the bottom of a vast acean.
Qver the centuries the waler
slowly receded, leaving in fis
wake huge deposits of sall. This
sall bed eventually reached a
height up to 2,000 feet in places.
covered over during the ensuing
millenniuwm by earth, rock, pave-
. ment and bulldings.

Patentlial for this naturai resource that lay beneath the
streels of Detroil was realized during the Industrial Age of
the 19th century. In 1860, Michigan produced 4,000 bar-
rels of sall {roin Detroit depaosils. By the 1920s, Detroit was
considered the “nation’s leading sall center,” as noled by
The Detrofi Free Press, with Michigan producing more salt
than any other stale in the country. The oulput of sall in
1928 was nearly 2 1/2 million lons.

According to The Free Press, “the deposit of salt in the
Delrolt area exists in two layers, the upper layer being 800
feet below Lhe surface and runs to a depth of from 60 feet
to 125 feet... The lower layer runs 2,200 feet below the sur-

face and Is about 350 feet thick.” The deposit ran along the -

shore of Lake Erie as far away as Cleveland.

In the early 20th century, mosl of the sall produce din
the Detroll area was used by the meat packing industry as
well as for home use. Rock salt was anather resource that
produced about 30 by-products of salt. such as bromine,
chlorine, causlle soda, soda ash {used to make scap) and
alkali.

By the 1940s, the salt mines tock on a whole different
meaning. As early as February 1941, ten months before the

Japanese attack on Pear] Harbar, Detroil's salt mines were
already being eyed as an air-raid sheller from “falling
bombs.”

Even after World War I1 was over, the pervading fear, of
enemy allack prevailed in ihe city, In 1946, The Detreil
Free Press assured “chronic worriers of Detroit...[that) they
have a safe haven against the alomic wrath lo come.” The
Industrial Salt Co. mines. openedl in 1904, reportedly had
the reom Lo shelter “the entire populalion of Detroit right
under the southwestern: portion of the cily.”

The paper continued, “The mine (s dry and healthful and
completely air conditioned, with a temperature of about 58

(degrees mainlained at all times.

“The only drawback 1o the quick exodus of a civilian pop-
wlation i5 the fact that only iwo shalls lead into the mine,
each of which {s capable of sending down only about 25
persons at ane tme.”

Thankfully, the theory never had lo be lested.

The Michigan mines continued to produce millions of
tons of salt per year, 90 percent of which was used in
industry.

Cne of those induslries, Dow Chemical Co., began in the
1890s because of the availabilily of salt, Bromine, one of
the by-products of rock sall. was extracted from wells
located beneath Midland, Mich., thus forming the basis for
the world-renowned corporalion,

Anather firm, the Wyandolte Chemical Co., obtained sall
from its own welis located beneath dheir plant. In 1960. the
total salt preduction for Michigan was worth mare (han
$41 millien a year.

Though the salt mines still cxist below the sireels of the
city. and desplle past profits made from this underground
source, Detrolt no longer produces sall. The sall mines
were closed in the mid-1970s, and all production ceased.

So can we rest casy? Far from it.

A lot of peaple are still griping about the
lests. Students ask why go to the bother
when they're passing all their classes and
going to graduate. Parents worry Lheir kid's
jaor score in the MEAP High School Tests
will undle goad grades or a high score on
the SAT or ACT in getting into a good col-
lege.

Warse, the institutions that stand to ben-
elit most Irom universal use of the high
schaol proficiency lest - employers and
universities - are paying little attention to
the results of the lest in hiring or admis-
sions decisions,

Jim Sandy, executlve director of the
Michigan Business Leaders for Education
Excellence, a group organized through the
Michigan State Chamber of Commerce, is
having a tough go in persuading companies
o check job applicants for their MEAP
Itigh School Test results,

Mayhe It°s because the {ests are relative-
ly new. Maybe il's because the implicalions
ol the tests for job performance are not yet
clearly understood. But it was complaints
from Lhe business community thal new
entranls to the job market were poarly pre-

pared that originally provoked the demand
for schaol improvement. For business o
ignore what it helped create is silly and
short-slghted.

Just as culpable are the state’s colleges
and universities that so tar have resoluely
refused 1o take MEAP High School Test
resulls into consideration in admissions
decislons.

“How come?" 1 asked University of
Michigan Admissions Dircelor Ted Spender

"Unlike the SAT or the ACT, this lesl was
not designed to predict success in college,”
Spencer explained. Not only that, but “the
test comes at he wrong lime of the year to
help us in making admission decisions.”

I'understand thal Gov. John Engler met
last month with the presidents of
Michigan's public universilies and asked
ther at least to lake a look at the MHSPT
resulls in admissions, He got turned down,

University presidents whine continually
about poor high school preparation glven
their incoming students. They shoulkd. gel
wilh the program and starl asking their
aclmiissions officers al least to take MHSPT
results into consideration or quit com-
plaining.

Rates rising despite competition

There’s nothing like a
face-to-face meeling
lo cut through all the
paperwork and get the
jab done.

Recently, members of
the  Southwestern
Oaklund Cable
Commission  visited
the Fereral
Communicaiion
Commissiocn in
Washington D.c.
SWOCC is comprised
of the cily manager
and one elected offi-
cial from each city of Furmington, Farminglon
Hills and Novi. Although SWOCC is the local
regulatory authority in cable matlers, there are
numerots jlems under the FCC's jurisdiction.
And many of those were addressed in recent
meelings. Here's an excerpt from our follow-up
letter to the FCC.

“We have made every altempl lo regulale
rates follewing FCC rules. However, our ability
to protect consumers has heen hampered by an
absence of guidance arxl action by (he FCC's

“Also, the FCC adopted a ‘social contract’
which was impossible to menitor, and allowed
cable operalors to raise rates witheut any hene-
fils to consumers. Through the Social
Conlract, for example, the FCC has allowed
Time Warnier Lo ralse rales in our communilies
wilh no benefits o the subscriber - all benefits
in the sovizl contract were previously agreed Lo
by Time Warner and thus, already included in
our rates.

*We would like lo see competition to fix this
problem, but even the FCC's research shows
that cable rates are rising whether the cable
systems are facing competition or nol. The July
20, 1997, Delroit News and Free Press slales
that ‘even in communities where there is com-
pelition, bills still wen! up - aboul 8 percent in
Ihe pas! year' and thal ‘on average, Ameritech
{at thal time in 1§ Melro Detroil communilies)
charged 14 cents a month more than the cable
operaturs who had monopolles lor years.

"Since 1990, rates in  Farmingten,
Farmington Hills and Novi have increased more
than 38 percent (8 percent in the past year
alone).

Consumers are often forced to pay lor pro-

gramming services they don't wand. This year, in
our communities, FOX Sports was added on the
expandec| basic tier at an increase of $1.27 per
subscriber, to rteplace the premium service,
PASS, to which only 25 percent! of the cable cus-
lomers subscribed, The FCC's rate rules give
eperators an incentive to manipulale program-
ming hecause of the automatic pass-through of
programmting costs. That decision has resulted
in loss of cholce and increases In prices.

" We would ask Lhal you help in any way you
can to ensure thal rate issues are resolved as
promplly as possible by the FCC. For example,
we are concerned that there has been no action
on cases pending before the commission involv-
ing aur communily and Time Warner, which are
now a year old.”

The FCC has recently responded to our rate
issues. I'll discuss that in an upcoming column.

Business seems Lo {ear it will have to jump
through more hoops in order to get EPA permits
for such things as an asphalt plant in Belleville,
landfill gas processing in Canton, storage tanks
everywhere, a paint shop in Flat Rock. paint
manufacturing and auto fiber glass operations
in Westland, even hospital beilers in Pontiac.

The topic came up at last week's executive
commitiee meeting of SEMCOG, the Southeasl
Michigan Council of Governments. SEMCOG

adherents are big on stopping "urban sprawl,”
the eating up of rurai greenfields and the aban-
doning of older cities.

Some sacred goals seem Lo he In conflict. No
patriotic, sensilive American wants to dump
poliution on minoritles - right? Bul we also
want to see redevelopment in older, minerily
areas so Lhey can have jobs and tax base -
right? '

Said Wayne Probale Judge Millon Mack: 'I
don't think it {slilling of growth) is an uninlend-
ed consequence” of EPA's civil rights stance,

Said Jeddy Hood, Wesl Bloomfield Township
supervisor: "It will discourage modifications
even il it (industry) cleans up.”

Said Dante Lanzetta, Birmingham council
member: “There’s going to be a halancing act ...
You don't write off one end of the spectrum.”

Said John Cronin, a Brownstown Township
trustee: "I's a typical Clinton tactic: use an
executive order to thwarl the will of Congress.”

Int other words, three out of four say we can
profect minorities and still have economic
growih,

What we've been hearing on Nafional Public
Radio now is coming hame to southeastern
Michigan, NPR has given a lot of time to the
Louisiana slory aboul a minority communily
that fought the lecation of a uranium enrich-
ment plant. | drove through the general area in
fall of 1996. utterly amazed at all the chemical
plants in the bayou country. I understood both
sides’ concern bul didn't dream the conflict
would come o my neck of the American woods.

The lalest word is that the industry has given

up after spending 530 million lighting charges
of environmental racism. That is the kind of
case you hear ahout.

But what about the cases you don't hear
about? What about the companies, usually
small, thal say, “Phooey, we're not going to put
up with that kind of grief. We're nol going 1o file
all the paperwork with EPA and DEQ). We're not
going lo be subjected to angry shouts from
activists who don't have market ferces to face.
We'll fust quietly go someplace else and not sub-
jert ourselves to this,”

Then they'll go 1o the wooded hills of Oakland
and Livingston counties or to Mexico or Sri
Lanka.

Qur SEMCOG leaders think il's possible to
achieve a balancing act between racial sensitiv-
ity and economic growth. They probably are
right. The problem, however, is business’ per-
ception. Will a company planning a multi-billion
or even billion-dollar investment perceive that
the griel, the nagging. the invective il may
encounter isn't worth the expenditure of time it
would take to get an EPA permit in southeast-
emn Michigan?

The dilemma - treating mirorities decenlly
and achieving economic growth - is an enor-
mous one. Yes, the conflicling goals can be
resolved, but only if business perceives that
government acts on the permitting process
promptly.

Spring sunshine brings on other worries

With the approach of warmer
weather, conscientions mothers
are heginning to reach for the
sunscreen to prolect thelr chil-
dren [rom the sun’s dawaging
ullraviolet rays, However, accord-
ing lo Kenneth Zaremski D.Q., a
Botsfard physician, protecting
your skin from the harmfut effects
of the sun is a lileloeng challenge
that should be part of the heaith
rouline for individuals of all ages.

“In the shorl lerm., people need
to guard against sunburn,” says
D, Zaremski. “Just as important,
in the long term, protection [rom
the sun will help you avoid skin
damage and even skin cancer.”

Dr. Zaremski says thal protect-
ing skin from the sun should
begin with a good sunscreen. The
precise sun protection lactor {(SPF)
depends on the individual's sun

sensitivily since some people will
burn in 20 minules and others in
60 minutes or longer. A sunscreen
willl SPF 4 allows four times more
sun exposure helore the skin
burns, while SPF 15 theoretically
multiplies "burn-fee” lime by 15.
“Most people need at least a SPF
20 bul a darker-skinned person
may be able Lo get by with SFF 12,
Mosl at risk are individuals with
fair skin, blue eyes and light or
red hair. They could need a higher
SPF," Zaremski says. Use of drugs
include sulfa, tetracyelines, amox-
icillin or oral contraceplives
increase the skin's sensitivity o
the sun.

“Select a sunscreen that offers
both UV-A and UV-B protection
artd reapply il every couple of
hours based on your susceptibility
lo sunhurn and your level of acliv-

ity.” Dr. Zaremski says. Heavy
exercise, sweal and swimming can
cut a sunscreen's effectivencss.
Dr. Zaremski recommends thal
consumers {ook for new products
on the market that make using
sunsereen easler and more ellee-
live. For instanice, a spray-on sun-
screen can de used Lo pratect the
scalp. “This is helpful for babies,
children with fine hair and for
older adults as the hair Legins lo
thin,” he says.

“The cars and the face generally
receive the mosl sun exposure
and sun protection should slart
there. Those are also the most fre-
quent siles for skin cancer,” says
Dr. Zaremski. He neles that the
back of the neck is another vul-
nerable localion that people ollen
forget.

By far, the most serious effeet of

sun damage is skin cancer, “Both
the tulal amount of sun received
aver

the years and overexposure thnl
resuils in sunhurn can increase
the risk of skin cancer,” says Dr,
Zaremski, He emphasizes (hal
there is ne such thing as "a little
sunburn” since each lime the skin
burns, the risk of developing can-
cer goes up. Young people can
avoid lifelong cumulative effects of
the sun by developing good sun
protection halils al an carly age.
